
Health Card Committee Begins Meetings
The City of Houston Council Committee 
on Communicable/ Infectious Disease 
Control (AIDS/ health cards) began its 
series of meetings on November 27.

Chaired by Councilman Jim Green­
wood, committee members are Councilper­
sons Eleanor Tinsley and John Goodner. 
Houston Health Director Dr. James 
Haughton serves as chief medical advisor 
to the group.

Committee meetings involve advisors 
selected from Dr. Haughton’s expert com­
mittee on AIDS questioning presenters 
who are experts on food-bome illnesses. 
Experts who are scheduled to speak are 
Dr. Roger Rosen, chief of Allergy and 
Immunology Veterans Administration 
and Professor of Microbiology, Immunol­
ogy and Medicine, Baylor College of Medi­
cine; Dr. Walter Dowdle of the Centers for 
Disease Control, Atlanta, and State 
Health Commissioner Dr. Robert Bern­
stein.

The committee is investigating whether 
a need for health cards, as a means of 
controlling the spread of AIDS, exists and, 
if so, the logistics of administering tests. It is 
estimated that each test for the HTLV-III 
virus would cost $600.

Other groups whose input has been 
invited are day care providers, the Texas 
Restaurant Association, blood bank 
workers, and the teacher’s association.

Remaining scheduled meetings are Dec. 
20 and Jan. 10,17, 24, and 31. All presen­
ters will speak between 9:30 a.m. and 12 
noon in City Council chambers. All meet­
ings are open to the public and public com­
ment will be solicited in the January 
meetings.

The committee plans to bring its recom­
mendations before the full city council on 
March 3, 1986.

Killer of Store 
Clerk Sought 
by Detectives
Houston Police Department homicide 
detectives are still seeking a suspect in the 
Dec. 5 killing of a convenience store clerk 
in Montrose.

Sadiq Ali, 45, of the 1400 block of Dun- 
lavy, was shot once in the face by a man 
attempting to rob Ankar Drive Inn Groc­
ery, 1660 Westheimer.

The suspect entered the store shortly 
after 7:00 p.m. and demanded cash. Ali 
and a firend opened the cash register and 
told him to take the money.

According to Sgt. Steve Ward of HPD’s 
homicide division, the suspect “fired one 
shot without provocation.” He then left 
the store without the money.

Police are searching for a slender black 
male, about 6 feet tall with short hair and 
slight goatee.

At the time of the incident, he was wear­
ing a blue knit cap and gray jacket and 
blue jeans.

A fire which began in a dining room elec­
trical outlet caused extensive damage to 
the newly-opened New Driscoll Street 
Cafe, 1834 Westheimer. The fire was disco­
vered around 1:30 a.m. Sunday, Dec. 8.

Owner Ed Muncey says the estimated 
damage is $70,000, much of which was 
from smoke and water. The restaurant is 
closed for repairs. Reopening is slated for 
Dec. 18.

State Health Board to Consider Quarantine Plan This Saturday
The state Board of Health is scheduled, 
this Saturday, to consider a proposal to 
isolate AIDS victims. The proposal would 
allow state and local health authorities to 
quarantine AIDS victims who pose a 
threat to public health.

Lesbian / Gay Rights Advocates, which 
represents nine Texas organizations, 
opposes the plan saying that it would 
hinder efforts to stop the disease.

Dr. Robert Bernstein, state health com­
missioner, defends the plan stating that it 
would only be used for persons who can 
transmit the disease yet continue certain 
activities hazardous to the public. Last 
month, Bernstein met with leaders of sev­
eral gay rights organizations and city 
health directors from most major Texas 
cities to discuss the plan.

Sue Lovell, president of the Houston 
Gay Political Caucus, was present at that 

meeting along with Houston Health Direc­
tor Dr. James Haughton. According to 
Lovell, gay leaders as well as medical pro­
fessionals attending the meeting agreed 
that “quarantine is not the solution.” 
Cooperation between grassroots organiza­
tions and the state health department 
would render more viable solutions to 
problem.

Glen Maxey, spokesman for Lesbain / 
Gay Rights Advocates said quarantining 

might prevent individuals from seeking 
diagnosis or early treamtent and cause 
physicians to hesitate reporting AIDS 
cases to health departments. That could 
hinder research and result in a drop in 
federal funding.

Dr. Phil Richardson, an Austin physi­
cian and Dr. Toby Johnson, a-San Anto­
nio psychologist, will represent gay rights 
organizations at the board meeting.
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Companies Place Workers on Leave after AIDS Testing
From an Associated Press report
Two companies have placed four 
employees on indefinite paid leave after 
they tested positive on a test that deter­
mines exposure to AIDS, even though 
three of the men do not actually have the 
disease, an attorney representing the 
workers said in Dallas Dec. 6.

