Senate commends speaker

WASHINGTON (UPI) - 
Presidential speechwriter Patrick 
J. Buchanan Monday charged 
major television networks with 
being “injurious to the democratic 
process” and advocated 
legislation to “decentralize” their 
power.

Group claims 
Nixon assaulted 
judicial process

Common Cause (CO of Greater 
Houston has asked the House 
Judiciary Committee to repair all 
damage done to the American 
system by President Nixon’s 
assault on the judicial process.

John Carder of CC, in a letter to 
the committee said, “Americans 
may be divided on remedies for 
the current crisis, but not on the 
proposition that the law must be 
upheld. Immediate steps should 
be taken to repair the damage."

Carder said CC favors Congress 
creating an adequately funded 
independent office of special 
prosecutor to investigate 
Watergate. This move will allow 
the courts to take action on 
Watergate and related incidents, 
Carder said.

Also, he said Congress should 
make it clear that the Justice 
Department is not a suitable 
agency to investigate or prosecute 
the political leaders of the ad­
ministration it serves. The letter 
said, “The Department of Justice 
reeks with conflict of interest 
because it represents the White 
House which itself is the subject of 
inquiry.”

CC also urged the House 
Judiciary Committee to extend 
the life of the first Watergate 
Grand Jury beyond the previously 
set date of December 4, Carder 
added.
“The nation has rarely faced 

such a crisis of confidence. Swift 
action by the House Judiciary 
Committee can do much to show 
the American people there still is 
reason to trust their institutions of 
government,” Carder said.

Elaborating on President 
Nixon’s criticism of the media 
during his news conference 
Friday night, Buchanan flayed 
both the press and networks for 
“not doing a good job" and 
suggested eight television net­
works would be better than three.
“Every legal constitutional 

means ought to be considered in 
order to break up that dominance 
and spread it out so that you 
decentralize power in this area,” 
Buchanan said.

“ M y pe rsona 1 view would be to 
move with some sort of 
legislation to break the power of 
the networks." He added he knew 
of no plans for antitrust action 
against the networks. But he said 
eight networks would be far more 
competitive than three.

Buchanan gave his critique of 
the news media during an in­
terview on the CBS-TV Morning 
News.
“In our judgment, just as the 

First Amendment gives you the 
right of free press, the right (rf 
freedom of speech to criticize us, 
to say that ths President of the 
United States is not doing a good 
job, we can exercise the same 
freedom to say the networks are 
not doing a good job."

Buchanan also singled out the 
Washington Post and the New 
York Times as having “a 
tremendous power in society to 
influence opinion.”

Gerald L. Warren, White House 
deputy press secretary, said

Cox claims 
evidence held

WASHINGTON -(UPD- 
Archibald Cox said Monday the 
White House withheld since June 
13 important logs of meetings 
between President Nixon and his 
staff that could influence the 
Watergate investigation.

Cox, appearing at a Senate 
Judiciary Committee hearing on 
his dismissal as special Watergate 
prosecutor, disputed the con­
tention of Nixon’s chief of staff 
Alexander Haig that the White 
House withheld only limited 
documents from the prosecutor’s 
office.

Buchanan made his remarks as a 
private citizen and that the ad­
ministration was not considering 
any legislation to break up the 
television networks.

Warren reiterated Nixon’s 
criticism of White House news 
coverage and said news 
magazines, the networks and 
others too often print the fact that 
“someone says he’s investigating 
something without giving the 
White House sufficient time to 
deny the truth of the allegations.”
“What the President is asking 

for is very clear and that is per­
spective,” he said.

Nixon Friday accused the 
media and particularly network 
commentators of “outrageous, 
vicious, distorted reporting.” 
Some Washington officials said it 
was a sign the President had 
“declared war on the press.”

But Alexander M. Haig, White 
House chief of staff, told reporters 
following his appearance on a 
CBS’ Face the Nation Sunday that 
Nixon’s remarks were not 
“calculated" beforehand.

