Kerbow Addresses 
Milby Faculty On

Student Guidance
A. L. Kerbow, professor of éduca­

tion, addressed the faculty of Milby 
High School on “Guidance through 
Subject Matter,” last Monday*.

In relation to the question of help- 
ful guidance to high school students 
as regards vocational training, Mr. 
Kerbow pointed out that a knowledge 
of modem philosophy, a scientific 
and working knowledge of psycholo- 
gy and an understanding of modem 
social problems is basic to any prép­
aration for guiding children through 
any subject matter area.

“At présent," Mr. Kerbow contin- 
ued, “there is a distinct trend toward 
a general, round éducation for sec- 
ondary students as opposed to dif- 
ferentiated or specialized training; 
specialized training is largely the 
business of the technical school and 
college.

“Before any elaborate guidance pro- 
gram to be administered by a corp 
of ‘experts’ can be set-up, we 
(teachers) must first décidé WH AT 
to teach and HOW to teach. We can- 
not ‘guide’ high school boys and 
girls in much of the subject matter 
we hâve been trying to eatch.

“When we select subject matter in 
terms of boys and girls own prob­
lems, we shall then hâve solved in a 
great measure the entire problem of 
guidance.”

In conclusion Mr. Kerbow stated 
that the classroom teacher is the best 
director of guidance. She must work 
with her principal and other superi- 
ors in a common enterprise in de- 
termining what to teach and how to 
giude.

Of the thirteen Houston 
high school graduâtes who rank 
highest, seven are from San Jacinto, 
three from Reagan, and three from 
Sam Houston.

Students who missed one Word 
each are Doris Bahr and Horace 
Spain, freshmen. Mary Catherine 
Brühl, freshman, missed two words. 
Charlene Bertrand and Marguerite 
Norris missed four words each. In 
the group missing five words are 
Lois Fuller, freshman, and George 
Mahaffey, sophomore. Sarah Gasa- 
way, sophomore, and Harry Mont­
gomery, freshman, missed six words 
apiece.

Boyd Dean and Harry Johnston, 
freshmen, and James Waddle, soph­
omore, were in the seven word 
group. Mary Glenn Frankln, sopho­
more, and Roger Jeffery, freshman, 
missed eight words each. Maude 
Biesel and Mary Ellen Poole, fresh­
men, each had nine words spelled 
wrong. Louise Campbell, Ruth 
O’Leary, and Kemp Stone, sopho­
mores, and Ronald Kropet, freshman, 
close the list with ton incorrectly 
spelled words each.

Peace Démonstration 
Quiet and Impressive

College students ail over the coun- 
try rallied last week tô give the most 
impressive peace démonstration in 
American collegiate history.

Gathered in groups ranging from 
one or two hundred to well into the 
thousands, the men and women who 
would be asked to bear the brunt of 
“the next war” reaffirmed their in­
tention to do everything within their 
power to prevent armed conflict be­
tween the nations, and to stay out 
of it if they cannot prevent it.

The démonstrations were quiet, 
free from violence-or disturbance in 
most instances, although anti-paci- 
fist groups did make their presence 
felt on some campuses. Phamplets 
ridiculing the demonstrators for 
peace were distributed in some plac­
es, and counter-rallies were staged. 
Five hundred members of the Bos­
ton University R. O. T. C. attended 
a mass meeting on orders from their 
commanding officers, who stated, 
however, it was their intention to 
“show that soldiers, too, seek peace.”

In contrast to similar démonstra­
tions in previous years, the démon­
strations were for the most part well- 
ordered, quiet, and in deadly earnest.
