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Thousands expected for 'March on Austin’ this weekend
After months of planning, tinkering and fine 
tuning, hundreds of Houstonians today and 
tomorrow head for Austin to join some 30,000 
gays and lesbians expected to converge there 
to take part in the largest rally for equal 
rights in the history of the state, a state not 
noted for laws protecting its minorities.

A full schedule of events is planned for the 
weekend, including an opening demonstra­
tion on Friday at 4:30 p.m. to “Block the Fear” 
designed to fight AIDS hysteria and discrimi­
nation. The demonstration begins in front of 
Texas Association of Realtors, moves to State 
Board of Insurance, Texas Education Associ­
ation and then the Governor’s Mansion.

Subsequent demonstrations and events 
will include unveiling of the AIDS Memorial 
Quilt for the Names Project, now on tour 
across the U.S., and induction of State Dis­

trict Judge Jack Hampton into the 
“Homophobic Hall of Shame,” during a citi­
zens’ tribunal outside the Texas Supreme 
Court.

GUTS (Gay Urban Truth Squad) chapters 
from Dallas and Houston, and ACT-UP 
(AIDS Coalition to Unleash Power) chapters 
from Austin and Houston have organized two 
demonstrations to chalk the outlines of thou­
sands of persons who have died of AIDS in 
Texas plus as closing action with the details 
still secret.

The actual March on Austin down Con­
gress Avenue to the State Capitol will be on 
Sunday at noon. A rally will follow on the 
Capitol steps.

A complete, detailed schedule of events is 
available at the March on Austin office at the 
Driskill Hotel after noon, Friday, April 28.
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Virus carrier urges rejection of Insurance Board appointee

AUSTIN, Texas (UPI)-The leader 
of a gay rights group and an AIDS 
virus carrier urged lawmakers Tues­
day to reject state Board of Insur­
ance appointee Richard Reynolds, 
claiming he is prejudiced against 
people with the deadly disease.

Leonard Ingram, a former vice 
president of the Reynolds-owned 
Ben Griffin Tractor Co. in Dallas, 
told the Senate Nominations Com­
mittee he was fired and lost his in­
surance coverage last year when 
Reynolds found out he had tested 
positive for the HIV virus that caus­
es AIDS.

“This is not a personal vendetta,” 
Ingram said. “I just do not think he 
is qualified to make policy.”

Reynolds, a former state repre-. 
sentative from Flower Mound, con­
firmed that he fired Ingram in 
March 1988 but said it had nothing 
to do with the AIDS issue. He said

the dismissal was part of an overall 
staff reduction over a two-year peri­
od.

“The facts are he was employed 
nine months after I found out he had 
AIDS (virus), 10 months after my 
other employees knew he had AIDS 
virus,” Reynolds said. “If I wanted to 
terminate an individual because he 
carried the AIDS virus, it would 
have been at the time I found out.

“He’s been a good employee, but 
when you’re reducing expense and 
you go from 20 to 10 (employees) you 
get rid of people you can best get rid 
of and have other people perform 
their duties,” Reynolds said.

But Ingram, who has a lawsuit 
pending against Reynolds and the 
tractor company, claims to have a 
tape recording of other Griffin em­
ployees, “point blank telling them 
that he wanted to get rid of me” be­
cause he tested positive for the AIDS 
virus.

Glen Maxey, director of the Lesbi-

an/Gay Rights Lobby of Texas, 
urged the committee to reject Rey­
nolds on grounds that he could not 
fairly address the issue of AIDS and 
it relates to insurance coverage.

“What I ask it that the members 
be fair, that they don’t come to the ta­
ble with personal prejudices and bi­
ases,” Maxey said. “An employee of 
Mr. Reynolds has experienced those 
personal biases.

“It’s my opinion that he (Rey­
nolds) will come to the Board of In­
surance with an attitude that’s al­
ready prejudicial toward people 
with HIV and AIDS,” Maxey said.

State Sen. Chet Edwards, D- 
Duncanville, the committee chair­
person, urged Ingram to produce 
specific evidence of Reynolds’ al­
leged prejudice, saying it would be 
difficult for Senate members to 
judge Reynolds without further 
proof.

Reynolds, who performed audits 
and administrative control duties

for Collins Radio Co. and the 
Pillsbury Co., was appointed to the 
embattled Insurance Board by Gov. 
Bill Clements. Reynolds promised to 
help reform the regulatory agency, 
which has been racked by charges of 
mismanagement, nepotism and 
cronyism.

Vowing to work from 60 to 70 
hours a week, Reynolds also said he 
would be willing to call in outside in­
vestigators to look into charges of 
insurance fraud.

“This is one industry that does 
need to be regulated at the state lev­
el,” he said, adding that his role 
would be to provide risk coverage at 
the most reasonable cost to the con­
sumers while ensuring that the in­
dustry remains healthy.

“It’s important that the rates rec­
ognize the requirement to be profita­
ble at the industry level and still be 
reasonable to the consume^’ Rey­
nolds said. “In the end, when you 
have a failure, it hurts the good guys 
in the industry, too.”
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Just when we were taking the Houston dailies to task last week 

the Houston Post one-upped itself. In its Friday update on the 
Matamoros “cult slayings” the Post spread a five-column headline 
on Page 3, “Search for Cultists Leads to Gay Area.” Where, 
Montrose? Oak Lawn? Maybe Castro or Greenwich Village. No, it’s 
“The Pink Zone,” as we discovered in the tenth paragraph into the 
story.

