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How will Lyndon Baines Johnson be remembered?
At first, the tragedy of Vietnam will stain his epitaph. 

The Southeast Asian civil war became the longest 
military involvement m the history of the United States 
and an issue that critically divided the nation.

Under Johnson, the country committed over 500,000 
ground combat troops to the war. We were repeatedly 
told of the light at the end of the tunnel. Nov/, after ten 
bloody years and Johnson's death, we have seen that light 
and have come to the end.

But after the peace treaty is signed, after the troops are 
sent home and after time heals the deep wounds caused 
by the war, the other side of LBJ will be remembered.

He was a master in dealing with Congress, having spent 
more than 20 years as a legislator. His Great Society 
legislation was the most comprehensive package of 
people oriented programs ever initiated by any 
President.

The Johnson years saw the passage of the most ex 
tensive civil rights act since reconstruction. Voting 
rights. Medicare, VISTA, Head Start, finanicial aid for 
higher education were all part of his Great Society and 
War on Poverty.

Despite his legislative record, LBJ's years in the White 
House were plagued with strife Race riots in most major 
cities flared during the hot summers. Campus unrest was 
commonplace. And the dissenters blamed Johnson.

During the 1968 Presidential primaries four years after 
he won the largest plurality vote in history. President 
Johnson told the nation on March 31 he would not run for 
re-election.

He left Washington for the hill country of Texas. He saw 
his library builton the University of Texas campus and in 
early December presented his civil rights papers to the

Despite his social progress he could never shake the 
warrior image.

His disposed heart failed him only days before the 
Vietnam peace treaty was signed.

To those of us who marched with signs pleading for an 
end to the senseless, immoral involvement in Vietnam, it 
will be diffk t to see Johnson as a President whose

I'ninistra' as unequaled in the Twentieth Century 
regarding g Ja’ive progress.

Vietnam over. We all know it was a mistake. History

The body lay in state in a closed, 
flag draped coffin of gray metal 
under the words, “1 am a free 
man. an American, a public 
servant...," inscribed on a black 
marble pylon in the stately Great 
Hall of the $18 6 million library on

A black soldier carried the gold 
presidential seal ahead of the 
casket, held by eight men from the 
Army. Navy. Air Force. Marine 
Corps and the Coast Guard. They 
took it up 21 stairs—slopping at 
each to click their heels in solemn 
cadence.

The UT Longhorn Band played 
solemn funeral music and tears 
glistened on the cheeks of Mrs. 
Johnson and her daughters. Then, 
the band played “The Eyes of 
Texas'* and the former 
President’s widow smiled softly.

The tall Texan who called the 
White House the "lonely acres" 
was a man who loved and needed 
people. And they came to him 
Tuesday to pay their last respects.

Mrs. Johnson shook hands with 
the famous and unknown who 
camg to file past the coffin.

Mourners included George 
Christian, Johnson's former White 
House press secretary; Walt 
Rostow, Johnson’s special 
assistant while he was president; 
Ed Clark, former ambassador to 
Australia; and Judge Homer 
Thornberry, whom Johnson ap­
pointed to the U.S. Supreme 
Court but who failed to win Senate 
confirmation.

Texas Gov. Dolph Briscoe laid a 
red and white wreath at the foot of 
the casket. Johnson’s body will lie 
in state until 8 a.m. Wednesday at 
the library. Smartly uniformed 
members of the Fifth Army’s 
“Hell on Wheels "Division stood 
outside

Family members and former 
aides helped prepare Johnson’s 
body. Tom Johnson, a family aide 
but no relation, helped dress the 
36th President for the last time, in 
a dark suit.’l've helped him put 
on his coat a lot of times, but this 
time was the toughest," Johnson 
said.

The President thanked the 
American public for what he said 
was their patience and un­
derstanding as the United States 
negotiated the peace

He said his announcement 
undoubtedly made clear why he 
had made no comment at all about 
the negotiations during the past 
few weeks.

