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Fields will explain new tenure policy

Questions concerning tenure 
and promotion policies will be 
explained in a memorandum to be 
issued today, Dr. Emmett B. 
Fields, Executive Vice President 
and Dean of Faculties, said.

"Definitely there is some 
confusion about paragraph three 
in the memorandum issued 
January 17,1974, so I will issue an 
explanation,” Fields said.

"Paragraph three of the Fields’ 
memo violates the official UH 
policy as stated on Page 29 of the 
Faculty and Staff Manual and as 
approved by the UH Board of

Regents,” Dr. Gerald J. Goodwin, 
associate history professor said.

Goodwin was chairman of the 
joint faculty administration 
committee which worked on 
tenure and promotion policies. He 
said one of the committee’s 
revisions, which is in the sixth 
edition of the Faculty and Staff 
Manual, is violated by Field’s 
January memo.

The revision states, "Effective 
September 1, 1975, promotion 
from within the University to the 
rank of associate professor will 
result in the granting of tenure.” 
“The reason the date of Sep­
tember 1, 1975 was written in the 
policy was so there would be time 

Sissy sketches out 
campaign plans

Calling Gov. Dolph Briscoe the 
"Paper Tiger of Texas Politics,” 
Frances "Sissy" Farenthold 
opened her second campaign for 
governor at an Austin press 
conference Wednesday.

Farenthold, who forced Briscoe 
into a run-off for the Democratic 
nomination two years ago, said 
voters should rebel against 
“Briscoe’s do-nothing, caretaker 
administration” in the May 4 
primary.

"It came down to this—if I 
didn’t challenge him, no one 
would, and we would have two 
more years of this no-record, do- 
nothing caretaker government in 
the midst of the most complex 
national crisis of our lifetime,” 
she said.

Farenthold said corruption of 
elections by big money is not 
limited to just Watergate, but is 
true of Texas too. Corporate in­
terests will continue to control 
Texas politics, she added, unless 
voters rebel at the ballot box.

Other facets of her platform are

Sissy draws 
distaff views

i Hazel Bracken, member of the 
Houston Independent School 
District board of Trustees, said 
Frances Farenthold doesn’t have 
any chance to win the May 4 
Democratic nomination from her 
opponent, Gov. Dolph Briscoe.

"I don’t draw any negative 
reactions to her announcement," 
Bracken said, adding Farenthold 
has done a lot for politics in the 
past. However, she said Faren­
thold would not likely force 
Briscoe into a run-off as she did 
two years ago.

During the interviews, Bracken 
said she would like to clear up a 
misinterpretation of a statement 
she made that "all key ad­
ministrators should be men."

"I think I have bepp misin­
interpreted and definitely 
misquoted about the statement 1 
made to the press As long as 
there are men available who want 
to do the job 1 just don’t want to be 
president of the school board." 

creation of a public utilities 
commission to regulate rates, 
statewide tax reform program, 
new efforts to hire minorities in 
state jobs, and revision of state 
spending priorities.

Farenthold, who filed two hours 
before the deadline, said she had 
watched Briscoe in action and 
concluded that he did as little as 
he could get away with without 
drawing adverse public reaction.

"The governor made the people 
four promises and he forgot all 
four," Farenthold said. "I 
challenged him with the con­
viction that he is in the paper tiger 
of Texas politics—that the people 
are knowing more than the 
politicians," she added.

Allison Korn, UH Women’s 
Advocate, said Farenthold will 
bring sweeping ideas of af­
firmative action to Texas. She 
added she would have preferred 
Farenthold to run for the Senate, 
but will support her in her second 
election bid for governor.

Cilia Estrada, chairperson of 
the Harris County Women’s 
Political Caucus, said Faren- 
thold’s announcement came as a 
surprise since Farenthold did not 
let her plans be known about 
running for political office.

"We in the Caucus support her 
candidacy and we’re happy that 
she finally decided to run. For a 
while, though, it looked like she 
would run for either land com­
missioner or railroad com­
missioner," she said.

Estrada said Farenthold will 
have to campaign harder this time 
against Briscoe, saying Sissy will 
probably attack the "shadow 
figure in government" profile of 
Briscoe and push the issue of 
limiting campaign spending.

A spokesperson at the League of 
Women Voters (LWV) said of 
Farenthold’s decision to seek the 
governorship, "No woman, un­
fortunately, has a chance, not 
even Farenthold. I’m sorry to say 
that, but it’s true at this stage of 
the game," she said.

