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Vaccine Made With AIDS Virus
Produces Immunity in Mice
From an Associated Press Report
A smallpox vaccine modified to include 
part of the AIDS virus produced immunity 
to AIDS in mice, suggesting that it might 
also protect against the deadly disease in 
humans.

Houston AIDS 
Foundation 
Changes Name
The KS/AIDS Foundation of Houston has 
officially changed its name to The AIDS 
Foundation of Houston, Inc.

According to a Foundation statement, 
the purpose of the name change was two­
fold. First, the general public seemed con­
fused by the initials “KS” which were part 
of the former name. Therefore, the letters 
were dropped to avoid confusion. 
Secondly, it was felt that the name of the 
Foundation should accurately reflect the 
role of the Foundation as being the main 
provider of AIDS related services to the 
city of Houston.

The vaccine was genetically engineered 
to include the gene responsible for making 
the outer coat of the virus, a protein called 
the envelope. It is believed that this gene 
can be used to produce immunity against 
AIDS, said one of the vaccine’s developers, 
Bernard Moss of the National Institute of 
Allergy and Infectious Diseases in 
Bethesda, Md.

“It has not been demonstrated,” Moss 
said in a telephone interview Wednesday, 
“but at least we have a tool now to see 
whether or not we can protect with this. 
The next thing is to try to go from mice to 
monkeys. We’re immunizing monkeys 
now to see if they develop antibodies.”

A report of the research was due to 
appear April 10 in Nature, a British scien­
tific journal. Moss emphasized that con­
siderable research remains before such a 
vaccine can be tried on humans.

Moss said that he and his colleagues— 
including Robert Gallo and others at the 
National Cancer Institute—showed that 
the AIDS envelope gene would operate nor­
mally when it was spliced into the genes of 
vaccinia virus.

The modified vaccinia virus produced 

the principal component of the AIDS enve­
lope, a protein designated gp-160.

The researchers showed further that gp- 
160 would be “processed,” or split, into two 
smaller proteins in the same way that it is 
processed naturally in the AIDS virus.

Moss said he and his colleagues are the 
first to use genetic engineering to make 
this gene function and be processed out­
side the AIDS virus.

The modification of smallpox vaccine is 
one of a variety of approaches aimed at 
producing a vaccine that would protect 
healthy people against AIDS infection. 
Vaccines generally do not help those who 
are already infected.

Scientists have said though that the 
normal progression in most disease 
research is finding a vaccine first, a cure 
second.

Last month, Essex and Gordon Dress­
man of the Southwest Foundation of Bio­
medical Research in San Antonio showed 
that it was possible to induce antibodies to 
the AIDS envelope in rabbits by injecting 
them with a synthetic copy of a very small 
piece of the envelope protein. Such a frag­
ment is called synthetic peptide.

Names New 
Director
Curtis Dickson, a former director of public 
health for the city of Beaumont, Texas, 
has been hired as the executive director of 
The AIDS Foundation of Houston (for­
merly named KS/AIDS Foundation).

Dickson was selected from 82 candi­
dates and completed three rounds of inter­
views before being elected by the board. 
Boardmember Tom Oden said, “Mr. Dick­
son’s 15 years experience in public health 
administration and management made 
him the best candidate.”

Other than his work in Beaumont, Dick­
son’s experience includes acting director 
of the Division of Public Health Promo­
tion for the Texas Department of Health in 
Austin, as well as experience with several 
state inter-agency councils and state legis­
lative committees.

Of the screening process, boardmember 
Patrick di Battista said, “We were 
impressed with the quality of all the appli­
cants. Those who went through the three 
rounds of interviews had impeccable cre­
dentials. We are glad to welcome Mr. Dick­
son on board.”

Of the name change, boardmember 
Patrick di Battista said, “We hope that the 
name change reflects our intent to con­
tinue to provide AIDS related services to 
Houston and our desire to act as a coordi­
nator of other effors aimed towards bat­
tling AIDS.”

(LAW) spoofs politics, social rules and sex 
roles.

The three “Ladies,” Mrs. T. Bill Banks, 
Virginia Cholesterol and Miss Candi Cot­
ton, uphold old-fashioned, anti-women 
attitudes. They assert that “Misterhood is 
Powerful” and support the idea of “mak­
ing America a man again by invading 
abroad.”

Virginia Cholesterol, also known as 
Mrs. Chester Cholesterol, is played by 
Gail Ann Williams, who describes her 
character as a housewife, a staunch 
Republican and the widow of a wealthy 
margerine rancher. As Mrs. Cholesterol, 
Williams takes to wearing aprons as a 
hobby and supporting various LAW 
causes with such slogans as, “Mommies, 
mommies, don’t be commies, stay at home 
and fold pajammies.”

