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Patrol on the 
Lookout for 
Pellet Gun 
Snipers

Jim Cheek, a supervisor for the Montrose 
Patrol, reported to the Star that between 10:15 
PM and 12 PM last Saturday evening, January 26 a 
group of “three kids” in a late model Monte Carlo 
were taking pot shots at citizens around the 
intersection of Montrose Blvd, and Westheimer.

“What they used was a pellet gun,” explained 
Cheek. This is a carbon dioxide powered pistol 
similar to a BB gun, but more powerful. Four 
people were fired upon, according to Cheek, with 
one person requiring hospitalization.

The suspects have not been identified except 
for a general description.

“There were three kids in a late model silver 
Monte Carlo with a black or maroon vinyl top,” 
Cheek related. “Two wore medium length blond 
hair and a third was a brunette.”

The car had Texas plates, with the first two 
letters reported as ‘JM.’

Cheek went on to say the suspects didn’t take 
random shots at people, “but waited until they 
saw three or so people together. One of the kids 
would holler and when the group looked to see 
who hollered they were shot with the pellet gun.”

The effect of a pellet gun can be serious if 
you are hit in a location where there’s tender skin. 
It’s especially damaging when there’s no bone 
under the skin.

The Houston Police Department was notified 
of the incidents and is has the case on file.

Marching in the Rain Makes 
Statement about Gay Equal Rights

SACRAMENTO, CA - 
(IGNA) - Braving a hard-if 
warm-rain, some 5,000- 
8,000 marchers filled up 20 
blocks in Sacramento on 
Sunday, January 13 to 
ipake their statement about 
the need for a bill to 
prevent discrimination 
against homosexuals
employed in California.

The Gay Freedom Day 
Marching Band, the Gay 
Men’s Chorus, the Lavender 
Harmony Band, and various 
other organizations from 
around the state gathered to 
demonstrate gay solidarity 
on the need to end dis­
crimination. Grey Davis, 

representing Govenor Jerry 
Brown, said that the fact 
that so many marched in 
the rain showed a genuine 
“committment” to a legi­
timate cause.

The march was sche­
duled at this time of the 
year because AB 1, a bill 
that would prevent emplo­
yers from firing or refusing 
to hire people because of 
sexual orientation, is to be 
voted soon by committees 
of both the Assembly and 
the Senate. Several hundred 
gay activists stayed over in 
the capitol to lobby their 
representatives in person so 
that the bill will pass.

AB 1 is considered 
more likly to pass because it 
is a bill solely about em­

ployment discrimination. It 
does not include the fol­
lowing :

1 It does not require 
any employer to hire gays. 
Thus it is not an Affirma­
tive measure.

2 It does not allow any 
sexual activity by anyone 
on the job.

3 It permits an em­
ployer to establish dress 
standards.

4 It exempts those 
persons cinvicted of sex 
crimes with minors, should 
they apply for jobs invol­
ving children.

5 It does not permit 
advocacy of a homosexual 
lifestyle.

6 It exempts religious 
organizations. (A major 

exemption, it should be 
noted)

Some of the people 
who participated as speak­
ers or entertainers at the 
rally after the march were: 
Art Agnos, the Assembly­
man who sponsored AB 1, 
Senator Milton Marks, 
Senator Roberti of Los 
Angeles, Rev. Troy Perry, 
Robin Tyler, Holly Near, 
and Meg Christian.

A group of Christians 
(some of them converted 
gays) stood in the rain near 
the end of the march with 
signs calling for repentance. 
When IGNA spoke to them, 
they said they didn’t hate 
gays; they loved them. 
“We are all sinners,” one of 
them said. “I am tempted 

by drugs, but I am saved by 
Jesus,” he added.

There were no inci­
dents during the march, 
although the Sacramento 
police told the marchers 
they could not have sticks 
on their banners. Some 
marchers removed their 
sticks; some did not.

The area in front of 
the speakers’ stand became 
very muddy, but people 
continued to endure the 
bursts of rain. Thousands of 
umbrellas, protest signs, 
raincoats, water-soaked 
heads, smiling faces, a few 
shivers and some head 
colds-all of these were the 
symbols of the gay rights 
movement as it begins the 
1980’s. •

Oral Sex Can Create 
Dental Problems

DALLAS- (IGNA) - Oral 
lesions can be ralated to 
sexual practices, a dentist 
has told a meeting of the 
American Dental Associa­
tion here.

