Texas Supreme Court hears arguments in challenge to state sodomy law

Opponents of Texas Penal Code statute 
21.06, commonly known as the “sodomy 
law” took their case to the Texas 
Supreme Court last Tuesday, Jan. 5. 
Plaintiffs in the case “Morales et al. vs. 
the State of Texas, ’ ’ contend that the law 
violates the state constitution.

The lawsuit was conceived by the 
Texas Human Rights Foundation 
(THRF), which located five individuals 
willing to be named as plaintiff s. THRF 
has paid all expenses of the litigation, 
which exceed $60,000.
Patrick Wiseman, attorney for the 

plaintiffs, told the justices that the law 
violates the Texas constitution’s guar­
antees of privacy, and does not protect 
legitimate state interests.
Assistant Attorney General Harry 

Potter III, arguing that the law should 
be upheld, contended that the lawwas a 
reasonable “moral judgment” by the 
state representing a “core value...deeply 
rooted in our nation’s history and tradi­
tion.” Potter claimed that the proscribed 
conduct was “offensive to the people of 
this state.”

According to 
THRF Project 
Director Kim Vick­
ery, however, sev­
eral justices did 
not appear to 
accept the argu­
ment. “ Jus­
tice Gamage 
didn’t buy Potter’s 
moral arguments 
at all. Gamage 
kept grilling Pot­
ter, which drew 
snickers from the 
audience,” she 
said.
Potter did not 

challenge the 
plaintiff’s asser- 
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tionsthat the law 
encouraged discrimination against 
gays and lesbians, and that it did noth­
ing to promote public health.
Justice John Cornyn asked Potter 

how, since the law seldom if ever had 
been enforced, it did harm to lesbian 
and gayTexans. Potterreplied that the 
threat of possible prosecution was, 
itself, harmful.

The hearing was attended by four of 
the five plaintiffs, and members of 
THRF. A large audience was present, 
which according to Suzy Wagers, THRF 
Director of Development, was sympa­
thetic to theplaintiffs, “The vast major­
ity were supporters of our case against 
the statute.”

The law has been struck down by two 

lower courts as unconstitutional, first 
by District Court Judge Paul Davis on 
Dec. 10,1990, and most recently by the 
Third District Court of Appeals in Aus­
tin, which upheld Davis’s decision 
March 11,1992.
Attorney General Dan Morales 

appealed theDistrict’s court decision to 
both the Texas Supreme Court and the 
Court of Criminal Appeals on May 8, 
1992. The Court of Criminal Appeals 
declined the case, saying that it did not 
have jurisdiction because no one had 
been prosecuted under the law.

A decision in the case is expected later 
this year. When asked to speculate on 
the outcome, Wagers was hopeful. “After 
arguments we all went to lunch. Patrick 
Wiseman was most pleasantly sur­
prised by Chief Justice Tom Phil­
lips’s reaction to our arguments.”

Of the nine justices on the court, 
Wagersjcounted three that she believed 
were solidly supportive of overturning 
the law: Rose Spector, Lloyd Doggett, 
and Robert Gammage. Two seemed 
committed to upholding it: Craig Enoch 
and Nathan Hecht. A simple majority is 
necessary for a decision.

Clinton appointee denies Queer Nation’s claim that she’s a lesbian
MADISON, Wis., Thursday, Dec. 31 
(AP>—Donna Shalala, named to a cabi­
net post in theClinton administration, 
says she’s the target of a radical gay 
group’s campaign to convince her col­
leagues and the media she is a lesbian.

Ms. Shalala, who has served as Uni­
versity of Wisconsin-Madison chancel­
lor for five years, told an interviewer 
there is no truth to the claim that the 
group Queer Nation has made to news­
papers and politicians.

Ms. Shalala, selected earlier this 
month by President-elect Clinton to be 
health and human services secretary, 
said in an interview with The Capital 
Times published Wednesday that the 
FBI asked questions about her sexual 
orientation during a recent security 
clearance check.
“Yeah, they’re onmy tail,” she said of 

various groups. “But there’s nothing I 

can do about it.”
For the record, she said, she denied 

the assertions.
“Have I lived an alternative lifestyle? 

The answer is no,” she said Tuesday. 
“ I’ve been invest i gated up the kazoo by 
the best investigators in the world and 
they’ve turned up their hands and said, 
‘You’re just going to have to live with it. 
Crazy people make crazy calls.’”

Marla Romash, a spokesperson for 
the Clinton-Gore transition team, said 
Queer Nation’s claim is “not true and 
it’s irrelevant.”
“Donna Shalala was chosen for her 

pos ition because she is a woman of com­
petence, experience and vision who 
offers the country a great deal through 
her service,” Ms. Romash said.

Ms. Shalala said rumors about her 
sexual orientation started to surface in 

1989 when several students leaders 
wanted the ROTC program off campus 
because of the U.S. military’s longstan­
ding policy to ban homosexuals.

Some students said Ms. Shalala was a 
hypocrite because rather than choosing 
to throw the ROTC off campus she 
backed a move to try to persuade the 
Defense Department to end the ban.
“It started here specif ically from the 

left who accused me of hypocrisy... and 
then was picked up by the right,” she 
said. “And they’ve been onmy case ever 
since.”

Feeding the rumor was the fact that 
Ms. Shalala, 51, isoneof thefewhigh- 
profile, single women her age in town.
“It never came out of New York (where 

she worked seven years as Hunter Col­
lege president). All those years I lived 
there it was never an issue, in part, 
because they’re used to middle-aged, 

single women,” she said.
Michael Petrellis, co-founderof Queer 

Nation, said he believes Ms. Shalala is a 
lesbian, even though his only proof is 
that several other gays and lesbians 
have made the same claim.

He said the reason he wants Ms. Sha­
lala to say she is a lesbian is to show peo­
ple that a lesbian can hold such a presti­
gious position.

Ms. Shalala said she’s not the only 
one who has been the target of such 
attacks.

‘ ‘They’ve done the same thing to other 
people who have been nominated (for 
cabinet posts). It’s apattern,” she said.

While Ms. Shalala insists the rumor is 
false, she has given up trying to fight it.

“When you live a public life as long as 
I have, there’s almost no privacy left,” 
she said.

Catholic bishop says homosexuality a ‘basic disorder,’ criticizes schools
NEW YORK, Monday, Dec. 28 (AP)— 
The Catholic bishop of Brooklyn, 
describing homosexuality as a “basic 
human disorder,” said city school lead­
ers show a lack of “moral leadership” 
when they advocate its acceptance.

In a televised interview broadcast 
Sunday, Bishop Thomas Daily also said 
he was worried that President-elect 
Clinton’s administration might 
threaten the Catholic church’s tax- 
exempt status if the church campaigned 
too vigorously against abortion.
“They’re going to come at us on the 

tax question if we get involved with lob­
bying of candidates. You can’t do that 
according to the IRS,” said Daily, the 
head of the church in Brooklyn and

Queens.
“And now if you go for a nominee to 

the Supreme Court, they’re trying to 
envelop that into the whole business of 
lobbying for candidates and removing 
tax-exempt status. That’s very danger­
ous.”
Despite that, Daily said, he did not 

think the church would temper its oppo- 
sition to abortion, which he called “a 
primordial evil.”

Replying to a question from WNBC- 
TV’s Gabe Pressman, Daily said he was 
concerned that more abortions would 
occur under the new president, who sup­
ports the right of women to choose abor­
tion.

But he was vague when asked if he 
thought there was a group of Democrats 
around Clinton who would try to “put 
the church out of business” on abortion.
“No. I think—no. Well, I hope not. You 

know, we’d fight it,” he said.
Daily said he thought the avowed pur­

pose of the city schools’ “Children of the 
Rainbow” curriculum—which among 
other things teaches tolerance for homo­
sexuals—was being obscured by an 
effort to “legitimize” gay lifestyles.
“The whole question of homosexual­

ity is put in a context where the issue is 
forgotten, and it’s clouded by being put 
togetherwith... groupings of people. 
And there’s an innuendo that homosex­

uality, which is a bas ic human disorder, 
should be accepted,” he said.

Asked why he thought gays suffered 
from a disorder, Daily said it was amat- 
ter of “nature ... a certain com­
plementarity in a man and a woman.”
“Just look at them,” he said. “I don’t 

think you’ll argue with me.”
But a leader of the Coalition for Les­

bian and Gay Rights, AndyHumm, told 
the Daily News that Daily’s remarks 
“sounded like nothing more than Archie 
Bunker.”

Humm told the paper that homosexu­
ality is no longer a mental disorder, 
banned on medical lists in 1976. It is 
considered “a natural variation in 
human sexuality,” he added.
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While we are not particularly football fans we could not 
help but notice the similarity between the Houston Oilers' 
last game in which they went from a high in the first half to a 
new low in the second half. Reminds of George Bush, going 
from the victor of the desert and ninety per cent approval 
ratings to economic stagnation and the disapproval of two- 
thirds of Americans.

But this is not our topic of the day. Recently a Queer 
Nation group attempted to “out" the designated secretary 
of Health and Human Services under incoming president 
Bill Clinton. The woman in 
question denied to the press 
that she is a lesbian, 
although there seems to be 
a clear understanding 
among the gay and lesbian 
students at her present post 
that she is, in fact, a 
lesbian.

Once again the outing 
issue arises. Even those 
who generally support 
outing reserve this dubious 
honor for public figures who 
in some way detract from 
the gay and lesbian 
community. Such was not 
the case here. Others in our 
community voiced 
disapproval and added that 
at least such an outing 
should not have occurred 
until after Senate 
confirmation of her 
appointment.

While not sure where we 
would land on the issue of 
outing, there remains solid 
arguments on both sides. 
And if one were to accept 
the theory of outing then 
the argument runs that if 
you only out “undesirables” 
you create both bad role 
models and adverse images 
of the community. For 
instance, the late Roy Cohn as an outed public gay man 
was hardly anyone's role model unless they had ambitions 
of being the nation's leading corrupt lawyer (not that this 
would be a redundancy).

One of the more reasoned arguments for outing can be 
found in a new book by Richard D. Mohr, “Gay Ideas, 
Outing and Other Controversies." Mohr attacks the issue 
of “privacy"as invalid in outing as long as only one’s sexual 
orientation is outed, not one’s actual sexual activity.

And one of Mohr's more valid points is that if the outed 
person and/or society takes a dim view of their public 
exposure as a gay or lesbian person then this is a problem 

with the individual’s self image and society's sexism. As in 
the above mentioned case, the woman in question—if in 
fact a lesbian—should be able to say, “Yes, and so what 
does that have to do with anything?"

Unfortunately, even among more liberal-minded people 
such an admission would be misconstrued. We recall years 
ago while actively engaged in civil rights for blacks, when 
we thought ourselves to be oh so liberal, we argued against 
mixed marriages on the grounds that the children of such 
unions would have to pay for later discrimination. Only 
■later did we come to realize 

that discrimination begets 
discrimination and to 
oppose a right because of 
others' wrongs is a greater 
wrong.

More than one gay leader 
has said that if every gay 
man and lesbian in this 
nation came out of the 
closet at the same time, 
anti-gay discrimination 
would end. Ideally, yes, but 
practically no.

Ideally, the woman in 
question could come out 
and that would be the end of 
it. But, unfortunately, it 
would become the new 
issue. However, unless we 
make a beginning, unless a 
few strong individuals begin 
to come out, to stand up, we 
can never make significant 
progress.

Congressman Gerry 
Studds was outed in the 
worst possible manner, he 
was exposed as having had 
an affair with an underage 
House page. Like certain 
exposed Republican 
congressmen, Studds could 
have allowed his outing to 
be the end of his career.

Instead, he stood before the House, acknowledged his 
actions and his sexual orientation and fought back. Studds 
now points out that that moment was the most liberating of 
his life. He is now a better congressman, a better citizen 
and certainly a better gay man.

We have no answer to the outing issue, but it remains to 
be debated and discussed. It is, however, very much a part 
of the broader issue of coming out, standing up and being 
openly and publicly gay men and lesbians. Until we can all 
be open none of is really out, until we are all free of the 
closet none of us are truly free.

Odd Girls and Twilight Lovers a must read ‘herstory’ of the Lesbian Culture

“Odd Girls And Twi light Loversby Lil­
lian Fadennan, is a perspective of Lesbian 
life in the United States since before the 
turn of the century.

