That having moved to said place with my family and interests with a desire to 

settle in the Colonial Settlement permitted by the Superior Government of 

the Mexican Nation to the Empresario Stephen F. Austin, I hope that you admit 

me with my family as one of the settlers of said Colony of [. . . canf read] 

in possession of the portion of land that the law grants to the settlers, under 

which concept I am soon to cultivate what may be granted to me, submitting 

always to the laws that reign and defend the rights of the Independence and liberty 
of the Patr^, therefore - Q.f you I ask that you be kind enough to do as I have

By virtue of your preceding decree I should say that the inhabitant who Locky 

Self represents is deserving of the grant which he xaixKkKK solicits and he 

can be admitted as a resident of this new Colony because of his good qualities 

and circumstances and well-known application to agriculture, cattle raising, 

and industry and in consideration of this he can be granted a sitio of land — 

San Felipe de Austin 19 of July 1824 —Stephen F. Austin —

En the Villa de San Felipe of Sm Austin on the twentieth day of the month of 

July of eighteen hundred twenty-four. The Baron de Bastrop, Sixth Member of

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the authority granted to both as a result of the one [decree] by the Supericy

the 11 and the 14 of April of the year 1823 and of the one by the Comander 

■Ge'^uul of these Provinces Brigadier Don Felipe de la Garza issued the 

19 of June of the Year referred to in the action promoted by the said

Empresario Don Stephen F. Austin about the emmigration of three hundred foreign 

families that should colonize this Province. Utilizing the authority that is 

granted by the Commission and decrees and considering the merit and circumstances 

that concur in the person of representative Locky Self according to the 

kks above report, we have come to/grant to him through this document^ 

and we [. . . ] and we grant in the name of the government of the Mexican 

Nation to said Locky Self, to his inheritors and successors a sitio of land 

situated in the said Colonial Settlement without a proportion of irrigated 

land and only with the use of permanent water^ of which we will put him in 
possession turning over to him the (corresponding title for the later certification 

that he has satisfied the rights noted by the [. . .] circulated by the Politiccal 

Head of the Province of Texas the 20 of may of this year and so that it may 

be registered we witnesses of [. . .] in the [. . .] day, month and year 

of that given above, sign — The Baron de Bastrop — Stephen F. Austin — 

Attending - Joh~'n Austin — Attending - Samuel M. Williams —

The Commisioner Baron de Bastrop and Empresario Stephen F. Austin, the 

witnesses Thomas Alley, Abraham Alley, James McWain, the adjacent property 

owners the Surveyor Rawson Alley and the interested party Locky Self establish 

the aforementioned sitio of land that by the preceding act we have granted to the 

latter. It is situated on the western edge of the Colorado River more or less 

four leagues below the Atascosito Road and know/,as tins sitio No. 4 below the 

Road and from the lower corner of sitio No.3, belonging to Nathaniel Whiting 

and Nation Osborn, the surveyor began and from there measured five thousand 

one hundred varas [.84 meter - 1 vara]to the South 65 degrees west where a 

rod was planted and from there to the South 25 degrees East six thousand 

varas where another rod was planted on the boundary of Sitio No.5 awdxfKM 

tiiEXExkMxkkKxNaKkkx6§x(iKgKEKs;x£aKkx£aiiffliXH:gxkkE to the said Colorado

River and from there following the turns of the River upward to where the first 

line began. We included one league on the surface; we put the aforementioned 

Locky Self in possession of the territory by taking his hand, walking around 
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the land and saying in loud and perceptible voices that by virtue of the 

Commission and of the authority which we have and in the name of the 

Government of the Mexican Nation, we place him in possession of the Land 

with all its acctystipnbed uses, rights, and water rights, for him , his 

inheritors and successors. The aforementioned Locky Self truly and personally 

finds himself in possession of the said land without contradiction^ some 

ten times [?] pulled weeds, threw stones, planted cuttings, and did the 

other necessary ceremonies, ending up instructed in the obligations that 

the Law presecribes, that he must cultivate within a lapse of two years.

So that it may be reigstered, we the aforementioned Comissioner Baron de Bastrop 

Empersario Stephen F. Austin, and attending witness, lacking a notary, under 

the terms of the law which we honor sign — In Villa de San Felpie de Austin on 

the twenty-second day of the month of July of the year eighteen hundred twenty- 

four — The Baron de Bastrop — Stephen F. Austin — Attending - John Austin — 

Attending - Samuel M. Williams --

The Baron de Bastrop Commissioned by the Government as the Sixth Member of 

the [. . . ] of the Province of Texas and the Empresario Stephen F. Austin, 

Principle judge of the new settlement of the Brazos and Colorado Rivers, 

Lieutenant Coronel, and Militia Commander.
