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A horse and carrier means class and Montrose has it

Just off London’s Hyde Park corner sits 
a line of carriages attached to horses not 
one of which King Henry V would trade 
his kingdom for. They await passengers 
to haul through the park. London has 
class.

in Seville’s plaza awaits another line 
of carriage-horse combos, the horses 
looking like they just left the corrida af­
ter being the abused mounts of the sadis­
tic picadores. No better way to ride to the 
cathedral and ogle the senors and 
senoritas than in a horse drawn carri­
age. Seville has class.

What would New York’s Park Plaza at 
Fifth Avenue be without its line of 
scrawny horses waiting at the entrance 
to Central Park for lovers wanting to 
holds hands in the privacy of a carriage? 
Nothing. New York has class.

New Orleans has some at the corner of 
St. Anne and Bourbon streets. What bet­
ter way to see the French Quarter? New 
Orleans has class.

And so does Montrose!
Houston, too, can boast of horses and 

carriages. They ply the streets of down­
town, the zoo, River Oaks, the Galleria 
and Montrose.

Meet Rocky, a well-fed gelding some 15 
years old who nevertheless did not par­
ticipate in the barrel racing at the recent 
Live Stock Show and Rodeo. Rocky goes 
ape over carrots.

With some urging from his 
carriageman, Lawrence Urban, Rocky 
will condescend to pull lovers and 
friends along Pacific Street, down Taft

to Lovett and back to Pacific for about 
$1.00 a minute.

Rocky walks about five miles an hour 
if he’s feeling peppy. His tail is cut short 
so as not to rest in the portable diaper or 
pooper pot hanging behind him to catch 
whatever might fall and so avoid his 
owner being fined $200 to dirtying the 
streets.

Rocky pulls a “vis a vis,” an eight­
eenth century English-style carriage 
with facing seats that costs about

$12,000 today. The carriageman drives 
from a high seat in front of the passen­
gers, unlike on the old London hansoms 
which the carriageman drives from a po­
sition behind the passengers.

Urban, 25 and Texas born, has driven 
carriages for nearly two years, first in 
San Antonio and, since October, in 
Houston. A love of horses and people 
make his job just what he wants, even 
though his hours are 6:00 p.m. to 2:00 
a.m., six days as week. Any evening he

can be found on Lovett or Pacific, eas- 
y to recognize in his bowler or top hat.

“Usually people are courteous, es­
pecially in Montrose, and just out to 
have a good time,.” Urban said. “Our 
carriages serve tourists and the ro­
mantic. In Montrose it’s mostly the 
latter?’

Driving horses is a career for Ur­
ban. While he is authorized to drive 
carriages on the streets, he plans to 
earn his certificates to do team and 
competitive driving. He even lives in 
the stables with his horses.

Rocky and Urban work for Alamo 
Carriage Service which moved to 
Houston from San Antonio in 1987, 
although a factory that makes car­
riages remains in the Alamo city. The 
company has six carriages, two hors­
es and three mules (“you talk about 
stubborn!”) and has staked out down­
town Houston and Montrose as its 
“territory.”

There are four other horse and car­
riage companies in Houston. Blue­
bonnet serves the zoo, Yellow Rose 
the Galleria, Lone Star River Oaks. 
Houston Classic Carriage works 

through reservations only.
“That’s the way I like it,” Urban says. 

“We don’t compete with each other and 
we don’t compete with taxicabs which, 
after all, take people to destinations. We 
are too slow and specialized for that.”

Every town and city has a taxicab or 
two, but only those with class have hors­
es and carriages, cities like Houston, 
towns like Montrose.

The signs are all round that 
Montrose is on the move—up­
ward: Old houses are coming 
down or being restored, new busi­
nesses are opening, restaurants 
are busier, new waterlines are re­
placing the old and inadequate, 
investors are buying income 
properties, and homeowners are 
buying residences more than 
twice as fast as this time last 
year.

Here’s evidence:
—In North Montrose, Ameri­

can General on Allen Parkway is 
creating a greenbelt around its 
complex. When the dilapidated 
apartments occupying the 1200 
block of W. Clay are bulldozed 
away, the area will have a new 
park, the first of several.

Said Paul Patrick, vice presi­

dent for American General In­
vestment Corporation: “We want 
a good environment for our com­
pany and for our neighbors. 
There’s a lot of activity in North 
Montrose. Younger couples are 
moving in, fixing up older prop­
erties. Old retail buildings are be­
ing upgraded along with retail 
development in general. We are 
just part of the movement.”

—Also part of the 
movement in North 
Montrose is in the 
500 and 600 blocks 
of West Gray where 
John Bibas, owner 
of the Omonia Cafe, 
has purchased and 
begun restoring sev­
en properties.

— Shepherd 
Square, on the cor­
ner of S. Shepherd 
and Westheimer, 
when completed in 

October, will have an impact on 
all of West Montrose. The $10 
million, 8.5 acre shopping center 
is the investment of Friendswood 
Development Company and 
Wulfe & Co. and will include res­
taurants, and service shops such 
as Video Central, Waldon Books 
and Wines of America. A 
Randall’s Flagship gourmet su­

permarket occupying 67,000 
square feet will be the anchor ten­
ant.

Said Ford Hubbard, a Wulfe & 
Co. spokesman: “We have confi­
dence in this part of Houston. It’s 
Friendswood’s first venture in­
side the 610 Loop and it will be 
noticed. The Square will be the 
cornerstone of the redevelop­
ment of Westheimer east to 
Montrose Boulevard.”

—At the intersection of 
Montrose Blvd, and Westheimer, 
in the heart of Montrose, Henry 
S. Miller, real estate, has already 
pre-leased one-half of the space 
of what was once the Liberty 
Bank building. The property is 
now under contract to a small 
Houston company which plans 
to create a new retail center, in­
cluding a drugstore and video 
store.

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The recent turmoil over Salman 
Rushdie’s “The Satanic Verses” does not 
appear immediately relevant to a gay 
business such as LOBO. But the under­
lying forces here share much in common 
with this nation’s growing war on por­
nography.

Whatever tradition, or the lack thereof, in 
Iran regarding the right of free expres­
sion, such a right in the United States is 
unqualified. To express any opinion on 
any subject is not a right given out by the 
government as a privilege - it is a neces­
sity to a free and open society. Such was 
the opinion of our Founders and so inter­
preted by repeated judicial opinion. Just 
as it is also our inalienable right not to 
read or view that which we might find of­
fensive.

Despite Britain’s comparable history in 
support of free speech, it has not been 
surprising that the Thatcher government 
seems to equivocate on “The Satanic 
Verses” given its current lack of support 
for such an Anglo-Saxon right in its own 
country.

Interestingly, those self-annointed cen­
sors in this country who have made the 
war on pornography an essential tenet of 
right-wing orthodoxy have basically re­
mained silent on Rushdie. The reason is 
quitesimple: The written word isof no in­
terest to these national censors.

This attitude was clearly set forth in the 
“Bible” of the Right, the Meese Commis- 
sion Report. This commission, 
handpicked by Edwin Meese, a stalwart 
of ethical conduct (recalling the earlier 
pornography commission set up under 
President Johnson but which issued its 
report during the tenure of his successor 
- a report which called for the end of all 
restrictions on so-called pornography - 
the report was totally dismissed by Presi­
dent Nixon as being “morally bankrupt” - 

who would know better) exempted the 
written or printed word from all prosecu­
tion on the grounds that “the absence of 
photographs necessarily produces a 
message that seems to necessitate for its 
assimilation more real thought, and less 
reflexive reaction than the more typical 
pornographic item. There remains a dif­
ference between reading a book and 
looking at pictures.” Stunning insight!

