Institute for Immunological 
Disorders Opens Doors
The Institute for Immunological Dis­
orders opened Sunday, August 24, with 
a ribbon-cutting ceremony on the 
grounds of the hospital in northwest 
Houston. Made possible by an academic 
affiliation between American Medical 
International, Inc., and the University 
of Texas system, the Institute is the 
nation’s first hospital totally devoted to 
AIDS and research.

Health care professionals, civic and 
religious leaders and representatives of 
AIDS support groups attended the cere­
mony. They were joined by administra­
tors, employees and family members 
from AMI, the University of Texas and 
the Institute.

Participating in the ceremony were 
Dr. Marvin Dunn, AMI group vice presi­
dent and director of academic medical 
centers; Garrett Graham, president of 
the Greater Houston Hospital Council; 
Houston City Council member Eleanor 
Tinsley; and Dr. Robert A. MacLean, 
deputy commissioner for professional 
services, Texas Department of Health. 
The Institute was represented by Execu­
tive Director Terrence A. Curley and 
Medical Director Dr. Pater W.A. Man­
sell.

Thomas C. Sawicki, group vice presi­
dent and regional director of AMI’s 
Houston region, also spoke at the cere­
mony. He said, “This formal opening of 
the Institute represents a significant 
landmark in the search for the best pos­
sible treatment and, eventually, a cure 
for what is becoming the greatest threat 
to public health in the 20th century— 
AIDS.”

Dr. Mansell agreed. He pointed out 
that since the disease was first identi­
fied in 1981, the number of new AIDS 
cases has doubled each year. Diagnosed 
cases now exceed 20,000, with the 
number expected to grow tenfold by 
1991.

“However,” he said, “the opportuni­
ties the Institute offers for AIDS diagno­
sis, research and treatment can’t be 
calculated. A totally dedicated hospital 
may be just what we need to make pro­
gress with this disease.”

The opening of the Institute follows 

more than a year of negotiations 
between AMI and the University of 
Texas System. They culminated in the 
formal signing of an affiliation agree­
ment on July 29.

By the terms of the agreement, the 
University of Texas Cancer Center 
M.D. Anderson Hospital and Tumor 
Institute and the University of Texas 
Health Center at Houston will direct the 
medical and research activities for the 
new Institute. The two Houston enti- 
tites will also provide faculty leadership 
and possibly health professional educa­
tion.

The agreement further stipulates that 
AMI will provide, equip and staff a 150 
bed hospital.

The ‘Montrose 
Bandit’ Gets 
60-Year Term
Kenneth Cy Harding, the 30-year-old 
man known as the Montrose Bandit, 
was sentenced to 60 years in prison for 
an aggravated robbery at a Montrose 
area construction company.

Harding was sentenced Wednesday, 
August 20, after a jury found him guilty 
of robbing three employees of the W.E. 
Tracy Co., 4223 Richmond, on June 10, 
1985.

This is the second 60-year sentence 
given to Harding. In March he was con­
victed and sentenced for a robbery at an 
insurance agency.

The two sentences will be stacked 
and, according to prosecutor Pat Kelley, 
Harding should have to serve 40 years 
before he is eligible for parole.

Harding is believed to be responsible 
for 50 robberies in the Montrose area. 
Kelley said Harding would walk into 
the businesses and ask for a job or make 
small talk before pulling a pistol and 
demanding money. It seems Hardy 
needed money to support his $500-a-day 
cocaine habit.

Hardy faces 13 other counts of aggra­
vated robbery. His attorneys are 
expected to seek a plea bargain on those 
charges.

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National
Call Issued for 
New March 
on Washington 
The March on Washington Committee, 
Inc., has issued a call for a March on 
Washington in 1987 concerning les­
bian/ gay and AIDS-related issues. The 
Committee was formed at a meeting of 
representatives of national lesbian/ 
gay organizations and other individu­
als in New York City on July 16, 1986.

Every lesbian/ gay organization in 
the United States is invited to send two 
or more representatives to an organiz­
ing conference in New York City, Nov. 
14-16, 1986, to establish the demands, 
set the date, develop the structure, 
choose leadership, and plan the work 
for the march. The committee strongly 
recommends that delegations be of 
gender parity (for organizations with 
male and female members) and inclu­
sive of people of color.

The committee urges that any inter­
ested organization which has not been 
contacted by Oct. 1 to write the commit­
tee at P.O. Box 1876, Old Chelsea Sta­
tion, New York, New York 10011. A 
registration fee of $25 is required for 
each organization attending the organ­
izing conference.

National AIDS 
Network Gets 
Two Grants
The American Council of Life Insu­
rance and The Health Insurance Asso­
ciation of American has awarded a 
$100,000 grant to the National AIDS 
Network. The money from this grant 
will be used to assist NAN in developing 
its programs, and providing services to 
AIDS education and service providers 
across the country.

The Chicago Resource Center has 
awarded a grant of $10,000 to NAN for 
support of distribution of pre-existing 
AIDS education models targeted at 
minority communities.

The National AIDS Network is a 
national information resource center 
for AIDS education and service provid­
ers. NAN represents a coalition of 150 
AIDS education and service providers 
across the country.

Lesbian to 
Lead Frisco 
Democrats
Carole Migden, longtime activist in the 
San Francisco lesbian and gay com­
munity, was elected chair of the San 
Francisco Democratic Central Com- 
mitte on July 14. She is the first openly 
gay person to hold this office.

