
Annual requests run high

Preliminary figures released Thursday by the 
Student Publications Committee (SPC) indicated 
over 2,200 students requested yearbooks through 
optional funding during pre-registration.

In a meeting last Friday, SPC had determined that 
at least 1,400 students would have to pay voluntary 
subscriptions in order to meet production costs of the 
1972-73 yearbook.

"Approximately 18,000 students pre-registered 
during the first three days of this week," Ross 
Strader, Student Publications manager, said. “Of 
these, 2,239 students indicated they wanted a year­
book. We still have more than 7,000 students who 
haven’t registered. We expect the same percentage to 
carry through, which would add another 840 sub­
scriptions."

The favorable response from the student body will 
affect the outcome of the yearbook itself. “Since it 
appears now that well over 3,000 students will sub­
scribe for the yearbook, there can be more than the 
basic 304 pages," Strader said.

"This means that it will not have to be a 
monochrome book. In other words, there will be funds 
for some four-color pages.”

Provisions will be made for people who decide to 
order a yearbook later in the year, Strader said. 
These transactions will be on a separate basis and 
these students must contact the Student Publications 
Business Office.

Dr. Campbell Titchener, chairman of SPC, ex­
pressed surprise at the favorable response of the 
students. He said the figures were comfortably over 
what they had expected.

“SPC is encouraged by the results. This will enable 
us to put out a yearbook comparable in size and scope 

to yearbooks of the last half dozen years," Titchener 
said.

SPC decided last Friday to use pre-registration for 
the purpose of determining how many students 
wanted a yearbook, Titchener said. This gave the 
committee only the weekend to prepare for pre­
registration.

"We couldn't have done it without the help of the 
computer center and the Office of Information," 
Titchener said.

Because of lack of publicity and time, SPC expects 
the confusion of the yearbooks on the athletic ticket 
book forms will cause some students to ask for a 
refund after they realize they requested a yearbook.

Harold Scott, spokesman for the Cashier's Office, 
said refunds may be obtained by those students who 
do not wish to pay for the yearbook. "If they want to 
change their minds and delete the request, they must 
inform the people when they appear to pay tuition and 
fees.

Uni-senate results
withheld till Monday

Votes cast in this week's 
University Senate referenda were 
counted by election com­
missioners Thursday evening but 
the results will not be released 

until Monday.
Paul Rogers, president of 

Students' Association (SA), said 
he authorized the witholding of the 
tabulations. Student results will 
be made public when the faculty 

results are released
Dr. Wallace Honeywell, 

president of the Faculty Senate, 
told Rogers faculty results would 
be held until Monday. Honeywell 

told Rogers he would deliver the 
faculty count to UH Pres. Philip 
G. Hoffman.

Rogers said he decided to 
withold announcement of the 
result “so it would not interfere 

with the faculty vote." Faculty 
ballots were distributed to eligible 
faculty voters by department 
chairmen. Completed ballots were 
to have been returned to the 
faculty senate via interoffice mail 
by 5 p.m Thursday.

Student voting in the University 
Senate and lettuce boycott 
referenda was very light, election 
commissioners and poll workers 
said Thursday.

The arts and sciences ballot box 
in the lobby of Science and 
Research, experienced the 
heaviest voting. 525 votes were 
cast there Wednesday. The UC 
box received 180 ballots Wed­
nesday. Poll workers said 
Thursday's voting was lighter. 
Hotel-Motel and Restaurent 
management, Engineering, law, 
graduate, downtown, Clear Lake, 
architecture and technology 
students vote in the UC.

Socialist analyzes election

The recent landslide victory for 
Pres. Richard Nixon shows a 
growing alienation of the majority 
of young, black. Chicano, women 
and working people, Andrew 
Pulley, recent Socialist Workers 
Party (SWP) candidate for vice- 
president, said Thursday.

Pulley spoke to a small group of 
students in the San Jacinto Room. 
UC, about the recent election and 
coming SWP and Young Socialist 
Alliance (YSA) plans.

"Some people are confused by 
Nixon's landslide, and think it 
shows a turn to the right in this 
country,” Pulley said. "The 
number of people voting was the 
smallest since 1958, percentage­
wise," he added.

SWP candidates were placed on 
ballots in 26 states, and out-dated 
election laws were struck down in 
several states, Pulley said. About 

$120,000 was spent on the cam­
paign. he added.

Numerous SWP candidates 
were on the Texas ballot 
November 7. Manuel "Tank" 
Barrera, who ran against Barbara 
Jordan for U.S Representative 
from the 18th District, said he 
[lulled 1,290 votes. Barrera added 
Debbie Leonard. SWP candidate 
for governor of Texas, received 
24,000 votes. "This shows an in­
creased interest in an alternative 
candidate." Barrera said.

l^ck of a real alternative in the 
Democratic and Republican 
candidates was evident 
throughout the campaign. Pulley 
said. Sen. George McGovern, 
Democratic nominee for 
President, was “basically 
unreliable,” he said.

