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PRESERVE AMERICANISAI
Americanism had its birth when our forefathers knelt in 

prayer beside Plymouth rock. They dédicated their lives to God 
and this new country they were beginning. From then on Ameri­
canism bas gone forward steadily and surely.

We today, in order to carry on Americanism should assimi- 
late to the political and social institutions of the United States. 
The family is the greatest institution. In order to preserve 
Americanism not only do we hâve to preserve the family but our 
religious institutions; our political institutions; and our social 
and économie institutions.

America thinks of herself as a young country but we are 
the oldest republic in the world. We ail love America, but we also 
take her for granted. The national self-glorification of the Ger- 
mans and Italians today, the sense of yorld mission of Russia, 
seem ridiculous to us. But we hâve gone through ail this in our 
time. These national révolutions will over-reach themselves as 
Napoléon did in his time. We had our fling in 1776 and 1861. We 
established our géographie frontiers and our unity then. The 
star-spangled banner has flown for a longer consecutive period 
than the flag of any major power—and we are used to it. It is 
ail right to dépend upon this, but not to the extent that we will 
let it slip from our grasp.

We hâve an enormous advantage in that our national révo­
lution is long since established, that we are relatively isolated 
geographically, that we hâve a strong démocratie basis already, 
and that we hâve the power to see what is going on in the world. 
The great prestige of President Roosevelt rests on the fact that 
he knows that there is a world révolution. However, no problem 
has ever been solved by good will alone, without intellect. The 
intellectualism of the dictatorships—their supression of the in- 
quiring spirit—is the thing that will get them in the end.

Our job is to preserve ail this, that for years upon years 
has been built up, to give us the America we live in today. It 
is the duty of every American citizen to do ail in his power to 
preserve our Americanism.

in only two places; the office and 
the home. While very few pipe 
smokers in offices are actually man- 
handled or even insulted, they are 
informed—in a very subtle manner, 
of course—that ther hay-burner is 
offensive.
