Ford's inflation plans 
fall on higher income

Regents okay bonds 
for new UH campus

WASHINGTON- (API 
President Ford is reportedly 
ready to recommend an income 
lax surchargeon corporations and 
upper income individuals as part 
of his anti-inflation program.

Such a move, however, already 
has been criticized in some 
congressional quarters Sen. 
Edward M Kennedy. D-Mass., 
urged Ford Monday to discard 
any plan for a surcharge.
“Tlie basic defect of the sur­

charge is that it compounds the 
gross inequity that already exists 
in our income tax laws,” Kennedy 
said

Kennedy said a surcharge is 
■‘fundamentally unfair to millions
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of ordinary lax[wyers because it 
hits hardest at those who already 
pay more than their fair share of 
faxes."

Ford was described Monday as 
viewing his forthcoming economic 
program as a package to be 
adopted in full if inflation is to be 
conquered by 1976.

Press Secretary Hon Nessen 
said Ford will seek across-the- 
Ixiard acceptance of more than a 
dozen economic proposals he will 
unveil in a nationally televised 
appearance at a joint session of 
Congress, 4pm EDT today.

Dr. Carolyn B Smith, assistant 
professor of speech, was ap­
pointed director of lhe newly- 
formed Office of Academic In­
formation. In addition to advising 
students already enrolled on 
campus, this program will at­
tempt to recruit new students by 
sending academic information to 
high school students, industrial 
workers, minority groups and 
middle-aged persons.

Dolph 
Briscoe will recommend to state 
legislators a 10 per cent raise for 
slate employes. This should in­
clude university faculty." Hoff­
man said.

Bishop condemns Nam's condition

"We do not have peace with 
honor in South Vietnam, and will 
not. until we, as a people, make a 
concerned effort to alleviate those 
problems we substantially 
nutured," Bishop Thomas 
Gumbleton. auxiliary bishop of 
the Detroit archdiocese, said 
during a speech Friday, in the 
World Affairs Lounge. UC.

Recalling his 1973 Easter visit to 
South Vietnam, Bishop Gum­
bleton presented a commentary 
on the general condition of that 
country and reviewed his personal 
experiences with political 
prisoners, their families, and 
officials of the Saigon govern-

Speaking in a relaxed and 
gentile manner. Bishop Gum­
bleton "s mood was somewhat 
offset by the rather harsh 
realities, and sometimes brutal 
tone, of the events he described.

"We need to have a more

ring in South Viet­
nam. he said. “That these 
deplorable conditions and 
situations could not exist without 
our involvement, should be of 
great concern to us all."

Referring to a senate sub­
committee report issued one year 
after the Paris Peace Accord was 
signed. Bishop Gumbleton

described a situation as 
staggering in numbers as it was in 
content

"The report states." he said, 
“nearly one million more 
refugees, 50.000 more military 
deaths, and 43,000 more civilian 
casualties occurred during that 
one year of peace. This can only 
indicate the totally deplorable 
situation we left behind still 
exists."

Besides leaving behind a 
deplorable situation, the U.S. also 
left behind betw-een 300 and 600 
million pounds of unexploded anti­
personnel bombs and mines, 
according to Bishop Gumbleton.

"These mines were designed 
specifically to destroy, maim and 
injure human beings," he said. 
"Yet our government has done 
nothing to have them removed."

During U.S. military in­
volvement in Vietnam, over 100 
million pounds of herbicides were 
spread over the countryside to 
destroy the natural concealment 
used by the Viet Cong. This effort, 
along with the 23,000 to 26,000 
Iximb craters which mar the once 
fertile land, has caused a 
tremendous food shortage. Bishop 
Gumbleton said

"1 was amazed at what I saw in 
South Vietnam." he added. "The 
whole fabric of their society has 
been thoroughly disrupted or 
destroyed "

"With over 65 per cent of the 
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population converging on the 
cities, the once beautiful Saigon 
has now become a city of slums," 
he said.

Describing the events which led 
to his trip to South Vietnam, 
Bishop Gumbleton said, "I made 
last years' visit to verify, first­
hand. the reports of political 
prisoners in Saigon's jails. I can 
now slate unequivically that the 
accusations were true."

GUMBLETON

President Thieu has repeatedly 
denied these reports, while 
visiting and making speeches 
abroad During a visit to the U.S. 
he extended, to the world, an

invitation to visit his country, 
inspect the prisons and speak with 
the prisoners.

