Counts (CBC) that is. It’s time to start thinking about doing 
our CBC. The Houston CBC is one of the oldest counts in the 

North America. December 18th, 1999 will be the 61st 
consecutive count and the 66th count done.

There are lots of good reasons to participate in the Houston 
CBC. It’s a chance to be a part of the oldest and largest 
citizen science project. The data collected from CBCs is used 
to document the status of many species and has been 
instrumental in showing the (tecline and recovery of such 
species as Bald Eagle, Roseate Spoonbill, Osprey, and Brown 
Pelican. It’s now showing how imperiled the Red Knot is. 
It’s also a chance to learn from some of the best birders in the 
area. The Houston CBC is done by ten teams, and the leaders 
are some of the best birders we have. By participating you get 
a chance to be in the field all day with them.

OK, here’s the best reason, its fim! When the weather is nice 
it’s a glorious time to be in the field. Think of dawn flights of 
thousands of geese, the thrill of finding some great bird, and 
the camaraderie of your fellow birders. When the weather is 
bad, well you still have all that, plus the stories are better and 
told more often. And don’t forget the fim at the Count Down 
Dinner at Luna’s in Baytown.

I would like to challenge the OG to find 175 species of 
birds this year on the Houston CBC. For the past few years 
we’ve been just barely breaking 150 species. While its true 
that the count circle has lost lots of habitat over the years, 
there are plenty of great birds to be found there, we just need 
eyes and ears in the field.

1998 Annual Report for the Texas Bird 
Records Committee Published

The 1998 Annual Report for the Texas Bird Records 
Committee (TBRC), a standing committee of the Texas 
Ornithological Society*, has been published. The TBRC has 
reached a decision on several records on the Upper Texas 
Coast. The OG Checklist Committee defers to the TBRC on 
all birds considered Review Species by the TBRC.

Below, I’ve excerpted records from the TBRC annual report 
that affect records on the Upper Texas Coast.

The format of the report is: Spedes(binomial name) (number 
of accepted records for Texas). The Texas Photo-Record File 
is abbreviated TPRF and the Texas Cooperative Wildlife 
Collection is abbreviated TCWC.

ACCEPTED RECORDS 
Red-throated Loon (Gavia stellata) (34). One at Galveston, 
Galveston, from 1 April to 3 May 1998 (1998-53, TPRF 
1599).

Brant {Branta bernicla) (17). One "American" Brant from 
the Katy Prairie, Fort Bend, in November 1971 (*TCWC 
13337). The specimen is a mount donated to the TCWC.

Masked Duck (Nornonyx dominicd) (52). One at Cullinan 
Park, Fort Bend, from 23 February to 4 April 1998 (TPRF 
1594).

Curlew Sandpiper (Calidris ferruginea) (8). One at Port 
Arthur, Jefferson, on 24 November 1994 (1994-186). One at 
Galveston, Galveston, from 30 April to 2 May 1997 
(1997-80; TPRF 1625).

California Gull (Lotus califomicus) (48). An adult at 
Galveston, Galveston, from 1 December 1996 to mid 
Februaty 1997 (1997-61; TPRF 1623).

Thayer's Gull (Lams thayeri) (39). A first winter bird at 
Galveston, Galveston, from 25 November to 28 December 
1993 (1994-56; TPRF 1647).

Lesser Black-backed Gull (Lams fuscus) (87). Another 
adult was at Beaumont, Jefferson, on 30 December 1996 
(1997-62).

Glaucous Gull (Lams hyperboreus) (73). One in Jefferson on 
15 April 1995 (1995-79). One at East Beach and Bolivar 
Flats, Galveston, from 16 November 1996 to 29 March 1997 
(1996-167 & 1997-12, TPRF 1584).

Black-legged Kittiwake (Rissa tridactyla) (66). One at 
Bolivar Peninsula, Galveston, on 25 April 1997 (1997-111).

Mangrove Cuckoo (Coccyzus minor) (7). One at Quintana, 
Brazoria, on 11 May 1997 (1997-90; TPRF 1665).

Fork-tailed Flycatcher (Tyrannus savana) (11). One near 
Anahuac NWR. Chambers, on 17 May 1997 (1997-154). 
Another near Anahuac NWR, Chambers, on 13 September 
1997 (1997-144).

Black-whiskered Vireo (Vireo altiloquus) (12). One at High 
Island, Galveston, on 10 May 1997 (1997-95).

Bohemian Waxwing (Bombycilla garmlus) (8). One 8 miles 
north of Rosenberg, Fort Bend, on 7 February 1997 
(1997-30).

UNACCEPTED RECORDS
A number of factors may contribute to a record being denied 
acceptance. It is quite uncommon for a record to not be 
accepted because the bird was obviously misidentified. More 
commonly, a record is not accepted because the material 
submitted was incomplete, insufficient, superficial, or just too 
vague to properly document the reported occurrence while 
eliminating all other similar species. The nonacceptance of 
any record simply reflects the opinion of the TBRC that the 
documentation, as submitted, did not meet the rigorous 
standards appropriate for adding data to the formal historical 
record. The TBRC makes every effort to be as fair and 
objective as possible regarding each record. If the committee 
is unsure about any particular record, it prefers to err on the 
conservative side and not accept a good record rather than 
validate a bad one.

