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come, anxiously awaited the time of definite trial, when 
the test of time might be applied and when the records 
of the work of the little array of fire fighters would 
show their efficiency or otherwise.

One of the first demands to be met under the new 
system, over which the chief of the old department, 
Mr. Tom. I-'. Ravell, had been continued as chief, with 
Mr. I-'red Kersten as his assistant, was that the city 
should purchase the property of the old companies, con­
sisting mostly of the furnishings of meeting halls and 
such like, but the solution came by the city paying for 
the belongings of all the companies and making use of so 
much of them as proved available. The employment of 
men for the various companies was another vexed ques­
tion, and it was met by the employment of all the men 
formerly paid under the old system, and the establishing 
of a system of employment of other men as needed, after 
proper physical examination and on confirmation by the 
Council, a list of extra men being provided and all vacan­
cies being filled from this list in the order in which they 
were confirmed. This and other methods of the l-'ire 
Chief and the Fire Committee of the Council verging 
closely upon a strict construction of civil service rules, 
as well as strictly enforced rules for the government of 

the men while on duty, has led to a perfect understand­
ing of just what every man has to expect, and conse­
quently the whole machinery of the fire department 
personnel moves as in a groove and with the least friction 
imaginable. No personal matters as between man and 
man are suffered to intervene to prevent the carrying 
out of the intention that so long as any member of the 
department is prompt and efficient in the discharge of 
his duty he is sure of retaining his position. No more 
wise proceeding has marked any department of the city 
government, and a recognition of the fact is seen in that 
section of the new city charter which provides for civil 
service in the fire department and other departments of 
the city.

Of course, all this was not done in a day, for the best 
men had to be selected for captains of companies and for 
other positions; the system of lay-off days had to be so 
arranged that each man could have at least two days in 
each month to call his own and at the same time leave 
each fire station fully supplied with men for service at all 
times, and the system of response to alarms in the vari­
ous parts of the city so arranged that not more than the 
absolutely necessary force should respond to any one 
alarm. These things took time, but are so perfect in 



their working that nothing need be added to them. The 
discipline of the department has been enforced at the 
cost of suspensions from time to time for various causes 
and by some discharges from the service, but the men 
took so kindly to the idea of rendering the department 
fully efficient in every respect, that their endeavors to 
come well up to the demands upon them rendered the 
task of getting the force into first-class shape a compara­
tively easy one.

Probably the greatest auxiliary of the fire department 
is the electric alarm system in use, which is so arranged 
that while the general public is given notice of the loca­
tion of a fire through the medium of the bell in the tower 
of the market building, each of the fire stations is noti­
fied by its own gong and register, and so prompt are the 
men and so well trained the horses of the department 
that it is often the case that all is ready for a start before 
the last stroke of the alarm is given, and the men know 
from the full number of strokes where their services are 
needed. This system was put into operation in April, 
1892, with a gravity battery and a four-circuit Gamewell 
repeater. The number of alarm boxes has been added 
to from time to time until some of the circuits are so 
heavily loaded as no longer to be thoroughly reliable, for 

which reason a contract has been made for placing in 
position a six-circuit repeater and a Gamewell switch­
board of the pattern of 1897 — the very latest improve­
ment — the whole to be operated by a storage battery, 
thus enlarging the alarm system by at least twenty-five 
per cent. An absolute necessity existed for this enlarge­
ment, and the Council, as is usual with it, promptly met 
the demand, and will have the satisfaction of seeing the 
finest improvements in operation in Houston before they 
are placed in more than a dozen other cities in the whole 
country, at a cost of only $1,700.

All the apparatus of the department is modern and 
in first-class condition. Nothing but the best is pur­
chased, and everything is thoroughly tested before it 
goes into service, and must then stand the test of actual 
use before it is ultimately received. The apparatus and 
horses in use are cared for most jealously, and the best 
skill is commanded to keep both machines and animals 
in tip-top condition. There are now in service :

Fifty-three men, divided among the seven fire stations.
Thirty horses, all fine animals, and well trained for 

the use they are put to.
One city hook and ladder truck.



