Annual Officers 
To Be Elected

Assistant éditer and assistant busi­
ness manager of the Houston 
University annual will be named at 
an élection Wednesday under the 
supervision of the Student Council.

Candidates for the positions must 
file pétition for élection with the 
office by Monday night, so that eligi- 
bility can be checked.

Rules governing the élection ac­
cording to the student handbook are 
as follows:

1. Candidates must be of Junior or 
Senior standing.

2. They must hâve had previous 
expérience.

3. They must hâve attended the 
University for one entire year im- 
mediately preceding their élection.

4. They must be in good standing.
5. They must hâve an average 

grade of “C* or better for ail classes 
taken in the University.

6. They must be carrying at least 
three courses.

7. Candidates must submit names 
to Council prier to élection. Council 
will décidé upon the eligibility of 
each of the applicants and submit 
their names at the élection.

8. No nominations can be made 
from the floor.

9. Failure of these officers to re- 
turn to college will cause an emer- 
gency, to be cared for by spécial 
nominations and élection to. fill the 
vacancies as per régulations govern 
ing staff élection^.

10. Editor and business manager 
cannot hold an elective office again 
on the staff.

The assistant editor and business 
manager become editor and business 
manager automatically the year after 
serving as assistants.

Other members of the staff are 
appointed by those elected.

Students of the University of 
Houston aided Thursday in a drive 
to raise the remainder of the $1,000,- 
000 for the building fund.

The drive to raise $1,000,000 for 
the construction of buildings for the 
University of Houston will close at 
noon today.

Drive captains and workers were 
to meet at a luncheon today at the 
Rice Hôtel for présentation of cam­
paign reports.

Thursday of this week was desig- 
nated as University of Houston day 
by Mayor R. H. Fonville.

In the official proclamation Mayor 
Fonville asked co-operation of ail 
citizens in the fund drive and called 
upon them “to respond generously 
to this important project.”

A total of $603,540 was reported 
last Friday and 23’of the 1200 work­
ers had reached or exceeded their 
quotas.

ment in municipal government research which was instituted 
in New York City by Mayor Fiorello H. LaGuardia and the city’s 
municipal educational institutions.

Under a new plan announced last week, students in the city’s 
colleges will be trained for civil service careers by doing under- 
graduate research in the varions policy-forming departments of 
the city government.

“These studies and surveys will be of a research, rather 
than an investigative nature,” the sponsors of the plan an­
nounced. “Students of marked ability an interest will be ap- 
pointed as research associâtes on the staff of the department of 
investigation to serve during the duration of their projects as 
volunteer assistants without compensation, but with full crédit 
for their work by college authorities.

“The purpose of such studies will be the framing of con­
structive recommendations to the various municipal department 
heads.”

Give 
the banks a first lien on ail assets, furniture, fixtures, machin- 
ery, accounts receivable, etc. If the banks were legally assured 
in this manner, they would much more readily and much more 
freely lend money.

And the business man could borrow money to pay off cred­
itors, negotiate business, and where conditions warrant it, ex- 
pand and enlarge.

Think it over, you embryonic lawyers, and legislators of 
the university. Is further législation the answer?

At Art Muséum

Professor Robert W. Talley will 
make the final of a sériés of speech- 
es to the Kappa Gamma Delta chap- 
ter of Delphains this afternon at 
2:30 at the Houston Muséum of Fine 
Arts.

His subject will be “Modem Art" 
and will describe the development of 
modem painting beginning with Cé­
zanne and following the develop­
ment of the French, German and 
American schools of the twentieth 
century with an emphasis on rela­
tion of modem art tp life.

This speech is the third of a sériés 
which bagan last fait with the Ital- 
ian Renaissance art. The second 
speech of the sériés, May 6, concern- 
ed The European Art period of 1600- 
1900.

Talley is noted as a local authority 
on art and served as one of the judg- 
es of the Houston Arts Show held 
recently at the Art Muséum.
