When arrangements are made by 
note to make certain spécifie pay- 
ments throughout the year, there 
shall be a 5% penalty charge if the 
the payments are not paid on time.

If a student refuses to make sat- 
isfactory seulement of his account 
during the semester, he shall be 
dropped from the college upon the 
recommendation of the Bursar and 
approval of the Dean. If he then 
wishes to make seulement and re- 
turn to college, there shall be a $2.00 
reinstatement fee which is the same 
as a late registration fee.

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ALL WORK AND NO PLAY
The headi of the personnel department of a large oil com­

pany made the statement recently that if he had to choose be- 
tween a technically-trained student from the University of 
Texas and one from another Texas school, famed for its school 
of engineering, he would unhesitatingly choose the student from 
the former school, despite the fact the latter school is noted 
throughout the United States as a technical school of the first 
rank. His reason for preferring the University of Texas stu­
dent was simply because at that institution there is much more 
social life and as a resuit the student can better associate with 
his future business colleagues.

Business men and leading educators throughout the coun- 
try are waking up to the importance of the social life in colleges 
and other like institutions. Seemingly the day of the so-called 
walking encyclopedia is over. The primary reason for attending 
college is, of course, for study, but not for study alone. One 
eminent professer advanced the opinion that only ten per cent 
of a college éducation was obtained from text books. He like 
so manÿ others, places a certain amount of emphasis on social 
life and extra-curricula activities.

The student who spends ail his hours outside of class in 
study is preparing for a misérable future. He may be rich in 
the knowledge of algebra and chemistry, but what good is that 
knowledge going to d!o him if he can’t carry on an interesting 
conversation with some business leader who cares not a wit 
about those subjects. That student may receive the plaudits of 
his professons time and again when the less scholarly one is 
being “raked over the coals,” but the plaudits of fond instruc- 
tors are valuable just as long as the student is in school. When 
he graduâtes of what other value are they than pleasant mem- 
ories of the days when he was the “brains of the class?’’

A student can do his lessons to be best of his ability and still 
hâve time to go to the class dances and participate in extra- 
curricula activities. Many are doing it now. The student who 
does his school work well, is as active as possible in activities, 
and is an active member ofithe social set is much more apt to 
succeed than the one who does nothing but study, the one who 
turns up his- nose to every phase of college but the text books. 
“Ail work and no play makes Jack a dull boy.” The business 
world today is emphasizing the logic of that phase more and 
more.

CAR THEFT
“A man’s legs should be long enough to reach the floor,” 

Abraham Lincoln once said. It would seem, then, that a police 
patrolman’s legs should be long enough to walk a beat. But 
there is a physical limitation to the amount of parking ground 
a man can cover often enough to ensure the safety of parkeü 
automobiles, gasoline, accessories, and personal belongings left 
in the cars. The owners of the cars must share with the police- 
man the responsibility for the safety of the vehicle.

Time is valuable; it should not be wasted. But the time re- 
quired to lock a car is short and, though it may not be a guar- 
antee of safety, it will at least make theft more difficult. This 
added difficulty may mean the différence between possession 
and loss.

A further précaution may be suggested ; it is the avoidance 
of parking in either of the short dark streets near the Universi­
ty. Space for parking is always at a premium. If one must park 
on one of these dark streets, however, he can at least protect 
himself ând his property, and also lessen the policeman’s dif­
ficulty, bv locking the cars.
