Wellness Center, known to students as simply the “rec”? OK, maybe 
not, but I was! I was fascinated by the recreation center on my first 
visit to U of H. I was ready to work out right there on the spot.

We’ve all heard of the dreaded Freshman 15, meaning you are 
expected to gain fifteen pounds during your freshman year of college. 
That is most likely due to the combination of stressfid classwork, 
nobody telling you what to do or when to do it, and large meal plans. 
After indulging in the delicious cheeseburgers and homemade meals 
prepared in the cafeteria, you promise yourself “I’m going to the rec 
right after this meal.” Pretty' soon it becomes “I’ll go tomorrow, or 
maybe the day after.” It’s easy to put on those pounds but difficult to 
lose them.

If you believe the above statement, I have a newsflash for you—the 
hard part is motivating yourself to lose weight. The action of working 
out is not hard. It could actually be fun thanks to the various activi­
ties offered by Campus Rec, short for the name of the recreational 
department on campus.

When some people think of the word “workout,” the first things 
that come to mind are heavy weightlifting and miles of running on a 
speeding treadmill with an intimidating personal trainer on the side 
screaming demeaning statements in your ear.

Bouncing Bear Briles

The man that many UH students 
have come to know as a stalwart in Cougar 
football history is now a Baylor Bear.

Head coach Art Briles accepted 
an offer Nov. 28 to become Baylor’s new 
head coach and agreed to a seven-year deal 
worth about $1.8 million per year.

He replaces former Baylor head 
coach Guy Morriss, who was fired on Nov. 
18 after Baylor finished 3-9 and 0-8 in the 
Big 12.

“It’s a situation where, 
hopefully, I can feel proud about the 
program we’ve established here at the 
University of Houston. 1 know that we’re 
leaving it in better shape than it was when 
we got here five years ago,” Briles said 
Wednesday afternoon. Tm extremely 
grateful to all the fans. Tm thankful to our 
players and our student body because they 
are truly resilient.”

Briles, who left with a 34-28 
record in five seasons, told UH Athletics 
Director Dave Maggard that he was going 
to work for Baylor and would not coach the 
Cougars in the Texas Bowl on Dec. 28 at 
Reliant Stadium.

“We really appreciate what 
coach Briles has done during the time 
that he has been here at the University of 
Houston,” Maggard said. “He has done 
some really outstanding things, and we 
really appreciate it.”

Maggard named Chris 
Thurmond, who spent the last two seasons

/ 2. 'tew-u
as a recmiting coordinator and assistant 
coach in charge of cornerbacks, the interim 
head football coach for the Texas Bowl.

With four years remaining 
on a contract extension he signed last 
year, Briles exercised a $300,000 buyout 
clause that allowed him to take the Baylor 
position.

Baylor, who was 18-40 in 
five seasons under Morriss, has not had a 
winning season since 1995 and hasn't been 
to a bowl since 1994.

Briles will receive a nearly 100 
percent pay increase from the $900,000 
annual salary he received at UH, but 
Maggard said Briles insisted it was not 
about the money.

Briles met with the UH football 
team Nov. 28 to tell them of his resignation. 
He said the attitude of the team was 
understandably somber.

"It was a quiet meeting," Briles 
said. "I told them they're not just players, 
they're sons. We pufa lot of time, effort, 
blood, sweat and love together... so it's 
a numbing effect, and it was a numbing 
atmosphere."

They were numbed, but not 
distraught, Maggard said immediately after 
the meeting.

Maggard said senior offensive 
lineman Dustin Dickinson called his 
teammates together and said, "We're going 
to stay together and we're going to win the 
bowl game."

When Maggard arrived at UH 
in January 2002, the football team was 
coming off an 0-11 season and finished 5-7 
the next season.

Maggard felt he needed to hire 
a coach who would help revitalize the 
program. He chose Briles, who served as 
running backs coach at Texas Tech from 
2000-02.

In 2003, Briles led the Cougars 
to a 7-6 finish and their first bowl game 
since 1996. He led the Cougars to last 
season's Conference USA championship.

On Dec. 14 Maggard named 
Kevin Sumlin the new head football coach 
for the Cougars.

Sumlin becomes the 11 th head 
coach in UH history, but more importantly, 
he becomes the first African-American to 
lead the prestigious Cougar Program.

The Houston Cougar 
volleyball team ended 
their 2007 season on a 
sour note. They ended up 
the season with a 13-15 
record with an 8-8 mark 
in conference play. Their 
run at a Conference USA 
championship was cut 
short by Southern Miss in 
the first round of the C- 
USA tournament, which 
was the first time since 
2001 that the Coogs were 
eliminated in the open­
ing round.

