same majority diminishes or disfigures 
every measure useful to England—they 
destroy every thing useful to Ireland.

To this then should every well-wisher 
to Ireland tend. To the reform of the 
House of Lords the attention of every 
real and sincere Reformer should now 
be turned. There may be some, calling 
themselves Reformers, but who are To­
ries in their hearts ; and there may be 
others who designedly play the part of 
Tories; and both these classes may 
seek, therefore, to turn the attention of 
the friends of freedom to other topics 
from the one thing necessary—the reform 
of the House of Lords. There are men 
who either cannot see or will not see 
that the present object of the leaders of 
the majority in the Lords is to super­
sede the Commons in their right to con­
trol the appointment of the ministry.— 
The question narrows itself to the single 
point, whether or not the reform of the 
House of Commons is to be useless for 
every practical purpose ? It is, indeed, 
quite clear that such reform is an use­
less mockery, if the Lords, who, before 
the Reform Bill, governed the nation by 
and through their nominees in the House 
of Commons, shall now govern the na­
tion directly and by their own personal 
and irresponsible power.

It is well to bring the question for­
ward in its distinct and intelligible shape. 
The Reform Bill was intended to take 
from the Lords the power of control and 
direction of public affairs exercised by 
them, by their nominees being a great 
majority of the members of the House 
ot Commons. The Reform Bill intended 
to transfer that power from the peers to 
the people by their representatives. But 
the Lords say no—we must still be the 
dominant power; and to work they go— 
decidedly and indecently using that pow­
er to destroy every useful and valuable 
measure.

This is despotism—passive in appear­
ance—active in reality—no abuse shall 
be corrected—no improvements made— 
because the Lords will the contrary.— 
This species of tyranny, is perhaps, the 
very worst. It is a many-headed mon­
ster. One tyrant may be ashamed into 
moderation by the universal voice of the 
people : but the name of this tyrant is 
“Legion and the members of the Le­
gion keep one another in countenance.

There is but one remedy—break up 
“ The Legion”—Reform the House of 
Lords.

Till this is done, British liberty is but 
a mockery and a name. Irish oppres­
sion and misrule are immoveable—and 
we Irish have but this alternative left— 
Reform pf the Lords—or Repeal of the 
Union.

' O’CONNELL TO THE PEOPLE OF 

ENGLAND.
Let the situation of Ireland be under­

stood. It is said that there is an union 
between that country and this. I deny 
it—I totally deny it. There is, to be 
sure, a legal union-—a parchment 
union—but for any piactical purpose, or 
for any purpose useful to either country, 
there is no union at all.

“ The Union,” said the celebrated Cur­
ran, “ will be just this, and no more—a 
full participation of British burdens and 
taxation, without any adequate share of 
British franchises or advantages.” His 
was a prophetic spirit; the fact is just 
as he stated it yrould be. We share your 1 
battles and your burdens, but we are 
jealously, and, indeed, insultingly ex­
cluded from your franchises and advan­
tages.

I therefore repeat, there is no union. 
That of parchment is a cobweb, which 
we will break through the moment we 
are convinced that we cannot obtain jus­
tice from you, if such a moment shall, as 
now appears probable, arrive.

Our cry is,“A real union or no uni­
on;” “No union, or a real union.”

I candidly, and at once admit that my 
opinion is, that the Union, in its most 
favorable shape, must necessarily be 
injurious to Ireland. I do not think it 
is of any real advantage to England, but 
that it is detrimental to the Irish people, 
I have not one shadow of doubt.

I am old enough to remember the cru­
elty, the tyranny, and above all, the over­
whelming corruption and bribery, by 
which that measure was brought about; 
and it may be prejudice,but I am at least 
candid in the confession that my own 
conviction is, that, for the prosperity of 
Ireland, a local legislature—whether de­
pendent or independent, I stop not now 
to canvass—is essentially and necessarily 
requisite.

Accordingly, I have been the active 
and unequivocal advocate for a repeal of 
the existing Union. The people of Ire­
land have already roused themselves, 
with an unanimity unequalled, and with a 
determination neversurpassed,to demand 
that repeal.

Impressed with these convictions, and 
impelled faster than my own judgment 
did warrant, by the strong sentiment 
that pervaded the Irish mind, I brought 
the subject before parliament.

Whigs, Tories, and Radicals of Great 
Briton joined against me—and I was de­
feated by assertion and by numbers. 
There was a plentiful lack of argument 
to sustain these numbers, but prejudice 
supplied the place of reasoning, and J 
was signally defeated by an enormous 
majority.

The men who formed that majority, 
felt that the truth of the evils inflicted 
upon Ireland by the Union was all at. my 
side ; they could not vindicate the past, 
but, as is usual in such cases, they were 
full of promise for thefuture. Nay, these 
promises were not the mere assertions of 
any rank or party, bus were converted 
into solemn pledges. The House of 
Commons unanimously—for we Repeal­
ers did not interrupt-that unanimity— 
the House of Commons unanimously 
pledged themselves to redress all the real 
and practical grievances of Ireland.

