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Research office publishes statistics

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Despite its metropolitan and 
commuter-campus image, the UH 
central campus is composed of 
many students the administration 
calls “traditional."

This finding appears in the 
1981-82 Statistical Handbook 
published in June by the University 
of Houston Office of Institutional 
Research and Academic Informa­
tion Systems.

Dr. Donald M. Norris, director 
of the research office, said, “We 
have many traditional students 
who are looking for the same 
things they’d look for in a tradi­
tional campus."

Norris said the term “traditional 
student" is generally used to refer 
to Anglo students who are 18 to 24 
years old, but added that age is a 
more commonly considered factor 

than ethnicity in defining a tradi­
tional student.

According to the survey, about 
three-quarters of UH students are 
white and about one-fifth are 
minority students — Asian, black, 
American Indian or Hispanic. The 
remaining students — six percent 
— are international students.

The survey indicates that 52 per­
cent of all UH undergraduates, 
who constitute two-thirds of the 
campus student body, are 18 to 24 
years old. Four of every five cen­
tral campus graduates are daytime 
students, and three-quarters of 
those daytime students are enrolled 
in classes full-time. According to 
the survey, “This destroys the folk 
wisdom that we have few tradi­
tional, full-time undergraduates."

Norris described the UH student 
body as “very complex." He ex­
plained, “We have a mixture of 

students, so it’s very dangerous to 
talk about an ‘average’ student."

Many students believe that a 
high percentage of minority 
students attend UH, although 
statistics prove otherwise, he said. 
He explained that this belief pro­
bably persists because “many 
minority students are more tradi­
tional, thus more visible. They see 
the campus as home and spend 
more time there."

Norris said that having to serve 
two target populations — tradi­
tional and non-traditional — puts 
a strain on the university’s 
resources. UH must offer a wider 
range of services than more tradi­
tional universities, and they need 
to be offered at a variety of times, 
he said.

Norris added that most univer­
sities, such as the University of 
Texas, direct their services toward 

students who live on campus.
UH students tend to be more 

job-oriented than students at other 
universities and tend to experience 
“less confusion about what they 
want," he said. Central campus 
students also are more transient. 
“At most universities, you nurture 
them as freshman and you've got 
them for four years," he said.

Norris offered several reasons 
for the transience of UH students. 
“Students come and go with a lot 
more ease than they used to," he 
said. Many students, he said, leave 
because of factors beyond the 
university’s control, such as family 
problems, job conflicts or pro­
blems involving commuting to the 
campus.

“Many of our students," Norris 
explained, “have a more marginal 

commitment to education because 
they have more things going — 
they have to balance the demands 
of being employees, students, 
fathers, mothers, husbands and 
wives." He added that UH also has 
many part-time students: “They 
usually have a more marginal com­
mitment to education."

UH is more susceptible to short­
term economic fluctuations than 
most other universities, Norris 
said. During recessions, he explain­
ed, students who are marginally 
committed to education find jobs 
instead of remaining in school.

Norns said he feels there is a 
need among UH administrators for 
greater awareness of the need to be 
more flexible in meeting diverse 
student needs. But, he added, “We 
can’t throw money at problems.’*

Fundraising for elections

NOW to hold walkathon in Memorial Park

To help in their drive to elect 

more candidates sympathetic to 
their cause to public office, the UH 
chapter of the National Organiza­
tion for Women, along with other 
Houston area NOW chapters, will 
be sponsoring a walkathon in 
Memorial Park later this month.

Called the PAC-Woman 
Walkathon by the NOW' Political 
Action Committee, walkathon 
chairwoman Deborah Moncrief 
Bell said the walk is intended to 
raise campaign funding to increase 

the number of pro-equality voices 
in the state and national 
legislatures.

The walk is scheduled for Sun­
day, Sept. 26 and will be located at 
the jogging path in Memorial 
Park. Bell said she expects the walk 
will raise “at least $10,000."

The money will be raised by 
walkers soliciting sponsors to 
pledge money for each mile 
covered, she said.

NOW at UH was established in 
April of 1981. The chapter’s 
founder, JoAnn Evansgardner, 
said it has more than 80 dues- 

paying members, of which about 
10 percent are from the faculty.

Evansgardner said one handicap 
the chapter has faced is that 
members are required to pay 
chapter, state and national dues, 
“an expense many students cannot 
meet."