The lawyer, Robert Holt, said he has 
written the two companies, Enserch Corp, 
and General Telephone Co., asking how 
long the employees will be on leave and 
how long their pay and benefits will last.

He said three of the employees tested 
positive on the HTLV-III antibody test, 
which shows exposure to the disease, but 
they do not actually have acquired 
immune deficiency syndrome.

The HTLV test “does not show conta­
giousness or the virus,” Holt said.

The employees put on leave by Enserch 
worked in food service and were tested 
under a new company policy testing food
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service workers for communicable dis­
eases.

Guidelines by the Centers for Disease 
Control in Atlanta say AIDS cannot be 
communicated through food.

At Enserch, parent company of Lone

Star Gas, David Bonner, director of food 
service, tested postive, but does not have 
the disease.

The other worker, Terry Ulrey, a maitre 
d’, does have AIDS but said he is “perfectly 
capable” of working.

Refusing to confirm or deny whether 
any GTE workers were put on leave 
because of AIDS testing, company spokes­
woman Jean Ryon in San Angelo said, 
“Our policy is not to discuss individual 
health situations.”

Currently the house 
needs: fixtures for a planned downstairs 
bathroom, carpeting for the stairs, screen 
doors, twin bed sheets, twin bed pads, twin 
bedspreads, towels, a garbage disposal, 
ceiling fan, washer and dryer, lawn equip­
ment, blankets, and a microwave.

Budd added, that for individuals, any­
thing that would be given anyone else will 
also be appreciated by AIDS patients.

Holiday Party 
Tips from the 
Houston Council 
on Alcoholism 
and Drug Abuse

The Houston Council on Alcoholism and 
Drug Abuse offers these suggestions to 
help partygoers and party givers enjoy the 
holiday season with greater safety.

For the host and hostess:
—Do not make drinking the primary 

focus of your social event.
—Do provide a variety of non-alcoholic 

drinks.
—Do provide a variety of attractive, 

nourishing foods.
—Do instruct your bartender to measure 

standard drinks.
—Do not permit your guests to mix their 

own drinks.
—Avoid carbonated mixers. Carbona­

tion speeds alcohol absorption
Do not accept unacceptable behavior 

just because someone has had “too much 
to drink.”

—Close your bar one to two hours before 
the end of the your party.

—If one of your guests drinks too much 
provide transportation home or overnight 
accommodations.

For guests:
—Choose your own drink. Know what 

you are drinking. Know the alcohol con­
tent of beverages you consume.

—It is alright to say “No, thank you,” to 
an alcoholic beverage.

—Know that the alcohol in l-‘/2 ounces of 
distilled spirits is about equal to the alco­
hol in one 12-ounce beer or five ounces of 
table wine.

—Using fruit juice or water as a mixer 
slows down the absorption rate of alcohol 
into your blood stream.

—Don’t drink on an empty stomach.
—Do not combine alcohol with other 

drugs.
—Remember that alcohol is a drug.
—Know the calorie count of the bever­

ages you consume. For example, over the 
course of a year, 2 cans of beer a day in 
excess of your normal caloric needs could 
result in a 33-pound weight gain and a 
daily glass of wine could add 10 pounds a 
year.

—Don’t drink and drive.
—If you are a woman, realize that alco­

hol will have a greater effect on you even if 
you weigh the same as most men.

Joe Porro, director of Aid for AIDS sug­
gests gift certificates for vitamins and 
whole foods as good ideas for holiday giv­
ing.

“A lot of little boxes with little things,” 
adds Porro, “are very exciting to these 
guys.”

On an organizational level, Porro says 
that his group needs an additional $1,800 
by Jan.l for membership in the umbrella 
organization FOCUSS.

Porro adds, that 80% of all Aid for AIDS 
funds go for doctor’s bills, home support, 
and spending money for patients.

Parents and Friends of Lesbians and 
Gays feel that financial output needn’t be 
a factor in sharing the holiday spirit with 
an AIDS patient. Their guidelines are sim­
ple and cost little or no money.

A brochure available from Parents— 
FLAG suggests a personal visit. It recom­
mends calling before planning a visit. 
Visitors should be reminded that the ill 
often tire easily and not plan long visits 
unless requested by the patient. When cal­
ling, offer to bring a special dish. Bring the 
food in disposable containers, so he won’t 
worry about washing dishes. Don’t be 
afraid to touch him. You can’t contract 
AIDS simply by touching people.