Greg Skie, the first speaker of 
the Student Senate, was awarded 
a certificate of appreciation by 
Students’ Association (SA) Pres. 
Jim Liggett at the Monday night 
meeting of the senate.

A resolution passed by ac­
clamation commended Skie for 
“his capable and unbiased 
leadership and dedication.”

A new speaker will be elected by 
the senators from their own ranks, 
after the newly-elected senators 
take office at the next SA meeting.

SA Director of State Affairs Ed 
Martin blasted senators for 
spending an hour debating on 
whether to have the next SA 
meeting at Busch Gardens. 
Martin said the time could be 
better spent discussing the 
senate’s support for candidates in 
the November 6 election. He said 
these people would be our com­
munity leaders and we had a duty 
to the students recommend people 
for city offices.

The senate finally decided 9-8 to 
recommend to the SA Executive 
Committee to have installation of 
new senators at Busch Gardens. 
This recommendation came after 
an invitation by Bill Lipscomb, of 
Busch Gardens, to have SA 
meetings in their hospitality 
rooms. The invitation was to 
orient senators to the gardens, 
which will be the site of a UH Beer 
Bust planned for November to 
raise money for the Texas Student 
Lobby.
“It is improper for the senate to 
hold a meeting where they would 
not be accessible to the students," 
Liggett told the senators.

In other business, Liggett an­
nounced UH Pres. Philip G. 
Hoffman has appointed a board to 
consider the possibiltity of having 
fall graduation ceremonies. He 
said it is unlikely the decision 
would be made in time for this

fall’s graduation, but he had high 
hopes it would be a part of next 
year’s commencement activities.

Sen. Eddie Castro (AT-LARGE) 
reported that the Health Services 
Committee has set aside 800 
square feet for the new ^larmacy. 
This would accommodate 
facilities to handle 200 
prescriptions a day. Castro said 
the pharmacy has applied for 
licenses and an optimistic opening 
date for the pharmacy is Jan. 1, 
1974.

The senate also voted 13-2 to 
endorse city council candidate Joe

Using funds made available by 
the optional two dollar student 
donations, the Texas Public In­
terest Research Group (Tex- 
Pl RG) is offering grants for 
undergraduate research projects 
in public interest or en­
vironmental research.

Eleven projects will be selected 
for the Undergraduate Research 
Support Program and each in­
terdisciplinary student team will 
receive a grant of $100, Steve 
Katz, TexPIRG spokesman, said.

Academic credit can be 
arranged through a faculty ad­
viser for each project that will be 
selected, he said. Each project 
will cover a different discipline, 
but the program is open to all 
undergraduates regardless of 
major, Katz said.

The deadline for submitting 
applications is November 30. 
Applications and a list of specific 
program requirements are 
available in the TexPIRG office.

“We are hoping to have funds 
for more than 11 projects," Katz 
added.

Another look at the crisis

Now that The Daily Cougar has endorsed 
the impeachment of President Nixon on 
grounds that do not meet the constitutional 
specifications for impeachment, let’s take an 
over all look at the current national “crisis.”

President Nixon has not been merely

damage congressional meddling in Justice 
Department affairs can do.

Again, it is Congress who must bear the 
guilt for allowing a demagogue like Sam 
Ervin to conduct the most ludicrous witch­
hunt America has witnessed since the days of

charged with committing “high crimes and 
misdemeanors,” but has already been tried 
and convicted and sentenced by a hostile news 
media and a highly partisan, Democratically 
controlled, Congress which has been in a

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Activist cites press bias
“The U.S. press is keeping 

people ignorant of Chile’s sup­
port of Salvador Allende,” Mario 
Cantu, a San Antonio activist, 
said. “The press supports im­
perialism and capitalism.”

Cantu, director of the Reuben 
Salazar Center, spoke to about 50 
persons attending a Socialist 
conference sponsored by the 
Young Socialists for Dan Fein and 
the Socialist Workers Campaign 
Friday and Saturday in the 
Pacific Room, UC.