Now any good copy editor (that’s the guy who puts headlines to 
others’ stories) knows you write the headline based on the “lead” 
which any good reporter knows goes into the first paragraph. And 
somewhere along the way the news editor, who should know more 
than the copy editor, approves the headline. And, finally, any man­
aging editor worth his salt catches such slobbiness before it goes 
to press.

But that isn’t the problem. This lengthy story by Rob Meckel and 
Jane Gramdolfo (assisted by Jack Douglas)—I like to give credit 
where it is so badly due—declares in the “true” lead that “authori­
ties” said the ringleader of this murderous cult and “members of 
his group” are "homosexual.” These “authorities” finally appear in 
paragraph 12 as one Juan Benitez Ayala, commander of the Mexi­
can Federal Judicial Police in Matamoros. And we all know of the 
reliability of the Mexican police.

Nowhere is it alleged or discussed as to homosexuality relating 
to the crimes in question. It apparently had no bearing on their 
drug-smuggling activities, nor to their cultist murders. The only 
purpose for homosexuality to be used in this report is to explain 
the police search of "The Pink Zone” and a reference to the “well- 
known Mexican homosexual monikors” of two of the accused. (If 
you must know, they supposedly were called “The Fruit" and “The 
Butterfly.” So just call us “The Livid.”)

It is disturbing enough if these men turn out to be homosexual, 
but more disturbing is that to date no other publication has turned 
up this interesting story. Even the Post, the following day, in a small 
followup story mentioned, in passing, that the ringleader “may be 
homosexual” (maybe given another day he wasn’t even partially 
homosexual) and stated that the Houston gay community might 
be approached for information. We more likely would have infor­
mation on such notorious homosexuals as Alexander the Great, 
Julius Caeser, Richard the Lionhearted—oh we could go on and 
on.

All of this is bad journalism, irresponsible journalism—bad 
headline writing, sensationalism by reporters and, most important, 
poor judgment on the part of Post editors.

Good newspapers follow a “style book” which basically covers 
rules as to writing and reporting. Good newspapers have a policy 
to avoid sensationalizing race, creed, religion, and—in agrowing 
number of cases—homosexuality. Obviously the Post has no 
rules.

A case in point on homosexual policy: The New York Times, until 
a couple of years ago under the editorship of A.M. Rosenthall, 
‘would only allow the use of the word “gay” in place of “homosexu­
al” if it were in a direct quote or was needed to make a headline fit. 
This rule has since been changed.

So, a big thumbs down, orotherwisefirmly planted, totheHous- 
ton Post.

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Brash TV host’s attack claim disputed; apologizes to gays
SAN FRANCISCO (UPI)-Contro- 
versial TV talk show host Morton 
Downey Jr. claimed three skinheads 
attacked him in an airport rest­
room-chopping his hair and 
smearing him with swastikas—but 
authorities disputed the report.

“Our preliminary investigation 
shows that this was self-inflicted for 
whatever reason we don’t know,” 
Ron Wilson, spokesperson at San 
Francisco International Airport, 
said Tuesday. “We can only assume 
it was for publicity.”

The loudmouth star of the syndi­
cated “The Morton Downey Jr. 
Show” told airport police three 
skinheads grabbed him and cut off a 
clump of his hair and painted swas­
tikas on his face, shirt and pants 
Monday night.

Airport authorities found a pair of 
scissors and a felt-tip marker pen in 
a toilet bowl. But officers said an un­
identified witness told them the 
claim was phony.

“His (Downey’s) story does not at 
all prove out” Wilson said. “The wit­
ness said there was no scuffle. There 
were no skinheads in the area. As 
far as we have found, no such inci­
dent took place.”

Downey, who declined to file a po­
lice complaint, was not available for 
comment.

The purported incident occurred 
at 11:30 p.m. in a North Terminal 
men’s restroom near American Air­
lines at the airport in South San 
Francisco.

Downey was in town to promote 
the start of the broadcast of his se­
ries on a San Francisco independent 
TV station Monday night.

His show was previously carried 
on another San Francisco station 
last summer but canceled after only 
16 weeks because of protests by gay 
groups because of his hostile re­
marks against gays.

Downey announced in a letter to 
TV stations across the country sev­

eral weeks ago that he was toning 
down the confrontational nature of 
his show, which featured harsh, 
sometimes obscene, berating of his 
guests to the cheers of his fans.

In taping an appearance last week 
on another San Francisco TV talk 
show for airing this week, Downey 
apologized to gay groups and vowed 
to be “more considerate of people 
with alternative lifestyles.”

He said he began undergoing 
counseling seven months ago and 
blamed his past attitude towards ho­
mosexuals on a “attack” by a gay 
doctor when he was 12 years old.

Airport police, fire department 
and medical personnel rushed to the 
North Terminal restroom in re­
sponse to a report of an injury 
phoned in by a caller identifying 
himself only as “Terry.”