Nixon said for him to have 
publicly discussed the 
negotiations would not only have 
violated understandings with the 
North Vietnamese, it would have 
jeopardized the chance for a 
successful conclusion of the 
agreement.

"The important thing was not to 
talk about peace, hut to get 
peace," Nixon said.

He said the agreement reached 
does not betray U.S. allies or 
American prisoners of war 
thnxighout Indochina.

Kissinger met with Nixon at the 
White House immediately after 
his early evening arrival from 
Paris. After that hour-long 
meeting, the President met 
separately with congressional 
leaders and with his new, second- 
term Cabinet.

Saltzstein was not convinced the 
war is now over.

Dr. Ronald Drew, history 
professor, said he could not 
comment adequately on the terms 
of the peace agreement because of 
Nixon's lack of ceasefire details. 
But Drew did comment on the 
historian’s future analysis of 
Nixon's role in the search for

Although Nixon's brief speech 
left out many details of the 
agreement, two UH economics

Dr. Robert Giesberg. history 
professor, also echoed the hope 
that the ceasefire would occur this 
time.

‘‘Hopefully, our direct in­
volvement will end right away. 
But I assume we will still have our 
advisers over in Vietnam," 
Giesberg said.

Other faculty members ex­
pressed mixed feelings about the 
role Nixon played in obtaining 
peace.

Dr. Alan Saltzstein. political 
science professor, said, “My own 
feeling is that the settlement 
should have come years ago. It 
would be ludicrous for Nixon to

professors speculated about the 
effect the ceasefire will have upon 
the country's financial foundation.
“I see no recession in the 

future—quite the contrary, I see a 
rising economy," Dr. Richard 
Bean, assistant professor of 
economics, said. "Most of the 
troops have already returned 
home, and there will be no major 
upset," he added.
“It’s unlikely that we re going to 

reduce our military needs that 
much. We won't be flying bomber 
missions but we will probably be 
flying reconnaissance," Dr 
Thomas DeGregori. associate 
professor of economics, said.

‘‘It seems likely that any 
reduction in forces will be 
marginal. We need to spend less 
for military needs and more for 
domestic needs. The peace 
dividends people have expected 
are unlikely to materialize. We 
are not likely to get an ac­
celeration of any of our domestic 
programs," DeGregori said.

After watching the President's 
telecast, Dr. Joseph Nogee, 
political science professor, said 
Nixon made only cautious 
generalizations about the 
ceasefire At this point, we don't 
know the differences between the 
signed agreement and the peace 
settlement proposed before 
Nixon's election, he added.

James Poteel. history in­
structor. also agreed that Nixon's 
speech "was wrapped up in a lot of 
rhetoric."

Elation best describes the 
feeling of UH students when Nixon 
announced the signing of a peace 
agreement in Vietnam.

"I am the happiest person 
alive." Jacquelyn Roberts, music 
senior, said. “This will be a day 
that will long be remembered and 
cherished."

The United States has been at 
war so long the effect of an end to 
the war will probably be two- 
sided. Tom Arvidson, music 
graduate, said. First, it will end 
the killing, but on the other hand it 
will probably cause a large 
recession which will not be good, 
he added.

Fred Hubbard, health and 
physical education senior, said he 
was “very pleased" with the 
announcement of an end to the 
war.
“Damn it, it’s about time that 

we end this war." Rick Parmer, 
civil technology senior, said. 
“When Nixon took office he said

he would end it. and he did." 
Susan Rhodes, English graduate 
student, and Mary Conroy, 
psychology doctoral candidate, 
had similiar feelings concerning 
the agreement. Rhodes said. 
“We've helped South Vietnam 
long enough and now it’s time for 
them to fend for themselves My 
husband was in Vietnam for two 
years and I don't think any more 
American families should go 
through what I did." Conroy said .

Business sophomore, Floyd 
Frank, said simply. “Great! I

won't have to go to war."
For Gilbert Woody, psychology 

junior, the announcement was 
merely politics. "It is simply 
another political ploy by the 
President to stay in favor with the 
people But. he as already lost the 
favor of those who were critical of 
the events that have transpired up 
to now. We had a false peace 
before the election, so he got an 
extra parcel of votes. Then, we 
made a scapegoat out of the South 
Vietnamese for not accepting the 
terms of the peace plan.