The LWV is a non-partisan 
organization, she said, adding her 
comment does not reflect the 
opinion of that group. 

for everyone to adjust their 
thinking to the revision," Goodwin 
said. Another reason was “to 
avoid changing the rules of the 
game in the middle of the game," 
he added.

Goodwin pointed out that the 
Fields’ memo moves the date 
from September, 1975 to im­
mediate implementaion which 
surprised a lot of people he said. 
The memo states, "Although 
paragraph three of the tenure 
policy in the current ‘Faculty and 
Staff Manual’ is not totally 
operational until September 1,

1975, all promotions approved to 
the associate professor rank must 
also carry this year a positive 
tenure recommendation, thereby 
adjusting to a combined tenure- 
promotion recommendation for 
the rank of associate professor. In 
the instance of persons who have 
reached their sixth year of full- 
time faculty service and are not 
recommended for promotion to 
associate professor, they must be 
recommended for a terminal 
contract.”

Fields’ memo also states, 
Goodwin said, persons in their

sixth year of service can not be 
given tenure unless they are 
promoted to associate professor. 
He said this contradicts current 
policy which says that faculty 
members shall be considered to 
have tenure after the completion 
of seven years of full-time 
teaching.

The rule stated in the memo was 
not the interpretation intended by 
the joint faculty-administration 
committee, Goodwin said. "'Die 
point of having a joint committee 
was so both faculty and ad­
ministration could reach 
agreements on policies. The 
purpose of the committee was to 
revise UH policies so they would 
conform with The American 
Association of University 
Professors’ guidelines.” Goodwin 
said.
“Fields’ memo not only con­

tradicts approved policy, but he 
has created policy on his own, and 
faculty members that I have 
talked to are appalled," Goodwin 
said. Goodwin said he felt this was 
a case of the faculty being 
ignored.

Another member of the joint 
committee, Dr. James Younglove, 
math professor, said Fields’ 
memo did not contradict the 
recommendations of the com­
mittee, but he added, “it just goes 
beyond what we (the committee) 
recommended." Asked whether 
the rule was implemented too 
soon, Younglove said, “if you are 
going to have something done in 
1975, you have to start on it now."

Faculty Senate Chairman, Dr. 
Thomas R. DeGregori, associate 
professor of economics, said of the 
memo, “any policy change is 
because UH wants to be better. 
Standards must be continually 
raised and that is why there are 
policy changes."
“The issues in question," he 

said, “are what about the people 
already in process of being con­
sidered for tenure, and what is the 
faculty’s role in the creation of 
new rules and the timing of their 
implementation." 

PAST INQUIRIES

ROPD furor is nothing new
The beleaguered River Oaks 

Police Department (ROPD), 
which is in violation of the Private 
Investigators and Private 
Securities Act, has run afoul of the 
law in the past.

ROPD, a private security 
agency salaried by the River Oaks 
Property Owners, Inc., has func­
tioned as an integral part of the 
Houston Police Department since 
1938, using HPD cars, uniforms, 
and arrest records.

In a letter to the Mayor and City 
Council June 11, 1947, then Acting 
City Manager W. B. Collier 
warned against funding ROPD. "I 
do not feel that police service can 
properly be farmed out to private 
corporations and that such a 
payment (to ROPD) would 
establish an extremely 
dangerous precedent," Collier's 
letter states.

In April, 1952, Assistant Police 
Chief A.C. Thornton halted the use 
of ROPD officers investigating 
traffic accidents after the failure 
of an ROPD officer to file a 
driving-while-intoxicated (DWI) 
charge against a River Oaks 
motorist after a minor incident.

Thornton said ROPD officers 
lack the experience necessary to 
investigate traffic accidents, 
because they do not have to go 
through the Houston Police 
Academy. “They’ve been known 
to fumble the ball several times in 
accident cases," he added.

ROPD continued to issue traffic 
citations until August, 1962, when 
several traffic violators appealed 
ROPD-issued tickets to county 
court.

After HPD Chief Carl Shuptine 
was notified of the appeals and 
scheduling of several traffic

cases, he asked City Attorney 
Richard Burks for an opinion.

Burks ruled that issuing of 
tickets by ROPD was in violation 
of state law, and the practice was 
discontinued.

ROPD is now under investigation 
by state and local authorities for 
possible violations of state law.