The Plutonium Players are the cast for “Ladies

Williams, who joined the Plutonium 
Players shortly after the group formed in 
1977, says the Players started as a nuclear 
protest group, but expanded to include 
satires concerning other issues such as 
hunger and the arms race. She adds that 
while the group has been touring, they 
found people have a hunger for political 
satire. So, to satisfy this need, the organi­
zation launched the “Reagan for Shah” 
campaign in 1980 and held bake sales at 
the 1984 GOP National Convention in Dal­
las to help reduce the federal deficit.

Although the group provides “a twisted 
reality of politics,” Williams says some of 
President Reagan’s comments are already 
so “bizarre” that it is difficult to turn them 
around and make them funnier. So, if 
something Reagan actually says is funn­
ier than the satire of it, it’s back to the 
drawing boards. “We do modify the shows 
as we go along to include current events or

improve certain parts if they need it,” Wil­
liams says.

While the group tours only about three 
months out of the year, group members 
often meet to consider suggestions and 
criticism offered to the Players and to 
write and discuss new material. Group 
members are currently working on a new 
show they hope to complete by August 
with all new characters. For now, the 
group really seems to have struck a nerve 
with the public over the LAW.

“We were outraged at the coming into 
power of the anti-feminists during the 
early eighties with Reagan. A lot of people 
were feeling the same way. They see the 
LAW as graffiti in some places,” Williams 
says. And while the Plutonium Players 
poke fun at politics and antiquated sex 
roles, they incorporate a great deal of 
integrity into their performances.

“There’s a lot of complexity to what 
we’re saying,” she adds. “We laugh a lot at 

the conservative attitudes against much 
of the feminist progress women made dur­
ing the sixties and seventies. Our jokes are 
aimed at different targets and we encour­
age the audience to find different things in 
themselves to laugh at.”

Some people fail to see humor in the 
group’s satires and have walked out, but 
as Williams says, most shows are sold out. 
In fact, because of overwhelming demand 
for tickets in Houston, a matinee perfor­
mance was added. “We have a loyal fan 
following even in cities we haven’t played 
in. I’m really amazed how quickly and 
how far the word has spread about us.”

Williams adds that during performan­
ces, a great deal of networking goes on 
between women who want to have a femi­
nist answer for many of the issues brought 
up by the LAW.

“There’s a sizable group that wants a 
healthy feminist movement,” she says. 
Although she calls the current feminist 
movement in this country fragmented, 
Williams says, “The tremendous interest 
(in such a movement) gives me a lot of 
hope. It’s hard to say if comedy motivates. 
It’s easy to sit and laugh instead of going 
to a meeting, but my secret hope is that 
some people who see us will want to get 
active.”

While the LAW is committed to women’s 
rights, or at least returning women to their 
rightful pedastal—the ironing board— 
they are also concerned about civil rights 
for other individuals, including sperms.

They call for “The Rights of America’s 
Unconceived” and “Death to those who 
masturbate.” In addition, the LAW favors 
slogans such as “warfare, not welfare” 
and various organizations from “Another 
Mother for World Domination” to “Physi­
cians for No Responsibility.”

Despite their outwardly humorous “con­
sciousness lowering” and participatory 
satire, Williams says the LAW perfor­
mance offers viewers numerous messages. 
Most importantly, she says, “is to be criti­
cal, be aware and look at what’s going on 
around you.”

Nightclub Robberies Continue in Montrose

Houston Police offices were summoned to 
the Copa at 2631 Richmond Avenue early 
Tuesday morning, April 8, following what 
police called an attempted aggravated 
robbery.

According to the police reports and club 
owner Gary Smith, two black males 
entered the front door of the club. When 

doorman Kevin Bishop asked if he could 
help them, one of the suspects reached in 
his pocket and pulled a pistol.

Assistant manager Kenneth Clay- 
bourne was standing with Bishop. The 
two employees jumped behind the bar and 
the suspects fled to the parking lot. 
According to the police reports, witnesses 
described the suspects’ car as a blue and 
white Buick Regal or Riviera.

The police also said one of the suspects 
was described by witnesses as a black 
male about 5T0" wearing a green and tan 
army pullover and a “Members Only” 
jacket.

The incident, which occurred about 1:25 
a.m., is the latest of several robberies or 
robbery attempts in the gay community in 
recent months. One of the attempted rob­
beries left one club owner murdered.

Clubs which have been “hit” include the 
Outlaws on Richmond Avenue as recent 
as Saturday, March 29. Other clubs 
include the 611, E/J’s, Lola’s, the Venture- 
N and “Just” Marion and Lynn’s where 
the murder occurred in mid-March.

“Everyone (club personnel) is going to 
have to be prepared for it,” Smith said. “It 
may be the same people. At least, we think 
it could be.”

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‘Stoned Zombie’ Red Hornets Once Infiltrated His Party
When Tables Were Turned on Lyndon LaRouche

“The election was all fun and games as far as 
we were concerned,” remembers Englander, who 
now lives in Hinsdale, III. “Our campaign 
platform included a call for installing pianos on 
city buses.”