Dr. Frank M. Luca- 
torto is quoted in the Dallas 
Morning News as saying 
that the growing prevelance 
of oral sex has caused 
increase in the number of 
lesions in the oral cavity, 
lesions once confined to the 
genital area.

He said, “Patients are 
usually totally unaware that 
oral lesions could be related 
to their sexual practices. 
Onse they understand this, 
they are more willing to 
discuss their sexual activi-

Lucatorto said such 
oral inions account for 2 
percent of ail gonorrhea, or

60,000 to 80,000 cases a 
year.

The problem has been 
that dentists are hesitant in | 
asking abdut such intimate 
areas of their patient’s lives. 
Lucatorto added that most 
patients don’t particularly 
want to discuss their oral 
habits, but they will discuss 
them if questioned.

By asking questions 
concerning all possible 
lesions, dentists can use the 
proper laboratory tests to 
diagnose and treat diseases 
of the mouth more quickly, 
Lucatorto said.

He said that venereal 
diseases sometimes are con­
fused with other lesions of 
the mouth and fail to get 
the proper amount of peni­
cillin, thus leaving the pa­
tient vulnerable to later 
complications. •

Viral Hepatitis is Major World Health Problem

Viral Hepatitis (inflammat­
ion of the liver) is a major 
world health problem.

In the United States 
alone 43,000new cases are 
reported annually with 850 
deaths.

It was my privilege to 
moderate a recent symposi­
um on this prevalent dis­

ease at the University of 
Connecticut Health Center. 
Physicians here, described 
several viruses causing hep­
atitis, named A, B, C (non 
A or B), mononucleosis and 
cytomegalic (sigh-toe-meg- 
al’-ick) viruses.

The most common is 
virus A, which often runs 
through a household, causi­
ng relatively mild ‘yellow 

jaundice.’ It does, however, 
carry a one per 1,000 
mortality rate. Virus A is 
passed on primarily from 
person to person via bowel 
movement in what is called 
the ‘fecal oral’ route.

This can be prevented 
by careful hygiene or by 
gamma globulin shots. 
Mononucleosis and cytome­
galic hepatitis are also usual­

ly mild.
Virus B, however, 

causes severe hepatitis. It 
was formerly called serum 
hepatitis because of trans­
mission via blood serum 
transfusion and needle in­
jections. Some 25 percent 
of transfusion hepatitis is 
fatal.

Virus B is now known 
to be spread by all body 

fluids, including saliva by 
kissing and semen with sex.

One of the difficulties 
in tracing the source of any 
hepatitis B case is the 
occasional long ‘incubation’ 
time of as many as six 
months after contact.

How can we avoid 
hepatitis B?

A Townmeeting II 
Works into the 
Scheme of Things

Homophobia Greatest 
Impediment to Gay Equal 
Rights

Last Tuesday evening I 
was talking with Ron Bur­
nett, president of the Gay 
Hispanic Caucus. Among 
the many issues we touched 
on was the ‘Heritage Day* 
coming up, which is spon­
sored by both the GHC and 
Family, a local fundraising 
organization.

While encouraged with 
the cooperation between 
these two organizations on 
this project, Ron spoke of a 
general ‘spinning of the 
wheels’ in the gay com­
munity, in particular 
among the mulititude of 
gay organizations working 
to make Houston a better 
place for gays.

My impression after 
talking to Ron was to a 
degree that Houston is as 
many separate segments as 
there are organizations, 
with, as Ron said, “a real 
lack of communication be­
tween them.”

When first mulling the 
matter Ron felt a Town 
meeting II would help clari­
fy goals among the leaders 
of the community.

“There is a lot of 
duplication going on in the 
gay community,” I remem­
ber Ron saying. “And a lot 
of people are committing 
the same mistakes others 
have made, in the past.”

We then got to think­
ing about the purpose of 
Townmeeting I or, quite 
honestly what we could 
remember of it; that being a 
clarification of goals by the 

* gay community, for the gay 
community; and a state­
ment to the straight com­
munity about what the gay 
community is trying to 
acomplish.

It’s time to reiterate, 
reaffirm the direction or­
ganized gays are taking in 
this community. Nobody 
has all the answers. Houston 
is reaching a point of 
specialization among its 
human rights organizations. 
Some are politically moti­
vated with political results 

the goal. Others are socially 
oriented, geared for inter­
action primarily between its 
members. Others work to 
provide funding for a varie­
ty of projects.