Faderman begins her examination in 
the late ISOO’s when the term ’Romantic 
iFriends’ was used to describe women who 
loved other women. Interestingly, at the 
turn of the century these relationships 
were encouraged by society, especially the 
middle classes. The were several reasons 
behind the encouragement.

During the Victorian era sexuality was 
virtually non-existent for ‘decent’ women. 
A close friendship between two women 
was not viewed as abnormal, but as an 
enhancement to their lives. The idea of two 
women being sexually active with each 
other did not cross the minds of their f am- 
ily members. If in fact the two women did 
discover genital sex, they were not con­
cerned. They enjoyed the pleasures that 
they had come upon accidentally.
It was acceptable and even encouraged 

behavior for women to sleep in the same 
bed, hold hands, kiss, send love letters, 
and generally express their affection for 
each other.

Going to colleges and becoming a Suf­
fragette were two of the opportunities for 
women that were opening up. Both of 
these fostered the bonding of women. Col­
leges for women heightened the ’Romantic 
Friendship.’ News articles from that gener­
ation use this terminology to describe the 
all-women dances and the courting ritu­
als.

Ms. Faderman writes, “WhenaVasser 
girl takes a shine to another she straight­
way enters upon a regular course of bou­
quet sending, interspersed with tinted 
notes, mysterious packages of ‘Ridley’s 
Mixed Candies,’ locks of hair perhaps and, 
many other tender tokens, until at last the 
object of her attention is captured, the two 
women become inseparable, and the 
aggressor is considered by her circle of 
acquaintances as smashed.” Besides 
“smashed,” the words “crushes” and 
“spoons” wore used to describe these rela­
tionships.

Many of these relationships endured 
past the woman’s college days and the two 
would set up housekeeping together. The 
term ‘Boston Marriages’ was coined to 
describe these same-sex living arrange­

ments. Faderman explains that it was eas­
ier for the college educated women to avoid 
marriage, not because she couldn’t find a 
decent job, but because it was widely felt 
that a woman could not have a career and 
be married simultaneously; she had to 
choose one or the other.

Working class and wealthy women of 
this era coped differently with their incli- 
nations for other women. Many of the 
working class women found that they 
were able to make a better living and have 
more freedom by cross dressing. They 
sometimes moved to new cities and 
assumed the identity of men. Because of 
the dress style and the naivete of the times, 
many were able to successfully conceal 
their femininity their entire lifes.

Wealthy women would often marry and 
continue their relationships with their 
female friends. Faderman’s diligent 
research uncovered letters and journals 
from one woman to another during this 
era that were obvious ly written by two peo­
ple in love. The clarity and the poetry of 
this period’s writing time make one long 
for the return of such romance.

Yet, times were changing. The Victorian 
era was ending, ideas and professions 
were emerging and sexuality was 
acknowledged. An explosion of les­
bianism emerged again in the 1920’s. 
Rebellion set in among the younger gener- 
ation and permissiveness among the 
sophisticated. Freudian theory became 
widely known; sex and sexuality were 
explored.

Fiction from the 20’s had many lesbian 
characters and overtones. Harlem’s blues 
divas sang and talked about their homo­
sexual experiences. Faderman chronicles 
the black lesbians’ subculture that existed, 
along with the other classes.

Faderman includes individual and 
group photographs, taken from the late 
ISOO’s to present, in her book. These 
images of lesbians are a fascinating peek 
into our ‘ ‘herstory. ’ ’ One particular favorite 
of mine is a prom picture taken in the 
1930’s at the University of Texas. It is of 
all women students dressed in their best, 
tuxedos and evening gowns.

The go’s were a harsh time due to the 
depression and repression that was build­
ing. There existed a culture nevertheless, 
and stories of how women coped make for 
thoughtful reading. Eleanor Roosevelt’s 
affair is mentioned. A new phrase was 

coined for the gay populace ‘ ‘ In the Lif e. ” 
Faderman theorizes that the American 

government and World War II gave us the 
beginning of a large gay population in the 
cities. During the war homosexuality was 
not allowed to interfere with the urgency of 
fighting manpower. The law of supply and 
demand was such that the demand for bod­
ies far outweighed any considerations of 
one’s sexuality, gay or lesbian.

The war meant that men were not able to 
work in the factories, so women were 
’drafted’ to take their place. Massive PR 
campaigns were aired over the radio and 
movies, written in magazines, urging 
women to leave their homes and help fight 
the war, by working. Women’s dress code 
changed; they were encouraged, or 
demanded to wear pants. One conse­
quence of this change was the emergence 
of defined role playing—the butch/femme 
became more pronounced.

When the war ended the Pentagon 
decided to purge its ranks of those “homo­
sexuals.” They loaded them up on “Queer 
ships” and were sent with “undesirable” 
discharges to the nearest U.S. port. Many, 
feeling disgraced, could not face going 
home. So they stayed were they had been 
dumped. This helps explain the existence 
of large gay communities in San Fran­
cisco, New York, Los Angeles, and Bos­
ton.

Another factor was factory work. Many 
women who had migrated to metropolitan 
centers of production decided to stay after 
the war was over. The large urban homo­
sexual populations meant the bar world 
could flourish and expand, having a 
steady base of customers. This allowed for 
the beginnings of a community and the 
seeds of the gay and lesbian-feminist revo­
lution.

The 1950’s saw the lesbian movement 
take steps backwards. McCarthyism ter­
rorized the country and anything that did 
not conform to the norm was condemned. 
Many colleges required students to submit 
to a battery of tests to determine their sex­
ual inclinations. Homosexuals were some­
times thrown out of school unless they 
were willing to submit to treatment for 
their ‘disease.’ Faderman documents and 
explains the dynamics of the era.

Surprisingly it was during the 50’s and 
60’s that many subcultures of the lesbian 
experience defined themselves. Faderman 
details the different classes that emerged 

and the role playing phenomena that 
occurred. She proposes fascinating theo­
ries to explain the emergence of these phe­
nomena including the strict roles that the 
lesbian community enforced upon itself.

The last four chapters of the book deal 
with the lesbian community from the 60’s 
to the present. She discusses the complex­
ity of our times, the factions within the les- 
bian community that split it apart.
There were two movements of lesbians 

in the 60’s. The ‘gay’ women, essentialists, 
who believed they were born gay or 
became so early in life, and the lesbian­
feminists, existentialists, who choose to be 
a lesbians in the belief that it was ’politi­
cally correct’ way to deal with the patriar­
chal society. One woman who divorced her 
husband (a doctor) summed up her com­
mitment to the movement in a statement 
that was echoed by many women of the 
time, “ it was the only noble choice a 
committed feminist could make.
Prior to Stonewall in 1969, gay and les­

bian organizations had started picketing 
the White House and Pentagon. In the 
early 1970’s young, angry, educated lesbi­
ans emerged. They were unwilling to 
accept shabby treatment from society for 
their decision to love women.
“Activist gay women were not happy to 

settle for tolerance: they demanded equal­
ity and full citizenship, and they were will­
ing to be confrontational to get their 
rights,” Faderman writes.

The 80’s battle was over sex. The femi­
nist-lesbian felt that sex was used to serve 
men’s crude appetite and that it exploited 
women. The gay lesbian busy trying to 
reclaim her sexuality. A proliferation of 
lesbian porno movies, erotic literature and 
magazines flooded the market. It was per­
missible to try all types of erotic sex play 
that the feminist-lesbian frowned upon.

In the late 80’s the radical lesbian 
become middle class. She was working 
and had excess money. She became afflu­
ent andmoderate. Yet the seeds of her ear- 
lier days stayed with her and she did not 
go back into her closet, but di vers if ied her 
activities maintaining her whole identity 
with her.
“Odd Girls and Twilight Lovers” is an 

excellent book. It connects us with our 
‘ ‘herstory, ’ ’ explains how we beat the odds, 
and chronicles our evolution. It is a must 
read.

Correspondent Johnson sentenced to time in Big Charity Hospital, Part II

Following Hurricane Andrew, I fell 
from a tree-trimming ladder and was 
treated in the Emergency Room of The 
Medical Center of Louisiana, at New 
Orleans, formerly Charity Hospital. I 
suffered two “green stick” breaks of the 
left foot, in the smallest metatarsal 
bones. I also sustained cuts and 
scratches. The foot was put in a splint. 
Nothing was done for the cuts.
I was to wait seven days, then return 

toBigCharity’sOrthopedicClinic. Cuts 
on my back started healing nicely, while 
my left foot spent the week secretly 
swelling inside bandages holding the 
plaster splint under the arch and up the 
leg.

I felt lousy that week. Who wouldn’t? I 
was sore from the fall and from hob­
bling on crutches. Most of each day was 
spent flat on my back.

Apparently, every visit to “Big Char­
ity,,” one encounters a different doctor. 
This one looked at my foot, then gently 
touched it with his fingertips. I said, 
“ouch!” He said, “Just a minute,” and 
went off to fetch a second opinion. Cel­
lulites.” inflammation of cellular tissue, 
they agreed. Hospitalization was the 
sentence.

Before “Admission,,” I was sent to the 
“Plaster Room.” I had arrived at 9:00 
a.m., it was now after 4:00 p.m. and time 

for civil servants to go home. One such 
servant, a black man in a white uniform 
and a beard, said he understood my 
plight, but if he worked unauthorized 
overtime no one would pay him. I said I 
understood his plight. He smiled, and 
started wrapping 
fresh, wet plaster 
bandages up my 
foot and leg. The 
doctor entered the 
room, and said he 
would do the job 
himself. The plas­
terman said, “It’s 
okay, I’ll do it. Just 
be sure you tell my 
supervisor you 
ordered this.”

By now, the 
plaster man and I 
had grown 
friendly. I told him 
about my years in the Seaman’s Union. 
He told me how much he doubted the 
purity of purpose motivating the state’s 
purchase of Hotel Dieu, a plan heralded 
by its backers as a much needed 
improvement in New Orleans public 
health. “It’s to bail out thefatcatswho 
own Hotel Dieu. They want better 
health care? Hire more staff here!”
Cast dry, my new friend wheeled me 

down the hall to Admissions. Charity 
was built in the 1930s, during the reign 
of “Kingfish” Huey P. Long. It still 

reflects ghostlyremnants of the art deco 
taste of that time. Stylish ceiling lamps 
with missing parts hang along the mar­
ble hall. A sculpted directory, with back 
lighted glass nameplates, was built into 
the wall near the main entrance. It 

showed years of 
neglect. Most of its 
little, glass win­
dows were gone, 
and a Milky Way 
candy bar wrap­
per protruded from 
one of the empty 
holes.

As we moved 
down the hall, my 
guide talked about 
how Charity Hos­
pital was once the 
pride of Louisiana. 
“It brought good 
public health care 

to a state that previously had little or 
none.” Its careless upkeep in the post­
Kingfish era is often noted as “proof of 
Louisiana’s inability to do things right,” 
he said, “by the same people who now 
want to ante up the purchase price, law­
yer’s price, and bond broker’s price to 
buy Hotel Dieu.” We both laughed.

Gallows humor faded as we came 
through the Admission Office doors. 
Two lonely elderly women; an ancient 
man, accompanied by his daughter; and 
a young woman, sitting between her 

parents quietly crying, were in various 
stages of intake interviews.

Tall, curtainless windows announced 
it had grown dark outside. I had eaten 
nothing since morning. An intake per­
son said I would be fed in the ward, once 
the paper work was finished. When it 
was, I was given over to a young white 
man who smelled of cigarettes. He took 
me in a wheelchair train of patients toa 
very new, and very fast elevator.

I was the last dropped off. The doors 
opened on a cavernous hall that curved 
out of eyesight. The lighting was dim, 
but I could see tiles were missing from 
the floor.
Inside my ward, in my bed, I am asked 

more questions. My foot is packed in ice. 
An intravenous drip is put in my arm, I 
am told things, like where the bathroom 
is and about a lounge “where your peo­
ple can rest.” I had no people with me.

I asked about food, Dinner was over 
two hours ago, a young black nurse said. 
At first she acted defensive, then smiled 
and said she would see what she could 
do. I fell asleep, then awoke tofind acold 
cheese sandwich on white bread on the 
tray by my bed. With it was a box of 
milk, and some crackers.

part, true story of treatment at The Med- 
ical Center of Louisiana at New Orle­
ans, formerly Charity Hospital. The 
first part appeared in The New Voice, 
Dec. 4-10,1992.