First, while concluding not to pursue the 
written word, they do so only because it 
is “less” pornographic, not on any 
grounds of free expression (this, alone, 
sets back judicial opinion a hundred 
years). Also, the Meese commissioners 
showed an awareness that Americans 
are or have evolved into functional illiter­
ates - or at least those who would peruse 
pornography. Interestingly, the Meese 
report is filled with over three hundred 
pages of graphic “written” descriptions 
of pornographic material and concludes, 
without regard to any evidence, that ex­
posure to pornography causes antiso­
cial behavior. To date, the only antisocial 
behavior exhibited by any of the mem­
bers of the commission, after three 
months of such exposure, has been their 
disdain for the right of free expression.

But what is really at issue here is neither 
blasphemy nor pornography. Certainly 
there have been other books attacking 
Islam - Rushdie’s sin was his timing. The 
Aytollah had only recently gone back on 
his repeated word that he would never 
make peace with Iraq as long as that 
country’s leader remained in power. This 
reversal occasioned much loss of faith in 
a revolution based on faith. The aytollah 
acted out of political opportunism, to re­
capture the hearts, if not the minds, of his 
followers.

And so too with the general in the war on 
pornography. This fight against pornog­
raphy is but one prong of an attack on 
several fronts: abortion, women’s rights, 

homosexuality, race and all other per­
ceived threats to a publicized image of 
the ‘American family values”. This is a 
political battle and at stake is political 
control on every level. These warriors of 
the Right seek control over the bodies as 
well as the minds of us all.

LOBO uniquely straddles twoof these is­
sues vital to the Right: homosexuality 
and pornography. Defenders of free ex­
pression and the basic rights of individu­
als granted by the Constitution conclude 
that what consenting adults doorview in 
the privacy of their homes is constitu­
tionally protected. Already the highest 
court in the land has denied that right to 
homosexuals, unlike every other minori­
ty.

Recent federal legislation, in the name of 
controlling “child pornography”, threat­
ens the free expression of any material 
which even pictures someone underage. 
And in the Texas legislature, not an insti­
tution noted for raising the level of public 
debate, there is an attempt to broaden 
police powers to allow the forced HIV 
testing of anyone perceived to be a 
threat to a law officer.

Perhaps there is a presumption on the 
part of the warriors of the Right, given 
their disdain for the written word, that 
the rest of us do not read, are truly illiter­
ate. Certainly there is a correlation be­
tween their successes and the declining 
literacy rates in this country.

Partly for this reason LOBO is con­
sciously attempting a balance between 
the written word and pictorial portrayal. 
And, while obviously not gay literature, 
LOBO feels an obligation, on principle, 
to offer for sale Salman Rushdie’s “The 
Satanic Verses.”

To paraphrase the French two hundred 
years ago, “Long life freedom.”

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Lesbian can seek custody of baby born to lover

LOS ANGELES (UPI)—A judge ruled 
Thursday that a lesbian can proceed 
with a lawsuit seeking joint custody of a 
daughter born to her former lesbian lov­
er, lawyers said.

In a closed hearing, Superior Court 
Commissioner James Endman rejected

a motion by the natural mother to dis­
miss the case after her lawyer argued 
there is no California law to allow her 
former partner parental rights.

“The court has said that California 
law requires a non-parent to be ordered 
to pay child support... if they have held 
themselves out to be a parent ... and 
therefore they should be able to seek cus­

tody,” said Gloria Allred, a lawyer for 
Terri Sabol, 32, who brought the suit.

“It’s a big hurdle we overcame today,” 
Allred said. “This case is an inspiration 
to persons who have been in same-sex re­
lationships and who have acted as co­
parents and who would like to have ac­
cess to courts to protect their rights.”

However, Mitchell Jacobs, lawyer for

the natural mother, whose identity has 
been withheld, said he is confident the 
court will dismiss the case after a sum­
mary judgment hearing March 30.

“This is not the right case to take for­
ward to get more rights for lesbians and 
homosexuals because of the facts of the 
case, because of the relationship be­
tween Ms. Allred’s client and the child,”

Jacobs said.

“It wasn’t a close relationship; it 
was just the opposite,” he said.

Allred said if she prevails at the 
March 30 hearing, she will seek an­
other hearing on whether Sabol can 
have regular visits with the child un­
til the case goes to trial.

The women split up last July and 
although Sabol continued to see and 
support the 2-year-old, the 29-year-old 
mother ended the visits in October.

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Former paralegal, Austin law firm settle discrimination lawsuit
On Feb. 21st, Gilbert Nieto and his attor­
ney, Philip Durst, reached an agreement 
with Nieto’s former employer, the Austin 
law firm of Clark, Thomas, Winters & 
Newton, stemming from a lawsuit filed 
by Nieto in 1987. Nieto agreed to a 
$40,000 settlement and dropped his suit 
which alleged AIDS-related discrimina­
tion under the Texas disability statute.

Nieto worked as a paralegal at the law 
firm for two and a half years before he 
was fired in August of 1987 after inform­
ing his supervisor that he had tested pos­
itive for exposure to AIDS and had been 
diagnosed with AIDS-related complex 
(ARC). Nieto alleged that he was fired be­
cause of his ARC diagnosis, while the law 
firm maintained that Nieto was termi­
nated for taking an unauthorized leave of 
absence.

“The settlement is in some ways a 
mixed blessing” commented Frank 
Stenger, president of the Board of Trus­
tees of the Texas Human Rights Founda­
tion (THRF), which had advanced court 
costs and funds to pay for discovery in 
the case. “On the one hand, we are cer­
tainly pleased with the settlement and 
very happy for Gilbert. On the other 
hand, it was an important case which 
was going very well; we had many rea­
sons to expect a favorable outcome. As it 
is, we still have confusing law on the 
books. But we’re very supportive of Gil­
bert’s decision. It isn’t really fair to ex­
pect an individual who is ill and out of 
work to take on the responsibility for 
fighting to overturn a bad legal decision?

—Reimbursement plan
The John Alden Life Insurance Company 
of Miami will outline the details of a radi­
cally new reimbursement plan for AIDS 
patients to an anticipated 150 physi­
cians, other health professionals, and 
AIDS patients on April 7 in Atlanta. Lar­
ry Cumbie, vice president of John Alden 
Life, will discuss the company’s new na­
tional case management program at the 
Atlanta AIDS Symposium, sponsored by 
the Southern Medical Association and 
the Physicians Association for AIDS Care 
(PAAC).

Highlights of the John Alden Life pro­
gram include payment for a broad range 
of investigational drugs and selected 
services, such as transportation and 
housing. The cost of these additional ben­
efits would be balanced by anticipated 
savings from the company’s direct pur­
chase of drugs and medical supphes.

According to Gordon Nary, PAAC’s ex­
ecutive director, “The John Alden pro­
gram could be the prototype for third- 
party reimbursement guidelines for 
AIDS and other chronic diseases for the 
next decade” John Alden has already 
agreed to extend the program to hun­
dreds of patients with cancer 
and other catastrophic illness­
es.

The Atlanta Symposium will 
also include clinical presenta­
tions and a special presenta­
tion on nutritional manage­
ment of AIDS patients. The 
Symposium is open to all inter­
ested parties. For further details, contact

—Immigration reform
The Immigration Exclusion and Deporta­
tion Amendments Act of 1989, which 
would end discrimination against gays 
and lesbians seeking to immigrate into 
or visit the U.S., was introduced into the 
House of Representatives by Congress­
man Barney Frank (D-Mass.).

The bill, designated H.R. 1280, would 
remove the current “sexual deviation” 
exclusion used to block gays and lesbians 
from entering the U.S. The bill affects 
tourists, resident aliens or immigrants 
who wish to become citizens.