The Committee is the vehicle for local 
input into state and national Demo­
cratic Party policy. It also organizes 
voter registration and get-out-the-vote 
drives.

Migden also holds statewide party 
offices, having chaired the California 
Democratic Party’s lesbian and Gay 
Caucus since 1983.

Migden is the executive director of 
Operation Concern, a multi-service 
counseling agency serving the lesbian 
and gay community. She served two 
terms as president of the Harvey Milk 
Lesbian and Gay Democratic Club in 
1983 and 1984. In 1982, she ran for the 
board of San Francisco Community 
College, and was narrowly defeated by 
the three incumbents who were re­
elected.

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The Other Side of Gay Games II
Let’s Get Cultural

Politics and pizazz, beauty and har­
mony, drama and dedication were all 
part of the Procession of the Arts, the 
cultural sidebar of Gay Games II. 
Audiences ranged from less than a 
dozen to more than 2000 for the 20-odd 
(some odder than others) events in the 
Procession, so named by Games cultu­
ral chair Michael Clarke because “the 
Procession of the Athletes (is) one of the 
big things everybody remembers (from 
Gay Games I).”

Specifically there was painting and 
photography, band and chorus, modern 
and western dance, cabaret and mono­
drama, classical and popular music, lec­
ture and laughter, Japanese shadow 
theater and a revue about AIDS, a film 
festival and a circus parade, among 
other things—a lot to cram into 17 days, 
starting a week before the Games.

Although I could have tolerated the 
jock stuff in the context of Gay Games, I 
skipped most of it to cover the culture, a 
joyous duty that forced me to broaden 
the horizons of my eclecticism.

Aside from the opening and closing 
ceremonies of the Games themselves, 
the best-attended event was “With the 
Greatest of Ease,” a concert-cum-circus 
by the Lesbian and Gay Bands of Amer­
ica, various auxiliaries and specialty 
acts. Hyped by a Sunday circus parade 
at Castro and Market, it combined musi­
cianship, spectacle, politics, camp and 
other gay arts into a truly festive even­
ing at Davies Symphony Hall.

There were over 200 players from 15 
bands in 14 cities. The non-musical 
highlight was Pierre Nadeau, a world 
class trapeze artist and a heart­
stopping beauty to boot. Serving as 
ringmasters were John Molinari, presi­
dent of the board of supervisors and 
quite possibly our next mayor, and his 
wife Louise, a shameless delight. They 
auctioned off a rainbow bowtie for a 
$1000 donation to the campaign to fight 
the I^aRouche initiative. Proposition 64.

The Lesbian/ Gay Chorus of San 
Francisco led off the Procession with a 
concert of works by gay and lesbian 
composers. I overcame my fear of mod­
em music to enjoy most of the program, 
and the chorus did a great job with pie­
ces that were generally harder to sing 
than to listen to. The most difficult were 
two world premieres, of which my 
untrained ear preferred “Passengers of 
Infinity,” Kristin Norderval’s setting of 
three Emily Dickinson poems, to musi­
cal director Rodger D. Pettyjohn’s “For 
Those We Ix>ve,” perhaps the first mul­
timedia choral work about AIDS.

Pleasant and less challenging were 
works by Robert Chesley and William 
Severson, and Alan Stringer’s setting of 
“Psalm 100,” which unfortunately does 
not use an inclusive language text.

Vocal Minority reprised “VM Goes 
RPM." The 16-piece chorus under Bill 
Banz’ direction creates some beautiful 
four-part harmonies and often accom­
panies them with clever choreography. 
The first act, with music of the thirties 
and forties, is better than the second, 
the fifities through the seventies. They 
obviously draw inspiration from other 
revivalists—Manhatten Transfer, Sha 
Na Na and especially Bette Midler. 
They do Bette’s arrangement of 
“Higher and Higher” rather than 
Jackie Wilson’s. When they stick to big 
band tunes, however, they are the Mor­
mon Tabernacle Choir of jazz.

Of the two modern dance performan­

ces, the one I saw was “Confence Call” 
by Washington’s Alvin Mayes, New 
Yorkers David Wolfe and Patrick Kelly, 
and Boston’s Jeffry Pike, the best 
dancer of the four. Among my favorite 
pieces was Pike’s solo, “One Step.” He 
told me afterward the four sections— 
awkward beginning, carefree abandon, 
realization of limits and growth 
through compromise—were autobiogra­
phical about his transition from sports 
to dance. I had taken it as a metaphor 
for the gay community’s development 
and our response to AIDS, a new inter­
pretation Pike did not reject.

Japan’s “In Praise of Love and Sex” 
offered enough visual effects, music, 
dance and unfamiliar performing styles 
to captivate most adventurous theater­
goers, but those of us who looked for 
more than images were doomed to frus­
tration as the promise of “300 years of 
Japanese gay culture” went unfilled. 
Between untranslated Japanese dia­
logue and sketchy program notes, little 
made sense until the end when we could 
recognize the arrival of AIDS putting an 
end to the age of promiscuity, and a 
stunned community pulling itself 
together to stand and fight. That’s a 
universal story. This complex, spectacu­
lar production of the Jeune Peintre 
Company was still appreciated by 
many of us for whatever we could get 
out of it.