Pulley said McGovern changed 
his policies on many issues after 
taking opposite public stands on 
them. He mentioned amnesty, the 

war in Vietnam and gay 
liberation, as the questionable 
issues.

"Nixon had four years to lie." 
Pulley said. Nixon promised four 
years ago that he would never 
intervene in labor disputes. Then 
he announced a wage freeze, 
I’ulley added.

The President also promised an 
end to the war in Vietnam. "He 
liad four years to bring peace and 
he did not," Pulley said. In the 
civil rights area, Nixon placed 
“the most racist creatures he 
could find on the Supreme Court," 
moved to slop busing and tried to 
subsidize parochial schools, 
Pulley added.

"We (SWP) don't believe in 
changing our programs to win 
people over,” he said. Pulley said 
in a socialist society there would 
be no war. oppression of women, 
blacks and Chicanos "Unem-

of a student bill of rights, no unitary court system, an 
over-representation of administrators and three-year 
faculty terms, the University Senate giving students a 
voice in educational policy-making made the plan worth a 
try.

Lack of 
time could not be the reason.

Schnitzen and his administrative friends have taken an 
unusually active role in trying to make the University 
Senate a reality.
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Support of black 
take-overs urged

For the last two weeks a 
massive rebellion by black 
students has been sweeping 
across campuses in Louisiana. 
Students at Southern University, 
at both the Baton Rouge campus 
and the New Orleans campus 
(SUNO) and at Grambling 
University in Ruston are 
demanding fundamental changes 
in curriculum, medical care, 
adequate buildings and facilities, 
edible food and higher pay for 
cafeteria workers. They’re also 
demanding the resignation of top 
administrators who are respon­
sible for such intolerable con­
ditions.

The battle started October 24 at 
Baton Rouge when 2,500 students 
marched on the State Education 
Board and the whole campus, 
9,000 students, went on strike.

Students at the New Orleans 
campus went out in solidarity on 
October 27 and drew up a list of 
their own grievances. On October 
31 the SUNO students seized the 
administration building when 
Vice President E.W. Bashful, 
head of the New Orleans campus, 
refused to meet with them to 
discuss their demands The next 
day cafeteria workers joined a 
campus demonstration to show 
their support.

At Grambling students also 
tried to seize the administration 
building, but were driven back by 
campus cops who tear-gassed the 
crowd and fired live ammunition 
over their heads. Black students 
at Dillard and Louisiana State 
University issued statements of 
support for the students in the 
administration building.

A statement issued by the 
striking students at SUNO says in 
part, “As black students par­
ticipating in America’s in­
stitutions of education, we find 
that it is impossible to continually 
ignore the glaring contradictions 
that exist between our educational 
experiences and the realities of 
our lives. We view this institution 
as a control mechanism func­
tioning to mold minds that would 
submit to the tyranny that exploits 
and dehumanize the people of the 
world; therefore, it acts to sub­
merge men’s consciousness.

In understanding that the 
educational system in America is 
geared to the continuation of the 
oppressive conditions that black 
and other poor people are sub­
jected to, we as black students call 
for the re-defining of Southern 
University as it relates to the 
students and to the black and 
world community.

It is our contention that the 
administration of SUNO and the 
administration of the Southern 
system function to perpetuate the 
injustices inflicted upon black and

poor people. Furthermore, we feel 
that our educational experiences 
are of no value if they do not speak 
to the objective realities and 
conditions of the oppressed 
masses. It is our objective to 
transform the present educational 
system so that it will aid in 
building a more humane society."

After holding the administration 
building for eight days, defying 
three ultimatums, the SUNO 
students left the building 
November 9, having won a major 
victory. University head Bashful 
resigned and the State Education 
Board granted demands for 
transportation improvements to 
campus and in medical and 
emergency service. They have 
also authorized a student audit of 
SUNO financial records, some 
minor revision in the curriculum, 
and a complete amnesty for the 
students in the building.

Earlier in the day, state officials 
had ordered students to be out of 
the building by 1 p.m. but students 
defied this order and rallied 
hundreds of community sup­
porters to a demonstration on 
campus. In the face of this un­
bending unity, the school ad­
ministration gave in.

Students for a Democratic 
Society urges all UH students, 
workers and faculty members to 
give their fullest support to this 
continuing struggle against 
racism and to commit themselves 
to fighting the forms of racism 
that exist here at the University of 
Houston.

a joint probe by federal narcotics 
agents and the Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS).

penditures of $235,972 went to 
narcotics officers as protection 
payoffs in 1966. Mirelez has a long 
police record dating back to 1949.
He is in federal custody with bond 
on the tax case set at $100,000.

Dem party asked 
to oust nat'l head
WASHINGTON (UPI) - Sen. 

Edmund S. Muskie of Maine 
joined party spokesmen Thursday 
to urge the resignation of 
Democratic National Chair­
woman Jean Westwood, who still 
vows she will fight to keep her job.