"It was only ’wo weeks after 
this that Bishop Guy Belanger of 
Valley Field. Canada, and I tried 
io accept his invitation." Bishop 
Gumbleton stated.

Following correct procedure. 
Bishop Gumbleton and Bishop 
Belanger deposited, with the head 
of the Thieu cabinet, a formal 
request to visit the prisons. The 
letter was Io be delivered Io the 
prime minister with assurances it 
would be acted on promptly. The 
request was never answered.

"One can only conclude they did 
not want us to see and interview 
the prisoners." Bishop Gumbleton 
replied

According Io a Senate Ap­
propriations Committee, in a 
report filed Dec. 13. 1973. "the 
existence of political prisoners in 
South Vietnam is beyond any 
reasonable dispute estimates 
range from 4.3(H) Io 2(H).iN)() "

Bishop Gumbleton also cited the 
case of Father Paul Minh, con­
victed of political crimes, but not 
sentenced for fear of creating 
anger among the Catholic Com­
munity

"Inorder to punish Father Minh 
and still not cause dissent, the 
government instead had his father 

imprisoned." Bishop Gumbleton 
said. "What greater punishment 
can be administered a man than to 
have his own father pay the price 
for his moral convictions?"

During his stay in South Viet­
nam. Bishop Gumbleton visited 
with many former prisoners and 
their families. In the village of 
Due Hea. he experienced a 
meeting with four recently 
released political prisoners, which 
he described as “simply 
pathetic."

"The men's arms and legs were 
totally astrophied,” he began. 
"They had lost all muscle control 
and had to lie on a skate board and 
pull themselves along in order to 
move about ”

"Their conditions were a direct 
result of having been shackled and 
tortured, and left to exist in a 
worst than animal-type en­
vironment." he added.

Bishop Gumbleton noted 
although these men were suf­
fering beyond belief, they had but 
two requests: (1) To convey their 
message to the people in hopes of 
freeing those still imprisoned, and 
saving others from the despair 
they had experienced; (2) and to 
let the Vietmanese decide their 
own fate, whatever the con­
clusion. without American aid or 
intervention

Speakers criticize 

amnesty proposal

President Gerald Ford's am­
nesty program for draft evaders 
came under fire Friday as 
representatives from the state 
legislature and other politically 
oriented groups spoke out against 
what they called "pure tokenism” 
and “no amnesty at all."

Calling for the total, un­
conditional pardoning of all who 
refused induction or participation 
in the Vietnam war were 
representatives from the Texas 
House of Representatives, 
Socialist Workers Party (SWP). 
La Raza Unida Party. Vets for 
Total Amnesty and the UH 
Students’ Association (SA), who 
were responsible for the meeting

The strongest attacks on the 
administration came from State 
Representative Mickey Leeland 
and SWP representative Sarah 
Johnston

Iceland, who was drafted three 
limes and refused induction, said. 
"We shouldn’t fogive them, 
because there is nothing to forgive 
them for." He condemned the

members and others who used 
elitist methods of avoiding in­
duction.

Sarah Johnston, SWP 
representative, said President 
Ford's unconditional pardon of 
former President Richard Nixon 
and not of the draft resisters is 
"too much of a contradiction for 
many of us to stomach." She said 
the U. S. government should be 
considered for amnesty for its 
part in the killing of thousands of 
American citizens as a result of 
the war

Under the Ford administration 
program, resisters who turn 
themselves in will receive a bad 
conduct discharge, after which 
they receive work assignments for 
24 months Their cases will be 
reviewed by the amnesty board 
and. upon the board’s recom­
mendation will be issued a 
clemency discharge.

Many resisters and deserters 
did so not out of moral reasons. 
Dr. Thomas DeGregori. of the 
Department of Economics, said, 
but added these constitute a

WASHINGTON-1AP >- 
Fugitive financier Robert L. 
Vesco attempted, through an 
intricate third party 
arrangement, to purchase 2,000 
machine guns equipped with 
silencers, a Senate subcommittee 
was told Monday.

Vesco also explored the 
possibility of financing a machine 
gun factory to mass produce these 
weapons in Costa Rica, in­
vestigators for the Senate per­
manent subcommittee on in­
vestigations testified.

The subcommittee was shown a 
sample of the M-l machine gun 
which Chairman Henry M. 
Jackson. D-Wash., said looked 
like the kind of weapon used in 
“mini revolutions or coups.”