Two (1997-94) at 
Crystal Beach, Galveston, on 12 April 1997. Two (1996-91) 
at Galveston, Galveston, on 19 April 1996. One (1997-104) 
at Galveston, Galveston, on 30 April 1997. Two (1997-115) 
at Bolivar Flats, Galveston, from 25 May to 12 July 1997.

We need your input!

Robin Gray, the ONC Membership Vice President, has been 
transferred out of state and will vacate his position as an 
officer of the ONC. Robin was also the person most 
responsible for getting your Spoonbill mailed to you.

We have a solution that will actually improve the time it takes 
to get your Spoonbill and won’t require any extra work from 
the OG. We have found a bulk mail company that will 
process the Spoonbill and mail them for us. They will get 
them from the printer and get them to the US Post Office in 
about two days. This should get the Spoonbill to you about 
five days sooner.

Too good to be true? Not really, but it’s not free. It’s going to 
cost about 14 cents a Spoonbill to do this. We have the funds 
to do this for the rest of the year (3 more issues of The 
Spoonbill) but we will need a dues increase of $2 per year 
to cover this in 2000. This means your dues will now be $14 
for the OG, and $8 for the ONC for a total of $22.

I intend to put this to a vote at the next OG meeting. If you 
would like to have input into this please be sure to attend this 
meeting.

Beginning Birding
About “Beginning Birding” and ‘‘Sneaking Up” 

Don Richardson

About “Beginning Birding”
In à brief e-mail discussion between myself, your chairman 
and your editor, we decided to create a series of articles 
directed toward beginning birding. The material will range 
from help for the rank beginner to an intermediate level. 
Some of you may already be familiar with much of it. We 
hope you will find the articles interesting and helpful. We 
want your comments, so please let us know what you think.

“Sneaking Up”
Years ago, I read an account in a National Geographic book 
about Africa. It described a procedure the Cheetah uses to 
approach its prey. It was presented by Louis Leakey, a 
famous anthropologist who has done much of his work on the 
African continent. He called the Cheetah’s approach a 
“diagonal approach”. The Cheetah can run extremely fast but 
only for a fairly short distance. In order to succeed in 
catching its prey, it must find a way to position itself SO it is 

fairly close to the prey before beginning the attack. The 
method gives the impression of walking past, rather than 
directly toward the prey. Hence, “diagonal approach”. In 
examining this situation, you’ll see that a trick like this might 
help us birders to position ourselves (without the attack) so 
that we get a great look: In many cases, you can move close 
enough to get a better look of photograph than you would get 
if you approached the bird directly. Viewing and 
photographing is improved when thé light is just right and 
when there are few obstacles. With the right planning, you 
can pick your spot, taking all these things into consideration. 
Here’S what to do.

First, of course, note the location of the bird. Look around to 
find a spot from which your view will be the best. Now, 
imagine a line from your current position to the point you 
have chosen and even through it. Relocate before beginning 
if the line cannot be traversed. Proceed very slowly along the 
line. Pause occasionally to look or take a photo, but don’t 
turn your body toward the bird, just your head. When you 
arrive at the point you chose, pause and look some more. 
Continue along the same line and keep pausing to look. Try 
it, it works for the Cheetah.

The technique just outlined uses some basic principles that 
should be followed in all your birding. Remember that birds 
are very aware of their surroundings: It would be hard to be 
in an area where you can observe birds and have them not 
know you are there. The trick is to make them not care that 
you are there. The best advice I can think of is to be quiet 
and move slowly. Doing these two things alone will make 
you more aware of the environment you are in and present a 
situation more comfortable to the birds. This low pressure 
situation for the birds and higher concentration level for you 
will greatly contribute to your birding success.

Consider what you wear. While I don’t think you need to 
wear full camouflage for regular birding, I would recommend 
wearing subdued colors. A small group I was with was doing 
quite well and finding lots of birds. It began to rain a bit and 
out camë the rain slickers. Nearly every one was bright 
yellow and suddenly we looked like a small flock of very 
large Prothonotary Warblers. I’d Say we should let the birds 
be the bright ones.

Directions for Field Trips

To Jones State Forest:

From Houston go north on IH-45 30 miles to FMI488 about 5 
miles north of Oak Ridge North. Go west (left) on FM 1488 
about 2 miles to the headquarters on the right side of the 
road. The main part of the park is on the south (left) side of 
the road.

To the Quintana Jetty:

From Freeport go 2 miles southwest on FM 1495. After you 
cross the swing bridge over the inter coastal waterway turn 
left at the 4-way stop. Go about 2 miles to the end of the road 
and turn right.