One aerial hook and ladder truck, with Cascade hose 
attachment and two hand chemical extinguishers.

One chemical engine, with two sixty-gallon tanks.
One second-class steamer.
Two third-class steamers.
b'our hose carriages.
Two hose wagons.
Twelve thousand feet of first-class hose.

Two of the seven fire stations are of wood, the others 
being of brick, and all of them are fitted up with a view 
to the comfort and convenience of the men and the 
proper care of the horses and apparatus. All the horses 
are pictures of neatness, the furniture simple but good, 
pictures adorning the walls, the halls and dormitories 
lighted by gas and electricity, and the bathrooms and 
accessories as well ordered as are those of any private 
residence. The refined taste of the members of tthe 
department could not be more strikingly illustrated than 
by the flowers that surround each of the stations, and 
the display of good taste in the decorations and the eye 
to comfort and in great measure to elegance in the selec­
tion and arrangement of the furniture of the houses 
point unerringly to the character of men who go to make 

up the crews of the various machines. Everything about 
the stations is spotless, and if a visitor but chance to 
touch brass or disarrange a fixture, he may depend a 
second visit will not be very welcome. With the ladies 
(and there is no lack of lady visitors to the boys) of 
course, it is different, and their appreciation of the pretty 
things is one of the joys of the lives of the fire fighters.

Thus it will be seen that the equipment of the fire 
department, the quarters for men and horses and the 
personnel of the department have taken on a measure 
of importance little conceived of only two years ago, 
and an efficiency which was at that time a question of 
grave import, but which has been fully and satisfactorily 
answered. With the men in charge, the men and the 
machinery to do the work, and the system of waterworks 
upon which they have to depend, there is not a doubt in 
the mind of any man that Houston is measurably secure 
from the dangers of a conflagration and that losses by 
fire will be kept at the minimum. That what has been 
done is well done is a credit to all concerned in the con­
version of the volunteer into a paid department, and as 
much a credit is the fine state of discipline that exists 
and in which the men at the various stations so willingly 
participate. Much praise is given by the community at 



large to the men of the department for their care of the 
stations, their efficient service and their neat and tidy 
appearance and ever gentlemanly deportment.

HOUSTON of TO=DAY

A r

*||T IS the Houston of to-day in which the people are 
interested. History has no charm, for this busy 

world has time only for the present. Fact and not fancy 
is desired, and the metropolis which stands at the head 
of navigation is pleased to meet the issue.

The pulse of commercial prosperity is best tested by 
cold official statistics, and bank clearances are the sort 
of argument looked for by thoroughly conservative busi­
ness men. The Magnolia City meets the issue with 
bank clearances for the year 1896 of $249,656,713.

o 
COTTON. (/)

The pre-eminent crop of the South is cotton. Texas q
leads all other states ; in fact, produces and brings into o
market one-third of the entire crop of the United States, 0 
and Houston steps to the front as the leading interior 
cotton market of the world, with a record of 1,803,592 
bales for the twelve months ending September 1st, 1895. 
Stop and figure what this means. Almost one-fifth of 
the entire product of the United States. The curiously 
inclined can gain some amusement in estimating how 
many cars this would fill; how old Methuselah would 
have been had it been his life work to pick this cotton 

from the plant, and many other interesting deductions 
from this vast amount of the fleecy staple.

As the largest interior cotton market in the world 
and next to New Orleans the largest cotton market of 
any character in this country, Houston is the home of 
six enormous cotton compresses, one the largest in the 
world. Also four large cotton seed oil mills with an 
aggregate capital of $2,200,000.

A RAILROAD CENTER.

Houston is the center of fourteen lines of railroad 
and as a necessity there are enormous railroad machine 
shops located here, which employ in the neighborhood 
of three thousand five hundred men, with a pay roll 
averaging five hundred thousand dollars per month.

HOUSTON BANKS.