On an individual 
scale, two Houston play­
ers, j unior Justine Farmer 
and freshman Hananh 
Sullivan, earned all-con­
ference honors for the 
regular season. Farmer 
was named a first-teamer 
for the second consecu­
tive year after leading the 
NCAA in kills per game 
with 5.58 an outing. She 
became the Cougars’ all 
time leader in career kills 
with 1,652 and is fourth 
with 1,251 kills in her 

career. Sullivan made 
Conference USA’s All­
Freshman team.

The Cougars’ sea­
son-ending 13-15 record 
was a slight decrease 
from the 2006 season, 
when the team went 19- 
17. However, this is a 
team that played with no 
seniors and six freshmen. 
Up the road, with more 
experience, this could be 
a very dangerous volley­
ball squad.

The University of Hous­
ton women’s soccer team did 
not meet expectations during 
their 2007 soccer season as it 
struggled to put up a winning 
record. After its 3-1 loss in its 
season finale against Confer­
ence USA mate Colorado Col­
lege, the Coogs closed their 
season with a 4-12-2 mark.

The highlight of the sea­
son for the team may have 
been the naming of goal­
tender Shelby Scott to the 
Academic All-District 6 First 
Team by ESPN This was the 
third straight season that a 
Cougar has been named a 
first-teamer. Scott also ex­
celled on the field, posting 

112 saves, four shutouts, and 
allowing 1.87 goals per game 
in sixteen starts.

Houston was under 
the direction of first-year 
head coach Susan Bush, who 
took over for Bill Solberg 
who left in order to take a 
job with Wisconsin soccer 
club FC Milwaukee. Bush 
had her share of growing 
pains throughout the season, 
despite a hot start. After win­
ning their first three games 
and tying the fourth, the Cou­
gars loss two of three.

roster, the Cougars will likely 
return the rest of their team 
and build on the experience 
they received last year. W i th 
twelve freshmen, including 
C-USA all-freshman teamer 
Lauri Byrne, Houston seemed 
to be rebuilding and prepar­
ing for the big picture in the 
long run. The next few years 
look promising for Bush ami 
her young squad.

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Turkicfest 2007

On September Sth and 9th, Houston hosted the first Turkic 
festival in Texas. The event had 7,()()() people come to celebrate 
Turkey's rich culture and heritage. The city of Houston showed 
its warm hospitality as people from different parts of the world 
united to commemorate the culture. The festival featured perfor­
mances from an Ottoman military band,The Ayna Band, a popular 
Turkic pop/rock group), authentic Turkic folk dancers, showcasing 
Turkey's numerous cultures and a shadow theatre. Booths offered 
hand craftsman calligraphy; ceramic arts and costumes were also 
available for purchase.

Ottoman military bands referred to as mehters are believed to 
be the oldest type of military bands in the world. The whole con­
cept of military bands began in the 16th century Ottoman Empire. 
A ty pical mehter consists of customary7 instruments such as born 
(trumpet), nakare (small kettledrum), kos (large bass drum), cevgen 
(stick bearing small bells), kaba zurna (bass variety of the zurna), 
and the davul (frame drum). The bands usually dress in colorful 
costumes, including long robes wrapped in silk and high ribbed 
hates. To modern-day Turks, Ottoman bands are viewed as part of 
Turkey’s imperial history and embody heroism.

Turkic dancers perform at a vast number of events; weddings, 
religious festivals, sending young men off to the military, and vic­
tory7 celebrations are just a few examples. These dancers are re­
spectable people who have an aptitude for the region's music and 
folk dances that they perform in. Folk dances vary by occasion, but 
generally deal with daily life, natural events, social events, stories, 
and matters of the heart. In addition, dances are usually name af­
ter geographic regions, their creators or the stories they relate to.

In historic Turkey, weddings were lager spectacle, which spanned 
several days. The average wedding ceremony consisted of a pro­
cession to the bridegroom’s house, bridal-bath and henna-party. 
At the henna part, the bride and womenfolk of her future husband 
would dress up in opulent dresses called bindalli; a sequined red 
veil would cover the bride’s face. Once everyone had assembled, 
the bride's future mother-in law would roll out a silk cloth. The 
bride would then approach her while songs were sung in the 
background and fruity trays appeared. As a sign of good luck and 
abundance, the bride would receive a gold coin from her mother- 
in-law. A woman who was happily married had the job of tinging 
the bride’s palms, big toes and fingertips with henna; unmarried 
friends of the bride would also receive this tinging in hopes t hat 
they too find a groom.

fhe Turkish Shadow Theatre’s feature, ‘Karazog’ showcased 
puppets 35-40 centimeters high, made from camel and water 
buffalo hides. Shadow play, itself, was introduced to public and 
private venues in the 17th century but ‘Karazog’ was performed in 
14th century at the Ottoman palace.