The House of Lords—mark this Eng­
lishmen 1—with equal unanimity, made 
the same pledge. Ireland was to be 
governed as if she were part, and parcel 
of England; there was to be no differ­
ence between them—the identity of 
the people of both islands was to be 
complete in franchises, in rights, in lib­
erty, in prosperity.

There was still more. Both houses of 
parliament conferred. They, without 
a dissentient voice, concurred in an ad­
dress to the throne, embodying those 
sentiments, proclaiming them to the 
King, and calling upon him to be the 
witness and the sanction of the solemn 
obligation thus incurred—to do justice 
to Ireland.

Thus was a species of new charter 
tendered to the people of Ireland—King, 
Lords and Commons, concurring in one 
solemn pledge. I stand upon this pledge, 
I demand, in the name of the Irish peo­
ple, I insist upon its fulfilment. The 
Irish nation has a right to require and 
demand it; and in the name of that na­
tion, or at least of more than seven mil­
lions of that nation, I insist upon its ful­
filment.

Upon the promulgation of that pledge, 
we paused. We have ceased to agitate 
the question of repeal—Xve have accep­
ted the promise, and converted it, by 
our acceptance, into a contract. We 
have sought redress for Ireland only by 
and through parliament--only by and 
through the people ofEngland. We are 
still satisfied to look for redress through 
these means alone ; but whilst we take 
this course,let us not be confounded with 
miserable mendicants, who, having no 
resources within themselves, seek by 
supplication and abject entreaty, to ob­
tain that from the bounty of others 
which they are unable, in any case, to 
seize and to enjoy for themselves.

We are more than seven millions ; and 
seven millions never yet knew and as­
serted their rights without success.

The House of Commons has, slowly 
and cautiously, commenced the effort 
to redeem its pledge, and perform its 
contract with the Irish people. We do 
not complain of that caution, nor do we 
quarrel much with that slowness. We 
make ample allowance for the situation 
in which the ministers are placed, and 
the difficulties by tvhich they are sur­
rounded. We are not unreasonable, nei­
ther are we discontented with the con­
duct of the ministry, or of the House of 
Commons.

But what shall we say of the House of 
Lords ?

I will speak my mind freely. The 
Lords have scandalously, insultingly—I 
will add, because it is true—basely vio­
lated their pledge, and broken their con­
tract. ■ „ 1

People ofEngland, we appeal to you— 
is the Union to be real ? Is it to be the 
union of a brotherhood—of freedom and 
prosperity ; or is it to be, as the Lords 
declare, a vile bond between master and 
slave

People of England, we appeal to you : 
and I, on the part of the Irish nation, 
lay before you as short a sketch as I can 
of the ease of Ireland.

After about 35 years of the parchment 
Union, the state of Ireland is this—Upon 
a population of eight millions, there are 
existing more than two millions three 
hundred thousand actual beggars, living 
on alms, supported by charity. Yes, 
after 35 years of that Union, whose pro­
moters declared, and proclaimed, and 
swore, in the face of heaven, that |t 
would be a source of perennial prosper­
ity to Ireland—after 35 year? of that

ist; but then they turri round upon the 
people of Ireland, and they offer us this 
base, this atrocious insult—they state 
that we are unfit and unworthy to ma­
nage our own affairs. They insolently 
degrade us beneath the people of Scot­
land and England, and they laugh to 
scorn the just indignation that boils in 
our blood, and almost bursts into action 
at this gross, this unmerited, this tyran­
nical insult. But let me restrain my 
natural and just abomiantiou of this 
outrage; let me calmly and coolly re­
mind the people of England that the 
Scotch have reformed corporations—the 
English have reformed corporations— 
and the Irish are denied reformed corpo­
rations.

Is this the Union ? I ask every hon­
est Englishman if this were the state of 
the facts—If the Scotch had obtained 
municipal reform, if Ireland had also 
obtained a similar reform, and if muni­
cipal reform was not only refused to 
England, but that the Lords told the 
people of England, insolently and auda­
ciously told the people of England, that 
they were unworthy and unfit to manage 
their own local affairs—if that were so, 
what would be the answer ? Why, the 
answer your ancestors gave to Charles I. 
and to James II.—a revolution.

Englishmen ! despise not us in Ireland 
if we are not prepared to follow the ex­
ample you set us. But be convinced 
that we will not tamely submit, neither 
will we acquiesce at all in this insulting 
wrong. Our course is obvious.

1st. We will have Lord Lyndhurst’s 
bill kicked out. No compromise—no 
submission—the Lords have commenced 
the collision—they have taken their 
choice to rest that collision upon the in­
sulting iniquity of refusing corporate 
reform to Ireland. We only foliowin 
their quick track by throwing out the 
bill, and join issue with them to the 
country.

2dly. We appeal to the people of 
England for aid and assistance; we are 
entitled to that aid and assistance. In 
the name of the people of Ireland, I 
call upon you for that aid and assis­
tance.

3dly. I will appeal to the people of 
Ireland—they are accustomed to my cry 
of peaceful agitation—
“ Hereditary bondsmen, know ye not,

Who would be free, themselves must strike the 
blow ?”