Rossann Daumas, who was 
elected chapter president Tuesday, 
said yearly dues are $35, which in­
cludes membership at the local, 
state and national levels. Hardship 
dues can be as low as $11 and 
students pay according to what 
they can afford, Daumas said.

UH NOW' has. in the past con­
tributed the $11 hardship dues for 
women unable to pay. “We do not 
want to turn away anyone who 
desires to become involved." 
Daumas said.

Evansgardner said she believes 
the chapter has the potential for 
rapid growth and that she is op­
timistic about its future.

Evansgardner said the group has 
not yet formally committed itself 
to openly fighting the issue of sex­
ism at the UH campus, but has 
been working toward that end 
since its inception.

“One of our major concerns is 
the recognition of the discrimina­
tion women face in today's society 
and to that extent, we are actively 
involved." she said.
“Response by the general stu­

dent body and faculty has been 
favorable," she said. “As we 
become more vocal, support is 
likely to increase "

The NOW PAC-Woman 
Walkathon is open to all interested 
participants. Although the actual 
walk begins at 10 a.m., a rally will 
kick off the event at 9 a m.

On Monday night, Assistant Vice Chancellor, Dean 
of Students Connie Wallace pledged to the Students’ 
Association senators that the Vice Chancellor, Dean of 
Students Office will begin informing them when their 
appointees to Student Life committees do not follow 
through with their duties.

With this pledge, Wallace publicly aired and gave 
credence to a problem at the University of Houston that 
is too often swept under the carpet: students appointed 
to committees by SA in the past were notorious for be­
ing ineffectual and lax in their duties or for not showing 
up at all.

This is a problem known not only to the ad­
ministrators, faculty and staff members who serve with 
students on the committees, but also to the effective and 
active appointees who must work with them in an at­
tempt to contribute student input to university policy.

In pledging to help SA in this matter, Wallace also ex­
posed a weakness in previous student governing bodies. 
Past administrations have proven themselves unable to 
seek out responsible and interested students to sit on the 
35 campus committees to which SA makes appoint­
ments. By not keeping track of the appointees’ perfor­
mances, these administrations demonstrated the same 
apathy that the majority of appointees held toward their 
duties.

Our Students’ Association must become more than a 
tool for students who want to enhance their resumes 
with impressive titles or committee memberships. This is 
our university and the mechanism exists for us to have a 
voice in its day-to-day operations and its future. Until a 
vital and active student body appears, that mechanism 
will remain lifeless.
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Money cuts
Students must take action now

If the proposed cuts in the 

federal budget to scholarships and 
loan funds for college and 
university students are enacted 
into law, the youth of America 
will be severely hurt because many 
in lower income families would be 
prevented from attending in­
stitutions of higher education.

Even among middle-class 
families, especially those with 
several children, the financial 
burden will be too heavy to bear. 
The contention that the states and 
private philanthropy will provide 
the funds to replace federal aid is 
totally misleading. Some states are 
already considering similar 
retrenchments. No matter how 
generous private agencies and 
contributors may be, their 
resources are inadequate to offset 
the reductions in federal aid. It is 
deceptive, therefore, to assure 
youth that alternative sources will 
make up the losses.

The resulting educational 
privation imposed by the 
proposed cuts will have three un- 
American consequences. First, it 
will reverse a public policy going 
back to the early days of the 
Republic that sound government 
and the well-being of citizens are 
best assured by extending the 
advantages of education to all.

The prospect of a deep cut in 
student assistance can only be 
unsettling to those who genuinely 
believe in our traditional doctrine 
of equality of opportunity. It will 
deprive many youth of the right to 
develop their abilities to the 

fullest.
Second, the consequent loss or 

diminution of cultivated abilities 
and skills will commensurately 
disadvantage our society. The 
talents of many who have the 
potential to make large con­
tributions to the general good will 
remain undeveloped. In this age, 
and in the years ahead, when the 
demands of personal and civic life 
grow at an ever-increasing speed, 
limitation of educational op­
portunity will attenuate the 
quality of our national life. 
Hence, both prudent public policy 
and personal rightr require that 
the proposed reductions in aid to 
college and university students be 
rejected by the legislative branches 
of both the national and state 
governments.