Friends of AIDS victims can also bring 
festive decorations for the home or hospi­
tal room. Bring flowers or other specific 
treasures.

Remembering the patient’s lover, care­
partner or roommate is also important 
during the holiday season. These individ­
uals may need a small break from the 
illness from time to time. Offer to stay with 
the person who is sick in order to give his 
loved ones a break. Invite them out. They 
may need someone to talk with as well.

Sharing the holidays with someone in 
our community who has AIDS not only 
benefits the person who’s sick. The good 
feeling knowing that you were there for 
them may be the best present you get.

League of 
Women Voters 
Seek AIDS 
Activists

The Houston League of Women Voters is 
seeking AIDS activists to work with the 
league on a statewide health care project.

“Once again, our community has the 
opportunity to utilize the existing commit­
tees and the future local statewide lobby­
ing efforts of the League of Women Voters, 
this time concerning AIDS-related issues,” 
said Houston League board member, 
Phyllis Frye.

Are You on the Warpath with Others?

W.C. Fields was once asked: “Are clubs 
good for children?”

His response was tart: “Yes, but only if 
all else fails.”

Fields’ wisecracks, of course, were calcu­
lated to maintain his Hollywood image of 
a rascal of social irreverence, not only 
toward small fry but toward adults as 
well.

While Fields’ hype was done for box 
office profit, some of us get bogged down in 
ill will concerning others as a way of life, 
feeling chilly about everyone in general 
and usually losing friends as a result.

But we humans are not born angry; 
rather, our frustrations usually cause such 
emotions to build up within us. If left 
unchecked, they can bring on personality 
distortions. A recent survey by Psychol­
ogy Today found that those who are 
grouchy toward others are those most 
likely to be lonely, depressed and have low 
self-esteem. So, one’s animosity is directly 
linked with a lack of emotional well-being.

Where do you stand? Do you have more 
than your share of hostility toward the 
world and not be aware of it? The quiz 
items ahead are similar to those used on 
tests which measure social interaction 
patterns. Answer yes or no to each. Expla­
nations follow.

1. I am usually the one to stand up for 
the rights of others.

2. It irritates me when peers or family 
members give me orders.

3.1 would feel quite glad if an obnoxious 
person were told off by someone.

4. It bothers me very much to come out 
second best with others.

5. Most of the time, I am willing to fight 
for what I want.

6.1 would have no qualms about talking 
back to an authority like a guard or police­
man.

7. I like to direct the actions of others.
8. I probably would try to get back at 

(oppose) people who are bossy or pushy 
with me.

□ Explanation
Social hostility is found so extensively 
that some see it as an inborn characteris­
tic of man. But this belief has undergone 
revisions. Dr. Karen Horney, a Freudian 
disciple and psychoanalyst, maintained 
that interpersonal hostility is not an 
inborn trait, but a reaction pattern 
acquired through experience, especially 
with one’s parents.

She theorized that we have a built-in 
capacity to be hostile and it is triggered 
when one is faced with parents who are 
indifferent, inconsistent and interfering. 
A child in such a situation is reluctant to 
express these feelings openly, so they are 
repressed and often cause a child to feel 
unworthy or guilty.

This creates a kind of love-hate conflict 
which is resolved in one of three ways: The 
child moves toward others (trying to 
please or placate them); against others (by 
being anti-social or domineering); or away 

from others (by being aloof or distant). 
Normally, a healthy personality blends 
all these three patterns into a lifestyle, cal­
ling on one or the other when appropriate. 
The trouble begins when we lose flexibility 
to shift from one pattern to the other as 
circumstances warrant.

An example: If a new worker typically 
declines to lunch with peers (moving away 
from others), he may soon be seen as odd 
and it will hurt his chances for being 
accepted in his new job.

□ Score
Those who answer yes to the items tend to 
bear more hostility toward others than 
those who answer no. They are likely to be 
unfriendly, untrusting types who survive 
with few friends or social commitments.

Self-sufficiency is high and they skill­
fully avoid situations in which people are 
apt to take advantage of them.

When all is considered, most experts 
would agree that grudges we bear against 
others are likely to be a displacement of 
our own displeasure with life.

Our quiz isn’t an official test, of course, 
but consider that if you answered yes to 
four or five items, you are average in the 
degree of hostility you have toward others. 
A score of six or more is above average, 
and it might be best to examine the frus­
trations which could be at the bottom of 
the problem.

Note—The Quiz Dilemma
On any test, there is always the chance 

that our introduction might clue you in to 
what the quiz measures and possibly 
cause you (unwittingly or not) to slant 
your answers in the socially approved 
direction.

To get another point of view, give the 
test to someone who knows you well, ask 
him / her to take it with you in mind and 
then compare your answers.