Jorge Bustamante, University 
of Texas sociology professor, 
analyzed the factors in the conflict 
in Chile. “The people involved 
were those who wanted to prevent 
changes and those who thought 
conditions needed changing 
before Allende came into power," 
Bustamante said.

The struggle was between those 
who tried to prevent changes, 
whose goal was to maximize 
profits and those who realized the

system in Chile was unjust, 
Bustamante said. “On one side, 
the people felt they could change 
their conditions, receive an 
education and health services. 
Their system of social justice was 
limited," Bustamante said.

Brenda Brdar, candidate for 
City Council District C, said the 
United States played a role in the 
coup in Chile. “The Washington 
Post reported that the White 
House knew of the coup the night 
before it occurred and decided not 
to inform Allende," Brdar said.

“The United States contibuted 
$20 million to Eduardo Frei’s 
campaign in 1964 to assure 
Allende’s defeat," Brdar said.

Kris Vasquez, Houston In­
dependent School District can­
didate for school board, gave a 
history of the Chicano woman at 
another session of the Socialist 
conference. “A woman’s 
priorities in the Chicano 
movement are influenced by

Counseling is caring, doctor says

CHICAGO —(UPD-The 
federal government, rebuffed in a 
move to enter tape recordings of 
the first Chicago Seven trial into 
evidence at a retrial of contempt 
charges, Monday staked its case 
in the new prosecution on 27,000 
pages of transcripts of the 
tumultuous 1969-70 trial.

Prosecutors rested their case 
against the seven antiwar 
revolutionaries and their two 
original trial attorneys in the 
opening session of the new trial 
after U.S. District Court Judge 
Edward T. Gignoux refused to 
admit the electronic tapes of the 
103-day trial of the Vietnam War 
era.

The defendants, in opening 
statements, indicated they might 
use weeks in their defense against 
contempt charges on which they

were found guilty by U.S. District 
Court Judge Julius J. Hoffman at 
the conclusion of their trial on 
charges of conspiring to incite 
riots during the 1968 Democratic 
National Convention.

Monday’s session was quiet and 
orderly in comparison to the 
violence and uproar that 
frequently disrupted the trial 
before Hoffman. The only 
disruption occurred when 
defendant Abbie Hoffman’s son 
Amerika, 2, started to cry and 
Hoffman, the Yippie leader whose 
courtroom antics upset Judge 
Hoffman, carried him from the 
courtroom for a few moments.

U.S. Attorney James R. 
Thompson told Gignoux the 
government had decided to press 
the contempt charges despite 
some fears within its own ranks 
that to do so would “reopen old 
wounds in the body politic at a 
time when the body politic cannot 
sustain many more wounds.”

He said the government has “no

The trials and tribulations of 
university life come closer to 
home with Dr. Donald Peters than 
most. Peters spends a good part of 
his day coping not only with his 
own problems, but with those of 
UH students and faculty.

Peters, who offers free 
psychiatric counseling at the 
University Health Center, says 
everyday problems—anxieties at 
home with parents or a marital 
partner, scholastic achievement 
at school, conflicts with associates 
or a poor orientation toward 
goals—can lead to emotional and 
psychological problems.

His basic job is to hear the 
problem at hand, then through 
psycho-therapeutic discussion, he 
assists the individual in finding a 
solution. This usually takes bet­
ween five and 10 consultations, 
Peters said. Meanwhile, the 
doctor acts to comfort his patients 
and hep them overcome their 
fears.

“The individual can confide in 
someone without feeling

threatened,” he said. “I deal with 
individuals strictly on a con­
fidential basis, and will not share 
information with anyone without 
written authorization of the 
person involved."

Serving a diversified group of 
people, Peters is often called upon 
by the staff of general physicians 
to give opinions. He also advises 
members of the student ad­
ministration.