They questioned Downey along­
side his parked limousine outside 
American Airlines. He refused medi­
cal treatment or to lodge a com­

plaint.
“He claimed he had been threat­

ened in the past by neo-Nazis and 
said these persons, whom he 
couldn’t describe, were apparently 
trying to get him back,” Wilson said.

“He did not want a report filed. He 
didn’t file any kind of report. Our of­
ficers did, of course, and are further 
investigating.”

Wilson said whether Downey 
could be charged with making false 
statements to police would be up to 
the city attorney’s office.

Besides the witness, there were ap­
parently only two other persons in 
the restroom at the time, Wilson 
said.

Downey said he was at the airport 
to change his flight schedule. He 
had attended a press party earlier in 
the evening in Sausalito thrown by 
KOFY-TV Channel 20 to kick off the 
airing of his show by the station. 
The party was held on board the 
boat of station owner Jim Gabbert.

AIDS Foundation Houston has been 
awarded $13,395 in transportation funds 
for clients to travel to and from medical 
service appointments.

The funds came from two donations: 
$10,895 from Hermann Trust Charitable 
Care Endowment and $2,500 from Broad­
way Cares, an AIDS support and resource 
organization of the New York theatrical 
community.

“These funds will provide about 1440 
one-way trips via taxi at an average cost of 
$9.30 per trip. It’s important ... to ride by 
taxi because of the amount of time this 
saves in emergency situations, compared 
to ... public transportation,” said Janet Co­
hen, director of development.

“Transportation is an ever increasing 
need ... because generally they are living 
longer and now are needing more out-pa­
tient medical attention,” Cohen said.

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New funds grant request; McFather describes PWA support

PWA out-patients come to the new clinic at 
2015 Thomas Street

For the third time, the Harris County 
Hospital District has submitted a $2.3 
million grant request to the Surgeon 
General of the United States to support 
AIDS programs in Houston.

The first two applications were reject­
ed because of what one Houston official 
said was “the political and organiza­
tional confusion” of Houston institu­
tions concerned with the war against 
AIDS.

According to Jim McCarty, AIDS 
Service Developer for the Hospital Dis­
trict, the latest application should be ac­
ceptable.

“Every segment of the Houston com­
munity participated in the construction 
of this application: People with AIDS, 
medical practitioners, leaders of the 
black and Hispanic minorities, other po­
litical leaders and those currently pro­
viding services to PWAs,” McCarty said. 
“And now we have the AIDS Alliance 
where all segments of the community 
are represented.” A board of 22 members 
representing these various communities 
will oversee the use of the funds. Many of 
these people are already members of the 
board of the AIDS Alliance, which was 
not in existence when the earlier grant 
applications were made, and which will 
administer the grant in the future.

McCarty expects the grant to be ap­
proved in June and go into effect on Oct. 
1, 1989.

Jon C. McFather is Executive Director 
of the AIDS Alliance and will be the per­
son most responsible for effective use of 
such funds in the future.

A health care consultant and execu­
tive with insurance companies for some 
27 years, McFather makes sure the 
AIDS Alliance performs its responsibili­
ties for supporting and making effective 
the many AIDS service providers in 
Houston such as the AIDS Foundation, 
PWA Coalition, and health and hospital 
facilities.

To learn what is to happen to services 
for PWAs in the near and distant future, 
The Voice held a question and answer 
session with McFather in his spartan, 
bare-walled office in Jefferson Davis 
Hospital, due to close June 2.

A dynamic, enthusiastic professional 
administrator, McFather knows the 
magnitude of Houston’s task. During

the interview, he rescheduled six tele­
phone calls and set up a luncheon with 
members of his fund raising committee 
with a caller who has a project to raise 
$120,000 for PWAs and HIV-infected.

VOICE: You seem busy. What’s going 
on? McFATHER: A lot. Jeff Davis is 
closing shortly and we have to move the 
AIDS out-patient clinic to new quarters 
at 2015 Thomas Street. Our AIDS in-pa­
tient facilities must move to the Lyndon
B. Johnson Hospital at 5656 Kelly Street 
in northeast Houston. We have to raise 
money, keep our board members active 
and our service providers effective.

VOICE: Let’s take them one at a time. 
There has been a lot of flack over the new 
clinic from some PWAs and some doc­
tors. First off, what do we lose by closing 
Jeff Davis? McFATHER: Let me begin 
by emphasizing that I try to look at eve­
ry decision we make from the viewpoint 
of the persons with AIDS. They are who 
we are here for, not administrators, edu­
cators, politicians, community leaders. 
PWAs are dying and they are growing in 
numbers—terrifying numbers. Educa­
tion is vital and the AIDS Alliance along 
with the many service providers will 
pursue this. My personal concern right 
now is providing for the most efficient, 
highest quality and tenderest care to the 
more than 1,000 PWAs and the increas­
ing number who will follow in Houston.

What do they lose by the closing of Jeff 
Davis? I’ll list them:

—The 20 or so PWAs who come to Jeff 
Davis everyday are thrown in with all 
the other ill people who come here. They 
wait along with everyone else. They wait 
for attention, for laboratory work, for 
pharmaceuticals, for special services. 
With the closing of Jeff Davis, they lose 
the misery of so much waiting.

—PWAs and those who bring them 
lose the abominable parking situation.