UH FOREIGN STUDENTS

Small UN promotes culture

"A real UN" is the phrase used to describe 
the International Student Organization which 
was founded to provide fellowship and ac­
tivity for all international students.

At present ISO consists of approximately 
1.300 students from 73 different countries such 
as Vietnam. Malaysia. Afghanistan and 
Yugoslavia There are several ISO members 
who came from Red China. ISO membership 
is open to U.S. students as well as in­
ternational students, but there are some 
voting restrictions for them.

ISO isn't just another campus social club. It 
attempts to fill the void between international 
students, administrators and U.S. students. 
At the beginning of each semester. ISO holds 
open house for internationals in order for 
them to become better acquainted with the 
university and members of their nationality. 
Church Women United also hosts a luncheon 
for international students from 11:30 a.m. to 1 
p.m. every Wednesday in the U.C.

ISO is partially funded by the Students’ 
Association (SAi Department of Ethnic Af­
fairs It has its own government which is 
composed of a senate and an executive 
branch In other words. ISO is a students' 
association for international students. The 
ISO senate generally meets once a week in the 
UC to coordinate activities and affairs.

Arun Bibani. computer science graduate 
student and ISO president, said. "There are 
slight problems in attempting to com­

municate with other students and also with 
the administration. "

He added that usually ISO does not take a 
stand on political issues. If a dispute between 
several countries within ISO does occur, a 
round table symposium with arbitration by 
impartial countries is set up to resolve the 
conflict rationally. Bob Reeder, ISO campus 
coordinator, said. "We try to come up with 
something workable for both sides. Talk 
about diplomacy. I'm learning!"

However. Bibani said that the majority of 
ISO members work well together. Reeder 
said he knew of only three isolated conflicts or 
disputes within the ISO and they were all 
solved rationally. However, he refused to 
discuss these disputes further.

The ISO works to bring together in­
ternational students and U.S. students by 
sponsoring activities. They are also planning 
to begin publication of a newspaper for in­
ternational students.

Many activities are planned during In­
ternational Week at UH February 25 through 
March 2. A free international fair will be held 
during this week with cultural exhibits from 
various countries. ISO members will design 
the exhibits which will represent their own 
countries. ISO also plans to have an in­
ternational Talent Show with proceeds going 
to the International Student Scholarship 
Fund. And during the week they will host a 
symposium whose topic will be "The Role of 
Ideology In Man's Search For Identity."

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Are health foods 
really a rip-off?

The best thing to take into a 
health food store is an enlightened 
education. A health food store is 
no place for the naive or un 
informed person to accomplish 
anything other than prove he is 
easily separated from his money.

Health food store items vary 
from an abundance of pills, 
allegedly for a variety of ills, and 
books claiming a grape diet will 
cure cancer and dandruff, to a few 
hard-to-find foods for people with 
allergy problems.

A person on a wheat-free diet 
may obtain needed wheat sub­
stitute products not readily 
available in grocery stores. A 
person on a common-sense free 
diet may obtain sea water, okra 
tablets and natural honey (who 
ever heard of unnatural honey?) 
at astonishingly high prices.

An organic avocado sells for 
around one dollar at the health 

how organic were their carrots. A 
spokesman replied. " The carrots 
are organic in that they are not 
plastic or rubber, but actually real 
carrots." He said the same 
chemical pesticides and fertilizers 
were used on their organic carrots 
as might be used on any other 
carrots anywhere else.

Butter selling for around $1.75 
per pound at health food stores is 
represented by store employes 
as being "totally organic" butter 
from “totally organic" cows. An 
inquiry to the company whose 
name and address appears on the 
butter label brought the following 
reply: "We do not affirm that this 
milk is from organically fed cows. 
. we know of no organic dairies." 
They purchase the milk on the 
open market from distributors, 
the same sources used by com­
panies that package butter selling 
for 89 cents per pound in the 
supermarkets.