The State Board of Private 
Investigators found ROPD to be in 
violation of the Private In­
vestigators and Private Securities 
Act on February 5. The act forbids 
"any person to perform any 
service as a private detective, 
private investigator or private 
patrol operator, or to offer his 
services in such capacity unless 
licensed by the state." The act 
also forbids any private in­
vestigator, private detective or 
patrol operator from giving the 
impression he is a police officer
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Simple and sound
The concept of Academic Bankruptcy is an astonishing

Academic Bankruptcy addsan element of justice to the 
bureaucracy of our educational system and lets the 
student know that the administration is doing more than 
paying lip service to the idea of caring for the student.

National acclaimed author and 

poetess, Gwendolyn Brooks, was 
the featured speaker at a writers’ 
workshop held Thursday in Moody 
Towers during Black Awareness 
Week.

Brooks said she is very op­
timistic about the future of black 
poetry writers, and many black 
poets are writing what she wrote 
back in the 1950’s.

Brooks started a creative black 
workshop several years ago and 
Don Lee, author of “Book of Life”, 
was among those she taught. 
Besides Lee, several other black 
authors now gaining prominence 
in literary circles, took part in 
these sessions. The sessions met 
for three years and Brooks taught 
her students various writing 
styles.
“When I held the creative 

writing workshop, my students 
wanted to write in free style, not

the traditional sonnet style. My 
students felt sonnets were in 
European tradition,” Brooks said.

‘Poetry is best when it reflects 
current times," Brooks said.
“I was seven years old when I 

began writing. My mother told me 
I could put rhymes together 
easily, and my father was very 
good because he would read 
stories to me and sing songs,” 
Brooks said.
“With my family taking such a 

great interest in me by en­
couraging me to write, I was very 
fortunate and pursued it," Brooks 
said.

Brooks was asked by her 
audience why she wrote. “When 
you’re in love," Brooks said, “love 
inspires you to write about love. 
When an event comes up and I get 
very upset about it, it encourages 
me to write. When I heard about 
the expulsion of Indians in several 
African nations, it deeply 
distressed me," Brooks said.
“In June my husband and I plan 

to travel to Africa. There I will be 
able to gather more information to

Brooks said.
"My only novel was chiefly 

autobiographical and this sum­
mer I plan to start a sequel. My 
life experiences reflect what I 
write, and I usually have a pad 
with me to jot down any little 
notes which later may inspire me 
to write a poem,” Brooks said. 
Brooks said the recent CBS 
special, the Autobiography of 
Miss Jane Pittman was excellent 
and Cicely Tyson portrayed the 
character of Miss Pittman well. 
“You could identify Tyson playing 
the part of a 110-year-old women," 
Brooks said.

At the workshop Brooks recited 
several of her best known poems. 
“My poem about kitchenette 
apartments is an example of my 
experiences with living in 
crowded apartments,” she said.

“These apartments were very 
small. Each floor housed five 
families which should have 
housed one. It was there my son 
was also born," Brooks added.

Brooks recited a poem she had 
written on abortions and a poem

Health Center loses doctor
Dr. Elizabeth Ward, 

gynecologist at the UH Health 
Center for two years, is resigning 
from her position effective April 1, 
to join her children on the West 
Coast.
“I have enjoyed working with 

college students,” she said, "and I 
hope to get a job at another 
university."

Ward said she is upset the 
university has not yet found a 
replacement for her. “I guarantee 
you they will not find another 
woman for this position because 
there are very few women 
gynecologists in the city," she 
added.

However, it is not really im­
perative the replacement be a 
woman, rather someone who 
genuinely cares about college 
students and can communicate 
with young people, Ward said.

"I enjoy young people because if 
I can help them when they are 
young, it may help them to get on 
the right track," Ward said. 
"When I see a patient, I try to talk 
to her long enough to help her 
solve her problems," she added.

Ward said she sometimes has as 
many as 15 women students

waiting at the door in the morning 
to see her.

"There is a tremendous number

of students who still don’t un­
derstand the facts of reproduc­
tion, which is really sad," she 
said.
“The university does not need to 

have an abortion clinic," she said, 
“'because there are plenty of 
adequate facilities within the city 
for students who decide that is the 
right decision for them."

The UH Health Center has 
received very good cooperation 
from the Houston Health 
Department which has donated 
free drugs for venereal diseases 
and vaccines for rhubella and 
tuberculosis tests, Ward said.