Illinois Democrats, outraged that suppor­
ters of right-wing political guru Lyndon 
LaRouche have “infiltrated” their party 
and grabbed two primary slots, might find 
solace in knowing that once, not long ago, 
the tables were turned.

In 1976 the LaRouche candidate for 
mayor of Charlotte, N.C., was not really a 
LaRouche candidate at all. He was Mark 
Englander, member of an anti-war collec­
tive called the Red Hornets that took spe­
cial glee in disrupting the LaRouche 
organization.

Back then, LaRouche’s method of inter­
vening in elections was to run his candi­
dates not as Democracts but on his own 
party’s ticket. LaRouche himself was the 
U.S. Labor Party’s candidate for president 
in 1976. By 1980, LaRouche had changed 
tactics. The U.S. Labor Party had disap­
peared and LaRouchians were now filing 
to enter Democratic Party primaries, as in 
Illinois this year.

Englander posed as a LaRouche enthu­
siast and managed to get slated on the U.S. 
Labor Party ticket in Charlotte. Adopting 
the mind-zapping tactics popularized by 
Abbie Hoffinan’s Yippies, Englander’s 
Red Homet friends then attended cam­
paign rallies wearing “Stoned Zombies for 
LaRouche” t-shirts emblazoned with the 
likeness of a wild-eyed LaRouche eating a 
carrot in a vaguely suggestive way.

“The election was all fun and games as 
far as we were concerned,” remembers 
Englander, who now lives in Hinsdale, Ill. 
“Our campaign platform included a call 
for installing pianos on city buses.” Eng­
lander, who faced an entrenched incum­
bent who owned a chain of department 
stores, said, “We wanted to change his 
stores into habitats for wild animals. We 
received a tremendous amount of public­
ity, but actually, it really was the first time 
there was any news in that race.”

“They were hilarious,” recalls Doug 
Marlette, political cartoonist for the Char­
lotte Observer, “and they really infuriated 
the LaRouchies. That was the most effec­
tive method of dealing with the LaRou­
chies I’ve ever seen.”

Marvin Sparrow, a Red Hornets leader 
at the time, remembers that he and other 
members of his group went to the Char­
lotte election board and changed their 
party registration to the U.S. Labor Party. 
At the time, the U.S. Labor Party had only 
eight registered voters in Charlotte. 

“The LaRouchies saw their registra­
tions jump in one week and probably 
thought their political message was really 
finding fertile ground,” says Sparrow.

Englander paid a filing fee to register as 
a primary contender for the Labor Party 
mayoral candidate slot and then quietly 
marshalled his secret electorate. Eng­
lander won the primary over an orthodox. 
LaRouchian named Stanley Ezrol by the 
lopsided margin of 29 votes to 18.

Like Illinois’ Democrats in 1986, Char­
lotte’s LaRouchians were stunned. Eng- 
lander’swtrue colors became immediately 
apparent, and the U.S. Labor Party—in 
exactly the manner that Adlai Stevenson 
has lately been contemplating—went to 
court to try to get Englander off the ballot. 
A Superior Court judge dismissed the chal­
lenge.

Sparrow said that from the beginning, 
“the purpose of our campaign was to ridic­
ule the U.S. Labor Party. We wanted to 
show that the party was not a serious one, 
that they were crazy.”

Once a campaign forum happened to 

fall on Halloween night. “Let’s just say I 
was the only candidate to show up in cos­
tume,” says Englander. A local television 
station felt obliged to invite Englander to 
a televised political debate. During it, Eng- 
lander conspicuously consumed a 
banana. The Red Hornets issued a cam­
paign poster with Englander appearing 
bare-chested.

True LaRouche followers lashed back 
by deriding them as “stoned zombies,” 
and “that’s how we first got the idea for 
the t-shirts,” says Sparrow with a laugh.

At the close of the bizarre campaign, 
Englander received 916 votes in the gen­
eral election, a mere 19,000 away from vic­
tory. Larouche’s people went back to court, 
suing every Red Homet who, in their view, 
had falsely registered as a U.S. Labor 
Party member.

Again, the LaRouchians’ case was 
thrown out of court. Even if the Red 
Hornets did exactly what they were 
accused of doing, ruled a federal judge, 
“this would not constitute an unlawful 
conspiracy but would simply be political 
action which must be protected.”

The Charlotte Observer commented, in 
language that today might bring a tear to 
the eye of an Illinois Democrat: “A suc­
cessful politician in this country has to 
persuade people of his worth. By the evi­
dence of the ballot box, Stanley Erzol 
didn’t succeed. That may be embarrassing 
for him, but that doesn’t mean that the 
man who defeated him broke the law.”

and punishes us for being who we are and 
for feeling what we feel is often stressful, 
to say the least.

Being a queer, a fag, a dyke in a society 
that is clearly hostile, being labeled as ille­
gal or immoral or sick is not conductive to 
feeling very good about oneself. The pain 
of oppression and the feelings of isolation 
and damage to self-esteem that gay people 
often experience increases the seductive­
ness of alcohol (or other drugs) that take 
away the pain.