The end result is the 
same, realizing the gay 
community. Lack of a 
solid communications net­
work between the gay 
people of Houston does not 
necessarily set us back, but 
it impedes progress, increas­
es the risk of serious misun­
derstanding.

The solution? A big 
huddle. A network of 
communication between 
organizations, “to talk 
about achievements, prob­
lems — to organize the 
information within the 
community,” as Ron said.

How to do this. A 
Town Meeting II, is a partial 
solution - should in fact be 
called simply so we can 
reach a reference point in 
regard to Town Meeting I. 
How far have we come?

But Ron saw the idea 
go further than simply one 
meeting. It has to. A 
monthly meeting on a reg­
ular basis between all organ­
izations would help tre­
mendously in diseminating 
information, gripes, disarm­
ing the rumors that have 
plagued communication on 
every level.

A planned meeting 
once a month should be 
operative even before'Town 
Meeting II.

The idea should not be 
looked upon as a criticism, 
but a statement attesting to 
the growth Houston has 
shown in organized power. 
Ron and I agree it’s a more 
joyful task coordinating a 
group of vital, flurishing 
organizations than to pull 
together isolated individu­
als. The power is there. The 
work is continuing.' Hous­
ton has conic a long way 
real fast in nrovin 
solid achievement what or­
ganization i.an (.io.

Mi sinfo r ma t i on n e e d s 
to be kept to a minimum. 
This is one idea io dispell its

It is not my homosex­
ual feelings and practices 
that produce the pathologi­
cal homophobia! of the 
officers, it is their inability 
to explain and understand 
the homosexual feelings 
they experience.

Their denial and sup­
pression of these feelings 
produce frustration which 
in turn gives rise to the 
pathology.

Houston Police Chief 
Harry Caldwell has consist- 
antly demonstrated symp­
toms of pathological homo­
phobia. He is extremely 
uncomfortable in the pre­
sence of individuals he 
knows to be gay.

On at least one occasi­
on he lit the wrong end of a 
cigarette in gay company 
and instead of putting his 
mistake in the ash tray in 
full view of others in the 
room he threw it on the 
floor under his desk. Chief 
Caldwell has given irrational 
and even incoherent res­
ponses to the media when 
asked questions about inci­
dents between police and 
the gay community.

For the evidence just 
cited and much much more, 
it is safe for me to conclude 
that Harry Caldwell suffers 
from pathological homo­
phobia, a mental disorder 
that impars his ability to 
execute the responsibilities 
of his position of authority.

If my analysis is not 
true; he may sue me as he 
has encouraged the officers 
under his command to sue 
their critics.

My defense in such 
litigation will be to prove 
that Harry Caldwell is a sick 
man.

He has been notified in 
sufficient time for his legal 
counsel to record this 
broadcast and prepare a 
case.

Until Harry Caldwell 
recognizes his pathology 
and seeks professional help 
we cannot expect relations 
between the gay communi­
ty and the Houston Police 
Department to progress be­
yond their present state.

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Coronation 1980 Brings 
Emperor and Empress to 
Houston

The year was 1962. 
The place was San Francis­
co, California.

The police of San 
Francisco and those en­
trusted with the adminis­
tration of the Alcoholic 
Beverage Control Act (i.e. 
the ‘liquor boys’) worked in 
unision to see that the 
average life expectancy of a 
gay bar in San Francisco 
was six months or less.

A fledging group of 
bar owners, bartenders and 
responsible patrons first 
dreamed of a more free day, 
when their lives and bars 
would be justly treated - 
and then acting on that 
hope came the humble 
beginnings of the Tavern 
Guild of San Francisco.

Formal meeting began 
to be held. The Tavern guild 
gained a state charter. A 
loan fund for unemployed 
members in need of financ­
ial assistance was set up - 
this helped those who’s bar 
was closed by the police.

It was out of this 
turbulent and yet energizing 
times that the idea of the 

‘Empress and Emperor of 
San Francisco’ was born.

Taking the cue from 
the sublime, but extrava­
gant craziness of the histor­
ic oddity known as ‘His 
Majesty the Great Emperor 
Norton I’ (1819-1880) the 
Tavern Guild re-established 
the precedent, believing 
sometimes the way to win 
the ears of your enemies is 
by overwhelming them with 
the ridiculous and prepost­
erous.

In this light San Fran­
cisco observed the coronat­
ion of ‘Her Imperial Majesty 
Empress Jose I (the dowage 
of Wirt in 1966).

The year is 1980. The 
place is Houston Texas.