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Self-healing classes originated by Michael Wilson reach 6th anniversary

Michael K. Wilson has been interested 
in helping other reach their full poten­
tial in self healing for quite some time 
now. Back in 1987 as a general manager 
of Parkway Athletics, a local gay gym 
near Allen Parkway and Waugh Drive, 
Michael began to see a need for positive 
feedback, support and direction for 
members of our community and their 
families and friends.
“Originally only twelve or thirteen 

people showed up for some relaxation 
and meditation courses,” Michael told 
me during a recent interview at AMove- 
able Feast where he is nowmanager. “It 
began to catch on with other PWAs who 
began asking questions and wanting 
classes in health, diet, food combina­
tion, the immune system and many 
other topics. As more and more of the 
guys began attending and telling 
friends and family about the classes, the 
family members became curious about 
the topics that were offered and began 
attending,too.”

Parkway was one of the first informa­
tion support systems in Houston, 
according to Michael, and at the same 
time their classes began, Bering Church 
started similar classes. Then came the 
closing of Parkway, much to the disap­
pointment of owners, staff and mem­
bers alike. “We thought the end was at 
hand for our self-healing classes, but 
Center For A Positive Lifestyle (now 
Montrose Palace) asked us to move the 
program to their building and we never 
missed a week.”

For approximately the f irst year and a 
half the classes were exclusively for peo­
ple and family of people with HIV. How­
ever, a major change occurred at The 
Center. The classes began to open up to 
everyone. Men, women, HIV+, non-HIV, 
straight, gay, etc., all began to attend 
and the focus on self-healing and 
became intermingled with other topics 
of interest to a broader number of peo­
ple.
“Classes grew and grew until we grew 

out of that location and we moved into 
the Spectrum Center on Audubon,” 
Michael said, “we’ve been there now for 
three years. It’s awonderful place. It 
has a special feel about it.”

Michael K. Wilson’s Self Healing 

Classes offer a phenomenal variety of 
information to many types of people. 
Classes are composed of straights, gays, 
lesbians, housewives, professionals, col­
lege students, blacks, orientals, angles, 
hispanics, and numerous others from 
diverse ethnic, cultural and economic 
backgrounds.
“The classes started out of a need in 

myself to help others, but it’s taken on 
an energy of it’s own and now I do it as a 
sort of therapy for myself.” Wilson 
added, “peoplehaveaneed toknowand 
as we of f er more and more topics they 
find of interest, the classes will continue 
to grow. We are cramped in our present 
quarters, but we take it a day at a time.”

The techniques and exercises used in 
classes help people reach and expand 
their state of consciousness and well 
being and include: special guest speak­
ers, using a holistic format, willing to 
share their knowledge on a variety of 
topics including herbs, vitamins, nutri­
tion, exercise and 
metaphysics;
guided imagery 
and visualization; 
group mirror 
work; deep theta 
meditations; deep 
breathing exer­
cises; group and 
individual attitu­
dinal healing; and 
stretching and 
toning exercises. 
All of this comes 
with powerful 
affirmations of 
self-love and
empowerment. Michael K. Wilson 
Topics include

such titles as: Diets Don’t Work; The 
One Hour Orgasm; Vitamins, Herbs & 
Nutrition; On Learning to Love, Trust 
and Value Yourself; Tai Chi—The 
Dance of the Universe; Releasing the 
Past Through Forgiveness of Self and 
Others; The Healing Properties of Aloe 
Vera; Aura Photography and many 
more subjects of interest to numerous 
individuals.

Guest speakers are just as varied as 
the topics themselves with a few regular 
speakers covering many different sub­
jects. Some of the major supporters in 
spirit of Michael’s classes are Louise 

Hay author of “You Can Heal Your 
Life”; Dr. Bernie Siegel, author of “Love,

remedies, natural cosmetics, literature 
on various related subjects, groceries, 
and more. Of course many items are cov­
ered in Michael’s classes. Michael is a 
very sincere business person with great 
product knowledge in the realm of holis- 
ticmerchandising, metaphysics, whole 
health, etc. Beside teaching his classes, 
which celebrated their sixth anniver­
sary on Jan. 6th of this year, he is also a 
regular contributor toUptownExpress 
Magazine, TWT and other publications. 
“Many people don’t believe in self 

healing,” Wilson said, “but as Deepak 
Chopra put it, if you don’t believe in 
mind/body connections, how do you 
wiggle your toes? And Louise Hay is a 
little more graphic when she says, the 
last time you had a fantasy and mastur­
bated—how did your body react? I think 
these are proof of mind body connec­
tions. People just need to channel these 
connections toward healing.”

Perhaps there is something to this 
“self-healing” thing Michael is touting. 
If you want to attend some of the upcom­
ing classes but are still “sitting on the 
pity pot,” get up and quit taking your 
poor pitiful me attitude and saying 
“ain’t it awful” about your condition. 
Learn what you can do for yourself to 
aid in turning yourself around. Even if 
all you accomplish is a better outlook 
and attitude—that in itself is some­
thing.
Classes meet every Wednesday night

San Francisco General Hospital AIDS study focuses on cell therapy

SOUTH SAN FRANCISCO, Calif., 
Wednesday, Dec. 23 (AP)—TimOviatt 
has good reason to hope that an AIDS 
research study at San Francisco Gen­
eral Hospital will open new doors to 
treatment of the plague that has killed 
so many of his friends.

He, too, has AIDS.
“I am very hopeful,” said Oviatt, a 

San Francisco clothing shop ownerwho 
has taken the drug AZT for three years.
Oviatt and 19 others will participate 

in the study, which begins this month 
and will test the effectiveness of combat­
ting AIDS-related tumors known as 
Kaposi’s sarcoma, which strikes cells 
lining blood vessels.

The study will be the third, most 
extensive trial of an unusual procedure 
known as “cell therapy.” White blood 
cells, known as CDS cells, are removed 
from the patient’s blood, then isolated 

and treated with small doses of Inter- 
leuken sll, a cancer-fighting drug, and 
phytohemaglutina, a soybean extract.

The cells are then incubated for two to 
three weeks, when they multiply about 
tenfold, then are reinfused by the bil­
lions into the patient’s bloodstream.

The idea is to use a patient’s own cells 
to fight the tumors, and thus promote 
the healing of the body’s immune sys­
tem, damaged by the HIV virus.
The small biotechnology firm in 

Santa Clara that developed the proce­
dure—Applied Immune Sciences Inc.— 
says it has shown good results in two 
earlier tests, and no negative side 
effects. It hopes the study will confirm 
cell therapy’s effectiveness against 
Kaposi’s and also help develop a broad 
treatment for AIDS and other immune 
diseases.
“We think we have a process that is 

anti-HIV, anti-cancer, anti-viral and 
anti-fungal,” said Dr. Thomas B. Oka- 

rma, president, chief executive and chief 
scientist for AIDS.

Okarma, a doctor at Stanford Univer­
sity Medical School before founding the 
company, said he hopes the treatment 
will prove so effective it transforms 
AIDS into a disease like tuberculosis: 
serious, potentially deadly, but inmost 
cases treatable.

AIDS activists in San Francisco are 
watching the test closely.
“It’s one of the first real efforts to 

begin rebuilding a damaged immune 
system. It’s a new way to deal with 
AIDS and one we support real aggres­
sively,” saidMartinDelaney, director of 
Project Inform, a San Francisco-based 
AIDS advocacy and information group.

Dr. James Kahn, associate director of 
the AIDS program at San Francisco 
General and assistant professor of med­
icine at the University of California at 
San Francisco, is directing the study. 
Eight people have been enrolled; in all,

20 people will be tested, Kahn said.
“We need to find other and powerful 

ways to affect HIV, to affect the conse­
quences of immune suppression and 
begin to explore ways to even restore 
immune functions,” he said. “This is one 
novel way to evaluate that. That’s its 
promise.”

Kahn said he hopes to present some 
preliminary results from the study at 
the international conference on AIDS in 
Berlin in June.
Cell therapy so far has been used in 

treating cancer, especially kidney can­
cer, and in bone marrow transplanta­
tion. Recent tests at Stanford also indi­
cate it may be effective against one 
strain of muscular dystrophy.

An earlier cell therapy study in Pitts­
burgh—using the “Collector” technol­
ogy-showed that the procedure works 
without toxic effects. Because of the 
strong side effects of full-dosage Inter- 
lueken II, that had been a central con­
cern.
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Playwright Terrence McNally: ‘Experience, not imagination, is the key’

“Playwriting is not literature, it’s show 
business.”

This statement is tailor-made to stir 
debate among the literati. When uttered 
by a playwright, however it evokes 
dumbfounded silence. Or at least that s 
what happened to me when Terrence 
McNally said those words as we spoke 
over the phone.
Still when discussing an art form with 

someone so awash in success, it’s easy 
to make allowances (no matter how 
much you might disagree with him).

And success, which did not come 
quickly or easily, is something which 
McNally is very much now enjoying. 
Over the last six years, he has had four 
critical and commercial hit plays (”It’s 
Only a Play,” “Frankie and Johnny at 
the Clair de Lune,” “The Lisbon Travi- 
ata,” and “LipsTogether,TeethApart”). 
He penned a widely acclaimed screen­
play adaptation of “Frankie and 
Johnny.” He won an Emmy for “Andre’s 
Mother,” an American Playhouse pro­
duction about a mother and a gay man, 
and the range of emotion each experi­
ences for her son/his lover, who has died 
of AIDS.

His present position notwithstand­
ing, he does not forget the path he trod to 
it. He still manages to endure promo­
tional exercises such as his conversa­
tion with me. “It’s hard to talk about my 
work. When I’m writing I’m not con­
cerned with any theme. My plays are 
not a philosophy of life, but you always 
ask me what I meant by this or what I 
meant by that. I don’t know what I 
meant; I leave that to the critics. When 
you’re writing you’re worried about 
characters.”

And it is in his characters, then, that 
one learns the most about him. Whether 
it be the operaphile queens of “Travi- 
ata” or the yuppie couples who deal war­
ily with AIDS in “Lips Together,” his 
characters are “always informed of cur­
rent themes.” The resulting stage per­
sonalities are representative of the var- 
i ed aspects of an artist who seems bull­

ish and strong but also grasping and 
uncertain.

McNally’s multi-faceted personality 
is made manifest in his superb dialogue. 
He is recognized as a master of charac­
ter interaction, a quality he attributes to 
high school years in Texas.

A close associate of McNally’s in 
Houston recalled introducing him as a 
speaker at a Rice University engage­
ment. In the course of the introduction, 
he mentioned thatMcNallydidnotcon- 
sider himself a Texas playwright. When 
McNally stood at the podium, however, 
he corrected his 
friend. Texas was, 
in a sense, respon­
sible for his skill in 
dialogue.

Corpus Christi, 
where McNally 
grew up, was one 
of the last cities of 
any appreciable 
size in the U.S. to 
receive television. 
Because of this, 
when McNally 
was in high school 
he was still listen­
ing to the radio. He 
was thus able to 
master his tech­
nique.

His characters 
are of paramount 
importance. They 
are where he Terrence McNally 
starts. “I get the 
idea for characters and then I place 
them in situations. He says, she says 
and what happens moment to moment. 
We react to situations and reveal our 
characters.”

Because he disdains labels, I refrain 
from asking him about his role as a gay 
playwright, or playwright who is gay 
(as he would prefer), but I do inquire 
about the autobiographical nature of 
his works, and he acknowledges the 
input from his personal history. “How 
can you write an emotion you’ve never 
experienced? My characters are emo­

tionally autobiographical. They’re 45% 
me, 45% others and 10% imagination.”

Finding the 45% that’s him, of course, 
requires an examination of his past, and 
speculation as to which influences were 
strongest. For McNally does not enjoy 
talking about his life anymore than 
about his work.

Like many artists he traces his piv­
otal inspiration to his early childhood. 
He is the son of a Corpus Christi beer 
distributor and a housewife. When he 

Much to his sur­
prise, he received 
an answer.

Shortly thereafter he was an active 
participant in the Studio’s workshops. 
He performed odd jobs around the stu­
dio learning what he could. Eventually 
the studio staged a production of his 
play. While there, he met another young 
playwright who would become a close 
friend, Edward Albee.

He had been there almost a year when 
one of the directors offered him the 
opportunity to spend a year as the tutor 
for the children of a man who was sail­
ing around the world. The man turned 
out to be John Steinbeck.

After a year of tutoring, he returned to 
New York and by 1964 his second play, 
“And Things That Go Bump in the 
Night,” premiered on Broadway. It 
opened to scathing reviews.