“It’s time the Statue of Liberty started 
openly greeting more of those wearing 
the pink triangle’,’ said Robert Bray, Hu­
man Rights Campaign Fund (HRCF) 
communications director. “For too long 
many gays and lesbians have been denied 
entiy into our country, while America 
has been denied the skills, talents and en­
ergies of gays and lesbians from around 
the world?

Under current immigration law, the 
“sexual deviation” exclusion may be used 

to deny visas or deport any foreign gay 
man or lesbian. However, in 1979, the 
Public Health Service (PHS) declined to 
certify visa applicants as homosexual on 
medical grounds.

Nonetheless, the U.S. Supreme Court 
has ruled the “sexual deviant” exclusion 
is meant for lesbians and gays. Under for­
mer President Reagan, the Justice De­
partment instructed the PHS to enforce 
the “sexual deviant” exclusion.

Although the exclusion of gays and les­
bians is rarely enforced—many promi­
nent, open homosexuals have been al­

lowed into the country—the 
law is still on the books and is 
used to reject, unfairly ques­
tion or deport some individu­
als.

“Customs officials can and 
have made inappropriate and 
intrusive inquiries of tourists 
and immigrants? explains 
Steve Smith, HRCF lobbyist. 

“More seriously, the law has resulted in 
separated families, ruined careers and 
political persecution?

The bill also repeals or revises many 
other grounds for exclusion. Most of 
these, dating to the McCarthy era, bar im­
migrants—including communists and 
anarchists—on political and ideological 
grounds. The current law, for example, 
excludes anyone whom the State Depart­
ment believes is “prejudicial to the public 
interest”

The bill would not change the current 
exclusion of people with AIDS and HIV 
infection, but it would grant the Depart­
ment of Health and Human Services au­
thority to waive the exclusion of persons 
with communicable diseases. HRCF lob­
byists said they would seek to broaden 
the waiver provision.

Congressman Frank has beenjoinedby 
45 original bill co-sponsors. The bill has 
been referred to the House Judiciary 
Committee, where it is expected to be re­
ferred to the Subcommittee on Immigra­
tion—chaired by Rep. Bruce Morrison 
(D-Conn.). Morrison is an original co­
sponsor of the Immigration Bill and co­

sponsor of the Gay and Lesbian Civil 
Rights Bill.

With more than a dozen candidate 
vaccines in various stages of laborato­
ry testing, and several more on the 
drawing boards, AIDS vaccine devel­
opment has accelerated to the point 
where uniform guidelines are needed 
to evaluate the products.

The NIAID is the lead component of 
the National Institutes of Health, the 
government’s biomedical research 
agency, charged with coordinating, 
supporting, and conducting AIDS re­
search in the United States.

There are now approximately 18 po­
tential AIDS vaccines being tested in 
government, academic, and industry 
labs. These candidate vaccines are tes­
ted in animals and in the test tube to 
determine if the products show prom­
ise. These experiments are designed to 
show whether the product has posi­
tive biological activity, and if it is likely 
to have any harmful side effects. Can­
didate vaccines that pass this stage of 
testing may go on to small studies in 
healthy people, called Phase I trials, to 
determine how the human body han­
dles the product, and whether it is 
safe.

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U.S. bishops blast media for distorting sexuality

VATICAN CITY (UPI)-Archbishop 
John Quinn of San Francisco sharply 
criticized the media March 10 for con­
tributing to “the trivialized view that 
sexuality is merely an instrument for 
personal gratification.”

“For example,” Quinn told a unique 
meeting of the leadership of the Ameri­
can hierarchy, Pope John Paul II and 
top Vatican officials, “the media’s com­
mitment to ‘religious neutrality’ has all 
too often led to a purely secular view of 
the world which, consequently, ignores 
the sacred dimensions of marriage, fam­
ily and social life.

“The commitment to ‘value neutrality’ 

has led the media to present marriage 
and family as merely one lifestyle 
among many lifestyles in society, rather 
than as the foundation for social life and 
education.

“Also the media, through advertising 
as well as through its general offerings, 
reflects and contributes to the trivialized 
view that sexuality is merely an instru­
ment for personal gratification rather 
than as a gift with profound unitive and 
creative dimensions,” Quinn said.

Quinn’s remarks came as the “summit 
meeting” between the U.S. church and 
the Vatican entered its final days’ and 
the San Francisco prelate continued the 
American hierarchy’s defense of the 
church in the United States.

The American church has come under 
sharp criticism in some Vatican circles 
for its alleged looseness in enforcing a 
number of church doctrines, especially 
those dealing with human sexuality, 
such as birth control, divorce, homosex­
uality and pre-marital sex.

The differences have led to profound 
differences between the American 
church—regarded by some in the Vati­
can as allowing “cafeteria Catholicism” 
in which Catholics pick-and-choose 
which doctrines they will obey—and the 
Holy See’s bureaucracy, especially the 
Congregation for the Doctrine of the 
Faith, the agency once known as the In­
quisition and charged with enforcing 
theological orthodoxy.

But the Americans, who sought the 
meeting with John Paul, are defending 
the style of the U.S. church by stressing 
the unique secular cultural context with­
in which the bishops and other church 
officials must carry on their work.

Under the structure of the closed sum­
mit session, formal presentations on a 
number of issues—such as Quinn’s pre­
sentation on the family—are followed by 
give-and-take discussions. The Ameri­
cans are making the texts of the formal 
talks public.

Quinn cited the media as a particular 
problem for families, saying “the picture 
the media presents is often shaped by 
philosophical suppositions which serve 
to undercut the stability and role of mar­
riage and the family.”

Texas AIDS leader Mike Richards accused of robbing banks

On a February afternoon, Mike 
Richards, a hero in the national 
AIDS movement who came to H a- 
waii to die, was rousted from his 
sick bed, jumped by armed men, 
manacled hand and foot, and 
hauled off to jail.

He was accused of being a ban­
dit, hitting banks in Texas then 
escaping to his hospice on Maui 
to spend his loot.

Despite the fact Richards near­
ly died, no charges were ever 
filed. The Texas district attorney 
is not even certain he has a case. 

It seems no written warrant was 
ever issued linking Richards, 42, 
with the heist he was accused of 
pulling off 4000 miles away.

“Obviously there was a huge 
screw-up,” says Lenny Bloom, a 
New York attorney contacted by 
Richards from jail. “Anybody 
with half a brain would know a 
man weak and dying of AIDS is 
not going around the globe rob­
bing banks.

“Here’s a man who was so thin 
you could put one hand around 
his waist,” he says. “He could 
barely walk, much less run. And 
the cops leg-cuffed him.”

Hints that Richards led a dou­
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ble life began to surface months 
ago. A tipster phoned the Dallas 
FBI saying the suspect wanted in 
the Jan. 1988 robbery of Texas 
American Bank in Grand Prairie, 
Texas, was Richards. The tipster 
saw a poster offering $2,500 re­
ward. (The bandit made off with 
$6,000.) Later authorities tried to 
link Richards to a series of jewel 
and bank heists.

Richards’ physician finds the 
crime story absurd. The day be­
fore the Texas robbery, Richards 
visited his office in Hawaii.

“My notes from the visit indi­
cate that his legs were swollen 
badly from fluid retention,” says 
Dr. Ron Kwon, an infectious dis­
ease specialist. “He was tired and 
anemic. His blood count was low. 
He wasn’t capable of much activi­
ty at all.”

But police presented a bank 
teller with a copy of Richards’ 
driver’s license picture and the 
teller made a positive identifica­
tion.

“I don’t think his illness is real­
ly a factor,” says Grand Prairie 
detective Richard Bender. “I have 
located witnesses who put him in 
the (bank’s) vicinity in early 
1988.”