Jean Genet’s The Maids received a 
fair staging, with the sisters of the title 
played by males—Tom Redalia and 
Richard Pastor—as the late gay writer 
intended; what did he have in mind? 
They played their sadomasochistic 
games of mistress and servant, “the 
eternal couple of Criminal and Saint,” 
on a poorly lit set that was beautifully 
appointed, but with mismatched peri­
ods and styles that would never do for 
Madame.

Two other shows were encores. 
Besieged by Actors’ Equity for working 
in a nonunion production, co-directors 
Leland Moss and Doug Holsclaw 
appeared in the final performance of 
Unfinished Business: The New AIDS 
Show at Theatre Rhinoceros. Some 
form of this marvelous revue has been 
enlightening, encouraging, entertain­
ing and empowering locals and tour cit­
ies in the fight against AIDS for two 
years. A video documentary featuring 
highlights of the show will air on PBS 
this fall.

In An Evening with Eleanor Pat 
Bond played I^orena Hickok, Eleanor 
Roosevelt’s lesbian lover, sketching in 
the lives of the first lady and her “other 
woman” and reading from some of 
Hick’s 2300 letters to Eleanor. It’s an 
intelligent, compassionate show that 
Bond takes obvious pleasure in perform­
ing.

The San Francisco Bay Area Gay and 
Lesbian Historical Society presented a 
slide lecture by Will Roscoe, “The Zuni 
Man/ Woman—A Traditional Gay 
Role.” The Zuni of New Mexico and 
Arizona are, he said, one of 135 North 
American tribes to have had the tradi­
tion of berdache, permitting their people 
to assume alternative gender roles. The 
talk focused on We’wha, a Zuni who 

visited Washington, DC, for several 
months in 1886 without anyone realiz­
ing he was not the woman he dressed as. 
Increased contact with repressive white 
cultures in the 20th century has taken 
its toll, but this lifestyle remains a part 
of Zuni culture and tradition, and gays 
are fully accepted in the tribe.

Frameline, producers of our lesbian 
and gay film festival for the past 10 
years, mounted a three-day mini­
festival. A bodybuilding trilogy was 
shown one night, Donna Dietch’s 
Desert Hearts with Alexandra von 
Grote’s Novembermoon another. I went 

for the pairing of my favorite gay films. 
Parting Glances and Taxi zum Klo. As 
Boca Raton, Fla.’s Caldwell Playhouse 
recently performed The Boys in the 
Band and The Normal Heart in reper­
tory to show how our lives had changed 
between 1968 and 1984, these two state- 
of-the-lifestyle comedy-dramas illus­
trate the even more startling contrast of 
our carefree hedonism in 1980 against 
living cautiously with AIDS in 1985.

Two art exhibitions were held in con­
junction with the Games. Sam Allen dis­
played his winning artwork for the Gay 
Games II and Procession of the Arts 
posters along with other work, mostly 
Games-related, at what used to be the 
gay-owned and operatd Atlas Savings 
and Loan Association.

“Kindred Spirits,” at the Western 
Addition Cultural Center, featured the 
work of gay men and a lesbian who 
draw on their black roots for myth and 
mysticism in painting mostly brightly 
colored female figures from their unique 
perspectives. Kemit Amenophis paints 
a lot of Grace Jones and other celebri­
ties, including a sequined and bejeweled 
portrait of “Sylvester as a ‘Merman.’” 
(That’s half man, half fish, not Ethel!) 
Asungi takes a feminist approach to 
generic and historic subjects with such 
titles as “Now You’ve Tampered with 
the Wimmin.”

I expected “Down Home Dancin’” to 
be a country dance exhibition by the 240 
dancers who would perform at the clos­
ing ceremonies prior to the convention 
of the International Association of Gay 
Square Dance Clubs. It proved to be 
mostly audience participation—more a 
social than cultural event. After one 
warmup that felt like shitkickin’ aero­
bics, I retreated to the sidelines as 
genial Dave “Happy” New Year led the 
assembled multitudes through square 
dances and line dances, while there was 
country dancing in the lobby. A good 
time was had by all, even this wall­
flower who only regretted missing out 
on “stacking the wood,” which is 
Square for hugging.

These official events were just the tip 
of the social and cultural iceberg during 
Gay Games II. Charles Pierce was at the 
Fairmont; Cats, Tango Argentina, long 
runs Greater Tuna, Rapmaster Ronnie 
and the eternal Beach Blanket Babylon 
were on local stages; and all sorts of gay 
performances were offered which 
hadn’t registered in time to be part of 
the Procession of the Arts.

Jennifer Holliday’s concert at the 
closing ceremonies was anticlimatic at 
best. Even if she was the reason most of

the crowd had paid $20 to get in, they 
didn’t give her the attention and enthu­
siasm they had showed earlier for the 
athletes, organizers, and volunteers of 
the Games. Hampered by a mediocre 
sound system, Holliday just wasn’t 
what the day was about. Still, it’s a good 
thing she showed up. If she hadn’t they 
would have had to play records and 
teach the Goodyear blimp to lip-synch.

Gay Games II is over and San Fran­
cisco’s energy level is returning to nor­
mal. For 10 wonderful days “the gay 
mecca” felt the way it used to feel.

Houston generally runs with or ahead 
of most American cities in lesbian/ gay 
community organizing. There is how­
ever one aspect that needs very special­
ized attention and so far a group has not 
come together to make things happen.