Muskie said he was “not anti- 
Westwood or pro-Westwood" but 
"the question of considering party 
leadership after an election defeat 
is a valid principle."

The Maine senator, who 
declined a McGovern invitation to 
be his vice-presidential running 
mate, was interviewed on the 
NBC-TV Today show the the day 
after Westwood returned from a 
Florida vacation and reiterated 
her determination to resist efforts 
to oust her.

The showdown will come

Democratic National Committee, 
its first since McGovern suffered 
disastrous defeat in the Nixon 
landslide last week.

Six days earlier, at St. Louis, the 
31 democratic governors will meet 
to act on a recommendation by its 
five-member executive com­
mittee that Westwood, former 
Utah national committeewoman 
selected as chairwoman by 
McGovern the day after the 
Miami Beach convention, step 
down in the interestes of party 
unity.

Among others calling for 
Westwood's resignation have been 
Alabama Gov. George C. Wallace 
and James A. Farley, a long­
standing Democratic political 
strategist and adviser.

Sheinberg added the center 
would specialize in prevention of 
pregnancy. "I think it’s the best

Agreeing wholeheartedly with 
Sheinberg was Dr. Janet Chafetz, 
assistant professor of social work. 
“I am very curious to see if 
women will use it,” Chafetz said
“It shows the administration is

WASHINGTON- (UPD-For 

the first time in the history of the 
Vietnam War. America's Roman 
Catholic Bishops Thursday called 
much of the bombing in Vietnam 
immoral and asked that it be 
ended.

In overwhelmingly approving a 
resolution on Vietnam, the bishops 
said they prayed for a successful 
conclusion of the current peace 
negotiations.

“We couple this prayer with a 
plea to both sides for an end to the 
bombing and terrorism which are 
causing such loss of civilian life 
and destruction to the land itself," 
they said.

"Indeed, a particularly 
anguishing and in many cases 
immoral aspect of this has been 
the suffering and death inflicted 
on non-combatants," they added.

While the bishops were voting 
on the resolution, pro-abortion 
spokesman Bill Baird attempted 
to enter the meeting to address the 
bishops.

Baird stood outside the meeting 
and told newsmen that church was 
a cause of "religious suppression" 
in the areas of birth control and 
abortion.

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Two black students killed 
during Southern U. upset

BATON ROUGE La U'PD 
Militant blacks seized the 
Southern University ad­
ministration building Thursday 
and two black youths were shot to 
death when sheriff's deputies 
retook it. Authorities denied 
deputies fired the fatal shots.

Gov Edwin Edwards declared a 
state of emergency in the 
Louisiana capital of 200,000 
population, ordered the campus 
closed and called out the National 
Guard.

He said he had reports of a ‘‘run 
on ammunition" and a plot to 
assassinate him.

The blacks took over the 
building Thursday morning 
following two weeks of militant 
action by Southern students who 
earlier occupied the ad­
ministration building at the New 
Orleans campus but gave it up 
when Southern's president agreed 
to resign.

The governor said students first 
fired tear gas cannisters at police 
before officers took any action.

"The first projectile fired came 
from the building where the 
students were," Edwards said six 
hours after the shooting. ‘‘Then 
officers began to return the tear 
gas"

"And when it was over, two 
students lay dead."

Baton Rouge Sheriff Al Amiss 
said his men did not fire their 
pistols, rifles or shotguns when 
they swept onto the campus to 
oust the blacks from the two- 
story, red brick building.

"As far as 1 know, none of our 
men fired shotguns or their

rifles," the sheriff said. “We 
heard two shots from pistols from 
the crowd."

Edwards said the two young 
black men were killed “with 
weapons or sharpnel,” possibly 
shotgun pellets.

“The sheriff will order the 
discontinuance of all ammunition 
and firearms sales and the mayor 
will order whatever curfew he 
deems necessary. The civil 
liberties are suffocated at times 
like this," the governor said.

He ordered the campus closed 
until after Thanksgiving.

“We have understood that a 
group of 10 students have banded 
together with the intention of 
killing me," Edwards told a news 
conference in a suite next to his 
state capitol offices.

Amiss said during the brief 
battle for the building, students

hurled “fragmentation bombs" 
and tear gas cannisters at of­
ficers. Students who were inside 
the building later said all they did 
was pick up cannisters fired by 
the deputies and throw them back 
outside.

Coroner Hypolite Landry said 
the victims apparently were shot. 
Amiss said one of the dead men 
looked “like he was trampled."

One of the dead was identified 
as Denver A. Smith, 20. of New 
Rose, La. The other victim was 
not identified immediately.

"Two men have been shot and 
there may be more if necessary," 
Mayor W. W. Dumas said after the 
battle.

“We've sent the dogs in to get 
them out of the building. We are 
going to take back over the ad­
ministration building at any 
cost."