Philip R. Manuel outlined for 
the subcommittee a complicated 
procedure in which Marti 
Figueres, son of the former 
president of Costa Rica and an

associate of Vesco's, contacted 
Alabama businessman Stuart 
Graydon concerning purchase of 
the machine guns.

The transaction was never 
completed, but six semi­
automatic rifles, plus 18 rounds of 
ammunition subsequently were 
sold to Figueres. according to 
Manuel's sworn statement.

Graydon testified he met Vesco 
and several other American 
businessmen on April 14 in Costa 
Rica to discuss the financing of a 
proposed factory which could turn 
out five hundred “military 
weapons" a month

At an earlier hearing, eyewit­
nesses testified on that same date, 
highly sophisticated rifles and 
shotguns were smuggled from the 
U.S. to Vesco in Costa Rica.

Vesco is currently under federal 
indictment on charges stemming 
from an illegal $200,000 con­
tribution to former President

Palestine passes the buck

Last week I was very disturbed 
to read an advertisement in The 
Daily Cougar which was titled 
•Lessons of the October War.” 

Although I would like to make a 
point-by-point refutation to the 
various false arguments 
presented in the ad and examine 
the loaded wording of it. let me for 
reasons of time and space stick to 
the four most disturbing points 
which were raised.

The ad argues that the 
Palestinians’ problem was caused 
by Israel, and Israel was 
singularly responsible to find a 
solution This is not so. The 
problem of the Palestinians has 
been exacerbated and exploited 
by the Arab nations to their own 
political end.

Not only did the Arab states 
keep many of the refugees in 
camps in Lebanon. Syria and the 
East and West Bank of the Gaza 
Strip, but they rejected plans by

example, the United States 
proposed the Eric Johnston plan, 
to irrigate large parts of Jordan 
and resettle 200,000 refugees. The 
Arab League rejected it.

There were many opportunities 
to bring peace about in the Middle 
East and to resolve the problems, 
but these were all rejected in an 
attempt to seek the only resolution 
the Arab nations desired: the 
destruction of the state of Israel.

The ad in the Cougar does not 
refer outrightly to the destruction 
of the state of Israel, but it speaks 
about the recognition of 
Palestinian rights. What is meant 

today about the problems of 
Jewish refugees in Arab coun­
tries. The problem, however, still 
exists. These Jews, the ones who 
escaped, are among the fortunate 
ones. Jews in Iraq and Syria are 
still victimized by their captor 
governments.

There are no secular states in 
the Middle East. Israel is the only 
democracy in that area.

1^1 me offer an alternative 
solution to the one suggested in the 
ad I^et the Arab countries state 
they recognize the right of Israel 
lo exist, and they will negotiate 
face to face on this question. Let

Fair-minded and intellectual 
people will see and understand 
there is no excuse for terrorism, 
there is no excuse for not 
exhausting all avenues of 
potential peace, there is no excuse 
for the intransigence of the Arab 
slates in trying to resolve these 
problems with a recognized neigh­
bor.

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My former landlord refuses to 
refund my deposit because he 
says there were repairs necessary 
when I moved out. I had not 
caused any damage to the 
apartment. What can I do?

Under law passed by the Texas 
Legislature in 1973. a landlord 
cannot withhold any amount of a 
security deposit tor repair of 
reasonable wear and tear on the

premises "Wear and tear" is 
described in Vernon s Annotated 
Civil Statutes. Art 5236 as 
‘‘deterioration which occurs, 
based upon the use for which the 
rental unit is intended, without 
negligence, carelessness, ac­
cident or abuse of the premises. .

If the landlord has w ithheld any 
portion of your deposit, he must 
within 30 days ol your vacating the

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premises give you an itemized list 
of the cost of all repairs. The 
landlord must prove the 
reasonableness of such repairs 
and charges

If you left owing no back rent 
and the landlord did not provide a 
list of repairs within 30 days and it 
is proved the landlord acted in bad 
faith, the landlord is liable for $100 
plus three times the portion of 
withheld deposit in addition to 
court costs and reasons? ie at­
torney's fees.

To retain your deposit you may 
file charges in Small Claims Court 
(if the amount is less than $150), 
or contact the State Attorney 
General’s Office or an attorney. If 
you do not know an attorney, call 
the Lawyer's Referral Service.