Houston is the only national bank reserve city in the 
Southwest. This means that this city is the reserve 
center for all of the territory bounded on the east by 
New Orleans, on the northeast by Kansas City and on 
the west by Denver. The city has eight banks, five of 
which are national. The bank clearances mentioned 
above show the volume of business handled.



SCHOOLS AND CHURCHES.

In these important features the City of Houston is 
especially strong, the Houston High School being the 
most magnificent edifice among all the public school 
buildings of the South. The ward schools for both 
white and colored children are superior. The churches 
are the pride of the city, among them being the finest 
church edifice in the South, and all denominations are 
represented.

CITY MARKET.

No institution in the State of Texas is better known 
than the Houston market. Not only the people of o 
Houston, but all Texans are proud of this remarkable z1 
market, which has no superior in the United States. It 
occupies in building and grounds an entire block, and o 
here are displayed every morning and Saturday after- 0 
noon an assortment of fruits, vegetables, fish, meats, 
game, etc., not to be excelled anywhere on the American 
continent.

GENERAL DATA.

The assessed valuation of the city for the year 1896 
was $22,827,055. The population according to the last 
directory was 68,997. This estimate is based upon three 
persons to each name which appears in the directory. 
The city has a thoroughly equipped paid fire department, 
forty miles of electric street railway, theatres and places 
of amusement of especial merit, waterworks which serve 

pure artesian water to patrons, many miles of paved 
streets, the only underground wire telephone system in 
the State, a professional base ball team which stands at 
the head of the Texas League, and other attractions and 
improvements which go to make up a thoroughly equip­
ped up-to-date metropolitan city.

There are eighty-six manufacturing industries in the 
city, employing a capital of $5,920,000, and there is a 
determination upon the part of the people of Houston 
to make this city the manufacturing center of the great 
Southwest.

HOUSTON AND DEEP WATER.

As was stated above, Houston stands at the head of 
navigation and expects within the next few years to se­
cure a deep water channel to the sea, which will accom­
modate the largest ocean-going vessels. Buffalo Bayou 
is one of the most important outlets for the products of 
Texas and the West to the markets of the world. The 
Houston Direct Navigation Company carried over this 
stream during the year ending August 31, 1895, prod­
ucts which amounted in value to $23,140,733.

WHOLESALE INTERESTS.

Houston is one of the most important wholesale cen­
ters in the western half of the country, and her travel­
ing men visit every portion of this great State. Her 
immense grocery, dry goods, hardware, and establish­
ments in other lines are the pride of the State. The



brewing interests here are simply enormous, while the 
fruits, produce and packing house products handled 
reach into the millions of dollars.

A RETAIL CENTER.

Houston is pre-eminently a retail city. The stocks 
carried here equal those in other cities of one hundred 
and fifty thousand people. Houston has always been 
the most popular city in Texas with the people of the 
State, and they are always pleased when an opportunity 
is presented to be guests of the Magnolia City. Every 
line known to commerce is embraced among the great 
retail establishments, and ladies from other cities are 
always pleased to do their shopping in Houston.

BEAUTIFUL HOMES.

Houston is justly proud of many magnificent homes 
surrounded by shade trees which add to the beauty, 
pleasure and value of property along the lines of the 
prominent residence streets. In Houston there are 
thousands of laboring people who own their own homes, 
and it is for that reason the home city of Texas.

Closing this brief review of a few important facts 
connected with the City of Houston, it is sufficient to 
say that the city has no rival for first place in Texas, 
and it is now the universal opinion of Texas people that 
Houston in the future will be acknowledged by all as 
the great metropolis and business center of the Lone 
Star State.

OUR WATER SUPPLY
A fluid that is the most abundant and most necessaiy for living beings 

of any nature, except air, is water, for without it man could not exist. As 
we pass along the street we seldom realize that we are walking above iron 
tunnels but a few feet below the surface of the streets in every direction that 
furnish the blessed fluid that quenches tne thirst, and the means to extin­
guish the conflagrations that often threaten lives and property.