The agitation must and will be re-orga 
nised. We cannot, and we will not, sub­
mit to the execrable tyranny & insulting 
injustice of the Lords withoutusing eve­
ry effort to obtain the complete reform 
of that assembly. Ireland must have 
reformed corporations, as England and 
Scotland have—or the House of Lords 
must be reformed—or the Union dissol­
ved.

To these points I want to direct the 
attention of the British people. The 
reform of the Lords is the one political 
necessity. You cannot hope to extend 
the right of suffrage. Why i Because 
the Lords would reject the measure.— 
Therefore- reform the House of Lords.

You cannot hope to shorten the dura­
tion of parliament. Why ? Because 
the Lords would reject the bill. There­
fore reform the Lords.

You cannot hope for the protection of 
the ballot. Why ? Because the Lords 
will extinguish the bill. Therefore re­
form the Lords.

You cannot see justice done to Ireland, 
or our corporations reformed. Why ? 
Because the Lords have, with an insult­
ing mockery, disfigured and degraded 
the bill. Therefore, I say, reform the 
Lords.

The Lords ill-treat England—despise 
Scotland—insult Ireland. Therefore re­
form the. Lords.

It is idle to expect, you cannot expect, 
to ameliorate your institutions—to les­
sen your burdens—to correct your ex­
pensive and absurd judicial establish­
ments—to do justice to the Dissenters— 
to reform the temporalities of the 
church—or to consolidate the Union on 
the broad and firm basis of mutual and 
reciprocal rights and liberties—until 
you have first reformed the House of 
Lords.

Let me be understood. I do not seek 
to abolish the peerage. I do not require 
to take away the prerogative of creating 
peers from the crown. I do not desire 
to press the organic change beyond the 
actual necessity of the case. Let the 
House of Lords remain, but let no Lord 
be. a legislator unless he be also a repre­
sentative peer. In other words, let the 
reformed House of Lords consist of 120 
peers, elected by 120 districts of as near­
ly equal population as possible, into 
tVhich the United Kingdom could be 
easily divided.

I have, had occasions to remark, that 
in point of principle, or even of name, 
there is not any novelty in my proposi­
tion. There are at present, Scotch peers 
and Scotch representative peers. There 
are at present, Irish peers and Irish re­
presentative peers. Let there also be 
English peers and English representa­
tive peers.

There would be, indeed,this difference 
in the principle of election. The electors 
would be different, but the eligible would 
be the same.

I pray the English people to observe 
that I am in the exact performance of 
the pledge I have given—namely, to try 
the last experiment whether Ireland can 
be well governed by the United Parlia­
ment. It is in observance of that pledge 
that I call for your assistance to reform 
the House of Lords. That Houee, in 
its present state, is the great obstacle to 
the good government of Ireland, in fact, 
it is/in its firesent state, an invincible ob­
stacle to such government.

I defy any man to deny this fact, that 
the enemies of Ireland have a majority, 
a decided majority, in the House , of 
Lord q a majority not to be influenced by 
argument. There is Lord Winchelsea, 
a well meaning man—so much the worse, 
because the founders of the inquisition 
were probably well-meaning persons, but 
their handy-work was not one bit the 
less bad on that account. The Duke of 
Newcastle is another leader of the anti­
Irish party ; poor man 1 well meaning ! 
—be it so—but as impervious to logic 
as a door-post. Lord Londonderry, ano­
ther leader—not a well-meaning man, 
nor an ill-meaning man—but a man of 
no meaning at all.

The commander-in-chief of the party 
is Lord Lyndhurst—fie upon it, oh 
fie!!! I could endure indignity to my 
country perhaps from almost any other 
person—but coming from such hands as 
these ! Fie upon it! oh, fie !! 1

The materials of the majority in the 
Lords against Ireland, could not well be 
worse than they are; but of what impor­
tance is that? They are aj»powerful 
for of good. The

Union, there are, upon a population of 
eight millions, no less than two millions 
three hundred thousand beggars ; much, 
much more, than one-fourth of the peo­
ple, beggars. Yes, after 35 years’ Uni­
on with the richest country in the woi^d, 
more than one-fourth of the population 
of Ireland are actual beggars.

I know that I shall be met with the1 
taunts that there are no poor laws in 
Ireland, and that I have, until now, op­
posed the poor laws. Why, so I have, 
because it has not been shown to me, and 
cannot be shown to me, that poor laws 
can increase the property, or the capi­
tal or the fund for the payment of wages 
of any country. And now I adopt the 
poor laws, not as an actual benefit, for 
they will be none, but as a mitigation 
for the horrible evils of the Union in its 
present form. Six years ago, I publish­
ed to the landed proprietors of Ireland, 
that they must abdicate the rights of 
property, to give a temporary relief, in 
the shape of poor laws, to the people of 
Ireland, or repeal the Union, and permit 
a domestic legislature, freely and fairly 
chosen, to abolish the causes which have 
produced the hideous anomaly of a coun­
try the most fertile and productive of all 
the necessities of life, with the most 
wretched and poorest population in the 
world.

But that which poor laws cannot effect, 
justice may easily attain. We have 
been promised justice—we are entitled 
to justice; justice is the only experi­
ment that has not hitherto been tried 
towards Ireland. We are entitled to 
have this experiment made, and we insist 
upon its being made.