Third, the unavailability of 
financial assistance, because of 
wide differences in tuition fees, 
will force many students to attend 
a tax-supported learning center 
rather than an institution 
sustained by private philanthropy. 
The long-term result of this 
practice will be the closing of 
many of the colleges which have 
served our society well for several 
hundred years.

Even though the students* 
educations may be of the same 
quality, under a largely tax 
supported system the end result 
will be the dissolution of our dual 
system which has been one of its 
most distinctive and strongest 
features. Actions of the gover­
nment at any level ought to be 
calculated to strengthen, not 
weaken, the most unique feature 

of our traditional system of higher 
education.

A reversal of presently planned 
reductions in aid will not occur 
unless students themselves become 
politically active in the current 
academic year. In contemplating 
such action, students should be 
aware that the executive branch of 
the government can neither make, 
nor deny the needed ap­
propriations. The legislative 
branch has this responsibility, and 
a large percentage of legislators at 
both the national and state levels 
must stand for elections in the fall 
of 1982. No time is to be lost if 
students wish to be politically 
effective in restoring proposed 
cuts in aid.

In contemplating action, they 
should keep several facts of 
political life in the forefront of 
their thinking. First, of the more 
than 12 million students in in­
stitutions of higher education, 
almost all are of voting age. If, 
therefore, they form a united 
front in presenting the case for 
continued financial aid. they can 
constitute the balance of power in 
enough voting districts to assure 
the election of a majority of 
representatives who favor their 
cause, both at the federal and 
state levels.

In these activities, they ought to 
disregard party affiliation. To be 
effective, they must inquire of all 
candidates for office, regardless 
of party, specifically how they 
stand on the relevant issues and 
what kinds of legislation they will 
support io sustain programs of 

financial aid. The recent rein­
statement of some aid programs 
does not reduce the need for 
continued expressions of interest 
in all related legislation.

A depressing feature of the 1980 
elections was the failure of many 
recently enfranchised young 
citizens to vote. In some districts, 
only one out of four or five cast a 
ballot. Many of these non-voters 
were college students. In the 
election of 1982, the very basis of 
the opportunity for higher 
education for many will be un­
dermined if those elected support 
the present drastic reductions in 
the educational categories of the 
budgets. To assure that this will 
not happen, students will have to 
learn unmistakably how can­
didates in their districts stand, and 
then vote accordingly.

If their efforts are to be of any 
consequence in the next academic 
year, students will have to take 
action now. As they go about this 
socially productive political 
process, they will have the support 
of millions of their fellow citizens 
who, having themselves had the 
advantage of a higher education, 
realize the need to assure the same 
opponunitv for those in whose 
hands the future of the nation 
rests.

friend to lunch, and after some 
debate we ended up at a downtown 
steak and burger grill.

1 was quietly enjoying my burger 
when she found a hair garnishing 
her steak. In a rage, she summoned 
the waiter. As 1 sat there quietly, 
she began to cause what, in my 
family, is called a scene. She scold­
ed him stridently, and commanded 
him to bring her the chef. In the 
restaurant where she worked this 
sort of thing never would have 
happened, the waiter was told.

The patrons seated around us 
began to stare. 1 suggested that she 
just send the steak back quietly and 
order another one. She ignored me 
and continued to chastise the 
waiter. Didn’t he know, she 
demanded, that human hair ear­
ned germs? I joked that because 
the steak had been cooked at a 
high temperature, the germs pro­
bably had been killed anyway.

It is always acutely embarrassing 
to me when 1 am dining with so­
meone who is abusive to our waiter 
or waitress. My companion snaps 
or snarls or treats the waiter or 
waitress brusquely, and 1 want to 
crawl under the table and hide.

When my parents first started 
taking me to restaurants, they 
always admonished me to “be 
polite.** After years of such train­
ing, 1 still believe that in a 
restaurant 1 am the guest, and I 
regard my waiter or waitress the 
host. And so I behave myself.

But I have learned during my 
years of eating out that most peo­
ple are convinced that restaurant 
workers somehow give up their 
humanity when they put on their 
outfits. Grown men and women 
who are normally calm and 
courteous will lose control and 
shout at their waiter or waitress — 
I can’t make myself use waitperson 
— over even the slightest problem. 
I have always hoped to see that 
waiter or waitress shout back.