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San Francisco 
Candlelight 
March Honors 
Hundreds

The names of over 700 people who have 
AIDS or AIDS-Related Complex were 
taped to the side of San Francisco’s old 
Federal Building on Wednesday, Nov. 27 
at the conclusion of the seventh annual 
candlight march honoring the late Super­
visor Harvey Milk and Mayor George 
Moscone. Milk and Moscone were mur­
dered in their City Hall offices on that date 
in 1978.

This year, as has happened every year 
since the assassination, people marched 
with candles from Castro and Market 
streets to City Hall. Each year the march 
has expressed different concerns and feel­
ings of the people of San Francisco.

Leading the thousands of marchers 
were signs honoring Milk and Moscone, 
followed by the rainbow colored flag of the 
Lesbian / Gay Freedom Day Parade. 
Hundreds of people carried signs with the 
names of people who had AIDS or ARC.

When the crowd reached City Hall, 
Cleve Jones, who has led the march each 
year of its existence spoke. In a brief but 
jarring speech Jones listed the names of 
people for whom he has cned in the last 
seven years. After listing the names he 
said, “I can’t cry anymore.”

He told the crowd that it was now Ameri­
ca’s turn to experience the tragedy 
AIDS. “Now I fear it is your turn to cry, 
America. Now it’s your turn to pace the 
hospital corridors, now it’s your turn to 
wait up all night, now it’s your turn to 
count the days, now it’s your turn to 
wonder: why?” said Jones.

Jones answered his question by saying, 
“The simple truth of this tragedy is as 
clear to see as the sun shining up at dawn. 
It’s so simple even the small children 
dying from transfused blood in the Midw­
est can understand it easily: Let them die.”

Jones continued, “That was the decision 
in Washington and Atlanta. Those are the 
words whispered in the cloakrooms of 
Congress. Those are the words embla­
zoned in the silence over the White House 
today. Those are the words screaming 
behind the smiling face of the Secretary 
for Health and Human Services. Those are 
the words echoing through the closets and 
hallways of Gov. George Deukmejian’s 
administration: Let them die.”

Jones stated that the demands of gays 
in this country are no different from 
anyone else’s. “We want to live, without 
fear of violence, without need for deceit. 
We want decent jobs, free from discrimina­
tion. We want a chance, a chance at find­
ing love and happiness in our lives. We 
want our families. We want to be healthy, 
and cared for if ill or dying. We want to 
live.”

When he concluded, Jones asked the 
crowd to leave their candles, as in past 
years, on the steps of City Hall. He then 
asked the crowd to proceed to the old Fed­
eral Building on United Nations Plaza one 
block away.

The old Federal Building Houses the 
Department of Health and Human Servi­
ces.

It was there that hundreds of names 
were posted covering the walls of the 
building. Many were surprised to see 
names of people they recognized, having 
no idea the person had died of AIDS.

Also at the old Federal Building, several 
protestors remain chained to the doors as 
part of a protest which began Oct. 28. They 
are demanding the federal goverment 
allow American physicians to prescribe 
medicines now available in Mexico and 
France for people with AIDS and ARC; 
proper funding for people with ARC, and 
$500 million directed specifically by the 
federal government for finding a cure for 
AIDS.

Writer Asks, ‘Is GPC’s Mission Complete?’

It is possible that some are perceiving the 
Gay Political Caucus of Houston as “mis­
sion complete.” It has reached the pinna­
cle of its hard fought struggles to achieve 
human dignity and justice here in Hous­
ton. For some, like the “straight slate” and 
its following, some politicians, and some 
of the general populace, signs may be 
pointing that way.

Yet, if those who are gay, and the ones 
who have been involved in the struggle are 
even entertaining this mentality, it is delu­
sion indeed. Yet when others allude to the 
status of the gay community, it is the GPC 
in which it is evaluated.

Meanwhile there are a few things that 
have been happening in regards to GPC 
(within and without), which supports a 
theory of a declining influential institu­
tion:

1. The advent of new organizations in 
recent years. Citizens for Human Equality 
and the newly-organized Gay and Lesbian 
Coalition could be an indication that GPC 
is not the struggle bearer it once was. 
While the former is an alternative and the 
latter a panacea, the development of the 
two can be sayi ng that the whole gay front 
is not being addressed or represented.

2. For CPC, the eighties came in with a 
row, but as the eighties progress, it has 
adapted to an image of maintenance or 
has revolutionized the word, “desensit­
ize.” Let’s not make anybody angry. 
Unlike the seventies when groups keyed in 
on and voiced their opposition to every 
injustice that homophobia could create, 
this leadership is maintaining (or trying 
to) what is has—proceeding to operate like 
any other “majority rule” organization. 
This may be fine for the less important 

issues like social functions and parties, 
but it’s not enough for civil and human 
rights struggles.