Peters utilizes the Psychology 
Testing Department to diagnose 
problems. Since psychology 
embraces such a large area of 
study, Peters said, he sometimes 
finds it impossible to offer his 
patients the necessary treatment, 
because of somewhat limited 
facilities on campus. In such a 
case, he refers the patient to other 
city facilities where they may 
receive long-term treatment.

Peters also administers psycho­
active drugs such as symptomatic 
anti-depressants or tranquilizers 
in cases where individuals need 
temporary support while coping 
with problems.

reference from counseling. Peters 
said the majority of students who 
come to see him have a poor 
orientation toward goals.

They have changed majors 
throughout college, Peters said, 
and because they have to 
graduate, settle for one major out 
of desperation. Often, when these 
students graduate, they are not 
ready for the world, he added.
“A common underlying 

problem among students is the 
fear of disapproval. These 
students never received the 
proper love during childhood and 
grow up finding it hard to make 
decisions because of the 
possibility of failure," Peters 
said.
“Another problems is that of 

over-zealous parents who have 
instilled the importance of 
utilizing every moment upon their 
children,” Peters said.

“The children then group up 
feeling guilty about taking time

for relaxation. They find it hard to 
separate work from play, thinking 
that every moment should be 
spent constructively."

The doctor thinks students 
should learn to incorporate play 
with work.

“Students need to develop a 
positive attitude,” Peters said. “I 
feel most students, like other 
people, spend too much time 
worrying about problems they 
can’t do anything about.”

At the same time, the doctor 
thinks students ought to exercise 
their minds to prevent stagnation. 
Students should make decisions 
for themselves, Peters said. “It’s 
better to make the wrong decision, 
than to make no decision at all 
because of the possibility of 
failure,” he said.

Peters’ days on campus are 
filled with appointments, but still, 
the doctor opens his doors to 
students for emergency coun­
seling any time.

TERENCE
Jack Terence, running for City 

Council District C, says his main 
objective will be to create a safer 
Houston if elected November 6.

Terence listed improvements in 
the police department as the 
means for creating a safer 
Houston.In 1972, there were 2,111 
policemen on the force, which has 
only grown to 2,185 while 
Houston’s population has in­
creased by 140,000.

In 1971, Terence said there were 
only 70 blacks on the force and 
that only five have joined since 
that time. He blamed the present 
city administration for the un­
derpaid, overworked Houston 
Police Department.

On tax problems, Terence said 
the homeowner has had to suffer 
the major burden of taxes in 
Houston, in effect subsidizing the 
major industries and cor­
porations. He advocated stepping 
up the appraisal of all property in 
Houston and to increase the 
number of industrial appraisers.

Terence advocated a stronger 
environmental control program, 
better city services and repair and 
construction of streets throughout 
the city. He favors election of 
councilmen by district and said he 
wants the city to buy and expand 
the bus system and lower the 

fareS MACEY
The number one issue in the 

councilman at-large position 2 
race is the incumbent, council 
candidate Louis Macey said 
Monday.

Macey said that incumbent 
Frank Mann hasn’t been able to 
present the people of Houston with 
any new ideas, running on the 

same platform he’s used for the 
past 14 years.

Macey wants to improve the 
badly damaged streets in 
Houston, listing this as one of the 
top priorities if he is elected. He 
said water and sewer programs 
have also been neglected too long 
in Houston.

Mann, Macey said, advocates 
a tax increase to help improve 
the city services. Macey said such 
a tax increase is not needed, since 
there are available funds now to 
imrpove these services.

Houston needs more paid 
policemen to prevent crime 
‘through visibility’, Macey said, 
saying that policemen need to 
walk the beat again. Raising 
policemen’s pay is just the 
beginning of improvements in the 
department, Macey added.