—PWAs are highly susceptible to air­
transmitted diseases such as tuberculo­
sis. By leaving the crowded corridors of 
Jeff Davis, PWAs lose a lot of their expo­
sure to opportunistic diseases.

—Jeff Davis is depressing. It’s out of 
date, smelly, falling apart. That’s the 
reason for the new Lyndon B. Johnson 
Hospital.

VOICE: So what do they get at 2015 
Thomas? McFATHER: Let me list them:

—They get a clinic devoted exclusively 
to PWAs and those who are HIV-infect­
ed, staffed by nurses and doctors special­
ized in working with PWAs, people who 
understand.

—Plenty of parking.
—Far less exposure to people with oth­

er illnesses.
—A park-like ambience that is pleas­

ant to be in.—Room to expand, not only 
for an increasing number of out-pa­
tients, but other services. We are doing a 
survey now to find out how to make the 
new facility as appropriate as possible. 
We might tie in with the fine dental ac­
tivities of Bering Church and provide 
additional dental services. We can add 
counseling service, respite service, per­
haps even hospice facilities. We can pro­
vide research support for pharmaceuti­
cal companies developing new drugs.

We cannot predict the future in specif­
ics, we must be able to meet what comes. 
For instance, with the increasing pro­
longed life of PWAs because of AZT and 
other drugs to come, we will face increas­
ing dementia problems. We must learn

how to deal with this.
VOICE: There is a lot of grumbling 

about the inaccessibility of 2015 Tho­
mas.

McFATHER: There shouldn’t be. It’s 
only 10 minutes from Jeff Davis.

We are already setting up a better 
transportation program than what is 
now at Jeff Davis. Metro runs bus serv­
ice to North Main and Bastrop Street, a 
few blocks from the clinic. They are 
building a shelter at that corner. We will 
have shuttle vans meeting every bus to 
bring PWAs to the clinic.

VOICE: What about PWAs who need 
the specialized services of the Medical 
Center? McFATHER: Now PWAs have 
to get to the Center any way they can. 
The new facility will provide shuttle 
services for them.

MCFATHER: But there is bus service 
and the hospital is on Loop 610, easy to 
get to with plenty of parking. There will 
be no shortage of beds. Jeff Davis has 
277 beds with 16 allocated for PWAs. 
LBJ has 290 beds and will certainly 
have as many beds as needed for PWAs.

Remember, a lot of PWAs have insur­
ance and go to private hospitals. Jeff Da­
vis and LBJ are for those without re­
sources.

VOICE: Some physicians seem to be 
complaining.

McFATHER: I think they will appreci­
ate what we are doing. Those who are 
treating PWAs, and there are not many, 
are a caring and dedicated group of peo­
ple. When they understand that deci­
sions had to be made if we were to get at 
the total AIDS problem and those deci­
sions were pretty good under the rushed 
circumstances, I feel they will partici­
pate.

We have to stop thinking territorially 
and concentrate our efforts on the prob­
lems at hand. We are facing a terrible sit­
uation. According to the latest insur­
ance industry estimates, there are up­
ward of 1700,000 Americans who are 
HIV positive and more than we know 
are in Houston. Increasing drug use and 
promiscuous sex is spreading AIDS be­
yond the homosexual and bisexual com­
munities. Others are caught up—child­
ren, heterosexuals. It’s only just begun.

Speaking of transportation, in our 
new grant—and perhaps even without 
it—we are working with the Red Cross, 
United Way and others to provide van 
transport for PWAs not only to the Medi­
cal Center, but for non-clinical needs 
such as for shopping.

VOICE: What about LBJ Hospital? 
That’s really out there.

The only way we are going to meet the 
problem is by everyone giving our best 
and most together.

VOICE: You must have a big staff to 
help with all this. How many are em­
ployed by the Alliance?

McFATHER: Me, at this time. But this 
will grow as funds are available. Maybe 
I’ll get a secretary.

Montrose Clinic to start new program with $90,000 grant

Ralph Lasher, head of Montrose Clinic, to 
expand program

With a new $90,000 grant announced yester­
day by the American Foundation for AIDS 
Research, the Montrose Clinic is now able to 
undertake clinical trial research which exec­
utive director Ralph Lasher said it has 
lacked for so long.

“ We’re extremely pleased with this grant,” 
Lasher said.“Because of our inability to coor­
dinate our efforts in Houston, we have had to 
refer some 100 patients to other places in the 
United States. Now we can do research our­
selves.”

Lasher was referring to using local private 
and institutional doctors in cooperation with 
PWAs to conduct clinical trials especially in 
the testing of new drugs. The Montrose Clin­
ic will now be able begin the program by col­
lecting data and identifying the people who 
will be involved.

The American Foundation for AIDS Re­

search (AmFAR) is the nation’s leading pri­
vate-sector funding organization dedicated 
to AIDS research and education. AmFAR 
serves as a catalyst to identify major gaps in 
AIDS bio-medical and social scientific re­
search and education and provides funding 
to support projects designed to fill the gaps, 
a good example being the work of the 
Montrose Clinic.