If health foods are so healthy, 
would the thousands of bottles of 
overpriced and overrated pill* 
sold in these 
necessary9

Because of 
Administration
adultration in the form of 
inadequately tested and poten­
tially dangerous chemicals such 
as pesticides, fungicides, 
bleaches, flavorings, preser­
vatives. colorings, stabilizers and 
emulsifiers, the quality of food in 
this country is deteriorating 
steadily. It is not surprising that 
the Department of Agriculture 
reports a yearly decline in 
nutritional adequacy of American 
family diets.

Those aware of the poor quality 
of food who want to improve their 
diet and health will not find a 
satisfactory answer in the 
supermarket or the health food 
stores as they exist now. The Food 
Group, a food lobby in Washington 
determines public policy about 
food quality and the fight of 
consumers against this lobby will 
be long.

In the meantime, those who 
want to be assured of wholesome 
food will have to produce it 
themselves. Suburban gardens, 
perhaps reminiscent of the victory 
gardens of World War II, are 
returning in even greater num­
bers as more and more people 
seek nutritious unpolluted food 
and realize the fallacy in pur­
chasing food misleadingly 
represented as organic and 
natural by health food stores.

face tuition hike
Gerald Naylor, assistant director of International Student Services, 

foresees a sharp decrease in the number of international students at UH 
if the Texas legislature increases international students' tuition fron $14 
to $40 per semester hour.

The action would be taken on a recommendation from the Coor­
dination Board of the Texas College and University System.

Students hove to pay

‘‘Very few of our international students are on scholarships or grants 
so the added expense will come from the students themselves,” Naylor 
said.

As it is, Naylor said, they borrow money to come here to study. An 
increase of the proposed proportion will make it almost impossible for 
foreigners to further their education in our country. “Internationals 
should at least get some break," he added.

“We are one of the few institutions that have a reason for international 
students to come here," Naylor said. The climate is favorable, the 
metropolitan area is advantageous to finding jobs and the low tuition has 
also been a factor, he said. However, a tuition hike will drive foreign 
students to other states or perhaps, other countries, he explained.

“Many of our students have been offered full scholarships by Russia,’* 
Naylor said. Up until now, the democratic system here has drawn in­
ternational students to the United States, but high tuition rates may 
make studying here impossible, he said.
“I don't think our legislature will do anything until they get something 

from the federal government on residency," Naylor said in reference to 
the possibility of abolishing residency laws in all states, presently being 
discussed on the federal level.

If a federal decision in the spring makes all students pay the same 
tuition, a Texas ruling on international tuition would be invalid.

Progress on the UH Victoria Center is coming along 
smoothly Dr D. Reginald Traylor, director of the 
center, said.

The center will be housed on the campus of Victoria 
Junior College and should be completed by next fall. 
Traylor said.

Twenty-five faculty members will be transferred to 
Victoria by the fall semester and student enrollment 
should reach 1,500. Traylor said

Similiar to the Clear Lake Center, most of the 
courses offered will be at the graduate level in 

business, education and English. However, some 
undergraduate work will be available in history, 
psychology and mathematics, he said

Last year officials at Victoria contacted UH and 
sought an extension of the university’s facilities to 
their campus, an idea which should benefit in­
stitutions. Traylor said.

State financial aid was obtained for this year and 
an appropriations bill is pending for next year’s 
funding, he added.

A new library and classroom office building will 
compliment the center, Traylor said.

Internationals act

“International students are already putting their heads together on the 
issue," Naylor said. “They are acting apart from our department, but 
I'm sure that they will be contacting the legislature so that they might 
come to some peaceful agreement." He said the students feel that if 
tuition is raised across the nation, the United States is going to end up 
educating the rich few.

“This goes against the principles of democracy. They are not looking 
for favoritism, only a fair shake," Naylor said.

Also in the recommendation from the coordinating board is a proposed 
decrease in resident tuition from $50 to $25 per long semester and from 
$25 to $12 per six-week summer session.