Ward said she would like to see 
the university acquire more than 
one gynecologist, but that would 
be very difficult because the pay 
is too low to entice a doctor to 
work for the university.

"I cannot see any justification 
for not having a gynecologist on 
campus because many female 
students cannot afford a private 
doctor and an infection that goes 
untreated can result in tragedy," 
Ward said.

Gottlieb suit 
will remain
District Judge Jack Smith 

refused Thursday to dismiss a suit 
by former councilman Dick 
Gottlieb contesting the election of 
Mayor Fred Hofheinz and ordered 
attorneys for both to hasten ef­
forts for a speedy trial.

Gottlieb, 49, lost a runoff 
election to Hofheinz, 35, last Dec. 4 
by about 3,000 votes.

Gottlieb, claiming voter 
irregularities, filed the suit last 
month asking the court to declare 
him the winner of the runoff 
election or call another election.

The suit claimed election of­
ficials failed to require voters to 
sign the precinct poll lists, some 
ballots were signed by someone 
other than the voter, and 
nonqualified voters were allowed 
to vote.

Knapp had argued the actual 
suit seeking to void the election 
was not served until Jan. 23 which 
was past the 30-day period to 
contest elections in Texas, and 
that Hofheinz was improperly 
notified of the impending lawsuit.

Houston, 13-6 for the season, and 
Cincinnati with a 15-5 slate for the 
year, are looking forward to post­
season playoff berths and a loss 
now would all but put the lid on the 
season for either team’s chances.

Houston axed the Athletes in 
Action last night in a non-official 
contest uncorded a three game 
win string last Saturday with a 
102-81 drubbing of Lamar.

ranked Cardinals. Cincinnati also 
holds a 12-1 lead in the series with 
Houston.

But it’s going to take more than 
a series slate to discourage coach 
Lewis’ squad-since they found the 
handle to their inside game. Three 
weeks ago against West Texas 
State, Houston clamped down on 
its board play and its inside 
shooting and since then has out- 
muscled opponents on the boards 
49-41 per contest, while posting an 
average of 89 points. The Cougars 
have limited opposition to a 77 
points per game av. for a 45 per 
cent slip from the field.

That low shooting clip might 
spell troup-trouble for the shorter 
Bearcat squad. Cincinnati’s 
starling line-up features Jess 
Jemison at the top of the Cincy

height chart standing 6-6 at 
center, Mike Artist6-3) and Hal 
Ward (6-4) at the forward positions 
and Garry Kamstra(6-2) and 
Lloyd Batts(6-4) in the back­
court. The Bearcats will be 
leaning heavily on the scoring 
power of Batts who has fired for 
406 points so far this season and 
has topped 1400 points since he’s 
been at Cincy. It was Batts who 
kept Houston reeling last year in 
the game between the two teams 
as he scorched the cords for 31 
points in a futile effort to bring the 
Bearcats back in a last minute 
surge. Houston’s post-season play 
off chances will be resting on the 
inside strength of Maurice 
Presley, Sidney Edwards, and the 
scoring punch of Louis Dunbar, 
Otis Birdsong and Donnell HayeM

Coach Paul Christian, after last 
year’s fourth place finish in the 
NCAA Championships, looks for a 
very successful year from his 
netters.

"With three All-Americans 
returning and three more quality 
players, we should do fairly well 
this year," said Christian, now in 
his sixth year as the head man of 
the UH tennis program.

Senior Lee Merry, junior Bob

Juniors Jim 
McNairy and Tom McArdle 
provide the Houston team with 
more experience and transfer 
Matt Rainey should help even 
more. Richie Ley, a three-year 
letterman for UH, has been out 
with an injury and is not expected 
to see any action for at least one 
month.

"We’ve got four players who 
could play number one for us, so 
I’m thinking about rotating our 
best four in the top spot.” says 
Christian.

Baxter, new UH addition

There is a most interesting 
person who recently joined the UH 
basketball coaching staff about 
whom one can safely say “the 
man of a thousand faces ain’t got 
nothin' on him, baby!”

Willie Butler, the new assistant 
coach since late January, is doing 
his student teaching and working 
for his BS in Health and Physical 
Education here at the university.

First Black

Formerly a student at Bishop 
and Prairie View A&M college, 
Butler is Houston’s first black 
basketball coach and chose to 
come to UH to learn basketball 
under Coach Lewis. This only 
being his third year in basketball, 
Butler explains, “Guy Lewis is 
one of the winningest coaches in 
college basketball today. I have 

learned more from him in three 
months than, I have in all three 
years."