In the fourth article of this series, I will 
discuss the problems of “coming out” and 
healthy immune systems. If you or some­
one you care about has a problem with 
alcohol, the MORE Program at the Mont­
rose Counseling Center is specifically 
designed for the gay and lesbian client.

abuse?
Years ago, Zero Mostel performed a skit 

in which he portrayed a zealous Dixiecrat 
Senator investigating the causes of World 
War II. At one point he booms out trium­
phantly, “Well, what was Pearl Harbor 
doing in the Pacific?!”

Likewise, a similar question is often 
asked, “Well, what are gay people doing in 
the bars in the first place?”

This is an example of blaming the vic­
tim, and it might be more productive to 
take a look at the factors that contribute to 
the special vulnerability to drug and alco­
hol abuse that gay people experience.

One way of understanding substance 
abuse is that the use of a substance, such 
as alcohol, is often a person’s attempt to 
cope with stress, anxiety, or a painful 
situation. The line between use and abuse 
is often a fine one, and it sometimes 
happens that what was intended as a solu­
tion to a problem begins to become the 
problem or adds to the problem. At some 
point, a person may begin to depend upon 
alcohol (psychologically and/ or physi­
cally) to get through the day, to relax, to 
have fun.

Eventually, he or she may experience 
the loss of the ability to control the use of 
alcohol. People vary enormously in their 
biological makeup. Some are biologically 
pre-disposed to develop a physical addic­
tion to alcohol quite readily, while others 
can drink heavily for years before the 
body’s ability to metabolize alcohol 
changes and addiction sets in.

Gay men and lesbians probably have 
about the same randomnesss in terms of 
“biological pre-disposition” to alcoholism 
as would be found in the overall popula­
tion. However, the social and psycho­
logical situation for gay people is quite 
different. The position of lesbians and gay 
men in a society that discounts, criticizes

Editor’s Note: This is the third installment 
of a five-part series presented by represen­
tatives of the Montrose Counseling Cen­
ter’s MORE Program dealing with 
alcoholism and drug dependency in the 
gay and lesbian community.

Montrose Counseling Center
The National Council on Alcoholism esti­
mates that approximately one in 10 adults 
in this country has a problem with alcohol 
or is alcoholic. Within the gay and lesbian 
population however, this figure appears to 
be considerably higher. A survey con­
ducted within the gay community in Los 
Angeles in 1975 led researcher Lillene 
Fifield to conclude that the rate of alcohol 
abuse among lesbians and gay men is 
approximately three times that of the com­
munity at large.

In other words, something like one out of 
every three or four gay people may expe­
rience a problem with alcohol. Given the 
cost of alcohol abuse in terms of health 
and the loss of human potential, it follows 
that alcohol abuse constitutes a major 
health and social issue within our com­
munity.

Why is this so? Why are lesbians and 
gay men at such high risk for substance

City Initiates 
Employee 
Misconduct
Hotline
From a Press Release
Houston City Attorney Jerry 
announced April 4 the installation of a 
City Employee Misconduct Hotline to 
receive information on illegal conduct by 
city employees.

Smith explained that the creation of the 
hotline was precipitated by recent inci­
dents involving city employees.

“It is apparent that, despite vigorous 
actions taken by city departments to weed 
out employee dishonesty, a few city 
employees still believe that they are above 
the law and can use their city positions for 
personal gain,” Smith stated. “We are 
creating a mechanism whereby citizens 
and city personnel can report unlawful 
employee activity directly to our investig­
ative team, without fear of reprisal.”

Smith explained that a special direct tel­
ephone line, 224-7643, has been desig­
nated the “City Employee Misconduct 
Hotline.” This line, which rings directly 
into Smith’s office in City Hall, will be 
monitored by Smith’s secretary or another 
Legal Department staff person from 8:00 
a.m. to 12:00 noon and 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 
p.m., Monday through Friday.

Any information regarding city 
employee criminal conduct will be 
reviewed by Smith and referred directly to 
the Public Integrity Review Group 
(P.I.R.G.), a team of Houston police investi­
gators working in the Legal Department 
under Smith’s direction, and to the Dis­
trict Attorney or U.S. Attorney, as approp­
riate.

Alternatively, citizens can call the 
P.I.R.G. unit directly at 227-7070.

“Bribe solicitation and other dishonest 
conduct by city employees cannot be toler­
ated,” Smith explained. “The vast major­
ity of city employees are scrupulous public 
servants and would never think of taking 
a dime in the performance of their duties. 
But we cannot allow a few bad apples to 
benefit illegally at taxpayers’ expense and 
to damage the reputation of honest city 
employees.”