History does repeat 
itself. Following the lead of 
a newly formed Bar and 
Tavern Guild, of Houston, 
and several successful fund- 
raising attempts by Family, 
as well as significant poli­
tical victories. Houston 
seems destined to borrow 
from its own history of 
mad impestous emperors.

Last Saturday evening, 

January 26, gay citizens 
joined at the Dog Patch II 
for Houston’s Coronation 
1980.

Bill (Doglady) from 
the Dog Patch II said to the 
Star in an exclusive inter- 
veiw, “I’m not going to be 
content with bringing to 
Houston the healthy, hom­
ey and historic tradition of 
our gay activist beginnings 
in San Francisco. That’s 
only the start.

Why keep this thing 
earthbound ?

Bill Rodgers unveiled 
plans for the Emperor and 
Empress of Houston Pag­
eant to be held someime in 
October at a major Houston 
hotel.

Between now and that 
time there will be big events 
at all the participating bars 
around the city as nominees 
from each representative 
business are picked.

If the actors have 
aged a bit, which they never 
do on the endless cycle of 
TV reruns we are subjected 
to, they still deliver essent­
ially one-dimensional, 
wooden performances; they 
play cartoon characters.

The story is no more 
and no less than another 
familiar Star Trek plot, 
extended. It still relates an 
encounter with an alien life 
form, hoked-up with scads 
of pop philosophy.

The only real differ­
ence between this Star

visual and rhythmic inspir­
ation from the balletic grace 
of 2001 or Close Encount­
ers of the Third Kind, 
rather than the whizz-oang 
action of Star Wars.

informing them that his 
office only prosecutes class 
C misdemeanors, those 
which are punishable with 
up to $200 fine and no jail 
sentence.

Likevdse, he was un­
able to speak for policies of 
other agencies of the gov­
ernment, including the pol­
ice.

Despite his protested 
ignorance of answers to the 
questions the crowd wanted 
to ask, he was bombarded 
and put on the hot seat for 

about an hour before leav­
ing the podium, at which 
time a few individuals fol­
lowed him outside and 
continued their interrogat­
ion.

While he was address­
ing the group, Rosen show­
ed signs of nervousness and 
commented to a companion 
as he was leaving, “I feel 
like I’ve been roasted.”

Dr. Campbell Reed, of 
the DGPC, who has been 
interviewing harassment vic­
tims, recounted several 
scare stories at the very 
beginning of the meeting, 
including that of two young 
men who had just entered 

an automobile when an 
officer not in Uniform ap­
proached the driver’s side 
and flashed his badge, 
which the passenger did not 
see and ordered them to 
“get out of here.”

tention might be advisable.
The officer then enter­

ed a convenience store. The 
passenger followed him and 
demanded an explanation, 
whereupon the officer put 
him in an armlock, pounded 
his head against a counter, 
arrested him and charged 
him with aggravated assault.

The store clerk, who 
subsequently moved to Cal-- 
ifornia, was not available to 
testify, and the victim was 
found guilty of aggravated 
assault, a felony crime.

An attempt to file a 
complaint with the Internal 
Affairs Division of the Pol­
ice Department was rejected 
because it was supposedly 
past the time limit for such 
complaints.

One officer, by the 
name of Kane, whose name 
was mentioned in several 
complaints, apparently had 
no record with the Internal 
Affairs Department because 
nobody had previously filed 
a complaint against him.

A spokesperson for the 
Caucus emphasized the im­
portance of complaints be­
ing filed in all such instanc­
es and of victims making 
mental notes of names, 
badge numbers and descrip­
tions of their tormentors.

Rosen was confronted 
after having brushed off 
numerous questions and 
vaguely referring to theory 
with a member of the 
audience, who drew a round 
of applause when he stated 
that people at the meeting 
were not concerned with 
the theory of law but with 
the application to which 
law was being put.

One of the best ideas 
Don Baker saw as coming 
out of the meeting was a 
gay jail liaison who would 
serve as a buffer for gay 
prisoners to protect their 
rights. Another comment 
brought forth by the Cau­
cus spokesperson was a 
proposed plan for provision 
of bonding for Caucus 
members who might be 
arrested.

Another member of 
the audience, pointing to 
the fact that police officers 
were actually committing 
crimes themselves in their 
harassment of gay citizens, 
made the comment that 
many of the community are 
angered almost to the point 
of violence and that he 
himself would personally 
take steps if he were present 
when a crime was being 
committed against a gay 
person by a police officer. •