Unsure what to do next, he was unin­
tentionally aided by actor James Coco, 
who complained that parts were never । 
written with fat men in mind.

McNally went to work on “Next.” The 
show became an off- Broadway hit. 
More successes followed: “Where Has 
Tommy Flowers Gone?” (1971), “The 
Tubs” and “Bad Habits” (both 1974) 
and “The Ritz” (1975). The latter was a 
hugely popular comedy set in a gay 
bathhouse.

But success was not to be a constant 
companion. His next work, “Broadway, 
Broadway” was meant to be a tribute to 
life in the theater. Itwas so universally 
panned that it precipitated a severe case 
of writer’s block. He started drinking.

McNally fought alcohol and writer’s 
block for several years. Itwas not until a 
director friend suggested he re-write 
“Broadway, Broadway” than he began 
to emerge from his career trough.
“It’s Only a Play” opened in 1986 and 

itwas as hailed as “Broadway, Broad­
way” had been deplored. The New York 
Times said, “Only a writer who has 
loves the theater and has survived its 
bloodiest wars could have written a

like this one.”
McNally was back. His only recent 

slip has been a much maligned musical 
version of “Kiss of the Spider Woman,” 
and even that has proven to be a hit in 
London.

McNally only modestly takes credit 
for his appeal. He explains his humility 
in appropriately metaphoric terms. 
“The theater is a medley of the present. 
It’s all very immediate. It’s working 
with other people. Playwrights provide 
the blueprint. Then the decorator, the 
actors and director, come in. My chairs 
are who you’re going to see on stage.”

This may be true perhaps, but even 
the most resplendent chaise longue 
can’t dress-up a poorly built house.

Memorial set for first openly gay minister ordained in the Episcopal Church
ABILENE, Texas, Monday, Dec. 28 
(AP)—Friends of the Rev. J. Robert Wil­
liams planned to remember today the 
first openly gay minister to be ordained 
in the Episcopal Church at a memorial 
service in his hometown of Abilene.

Williams died on Christmas Eve at 
Beth Israel Hospital in Boston of an 
AIDS-related pulmonary infection. He 
was 37.

Williams, who was asked to resign 
just six weeks after his controversial 
ordination in Dec. 1989, was diagnosed 
with AIDS in Nov. 1990.
“Robert taught me a number of things 

I’m forever grateful for,” said New Jer­

sey Bishop John S. Spong, the man who 
ordained Williams in 1989, only to ask 
him to resign weeks later.
“He taught me a lot about what gifts 

gay and lesbian people might have to 
give to the church, ’ ’ Spong said. “ I regret 
the path that his life took. I think it’s a 
sad waste. He was an enormously gifted 
man.”

Williams renounced his association 
with the Episcopal Church in 1991, but 
continued to work as a Christian priest, 
joining the Western Orthodox Catholic 
Church in America. The group is a small 
denomination unaffiliated with Rome 
or the Eastern Orthodox Church.

Born in Abilene on July 21,1955, Wil­
liams was raised as a Southern Baptist.

He was a 1975 graduate of Abilene 
Cooper High School, where he was a 
member of the band, a student council 
officer and was awarded the Abilene 
Reporter-News scholarship for journal­
ism.

He was a 1979 graduate of Hardin- 
Simmons University where he was edi­
tor of the school paper, the Brand.

He was active in Abilene Community 
Theater and was arts and entertain­
ment editor for the Reporter-News. He 
also worked as a journalist in Dallas 
and Fort Worth before dedicating his 

life to religion.
He received his master’s of divinity 

degree in 1988 fromtheEpiscopalDivin­
ity School in Cambridge.

Williams was the author of “Just As I 
Am: A Practical Guide to Being Out, 
Proud and Christian,” and had been 
working on a second book, “Beloved 
Disciple,” based on the relationship 
between Jesus and Lazarus.

Survivors include his partner, Kevin 
McKowen of Boston, and his father and 
stepmother, Bob and Patsy Williams of 
Abilene.

His body will be cremated and the 
ashes scattered over Cape Cod Bay.

The largest civil rights demonstration 
in the history of this country occurred in 
Washington, D.C. in 1987. For four 
days, over 650,000 gay men, lesbians, 
their friends, families, supporters and 
sympathizers held a spotlight on Wash­
ington at they converged for celebra­
tions, mockweddings, protests, civil dis­
obedience and remembrance. Of course, 
this was the Gay and Lesbian March on 
Washington.

Speaking of the 1987march and rally, 
Whoopi Goldberg said, it was an 
“incredibly moving experience,” and 
Virginia Apuzzo said “we’renobody’s 
nasty little secret anymore... we vow to 
spend our dollars, our votes, and our 
nights in j ail to make the injustice that 
stalks our lives vivid to our nation.”

Guest speaker Robin Tyler put it best, 
“...hear this straight America. For 
years, for centuries, we gays have 
survived yourmental institutions, your 
penal institutions, and your behavior 
modification. We have survived your 
hurting our families and loved ones. We 
have even survived closets, which you 
told us stood for privacy, but which we 
found out stood for prison—and we 
came out. ...Do you understand, Amer­
ica, that 12% of the little boys and girls 
growing up today are going to be lesbi­
ans and gays—not faggots, dykes, 
queers and sissies. We are doing this to 
save our children.”

On April 25,1993, a second March on 
Washington for Lesbian, Gay and Bi 
Equal Rights and Liberation will take 
place. Its organizers are calling for 
unity, diversity and solidarity.

Activities are planned for several 
days leading up to the march. Opening 
day, Wednesday, April 21 will feature an 
historical exhibit. Activities scheduled 
for the next several days include: lobby­
ing, a student conference, achorus festi­
val a masquerade ball, amass wedding, 
a drag show extravaganza, a Texas two 

step party, the Harvey MilkMemorial 
unveiling, motorcycle runs, an s/m 
leather fetish conference, lesbian/gay 
bands of America concerts, and a les­
bian physicians conference. Finally, 
The March. Something for everyone, so 
to speak.

According to a statement from the 
March on Washington committee “the 
lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender 
movement recognizes that our quest for 
social justice fundamentally links us to 
the struggles against racism and sex­
ism, class bias, economic injustice and 
religious intolerance. We must realize if 
one of us is oppressed we are all

oppressed. The diversity of our move­
ment requires and compels us to stand 
in opposition to all forms of oppression 
that diminish the quality of life for all 
people. We will be vigilant in our deter­
mination to rid our movement and our 
society of all forms of oppression and 
exploitation, so that all of us can 
develop to our full human potential 
without regard to race, religion, sexual 
qrientation/identification, identity, 
gender and gender expression, ability 
age, or class.

Poll says Colorado residents still support anti-gay rights amendment
DENVER, Sunday, Jan. 3 (AP)—More 
than half of Coloradans think homosex­
uals hurt their cause by overreacting to 
the anti-gay rights amendment voters 
approved two months ago, according to 
a new poll.

The Denver Post-News 4 Poll released 
Sunday also found that most residents 
hadn’t changed their stance and criti­
cism of Amendment 2 has made them 
less likely to support repeal of it.

Amendment 2 bars civil rights protec­
tions based on sexual orientation. It was 
approved in November by nearly 54 per­

cent of voters. Since then, gay leaders 
have called for a boycott of the state and 
several conventions have been moved 
elsewhere.

The poll was conducted by Talmey- 
Drake Research & S trategy, which inter­
viewed 606 adult Colorado residents by 
telephone from Dec. 15-23. It had a mar- 
gin of error of 4 percentage points.

The poll found 94 percent of those 
interviewed hadn’t changed their minds 
about Amendment 2, and 43 percent 
said the boycott made them less likely, 
rather than more likely, to support its 

repeal.
Fifty-six percent of the respondents 

said overreaction to the amendment by 
homosexuals hurt their cause.
“Now they’re being called bigots and 

theyresent that,” said pollsterPaulTal- 
mey. He said the poll confirmed that 
amendment backers were successful in 
depicting the measure as amove to pre­
vent “special” protections for homosex­
uals.

Only 15 percent of the poll’s respon­
dents believe Colorado is less tolerant of 
gays than other states.

Will Perkins, board chairperson of 
Colorado for Family Values, which peti­
tioned to get the amendment on the bal­
lot, said the gay-rights activism spa­
wned by passage of the measure was 
indicating to people that homosexuals 
want special legal status.

But Robert Briggs-Daniels, a spok­
esperson for Boycott Colorado, which 
helped organize the boycott, said it isn’t 
a question of “special” rights but 
“equal” rights. He said the boycott 
would start changing attitudes when its 
economic impact is felt.

Texas Health Department says state to feel AIDS federal funding cut
AUSTIN, Wednesday, Dec. 30 (AP)— 
Texas’ AIDS prevention efforts will be 
made harder by a cutback in federal 
funds, but the ultimate effect won’t 
show up for some time, a state Health 
Department spokesperson said Wednes­
day.
“You may be looking at two or three 

years down the road before anyone can 
point and say an increased number of 
cases is a direct result of a reduction in 
funding,” said Doug McBride of the 
Texas Department of Health.

However, he said, “Any reduction in 

funds is going to, at the very best... 
make it much more difficult to do what 
needs to be done.”

Texas is getting about $6.9 million for 
1993, down about $500,000 from this 
year, McBride said. He said that’s on top 
of a 13 percent reduction last year.
There have been 17,334 cases of 

acquired immune deficiency syndrome 
reported in Texas since the state began 
collecting the statistics in the early 
1980s, McBride said. That is the total 
reported as of Dec. 1.

Of those people, 11,547 have died, he 

said.
Prevention programs include public 

information, education and testing.
Health care advocates in Austin said 

the cutback will almost certainly mean 
more people will get the disease.

It s going to happen—maybe not the 
day after the cuts in funding, but it’s 
going to happen,” said Saul Gonzalez, 
co-chairperson of a group that provides 
bilingual education in Austin about 
AIDS.

Janna Zumbrun, executivedirectorof 
AIDS Services of Austin, agreed.

“The less prevention and education 
you do, the less people are going to hear 
the message, and we’re going to have 
higher infection rates,” she said.
Officials said that cuts total about 

$130,000 for Travis County, the Austin 
American-Statesman reported.

McBride said the effect will vary 
among organizations and communities. 
He said that cuts to particular programs 
aren’t necessarily due to the federal cut­
back, since the application process for 
funds distributed through the Health 
Department is a competitive one

Court to hear arguments on Tampa’s repealed gay rights ordinance
TAMPA, Fla., Friday, Jan. 1 (AP)—The 
legal battles over Tampa’s repealed gay 
rights ordinance haven’t ended yet.

The Florida Supreme Court this week 
agreed to review the legality of petition 
signatures that led to the referendum in 
November. By 58-42 percent, voters 
threw out the law banning discrimina­
tion based on sexual orientation in 
housing, employment and public 
accommodations.

But Hillsborough Supervisor of Elec­
tions Robin C. Kri vanek and the City of 
Tampa argue that some signatures on 
Take Back Tampa’s referendum petition 
were invalid because the names came 
from a list of people who had not voted 
in two years.

However, a trial court and the 2nd Dis­
trict Court of Appeal already have ruled 
against Krivanek and Tampa, stating 
that the names on the list should be 
counted as registered voters for referen­
dum petition purposes.

“The issue on appeal is not gayrights, 
just the uniformity of the way they 
count signatures,” said Hillsborough 
County Attorney Emeline Acton.

Acton said a decision eitherwill rein­
state Tampa’s ordinance or redefine the 
way future voter-initiated ballot referen­
dums can be counted.

The Florida Supreme Court set oral 
argument in the case for May 6.

Take Back Tampa’s attorney, Don 
Conwell, said Thursday he is confident 

the Florida Supreme Court will affirm 
the lower courts’ findings. He said the 
high court probably agreed to review the 
case only because it potentially affects 
“aclass of constitutional officers,” that 
is, supervisors of elections.
“The law now is what the 2nd DCA 

says it is. But not everybody knows 
that,” Conwell said. “But when the 
Supreme Court says so, everybody will 
know.”

Conwell doubts the court would 
reverse a mandate from the voters.
“There’s no question about the elec­

tion results, ” he said. ‘ ‘The vast ma j ority 
said they don’t want this law in their 
city. To now come back and say the peti­
tion was flawed, and we’re going to rein­

state the ordinance? It doesn’t seem like 
good government.”
If Tampa and Krivanek lose, it could 

be expensive to taxpayers. Conwell said 
Take Back Tampa will seek costs and 
legal fees for the entire litigation.