Bank surveillance cameras 
picked up the image of a white 
male wearing a windbreaker, his 
left hand stuffed in a pocket dis­
playing the outlines of a gun bar­
rel. Police said it was unusual 
there was no attempt to cover his 
face. There was no beard, ski 
mask or stocking.

Detective Bender presented his 

evidence to the local district attor­
ney and urged a second degree 
robbery charge. But the case was 
never filed.

“We’d feel more comfortable if 
we could wrap the case up tight­
er,” says Marshall Hines, spokes­
man for the Tarrant County DA’s 
office. “We don’t have enough to 
go to court. We’re still investigat­
ing.”

Yet with loose ends clearly dan­
gling, Richards was confronted.

He was not hard to find.
His address and phone number 

were in the book. He was a promi­
nent AIDS crusade leader. He 
helped establish the national 
AIDS Action Council, a major 
lobby group. At one time he ran 
the agency. He consulted for the 
Maui Hospice Foundation and 
helped create the AIDS Resource 
Center of Dallas. (The facility 
was torched and records ran­
sacked in late February; authori­
ties do not know if there is a link 
to Richards’ arrest.)

He moved from Texas after he 
learned of his diagnosis two 
years ago. He shares a 700- 
square-foot flat near Wailuki with 
his octogenarian parents. His 
1972 Ford Fairmont has not been 
driven in months. Richards has 
been unable to come up with the 
cash to have it inspected.

The arrest sent Richards into a 
tailspin, aggravating an array of 
ailments including hepatitis, cir­
rhosis of the liver and retinitis. In 
his prime, he weighed 180 pounds 
and boasted the physique of a 
weight lifter. Now his weight has 
been cut by a third and his biceps 

can be circumscribed by two fin­
gers.

“At first I thought this was a 
big joke, a cruel one, but a joke,” 
says Richards, speaking by tele­
phone as technicians attached in­
travenous feeding tubes to a cath­
eter sewn in his chest. “But the 
joke wore thin. And nobody 
would listen to me. I was guilty 
first.”

The trauma began with a 
phone call. It was Feb. 15, 1:30 
p.m. Richards was wakened from 
sleep and told to sign for a pack­
age at the apartment complex of­
fice. There police waited.

“I thought I was being attacked 
by an army,” recalls Richards. 
“The men carried shotguns. They 
yelled and pushed. They treated 
me like I was armed and danger­
ous.”

Richards was thrown in a hold­
ing cell. His vital signs dived.

“It was extremely dirty. My sus­
ceptibility to disease is very high. 
I was afraid of being in that cell.”

Hours later authorities permit­
ted a nurse to visit and Richards 
was taken to a hospital.

The next day a judge found po­
lice had no written warrant and 
ordered Richards released to his 
mother’s custody.

Richards still awaits word on 
official charges. In the meantime 
he credits police with one favor.

“When I moved to Hawaii, I’d 
lost my purpose. I was drifting. 
But after this happened, I got ver- 
y angry.

“Thanks to the police, I got my 
purpose back.”

From infection to symptoms time frame lengthened to 10 years
SAN FRANCISCO (UPI)-A 
new study has increased by two 
years—to nearly 10 years—the 
average amount of time it takes 
for men infected with the AIDS 
virus to develop symptoms of 
the disease, researchers report­
ed Wednesday.

A study of San Francisco 
male homosexuals found that 
9.8 years after infection with 
the AIDS virus, one-half of the 
people infected would have de­
veloped the signs of full-blown 
AIDS.

Previously, the infection-to-

diagnosis time frame was fig­
ured to be seven to eight years 
in most cases.

The study, conducted by the 
University of California-San 
Francisco and published in the 
journal Nature, also predicted 
the number of new AIDS c‘sis 
has started to level off in San 
Francisco’s homosexual popu­
lation and will drop by as much 
as 15 percent by the end of 1991.

However, the authors noted 
that AIDS continues to spread 
at an alarming rate among in­
travenous drug users.

The AIDS virus is spread by 
sexual or blood-to-blood con­
tact, such as sharing contami­
nated needles. It also can be 
passed on from an infected 
woman to her baby during de­
livery.

Using stored blood speci­
mens, some dating back to 
1978, UCSF researchers Peter 
Bacchetti and Andrew Moss 
compared patterns of infection 
with the human immunodefi­
ciency virus, which causes 
AIDS, to patterns of AIDS cas­

es diagnosed in San Francisco.
The study, which researchers 

claimed is the most accurate to 
date, was the first to link ob­
served incidence rates in homo­
sexual men with the drop in 
new infections believed to have 
happened between 1982 and 
1984.

The researchers predict new 
AIDS cases among San Fran­
cisco’s homosexual men would 
peak this year, followed by a 
gradual decline in incidence. 
Moss, director of the AIDS 
epidemiology group at San 
Francisco General Hospital, 
said it was possible the peak al­
ready had occurred, but it will 
take some time to compile the 
data required to pinpoint the 
peak.

The expected decline is due to 
a dramatic drop of more than 80 
percent in new infections from 
1982 to 1984, said Bacchetti, al­
so an associate professor of 
epidemiology.

During that time, he said, the 
number of new HIV positive 
findings dropped to less than 50

a month from an estimated 
monthly high of 450 for the 
peak period in mid-1982.

That finding was corroborat­
ed by a similar downward turn 
in rectal gonorrhea reported 
among San Francisco homo­
sexuals at that time. Bacchetti 
said the reason was that an en­
tire community experienced 
major changes in sexual behav­
ior, such as using condoms and 
practicing other forms of “safe 
sex.”

In addition, Moss said, “Use 
of antiviral treatment with 
AZT and improved treatment of 
Pneumocystis carinii pneumo­
nia may have reduced AIDS in­
cidence below that predicted by 
our model, making the drop in 
AIDS cases even larger”

A flattening in AIDS inci­
dence rates in homosexual 
males also has been noted in 
New York and Los Angeles, 
Bacchetti and Moss noted.

In the United States, AIDS 
has stricken 87,188 people and 
claimed 49,976 lives, the federal 
Centers for Disease Control 
said.

Austin activists protest Parker’s 'Kill 'em’ comment
AUSTIN (UPI)—About 40 demonstrators, 
chanting “AIDS is not a crime,” and “fight 
back, get the rat,” Thursday protested a 
state senator’s joking comment that people 
who test positive for the AIDS virus should 
be killed.

The demonstrators, members of Austin 
Act Up, an AIDS victims’ rights group, ral­
lied on the front steps of the state Capitol, 
calling Sen. Carl Parker’s comment cal­
lous and irresponsible.”

“The real crime here clearly is not AIDS, 
but rather a legislator who would, both in 
jest and in law, condemn as criminals per­
sons who are HIV infected,” said Act Up 
spokeswoman Margaret Tucker.

Parker, a Democrat from Port Arthur, is 
sponsoring a bill that would make it possi­
ble to prosecute an AIDS sufferer for at­
tempted murder if he or she knowingly 
tries to spread the illness to others.

Asked by Tucker during a committee 
hearing Tuesday what should be done with 
people who test positive for the AIDS virus, 
Parker jokingly said, “Kill 'em.”

AIDS and gay rights groups immediate­
ly denounced Parker, who said he received 
a death threat because of his remarks.

Parker, who said one caller Wednesday 
referred to him as a “Nazi pig,” declined to 
comment on Thursday’s demonstration.

“Act Up denounces Senator Parker’s cal­
lous attempt at making AIDS an issue to 
joke about,” said Tucker. “Although Parker 
contends he was joking, Act Up maintains 
that his words portray the climate of intol­
erance, discrimination and scapegoating 
that has characterized the reactions of gov­
ernment and society to HIV infections.”