We need a general purpose commun­
ity center. We have been fortunate in 
that MCCR and Dignity have been quite 
generous with the spaces they have 
available and other groups have 
pitched in to nurture new groups until 
they get spaces of their own.

In 1978 Montrose Activity Center was 
organized for that very purpose and 
made an impressive beginning. They 
provided office and meeting space for 
many groups, developed their own 
theater group, and had several succes- 
ful productions. But some in the com­
munity complained about the location 
and the plant itself. For various reasons 
having nothing to do with the commit­
ment and abilities of its organizers, 
MAC closed its doors.

MAC passed to other hands, the plant 
was sold, and the non-profit status shel­
tered Gay Pride Week for several years.

I joined the MAC board during 1986

AIDS Fear Changing Sex 
Practices of Single Women

The AIDS epidemic is casting a long 
shadow over the love lives of single 
women, especially in this city once fam­
ous for its “young and unattached” 
scene.

“The scare is on,” says psychothera­
pist Heather Dufton of the San Fran­
cisco Women’s Institutue. “A lot of 
women feel it’s just not safe to be single 
anymore.”

Six women psychotherapists form the 
Institute, treating almost exclusively 
women. Dufton says, three-quarters of 
her clients are single, and many are 
becoming monogamous in reaction to 
the AIDS crisis.

At first glance, the statistics on the 
probablity of a woman catching AIDS 
through sex don’t look very scary. As of 
July 28, the Centers for Disease Control 
in Atlanta, had documented 1510 
female AIDS cases while 21,282 men 
had fallen victim to the syndrome.

Of those women, 20 percent were 
infected by sex with a man and others 
got it mainly through drug use or blood 
transfusions. What alarms many, how­
ever, is the malady’s accelerating 
growth. Cases reported to CDC show an 
average 10 new women nationwide 
being struck every week this summer.

In San Francisco, a city considered a 
model for its AIDS education and treat­
ment facilities, awareness is high. And 
this is having a profound effect on the 
way women lead their lives, says Mary 
Cantrell, coordinator of the STOP AIDS 
Project, an education agency which 
every week sponsors three-and-a-half 
hour discussion groups about AIDS.

“More people in San Francisco know 
about AIDS than any other city in the 
world,” she says. “They’re thinking 
about it and acting on what they know.”

The city’s AIDS hotline reported a 
doubling in phone calls from women 
during the last six months. Coordinator 
Tom Mosmiller of the city’s free AIDS 
antibody testing program said more 
women are coming in for tests, although 
he could not say how many more 
because the health program does not 
keep statistics on gender.

Dr. Ira Golditch, chief of obstetrics 
and gynecology at San Francisco’s 
Kaiser Permanente Hospital, reports “a 
lot more concern among the women 
patients I see—more and more are ask 
ing questions because women have rela­
tionships with bisexual men.”

Area pharmacies report that women 
make up an increasing percentage of 
condom buyers. Women are joining 
homosexual men in Erotic Safe Sex 
classes in the Bay Area given by sexolo­
gist Clark Taylor. His monthly classes, 
which range in size from 60 to 150, have 
at times been as much as 60 percent 
women, and he has also given classes 
exclusively for women.

For some, such precautions haven’t 
erased their fears about AIDS. “Some 
women don’t completely trust what the 
doctors are telling them is safe sex. 
They’re afraid that we’ll find out a few 
years down the road that saliva trans­
mits the virus or something like that,” 
says Dufton.

The syndrome’s long incubation 
period is another worry, she says, mak­
ing many women fear that they or 
potential partners unknowingly are 
walking time bombs. “I came down with

a fever and sore throat recently, and the 
first thing that occurred to me was 
AIDS,” says Jean, 34, newspaper editor. 
“I’ve been in a relationship for five 
years. But with all this talk about a 
seven-year incubation period I think, 
‘What was I doing seven years ago?”’

Jean says that AIDS fear is also part 
of what keeps her in her relationship. “I 
just can’t imagine being out there,” she 
says. “And if I were, I certainly 
wouldn’t operate the way I did 10 years 
ago.”

Jean’s attitude is not uncommon, 
according to psychotherapist Marille 
James King, who treats mainly women. 
A lot of women are not willing to have 
one-night stands anymore,” she says. 
“They are insisting on commitment and 
long-term relationships.”

An associate of King’s says she hears 
of longer courtship periods, up to one 
year on one patient’s case, before 
women decide to sleep with a man. And 
King thinks the monogamous relation­
ship’s return to popularity, prompted 
greatly by the AIDS crisis, has actually 
made her patients happier women.

Grace, a 24-year-old political fund­
raiser, disagrees. She is sure that “the 
minute there’s a cure for AIDS, people 
are going to start sleeping around like 
crazy. Right now,” says Grace, “They’re 
hanging onto each other out of fear.”

But although Grace and her boy­
friend believe in open relationships, 
they themselves have decided to remain 
monogamous because of their AIDS 
fear. “My boyfriend’s ex-lover is seeing 
someone who’s old lover sleeps around a 
lot. If there’s any overlap in relations 
there, that woman could have an effect 
on me. Someone four generations away 
could affect my life.”

For others the fear is even more well- 
founded. Sarah, 31, a museum 
employee, believed for a year, until the 
AIDS antibody tests came out, that she 
had contracted AIDS from her boy­
friend. She described the night two 
years ago when her boyfriend told her 
they might both be in danger. “He asked 

me if I remembered that he had told me 
he once slept with a man, and I said, 
‘yes’,” she recounted. “Then he said, 
‘Well, that guy is in the hospital now 
with pneumocystis pneumonia. That 
means he has AIDS.’”