To avoid similar problems in the 
future, it is a wise rule of thumb to 
inspect the premises with the 
landlord and make a list of 

deficiencies and defects. When 
you move out, re-inspect, 
checking over you old list with the 
landlord present. Always read 
your lease carefully to learn what 
your landlord's restrictions are 
regarding tenancy. If you don’t 
know whether the landlord per­
mits tenants to paint walls, hang 
pictures with nails, etc., check 
first or plan on losing part of your 
deposit.

Did You Know?
A tenant cannot withhold 

payment of the last month’s 
rental, or any portion thereof, on 
the grounds that the security 
deposit serves as a security for the 
unpaid rents. If he does so. he is 
liable to the landlord for triple the 
amount of the rentals wrongfully 
withheld and for reasonable at­
torney's fees in a lawsuit to 
recover the rentals.

The undermanned Kittens, after

Both teams were penalized 
substantially SMU, losing 73 
yards on seven flags while the

SMU scored four times before 
the intermission, two of them 
resulting from UH mistakes.

The Colts scored next with 
halfback Greg Springer spurting 
to a 65-yard touchdown which 
raised the score to 29-20. UH 
rebounded however, as Charles 
Lynch dove three yards for a 
touchdown to bring the score to 29- 
27 in favor of SMU.

SMU went on to score two more 
second half touchdowns as John

Kitten QB Jones, not to be

Corea puts 
La Bastille 
in trance

Critics strive to put everyone in 
a "bag.” when the important 
thing is what the artist is doing. To 
try and categorize Chick Corea’s 
music is of little consequence, 
what is important is the sound.

Chick Corea dazzled jazz fans, 
as he played to full houses every 
set of his three-day stay at La 
Bastille.

Corea appeared casual and 
confident as he and his group. 
Return to Forever, walked onto 
the stage. Before the concert got 
underway, Corea introduced his 
group. He seemed very intent 
upon establishing a rapport with 
his audience early in the set. 
Return to Forever consists of Al 
DiMeola on guitar; Stanley Clark, 
bass; Chick Corea, organ; and 
lx*nny White, drums.

Blue lights set a surreal mood as 
the group moved through the 
mystical sounds of their music. 
Corea used a mood synthesizer 
and electric piano to get strange, 
eery effects.

Corea’s sounds moved into 
uncharted musical territory. 
DiMeola's quick fingers added 
dimension to the group with his 
driving leads. Corea, at times, 
harmonized a third or a fifth 
above each of the notes played by 
DiMeola in his head. Clark used 
rhe bass as a lead instrument 
during the set to capture other 
bizzare effects. In “Shadow of 
Lo.” Clark moved from bass to 
organ as Corea played synthesizer 
and electric piano. This move was 
typical of the versatility displayed 
h\ the group during the set.

Corea held the crowd spellbound 
for the full hour and 45 minute set. 
His groups versatility and ar­
tistry lended to a new musical 
experience. This was made 
evident by the overwhelming 
rowd response. Corea's stand at 

Li Bastille was typified by this 
type of response.

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Studies worry 
campus ‘Moms'

More and more mothers are 
returning to college to complete 
educations which vfere in­
terrupted when they married and 
had children.

“The decision to return to the 
campus is a major one for these 
women/’ Connie Wallace, 
associate dean of students at UH. 
said. Many of them fear failure 
and feel insecure about ac­
ceptance in classes. The women 
are also concerned about whether 
they can keep up with other ac­
tivities such as housekeeping and 

carpooling for the children.
In order to assist these women 

in deciding whether to return to 
the university. UH sponsored 
Project Re-Entry programs in 
March. 1973, and May, 1974. These 
programs were designed to give 
information and advice about 
registration and to answer such 
basic questions as “What should I 
wear to class?’’

In addition, the Contifc.iing 
Education Center has initiated a 
Contemporary Woman Series. 
This is a program of credit-free 

workshops and conferences 
designed to meet the specific 
continuing education needs of 
women

Since introduction of Project 
Re-Entry in 1973, there has been 
an 11 per cent increase in the 
enrollment figure of women over 
age 30. There are 12,044 female 
students currently enrolled at UH, 
2 ’ 19 over the age of 30. This figure 
is expected to increase upon 
completion of the UH Child Care 
Center.

The UH Program Council is 

presenting a series of lectures and 
activities to accommodate the 
special needs and interests of 
these students. In addition to 
information on university policy 
and programming, career 
counseling is available. The up­
coming program of Friday. Oct. 
11. will be an orientation to the 
library. Orientation will begin at 1 
p.m. at the turnstiles in the library 
entrance.

There will be a similar program 
in spring 1975, promoted by the 
Academic Information Service.