The Houston Water Works Company supplies Houston with a water 
system that is second to none in the South. Their mains branch out in all 
directions, and have been put down at a great expense. Constantly are they 
making improvements and there is hardly a section of Houston that is not 
within reach of their system. The works are situated in the Sixth Ward, a 
short distance from the Preston Avenue bridge. The Company has an 
admirable tract of land of fifteen acres, which, for the purposes it is being 
used, is desirably located.

In order to present to the public the exact condition of affairs at the 
waterworks, an attache of The Post was detailed to visit the works and see 
what their customers are paying for. The pump house interior is a model 
of beauty. The walls are nicely whitewashed and a gallery around the 
entire interior enables one to lean on the railing and watch the slow but 
measured working of the immense puni[ s. There are four of these pumps, 
the first two of which were put in use in 1879, having a capacity of one and 
two million gallons; the third has a capacity of six million gallons and was 
placed in the engine house in 1886.

The fourth, which has a capacity of nine million gallons in twenty-four 
hours, will pump more water with less fuel, is in service at all times and 
was placed there in 1893. The H. R. Worthington Hydraulic Works of 
New York are the makers of these immense machines. The pumps are 
run by four Heine safety boilers, especially built for the Company, which 
are at all times steamed up, so that any one of them can be used in an 
emergency. Combined they have a five hundred horse-power. In the 

engine room there is a complete set of auxiliary pumps to feed the boilers. 
There is a connection in this room with the fire alarm system, and in case 
of fire the alarm locates the trouble and increased pressure and water is given.

There are thirty-nine artesian wells of 4 1-2 to 15 inches in diameter, 
and ranging from 140 to 1200 feet in depth. These wells have an aggregate 
flow of 7,000,000 gallons daily. The daily consumption at present is 
4,500,000 gallons and later it will reach 6.000,000 gallons. All the wells 
are under one manifold suction pipe. In order to store the surplus water, 
which is the overflow from that pumped into the mains, there are two stand­
pipes. one 30 feet in diameter and standing 150 feet high, the other 20 feet 
in diameter and 81 feet high.

There are sixty-six mdes of mains in Houston, which consist of pipe 
from six to twenty inches in diameter. These mains are all tapped by fire 
hydrants, the number now in use being five hundred. Although the Com­
pany has a contract with the city to furnish water from Buffalo bayou above 
the dam, yet they went to an additional expense of $125,000 to procure 
pure artesian well water, which is the water we are using for any purpose, 
as they have abandoned the bayou supply entirely. Even in case of a large 
conflagration they would not have to resort to the bayou for their supply, 
for the thirty-nine wells with their flow of 7,000,000 gallons, would be fully 
sufficient for any such demand. They have a derrick that bores 3,000 feet 
and which can be used for any emergency if so desired. Their entire 
woiks are illuminated by one hundred incandescent lamps furnished by 
ther electric light plant.

TftE CITY PUBLIC SGHrOOLS.

ON THE first Monday in October, 1877, the public 
school system of Houston was inaugurated. At 
that time, Hon. Jas. T. D. Wilson was Mayor, and 

Prof. H. H. Smith was Superintendent of Schools. The 
members of the first school board were Capt. E. W. 
Taylor, President, and Messrs. B. C. Simpson and R. 
Cotter. Dr. Barnas Sears, the honored agent of the 
Trustees of the Peabody Fund, gave valuable aid in 
planting the public school system in Houston.

On April 12, 1878, provision was made for establish­
ing a high school department, and in June of the fol­
lowing year Miss Lucy Williams Brown received the 
first diploma issued to a Houston high school graduate. 
Since that time one hundred and fifty-eight young ladies 
and gentlemen have griduated.