Having placed the first fact before 
you, namely, that more than one-fourth 
of the people of Ireland are in a state of 
destitution and beggary, I come to the 
next. It is the ingratitude which has 
been hitherto exhibited towards the Re­
formers of Ireland.

We joined you in battle for Reform. 
Our numbers not only swelled, but actu­
ally constituted, the majorities in your 
favour. England obtained a considera­
ble instalment of reform. Her franchi­
ses were augmented, and the number of 
her voters considerably increased.— 
Scotland obtained a still larger portion 
of reform, and from a mere nominal and 
paper franchise, she obtained a sound, a 
valuable, and a numerous constituency.

Ireland—Ireland alone—was defraud­
ed and cheated, and insulted, by the Re­
form Bill which Stanley flung to us, ra­
ther than conceded. That “ calamity” 
of his party and country, that “ curse” of 
Ireland, defeated all my efforts to pro­
cure at that time justice for Ireland, and 
gave us, instead of a just and generous 
reform, a jejune, restricted, confused, 
and ineffectual Reform Bill.

Of this I will never cease to complain, 
until it be remedied. The ministry, in 
the last and in the present sessions, have 
endeavoured to mitigate some of the de­
fects of Irish reform; but the House of 
Lords last year, with brutal scoffing, de­
feated the attempt, and here they are, in 

1 the present year, under the ignoble lead­
ership of Lord Lyndhurst, to inflict 
the same injury a second time upon Ire­
land.

It is quite true that these are calami­
ties and crimes of which I have already 
complained, and which do not constitute 
the leading object of my present address; 
but I could not avoid once again placing 
before the attention of the British public 
the miseries of Ireland, and the iniquity 
practised against her in the name of 
Reform.

I now come to the principal object of 
this address. It is to rouse British at­
tention to the state of municipal corpo­
rations in Ireland, and to the base out­
rage offered to that country,by a majority 
of the House of Lords. I wish to know 
whether the British people are ready to 
submit in quiet and without remon­
strance to the irresponsible, and therefore 
despotic, authority of that asssembly, or 
will they now join with me to make the 
Union real, by insisting, in a voice too 
distinct to be misunderstood, and too 
loud to be neglected, upon an organic 
change in that assembly, such as become 
absolutely necessary for the consolidation 
of a real union between both countries, 
and for the advancement of good gov­
ernment in each.

See what the real state of the question 
is. In Scotland the corporations had 
become close monopolies; the rights of 
all were esurped by a few, and pecula­
tion and every abuse were secured by 
the total absence of responsibility or 
publicity.

In England, the corporations were not 
such strict monopolies; but they were 
equally corrupt, and perhaps mere ac- 
tivelv mischievous.

In Ireland, the corporations happily 
blend all the evils of both systems. 
They are close and exclusive as the 
Scotch, monopolising and corrupt as the 
English, but they add the hideous fea­
tures of religious animosity and exclu­
siveness. They poison at. the source, 
and render partial the administration of 
the laws, which is fancifully called in 
that country the administration of justice. 
They are hotbeds ofpeculation, fraud, 
and bigotry. Injustice and perjury are 
their handmaids.

The Scotch corporations had some de­
fenders in the houses of parliament. 
The English corporations had more 
than one advocate to soften down the 
general character of monopoly and cor­
ruption. But the Irish corporations 
could not find one single person in either 
house of parliament, sufficiently audaci­
ous to utter even one word in mitigation 
of the universal sentence of condemna­
tion pronounced upon them by all that is 
wise and good in both countries.

If there were a real union between the 
two countries, what would have been 
the consequence of such a state of 
things? Why, that the legislature 
should have proceeded in the first in­
stance to remedy the greatest evil, and 
to reform the Irish corporations. The 
English and Scotch could then have 
been easily, and would have been expe­
ditiously, regulated.

But what has been dene ? Recollect 
that we are in a state of union, forsooth. 
This has the Union produced.

1st. The Scotch corporations have 
been reformed to a very considerable ex­
tent, and thepeople of the Scottish town- 
have been, as was just, let into the ad­
ministration of their own affairs.

2dly. The English corporations have 
been partially, and to a substantially 
good effect, though not sufficiently, re­
formed, and the people have been in a 
considerable degree let into the manage­
ment of their own affairs.

3dly. The Lords have utterly refused 
to reform ths Irish corporations. They

IN SENATE.
Wednesday, June 22, 1836.

The bill to regulate the deposit.es of the public 
money came back from the House of Representa­
tives with an amendment, which the reader wm 
have seen elsewhere. Being taken up, the amend­
ment was, aftor a short debate, agreed to, one Sen­
ator only (Mr Morris of Ohio) decidedly opposing

The bill to provide for the erection ot a new 
building for the Patent Office was taken up, const- . 
dered, and ordered to be engrossed for a third read-

The Senate'then took up the Message of the Pre­
sident. returning, with his objections, the bill to 
change the time of meeting of Congress, &c.-—on 
which a constitutional discussion took place. The 
bill was then laid on the table till to-day. After 
the consideration of executive business, the Senate 
adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
A considerable time was spent after meeting, in 

discussing and settling the priority of business.
Mr Adams presented the protest of certain Chero­

kee Chiefs, against the Treaty lately promulgated 
as having been made within that nation; which was 
referred to the Committee of the Whole that has a 
bill upon that subject under consideration. ,

The amendments of the Senate to the bill to re­
organize the Post Office were read, and referred to 
the Post Office Committee.