History has shown us that whenever 
people are struggling for justice and dig­
nity, their approaches can not always be 
predictable. It was the unpredictability of 
the civil rights movement of groups like 
blacks and Jews that won them unprece­
dented gains in human justice. Gains 
must be concrete and lasting.

On a visit to Balitimore, Md., I observed 
that their city government was subsidiz­
ing a community place for their gay com­
munity and, also, this municipality is 
playing a major role in promoting AIDS 
education and contributing to the efforts 
of their own in fighting the menace. Con­
crete results like this are not happening in 
Houston, even though the referendum 
(even a modification) issue may have 
changed that.

3. Politicians are snubbing the gay com­
munity and protecting their own political 
careers. It was Anthony Hall that the GPC 
so vigorously campaigned for and des­
cribed as “progressive” who clearly stated 
that he would never “author a bill like the 
gay referendum again.”

It is George Greanias who has the delu­
sion that only “20% of his constituents 
happen to be gay.” The mayor, the over­
whelming choice of the gay community 
was heard on a local radio station talking 
to a reporter about the GPC never being 
“as powerful” as it once was. All of these 
candidates and others made it clear that 
they weren’t about to jeopardize their pol­
itical careers by being officially endorsed 
by the GPC. However, political moves are 
fine but our leaders must be guaranteed of 
a lasting result through thick and thin.

4. Last but not least, GPC, even though it

maintains a (large) mailing list ... their 
recruiting of members or participants 
from the community at-large has been 
ineffective. They have failed to stimulate 
“new blood” and consequently dealing 
with new issues has less fervency. (Some 
exceptions may be someone in the person 
of Ray Hill.) Also, the loyals of GPC don’t 
seem to get excited these days, save a few.

Finally, I don’t see what the gay com­
munity can do without organizations like 
GPC, but a “mission complete” mentality 
can devastate the future of young gays. In 
a city, that, for the time being, has tenden­
cies of homophobic hysteria.

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‘Mainstreaming’ of Cultures—On Elite 
Campuses Racism Takes Many Forms

Resurfacing covert racism on college campuses affects minorities both socially 
and academically-

Subtly and quietly, racism is seeping back 
into the margins of higher education.

Enrollment of under-represented groups 
is dropping. The spirit behind ethnic stu­
dies and affirmative action programs is 
eroding. Hate-filled graffiti and racist 
jokes have resurfaced on some campuses, 
and “reverse discrimination” has become 
a collegiate buzzword.

The prevailing myth is that racism is 
dead, therefore race is no longer an issue. 
But conversations with minority students, 
faculty and staff at three elite California 
campuses reveal that all the battles have 
yet to be fought and won.

This fall, the Sigma AlphsPMu frater­
nity at the University of California, Berke­
ley, hosted a “South of de (sic) Border 
Little Seester (sic) Rush Party,” complete 
with barbed wire, immigration signs and 
sombreros. At Santa Clara University, a 
black student’s car was trashed by his 
white “buddies”—an act provoked, he 
believes, because he was dating a white 
woman.

At Stanford, recognized as a leader in 
affirmative action, minority students are 
often singled out at campus parties and 
asked for identification.

Racism is not considered cool on most 
campuses, so it is rarely overt. “You don’t 
know if people are doing stuff because 
you’re a S.O.B. or because you’re black,” 
says Ben Bowser, director of Black Stu­
dent Affairs at Santa Clara. “On the one 
hand, stuff is more subtle—but it’s still 
going on.”

Jose Martinez, a 1985 Santa Clara grad­
uate, tells of finding notes tacked onto his 
bulletin board when he first lived in the 
dorm, and seeing “Spic go home” scrawled 
on the elevator. Abel Valenzuela, a third 
year student at UC Berkeley, says others 
often act surprised when they find he is a 
student there. “People say ‘Oh really?’ like 
they don’t believe it,” says Valenzuela, 
“like they’re saying ‘How did you get in 
here?’”

At Stanford, black and Latino males 
have been asked for identification not 
only by campus police but by students. 
"When you’re asked you’re surprised,” 
says Stanford sophomore Rudy Fuentes. 
“Then you realize what went on and you 
begin to question it and share it with the 
community. You realize something out 
there is not right, that it has to be con­
fronted.”

Fuentes was looking at a monument on 
campus one day when Stanford police 
called him over to their car, told him to 
take his hands out of his pockets, and 
questioned him. When he brought up the 
incident with other students many told of 
similar experiences.