Macey advocates an ethics 
ordinance to be enacted by City 
Council, requiring each coun­
cilman, council candidate and 
department head at City Hall to 
submit a full financial report each 
year. Other issues Macey 
considers vital dre the creation of 
an improved,city-wide busing 
system, stronger pollution control 
and a more fair appraisal of all 
property in Houston for taxing 
purposes.

Macey predicted he will either 
win the race or force the in­
cumbent Mann into a run-off in the 
November 6 election.

DeGEORGE
The peoples’ fear of bonding and 

taxing powers defeated the 
Houston Area Rapid Transit 
Authority (HARTA), Mike De 
George, candidate for Councilman 
at-large, Position 1, says.

De George added the mass 
transit problem is an area 

problem and should be ap 
proached by Harris County as well 
as Houston.

DeGeorge said the people of 
Houston must be presented with a 
plan beneficial to all areas of 
Houston to be successful

The present bus line should be 
purchased and improved by the 
city rather than subsidized in 
order to provide immediate relief 
to the most congested areas of the 
city, he added.

Concerning the improvement of 
the police department, DeGeorge 
says the two primary solutions to 
crime lie in doing away with social 
injustice and the rising influx in 
drug usage. DeGeorge said the 
major crimes stem from drug 
traffic and the selling of drugs to 
children. He advocates the 
establishment of a county drug 
program to educate more young 
people about the dangers with 
drugs.

DeGeorge added the police 

department’s image would 
improve when there were more 
officers in the neighborhoods, 
especially minority neigh­
borhoods. He said the people of 
such neighborhoods would get a 
better impression of policemen if 
they were around them on a daily 
basis. DeGeorge said the city 
must take a closer look at the 
general revenue sharing funds 
available for the improvement of

AUBURN, Ala.—A top-notch 
defensive effort and iron handed 
receivers gave Auburn’s War 
Eagles a 7-0 shutout (yes, shutout) 
over Houston Saturday afternoon.

enjoyed (suffered?) all the at­
tendant media exploitations of the 
average rock ‘n’ roll star, in­
cluding, even. Top 40 radio play 
with Cheech’s “Baskethall 
Jones.” But Cheech & Chong just 
don’t seem quite so funny any 
more.

Their show Saturday suffered 
mainly from repetition. They 
relied heavily on their old tried- 
and-true material—the continuing 
adventures of Pedro and Man, 
laid-Back Lenny and Un- 
American Bandstand, etc—with 
very little up-dating. Just a few 
mentions of Quaaludes, 
Watergate and UFOs, for good 
measure. And that was about it.

With other comedians like 
George Carlin and Robert Klein 
currently moving in on their turf, 
the novelty of a pair of long-haired 
comics telling “naughty” jokes 
about dope, sex and cheap thrills 
has worn thin. Cheech & Chong 
have fallen prey to their own 
success—success breeding 
imitation and imitation eventually 
breeding an improvement on the 
original to the detriment of the 
original.

But, for the less critical 
members of the audience, the 
show certainly had its moments. 
Tommy Chong’s portrayal of the 
aging, blind old bluesman, Blind 
Lemon Chittlin’ still holds up well, 
as does Cheech’s “Right On 
Washington” routine.

For veteran concert-goers, 
though, the highlight was easily 
Cheech’s satiric (at least I think it 

was satire) impersonation of a 
rock superstar, resplendant in an 
outrageous pink ballet costume 
(“Doesn’t he make Mick Jagger 
look like a fag?’’) and destructo- 
electric feedback guitar. After a 
teeth-grating, high volume 
number, one audience member 
shouted an obligatory, “More!” 

Chong, as Laid-Back Lenny, 
responded apologetically, “He 
doesn’t know any more.

Innovators
return Sun.

The Moody Blues, whose album 
Days of Future Passed 
established them as major 
musical trendsetters, will return 
to Houston at 8 p.m. Sunday in the 
Coliseum.

Originating around the time of 
Beatlemania with “Go Now,” the 
Moody Blues gradually slid into 
obscurity until the innovations of 
Days of Future Passed pushed 
them once again into the musical 
foreground.