Since it started in late 1985, AmFAR has 
awarded more than $16 million in seed or 
start-up grants to more than 270 research 
teams and education projects. Funds are 
raised through donations from private 
sources and distributed quickly through pro­
grams selected through a peer-review proc­
ess involving expert review panels of lead­
ing scientists and educators.

The Montrose Clinic grant is part of a $1.4 
million disbursement made by AmFAR this 
week to 16 institutions.

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'Pet Sematary’ buries competition at box office

HOLLYWOOD—“Pet Sematary,” the 
screen version of Stephen King’s best­
selling horror novel, spooked away its 
competition and clinched top box-office 
honors with a $12 million gross.

In its first week in release, the occult 
story of a New England family living 
near an abandoned pet cemetery opened 
in 1585 theaters and scared up an as­
tounding $7,600 per-screen average.

Although “Pet Sematary” lacks a 
marquee-value cast—featuring Dale 
Midkiff, ^Denise Crosby and Fred 
Gwynne—it is enhanced by a screenplay 
crafted by King, who stuck to the origi­
nal.

Paramount Pictures boasted that its 
newest release received the biggest open­
ing ever during the traditionally slow pe­
riod between New Years Day and Memo­
rial Day.

The studio also produced the second 
top box-office film currently showing, 

the baseball comedy “Major League,” 
collected 40 percent of the market share 
last weekend.

“Major League,” dropping from the 
No. 1 position it held for the past two 
weeks, stars Tom Berenger, Charlie 
Sheen and Corbin Bernsen as key play­
ers in a resurgence of the Cleveland Indi­
ans during a dream season.

Playing on 1615 screens, “Major 
League” grossed $5.2 million for a three- 
week total of $25.7 million.

No. 3 was “Say Anything” starring 
John Cusack and Ione Skye as a couple 
of young lovers, sensitively written by 
Cameron Crowe, who also wrote “Fast 
Times at Ridgemont High.”

“Say Anything” captured $3.8 million 
on 1113 screens for a two-week gross of 
$9 million.

“The Dream Team,” an off-beat come­
dy about a quartet of loonies on the loose 
in New York City, took in $3.2 million in 
1459 theaters. Starring Michael Keaton, 
Peter Boyle, Christopher Lloyd and Ste­
phen Furst, “The Dream Team” has 
grossed $15.9 million in three weeks.

Academy Award champ “Rain Man” 
was No. 5, with a box-office tally of $2.3 
million in 1391 theaters. In 19 weeks .the 
touching drama of an autistic savant 
and his hustler brother has earned 
$155.7 million.

Three newcomers cracked the top 10.
“Red Scorpion,” starring Dolph 

Lundgren in an action adventure dra­
ma, grossed $1.9 million to land in the 
No. 7 spot.

“See You in The Morning,” with Jeff 
Bridges falling out of one marriage and 
into another, grossed $1.8 million and 
registered No. 8.

“Speed Zone,” a cross-country car race 
comedy starring Brooke Shields, John 
Candy, the Smothers Brothers and other 
celebrities, earned $1.4 million to grab 
No. 10.

But even the big splash of “Pet 
Sematary” was not enough to make the 
week a howling success for theater own­
ers. Altogether, the North American 
gross was $66.4 million, compared with 
$78.2 million for the same week last year 

and $72.6 million for 1987.
The 23,000 theaters in the United 

States and Canada have accounted for 
$1,175 billion so far this year as against 
$1,165 billion for the same time frame in 
1988.

Judge slashes award for Rock Hudson’s ex-lover

LOS ANGELES (UPI)-A judge Friday 
slashed a $21.75 million jury award to 
Rock Hudson’s former lover to $5.5 million, 
which will be paid by Hudson’s estate and 
the personal secretary of the AIDS-strick­
en actor who died in 1985.

“I think the judge did us a great favorf 
said Marc Christian, who claimed at trial 
that he had high-risk sex with Hudson doz­
ens of times. “(The judge) destroyed (the 
other side’s) efforts to get a new trial based 
on excessive damages.”

Yet Christian’s lawyer, Harold Rhoden, 
said Superior Court Judge Bruce 
Geemaert’s ruling was accepted only be­
cause Christian cannot afford to seek a 
new trial.

“It’s a drastic cut and we’re disappoint­
ed,” Rhoden said. “I think it’s going to be 
disappointing to the jurors.”

Hudson died of complications from 
AIDS in Oct. 1985. He left an estate esti­
mated to be worth more than $5 million.

In his closing argument, Rhoden urged 
the jury to send a message that people with 
AIDS have a duty to tell others at risk of 
contracting the deadly disease that they 
have it.

When the jury announced its award last 
month, many in the legal community ex­
pressed surprise at its size. They said it 
probably would be reduced.

It was the first time a jury had ever re­
turned an award to a person who had been 
exposed to acquired immune deficiency 
syndrome and lived in fear of it, but had 

not contracted the disease.
The jury decided Hudson’s personal sec­

retary, Mark Miller, 63, and Hudson him­
self conspired to keep the actor’s illness a 
secret from Christian, 35, so the pair would 
continue having high-risk sex.

Christian, a former bartender, met Hud­
son at a political fund-raiser and testified 
he had sex with the former leading man at 
least 160 times over a nine-month period.