Basketball isn't Coach Butler’s 
only love. Although he took part in 
a number of sports while in 
college, he favored baseball and 
weflt on to play semi-pro one 
season each in Davenport, Iowa, 
Raleigh, N.C., and Regina, 
Saskatchenwan, Canada. He 
justifies,his involvement in so 
many sports because he says, 
“I’ve been around competitive 
sports all my life.” During ths late 
60s, he along with another trainer, 
Robert Thomas, trained Curtis 
Cokes, the famed world welter­
weight boxing champion from 
Dallas.

But sports has not been Butler's 
only bag. At one time, he was one 
of two registered black private 
detectives in the south. Because of 
this, he can spot descrepancies 
and finds this to be beneficial in 

the coaching business
Having begun his < - od in

an orphanage in Dalle. Tex., 
Willie Butler learned the hard way 
how important it is to be fair. As 
far as his relationship with team 
members is concerned, it is a good 
one. Because, he explains, “I 
don’t look at players in terms of 
black or white; you have to look 
at it like it shows on the 
scoreboard—did and didn’t.”

Flautist Weisberg delivers

powerful, but flawed, music

Tim Weisberg, jazz flautist, 
plays an electronically-amplified 
C flute, backed by drums, 
keyboards, guitar and bass. 
Weisberg and band will be ap­
pearing along with bluesmen 
Sonnie Terry and Brownie 
McGhee tonight through Sunday 
at Liberty Hall.

The festivities were previewed 
at a live broadcast from KTRU, 
the Rice University radio station, 
Wednesday night.

Weisberg’s band has a sound of

its own—one of many good things 
that can be said about the five- 
man group. While vaguely 
comparable to the King Crimson 
sound—minus brass—there are 
really enought things happening 
differently in Weisberg’s group 
that the comparison is descriptive 
rather than categoric. They seem 
capable, at times, of more power 
than Crimson, dependant upon 
melodic drive instead of the ar­
tificial tempo breaks charac­
teristic of early Crimson.

Weisberg’s band also seems 
very well-organized and together. 
The faster pieces are obviously 
charted out completely, note for 

note and lick for lick. The five 
musicians speed through themes 
and variations without missing a 
beat, precisely as they must have 
played the things dozens of times 
before.

Yet an enthusiatic intensity 
makes its presence known in the 
music. To be so thoroughly 
rehearsed and still play with any 
kind of powerful vitality is im­
pressive and a good trick besides.

On the other hand, the slower 
pieces lack a lot. For a jazz 
musician, the ability to improvise 
is obligatory. And the im­
provisations were far from 
stunning Wednesday night. 
the drummer got off any 
good licks. . .but, then, when I 
talked to him afterwards he 

Liberace to shine
“Liberace is what show 

business is all about,” columnist 
Earl Wilson once said of the 
bespangled pianist and showman 

who will be appearing at 8:30 
tonight and 7 and 10 p.m. Saturday 
in Jones Hall.

Born, fittingly, into the Roaring 
Twenties, Liberace was what is 
usually referred to as a child 
prodigy. At the age of 4, the young 
Wladziu (Polish for Walter) 
Valentino Liberace could play 
almost any tune by ear. At 14, his 
classical music training 
culminated in a solo performance 
with the Chicago Symphony.

During the Depression, 
Liberace went out on the night 

club circuit under the name 
“Walter Busterkeys.” Then, 
during a gig at San Diego’s 
Coronado Hotel, a television 
producer spotted him and 
Liberace soon had his own local 
TV show. The show evolved into a 
summer replacement series and, 
finally, a syndicated series that 
won him two Emmys and millions 
of fans.

By the time television critics got 
around to denouncing Liberace’s 
show and his somewhat fey 
popular image, he could afford to 
“cry all the way to the bank,” as 
he put it.

Tickets for Liberace’s weekend 
performances are available at all 
five Foley’s.

complained of a bad cold and said 
he thought he sounded lousy.

Tim Weisberg and Co. are not 
quite the flawlessly professional 
group they would like to be.

But 
there are moments—quite a few of 
them—when everything comes 
together, when the melody is 
right, the band is made of 
fireworks, the sound is good and 
the music has never been made by 
anyone else. At these moments 
you can hear the new music. And 
it’s worth the trouble you took to 
hear it.