“We intend to see to it that city 
employees who engage in criminal con­
duct are not only suspended from city 
employment, but prosecuted vigorously. 
Where possible, we will seek to recover city

It’s a Theater Under the Stars Production
Montrose Live

‘Carousel’ is Classic Musical Comedy

Montrose Voice Theater Critic
Carousel is a classic musical comedy. The 
beautiful thing about Theater Under the 
Stars’ current mounting is that they con­
centrated on the musical comedy part, 
though not to the exclusion of the classi­
cal.

No one in this show has become overly 
impressed with the beauty of either the 
music or her own voice. This results in 
fresh, bright interpretations. It is great to 
be able to see these songs scampering 
about like frisky colts, full of surprises, 
rather than to be reminded that they are 
old workhorses that we perhaps know too 
well.

Throughout the long second scene that 
shows us the budding of two romances 
amid three or four standard songs, the 
orchestra bobbed and weaved under the 
baton of Robert Linder. They have been 
assigned the role of the sea and they bring 
it out with a brilliance I have never noticed 
in this passage before.

The freshness of the musical interpreta­
tion is matched by an equally clean look in 
the acting. Linda Michele as Julie Jordan 
is no posing diva. We really believe in her 
tender innocence as she falls in love with a 
bad boy and woos him into proposing to 
her. She gradually grows a firmer, but 
never sterner, backbone to cope with his 
failures.

Nor is Michael Haguire as Billy Bigelow 
a stereotypical bad boy. This tall, hand­
some hunk has a smile that, though it 
rarely flashes, can light up the entire 
Music Hall. He reminded me of several 
real-life bad boys that it has been my 
happy misfortune to know.

Vicki Lewis, as the spunky innocent 
who marries the tight-lipped New Eng­
lander Enoch Snow, who’s into money 
and children, is simply phenomenal. She 
makes this role, too often seen as a mousey 
moralizer, into a comic ingenue worthy to 
compete with the likes of Ado Annie.

Tom Ligon, as Billy’s jailbird “friend,” 
has the sea truly in his voice. Monte Ral- 
stin, as Enoch, has a fine tenor. (I love this 
show, one of the few where the real roman­
tic lead is ayoung bass.) EleanorGlockner 
seemed to be having an off-night with her 
voice. This was really a pity for hers is the 
only role in the show with any real belt 
songs. Although that threw the musical 
balance off, she still came through lovely 
on her ballad and her acting as the warm­
hearted mother hen. Mary Hay, as Mrs. 
Mullins, the owner of the carousel, had 
such a good sense of style that I wish she 
had more lines.

The scenery by Peter Wolf Concepts is 
only painted backdrops, but each of them 
is a wonderful, evocative, detailed work of 
art. They’re so good I wished I could have 
framed renderings for my home.

The script does show its age in spots. 
Billy hit Julie once, for which he got an 
eternal reputation as a wife beater. She 
forgave him later, to the point that she 
assures her daugther that it is possible for 
someone to hit you as hard as he can and it 
only feels like a kiss. This is the apotheosis 
of her love?! Of course, it is much more 
appalling in retrospect than it was in con­
text. But doesn’t that make it worse.

However, the same script makes for lots 
of honest laughter and a good-old public 
weeping spell at the end.

This is absolutely the best production of 
this Rodgers and Kammerstein piece that 
I have ever seen. I heartily recommend it.

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Depression, Heart Rates, Household Burns
A weekly health information column 
sponsored by the Montrose Clinic
I have been feeling kind of down for a 
while. I don’t know if this is normal. Can 
you tell me what some of the signs of 
depression are?

Most people go through periods of 
feeling low. This is a normal part of 
life. However, if you feel this way for 
more than two weeks at a time, or you 
feel very down, you may be 
experiencing depression. Here are 
the most common symptoms of 
depression:

—Changes in your eating habits— 
large weight loss or gain;

—Sleep problems—lack of sleep, 
sleeping too much, or waking up in 
the middle of the night and not being 
able to fall asleep again;

—Changes in your normal pace- 
feeling very restless or very lethar­
gic;

—Loss of interest—your normal 
“fun” activities are no longer satisfy­
ing;

—Extreme fatigue;
—Feeling worthless or guilty about 

things that aren’t your fault;
—Inability to concentrate, and 
—Recurring thoughts of death.

There are many causes of depres­
sion. Consult a physician to rule out a 
physical cause. He or she may be able 
to refer you to a therapist. If not, the 
Texas Department of Mental Health 
(1-800-252-8154) can refer you to 
someone in your area. The Montrose 
Counseling Center (529-0037) is also 
a good place to consult for further 
information.

Treatment for depression is suc­
cessful in 90% of all cases. You have 
nothing to lose and everything to 
gain from seeking help.

My aerobics teacher keeps talking about 
maximum heart rate and target heart rate. 
Do I measure my heart rate by taking my 
pulse? Could you explain what she is talk­
ing about?

Your pulse is a measure of your 
heart rate (in beats per minute). You 
take your pulse during exercise by 
stopping and immediately placing the 
tip of your middle finger (make sure 
you don’t use your thumb, as it has a 
strong pulse) on one of your carotid 
arteries. They are located on each 
side of your neck, to the left and right 
of your adam’s apple.