Acton, the county attorney, said those 
costs will amount to at least $75,000. 
Acton said that if Krivanek and the city 
of Tampa lose, they will ask the state 
Division of Elections to chip in on pay­
ing the other side’s fees.
“It was their interpretation of the 

rules that got us here,” Acton said.
Mike Cochran, a staff lawyerwith the 

division in Tallahassee, called the 
state’s sharing of any fee judgment 
“real speculative.”

Local and state health departments to spend less on AIDS prevention as epidemic grows

WASHINGTON, Wednesday, Dec. 30 
(AP)—Local and state health depart­
ments across the country may have to 
scale back their AIDS prevention and 
education programs in the face of a 
spreading epidemic.
State officials were warned last 

month to expect cuts in the amount of 
federal money available to finance state 
and local health department programs 
on AIDS prevention, education, coun­
seling and testing.

Dr. Joycelyn Elders of Arkansas, pres­
ident of the Association of State and 
Territorial Health Officials, said Tues­
day that state and local programs will 
be forced to cut back on prevention and 
surveillance unless their budgets 
receive additional money.
“If we are sincere about trying to do 

something about the spread of AIDS we 
must begin to fund educational activi­

ties that will make a difference and 
reduce the number of people who are 
becoming infected,” saidElders, chosen 
by President-elect Clinton to become the 
next surgeon general.

But right now, she said, “we are not 
reaching the majority of our citizens.... 
We don’t reach our young people, our 
poor people, our uneducated people. And 
that’s where we’re seeing the greatest 
spread, where we’re seeing the epidemic 
grow. Every day 5,000 people become 
infected with HIV and if you prevent 
just half, look at howmuch money you’d 
save.”

On a related matter, she said today 
that “what the AIDS activists should be 
fighting for is universal health care for 
everyone and then we would not be tar­
geting health care by disease.

‘T’mopposed to opposed to that,” she 
said on NBC’s “Today.”

But she said that position does not 
rule out increased financing for AIDS

care and research in a Clinton adminis­
tration.
For every $1 spent on AIDS preven­

tion, the savings in health care costs is 
$30, said Kent Taylor, spokesperson for 
the federal Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention.

Taylor said the agency will actually 
provide the same amount of money to 
states for prevention programs in fiscal 
1993 as in 1992—$143.7 million. But 
states will have less money left over 
from 1992 to use this fiscal year than 
they had left from 1991.

The amount of so-called carryover 
money has tumbled from $20.8 million 
in 1991 to $15.8 million in 1992 to an esti­
mated $9.7 million in 1993, he said.
Taylor said states are finding that 

they have less money to carry over 
because they are using their grants 
more effectively.

At the same time, the AIDS epidemic 
continues to spread and more than 1

million people in the country are now 
infected with the HIV virus that causes 
the disease.

Congress set overall CDC funding for 
AIDS prevention and surveillance in 
fiscal 1993 at $498 million, up from $477 
million in fiscal 1992. But Congress also 
earmarked $27.7 million of the 1993 
total for four specif icareas: HIV preven­
tion efforts by nationalminority organi­
zations and minority community-based 
organizations; organizations for people 
with hemophilia; HIV and multidrag­
resistant tuberculosis prevention; and 
programs for HIV among women.
That has forced CDC to take $7 mil­

lion out of other AIDS programs to cover 
the difference, Taylor said.

In a Nov. 25 letter to the states, Dr. 
Alan R. Hinman, director of the 
National Center for Prevention Serv­
ices, a part of the Public Health Service, 
warned them to expect cuts in grants for 
AIDS prevention and education pro­
grams.

Regional Baptist group takes stronger stance against homosexuality
MEADOWVIEW, Va., Saturday, Dec. 26 
(AP)—A regional Baptist organization 
in southwestern Virginia has issued a 
policy statement denouncing homosex­
uality as sinful.

The board of the Lebanon Baptist 
Association said the statement was 
needed to strengthen a statewide Bap­
tist statement last month that the 
church should minister to homosexuals. 
The Virginia Baptist General Associa­
tion did not endorse homosexuality.
“We just don’t feel that it went far 

enough, said Rev, James Meriwether, 

director of the Lebanon association.
The group’s executive board adopted 

fl resolution last week saying it was 
disturbed and embarrassed by the fail­

ure of the recent Virginia Baptist Gen­
eral Association to publicly state the 
sinful and un-Biblical nature of homo­
sexuality.”

The resolution also says the Bible 
teaches that homosexuality is unnatu­
ral and an example of degrading pas­
sion.

The Meadowview-based association 

is affiliated with the Southern Baptist 
Convention and represents 42 churches 
in Bristol and Smyth and Washington 
counties.
“Our purpose is not to condemn peo­

ple... but to condemn the practice as sin­
ful,” Meriwether said. “We don’t agree 
with the statement that homosexuality 
is just a lifestyle.”

Meriwether said the board began con­
sidering the resolution after a North 
Carolina church formalized a ceremony 
for the marriage of homosexuals, and 
another church in that state agreed to 

accept homosexuals in their member­
ship.

Both churches have been excluded 
from the North Carolina Baptist Con­
vention.
Meriwether does not expect any 

action to result from the resolution. He 
said the Lebanon association has sent a 
copy of it to the state association but has 
not received a response.
“This is just a statement, and that’s 

it,” he said. “We’ve said it and we wanted 
people to hear it, and that’s the end of it.”

‘Lead Us Not Into Temptation: Catholic Priests and the Sexual Abuse of Children’
By ALAN G. ROBINSON

Angels may fear to tread, but Jason 
Barry in “Lead Us Not Into Tempta­
tion” plunges head first into a scandal 
of sexual abuse by Catholic priests and 
the persistent and deliberate cover-up of 
these abuses by the leadership of the 
Church.

Unfortunately the book is flawed. 
Barry’s excellent journalistic research 
is overshadowed by his sloppy study of 
child abuse, homosexuality, and his 
own internalized homophobia. Ignoring 
any information that does not fit his 
theory he uses the child abuse cases as a 
club for old fashioned gay bashing.

Barry’s book begins with the investi­
gation of the arrest, and later convic­
tion, of Father Gilbert Gauthe for sexual 
abuse of boys in a rural community in 
Southwest Louis iana. Opening the door 
of the clerical closet, Barry discovers 
Gauthe’s is not an isolated incident but 
one of numerous cases in his tiny Acad­
ian region and one of over 400 cases 
nationwide.

The scandal he uncovers is not just of 
the priests but of the systematic efforts 
to cover-up the assaults by large payoffs 
to the families of the victims and 
unsupervised transfers of the offending 
priests to other states. These transfers 
often place them in posts that allow the 
same access to children as before.

The major concern of the Church,

failed attempt to 
interpret his data. 
His internal con­
flicts between pro- 
fessional skill, a 
Catholic back­
ground and his 
homophobia lead 
him into a 
strained linkage of 
celibacy, homosex­
uality and child 
abuse.

Barry makes the 
specious argu­
ment that celibacy 
caused the priest­
hood to become 

increasingly a haven for homosexuals 
who naturally (unnaturally?) turn to 
pederasty to quench their sexual thirsts. 
This flies in the face of allaccepted stud­
ies of child abuse. Virtually every study 
attests to the fact that sexual abuse of 
children is a primarily heterosexual 
phenomenon.

The author also 
asserts that child 
abuse by priests is 
linked to a lack of 
appropriate (i.e., 
heterosexual) sex.

I Again he ignores 
well established 
research on child 

I abuse.
Barry attempts 

to enter into the 
academic and the­
ological debates 
about the history 
of sexuality and 
homosexuality in 
relation to Catho­
lic interpretation. 
He is a braver, if 
more foolish, man 
than I for jumping 
into that debate 
and then dismiss-

. ing the writings of
John J. McNeil, or 

Barry reports, was not for the abused 
children, the troubled priests, or terri­
fied parishes, but for the Church’s 
embarrassment. Hie frightening preva­
lence of this attitude is summed up in 
the f orward by Andrew M. Greely: “... he 
(Barry) is describing a minority of 
priests. But I think he is also describing 
the response of the 
majority of Bish­
ops and priest 
leaders.”

Barry’s investi­
gation is unbiased 
and thorough. 
Alas, Barry steps 
out of his role of 

JasonBerry, author of "Lead Us Not Into Charles Curran
Temptation" with the flippant

dogma: “And yet the Bible clearly con­
demns homosexual acts.”

Barry’s homophobic bias causes him 
to ignore any evidence conf licting with 
his theory that celibacy encourages 
homosexuals to become priests and 
opens the door for pederasty. The zeal at 
which he pursues this theory creates 
another appalling flaw in the book. 
After carefully reporting the sexual 
abuse of five girls in a single family by 
their Acadiana priest, he hardly men­
tions it again.

Barry is a good journalist and, I think, 
not a bad person. I heard him speak 
recently inNewOrleans about his book. 
He said little about homosexual priests 
and a great deal about corruption in the 
Church. And, he even mentioned the 
abuse of girls and adult women by 
priests.

In that brunch crowd of ladies in hats 
and jewels. I watched a woman in her 
thirties, a pained look on her face, stand 
and thank Barry for including abuse of 
girls and women in his talk. The pain in 
that woman’s face showed me the book 
Barry should have written.

Poll says most West Virginia residents accept women; oppose gays in military

CHARLESTON, W.Va., Monday, Jan. 4 
(AP)—-West Virginians would rather see 
women in combat than gays in uniform, 
according to The West Virginia Poll 
released Monday.
“(There should be) no discrimination 

for anyone who wants to fight for his 
country,” one person said anonymously.
“I just don’t think that homosexuals 

are men enough to fight a man’s war, ” 
another person said.
“I would not want a gay in the foxhole 

with me if he is afraid of breaking a fin­
gernail,” another said.
“(Homosexuals would) be too enticing 

while in basic training,” another said.
Also, the poll found many say Presi­

dent-elect Clinton’s lack of military 
service will have no effect on his role as 
commander-in-chief.

Also, West Virginians narrowly favor 
defense cuts to reduce the national debt, 
but they support the Star Wars missile 

defense program, according to the poll.
The West Virginia Poll interviewed 

403 adults by telephone between Nov. 30 
and Dec. 3 for The Associated Press, the 
Charleston Daily Mail and WSAZ-TV of 
Huntington.
It was conducted by Ryan-McGinn- 

Samples Research Inc. of Charleston 
and has a margin of error of plus or 
minus 4.9 percentage points. Sub­
samples have a higher margin of error.

When the poll asked about homosexu­
als in the armed forces, it found 30 per­
cent approve, 56 percent disapprove and 
14 percent did not answer or had no 
opinion.

Most of those opposed cited religious 
reasons or gays’ effects on straight sol­
diers.

Most of those who support gays said 
their sexual preference should have no 
effect on their work as soldiers.
College graduates, 43 percent, are 

most likely to approve of gays in the mil­
itary, according to the poll, and eastern 

mountains residents, 67percent, are 
most likely to oppose them.

Men, 65 percent, are more likely to 
oppose gays in the military than 
women, 49 percent, according to the 
poll.

Veterans, too, tend to oppose gays in 
the military: Among the 68 people polled 
who said they are veterans, 30 percent 
approve of gays in the service and 66 
percent disapprove, according to the 
poll.

When the poll also asked about allow­
ing women into combat, 52 percent 
approve, 41 percent disapprove and 7 
percent did not answer or had no opin­
ion, according to the poll.

Northern Panhandle residents, 64 
percent, are most likely to approve of 
allowing women in combat, and senior 
citizens and high school dropouts, 54 
percent each, are most likely to disap­
prove, according to the poll.

Women, 54 percent, were only slightly 
more likely to approve of allowing 
women in combat than men, 51 percent, 

according to the poll.
Veterans also tend to oppose women 

in combat: Among the veterans polled, 
40 percent approve of women in combat 
and 57 percent oppose them, according 
to the poll.

Asked if military spending should be 
cut to reduce the national debt, the poll 
found 49 percent of West Virginians say 
yes, 43 percent say no and 8 percent did 
not answer or had no opinion.

Asked if the Star Wars missile defense 
program should be continued, the poll 
found 54 percent say yes, 34 percent say 
no and 13 percent did not answer or had 
no opinion.

The poll also asked people if Clinton’s 
lack of military service will affect his 
ability to serve as commander-in-chief 
of the armed forces.

It found 46 percent say it will have no 
affect, 33 percent say it will have a nega­
tive effect and 14 percent say it will have 
a positive effect.