Tucker, who is also a volunteer with 
AIDS Services of Austin, said there are al­
ready criminal laws in effect to cover the 

situation envisioned by Parker.
Parker, who often uses humor to make 

a point during Senate debate, strongly 
criticized some reporters Wednesday, 
saying their news stories did not proper­
ly convey that his comment was a joke.

“If you use humor, your timing has to 
be just right. If you change one word ... 
one bit of timing, it’s not funny,” he said. 
“I’m here to tell you that not one of you 
wrote it the way it happened. If you can’t 
tell it right, don’t do it.”

Parker said he made the comment in 
jest “to disarm a youthful witness (Tuck­
er) who was so uptight she was about to 
pop”

“Obviously Senator Parker was jok­
ing, but he didn’t answer my question,” 
said Tucker. “What is the point of man­
datory testing. It wasn’t just a random 
joke, but a targeted joke.”

'Lawrence of Arabia’: Blistering return to the large screen

The movie industry is only now becom­
ing aware of the tragic loss, through neg­
lect, of its own legacy. For decades al­
most no protective measures have been 
applied to preserve in archival condition 
the glories of even the best cinematic art.

Still it comes as a shock that a film of 
such quality and importance as director 
David Lean’s “Lawrence of Arabia” 
could have been abandoned to the point 
that there was no surviving print of the 
original premiere copy and that earlier 
re-editings had resulted in much being 
cut, lost and even junked. It comes as a 
tremendous relief that people like Robert 
A. Harris and many of the participants 
in the original production have dedicat­
ed their considerable talents to restoring 
a version of this Best Picture of 1962 that 
surpasses even the original release in its 
epic sweep and complex interior psy­
chology.

Working from Robert Bolt’s screen­
play inspired by T.E. Lawrence’s own 
“Seven Pillars of Wisdom,” David Lean 
assembled a cast of international stars 
who were to surround a relatively un­
known actor chosen to play the enigmat­
ic, quixotic and, with some license, his­
torical title character. Thus fell to Peter 
O’Toole the task of creating one of the 
most multi-layered characterizations to 
be attempted in film, while in the august 
company of an all-male cast including 
Alec Guinness, Anthony Quinn, Jack 
Hawkins, Jose Ferrex; Anthony Quale, 
Claude Rains, Arthur Kennedy, and 
Omar Sharif!

O’Toole brings to his characterization 

all of the intensity, self-doubt and ulti­
mate resolve to triumph over seeming 
unassailable odds that the real Law­
rence chronicled while leading the Arab 
revolt against Turkey during World War 
I. He virtually invented himself in re­
sponse to the shifting political and mili­
tary exigencies he encountered and 
O’Toole has captured it all in a carefully 
modulated virtuoso performance. This is 
big acting and he dominates through­
out, appearing in virtually every scene. 
Of the others, a simple listing should suf­
fice: what other film can boast of so man- 
y extravagantly famous names?

But Sir David (he was knighted in 
1984) had more than a story to tell with 
some interesting characters to give it 
flesh. Part and parcel of Lawrence’s sto­
ry was the particular landscape—pre­
cisely Old Testament—unimaginable to 
any who have not seen it, with its fields 
of brilliant red sand dunes reaching il- 
limitably to the horizon. To the musical 
underpenning provided by Maurice 
Jarre, here evoking sui generis a sound 
picture that defines this space and time, 
Lean captured exactly the desolation of 
the desert, in turn serene as well as vio­
lent, which frames and compels the al­
most inexorable events that occur. This 
is epic film making at its biggest and 
most authentic, with history and the ele­
ments as protagonists. The wonder is 
that so expansive an undertaking could 
be unified stylistically to compose a 
work of art that is all of a piece.

Restoring “Lawrence” to its original 
length and conditon was an epic journey 
of its own. No print of the original pre­
miere version had survived and the 
available copies had been cut twice,

from the original 222 minutes plus addi­
tional music, down to 187 minutes. 
Negatives were worn to near disuse, 
scratched, warped and spliced over 1000 
times. A magnetic track of the sound 
was discovered, but it was only 202 min­
utes long. Even the supposed archival 
copies of the black and white masters (3 
each carrying a portion of the full color 
spectrum) had unexplainably been cut. 
Somehow a working print was produced 
from all the available sources including 
35mm copies and color footage where 
the sand was blue!

Harris contacted the Oscar-winning 
editor of the film, Anne V. Coates, the 
one person who knew how the picture 
was put together, as well as how it was 
taken apart. Eventually it was complet­
ed right down to the Colombia Pictures 
logo, but eight minutes of sound had to 

be newly created. To this end sound ef­
fects were borrowed from other scenes; 
and dialogue, scripted with the aid of a 
hearing-impaired couple, was re-record- 
ed by surviving cast members and com­
puter processed to make the voices 
sound as they did over 25 years ago. Cap­
italizing on newer technology, the entire 
sound track was transferred to a 6-track 
stereo Dolby Spectral Recording. Sir Da­
vid himself made the final cut of the 
completed 70mm work print. The result: 
this version is definitive, looking and 
sounding better than even the original 
release of 1962.

Now enjoying a limited engagement 
at the Spectrum, “Lawrence” deserves 
your time (4 hours) and attention and 
will reward the new viewer, especially, as 
no other modern English film since— 
well—’’Lawrence of Arabia”
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'60 Minutes’ sneak
Andy Rooney sneaked some contro­
versial reading material into his “60 
Minutes” commentary last Sunday.

A copy of “The Satanic Verses,” the 
Salman Rushdie book that so infuriat­
ed Iran's Ayatollah Khomeini that he 
put a price on the writer’s head, was at 
Rooney’s right elbow during his ‘A 
Few Minutes With Andy Rooney” seg­
ment.

Rooney was so sure that viewers 
wouldn’t notice that he bet $10 with 
his editor, Bob Forte, but a Washing­
ton Post reporter called Rooney to 
quiz him about his taste in books.

“I didn’t want to hit anybody over 
the head with it,” Rooney said.

"I wanted to make some small state­
ment—I was on the side of the good 
guys.”

The book apparently wasn’t noticed 
by “60 Minutes” executive producer, 
Don Hewitt, who recently pad caught 
Rooney trying to get sneak photos of 
former colleague Diane Sawyer into 
the scene.

Drug-related AIDS now are third of all cases

ATLANTA (UPI)—One-third of all 
AIDS cases in the United States are now 
drug-related and more than 400 were ba­
bies born with the deadly disease last 
year, mostly to parents who used intra­
venous drugs, the government said 
Thursday.

In 1988, a total of 10,747 drug-related 
AIDS cases were reported, up from 6747 
drug cases in 1987, the national Centers 
for Disease Control reported.

“In some places in the country, AIDS 
related to intravenous drug use is the 
leading risk factor for AIDS,” said Dr. 
James Buehler in a CDC report. “I think 
it emphasizes the urgency of addressing 
preventative measures for drug users.”

The drug cases represented 33.3 per­
cent of the total AIDS cases in 1988. In 
1987, the 6747 drug-related cases com­
prised 26.8 percent of the total AIDS cas­
es, Buehler said.

The CDC said that of the 447 babies 
born with AIDS in 1988, 314 were infect­
ed by mothers who used intravenous 
drugs or who had drug-using sex part­
ners. In 1987,189 of the 256 infant AIDS 
cases were drug-related, the CDC said.

“We need a multi-faceted approach,” 
Buehler said. “First of all, we need to pre­
vent people from becoming drug users, 
provide treatment to drug users and, in 
the interim, we need to do what we can to 
prevent the sharing of dirty needles. 
Sharing dirty equipment is the worst 
problem.”