“I had always been so careful,” she 
continues, “I was never pregnant and 
I’ve had very few lovers. Then all of a 
sudden, AIDS was in my bedroom, in my 
bed, and maybe in my body.”

Although Sarah’s relationship was 
on the rocks, the two clung to each other 
because of their predicament. When the 
affair ended, Sarah was afraid to go out 
with other men. “I felt like I was the kiss 
of death.”

Starting a new sexual relationship is 
harder for many people now because of 
the AIDS threat, said Dufton. “Often 
new relationships start on distrust,” she 
explained. “A woman asks her partner 
if he has had diseases or a homosexual 
affair and if he says, ‘No,’ she often is 
still not convinced.”

On the positive side, couples are com­
municating much more at the begin­
ning of a relationship, King believes. 
“Women are taking control of the situa­
tion.” She thinks women are more cau­
tious than men partly because of the 
effect AIDS would have not only on 
them but on a child if they became preg­
nant.

Not everyone is so cautious. LeAnn, 
22, a university business student inter­
viewed in a Haight Street singles bar, 
says she thinks the AIDS issue is over­
blown. “It’s almost as likely for me to 
get AIDS by sleeping with a man as it is 
for me to get hit by a car crossing the 
street,” she said.

Dr. Bruce Gordon of the Haight- 
Ashbury Free Medical Clinic also says 
the AIDS scare is out of proportion. 
“Women ought to be less terrfied of 
AIDS and more concerned about (the 
venereal disease) chlamydia,” he says.

But Grace and others believe this fear, 
properly directed, is the only thing 
which will save lives until an AIDS cure 
is found. “We can’t just go around shar­
ing death,” she says.

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AIDS Book: Gays As Pioneers
By Sharon McDonald

Mary made a very dumb mistake 
recently that almost cost her a friend. 
Exploring her spiritual side in the past 
few years, she’d found a wealth of 
insight into her own life within the 
framework of the “you create your own 
reality” philosophy.

But she forgot, or maybe didn’t know, 
that trying to interpret someone else’s 
life through her new perceptions is a 
profoundly bad idea. So when she 
remarked to her friend who’d just been

diagnosed with cancer, “It’s too bad you 
had to do that to yourself,” she was 
genuinely astonished at the outraged 
reaction she got.

Mary thought she was showing 
tender concern. What she was feeling 
was tender concern, but what she 
showed was an insensitivity so great as 
to be extravagantly insulting to her 
friend. Too bad that’s not the last time 
one of us will mean so well, but speak so 

clumsily.
With AIDS in our midst, there are 

plently of opportunities for clumsy lan­
guage and ideological clashes about 
illness and immortality. The last thing 
we need is roughly-worded talk about 
how we “created” AIDS and need only to 
positive-think our way out of it. I 
thought about these things when I got 
ready to write about AIDS: Spirits Share 
Understanding and Hope From the 
Other Side, a book which examines 
AIDS from a non-denominational, spir­
itual perspective.

The book covers a wide scope of top­
ics, from an overview of catastrophic 
illnesses thoughout human Jiistory, to 
the multiple spiritual meanings of AIDS 
within the gay community. Touchy ter­
ritory, all of it, and it’s coming from a 
group of contributing authors who are 
decidedly metaphysically oriented. But 
while some metaphysicians might try to 
hammer home the idea of disease as a 
teaching tool for consciousness growth, 
even to someone who’s already 
extremely ill, these authors take a much 
more tender approach:

“I do not want you to see disease as a 
friend, because it brings great unhappi­
ness, not happiness. Sometimes it will 
bring changes in consciousness, and that 
is good. But it is much happier and wiser 
to be doing preventative study, preventa­
tive growing so that one does not have to 
get the illness and be forced into the 
changes from the negative way.”

AIDS: Spirits Share Understanding is 
the first book produced by Spirit 
Speaks, a Los Angeles magazine of con­
temporary trance channeled material. 
Readers of Shirley McLaine’s most

books will be familiar with the process 
of trance channeling, in which a person 
acts as a conduit for communication 
from a spirit. The person relaxes into a 
trance state and allows his or her body 
to be used by the spirit, who then speaks 
or writes without conscious effort by the 
person. If this all sounds like outrage­
ous bunk, that’s exactly as it should—at 
first—according to one of the book’s 
authors:

"Keep your skepticism! It’s important 
for everyone to have a certain measure of 
skepticism, and if you don’t have any per­
sonal experience of something, you 
should maintain enough skepticism to 
fully evaluate anyone who claims this 
experience. If you have no sense of what 
is happening, and I mean that in a tactile 
way, why shouldn’t you be skeptical? It's 
important for people to know from their 
own experience.

"I ask only that they temper it with 
allowing themselves to sense and feel on 
as many levels as possible and not to 
discount feelings they have that may not 
be of the five physical senses. They’re 
having them, and they should acknowl­
edge them. Some people will be having a 
feeling that tells them, ‘This person is a 
crackpot.’ Fine. Others will have a secret 
feeling that they aren’t wanting to look at. 
I ask only that they allow themselves to 
feel while maintaining skepticism."

While traditional religions have been 
slow to respond compassionately to the 
needs of people with AIDS, this book is 
neither judgemental nor condescend­
ingly pitying. “AIDS is an experience, 
not a punishment,” the book asserts.