The curriculum consists of a Classical and a Modern 
Language Course, to which is added a Normal Course 
for pupils of the Senior year. The Classical Course in­
cludes the study of Latin, with the other branches, 
while the Modern Language Course includes the study 
of German, with the other branches. Pupils are re­
quired to select one of the courses at the beginning of 
each scholastic year, but are not permitted to discon­
tinue any subject during the year. The same rule gov­
erns those who select the Normal Course. Graduates are 

admitted without examination to the University of 
Texas, and are prepared for entrance into the Freshman 
class of Yale or Harvard.

The High School Alumni Association, of which Dr. 
Robt. C. Smallwood is President, is a flourishing associ­
ation.

The course of study prescribed by the Board of Trus­
tees for the primary and intermediate grades consists of 
reading and literature, penmanship, spelling, geography, 
arithmetic, language lessons, English grammar, Texas 
history, United States history, civics, physiology, draw­
ing, and vocal music. The study of German may be 
ptirsued by pupils in grades above the third.

No feature of the work done in the Houston schools 
is more systematic and fruitful of good results than that 
done in the several teachers’ meetings held regularly 
throughout the school session. The following schedule 
shows the meetings held during the current session :

The paragraphs given below are taken from the last 
annual report of the Superintendent, and set forth the 
fundamental notions governing the management of the 
schools :

“Effective, successful school management depends 
upon the active, willing co-operation of teacher and 
pupil. The art of school managing consists in so 
arranging the conditions for learning, in so adapting the 
materials and methods of instruction to the learner’s 
needs as to develop perfect harmony between teacher 
and pupil with respect to the purpose for which the 
school exists. He is the most successful pedagogical 

manager who searches for what his pupils need. A fail­
ure in management is he whose chief business is to give 
orders and have them obeyed. As G. Stanley Hall 
expresses it, ‘ The glory of the teacher is unity with 
childhood.’ Whatever hinders this union, whether it 
be a material or a spiritual hindrance, necessarily im­
pairs the efficiency of the teacher’s work. Whatever 
tends to weaken the common interest of teacher and 
pupil in the exercise in which both are engaged must 
be eliminated before satisfactory results can be achieved. 
A comprehensive doctrine of school management may 
be stated thus : All things in the vast machinery of 
education—school boards, buildings, laws, supervisors, 
apparatus, courses of study, etc., etc.— exist that there 
may be brought into unity of mind and purpose a teach­
able child and a teaching teacher.’’

Another principle of school management which the 
modern teacher is recognizing is, that the freedom of 
the individual is not to be infringed by his teacher. In 
a very significant sense the school, which is founded to 
develop the powers, and thereby the freedom of the 
human spirit, must adopt no arbitrary, autocratic, des­
potic method of management. Inasmuch as a man is 
worth only as much as his will is worth, it follows, that 
the one great function in the management of chil­
dren is to cultivate the continuous, free expression of 
human wills along right lines of conduct. The political 
significance of this doctrine was thus emphasized by 
Minister Bayard in a speech delivered before the Edin­



burgh Philosophical Society last November: “The 
freedom of its individual members is the essential basis 
of the freedom of the State. The individual freedom of 
man’s mind and soul is the instrumentality by which 
the world, under the very laws of its origin and prog­
ress, has been raised from brutality and barbarism to its 
present state of civilization.’’ This idea of democracy 
in the school is, however, by no means inconsistent with 
the idea of the school’s being at all times subject to just 
law and righteous authority. The late Wm. E. Russell, 
of Massachusetts, expressed the essential principle of 
the school when he said of the State: “ The State pro­
tects and develops individual freedom as the very 
essence of its own strength and safety, and to this end 
vigorously maintains the sovereignty of law.” Law is 
as necessary in a republic as in a monarchy, and obedi­
ence to law should be as prompt in America as in Russia. 
The officer of the law in America should enforce it at 
all hazards, for he is but executing the will of the rulers 
of the nation — the people themselves. He is a disci­
plinarian, rather a teacher, of the highest rank who 
firmly, courageously enforces every law, the justice of 
which he first teaches to his pupils, who makes training 
for future conduct rather than government for the mo­
ment his chief aim in the management of his school.”