The remainder of the day, after the morning bu­
siness, was spent in the discussion of the bill ma­
king additional appropriations for the Delaware 
Breakwater, and for other ports and harbors.

Little Bock, May 9.
The land sales for the Arkansas land district 

oommence in this city to-day, and will continue one 
week. Our city is crowded with land speculators : 
and citizens of the Territory; some anxious to sc- ‘ 
cure their pre-emptions, and others to purchase , 
lands at the sale. From the land mania that now ; 
exists in Arkansas, and the high prices which Ar- . 
kansas cottons have brought this season, from its 
superior quality, and from the activity manifested 
by many to ascertain information respecting the 
lands to be sold, we anticipate large sales, and at 
prices advantageous to the Government.

The steamboat Compromise arrived here on 
Thursday last, having on board about 400 Semi- 
noles, men, women and children, under the charge 
of Lieut. Harris, U. S. Agent, and left on Saturday 
for the purpose of carrying them to the place of their 
destination in the country assigned them m the 
West.—Times.

The Commissioners of the Illinois and Michigan 
Canal have determined that the canal shall be thir­
ty-six feet wide on the bottom, sixty feet on the 
surface, and six feet deep. The surface of the tow­
ing path is to be nine inches higher on the side 
next the canal than on the opposite side,, and both 
sides are to be at least three feet above high water 
mark. No spirituous liquers are to be used by the 
labourers on fhe work. Operations are to be com­
menced about the end of this month.

> The experience of old settlers in Louisiana proves 
I that the southern district of this state has elongated 
- into the gulf during the past century, upwards of 30 

miles. Formerly the Balize was the most distant 
part of the river mouth; now that mouth is 12 or 13 
leagues beyond the Balize. All the coast between 
the”Sabine and Mississippi, for a space of 30 miles, 
has been formed of late by alluvial deposit; and the 
process is still continued by the Rivers Sabine, I e- 
che and the Atchafalaya in the western part of the 
state, and by the Mississippi in the east. Had not 
the wanderings and inundations of the latter river 
being curved or checked by the wretched system 
pursued by individuals or rising enbankments, the 
alluvion which would have long since been deposited 
with the former inundations would have raised the 
soil some two or three feet, and conseqently have 
prevented all subsequent overflowing and all present 
percolation; for the soil would
arid nalpable-r-Ji9l as now, low, spopgy and im- 
ponderous,—

ARMY OF SAN JACINTO. ]
Much anxiety having been expressed to see a , 

list of the gallant little army which, under the com- . 
mand of Houston, on the 21st of April last, over­
threw and captured Santa Anna on the. banks of 
the San Jacinto, we copy it at length in another 
column, from the New Orleans Commercial Bulle­
tin. It will be seen that there were a few Mexi­
cans attached to the body; but, with this trifling 
exception, it was composed of men from the United 
States, with probably a proportion from Great Brit­
ain—the Anglo-Saxon blood,which ever maintains 
its superiority, as well in the field as m the pur­
suits of peaceful life. This superiority was shewn 
under all circumstances, from the commencement 
of the Texian campaign to its brilliant close at San 
Jacinto. In no instance were the Mexicans victo- 

• nous, with all their advantages of perfect organiza­
tion and discipline, unless they outnumbered the 
defenders at least ten to one, and even then the 
triumph was. secured by treachery, after the most 
terrible losses. The handful of Texians, it should 
likewise bo remembered, were nothing more than 
undisciplined militia, hastily collected from all parts 
of the Union, with nothing to sustain them in the 
hour of trial hut unfailing confidence, and perfect 
reliance upon the courage of each other. They 
well deserve the immortality they have achieved.— 
The crowning glory at San Jacinto stands without 
a parallel in the history of the world, and ambition 
could scarcely ask a prouder .distinction than that 
of being one upon the roll of warriors which we 

publish to-day.

The New Orleans Bee says that there were not 
more than fifty Texians at the battle of San Jacin­
to, the army being composed almost exclusively ot 
volunteers from the United States.

From the same paper we learn that Filisola and 
his army had crossed the Colorado hi retreat, and 
were near the Rio Grande. The surrender of the 
French officer, Colonel Wolf, is doubted.

It is rumored that the growing dissatisfaction 
between the whigs and anti-masons may lead to 
the adoption of separate tickets in the city and 
county of Philadelphia. It is also intimated that 
an anti-masonic organ, to pipe daily, is about to be 
commenced in this city, which will speak the opin­
ions of the thick and thin Ritnerites. The want 
of harmony now existing is very natural—for the 
pure anti-masons have reason to complain and it 
is just as natural that, holding the reins of power, 
they should deserve to set up for themselves in this 
section of the State.