The result was that each office lost its 
space, its budget and its autonomy. “I had 
two rooms at the end of the hall, a budget 
and a staff,” said Inez Gomez who has 
directed the Chicano Affairs Office for 10 
years. “Now I have a closet. I think the 
attitude of the administration is self- 
explanatory.”

Joyce Parks, Santa Clara’s newly hired 
director of student services, says the reor­
ganization aimed at “allowing directors to 
be more involved in their program, rather 
than in administrative responsibilities.”

Though enrollment of Hispanic under­
graduates at Santa Clara has remained 
steady at about 300 over the last 10 years, 
the number of black students has dipped 
from over 100 to 61, out of a total enrol­
lment of 3,500. One reason for the drop, 
says Ben Bowser, is that, with rising tui­
tion costs, lower income blacks are not 
being recruited. And he says Santa Clara 
shies away from what it labels “high risk” 
students—those from groups, like Latinos 
and blacks, with higher dropout rates.

Consequently, says Bowser, “80 percent 
of the talent out there is getting over­
looked, and for shoddy reasons.”

But even schools aggressive about 
admitting minorities have trouble keeping 
them. At UC Berkeley, over half the black 
and Chicano students don’t graduate.

UC Berkeley’s Summer Bridge program 
is designed to help incoming affirmative 
action students adjust to the campus 
before the school year starts, and some 
minority students have set up “buddy sys­
tems” for the new students. But beyond 
those, there is a scarcity of counseling and 
tutorial services. State and federal cut­
backs have eliminated close to 60% of 
funding for the Professional Development 
Program, designed to help blacks and 

one Asian-American faculty member at 
Santa Clara. “What it is is a negation of 
other cultures.”

What minority students are reporting 
from their own experiences is that it is 
okay to be a person of color—so long as 
that color is culturally white. Says Santa 
Clara’s Bowser, “A black student comes in 
here and is asked to drop his black iden­
tity. He’s not accepted in being black other 
than skin color. Those that experience 
prejudice never report it, because to do so 
would call attention to themselves in a 
negative way.”

The pressure to conform is equally 
strong for Latinos. “The dominant feeling 
is that minorities have to understand the 
Anglo culture, yet Anglos don’t really 
make an effort to understand our culture,” 
says Angela Gallegos, a Santa Clara jun­
ior. “If you don’t assimilate, don’t con­
form, you’re not accepted.”

Cross-cultural understanding is espe­
cially relevant in California where, it is 
predicted, minorities will make up the 
majority of the population by the year 
2000. United People of Color at UC Berke­
ley and the revitalized Mecha organiza­
tion at Stanford have begun addressing 
this issue by pushing for a university-wide 
ethnic studies requirement.

But meanwhile, ignorance and stereo­
types persist. This summer, a black stu­
dent on the Berkeley campus for the 
Summer Bridge program began talking to 
two white women while eating his lunch. 
One of the women asked him what sport 
he played. The young man replied that he 
didn’t play anything. “Then why did you 
come here?” the woman asked.

“The same as you,” he replied, “To get 
an education.”

Marvin Harrington, chief of Stanford 
police, says, “We don’t randomly stop peo­
ple. Anytime there’s a stop, there’s a rea­
son.” He acknowledges that two years 
ago, when a black male was suspected of 
committing a series of rapes on campus, 
some black students and staff were pulled 
aside and questioned. “It keeps coming up 
as harrassment of minorities,” he said.

The point, says Stanford Employment 
Services Coordinator Michael Britt, who 
was stopped in suit and tie on his way to a 
staff meeting, is that black males are sus­
pects unless they are already known by 
police. “There is still a suspicion of minori­
ties on the part of some police and nothing 
is done to change that atttitude,” he says.

In some cases, the institutions are seen 
as setting the tone. Last summer Santa 
Clara University consolidated all minor­
ity student resource offices under one 
umbrella organization—without consult-

Latinos in math and science courses.
“I worry that without allocation of 

resources, the dire predictions of affirma­
tive action critics are likely to come true,” 
says Bob Fullilove, PDF director.

One offshoot of the minority student 
attrition rate is the scarcity of minority 
graduate students who can one day enter 
the professorate. “By 1990, there will be a 
turnover of the professorate all over the 
United States,” said Santiago Rodriguez, 
Stanford Affirmative Action officer, “and 
we are not seeing blacks and Hispanics 
entering graduate school.”

At UC Berkeley, only nine percent of 
students in graduate and professional 
schools are black, Hispanic, or Native 
American, and as of 1984, only 2.3% of the 
full professors, 8.9% of the associate pro­
fessors and 3.4% of the assistant profes­
sors were from these groups.