The album was one of a handful 
that helped change the rock 
market from singles’ orientation 
to LPs during the early trend 
toward “concept” albums.

“Drowning in a sea of 
mediocrity,” one observer 
commented on Thursday night’s 
Coliseum concert featuring Buddy 
Miles and Richie Havens.

And after being subjected to the 
“sameness” of fledgling Great 
Southern Production’s idea of an 
excellent line-up, one feels in­
clined to agree.

After a great portion of the 
crowd declined the evenings 
entertainment following the 
cancellation of Fleetwood Mac, 
Jambalaya opened up with a set of 
tasteful, though typical hard rock. 
While their sound suffered from 
the emptiness of the Coliseum (it 
appears that the days of filling it 
up with any act that happens to be 
lying around are over), they 
managed to avoid complete chaos.

The lead guitarist achieved the 
required level of excellence 
demanded of interesting hard 
rock, often breaking out of the 
strict major scale emphasis 
associated with it.

Their arrangements possessed 
nice segments, but by restricting 
themselves to the limits imposed 
by the current rock fetish with 
tight structural arrangements, 
they pushed the boundaries of 
redundancy.

“You’ve seen him once, you’ve 
seen him all,” might be an apt

Wearing the bespangled and 
glittering garb of a true super­
pimp Buddy Miles walked onstage 
and immediately began to wallow 
in the sounds put forth by his 
band.

He has tightened up the loose- 
jointed drum style that plagued 
his earlier work and assembled a 
decent band. On slide, the lead 
guitarist particularly shines.

Even with a good band though, 
Miles tends to run things six feet 
into the ground. And he did.

sound system. But Phillips, undaunted, moved into an 
electric set that easily overcame all obstacles.

Phillip’s followers are a fer­
vently loyal cult bound and 
determined to make up in en­
thusiasm what they lack in 
numbers. Applauding the opening 
chords of even the most obscure 
album cuts, they provide a 
reassuring foundation upon which 
Phillips builds his live act. He’s 
essentially a pre-sold product 
now, and it’s to his credit that he 
doesn’t take advantage of the 
situation, sitting back lazily on his 
laurels. Although he does rely on 
his ingratiating manner and his 
audiences’ predilections to fill up 
the space between songs, he 
stands musically on his own- 
definitely no slouch.

The soft, sensitive moods 
established by his quiet acoustic 
numbers were often shattered by 
the sporadic crackling and buz­
zing of the PA. Yet Phillips came 
through on top, ignoring the an­
noying intrusions-not quite 
overcoming them, but not im­
portantly overcome by them.

His lovely “Steel Eyes," with its 
carefully fingered 12-string 
harmonics, and “The Ballad of 
Casey Diess,” complemented 
nicely by Peter Robinson’s 
unobtrusive piano, stood out in 
bold relief from the rest of the 
songs in what seemed like a 
warm-up set.

■ I say “warm-up set" because 
Phillips really puts most of 
himself into his electric music-the 
acoustic stuff is the past to him, a 
bonus served up mainly to please 
his admirers.

Backed by a band called 
Quatermass, led mainly by 
Robinson’s outstanding keyboard 
with bassist John Gustafson and 
drummer Barry DeSouza serving 
as bottom, Phillips pushes himself 
confidently through songs like 
“Moonshine," “Spaceman" and 
“Lookin’ Up, Lookin’ Down, (Go 
Slow)" -without even rising from 
his stool. The overly-loud, 
seemingly-directionless electric 
jamming of last year’s concert is 
now more controlled, more 
precise as it builds with a con­
sciously direct energy toward a 
pre-determined climax.

Standing up only toward the 
end, Phillips faces the band, his 
long blond ponytail bobbing from 
side to side from under his guitar 
strap in rhythm to the music. He 
kicks a foot pedal that turns his 
guitar into an electronic syn­
thesizer, spewing out bizzare,