Geernaert, saying the jury’s award was 
“excessive,” reduced punitive damages of 
$7.25 million to $500,000 and cut $14.5 mil­
lion in compensatory damages to $5 mil­
lion.

“The court finds that the jury’s award ... 
is so high that it must be concluded that (it) 
is based in part on passion resulting from 
the jury’s evaluation of the outrageous and 

reprehensible nature of the conduct of 
Rock Hudson and defendant Miller,” 
Geernaert said.

Miller must pay the punitive award, 
while he and Hudson’s estate must share 
the burden of compensatory damages.

Robert Mills, a lawyer for Hudson’s es­
tate who had recommended to the judge 
that he slash the award to $1 million, said 
the estate probably will appeal because the 
damages were still too high.

Andrew Banks, the attorney for Miller, 
called the judge’s decision a “great first 
step” but also said he may appeal.

Rhoden said he would have been happier 
had the judge kept punitive damages at $3 
million because that would have sent a 
stronger signal to others who might follow 
Hudson’s example.

'Chorus Line’ author James Kirkwood dies in Manhattan
NEW YORK (UPI)—Actoi; novelist 
and playwright James Kirkwood, 
who won a Pulitzer Prize for writing 
“A Chorus Line,” the longest-run­
ning musical in Broadway history, 
died Friday at his Manhattan apart­
ment.

Friends gave his age as 58, al­
though Kirwood had admitted to be­
ing bom in 1924. “As an actor, I got 
in the habit of lying about my age,” 
he once explained.

Kirkwood, whose main residence 
was in Key West, Fla., died of cancer 
after being hospitalized recently in 
New York City, said Nicholas Dante, 
who co-authored “A Chorus Line,” a 
tale based largely on real Broadway 
dancers’ recollections of their pro­
fessional agonies and successes.

“He will really be missed. He had 
a great life force and a great curiosi­
ty about everything,” Dante said. “I 
really am completely shocked be­
cause it was so very quick. He had 
just gotten out of the hospital.”

Dante recalled writing “A Chorus 
Line” with Kirkwood in the mid- 
1970s, saying it was “one of the hap­
piest times” in his life.

“A lot of sweat and work went into 
writing it, but we had a really won­
derful time” he said. “It was the best 
time in my life and I know it was the 
best time in Jimmy’s life too.”

The musical, which garnered both 
a Tony Award and a Pulitzer Prize in 
drama in 1976, became the longest- 
running show in Broadway history 
with its 3,389th performance. It is 
still running.

Kirkwood was born in Hollywood, 
the son of actor James Kirkwood Sr. 
and silent picture star Lila Lee, who 
co-starred with Rudolph Valentino 
in several early films.

By the age of 17, he had attended 
18 schools, including a one-room 
school house in Friant, Calif., a 
Catholic military academy, Beverly 
Hills High School and a New Hamp­

shire prep school later depicted in 
his novel “Good Times/Bad Times.”

While still a teenager, Kirkwood 
followed his parents into show busi­
ness, beginning his theatrical career 
as an actor.

He performed on Broadway in 
“Welcome Darlings,” “Panama Hat­
tie,” and “Wonderful Town,” and had 
roles in the films “Mommie Dearest” 
and “Oh God, Book II.” He also 
worked the night club circuit in a 
comedy team with Lee Goodman.

Actress Tallulah Bankhead, who 
appeared with Kirkwood in “Wel­
come Darlings” and was entranced 
by his story telling, urged the actor 
to try his hand at writing, setting 
him on the course that brought his 
greatest acclaim.

Kirkwood authored the best-sell­
ing novel, “PS. Your Cat is Dead!” 
and also wrote “Hit Me with a Rain­
bow,” “There Must Be a Pony,” and 
“American Grotesque,” about a con­

spiracy in the aftermath of Presi­
dent Kennedy’s assassination.

Just before his death, Kirkwood 
wrote a nonfiction book, “Diary of a 
Mad Playwright,” about his deal­
ings with actress Mary Martin and 
Carole Channing in a play called 
“Legends.” It was expected to be 
published by E.P. Dutton in June.

Known for his bleak wit, 
Kirkwood once remarked, “Life has 
got to be one huge joke. To my knowl­
edge, nobody has ever come up with 
a logical explanation that fits any 
other alternative. But as long as 
we’ve been placed on the joke-board, 
there’s nothing to do but play along 
with as much humor as possible.”

Kirkwood is survived by a half­
brother and a half-sister.

A spokesman for the Frank E. 
Campbell Funeral Chapel in Man­
hattan, where the funeral is to be 
held, said arrangements were pend­
ing.

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Agenda for next international conference on AIDS announced

UNITED NATIONS (UPI)—The 
upcoming fifth International Con­
ference on AIDS, the biggest to date, 
will be the first to report on the 
worldwide range of social and legal 
problems in addition to scientific as­
pects of the AIDS pandemic, organ­
izers said Tuesday.

“Unlike the other conferences, we 
are doing our best to make sure a hol­
istic approach is taken,” conference 
chairman Ivan Head said at a news 
conference at the United Nations 
announcing the event.

AIDS specialists are scheduled to 
gather in Montreal June 4-9 for the 
conference, which is expected to 
draw 10,000 participants and offer 
an array of more than 900 presenta­
tions and nearly 6000 scientific ab­
stracts.