You should feel the blood pulsing 
through your artery. Count the 
number of beats you feel in six 
seconds. Multiply this number by 10 
and you have your pulse.

Your Resting Heart Rate is the 
number of beats per minute when you 
are at rest The average physically fit 
person has a resting heart rate of 55- 
65. The Maximum Heart Rate (MHR) is 
the maximum number of beats per 
minute that is safe for your heart.

To calculate your MHR, subtract 
your age from 220. For example a 30- 
year-old man has a MHR of 190. Your 
Target Heart Rate (THR) is the 
number of beats per minute that your 
heart must be up to in order for your 
cardiovascular system to benefit 
from aerobic exercise. It is 60 to 75% 
(lower if you are less fit, higher if you 
are in good shape) of your MHR. For 
example a 30-year-old man who exer­
cises regularly would have a THR of 
about 143.

Can 
you tell me what the best treatment for 
household burns is?

It is important to determine 
whether your burn is mild or severe. 
A mild burn will be red, slightly 
swollen, and painful. Treat these 
burns by running cold water over 
them. (If the area is dirty, then wash 
with mild soap.) Ignore the old wives 
tale that recommends appying butter 
to burns, as it will only slow the heal­
ing process.

A serious burn will be badly blis­
tered, may turn white and dry, and 
will be painless. You must seek medi­
cal attention for burns of this nature.

Can you tell me how to treat genital warts?
Venereal warts must be treated by a 

medical professional. He or she will 
apply a liquid chemical called podo- 
phyllin on the wart. You will proba­
bly need more than one treatment to 
get rid of all the warts.

It’s very important to keep going 
back for treatments until all of the 
warts are gone. Abstain from sexual 
relations during this time. And make 
sure that your partner is treated at 
the same time so that you don’t keep 
giving them back and forth to each 
other.

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Collecting Movie Memories
Thousands Share in Memorabilia Hobby

In 1972,1 was given three movie posters by 
the neighborhood theater manager. They 
were A Clockwork Orange, Bergman’s 
Cries and Whispers and American Graf­
fiti. My mother promptly threw “Clock­
work” and “Whispers” into the trash 
because they were nasty R-rated films, but 
I still had a start for my collection. Since 
then. I’ve managed to gather more than 
500 more.

Collecting movie memorabilia is a 
hobby that I share with thousands of 
enthusiasts throughout the world. People 
collect everything from black and white 
glossies (the most popular) to posters, 
magazines, soundtracks and even figu­
rines. It is a challenging hobby, mainly 
because the best materials come from the 
thirties, forties, and fifties and are getting 
even rarer.

It is also an expensive one due to the fact 
that a large percentage of the original 
movie materials have been trashed by 
theater managers because the manufac­
turer told them to do so. Most film posters 
say “Return to National Screen Service or 
destroy” (or something to that nature). 
However, many farsighted collectors 
couldn’t resist keeping a few of these trea­
sures, and that is the limited collection we 
have today.

Presently, posters like Camille (Greta 
Garbo) can bring $4,500, and a Citizen 
Kane poster over $1,500. However, many 
collectors stick with newer materials from 
the sixties, seventies and eighties since 
they can be obtained for anywhere 
between $5 (Cruising) to about $30 (Strei­
sand’s A Star is Bom). You need to 
remember to narrow down your collection 
to an area that you really want to collect 
like a certain star, genre, or decade. Collect

items that you like unless you intend to do 
a lot of trading.

Let’s say that you want to collect only 
movie posters. There are serveral types 
and sizes: inserts (title cards), lobby cards, 
half sheets (27x41), one sheet (22x28), and 
2-6 sheets (large wall coverings). You want 
to make sure that you have an original, so 
check the bottom for National Screen Ser­
vice (usually) and the date it was released. 
If the date has an “R” before it, it is a 
re-release and is not worth as much as the 
original.

Look for posters with good artwork 
because they are the same as an art print. 
Many even have the artist’s name on the 
drawing somewhere. Also, check the con­
dition of the poster, since mint condition 
could be helpful if you trade or sell it later 
on. Make sure to take care of your invest­
ment, storing it carefully away from light 
and dust to preserve the delicate paper.

Color and black and white glossies are 
much easier to deal with since they are 
small and easy to display and store. Prices 
are inexpensive for seventies and eighties 
($2-$5 for black and white), but can go up 
to $100 for something like Bela Lugosi in 
the twenties. Try to collect stills with good 
photography, sharp images, or odd scenes 
from memorable films. Sets of stills are 
often numbered, so you may be able to 
collect a whole series of stills from a favor­
ite movie (usually called a press kit).