Juneau and Anchorage assemblies considering human rights commission
JUNEAU, Sunday, Jan. 3 (AP)—Two pro­
posals to set up a human rights commis­
sion in Juneau are scheduled to come 
before an assembly vote Monday after 
months of debate over whether the city 
needs such a panel.

At the heart of the issue is gay rights, 
which are not protected under state and 
federal civi 1 rights laws. The Anchorage 
Assembly has been wrestling with the 
same issue for weeks without resolving it.

One option in Juneau would create a 

human ri ghts ord inance protecting minor­
ities—including gays—from discrimina­
tion. It would also establish a human right 
commission, although that group would 
have little enforcement power.

The other choice would be to establish a 
commission that would concentrate on 
education and promoting harmony within 
the city. This proposal wouldn’t explicitly 
guarantee the ci vi 1 rights of homosexuals.

Supporters of a local human rights com­
mission have asked the assembly to pass a 

stronger version of the first option. But 
many others who oppose guaranteeing 
civil rights to gays have countered by ask­
ing the assembly not to create a commis- 
sion at all.

A proposal for a commission with strong 
enforcement powers has already been 
defeated.

Most assembly members have been non­
committal on the two options they now 
face, but others have taken a stand.

Rosalee Walker has openly opposed cre­

ation of a commission and specific refer­
ences to protected classes, while Rod 
Swope and Kim Elton have backed the 
commission concept.

Mayor Jamie Parsons predicted one of 
the choices would be approved, though he 
didn’t say which or how he would vote.

Parsons was criticized last fall for lack 
of leadership for not following through on 
a promise to push the assembly to make a 
decision by mid-November, but he said 
he’s done the best he could.

Proposed Florida law would require AIDS 
tests for medical, dental patients
TALLAHASSEE, Fla., Sunday, Jan. 3 
(AP)—AIDS tests would be required for 
many non-emergency medical and den­
tal procedures and for health practition­
ers under a proposed law filed by a state 
senator from Bradenton.

“We’re still treating AIDS as a social 
disease rather than an infectious dis­
ease,” said Republican Sen. John 
McKay. “We have to start dealing with 
this issue head-on, or the effects of it are 
going to be absolutely devastating.”

McKay, chairperson of the Senate 
Health and Rehabilitative Services 
Committee, has filed legislation man­
dating an acquired immune deficiency 
syndrome test for any patient entering a 
hospital, dentist’s office, surgical center, 
acupuncturist’s office for “any proce­
dure in which the skin is penetrated.”

Tests would not be required in emer­
gencies or for simple injections with 
throwaway needles.
Doctors, nurses and other health 

workers would also have to undergo 
periodic AIDS tests developed by their 
licensing boards.

Such efforts in the past have met with 
resistance from medical professionals 
and from AIDS activists who contend 
patients might be denied treatment or 
have their insurance canceled because 
of tests.
“The bottom line is, you wind up pre­

venting more cases of AIDS with educa­

tion than by testing,” said Lois Frankel, 
a former state legislator who now heads 
Gov. Lawton Chiles’ Red Ribbon Com­
mission on AIDS.
Frankel said Florida has seen only 

five cases where the HIV virus that 
causes AIDS has been transmitted from 
amedical practitioner to a patient—all 
five stem from South Florida dentist Dr. 
David Acer, who died of AIDS.

One of his patients, Kimberly Ber- 
galis of Fort Pierce, became a symbol of 
a new AIDS threat and testified about it 
before Congress before the disease took 
her life in Dec. 1991.
Since then, the state Board of Den­

tistry has adopted new rules requiring 
dentists to use rubber gloves and face 
masks, but no AIDS tests are required 
for patients or dentists.

McKay said his bill was not prompted 
by the Bergalis case but that her death 
underscored the need for testing. The 
legislation does not seek to deny anyone 
treatment or prevent medical profes­
sionals from working if they carry the 
HIV virus.
“In the state of Florida, physicians 

can’t even ask if a patient has HIV,” 
McKay said. “The longer we treat AIDS 
with a big mask on it, we’re not dealing 
with it as effectively as we can.”

The bill will be considered when the 
Legislature convenes its regular session 
Feb. 2.

Air force adds ‘fraternizing’ charge to case of officer challenging bans on gays
SAN ANGELO, Texas, Monday, Jan. 4 
(AP)—A 27-year-old lesbian whom the 
Air Force is trying to discharge says 
new charges against her have been 
added because of President-elect Clin­
ton’s pledge to end the military’s ban 
against gay soldiers.
First Lt. Heidi de Jesus, who was 

charged in August with sodomy and 
homosexuality, said she was inter­
rupted during her holiday leave with 
orders to stop socializing with her les­

bian partner, an airman first class at 
Goodfellow Air Force Base, where both 
are stationed.

The new charge, fraternizing with an 
enlisted person, which is deemed unpro­
fessional conduct, was added Thursday, 
said her military attorney, Capt. Ste­
phen Maxwell.
“This has only one name, and that’s 

retaliation,” said Ms. de Jesus. “They 
are very upset with how the press has 
been handling my issue. If the ban 

against gays is dropped, they need to 
have another charge to get me with.” 

Ms. de Jesus faces a less-than-honora- 
ble-discharge hearing Feb. 4. She filed 
suit Dec. 22 in a Dallas federal court to 
stop the proceedings and has been inter- 
viewed by several publications, some 
nationally.

Her civilian attorney, Bob Wightman 
of Arlington, said he would amend the 
federal court suit by requesting that the 
latest charges against his client be with­

drawn.
He said that Air Force legal officers 

assured him previously that the frater­
nization issue was irrelevant to Ms. De 
Jesus and her companion, Laura Little, 
22, because they do not work in the same 
chain of command.

Ms. Little, who is not challenging the 
ban against gays, has agreed to accept a 
promised honorable discharge, accord­
ing to Air Force documents. A native of 
El Paso, she works in the security police.

Police say serial killer may be responsible for the deaths of 4 gay men
DENVER, Thursday, Dec. 31 (AP)—Four 
gay men have been stabbed to death in 
Denver’s Capitol Hill section this year in 
what police said may be the work of a 
serial killer.

The latest victim, Anthony Carr, 33, was 
found dead in his apartment Tuesday. The 
others were slain in September, July and 

February. Two were found in apartments; 
a third, a visitor from Virginia, was found 
in his motel room.
“There are too many similarities. That’s 

bothering us all, ’ ’ Detective Bill Fairchild 
said Wednesday. “We’re looking at the pos­
sibility that all four could have been com­
mitted by the same assailant.”

Police said they have not found any 
links among the men through work, 
friends or social activities.

“We just want to get to the bottom of this 
before anyone else dies,” Fairchild said. 
“It’s got us on edge. It’s a scary deal.”

Gay leaders pointed to the passage of the 
state’s anti-gay rights amendment in 

November as evidence of hostility to 
homosexuals in Colorado.
“What Amendment 2 has done is give 

people permission to act out their worst 
fears, ’whether they be fears of gay people 
or fears of their own homosexuality,” said 
Martin Hiraga of the National Gay and 
Lesbian Task Force in Washington.

Gay rights was bravest vote of 1992 Vermont legislative session

MONTPELIER, Vt., Wednesday, Dec. 
30 (AP)—The legislative year opened 
with lawmakers focused on the state’s 
troubled budget. Their hope was merely 
to control state spending without 
stranding the neediest people.

But they went beyond government’s 
social contract with the most vulnerable 
to a larger social agenda that helped 
define Vermont values—and the role of 
government has in protecting people.
That agenda included extending civil 

rights protection to Vermont’s gays and 
lesbians, assuring most parents could 
get t ime of f f rom work to care f or a s ick 
child orparentwithout fear of retribu­
tion and committing to devising a plan 
for universal health care for Ver­
monters.

Perhaps the bravest vote any legisla­
tor cast this year was in favor of gay 
rights. After the bill passed, some legis­
lators received hate mail and threaten­
ing telephone calls, including the bill’s 
major proponent, Sen. David Wolk, D- 
Rutland.

The measure won a wide margin on 
the first vote and narrowly on final 
approval one Friday. Pressure over the 
weekend from friends and constituents 
prompted Rep. Robert Starr, D-Troy, 
who had voted for the bill, to ask the 
House to reconsider its action.

Lajvmakers refused.
Support for the gay rights legislation, 

which bans discrimination in housing, 
banking, employment and other areas, 
came in the same year as conservative 
groups in Oregon and Colorado were 
trying to overturn local gay rights legis­

lation.
Vermont’s bill won support from a 

well-organized gay and lesbian commu­
nity, and from the personal appeal of 
one openly homosexual legislator, Ron­
ald Squires of Guilford. Vocal support 
also came from a few Republicans, 
including Rep. Megan Price, R-Fair 
Haven, whose stand may have contrib­
uted to her re-election defeat.
“I do know that there were several 

votes that changed as a result of my 
speech—they came up to me and said 
so,” Squires said.

Japanese AIDS epidemic, said to be growing, is still shrouded in secrecy

TOKYO, Saturday, Jan. 2 (AP)— 
Although he frequented gay bathhouses 
and didn’t use condoms, poet Yutaka 
Hirata didn’t worry much about AIDS.

Now he knows he was dead wrong, 
and so does the rest of Japan. Hirata 
caused a national sensation when he 
became the first Japanese to publicly 
acknowledge he caught the AIDS virus 
through sex.
Hirata—who used only his pen 

name—made his announcement in 
October, long after the first AIDS cases 
surfaced here in the mid-1980s. But 
those cases were linked to foreigners, 
causing a false sense of security.
That complacency has been replaced 

by dread as the number of confirmed 
cases starts to soar. In the first 11 
months of 1992, 424 cases of AIDS or 
infection with HIV, the virus that causes 
AIDS, were reported—almost double the 
number reported in all of 1991.

In all, some 500 cases of full-blown 
AIDS and 2500 cases of infection with 
HIV have been confirmed in Japan. 
Health officials estimate there are at 

least 10 undiagnosed cases for every 
person known to be infected.

But the fatal illness is still treated at 
arm’s length, even though secrecy and 
the belief it is a foreigners’ disease has 
helped spread AIDS.

Officials still stress that many people 
infected with HIV in Japan are prosti­
tutes from Southeast Asia. Sufferers 
can face social ostracism and medical 
neglect.
Hirata withheld his real name during 

his remarkable news conference, which 
made the nightly news and was fea­
tured in major newspapers and maga­
zines. Although he wanted to help other 
AIDS sufferers, he said he did not want 
to cause embarrassment for his family.

A World Health Organization expert 
on AIDS predicted in mid-December 
that the nations of Asia will soon 
replace Africa as the region with the 
most new HIV infections each year.

The government is widely blamed for 
failing to educate the public about 
AIDS. It is trying to make up lost 
ground with warnings that casual sex is 
risky and exhortations that AIDS suf­
ferers not be subject to prejudice.

New government programs to fight 
AIDS are announced almost daily. The 
media has jumped on the bandwagon 
with a barrage of AIDS-related televi­
sion programs, including documenta­
ries, game shows and sex education 
shows.
Part of the crusade includes the first 

feature film by a major studio on the 
issue.

Tearful audiences cringe as the docu- 
drama “Hug Me, Then Kiss Me” drives 
home its message that AIDS isnotafor- 
eign disease and that its victims must be 
treated with compassion.

But it is American basketball star 
Magic Johnson—not a Japanese celeb- 
rity-who introduces the movie. A foun­
dation established by Johnson, who 
retired from playing after testing posi­
tive for HIV, provided money for the 
movie, along with the government.

The plot centers around Keiko, an 
of f ice workerwho discovers she got the 
AIDS virus from a college boyfriend. 
Desperate for comfort, she goes to bed 
several times with a new boyfriend 
without telling him she is infected. As 
he sleeps beside her, she turns on the gas 
in an unsuccessful attempt to kill them 

both.
Keiko also faces hospitals that do not 

accept AIDS patients and co-workers 
who joke about the disease—as many 
Japanese do. The mother of the man 
who infected Keiko says her son, who 
lies dying in a back room, is “traveling 
overseas.”

Few Japanese know people who have 
tested positive for the AIDS virus, but 
doctors say that is only because suffer­
ers are afraid to make their condition 
public.
Japanese traditionally view serious 

illnesses or disabilities as sources of 
shame and signs of s in in a previous life.

Some families investigate the back­
ground of potential in-laws forundesira- 
ble qualities they think might damage 
their reputation, such as an ancestor 
belonging to the former “burakumin” 
outcast community. Such undesirable 
traits now include a relative with the 
AIDS virus.