Of the 10,747 drug-related AIDS cases 
in 1988:

—53.9 percent were in heterosexual 
men.

—16.2 percent in women.
—19.1 percent in male homosexuals or 

bisexuals.
—2.1 percent in men whose heterosex­

ual partners were drug-users.
—5.8 percent in women whose hetero­

sexual partners were drug users.
—2.1 percent in children whose moth­

ers were drug users.
—0.8 percent in children whose moth­

ers were sex partners of drug users.
“One thing we have seen is that the 

percentage of cases in drug users who 
are also homosexual-bisexual men has 
declined. We are seeing a change in be­
haviors in the homosexual population,” 
Buehler said, referring to the practice of

safe sex. “The epidemic is growing 
more rapidly in the drug-using popula­
tion at large.”

The CDC survey said the rate of 
AIDS-related drug cases was higher 
among blacks and Hispanics and var­
ied widely by region, with 54.5 percent 
of the total reported in Connecticut, 
Maine, Massachusetts, New Hamp­
shire, Rhode Island, Vermont, New 
Jersey, New York and Pennsylvania.

The cases were “primarily focused 
in New York and northern New Jer­
sey,” Buehler said.

In 1988, drug-related AIDS cases ac­
counted for 50.7 percent of all AIDS 
cases reported from the Northeast, 
23.5 percent from the South; 19.8 per­
cent from the Midwest and 15.8 per­
cent from the West, the CDC report 
said.

“The rate of intravenous drug use- 
associated AIDS continues to be high­
er for blacks and Hispanics than for 
whites,” the CDC report said. “Except 
for the West, where rates for whites 
and Hispanics were similar, this dif­
ference by race and ethnicity was ob­
served for all regions of the country 
and was greatest in the Northeast.” 

At it again: Retologist promoting safe sex
AMHERST, Mass. (UPI)—Delivering 
the message “Say yes to safe sex,” Roger 
Libby and his talking human-sized pup­
pet Roxanne Ribbit will hand out con­
doms and lecture college students next 
week on spring break in Florida.

“I’ll be handing out condoms and 
lubricants to promote pleasure with re­
sponsibility,” said Libby who last year 
began lecturing and promoting safe sex 
during spring break in Daytona Beach, 
Fla.

Libby has a doctorate in sex education 
and is among the “few sexologists who 
promote healthy, safe sex,” he said.

Libby’s now annual trek to Florida 
from Amherst, where he formerly taught 
at the University of Massachusetts, has 
been deemed “National Orgasm Week” 
by nightclubs that allow him to lecture 
the students who are on spring break.

“What I’m saying is it’s time to have 
some good news about sex rather than 
censorship and hysteria,” Libby said. 
“What I’m trying to say is that sexual 
desire will flourish despite paranoia, but 
first we’ve got to be responsible enough 
to eliminate the paranoia.”

Libby, who has written several col­
umns for newspapers and is a guest radi- 
o talk show host, will also be handing 
out buttons that read “Say yes to safe 
sex.”

“Actually, it will be my life-size puppet, 
Roxanne Ribbit the horny toad, who will 
be handing out the condoms and but­
tons,” Libby said. “The students identify 
me with Roxanne. She’s more famous 
than I am.”

The puppet contains a tape recorder 
and Libby uses her as a device in a some­
times “very funny, but informative con­

versation,” he said.
“I use humor as a vehicle to encour­

age the students to get to know their 
sexual partners first, and discuss the 
pertinent issues of safe sex before 
moving on in the relationship,” Libby 
said.

Still, Libby’s attempt to promote 
safe sex is not a message that all want 
to hear. In the Amherst area, he has 
been the focus of rallies in opposition 
to his message.

After arriving in Florida, Libby re­
ceived a telephone call Thursday from 
Amherst Police who told him his 
house had been spray-painted with an 
obscene message by someone opposed 
to his safe sex campaign.

“It makes me mad, but it also makes 
me want to work even harder to get my 
message out,” Libby said.

Dan Jones' body, but not his mind, lost 
a three and a half year battle with AIDS 
when he died on March 15, 1989 in Park 
Plaza Hospital.

There were several reasons for Dan’s 
ability to survive for such a long time, one 
being the positive mental outlook he al­
ways maintained and the hope he always 
sustained that a drug of some type would 
be developed to halt the deterioration of 
his body.

Coupled with the excellent medical 
care he received from Dr. Didier Piot and 
the staff at Park Plaza Hospital, Dan 
maintained the physical strength neces­
sary to fight off one illness after another.

Perhaps more important was the sup­
port he received from a fantastic group of 
friends, among them Mac, his AIDS bud­
dy, and Bill and Randell.

Dan's parents, Martha and J.D. of 
Huntsville, Alabama, were the best in­
laws Tim Putman, Dan’s lover of 10 years, 
could have had. This relationship also 
served to reduce the stress and frustra­
tion that Dan endured. Dan’s bother, 
Donny, and sister, Liza, were equally sup­
portive.

Dan made it clear that everyone know 
that he died of AIDS. He felt it important 
that everyone realize that you do not 
have to be a drug user or a promiscuous 
individual to fall victim to the disease be­
cause he was neither.

Obviously Dan will be missed by all 
who knew him, but in lieu of flowers and 
donations of any type he requested that 
each of you remind someone you know 
that engages in unsafe practices to re­
member that it only takes one time to be­
come a statistic and not a productive 
member of society, particularly of the gay 
community.

Dan will be buried at Huntsville, Ala. on 
Friday, March 17. Memorial services will 
be held for Dan at 3:00 p.m. on Sunday, 
March 26 at Bering Memorial United 
Methodist Church, 1440 Harold.

“Betrayed”—An intense, thought-provok­
ing drama about hate in the heartland, a 
vicious web of deadly, deep-rooted bigotry 
spun incongruously among thefiamber 
waves of grain.

“Punchline”—There’s little funny about 
being funny; it’s a serious, demanding 
business, sometimes downright demean­
ing. That’s the clear message of this film, 
itself a serious look at laughter. Tom Hanks 
plays a gifted but self-destructive comic, a 
failed medical student turned unstable 
jokester. “We’re God’s animated cartoons,” 
he tells Sally Field, a New Jersey house­
wife determined to do standup comedy no 
matter what, after they meet at a club 
where both are performing—he’s the star, 
she’s an “unfunny lady.” But, not for long. 
Taking her under his wing, he teaches her 
how to get laughs, (even with that same old 
Polish husband routine) and soon she is on

“Sullivan’s Travels”—Preston Sturges 
blends Hollywood satire with stark drama 
in this excellent and still pertinent 1941 
film making its long overdue home video 
debut.

Sullivan (Joel McCrea) is tired of churning 
out fluff (“Hey!

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NEW YORK (UPI)—American women 
are more satisfied with their sex lives 
and men would like to have sex more of­
ten, a Glamour magazine survey report­
ed Tuesday.

In the poll of 1155 men and women 
around the country between the ages of 
18 and 65, 46 percent of women ques­
tioned said they were very satisfied with 
their sex lives, compared with 35 percent 
of the men.

Twice as many men as women said 
they would have sex more often if they 
could change their sex life—51 percent to 
26 percent, while more women than men 
wouldn’t change anything about it—34 
percent compared with 26 percent.

In the survey on sexual attitudes, done

under the supervision of the Mark Cle­
ments Research Inc., the No. 1 worry of 
women is catching AIDS, while 39 per­
cent are concerned with how they look.

Forty-nine percent of men questioned 
said their chief concern in bed is whether 
their partner has an orgasm. Thirty-four 
percent said they are afraid of catching 
acquired immune deficiency syndrome.