The book’s contributing authors don’t 
always agree, however, and even when 
they do, they use varying ways of 
expressing the same idea. This variety 
of opinion and style allows virtually 
everyone to find something that speaks 
to them in a familiar language. As one 
contributor puts it, “Please remember, 
take what resonates with you, what 
assists, what nourishes, what feeds you; 
above all, what inspires you to do what 
you have come to do. The rest, please 
leave by the wayside.”

Molli Nickell, publisher of Spirit 
Speaks, is the one who put this book 
together, from locating mediums to con­
tribute their skills, to transcribing tapes 
of the trance channeled material, to 
editing the raw material into 26 clearly 
titled and subtitled chapters to help 
readers immediately find whatever 
they’re most interested in reading.

Not gay herself, Nickell is a warm and 

readers as “darling,” and frequent 
reminders are made to the reader not to 
blame himself in any way if he has 
AIDS.

What follows here is a moving excerpt 
from the book in which one author 
offers his perspective on why gays have 
been the primary carriers of AIDS in 
this country up to this time. The excerpt 
is representative of the depth of feeling 
and insight throughout this book; per­
haps it will be of some value to you and 
yours.

The Homosexual Community as a Mir­
ror for Society. Honoring Our Pioneers.

“It is important to understand, in this 
particular concern, since it appears to be 
rampant in the gay community here, that 
you have some sense of overview about 
this variety of sexuality.

“If heterosexuality is, so to speak, the 
norm, then homosexuality and bisexual­
ity are the contraries. What the contrary 
does, in a sense, is provide a mirror. The 
mirror is designed to show the opposite 
or the reflection or a different perspective 
of what’s the norm (so-called, and I have 
great question about what the definition 
of ‘norm’ means. Usually it only means 
statistical and that's the only way I want 
to define norm.). What is different from 
the numbers, the norm (in this case, 
homosexuality or bisexuality), is by 
nature designed to reflect back to the 
majority what the majority is disowning, 
what the majority is not doing. So, there­
fore, if I’m going to define norm, which I 
will now do, as that which is normal and 
possible in nature, which is a different 
definition, then homosexuality, bisexual­
ity, all the varities of sexual expression 
are possible and indeed natural, and 
indeed normal, regardless of the statis­
tics.

“So then, what is going on here partly 
has to do with the attempt to show so- 
called ‘straight’ people what they have 
disowned. First and foremost, between 
men, because that is the primary vessel or 
vehicle for the appearance of AIDS now in 
this culture, to show men what they have 
disowned in their relationships with each 
other. Many straight men, to this day, do 
not wish to know about brotherhood, do 
not wish to deal with affection between 
men for fear of it becoming sexual. Fear 
of its becoming sexual means they dis­
own all of this whole way of being with 
each other. That has promoted violence: 
the denouncement, this renouncement, 
this repression promotes violence, pro­
motes competition, promotes even a way 
of relating to women that is unfulfilling to

humorous middle-aged woman who saw 
that AIDS was hurting people and 
wanted to help. When she couldn’t find 
a publisher right away for the com­
pleted manuscript, she printed up copies 
of the 142 pages and had them bound so 
that she could distribute them herself 
while she continues to look for a pub­
lisher. Why did she go to this trouble?

“I wanted the information available 
pre-publication because of the urgent 
need for it,” she said. “In publishing 
there’s a lag time, but there’s no lag time 
in AIDS.”

Nickell sells the book at cost plus pos­
tage, and also works to provide books to 
individuals who are unable to pay for 
them.

The gay community is addressed with 
respect and love in AIDS: Spirits Share 
Understanding. In an opening “Special 
Message to Those of You with AIDS,” an 
author affectionately addresses the 

both men and women.
"Now if men, in the statistical norm, 

straight men, accepted this part, this way 
of relating with each other that is fuller 
and more balanced, the catch is, it need 
not necessarily be sexual, it might occa­
sionally be sexual, but it would not be 
rampant, which is what the fear is. But the 
fear is unjustified. What makes homosex­
uality (if you want to use the word, I'm not 
sure you can) ‘rampant’ is the initial 
repression that forces it outside of the 
self into something else.

“Now what goes there is that the norm 
becomes fixated in heterosexuality, 
rather righteously, and the opposite or 
the contrary does the same. It becomes 
fixated in its form of expression. Neither 
one is truly appropriate. Both are truly 
stuck. Neither is capable of experiencing 
the full range of human love and its physi­
cal expression. Now, if that is the case, 
and in homosexuality now you have a 
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Books
disease, the disease is attacking the 
immune system, it is saying, ‘We don’t 
know what to fight, we don’t know how to 
fight.’ It is saying, "We are open to inva­
sion, open to invasion by something that 
is weak outside of the body, but inside of 
the body it is most deadly.’

"What is going on is that gay people, so 
to speak, are on the frontier. They are 
outside of the statistical norm. They are 
disrespected, they are rejected and 
disowned—the disowned aspect of the 
norm. That places them on the frontier. 
Now, any oppressed group is on the 
frontier, and is a contrary and a mirror 
reflecting back what is diseased in the 
culture. In this culture, however, it is not 
respected for providing this service 
because no one wants to own what has 
been disowned.