General Tacon, Governor of Cuba, says the Lou­
isiana Advertiser, has completely succeeded in put­
ting down mob law, and reforming the numerous 
abuses which existed at Havana when he arrived 
there. He has protected the liberty of the Press, for 
which he deserves our highest commendation, and 
like every great man who attempts to reform long 
continned abuses, and to establish a rational liberty, 
he is assailed by the. assassins whom he has disarm­
ed, and the. swindlers and bullies whose power he 
has abolished.

BUSINESS OF THE LAND OFFICE.
The Globe says:—In order to afford some evi­

dence of the vastly increased amount of business in 
the General Land Office, it has been ascertained 
that since the commencement of the present session 
of Congress, there has been answred" thueb thou­
sand ONE HUNDRED AND SEVENTY-SEVEN letters, 
occupying one thousand seven hundred and seventy- 
one folios of the records, demi.'paper, inclusive of 
reports made to both Houses of Congress.

The estimated number of pages of paper contain­
ing copios of letters and documents of |various de­
scriptions accompanying the aforesaid letters, is 
nine hundred pages, which, with the records of 
briefs of pre-emption cases, and the registry of let­
ters received, constitute with the pages occupied by 
letters recorded, an aggregate of three thou­
sand four hundred pages of paper occupied 
by such correspondence and reports during the same 
period; and accompanying which were upwards of 
seventy maps of States, sections of States, land dis­
tricts, and Indian cessions.

The following is the address of Mr.JO’Connell to 
the electors of Kilkenny. It will be recollected that 
he was elected without difficulty.

“Men of Kilkenny—Before this address meetsyour 
eyes, I shall have no seat in Parliament. I think 
—perhaps it is mere vanity—that it is necessary 
for the rights and interests of the people of Ireland, 
that I should have a voice in the House of Com­
mons. Men of Kilkenny, do you agree with me in 
this opinion? If so, I should indeed be proud to 
represent the citizens of Kilkenny. My ever es­
teemed friend, your late representative, has af­
forded me the opportunity thus to solicit your suf­
frages.

“ I have not the culpable audacity to refuse 
pledges to those who honor me with their confi­
dence—but my life is my first pledge—my princi­
ples are proofs of fitness. I however pledge myself 
to' these three things. 1st. To give my cordial sup­
port to Lord Melbourne’s Government, so long asit 
continues its present honest course of policy towards 
Ireland. It deserves that support, as being the on­
ly British Government that ever acted honestly to 
the people of Ireland. 2d. I pledge myself to vole 
on every occasion as a thorough Radical Reformer. 
3d. I pledge myself to use every constitutional ex­
ertion in my power to complete the reform of-Par­
liament; amongst other things by introducing the 
principles of election and responsibility in the House 
of Lords. Until there is a reform in the House 
of Lords, it is impossible to have justice done to Ire­
land. Your local interests will require my most 
strenuous attention. I have the honor to be your 
ever faithful servant,

THE BH.I. RF/PEAl.I'lG THE 6TH SEC­
TION OF THE ALDERMAN LAW.

The following act having passed both branch­
es of the Legislature, and received the signature 
of the Governor, is now a law.
“A Supplement to an act, entitled ‘An act relat­

ing to Aidermen for the County of Philadel­
phia,’ passed the fourth day of May, eighteen 
hundred and thirty-two.”
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and 

House of Representatives of the Commonwealth 
of Pennsylvania, in General Assembly met, and 
it is hereby enacted by ilio authority of the same, 
that from and after the passage of this act, all 
justices of the peace resident in the district of the 
Northern Liberties, the district of Southwark, the 
townships of Moyainensing and Passyunk. the 
district of Spring Garden, and the district of Ken- 
singion, in the county of Philadelphia, who have 
been apporited and commissioned prior to the 
fourth day of May,eighteen hundred and thirty- 
two, respectively, shall have, possess, and exer­
cise. all the powers, authority, and jurisdiction, 
that they had possessed and exercised at and 
immediately before the passing of the act to 
which this is a supplement, and all the powers, 
authority, and jurisdiction that Aldermen in the 
above named districts and townships naw have, 
possess, and exercise.

Section 2. That said justices of the peace, 
resident in the above named districts and town 
ships, and who have been appointed and commis­
sioned prior to the fourth of May, eighteen. hun- 
dred and thirty two. as aforesaid, respectively, 
shall be entitled to have, demand, and receive, 
the same fees, perquisites and compensation, that 
they were entitled to have, demand and receive, 
at, and immediately before the passing of the act 
to which this is a supplement, and the same 
which Aidermen in the above named districts 
and townships are now by law entitled to have, 
demand and receive.

Section 3. That said justices of the peace re­
spectively shall by virtue of their offices be Ai­
dermen of the county of Philadelphia.

Section 4. That the sixth section of the net 
to which this is a supplement be and the same 
is hereby repealed. Provided, That the operation 
of this act shall not extend or apply to any jus­
tice or justi ns of the peace who have been ap­
pointed or commissioned since the fourth day of 
May eighteen hundred and thirty-two, or who 
may hereafter be appointed or commissioned.

Will the Inquirer be kind enough to specify—if 
it can—wherein Mr Van Buren has abused and 
insulted Pennsylvania'!