But by far the most insidious problem

Invertebrate practical jokes ‘1985
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New Holiday Films Lack Originality Films

Two of the latest potential holiday block­
busters have turned out to be like most of 
the 1985 film fare—mediocre. Lacking in 
originality and seemingly rehashing old 
material, Spies Like Us and Jewel of the 
Nile are pretty sour Christmas presents 
for moviegoers.

Spies Like Us is the equivalent of the 
Eastwood / Reynolds City Heat fiasco 
from last Christmas. Chevy Chase and 
Dan Aykroyd play the same part they 
always have (themselves), and the inane 
jokes are far and few between. Like City 
Heat, the crowds may flock for awhile— 
but only until they find out what a turkey 
this really is.

For a “sit-back-and-enjoy” movie, Jewel 
of the Nile isn’t bad. The basic problem is 
that it is over-produced and directed, try­
ing to give the impression of grand specta­
cle. Unlike Romancing the Stone, this 
sequel has little wit or personality that 
made the original so refreshing. It’s just 
Michael Douglas and Kathleen Turner 
thrown into a silly new plot out in Africa 
somewhere.

After the disappointment of these two, 
I’m almost afraid to watch some of the 
"anticipated” films coming soon. I’m 
hanging high hopes on Out of Africa and 
The Color Purpole, and hoping for the best 
on Clue and Enemy Mine. I’m really hop­
ing that a few will be great, because my top 
ten list for 1985 is very, very short at the 
present time.

□ Spies Like Us
If you’ve seen a preview for this comedy on 
TV or at the theater, you don’t really need 
to go pay good money to see it. Except for a 
few minor visual gags, all of the funny 
lines and jokes are in the commercials. 
That’s a sad thing to say about a film with 
two funny guys like Dan Aykroyd and 
Chevy Chase.

Surprisingly, Spies Like Us just falls 
flat on its face. Aykroyd and Chase 
mainly just parody themselves as two 
bumbling U.S. agencts sent out as decoys 
on a counter-espionage mission. In the 
great tradition of the Hope / Cosby Road 
movies, these two fools stumble through a 
variety of silly situations and end up sav­
ing the day.

Movies with Russians in them are popu­
lar this season (see White Nights and 
Rocky IV) so it’s not surprising that they 
are prominent here, too. The Russians 
have positioned a new missile, which (of 
course) upsets the balance of nuclear war. 
Emmett Fitz-Hume and Austin Millbarge 
(Chase and Aykroyd) are sent as decoys 
while the real agents are sent to mess up 
the missile.

Needless to say, the decoys suddenly 
find themselves at the missile sight and 
accidently set off the rocket. Will this 
create an international incident? Can our 
boys possibly manage to save the U.S. and 
still get the girl in the end? And finally, do 
we really care what happens at all?

For diehard Chevy Chase fans there are 
a few funny moments in the first half 
hour. Highlights include a press confer­
ence where he pretends his mike is mal­
functioning, and a funny montage 
sequence where he and Ackroyd are forced 
into severe military training before their 
mission. However, for the most part these 
two just seem to be going through the 
motions.

The major default is with Lowell Ganz, 
Babaloo Mandel and Ayroyd who teamed 
for this awful script. Ganz and Mandel 
wrote Night Shift and Splash, plus the 
upcoming Money Pit (which has run into 
problems) and Ron Howard’s Gung Ho. 
This is no slack team, but this screenplay 
reads like it was written one night during 
a wild party.

Director John Landis (Trading Places, 
Animal House) tries hard, but his heart 
isn’t in it. He still has some nice cameos by 
directors Costa Govros, Terry Gilliam, 
and Martin Brest, but they aren’t built up 
at all. Only a few nice touches like the

movie poster for Reds hanging in a Rus­
sian office (not to mention the one for Dr. 
Zhivago) seem to provide the Landis 
touch.

Films like Spies Like Us are sloppy and 
uncalled for, and very unworthy of the 
large grosses they take in. If you want to 
continually see films like this, by all 
means plunk down that $5. If you are tired 
of this mediocrity, don’t even put down $2 
for a matinee.

□ Jewel of the Nile
Sequels to hit films that are directed by 
someone different usually turn out unplea­
sant. Romancing the Stone was a fine film 
that gripped us with fun adventure, 
snappy lines, and unlikely romance. Now, 
director Lewis Teague (Cujo, Cat’s Eye) 
tries to recapture those things in a sequel 
called Jewel of the Nile, and fails.