The conference theme is “The Sci­
entific and Social Challenge” and 

40 percent of the six-day event will 
be devoted to non-scientific topics 
involving ethics, law, economics, ed­
ucation and other social topics, with 
some presentations to be made by 
people with AIDS, he said.

“People with AIDS were fully in­
volved in preparations for the con­
ference and that’s a first,” Head 
said.

“We are also expecting the largest 
ever representation from and on top­
ics relating to the terrible impact 
AIDS has in developing countries,” 
he said, crediting preliminary meet­
ings in Africa, Asia and Latin Amer­
ica with ensuring that 50 of the 77 
countries to be represented in Montr­
eal are part of the Third World.

Representatives from the Soviet 
Union are expected, but no delegates 
from China yet have registered, or­
ganizers said.

“The world’s creme de la creme of 
the scientific community” will be in 

attendance and will have the chance 
to hear about the latest biomedical 
findings, which may not be released 
in scientific publications for 
months, even years, Head said.

Last year’s conference was held in 
Stockholm, Sweden.

“Only 30 percent (of the findings) 
presented at Stockholm has been 
published one year lateif noted Dr. 
Richard Morisset, program chair­
man for the conference and head of 
microbiology and infectious diseas­
es at Montreal’s Hotel-Dieu hospi­
tal.

And while no major scientific 
breakthroughs are likely to be an­
nounced in Montreal, Morisset said 
he would look for news on the 
physiopathology of the human im­
munodeficiency virus, or how it acts 
to break down the body’s immune 
system to cause acquired immune 
deficiency syndrome.

“I think we will learn about sexu­

ality around the world,” in addition 
to infections among women and 
children in both developed and un­
derdeveloped countries, Morisset 
added.

Spread via semen—and blood-to- 
blood contact, primarily through 
sexual intercourse and needles 
shared among drug abusers, HIV 
has infected between 5 million to 10 
million people worldwide, including 
about 1 million in the United States, 
organizers said.

Scientists estimate a total of 
450,000 people have been afflicted 
with AIDS, although only 147,000 
cases have been officially reported 
as of the end of March, with about 
90,000 of them in the United States.

Held annually since 1985, the con­
ference has become the premier 
event among AIDS researchers and 
drew more than 7000 to Stockholm 
last year. Next year’s conference will 
be in San Francisco, Morisset said.

ACT UP protesters chain themselves at Burroughs Wellcome
RESEARCH TRIANGLE 
PARK, N.C. (UPI)—Four men, 
including one with AIDS, 
handcuffed themselves to furni­
ture Tuesday at the Burroughs 
Wellcome offices outside 
Durham to protest the high cost 
of the only approved AIDS- 
fighting drug.

The members of the New York 
City organization ACT UP, an 
acronym for AIDS Coalition To 
Unleash Power, were arrested 
shortly after 10:00 a.m. and 
charged with trespassing. Each 
paid $5,000 bail and a May 4 tri­
al date has been set, authorities 
said.

At a news conference after 
they were released about four 
hours later, one activist said the 
group would resume civil diso­
bedience unless Burroughs 
Wellcome lowers the price of the 
drug.

ACT UP spokesperson Jay 
Blotcher said Burroughs 
Wellcome spent $80 million to 
research and develop the drug 
and the high cost to the patient 

is aimed at recouping that cost.
Before Dec. 1987, a year’s sup­

ply of AZT cost $10,000 per pa­
tient. Since then the cost droped 
to $8,000 per year, company 
spokeswoman Kathy Bartlett 
said. The company has exclu­
sive rights to manufacture AZT.

“We have to give Burroughs 
Wellcome some time to see what 
they do,” said Blane Mosley, 24, 
of New York City. “If our de­
mands aren’t met, we’ll contin­
ue to plan civil disobedience un­
til they are met. We have friends 
who are dying. We’ll keep fight­
ing until something is done.

“Burroughs Wellcome is mak­
ing a profit off the lives of our 
community,” Mosley said. “It’s 
an injustice and insensitive ac­
tion to have the blood of people 
on their hands. AZT is still the 
only proven drug that has 
helped to keep people with 
AIDS alive.”

Besides lowering the cost of 
AZT, Blotcher said, the four 
men demanded that Burroughs 

Wellcome provide the drug to 
the government for subsidized 
programs to help those with 
AIDS who cannot afford the 
drug.

Bartlett said the protesters 
were misdirecting their anger 
by taking this type of action 
against the company.

Mosley would not say how 
the group gained access to the 
building. He said the group will 
meet Wednesday with officials 
from Burroughs Wellcome to 
pay for any damages.

The protesters, who had 
chained themselves to furni­
ture at the Burroughs Wellcome 
office, were removed from the 
research facility by security of­
ficers and taken before a 
Durham County magistrate by 
deputy sheriffs.

Blotcher identified the pro­
testers as Peter Staley, 25, of 
New York City, a former Wall 
Street bond trader who has an 
AIDS-related condition; Lee 
Arsenault, 41, of New York Cit-

y, a clothing importer who has 
AIDS; James McGrath, 32, a 
music club owner from Provi­

dence, R.I.; and Blane Mosley, 
24, a clothing designer from 
New York City.