Other collectors go for sheet music from 
popular musicals, fan magazines, sound­
tracks, and old magazine advertisements. 
For those who can’t afford posters and 
pictures from favorite oldies likeGiant or 
The Wizard of Oz, you may be able to find 
a nice, affordable color ad from The Satur­
day Evening Post or Photoplay for that 
date. They make beautiful framed pic­
tures, and are real collectors items.

So maybe you’ve wanted to start a small 

collection but don’t know where to start. 
It’s not easy today since theaters don’t 
give posters away anymore. Collectors are 
hoarding more and more of the old posters, 
and prices are really skyrocketing. 
Because of the limited supply and demand 
for this merchandise, there are also very 
few dealers in this area.

Many collectors trade among them­
selves or order through the mail to large 
companies in Los Angeles or New York. 
Sometimes there are large conventions 
where dealers and collectors gather to 
trade and sell. For the novice, the best 
place to start would be at one of the several 
nostalgia shops located around the Hous­
ton area.

Chandlers Nostalgia is located at 2821 
Fondren (near Westheimer), and they 
have a large selection of posters, stills, 
cards, and odd collectables. Formerly 
located in Montrose for 14 years. 
Chandlers is stock full of memorabilia for 
the old and new collector. The Chandler 
family is very knowledgable about collect­
ing, and they will be more than happy to 
help you in selecting or ordering what you 
might want. Open from 10:30-5:30 
Monday-Saturday, you can call 781-6446 
for more info.

One of the newest businesses is Holly­
wood on the Curve, located with We 
Deliver Video at 1420 Westheimer. Mary 
Norris is the operator, and she has a 
smaller but very interesting collection of 
newer posters, stills, and newer collecta­
bles with old stars in them. Moderately 
priced, many items are worth collecting 
now since their value can only rise over 
the years. Open from 10:30-10 Monday- 
Friday, 12-10 Saturday, 12-6 Sunday, 
Mary can be reached at 522-5660.

Over the years, I’ve found that collect­
ing movie materials is exciting and chal­
lenging. For instance, I have posters from 

all of the Jane Fonda movies, but one day I 
may run across some new or odd poster 
that I never knew existed. It’s the thrill of 
the hunt that makes it fun and worth­
while, and that’s what collecting is all 
about.

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The Greanias-Whitmire Relationship
□ Working with the 
Mayor
Dear Mr. Greanias,

In 1981, I helped vote you and Kathy 
Whitmire into office because I thought you 
both believed in the same things. I 
thought you would work well together, 
and that you as a council member would 
support the mayor on her efforts to make 
Houston a better place for all of us to live.

However, over the last five years I have 
been dismayed because you have become 
more and more willing to attack the mayor 
on all sorts of issues. Rather than working 
with her, you appear to be working 
against her. I was especially concerned 
last fall when you considered running for 
mayor that you might hurt her chances of 
beating Louie.

Why can’t you support the mayor? 
Aren’t we all on the same team?

(Name Withheld by Request)
Yes, we are all on the same team in 

the general sense that we have many 
of the same goals. However, as I am 
sure has become apparent, the mayor 
and I have some very different ideas 
about how the city should be run. To 
try to make things clearer, I will try 
to give you my thoughts on our rela­
tionship with one another as elected 
officials and how I approach dealing 
with her.

First of all, our relationship is not 
as adversarial as you might think 
from the media. As you know, the 
media reports the bad news, not the 
good. Kathy has done many good 
things since taking office, for which I 
give her full and frequent credit. Her 
appointments of department heads, 
for example, has set a new and envia­
ble standard for all succeeding may­
ors to follow. The appointment of Lee 
Brown as police chief was the most 
visible and perhaps the most 

acclaimed of these appointments. 
Certainly others such as Don Olson 
(Parks and Recreation), Jon Vaden 
Bosch (Public Works) and Paul 
Gaines (Aviation)—to name just a 
few—have been equally important to 
the management improvements that 
have been made in city government.

The mayor has also been of help to 
me in my efforts to improve our dis­
trict. She supported the closing of 
Westheimer for the (Westheimer Art) 
festival for the first time back in 
1982. She agreed to the improve­
ments on the plans for Richmond 
Avenue that will make the street a 
tree-shaded avenue instead of a four 
lane expressway. She was an enthu­
siastic supporter of the plans to 
acquire the sanctuary of the old 
Church of Christ for a city library. 
She followed closely and suppor- 
tively our efforts to establish a store­
front police station on lower 
Westheimer.

At the same time, however, I am an 
independent elected official who 
campaigned on the promise that I 
would exercise my own judgement on 
all matters of city business. Implicit 
in this promise was my commitment 
to stand up for what I believed in, 
always focusing on issues rather 
than personalities.

This commitment has come into 
play most strongly on matters 
regarding city finances and the city 
budget. The mayor and I have a very 
serious disagreemnt over these 
issues. For the last four years, I have 
become increasingly concerned that 
the Administration’s policy of spend­
ing more than we were taking in, and 
making up the difference from var­
ious “savings accounts,” was going 
to get us into trouble once the “sav­
ings accounts” ran out. I was also 
concerned about the increasingly

common practice of using federal 
revenue sharing funds for day-to-day 
expenses, in direct contradiction of 
traditional city policy. This is the 
heart of our disagreement.