When AIDS first surfaced here, it was 
invariably traced to foreign sources. 
Since intravenous drug use is rare and 
the homosexual community keeps a low 
profile, many Japanese believed there 
was little risk of contracting AIDS.

Judge orders North Carolina to offer anonymous AIDS testing in all counties
RALEIGH, Monday, Jan. 4 (AP)—Mem­
bers of an AIDS activist group have 
mixed emotions about a judge’s decision 
restoring anonymous AIDS testing in 
all 100 North Carolina counties.
“The membership is ecstatic that a 

grassroots organization could prevail in 
a legal battle against the state of North 
Carolina,” Steve Harris, spokesperson 
for AIDS Coalition to Unleash Power or 
ACT UP Triangle, said in a news 
release.
“However, it is very disconcerting 

that ACT UP Triangle was forced to 
take legal action in response to the Mar­

tin administration’s injection of politi­
cal ideology into public health policy.” 

State health administrators declined 
to say whether they will seek an appeal. 
Don Follmer, a spokesperson for the 
Department of Environment, Health 
and Natural Resources, said he does not 
know whether Governor-elect Jim 
Hunt’s administration will support 
anonymous testing.
“This is a public health issue, not a 

civil rights issue,” Follmer said. “I’m 
amazed that the judge couldn’t see the 
wisdom in that.”

Wake County Superior Court Judge

Orlando F. Hudson issued a preliminary 
injunction against the state Commis­
sion for Health Services, ruling that the 
agency’s 1991 decision to eliminate such 
testing in 83 counties violated the rights 
of people in those areas.

Hudson’s ruling was in response to a 
civil suit filed by ACT UP. The group 
had argued that eliminating anony­
mous testing will keep those most at 
risk—intravenous drug users, and gay 
or bisexual men—from being tested.
State health officials had argued that 

requiring people to give their names 
when being tested for the human immu­

nodeficiency virus allows the state to 
better track drug and sexpartners of 
infected people. The state wants to 
phase out anonymous testing by 1994.

Stewart Fisher, attorney for ACT UP, 
argued that theCommissionfor Health 
Services would violate the rights of 
some North Carolina citizens by elimi­
nating anonymous testing in certain 
areas.
“Therefore, the action by the state 

established a special class of persons in 
North Carolina based upon where they 
live,” Harris said. “This policy violated 
the equal protection clause of the U.S. 
and N.C. Constitutions.”

New Mexico health experts say safe sex message may be lost on gay men
ALBUQUERQUE, Wednesday, Dec. 30 
(AP)—A safe sex message in this era of 
AIDS may be lost on a disturbing num­
ber of homosexual and bisexual men, 
state health experts and AIDS activists 
say.
“There is a new generation of young 

gay men who think it can’t happen to 
them,” said Eric Wolf, manager of the 
state Department of Health’s AIDS Pre­
vention Program. “It is not a safe thing 
to think.”
Health experts and AIDS activists 

also said many older homosexual and 

bisexual men are relapsing into risky 
sexual behaviors after tiring of using 
condoms and other safer sex practices.

Educators who talk to gay and bisex­
ual men say it’s not enough to discuss 
the danger of ri sky sexual behavior and 
the need for AIDS testing.
“My guess is that much of it depends 

on self-esteem,” said Dale Guillot, assist- 
ant director forNewMexico AIDS Serv­
ices, an Albuquerque-based non-profit 
group. “I think it is a matter of, ‘If I care 
enough about myself, I’ll make deci­
sions that protect my health. If I don t, 

I’ll make the easier decision with the 
more immediate payoff.’”

Unsafe sexual practices are defined 
as any exchange of bodily fluids among 
two people, either one of whom is 
infectedwithHIV, the virus thatcauses 
AIDS. Kissing isn’t considered risky 
behavior.

A change in criteria for diagnosing 
AIDS is expected to add many more 
New Mexicans to the ranks of those 
with the deadly disease at a time when 
government funding for services is 
being cut. New Mexico’s HIV-AIDS 

Services Program is being frozen to 
those enrolled as of Jan. 4.
Currently, anyone who is HlV-posi- 

tive and who has any of 23 different 
infections or secondary diseases is diag­
nosed with AIDS. As of Friday, the defi­
nitionwill be enlarged to include three 
more conditions and anyone who tests 
HIV-positive and shows a decline in a 
critical subpopulation of infection-fight­
ing white blood cells.

AIDS hospice, named ‘The Passage,’ opens in reclaimed building South in Texas

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas, Monday, 
Dec. 28 <AP>—A two-story brick apart­
ment building, constructed in the 1920s, 
was home to several families over six 
decades in an older central neighbor­
hood. Vacated in the late 1980s, it deteri­
orated and attracted only unwelcome 
visitors like vagrants and drug abus­
ers.

Today, the building has been reno­
vated and once again is a home to South 
Texans dying of AIDS.

The completion of the hospice-like 
facility, called The Passage, is a mile­
stone for a handful of members of the 
now-defunct Mayor’s Commission on 
HIV/AIDS, who resolved two years ago 
that the city needed a residential facility 
for AIDS patients who are expected to 
live less than sixmonths. The building 
will be dedicated Jan. 15.
The idea for The Passage was 

inspired by David Evans, a local man 
with AIDS, who knew of several people 
with the disease who had died alone.

They formed HIV/AIDS Housing 
Center Inc. in Jan. 1991and began look­
ing for an appropriate location for the 
home. They raised more than $500,000 
in donations, grants and volunteer help 
to purchase, renovate and furnish The 
Passage.
“It’s a major miracle,” said Anne 

Dunn, former director of The Passage, 
who led the fundraising. ‘ God opened 
up a lot of eyes and ears .Its been a long 
haul, but it’s been a wonderful experi­
ence to have been through.

Mayor Mary Rhodes said she marvels 
at the group’s ability to marshal com­
munity support for the project, which 
she said could have become a controver­
sial endeavor.
“You expect that kind of community 

support for something like KidsPlace,” 
Ms. Rhodes said, referring to the play­
ground in Cole Park built last year by 

volunteers. “But this is different. Many 
people with AIDS have been ostracized. 
It says a lot when the community comes 
together tohelpinthis way with a prob­
lem that is killing people.”

For the past 11 months, The Passage 
has operated out of a small two-bedroom 
house on the same property. The smaller 
house was renovated earlier this year by 
a volunteer effort led by the local chap­
ter of the National Association of 
Women in Construction.

Volunteers late last week began mov­
ing furniture and equipment into the 
permanent facility, which was ready for 
clients in mid-December. The location is 
kept secret to protect the confidentiality 
of the residents.

While the small house could only 
accommodate three clients at a time, the 
permanent facility has six bedrooms 
and space for seven AIDS patients, said 
Chris Anderson, director of The Pas­
sage.

Four full-time and two part-time care­
givers will tend to clients, preparing 
theirmeals, giving themmedications 
and, in general, trying to make their last 
months and days as comfortable as pos­
sible.
Regardless of their financial situa­

tions, clients are cared for at no charge.
“Most people who are in the final 

stages of AIDS are destitute. They have 
no money and no insurance left,” Ander­
son said. “And, unfortunately, many 
don’t have a home or a family that can 
give them the extra help they need.”

Since the temporary facility opened in 
February, it has served 14 clients. Most 
of those people have died, but a few got 
well enough to go home for a while, 
Anderson said.
“It’s such a comfortable, home-like 

environment that some of our clients 
have gotten better,” Anderson said. “The 
love and care reallymake a difference.”

Alice Caraway said she’ll be forever 
indebted to The Passage. Her son,

Jimmy, died at the facility in April.
Ms. Caraway couldn’t afford to give 

up her j ob as a bus driver for theCorpus 
Christi Independent School District to 
care for her son.

When her son was bedridden, unable 
to walk or speak, The Passage gave him 
the care she couldn’t provide.
“I’ll always be grateful forthatplace,” 

Ms. Caraway said. “I’m still grieving. 
So, on my days off, I go over there and 
mop the floors and help clean up.
“They helped my son.”
The Passage not only offers its clients 

all the comforts of home, it also saves 
taxpayers costly medical bills, Ander­
son said.

The average cost of a hospital stay for 
an AIDS patient is about $2,250 per day. 
But the cost of a day at The Passage is 
about $400.

Anderson estimates that the facility 
this year has saved the community 
about $lmillion in medical costs. Since 
most AIDS patients are indigent, the 
taxpayers wind up paying for their hos­
pital stays, he noted.

‘ ‘This kind of facility just makes more 
sense, any way you look at it,” Anderson 
said.

Operating costs for the facility this 
year will total about $150,000 and 
increase to about $170,000 next year, 
said Peter Wyro, business manager for 
The Passage.

The majority of the facility’s operat­
ing funds are provided by the federal 
government, with a portion coming 
from the Texas Department of Health, 
Wyro said.

But beginning next year, the federal 
funds will begin shrinking, forcing local 
AIDS agencies to generate more of their 
own revenue, Wyro said.
“It’s going to take more donations 

and support of the community to help 
provide for the care of people who can’t 
care for themselves,” Wyro said.

Another probable source of funds for 
The Passage lies in transitional hous­
ing for people infected with the virus 
who need temporary care after a hospi­
tal stay or during a prolonged AIDS- 
related illness, Wyro said.

Also, AIDS patients who also suffer 
from an alcohol or drug addiction could 
be treated in a transitional facility, he 
said.
The small frame house that has 

served as the temporary Passage will be 
used as a transitional facility, with cli­
ents being charged according to their 
ability to pay, Wyro said. The small 
house will be named “David’s House” in 
honor of Evans.

Eventually, Anderson said, Passage 
officials hope to expand its transitional 
support to a larger building. They plan 
to buy an older building in the same 
neighborhood for renovation or apiece 
of property on which a new facility 
could be built, he said.
“This kind of facility would allow 

them to live independently, but with 
some care available,” Anderson said. 
“When they reach the point that they 
could no longer care for themselves, 
they could move into The Passage.”

Even though the renovation of The 
Passage is complete, there’s a long wish 
list of items the facility needs, including 
towels, bed linens, quilts, throw rugs, 
clocks, a doorbell, a mailbox and all 
sorts of kitchen utensils.

Donations and volunteers will con­
tinue to be key to the success of The Pas­
sage, Anderson stressed.

In January, Anderson will start a vol­
unteer training program for a variety of 
services at the facility.

“We need help in the yard, preparing 
meals and housekeeping,” Anderson 
said. “We also need people who will 
watch television and play cards and just 
visit with the clients.”

(AP)—Celebrities Liza Minnelli and Bar­
bara Streisand, both prominent oppo­
nents of Colorado’s new anti-gay rights 
law, reportedly spent the holidays in Sun 
Valley instead of Vail or Aspen.

Minnelli’s press agent told The Aspen 
Times last week that the singer and 
actress decided to join a boycott of Colo­
rado tourism because of Amendment 2, 
which prevents governments in the state 
from enacting civil rights protection for 

homosexuals.
She canceled a Dec. 27 concert appear­

ance in Aspen and was seen during the 
past week skiing in Sun Valley.
Streisand, an outspoken critic of 

Amendment 2, also has been spending 
time in Sun Valley, a resort she has fre­
quented in the past.

Entertainers and other celebrities have 
vacationed in Sun Valley since it opened in 
1936, but more have been in town this sea­

son than in most holidays past, said 
Wendy Jaquet of the Sun Valley-Ketchum 
Chamber of Commerce.

Many “Hollywood power brokers ’ ’ were 
making last-minute reservations this year, 
she said.
“We’re seeing some people back in town 

that haven’t been here for awhile, ’ ’ Jaquet 
said, but declined to name names.

She said whether the rich and famous 
are flocking to Sun Valley because of the 

Colorado boycott or because of excellent 
skiing conditions after six years of 
drought is hard to determine.
“You can also assume that Sun Valley 

might be real attractive to them. They are 
real visible in Aspen, whereas Sun Valley 
respects their privacy,” Jaquet said.

Overall, Sun Valley Co. spokesperson 
Shannon Besoyan said the resort’s skier 
count over Christmas weekend was 
14,359, up 16 percent from the same week­
end in 1991.

Concert to benefit anti-Amendment 2 group attracts sellout crowd
ASPEN, Colo., Monday, Dec. 28 (AP)— 
A benefit performance to support a chal­
lenge of Amendment 2 attracted a sell­
out crowd here late Sunday despite Liza 
Minelli’s decision to cancel her appear­
ance in order to respect a boycott of Col- 
orado.