Men and women 55 and older indicat­
ed they were much more satisfied with 
their overall lives than younger people, 
with 52 percent saying they were very 
satisfied.

In comparison, 39 percent of those 
aged 40 to 54 said they were satisfied 
with their lives overall, while 34 percent 
of those aged 25 to 39 said they were sat­

isfied.
The men surveyed indicated they 

have more self esteem than women, 
with nearly 40 percent of the males in­
dicating they were very satisfied with 
the degree of self esteem and confi­
dence they possess. Only 30 percent of 
the women answering the poll regis­
tered such satisfaction.

Only about half of the respondents 
said they believe having children is 
very important to their self-fulfill­
ment.

Those most likely to agree that hav­
ing children is the most important 
way to achieve their identity were 
women who never went beyond high 
school, the survey said.

HGLPC members sworn in as voter registrars
“This was a good response,” Renny 
Glover of the Harris County Voter Regis­
trar’s office said after swearing in 32 
members of the Houston Gay/Lesbian 
Political Caucus at a meeting on March 
15.

Glover works for Carl Smith, county 
assessor, and in an election year such as 
this, spends plenty of time going before 
groups encouraging voter registration.

So begins one of HGLPC’s three major 
projects for the year designed to increase 
the solidarity of the Houston gay and 
lesbian community: A concentrated ef­
fort to intensify the formidable gay and 
lesbian voting bloc in Houston. The 
campaign will include prizes ranging 
from cameras to cash for the three top 
voter registrars.

A second major project is to improve 
and qnhance the computer system of 
the organization and to streamline and 
update the mailing list.

Computer committee chair Mike 
Stubblefield said: “We are currently up­
dating, research and cross-referencing 
more than 4500 pieces of mail. We plan 
to implement four computer work sta­
tions for data entry on the master mail­
ing list.” Jack Valinski, Membership 
Committee chair, heads up the third 
project for the year: To increase mem­
bership to 1000 before the November 
general election.

Other business at the HGLPC meet­
ing was concentrated on a letter-writ­
ing campaign to Houston legislators in 
Austin concerning AIDS legislation, 
hate crimes, abortion, and censorship.

Rock Hudson’s lover files malicious prosecution suit

LOS ANGELES (UPI)—Marc Chris­
tian, who was awarded $21.75 million 
last month in a lawsuit against Rock 
Hudson’s estate and the late actor’s sec­
retary, filed a second suit Monday alleg­
ing a countersuit they filed against him 
was malicious prosecution.

Christian’s Superior Court suit alleges 
Hudson’s estate and personal secretary, 
Mark Miller, made false allegations 
against him in a countersuit they filed 
before the trial to “smear” him and try to 
get him to drop his original lawsuit 
against them.

Christian’s suit filed Monday seeks $1 
million in compensatory damages and a 
total of $6.2 million in punitive and ex­

emplary damages against the defen­
dants.

Named in the lawsuit were Miller; law­
yers Gideon Cashman, Donald Zakarin 
and Samuel Pryor; their New York law 
firm, Pryor, Cashman, Sherman & 
Flynn, and Wallace Sheft, executor of 
Hudson’s estate.

The defendants could not be reached 
Monday for comment.

Christian was awarded $21.75 million 
last month by a jury that decided Hud­
son and Miller conspired to prevent 
Christian from knowing Hudson had 
AIDS so they would continue having 
sex.

The countersuit filed by the estate and 
Miller was dismissed on the eve of the 
trial. It had sought $2.1 million in dam­

ages for “recovery of money obtained by 
extortion and recovery of property con­
verted.”

The countersuit alleged Christian ad­
mitted to Hudson that he got paid for 
having sex with several men and wom­
en, and that Christian threatened to de­
stroy Hudson’s reputation and career by 
publishing personal letters Hudson 
wrote him and by publicly exposing 
Hudson’s homosexuality.

As a result of Christian’s threats, the 
countersuit charged, Hudson was forced 
to allow Christian to continue living in 
his house and to give him money and 
other things valued at $72,000. It also al­
leged Christian took items from Hud­
son’s home that were worth another 
$60,000.

In his malicious prosecution suit Mon­
day, Christian denied the allegations in 
the countersuit and said its purpose was 
“to carry out Mark Miller’s threat ‘to 
smear’ plaintiff with false accusations 
to ruin plaintiffs reputation if plaintiff 
filed any lawsuit against Rock Hudson’s 
estate.”

Christian also charged in the lawsuit 
that the allegations were “outright lies 
made up by Mark Miller” to pressure 
him to abandon his original lawsuit or 
settle it for a lesser amount.

Meanwhile, a hearing is pending on a 
request for a new trial by lawyers for 
Hudson’s estate and Miller who contend 
the $21.75 million jury award was “ex­
cessive,” and that there was juror mis­
conduct.

—Levi to leave NGDTF
National Gay 6? Lesbian Task Force 
(NGITF) Executive Director Jeffrey Levi 
announced that he will leave the organi­
zation effective August 1 after six years of 
service with the nation’s preeminent gay 
and lesbian civil rights organization. 
Levi plans to stay actively involved in the 
gay and lesbian rights movement and 
said his departure reflects a strong desire 
to work full time on the development and 
formulation of national AIDS policy.

Levi said, “My tenure at NGITF has 
been the most exciting and stimulating 
work experience of my life. I am very 
proud of the organization, its staff, its 
board and its large and loyal member­
ship. But I want very much to devote all 
my time to policy issues, particularly the 
complex and long-term policy issues 
raised by the AIDS health crisis. This de­
cision reflects a personal career choice to 
fully devote my energies to programmat­
ic concerns rather than dividing my time 
between program and the administrative 
and fiscal responsibilities of an executive 
directoif

Levi joined NGITF in 1983 as the Direc­
tor of the Washington office. When NGITF 
consohdated its offices to Washington, DC 
in 1986, Levi was named Executive Direc­
tor. Levi directed the emergence of NGITF 
as the most productive and responsive 
arm of the national gay and lesbian 
movement. During Levi’s tenure, NGITF 
doubled its lobbying staff, dramatically 
expanded its grassroots organizing de­
partment, and strengthened its ties to lo­
cal and state-based gay and lesbian or­
ganizations. Organizationally, Levi man­
aged the growth of NGITF from a staff of 
five and a membership of 5000 to its cur­
rent staff of ten and national member­
ship of over 15,000. Levi led the Task 
Force in erasing a long-term $90,000 
debt, and leaves the organization in the 
strongest financial condition of its 15- 
year history.

Praise for Levi’s contributions was ex­
pressed by a number of persons who have 
worked closely with him through the 
years. Congressman Barney Frank CD­
MA) observed, “Jeff Levi has done a su­
perb job on behalf of lesbians and gay 
men in his work at NGITP and we will 
miss him a great deal.

“Why Is My Child Gay?” is a 16-page book­
let published by Parents and Friends of 
Lesbians and Gays (PFLAG) with an­
swers to the question provided by 11 na­
tionally known scientists in the fields of 
human development and sexual behav­
ior. Among the respondents are Alan Bell, 
Richard Green, Evelyn Hooker, John 
Money and June Reinisch.

The booklet invites the 11 scientists to 
address three questions: How is sexual 
orientation affected by genetic, hormo­
nal, social or psychological factors? Do 
any of these factors determine sexual ori­
entation alone? Can lesbians and gay 
men change their sexual orientation 
through therapy or other means?

Most of the 11 surveyed agree that 
there is a biological predisposition to­
ward sexual orientation at birth, no sin­
gle factor causes homosexuality, and sex­
ual orientation cannot be changed per­
manently through therapy.