“What I want to say about this is that the 
appearance of this disease, on this partic­
ular frontier, suggests what is already 
wrong in the male population in this cul­
ture. They don’t know what they're fight­
ing for anymore, they don’t know how to 
love the softer aspects of their own male­
ness. Those secrets of being men are 
gone, are lost. Straight men, too, like gay 
men, define masculinity and their own, by 
their cocks. The rest of the male heart is 
unknown. The work, and the appearance 
of AIDS in this culture at this time, among 
homosexuals, is opening the possibility 
for shedding light on the unknown por­
tion of the male heart.

“Now if you doubt what I am saying and 
you want to see what is happening, begin 
to look at what the appearance of AIDS is 
doing in the families of these gay men. In 
most cases, it is forcing communication 
that was never possible before. It is even, 
to a great degree, forcing people to rec­

oncile differences in values, in lifestyles, 
in judgements.

"If you wish to discuss the function of 
this disease, please look to this level. This 
disease is one that will be, to some 
degree, eradicated by something as sim­
ple as a vaccine, in time (several years to 
be precise). However, if only the medical 
aspect is approached, people who are 
cured will find another way to check out if 
they have not dealt with the lessons 
inherent in the disease.

“The lessons inherent in the disease 
have first to do with what to fight, when, 
how, and who. Second, to do with recon­
necting and re-establishing communica­

tion between the part of the male heart 
that is known and the part that is 
unknown. The part that is unknown has 
to do with brotherhood between men, 
cooperation. It does not necessarily need 
to be expressed sexually, although as I 
have said before, occasionally in nature 
that occurs and it is alright, it is only 
another aspect of the human psyche.

"Any oppressed group, please under­
stand, because it is oppressed, exagger­
ates what is already in the culture. So 
those who come down on gay men for 
being promiscuous ignore that among 
straight men in general, promiscuity is 
even honored. You see, that is the mecha­
nism of disowning, ‘The problem is out 
there, therefore I escape responsiblity.' 
That is not true. One does not escape that 

way because what is out there, the mirror, 
will push it back onto you. Those who are 
on the frontier get it first, but the war is 
not fought on the frontier, it comes 
behind the lines, does it not? Those on 
the frontier in almost every other culture 
are respected. That doesn’t mean that 
you allow them to die for you. It means 
that you use what they are showing you, 
to own within yourself.

“You already know (medically) that the 
AIDS virus and cells appear in every liv­
ing human being. Like cancer, like so 
many of what are the deadly diseases, the 
trigger that makes them multiply, 

explode, indeed beyond repair, has to do 
with our values, your beliefs, your refusal 
to take stands, your refusal to own the 
parts of yourself that are important and 
powerful to you.

"Now I want to talk about women here 
because it is important. What I have said 
so far applies also to women and lesbian­
ism, to ‘normal’ heterosexual women's 
difficulty in establishing sisterhood with­
out competition, without bitchiness and 
so forth. Women have a little easier time 
in this culture, and curiously, this disease 
is not affecting them quite the same way. 
However, there are things for them to 
learn in this, too. One of them has to do 
with allowing men to find their own soft­
ness according to the mysteries of being 
male.

"One of the things that is mistaken in 
this culture is that women feel they can 
teach men how to be soft, how to be gen­
tle. Not true. Only women can teach other 
women the mysteries of being women. 
That is how it has always been. The rites 
of initiation are performed by members of 
the same sex, older and wiser and expe­
rienced.

“So, the lesson for women in this is to 
allow men to do this exploration among 
themselves, to indeed encourage it and 
be willing to step back and do the great 
feminine thing of making space, allow­
ing. And, in their relationship with men, to 
come forward and relate, not from the 
position of them trying to be male in a 
business or a competitive way, but trying 
to be a woman and strong in womanli­
ness. If this is done, there will be less 
competition between men and women. 
Each will understand the other. The man 
will understand that the woman cannot 
be strong in the way that he is and vice 
versa. The woman will understand that 
the man cannot be soft in the way that she 
is.

"These are truly the mysteries, this is 
truly why this disease is so devastating, 
so powerful and so frightening, because 
sex and death, my dears, are mysteries. 
One approaches the mysteries with 
respect. If one approaches with fear, one 
is usually destroyed.”

found that there are two kinds of 
arguers—those who approach an argu­
ment (hawks), and those who avoid it 
(doves).

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‘Joe Egg’ Slips Away from the Audience

As we left Stages’ Joe Egg, my compan­
ion, John, complained about tedium, 
but I think the problem really was with­
drawal.

He explained it by saying that the 
play really didn’t have anything to say 
to us. As confirmed bachelors, the story 
of parents dealing with the fact that 
their daughter is a vegetable couldn’t 
really hit directly at us.

I pointed out that one of our parents 
might, given time and horrible luck—a 
stroke or a traffic accident, become a 
vegetable. My mother, in fact, has told 
me that if that ever happens to her that I 
am not to allow any extraordinary mea­
sures be taken to prolong her life.

One central question in this play is: 
At what point do normal procedures— 
medicine, TLC, etc.—become extraordi­

nary measures in a truly hopeless case?
Anyway, we were not alone in our 

boredom. One of the most amusing 
points in the evening came from a 
woman on the front row who was 
awakened from the noise from a tray 
being placed on a table.

The problem starts with the direction. 
Much of the time in this play, the char­
acters speak directly to the audience. 
Indeed, for about half of the first act, the 
parents put on a vaudeville show to 
directly tell us about the past life of the 
daughter.