Norristown.—The Register, in speaking of 
the prospects of Norristown, says the improvements 
keep “ pace with the spirit of the times. A large 
number of dwellings have already been complet­
ed this season; many are in progress, and others 
about being commenced, which necessarily act as 
a stimulant upon all classes of society, and not 
only enhances the value ot real estate, but addo 
materially to the business of merchants, manu­
facturers, and others not immediately employed in 
the erection of the buildings.

Capt. Page, of the U.S. Army, despatched a 
friendly Indian from Fort Mitchell, some eight days 
since, to the Camp ofNe-ah Micco, the head chief, 
with a view to ascertain the private feeling of this 
old chief in relation to the present war. The In­
dian returned this morning. During his stay at the 
chief’s camp, the Indians were assembled by Ne-ah 
Mic-co, who gave them a “war talk.” He told 
them to prepare for war—to make ready to take 
the field, and he would head them in person. , At 
the conclusion of this speech, he “broke the stick” 
in presence of all his warriors, and declared posi­
tive and unremitting hostility. It is an ancientand 
peculiar custom of the Indians, that when they as­
semble in council, if it be a time of peace, for the 
head chief to appear with a -white stick in his hand; 
but if the times breathe -war, and when hostilities 
are proclaimed, then the red stick is substituted 
for the whits. On the occasion to which we have 
adverted, Ne-ah Mic-co “broke the -white stick,” 
the war-whoop reverberated through the wilderness, 
and the chief and his warriors are now seen in bat­
tle array. At this talk, there were present about 
800 warriors, andjl reinforcement was daily expect­
ed. This body of Indians had for several days been 
in "waiting both on the old and new road, ,with a 
view to intercept the troops on their return from 
Tuskegee, who formed the escort of Gen. Jessup.

The camp of Ne-ah Math-Ice is separate from 
that of Ne-ah Mic-co, and distant about eight miles, 
being located on the waters of the Hutcliachabee. 
Capt. Page instructed his i tinner to ascertain, if 

. possible, the force of Ne-ah Math-lee; but he could 
not gain any definite information regarding that 
chief, his forces, or his movements. This old war-

L rior, it will be recollected, is the same who headed 
L the Seminoles in the war which was waged against
- them by Gen. Jackson—and the history ofthatcam-
- paign has fully recorded the art, the stratagem, and 

the”intrigue, of this vindictive and bloody old sav­
age.— Columbus Herald, June 8th.

DEPOSITE BILL.

The question pending being the motion proposed 
by Mr. Anthony, to substitute his motion for the 
13 th section of the bill.

Mr. Anthony, at the suggestion of Mr. Briggs, 
modified his amendment, by inserting a clause, “to 
pledge the faith of the state for the safe keeping 
theteof.”

ayes 123; noes 50.

Mr. Mann, of N. Y. moved to strike out the word 
“Senate” from the section, as amended, so as to 
have the surplus distributed according to federal 
numbers.

Mr. Mann went on to speak, with great earnest­
ness in support of his motion to amend; but he fi­
nally withdrew his amendment, at the request of 
Mr. Mercer and others, and gave notice that he 
would renew it in the House.

Mr. Rencher moved to-amend the bill by adding 
1 a section providing for the distribution of the stock 
s of the government in the Bank of the United 

States.
Mr. M’Kay said the House had just passed a bill . 

throwing the whole power of the Government, in ■ 
relation to the Government Bank block, into the - 
hands of the Secretary of the Treasury; there was, . 
therefore, no necessity for the amendment. Phe 
stock would be sold and distributed, of course. '1 he 
motion was lost.

Mr. Ash moved to amend the bill by inserting a 
clause providing that the States should appropiiate a 
portion of the sum deposited with them to the pur­
pose of education—lost.

The Committee rose and reported the bill, with 
the amendments, at a quarter after 6 o’clock.

Mr. Mercer moved to amend the 13th section by 
striking out the clause distributing the surplus a- 
mong the states, in proportion to their representa­
tion in the House and Senate, and inserting the 
words, “in proportion to their federal population, ac- 
cording to the census of 1830.

Mr. Vinton said, that the effect of the bill was 
partial. The people of New England, upon the. 
principle of distribution adopted in the bill, would 
receive much more, in proportion to their popula­
tion, than New York or Pennsylvania. Over New 
York they gained in the distribution, in the propor­
tion of forty-two to fifty. Ohio under this bill,would 
lose something like twelve and a half per cent, of 
fair proportion, and, besides that, lost ten and a halt 
per cent, under the land bill. The only rule was, 
if the distribution was made according to popula­
tion, to pay out so much for every individual. That 
was the only mode of fair distribution.

Mr. Lane contended that even upon the Senate 
plan of distribution, the States of Illinois, Indiana, 
and Missouri would lose muchofthe proper propor­
tion of the surplus due to their greatly increased and 
increasing population.

Mr. Mercer signified an intention to move to a- 
mend by allowing the new States ten per cent, in 
addition to their distributive share. ,

Mr. Mann of New York, then sent to the Chair 
a similar proposition which he had intended to offer;

Mr. Mercer accepted the amendment as a modifi­
cation.