Obviously, the filmmakers didn’t want 
to disappoint their audience in any cate­
gory. The movie tries for spectacle with 
flashy special effects, huge crowd scenes, 
and megabuck sets. There is love, intrigue, 
and high adventure in Africa. So why does 
Jewel of the Nile ultimately fizzle out?

The filmmakers have obviously forgot­
ten that what made Stone so appealing 
were the characters, Jack, Joan and 
Ralph. Kathleen Turner’s tough vulnera­
bility paired with Michael Douglas’ non­
chalant roughness made a fun pair. With 
crazy Danny DeVito thrown in as the bad 
guy, there was plenty of silliness to go 
around.

This time around, Jack and Joan are 
disenchanted with each other after six 
months. Joan takes off to Africa with this 
Omar character to write his story, but 
finds out he’s just trying to make himself 
Emporer. Jack comes to rescue her, and 
they spend the rest of the film being 
chased by Omar’s men.

While the story isn’t so hot, we could 
have made it if the adventure was fresh. 
But no, we get Joan dangling off the side 
of the train and frantic chases through the 
desert. It’s like a refurbished Raiders of 
the Lost Ark with the Romancing the 
Stone cast thrown in head first.

In spite of everything, Jewel really tries 
hard by serving up everything fast and 
breezy. It’s not boring by any means, just 
disappointing because these characters 
don’t seem to be the same ones we first

enjoyed. The romance between Joan and 
Jack seems stiff and unbelievable, and the 
dialogue has little of the wit of the origi­
nal. Even Danny DeVito starts to get on 
our nerves with a part that needs wittling 
down.

Jewel of the Nile is a nice matinee

adventure film for everyone, but the pre­
view crowd agreed with me—it’s just 
"okay.” One of the most discouraging 
things is the revelation of the jewel. It’s 
thrown out quickly and is almost a let­
down. Guess you could say the same for 
this movie.

At one point of the second act of The 
Fantasticks, currently playing at Stages, 
El Gallo is sitting (in a tree?), obviously 
looking at nothing more than two small 
homes. When young Luisa asks him what 
he’s looking at, he says, “Everything.” ;

Luisa, of course, pays no attention to 
him. At that point, she is only ready to 
hear those asnwers that fit into her own 
imaginative world view. Ah, well, youth 
must have its own way. And if it didn’t, 
who would there be to teach this lesson?

Well, there are two fathers. They think 
they can make their kids fall in love by 
manipulating them into a fantasy world 
of the fathers’ choosing. But nothing 
sham, built competely out of moonbeams, 
can last long in the harsh sunlight of ever­
yday reality. Robert Beare and Philip 
Hafer make a great vaudeville comedy 
team in these roles.

According to this show, the lesson must 
be learned by as many people as possible. 
The worst atrocities committed in this 
sorry world are perpetrated by those who 
have become totally divorced from reality. 
We love them, but they are dangerous.

Harry Brewer as Henry, the aging Sha­
kespearian actor is the best in the show. 
He is as perfect at Falstaffian bombast as 
he was as the henpecked milktoast in 
Learned Ladies. Whenever you see his 
name on a program, you can be assured of 
moments when the comedy is so good it 
reaches the high ground of inspired 
lunacy.

Stephen King is also wonderful as Hen­
ry’s sidekick, the Indian who has made a 
fine art out of death scenes.

At the top of this pecking order is El 
Gallo. He has learned both reality and fan­
tasy. He can savor either. He is the perfect 
predator.

Jeff Baldwin with his sensuous eyes and 
macho swagger is, in most respects, and 
excellent El Gallo.

However he holds one flaw in common 
with Renee Waghalter and Jeffrey Wylie. 
Their voices are nice enough and have 
some style but are not up to really showing 
off some of these songs in their best colors. 
To be fair, I saw this show on opening 
night. They may have been over­
rehearsed. If so, their voices were under­
standably tired and nervous and will come 
into full bloom later in the run.

Yet, whether it was their singing or a 
problem with musical director Mark C. 
Martino and director Carolyn Houston 
Boone, someone is responsible for offering 
me some harmonies that would hav^set a 
wolf to baying.

Ms. Boone also let her excellent Mute, 
Tek Wilson, fade a little too deep into the 
scenery. Mr. Wylie and, to a smaller 
extent, Ms. Waghalter are acting for came­
ras. (Understandable with Mr. Wylie. His 
credits listed in the program are all from 
TV and movies.) In short, there is a small 
lack of theatricality.

This was probably on purpose. It makes 
the matte finish of the young lovers’ per­
formances contrast with the players’ glos­
sies. It also makes the moral of the show 
more obvious. I personally wasn’t totally 
pleased by that aspect of this otherwise 
beautiful production. But that’s just me.