’Unsolved Mysteries’ female impersonator arrested
BASTROP (UPI)—A female impersona­
tor and fugitive who cheated people out 
of $6 million in a 1970s car scam has 
been arrested and is being held in the 
jail in Bastrop awaiting extradition to 
California.

Police say Jerry Dean Michael, 61, 
who had been living as Katherine Eliza­
beth Johnson in Bastrop County for the 
past several months, was arrested Wed­
nesday.

Michael, wearing long blonde hair, 
was arrested through tips called in after 
an April 5 NBC broadcast of “Unsolved 
Mysteries.”

Bastrop County authorities said Mi­
chael was running a flower sales busi­
ness in a rural community east of Aus­
tin.

California authorities have been seek­

ing Michael since 1980 after he did not 
appear for sentencing on various fraud 
convictions.

Los Angeles Deputy District Attorney 
Robert Youngdahl said Michael posed 
as Geraldine Carmichael in 1975 when 
he convinced people to invest in a non­
existent three-wheel car that he said got 
70 miles to the gallon of gas.

The car was marketed in California, 
Texas and to foreign investors, but was 
never delivered. Youngdahl said the 
scam generated $6 million.

Youngdahl said Michael combined a 
Pinto car body with parts from a postal 
vehicle and duped investors into believ­
ing it could crash into a brick wall at 50 
miles an hour and bounce off.

As Youngdahl put it, “What it was was 
a piece of junk with a plastic skin.”

Reader disagrees with Ray Hill over role of Avondale Assoc.

I wish to protest the (commentary) by 
Mr. Ray Hill that appeared in March 31, 
1989, issue of your newspaper. Mr Hill’s 
unfounded allegation that the Avondale 
Association does not allow gay or lesbi­
an persons to join is untrue and defama­
tory; your newspaper, by printing this 
baseless allegation without any investi­
gation of the real facts shares this defa­
mation.

Enclosed you will find a copy of the 
minutes of the September, 1984, minutes 
of the Avondale Association. Note that 
not only was Mr. Hill the guest speaker, 
but he was treated with far more courte­
sy and consideration by the Association 
than he, with his selective memory, now 
accords it.

Throughout the years the Association 
newsletter has published announce­
ments and articles that would be of spe­
cial interest to gay/lesbian persons, cer­
tainly something you would not expect 
from an Association as homophobic 

and/or nonexistent as Mr. Hill alleges 
the Association is (Mr. Hill’s reasoning 
is rather disingenuous. Either the Asso­
ciation does exist and does not let gay 
persons or lesbians join, or it doesn’t ex­
ist and then whole issue of who joins or 
not is moot. Apparently Hill wants to 
have his rhetorical case and eat it too).

The Association has no way to deter­
mine, and no interest in, the sexual pref­
erence of its members.... The boundaries 
to membership in the Association are 
Bagby, Fairview/Tuam, Montrose and 
Westheimer, not sexuality. In fact, the 
Association is planning this summer its 
first major membership drive in eight 
years and we are currently trying to de­
velop a mailing list using the precinct 
lists for our area, cross referencing a 
1985 list of names and addresses with 
the current registered voters. While 
these lists may tell us who showed up for 
the last school bond election, they are si­
lent as to sexual preference ... if any of 
your readership lives in the aforemen­
tioned boundaries (or those who don’t 

can become a nonvoting associate mem­
ber) he or she can join the Association by 
sending a fifteen dollar donation ... to 
the Association at P.O. Box 66054, Hous­
ton, TX 77266.

It appears from his (commentary) Mr. 
Hill seems to feel that a business has a 
right to indulge in prostitution, drugs 
and any other criminal activity if its pro­
prietor happens to be gay, and that it be­
hooves the gay community to support a 
business whose only real alliance to the 
gay community may be only how much 
it can exploit it. ...

According to Hill, the Tea Garden, a 
notorious hangout for prostitutes and 
drug dealers, was closed down merely 
because of “some” neighbors objected to 
the clientele. The Cherryhurst Associa­
tion (not the Avondale Association) did 
not object to the clientele, but to what the 
clientele was doing. Residents of the are- 
a complained about the open drug deal­
ing, prostitutes engaging in public sexu­
al activity, fights, muggings, vandalism 
and thefts that accompanied the opera­

tion of the Tea Garden. ...
Mr. Hill continues to claim the Associ­

ation singlehandedly closed down Mi­
chael’s, even though it has been ex­
plained to him several times the protest 
was originally filed by a private citizen 
and later joined by the Neartown Associ­
ation Sexually Oriented Business Com­
mittee after review of police records con­
vinced the Committee that a serious 
crime problem existed.... If such actions 
against Michael’s and the Tea Garden 
were fueled only by homophobia, then 
why was there no movement against 
Mary’s.... It was not clientele, but illegal 
activity that raised neighborhood ire. 
Mary’s has a reputation throughout 
Montrose as a responsible member of the 
community, balancing the need to serve 
its customers with the rights of the sur­
rounding neighborhood. Had Michael’s 
or Tea Garden done the same, they 
would be in business today. The blame 
for their closure should not be placed on 
homophobia or the Avondale Associa­
tion, but only on the businesses them­
selves.