Throughout these efforts, I have 
been careful not to become personal 
about the issue of city finances. But 
the issues involved need to be 
debated, and as a council member I 
believe that if I have a viewpoint that 
I think is sound I owe it to you as a 
constituent to voice that view, and to 
work to see that it becomes city pol­
icy.

As fqr making Kathy’s election 
more difficult last year, I don’t think 
she was in all that much trouble! 
Seriously, though, I said all along 
that I would never enter the race 
merely to spoil her chances. Once I 
concluded that that would be the most 
likely outcome of my candidacy, I 
decided against running, in order to 
give her a clear shot at a third term.

Please don’t confuse valid debate 
over issues of public policy with per­
sonal dislike. I suppose that life 
would be much easier if council auto­
matically endorsed all of the mayor’s 
proposals. But that, would be a per­
version of our whole system of 
government. A council member who 

did not exercise responsibly his or 
her independent judgement on 
important matters facing the city 
would not be doing their job. That is 
all I am trying to do, and I feel certain 
the mayor knows that there is no per­
sonal malice nor political calculation 
in it. Please recognize that there is 
room in government for honest dis­
agreements honestly debated—even 
when we’re all on the same team 
named Houston.

in that building. Computers have replaced 
the excessive paperwork, reservations and 
planning have become faster and easier, 
and the clientele has also increased and 
even changed.

Duncan, the owner of three Houston 
agencies, purchased the agency in March. 
"We (he and his employees) got to thinking 
about it and felt that the gay community had 
a need,” he explained. “And the need 
should be fulfilled."

Duncan, who is married and has children, 
listened to his staff and heard their opinions 
about the need for a travel agency to offer 
information and travel arrangements where 
homosexuals can travel and be in a comfor­
table environment.

"People, whoever they are, can come 
here and feel comfortable. Whatever they 
are looking for, we can assist them and will 
be most willing and helpful," he explained. 
"Many travel agencies do not realize the 
need nor have the information to accommo­
date the gay community,” he added.

"If someone calls to say they want to go to 
San Francisco for the weekend, we will be 
able to suggest locations and give them a 
choice of a resort, bed and breakfast 
accommodations, or a hotel where they will 
be most comfortable,” he continued.

Duncan's staff, which includes several 
from the gay community, is actively work­
ing to compile information and locations of 
the major cities to accommodate the gay 
community. “We even have a list of the gay 
bars in most major cities," he said.

In speaking of international travel, Dun­
can said, "We are familiar with Amsterdam, 
which has to be the gay capital of the world. 
We know where to stay, the bars and the 
activities there. After all, right now you can 
go to Amsterdam for about $400 plane fare 
plus about that much for expenses,” he 
went on to say

Duncan also pointed out that his agency 
is familiar with cruises which are gay- 
oriented. He said he had scheduled cruises 
from New Orleans to Key West, for example.

“We’ll serve everyone, but we want to 
have a comfortable situation for gays to 
express their travel desires without having 
to explain everything or feel uptight about 
it," he said.

"My experience with gays is that they are 
very demanding about service and the qual­
ity of that service and the accommodations. 
We are going to offer that quality,” he 
emphasized.

Duncan, who has been in the travel 
agency business since 1974, saw the need 
for an agency which could better serve the 
gay community and be located in a conve­
nient place. He purchased the Shepherd 
location because it was centrally located 
near the Montrose area, the Heights and 
Village.

He also actively pursued a person to work 
in that office. “When we decided to do this, 
one of my Galleria employees called a 
friend of his in Oklahoma. He came down 
for an interview and was hired. Kevin Hill, a 
former Houstonian, accepted the position,” 
Duncan explained.

“I was excited about returning to Houston 
and joining the agency," Hill said. “It 
sounded like a great opportunity with Mark 
and I wanted to get back to Houston," he 
explained.

“We run what we believe to be a very pro­
fessional organization. We not only work at 
getting sales but we also control costs and 
offer a service which basically entails no 
fees,” Duncan explained.

He also said the agency offers two types 
of services, commercial and leisure. He said 
the commercial accounts basically get the 
business person from one point to another 
with or without pre-arranged accommoda­

tions.
“For the leisure accounts we must even 

offer such information as what to wear on 
the second night of a cruise or what the 
weather will be upon arrival," he said. He 
also pointed out that the agency has 
detailed information stored in the computer 
including a detailed formula of information 
for the repeat customers so that they do not 
have to repeat it each time.

World Travel is planning an open house 
for Saturday, April 26, for people to stop by 
to meet the staff and see the facilities and 
computer information.

Duncan also has made another commit­
ment to the gay community. "Everytime a 
ticket is generated I am going to donate a 
percentage of it to the KS/AIDS Founda­
tion," he said.