Hometown singer John Denver and 
actor Anthony Zerbe performed before a 
crowd of about 400 at the Wheeler Opera 
House to benefit the Aspen Fund to 
Undo Two, a group working to repeal 
the anti-gay protection measure.

With tickets priced at $51, $101 and 
$251, organizers expected to raise more 
than $50,000 for the effort.
“We never even considered getting 

anyone else” after Minelli backed out of 
the performance, said event coordinator 
Kelley Maloney.

Actor Harry Hamlin welcomed the 
crowd and drew the first applause with: 
‘‘Welcome on behalf of the Aspen Skiing 
co., the community and those who want 
to see Amendment 2 d i sappear f rom the 

face of the Earth.”
Zerbe said he felt privileged to partici­

pate in the benefit. “It’s time to bring 
this issue up,” he said. Zerbe noted he 
was vociferously in agreement with the 
47 percent of Coloradans who voted 
against Amendment 2. “The way to deal 
with it is to repeal it,” he said.

Denver, Zerbe and other performers 
won a standing ovation from the eclec­
ticcrowd of resort-goers, who mingled in 
gold lame gowns, after-ski wear, full- 
length furs and worn j eans and old cow­

boy boots.
Terry White, president of the Aspen 

Gay and Lesbian Community said he 
was “very encouraged” by the event.

In speaking with reporters after the 
show, Denver stepped back f romhis stri­
dent condemnation of those supporting 
the boycott of Colorado.
“I’m trying to rise above the anger 

and to move onto higher ground” to find 
a way to work with people and overturn 
the measure, he said.

Activists take boycotts to new heights by targeting entire states

Sunday, Jan. 3 (AP)—When protesters 
chanting “Save the wolf! Boycott 
Alaska! ’’ were marching in a dozen U.S. 
cities last month, they knew Alaskans 
would pay attention: Tourism is a bi 1 - 
lion-dollar-a-year industry there.

Activists of all stripes are dusting off 
the time-honored tactic of the boycott, 
but raising it to new heights as they tar­
get not just corporations or industries, 
but entire states:

—Gay and lesbian groups are boycot­
ting Colorado, urging vacationers and 
conventioneers to stay away until the 
state reverses an anti-gay rights amend­
ment passed by voters in November.

—Abortion rights supporters called 
boycotts in 1991 against Utah and Loui­
siana over those state’s strict abortion 
laws. The Greater New Orleans Tourist 
& Convention Commission said last 
March that 17 groups had canceled 
meetings, costing the city $116 million 
in lost business.

—In Arizona, convention promoters 
just now are recovering from a five-year 
boycott that cost the state at least $300 

million in convention and tourismbusi­
ness. The boycott, prompted by the 
state’s refusal to declare a holiday hon­
oring civil-rights leader Martin Luther 
King Jr., ended last year when voters 
approved a King holiday.

—In Alaska, state wildlife officials 
planned to reduce the wolf population 
by shooting more than 300 animals 
from helicopters—until last week, that 
is, when the hunt was canceled in the 
face of a tourism boycott promoted by 
animal-rights groups.
Political and business leaders inall 

three states cried foul, saying boycotts 
unfairly punish the innocent along with 
the guilty.
The boycotters’ response: If a state 

wants to profit from its image as an 
attractive tourist destination, it had bet­
ter measure up to the values held by 
those who would visit.
“We’re not instilling the outrage in 

people. We’re merely channeling it,” said 
Wayne Pacelie, director of Fund For 
Animals, a leader of the Alaska boycott. 
“You can’t motivate people to boycott if 
they’re not appalled by something.”

Boycotts have a long history as a tac­

tic to protest injustice, but many famous 
ones were more narrowly targeted.

The boycott of the Montgomery, Ala., 
bus system in the 1950s cost the bus 
company money, and California grape 
growers were hurt in the 1970s by boy­
cotts supporting the United Farmwork­
ers.

But targets of the recent boycotts 
point out that victims often include 
those who support the boycotters’ goals. 
In Alaska, eco-tourism companies sensi­
tive to the environment were among 
those most likely to lose business from 
wolf-lovers canceling reservations.

The Colorado boycott, meanwhile, 
has divided that state’s gay community. 
Many activists warn that the boycott 
could cause a backlash by straight 
Coloradans and hurt efforts to rescind 
the anti-gay rights amendment.
“It’s going to alienate what support 

we have,” said Terry White, chairperson 
of the Aspen Gay and Lesbian Commu­
nity, which is defying the boycott by 
going ahead with its annual “Aspen 
Gay Ski Week” next month.
There are gay business people, too, 

White said. “Why punish them?” he 

asked.
Boycott supporters say protecting 

human rights should override economic 
concerns.

“We want to send a message that big­
otry does not pay,” said Robert Briggs- 
Daniels, spokesperson for Boycott Colo­
rado, a Denver-based group. “The boy­
cott will continue until civil rights in 
Colorado are guaranteed to all its citi­
zens—no exceptions.”

A boycott’s success often hinges on 
who jumps on the bandwagon. In Ari­
zona, the National Football League’s 
decision to pull the 1993 Super Bowl 
from Tempe brought widespread atten­
tion to the boycott, and a wave of con­
vention cancellations followed.

The Colorado boycott was endorsed 
last week by two national gay-rights 
groups, and several major conventions 
have been moved from the state since 
November, including the U.S. Confer­
ence of Mayors, theNational Organiza­
tion for Women and the American Asso­
ciation of Law Libraries.

Now all eyes are on Aspen, the exclu­
sive ski resort where the usual holiday 
parade of celebrities has become poli­
ticized.

Gay and lesbian business people form group to promote gay trade
PORTLAND, Ore., Sunday, Jan. 3 
(AP)—Following In the footsteps of Los 
Angeles and Seattle, a group of Por­
tland businessmen and women have 
formed a gay and lesbian organization 
to promote trade among their group.
“The gay market is much larger than 

the visible stereotype,” said Rick 
Schmidt, president of the non-profit Por­
tland Area Business Association.
“It’s a market that ought to spend a 

chunk of our money in our own commu­
nity. One of the things you need for that 
is to have enough presence where people 
can see you,” Schmidt told The Business 
Journal in an interview appearing in 
the Port land-area weekly’s Jan. 4-10 edi-

tion.
Schmidt, who runs his own marketing 

business, says he was shocked to learn 
after he returned from a six-week trip to 
Europe that the travel agency he used 
supported religious right-wing causes, 
including anti-gay efforts.
“I arranged that trip without even 

knowing there were gay and lesbian 
travel agencies,” Schmidt toldTheBusi­
ness Journal.

He says the more than 100 people who 
already have joined the gay and lesbian 
group range from small business own­
ers to corporate executives. The group 
held its first meeting in October and

plans to meet the second Monday of 
every month.

Members hope to expand the group to 
at least 300 people. Asimilar Seattle 
group has 500 members, Schmidt says.

The group has lined up a number of 
speakers for its meetings, beginning in 
January with Daryl Tukufu, president 
of the Portland Urban League, followed 
by Portland Mayor Vera Katz in Febru­
ary. Police Chief Tom Potter and U.S. 
Bank economist and senior executive 
John Mitchell also are on the schedule.

Despite the quest forwider visibility, 
the group still must protect the identi­
ties of some of its members, Schmidt

says.
“I know one very solid member of our 

community who just got a major promo- x 
tion and he believes that he’d be out of a 
job altogether if it were known that he’s 
gay,” Schmidt said.

However, most members feel a higher 
profile will eventually lead to greater 
acceptance, said Deborah Betron, 
owner and broker of Bridgetown Realty 
and one of the group’s founders.
“For the most part, we’re invisible,” 

Betron said. Unless we do make our­
selves visible, you will never know that 
we are your doctors, attorneys and real­
tors.”

San Francisco attorney files suit for 
homosexual workers who were fired

SAN FRANCISCO, Monday, Jan. 4 
(AP)—Five homosexual men who claim 
they were victims of workplace discrimi- 
nation sued their former employers 
Monday, seeking to use a new state law 
that forbids work-related bias based on 
sexual orientation.

Attorney Paul Wotman, who is repre­
senting the men in each of the suits, said 
the action was taken in part using the 
provisions of AB2601, which took effect 
Jan. 1.

The men claim they were fired or 
forced to resign from their jobs because 
they are gay. Each of the men is asking 
for damages of $1 million for lost wages, 
punitive damages and emotional dis­
tress, Wotman said.
“I felt very, very distraught,” said Wil­

liam Ballou, who was fired from his 
manager’s job at Marie Callender’s Res­
taurants in September. I had never 
been terminated from any job in my
life.”

Ballou filed his case in Alameda 
County Superior Court, as did his co­
worker James Burris. Ballou claims he 
and the other restaurant managers were 
instructed to fire Burris “at the slightest 
excuse” because he was gay.

Burris, a waiter, was fired in Septem­
ber on the grounds that he was on the 
clock but not working. Ballou, who had 
been concealing his homosexuality, was 
fired after his sexual orientation was 
revealed. He was told he was let go 
because of a disagreement with a co­
worker.

Representatives for Marie Callender’s 
could not immediately be reached for 
comment.

In another suit filed in San Francisco 
Superior Court, Ron Glasser claimed he 
was forced to leave his work as an 
adjuster for the Cal i f omia S tate Auto­
mobile Association because he was 
harassed at work. He said he was given 
the computer password “gayal” and 
when he complained, he was given the 
password “honey.”
“I was truly mortified when I got it,” 

Glasser said of the password, adding 
that his supervisor laughed when she 
gave it to him.

Barry Shiller, a spokesperson for 
CSAA, said Glasser was not fired from 
his job, and is considered on leave. He 
said CSAA would look at Glasser’s 
charges thoroughly.

“We do not discriminate on the basis 
of sexual orientation. That is not only a 
written policy, but we also work with our 
employees on discrimination of all 
kinds,” Shiller said. “These things are 
taken very seriously.”

Wotman also represents Daniel Gil­
lespie in a suit against Munich Ameri­
can Reinsurance, and Joe Magnano in a 
suit against a local candy distributor, 
Brown&Haley. Both actions were filed 
in San Francisco Superior Court.

AB2601, signed by Gov. Pete Wilson 
in September, took effect Friday, mak­
ing California one of seven states that 
legally protect gay people in the work­
place. The suits are based on the new 
law and on older anti-discrimination 
laws that Wilson interpreted as also cov­
ering sexual orientation.

More debate on proposed Louisiana regulation reguiring AIDS names reporting
NEW ORLEANS, Wednesday, Dec. 30 
(AP)—A proposed Louisiana health reg­
ulation would require health care work­
ers next year to begin reporting to the 
state the names of people who test posi­
tive for the AIDS virus.

The proposal has renewed in Louisi­
ana a debate that has been raging for 
years around the nation: Will manda­
tory reporting help authorities control 
the spread of AIDS, or will it discourage 
peopleatriskfromgettingtestsforfear 
of the stigma attached to the disease?

Under the proposal, the identities of 
those who test positive will be kept con­

fidential.
But at a hearing on the issue this week 

in New Orleans, critics of the proposal 
say many people will be afraid of a 
breach of confidentiality.
Calling the proposal “well-inten­

tioned” but “mindless and counterpro­
ductive,” Mark Gonzalez, a New Or leans 
lawyer, said, “There is no good reason 
for name reporting.”

But Dr. Meg Lawrence, of the health 
department, told those at the Tuesday 
gathering that so far, there has been no 
violation of conf identiality with other 
contagious diseases, such as syphilis, 

that have long been handled the same 
way.

The proposal includes a provision 
under which people can insist on ano­
nymity when submitting to tests in 
state and private clinics.

Reporting names of people carrying 
the AIDS virus has provoked impas­
sioned debate since testing for exposure 
began in 1985.

In the early years of the epidemic, 
there was no trea tmen tf or the disease, 
and no helpful information to give peo­
ple jeopardized by someone who had 
been freshly diagnosed.

In the years since then, however, the 
emergence of several drugs that can 
delay the onset of AIDS has given prac­
tical value to knowing as early as possi­
ble whether the virus is present.

Seven states require reporting the 
names of infected people. Nineteen oth­
ers have regulations similar to the Loui­
siana proposal, requiring that names be 
reported when available, while letting 
anonymous testing continue.

At the hearing, opponents of the 
change warned that the fear of a possi­
ble breach of conf identiality might keep 
people from being tested.