The booklet also includes a reading list, 
information about the Kinsey scale, and 
information about the PFLAG Federation 
with its over 200 chapters and contacts.

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‘Names Project’ is nominee for 1989 Nobel Peace Prize
Announcement has come from San Fran­
cisco that the Names Project has been nomi­
nated for the Nobel Peace Prize.

The annual award, which carries an hon­
orarium of $200,000, is bestowed by a com­
mittee in Norway from a foundation begun 
by Alfred Nobel. Past winners have included 
Amnesty International, Lech Walesa and 
Bishop Desmond Tutu The prestigious in­
ternational award is announced in Decem­
ber from Oslo, Norway, honoring an organi­
zation or individual whose efforts have fos­
tered world peace and human rights.

The Names Project Quilt, which was dis­
played in 1988 in Houston, commemorates 
the names of those who have died from 
AIDS. In October, 1988, the quilt was dis­
played on the ellipse in Washington, D.C., 
and had, in the two years since its begin­
ning in San Francisco, grown to 10,000 
names. The quilt is scheduled to return to 
Texas the weekend of April 28 in Austin. 
This will be the only Texas showing of the 
quilt this year.

Since the May 1988 showing of the quilt 
at George R Brown Convention center, 
many more Houston area residents have 
died from AIDS. To assist their loved ones in 
making memorial panels for them, to be dis­
played in Austin the last of April, the Names 
Project Houston has re-opened their panel­
making workshop on Sunday afternoons at 
the People With AIDS Coalition, 800 Rosine, 
Suite 204. Further information can be ob­
tained by calling 529-2230.

The AIDS Memorial Quilt will be returning 
to Texas next mopth during the March on 
Austin. Pete Martinez has created a panel to 
be signed with the names and dates of those 
who have died from AIDS in the Houston ar­
ea.

—A Common Bond
A national support network based in Pitts­
burgh has been established to benefit for­
mer Jehovah’s Witnesses who are gay or 
lesbian.

Known as ‘A Common Bond” the group 

seeks to unite in a spirit of healing gay ex­
Jehovah’s Witnesses suffering the stigma of 
being excommunicated from the faith be­
cause of their sexual natures.

Unlike some religions who condemn ho­
mosexuality but reluctantly welcome the 
homosexual, Jehovah’s Witnesses tolerate 
neither. Their governing body, The Watch­
tower Bible and Tract Society of New York, 
Incorporated, excommunicates, or 
disfellowships, thousands of Jehovah’s Wit­
nesses each year for offenses ranging in se­
verity from using tobacco to disagreeing 
with the sect’s doctrines. An estimated sev­
enty percent of the total are ousted for rea­
sons of sexual immorality. But, according to 
Dan Restid, a former third-generation Jeho­
vah’s Witness and founder of ‘A Common 
bondT it doesn’t stop there.

“The Watchtower Society requires its 
members to shun disfellowshipped wit­
nesses and treat them as dead!’ he ex­
plained. “They are so adamant about this 
that Jehovah’s Witnesses who communi­
cate with former members do so at the risk 
of being ousted themselves’’

Restid further explained that many peo­
ple who have grown up as Jehovah’s Wit­
nesses find themselves with few friends 
when they leave the Watchtower Society.

‘All our lives we were taught that only Je­
hovah’s Witnesses will survive the coming 
end of the world and that if we socialized 
with people who weren’t Jehovah’s Wit­
nesses we may be exterminated along with 
them.”

“The network is not the first of this type’,’ 
he noted. ‘A similar group in the pacific 
northwest has experienced tremendous 
success. Together, we want to provide simi­
lar opportunities for gay ex-witnesses eve­
rywhere to come together in a spirit of love 
and support.”

‘A Common Bond” does not 
subscribe to any particular belief 
system. Some former witnesses 
remain sympathetic to the 
Watchtower’s teachings while 
others have joined different 
churches or remained neutral.

Restid was on the verge of sui­
cide when he voluntarily left the 
Witnesses in the spring of 1985.

‘Although it has meant alienation from 
family and many life-long friends, it has 
been worth it’,’ he recalls. “I’m at peace with 
myself. I now have a sense of self-worth and 
a treasury of friends. I’ve experienced a re­
markable renewal”

He recently had the opportunity to tell 
his story in Revelations: A Collection of Gay 
Male Coming Out Stories, released last fall 

by Alyson Publications of Boston.

—Hate Crimes Bill
When a group of teenagers in San Francisco 
dragged David Johnson from his car in a su­
permarket parking lot, they did so solely be­
cause he was a homosexual. They called 
him a “diseased faggot!’ beat him with their 
skateboards, broke his jaw and three ribs, 
gashed his head and bruised his kidneys.

David Johnson is just one of the thou­
sands of victims of the anti-gay violence 
that has been growing at an alarming rate 
during the past several years. Today, legisla­
tion was introduced in the U.S. Congress 
that takes the first step in ending the na­
tional epidemic of hatred and “crimes of bi­
as.”

The Hate Crimes Statistics Act of 1988 
(H.R. 947) was introduced in the House of 
Representatives by co-sponsors John 
Conyers (D-MI), Barbara Kennelly (D-CT) 
and Hamilton Fish (R-NY). The bill is ex­
pected to be introduced in the Senate in the 
near future by Paul Simon (D-IL) and Orrin 
Hatch (RUT).

The Hate Crimes Statistics Act requires 
the Justice Department to collect compre­
hensive national data on crimes of preju­
dice committed because of race, religion, 
sexual orientation, and ethnicity.

“It is time for the federal government to 
fully accept its responsibility to protect all 
Americans from acts of violence and intimi­
dation!’ said Vic Basile, Executive Director 
of the Human Rights Campaign Fund, a na­
tional political and lobbying organization 
representing the gay and lesbian communi­
ty in Washington, D.C.

“From verbal harassment to physical as­
sault, violence against lesbians and gay 
men is born of irrational fear and hatred of 
such individuals’,’ added Basile. ‘AIDS hyste­
ria and the ‘Wrath of God’ beliefs of conser­
vative religious groups have no doubt 
helped spurn much of the ever-increasing 
violence against our community!’

Incidents of hate crimes against gays and 
lesbians have risen dramatically during the 
1980’s. Recent attacks on homosexuals and 
other minorities by “skinheads” and other 
gangs have received national attention. 
Groups that monitor acts of violence and in­
timidation against homosexuals agree that 
80 percent of “gay bashing" cases may go 
unreported.

Random surveys by the National Gay and 
Lesbian Task Force reflect the alarming
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frequency of verbal/physical abuse 
aimed at the gay community:

1985— 2042 reported cases
1986— 4946 reported cases
1987— 7008 reported cases 
Additional surveys by federal, state

and local organizations indicate the 
problem of anti-gay violence may be far 
worse than suspected. An Oct. 1987 re­
port on hate violence solicited by the De­
partment of Justice states that “homo­
sexuals are probably the most frequent 
victims of hate crimes!’

Last year, the Hate Crimes bill passed 
by an overwhelming vote of383 to 29 in 
the House of Representatives, after 
members rejected attempts to remove 
gays and lesbians from the bill. This was 
the first piece of pro-gay related legisla­
tion passed in the history of the U.S. Con­
gress.

However, the act was killed in the Sen­
ate after threats by Jesse Helms (RNC) 
to gut the bill with anti-gay amend­
ments.

The new bill will be considered first in 
the Judiciary Committees of both the 
House and Senate. Activists are predict­
ing a floor vote within the next few 
months.

“We look forward to passage of the 
Hate Crimes Statistics Act and the even­
tual resolution of what must be recog­
nized as a major threat to all Americans’,’ 
said Basile. “We can begin to counter ha­
tred by first counting the crimes!’