When they are trying to draw us clos­
est into them, they have been directed to 
withdraw farthest away from us. They 
go up on a platform at the back of the 
stage, buried behind a couch. They’re 
not much further way from us physi­
cally than if we were sitting in the first 
few rows of a larger theater—say the 

Music Hall or the Tower. Psychologi­
cally, however, they are speaking to us 
from the next room, a few light years 
away.

Late in the second act, one of the char­
acters has to come downstage to deliver 
her monologue. It is just the vague, 
meandering rattlings of an elderly 
woman, but we follow it much more eas­
ily. We warm to this woman because 
she’s reaching out to us from a place 
where she can reach us. Having had to 
move her down so that the action could 
take place behind her, it’s too bad the 
director didn’t feel this phenomenon 
and reblock the majority of the play.

Now, you might see this as the set 
designer’s fault, but he’s supposed to be 
under the control of the director, too.

The father is also withdrawing. He’s 
fleeing an intolerable situation. It is 
much worse than Hawkeye Pierce’s 

because Hawkeye can usually pull them 
through on the operating table. The 
daughter has pulled through but is still 
hopeless and will be as long as she lives.

This man uses humor as a defense 
and a tool, too. But the harder situation 
brings out harder humor. It is scathing, 
lacerating, bludgeoning. It is crass and 
rude. For us to forgive it enough to find 
it funny, it must be dragged painfully 
from the depths of this man’s tormented 
psyche.

We are given a performance that is 
very good and workmanlike but not stel­
lar. He gets all of the humor right on the 
surface and adds some depth to it, but 
not enough. He lets his character with­
draw too easily. He should have to fight 
harder to escape.

The women in the play—Mimi Ste- 
benne, Barbara Sims, Suzie Adamson 
and, especially, Sally Edmundson—do 
fine work here. But as for the play as a 
whole, I almost withdrew at intermis­
sion.

Director Pushes for Positive Women’s Roles

The lesbian drama Desert Hearts, 
which I reviewed weeks ago, is now 
playing in Houston and is breaking 
house records at the River Oaks 
Theater. In a recent interview in Venice, 
Calif., director Donna Deitch talked 
about how pleased she was that the film 
was doing well everywhere.

“I just returned from several weeks in 
Europe,” she sighed, “and it was tiring. 
The movie did quite well in the big cities 
to a mixed audience. I just wanted to tell 
a story that hadn’t been told before, and 
Desert Hearts was it.”

It bothered Deitch that while there 
had been movies about lesbians like 
Personal Best and Children’s Hour, 
they all had one problem. “Usually the 
women turn out to be bisexual or they 
commit suicide in the end, and I didn’t 
want that,” she said. “Just a film about 
how women really are, with a sex scene 
that I thought was important and might 
even bring in a bigger crowd. We found 
that most people were not offended by 
the explicit sex.”

Deitch strongly feels that people stay 
interested in the film because the 
women are “very strong female charac­
ters. I’m interested in films that show 
positive women. I’m not going to do 
another lesbian film next, but I am get­
ting offers from various studios. I hope 
to start something else soon after work­
ing so many years to get Hearts made.

Deitch had been a documentary film­
maker and still photographer (for Billy 
Jack), so she has plenty of experience 
under her belt. As an independent film­
maker, she had to scrape together 
money with the help of people like Lily 
Tomlin and others, and still owes 
money to people. “I could have used a 
longer shooting schedule, but in the end

I was pleased. I’m very pleased with the 
publicity by Samual Goldwyn who 
bought my film and took off with it. 
Word of mouth has been one of the 
major things that helped this film also.”

Set in the fifties, Desert Hearts is the 
story of a staid, proper woman who 
meets a young woman that procedes to 
seduce her. Staying at a dude ranch for 
women waiting out their Reno divorces, 
Vivian soon comes out of her shell. 
There are plenty of other interesting 

characters too, and the drama is always 
fascinating because the people seem so 
real as they change throughout the film. 
By the tearful ending, we know we’ve 
experienced one of the best films of the 
year.

“The ending was rewritten 10-15 
times before we finally decided what we 
wanted. I shot the beginning and end­
ing the first thing, and then hurried 
through the schedule. My favorite 
scene? Definitely the scene of the three 
women in the convertible. Great.”

Deitch likes to attend independent 
films like My Beautiful Launderette, 
Vagabond and Letters to Breshnev. She 
has nothing against the major studios 
and their films, but feels that indepen­
dents are usually more interesting. Her 
Desert Hearts and the fistfull of other 
successful gay releases this year prove 
that people are ready for this type of 
film now. With all the negative press 
gays have received lately, it’s good to 
see the film media come around.

parts change, he develops super 
strength, and his ears, fingernails and 
teeth start to fall out.

Many filmgoers remember the horror/ 
camp classic The Fly from 1958. Vin­
cent Price and Al Hedison starred in the 
film, which had a scientist switch heads 
with a fly in a messed-up experiment. 
Now we have the 1985 version, and 
thankfully it is much better than the 
original.

Actually the story has been expanded 
and modernized to seem more real and 
scientific than the “old” Fly. The story 
is very paced and the scientists’ telepor­
tation experiments really don’t seem

that far-fetched. The big difference is in 
the special effects, which make the old 
film seem pretty childish.

Jeff Goldblum is the scientist who 
accidentally mixes his genes with a fly 
during a teleportation experiment.