Mr. Lewis of Alabama, thanked the gentleman 
from New York for his amendment; but, though it 
rendered the bill better for the new States, yet he 
warned gentlemen that they would lose the bill, if 
they undertook greatly to amend it. He believed 
that the mode of distribution adopted was as fair as 
any that could be devised; and, even if Rhode Isl­
and and Delaware gained a little by it, it was but a 
small objection.

Mr. Adams, Mr. Ashley, and Mr. Johnson ot La. 
were in favor of the bill as it stood.

The question was taken, by yeas and nays, on 
the motion to amend offered by Mr. Mercer, and de­
cided in the negative. Yeas 88, nays 110.

The question being on concurring with the com­
mittee of the whole in their amendment, adopting a 
substitute for the 13th section, the yeas and nays 
were ordered.

Mr. Gillet said he wished to move an amend­
ment.

[Loud cries of “question,” “question. ]
Mr. Gillet stated his motion to be, to add after 

the five millions reserved, the words ‘‘ oyer ^antfa" 
bove all expended balances of appropriation.

Mr. G. said it would be absolutely impossible for 
the Government, if the bill passed in its present 
shape, to meet the ordinary appropriations. Mr. 
G. here talked much of wars on the frontier; the 
latter of which would, no doubt, (as he might have 
said to day) suck up just as much money as the 
Government could be persuaded to appropriate for 
the object.

The amendment was rejected by acclamation.
The question being taken on concurrence in the 

amendment of the committee of the whole, insert­
ing Mr. Anthony s substitute for the 13th section, 
it was decided in the affirmative—Yeas 142, Nays 
67.

Mr. Hawes moved the previous question.
The motion was seconded, 87 to 72.
The main question on ordering the hill to a 

third reading was then taken and decided in the 
affirmative—yeas 163, nays 43,

The bill was then ordered to be read a third 
time. .

The bill was then read a third time, and the 
question being on its passage,

The bill was then passed—yeas 155, nays 38.
The House then adjourned, it being 9 o’clock,

“The BUI to regulate the Deposites of the Pub­
lic Money,” which originated in the Senate, passed 
the House of Representatives on Tuesday evening, 
by a vote of 155 to 38. The amendments made by 
the House, were concurred in by the Senate on 
Wednesday, and the bill now awaits the action of 

the President.
The leading feature of this bill is, that if there be 

a surplus in the. Treasury on the 1st of January, 
1837, it shall—with the exception of five millions 
of dollars—be deposited in the treasuries of such of 
the States, as shall authorize their Treasurers, or 
othc- competent authorities, to receive it, in sums 
proportioned to their respective representation in 
the Senate and House of Representatives ot the 
United States, the faith of the State to be pledged 
for the safe keeping thereof; and the money to be 
called for in rateable proportions, whenever it shall 
be required by the necessities of the General Go- 

vernment.

AMENDMENT OF THE FEDERAL CON- 
STITUTION-SURPLUS REVENUE.

We learn from the Globe that General M’Kay on 
Tuesday, gave notice that he would introduce a 
joint resolution proposing an amendment to the con- 
constitution, providing for the distribution of the 

surplus revenue.
On this subject, in connexion with the new law 

for depositing the surplus revenue with the states, 

the Globe says:
“ We think that this proposal will become a sub­

ject of great public interest. By the law just pass­
ed by an immense majority, making the State trea­
suries simply the depositories of the surplus, it is 
plainly confessed that the constitution conters no 
power on Congress to apportion it among the states 
as an absolute gift. A distribution would certainly 
have been voted, but for the settled conviction in 
Congress that it possessed no authority to make it. 
The act, therefore, is at once the strongest proof ot 
the wish of the representatives to restore the money 
to those from whom it was drawn, and of the want 
of the necessary authority to accomplish the object 
properly. . . ,

It is clear that some constitutional provision 
should be made in regard to the proper disposition 
of the occasional surpluses which may grow up m 
the national Treasury. If a fundamental regulation 
were made on the subject, it would certeinly be so 
made as to guard against the mischiefs which are 
inevitable, under present circumstances.. 1 he leg­
islation of Congress must, from time to time, be in­
fluenced by the inclination of the States to swell 
their deposites, andtoholdthempermanently. 1 he 
representatives of the States in Congress, will al­
ways, in their, votes, be affected by the expectations 
of those whom they represent. But if an amend­
ment of the constitution were adopted, with a view 
to dispose of the surplus by permanent provisions 
independent of the temporary legislation of Con­
gress, it would doubtless be the first object of such 
amendment, to guard the States against the consoli­
dating tendency of a system which must, in time, 
make the States altogether dependent on the Gen­
eral Government for a revenue,and direct the whole 
fiscal power of the Federal Government to the single 
aim of controlling the States through its Treasury.

In establishing fundamental and perpetual pro­
visions on such a subject, the States would throw 
aside the temporary considerations which actuate 
them m striving for immediate and momentary 
gains. They would, as they did when founding 
the Union, sacrifice the interests of the hoqr, to 
those embracing a distant posterity.

There are many considerations which crowd on 
OUT mind in favor of both the propositions of Gen. 
McKay—the one to prevent, as far as possible, the 
growth of a surplus—the other to dispose of it con­
stitutionally, on which we will hereafter enlarge.
