Black activist speaks 
on world revolution

We are living in a revolutionary age,’’ 
black activist Angela Davis told a crowd of 
2 0(N at the Houston Room. UC, Monday 
night. "And whether we like it or not. 
revolution is on the agenda.”

Davis spoke as part of the UH World Issues 
Conference whose theme this year is Age of 
Revolutionary Change; Agenda for the 
World

The United States. Davis said as the 
protector and accomplice of capitalist 
agression, is the most fierce enemy of the 
struggles of the oppressed peoples of the 
world. But the power of the United States is 
weakening and the government is being 
driven into retreat.

Davis said she saw evidence of the 
weakening of international esteem of the 
United States when she attended a meeting of 
the U.N. General Assembly on Dec 4. 1972

At that meeting, Chilean Pres. Salvadore 
Allende delivered a "scathing” attack on the 
United States. Davis said. Allende charged 

that U.S. financial powers had backed a drive 
to prevent Allende's Marxist government 
from taking office after winning popular 
support.

Allende also spoke of the inevitable triumph 
of socialism. Davis said. At the end of his 
speech, Davis said, almost all of the assembly 
members rose to applaud Allende

The ovation for Allende at the UN along 
with the victories of the Cuban people in 1962 
and the Vietnamese people in 1973 are 
evidence that history has sided with the 
revolution and condemned U.S. imperialism 
to its grave. Davis said. It is the duty of the 
revolutionary, she added, to hasten this end

Moments before Davis' speech began there 
was a large crowd waiting outside who were 
refused entrance to the Houston Room 
because Traffic and Security (T&S) officers 
felt the room was filled to capacity. After 
shouts of "Let the people in" some banging on 
the doors of the room. Larry Fultz. Director 
of T&S decided to open the doors and allow the 
crowd to enter.

"We would have lost those doors if we 
hadn’t opened them." Fultz said.

UH students were warned 
Monday the United States will 
have to choose either socialism or 
fascism when its capitalistic 
society collapses.

SSP wins 

top posts 

in run-off
Eighty-nine votes made the 

difference for Jim Liggett and 
Debbie Danburg in their election 
to president and vice-president of 
the Students' Association (SA) 
Thursday niglit.

Liggett and Danburg of the 
Student Services Party (SSP) 
collected 1.144 votes to Mike 
Loftin and Dennis Patillo's 1.055 in 
the run-off election in the Regents' 
Lounge. UC.

Liggett and Danburg would 
have avoided the run-off had they 
won 21 more votes in the first 
election. They gathered 965 votes 
to Loftin and Patillo's 818 in the 
election.

Sonny Willis defeated Joseph 
Cheung of SSP. 975 to 782 for at- 
large Position No. 1. That race 
was placed on the run off ballot 
after Willis' first name was 
misspelled on the original ballot.

In the first election March 21 
and 22 Cheung defeated Willis 729 
to 562. Steve Smith of Young 
Socialist Alliance received 321 
votes in the run-off.

Dr Herbert Marcuse, a con­
troversial Marxist philosopher 
and University of California 
professor under whom activist 
Angela Davis studied, spoke in the 
Houston Room. UC, as part of the 
World Issues Conference this 
week.

Marcuse said a revolution or 
organized groups in America— 
militants, youth, women, in­
tellectuals and minorities—would 
turn against the tightening control 
and repression from above. He 
said they would have to choose 
between a life of servitude or a life 
of freedom.

"The alternative is still the 
same—socialism or collapse into 
barbarism, which is fascism." he 
said.

Marcuse said fascism is a real 
possibility, and with the in­
creasing impositions of Pres 
Nixon through executive 
privilege, the United States is 

moving towards a totalitarian 
authoritarian democracy.

When asked to define executive 
privileges power, Marcuse an­
swers, "It's the President in­
voking presidential privileges and 
the rest of us invoking the Fifth 
Amendment."

Marcuse also condemned the 
U.S. consumer society as the 
worst social system today. “No 
society in history has more ef­
fectively been controlled by the 
production process rather than by 
the consumers," he said.

Though Marcuse said the 
revolution in America will not 
proceed according to the 
traditional model of seizure of 
power as outlined by Karl Marx, 
he said the working class would 
play a vital role.

“The working class is and still 
remains the historical agent of 
change." Marcuse said.

He said the working class is 

undergoing an essential change in 
its composition as well as its 
conscience—intellectualization

Marcuse said the motives and 
goals of the working class were 
changing in the United States. He 
cited a report of the Department 
of Health, Education and Welfare 
which stated the proportion of 
white collar labor to blue collar 
labor is increasing, and by 1980, 
the ratio will be five to three. He 
added only two per cent of today’s 
workers are on the assembly line.

Marcuse refuted the myth that 
America is still involved in cold 
war with Communist countries.

"How can it be said the United 
States is waging war on Com­
munists when relations are get­
ting closer and closer?” Marcuse 
questioned. He said technical and 
economic issues should not be the 
only important concerns of U.S. 
relations with Communist 
countries.

Davis, political philosopher and 
activist, appeared at 8 p.m. 
Monday in the Houston Room. UC, 
as one of the speakers for the 
annual UH World Issues Con­
ference.

Monday night, “1 kept an eye on 
things since Santana was also 
performing a concert in Hofheinz 
Pavilion at 8."

Members of the World Affairs 
Committee provided tran­
sportation between In­
tercontinental Airport and the UH 
campus. Fultz said. “Our 
responsibility" began when Davis 
entered the campus grounds."

Nothing can stop the dripping 
incompetence of slow, old ladies 
behind fancy electric typewriters 
on which they hunt-and-peck; no 
one can save those in the long lines 
that have to undergo the ex­
cruciating frustrations while they 
are at that agency.

I wasted a whole afternoon at 
the Harris County courthouse last 
week, all because I simply want to 
move my person from point A to 
point B in this world, like 
everybody else. After standing in 
line for one hour and 15 minutes, 
I'm finally told when I reach the 
counter that the amount for which 
I bought mj, car was nt sufficient 
enough to be taxed In other

if I left the error uncorrected. 
When I called her by name to 
rectify the mistake, her super­
visor. who happened to be stan­
ding on the public side of the 
counter, rudely ordered me to 
shut up and snappily inquired into 
the problem. That was the straw 
that broke the camel's back.

I won't go into details; not in a 

letter to the editor. The specifics 
were not only obvious but typical 
of anyone who has ever had un­
pleasant dealings with the state 
machinery. It took another 30 
minutes of re-typing all the papers 
and arguing with the supervisor 
about bad service, incompetence 
and rudeness.

Of course, I told him of the 
conduct on the part of his 
subordinates here at this agency, 
who were supposed to be public 
servants I said that, as “public 
servants." their "service" left a 
lot to be desired, specifically in 
light of the fact that 1 had no 
choice about the matter since I 
could not take my money 
elsewhere. The executive's an­
swer : "We don't like to be called 
public servants, and 1 have not 
time to stand here and argue the 
matter any further. Good night, 
Sir!"

Committee tables 
student fee hike

A proposal to raise student 
service fees from $23 to $27 was 
tabled by the Student Services Fee 
and Allocations Planning Com­
mittee at their meeting Monday.

The proposal, made by 
Treadway Brogdoi .assistant vice- 
president and business manager, 
calls for initiation of a minimum 
base fee of $20 which all students 
would pay. This fee is for support 
of the UC, Student Life Division, 
Intercollegiate Athletics and the 
Student Health Service. “These 
activities need some assurance of 
funds," Brogdon said.

Funding for Students' 
Association (SA), Program 
Council, Student Publications, 

administration of funds received 
from the base rate. “Any activity 
that does this would be a slap to 
the students," Liggett said.

The committee agreed the in­
crease in rates would 
discriminate heavily against part- 
time students, since the increase 
would mean an $11 raise for part- 
•ime students and a $4 raise for 
full-time students. Douglas 
MacLean, vice . resident of 
management services,said if such 
a fee goes into effect it would 
cause a decrease in part-time 
students. “We may come to a 
problem where we price ourselves 
out of the market." Dr. Joseph 
Schnitzen, acting dean of 
students, said.

Maria Jimeniz also proposed

Intramural Athletics and Cougar 
Guard would come out of a 
students’ activity fee which would 
consist of the remaining $7.

"During the Hitler 
Reich, the German working class 
fought Facism, but Hitler had not 
collaborated with the social 
working unions."

“Facism is hard to define 
without linking it to capitalism. 
Reliable, peaceful conditions 
seem impossible because that is 
linking capitalism with military 
expansion." Marcuse said.

well-run and fair election She 
said no complaints had been filed 
to the commission on the election 
by 4 p m Monday

The deadline for filing com­
plaints was 8 p m Monday under 
the t ime period specified in the SA 
Election Code

Liggett, who was sworn into 
office at the Student Senate 
meeting Monday night, said he 
expected to win the election and 
was surprised at how close the 
race was.
“I'm very grateful to all the 

people who worked for us." 
Liggett said The new president 
spent Monday working with ex- 
president Paul Rogers "getting 
the feel of the job," he said

.Although SSP holds a majority 
of senators now, Liggett said he 
did not expect a bloc vote. “SSP 
has a numerical majority, but not 
an ideological majority. I don't 
expect them to agree on 
everything," he said

Senators will vote on the new 
Speaker of the Senate position at 
next week's meeting. So far, Sen. 
Charles Clark (GRAD) and Sen. 
Rick Fine (A&S) are candidates 
for speaker The SA president and 
vice-president will not be able to 
vote for speaker Liggett said 
neither he nor Danburg would 
endorse a candidate.

A survey of afternoon shoppers 
at Weingarten's on 4519 Griggs, 
showed a majority were 
boycotting meat counters

Almost every cut of beef and 
lamb was on sale at the store, at 
prices such as $1.25 |x*r pound for 
roast and $1 39 per pound for 
sirloin Thomas Brown, assistant 
meat manager for that store, said 
the meat went on sale last week 
and the prices were set by the 
company not the individual store.

A Weingarten executive, who 
asked not to be identified, said the 
sale prices were just "weekly 
specials". No special precautions 
had been taken for the boycott, he 
said.

"I’m not buying any meal, but 
I’m sure looking at it." Kathy 
Malveaux, one Weingarten’s 
shopper said as she pushed her 
cart down the meat row. Her 
family will eat chicken instead of 
beef or lamb this week

Of eight shoppers interviewed, 
five supported the boycott, two 
were undecided and one was 
definitely buying meat.

"I just have to buy some meat," 
Elizabeth Bryan said.

Some shoppers were quite 
emphatic about the boycott, such 
as Iris White, who said she 
"wasn't spending a dime" for 
meat this week. She plans to serve 
her family only vegetables in 
support of the national boycott.

One employe of the store also 
voiced support of the boycott, and 
said Pres Nixon's new ceiling on 
the high meat prices made the 
public l<K)k foolish. He blamed the 
United States-Soviet Union wheat 
deal lor the rise in the meat 
prices.

The large sale of the wheat to 
Russia drove up grain prices, 
which were transferred to the 
consumer by higher meat prices.

Nixon announced the ceiling on 
beef, pork and lamb prices

Executives of major chain 
stores contacted Monday said it 
was too early to evaluate the ef­
fect of the boycott in Houston yet

Jack Celler. on the regional 
operations staff for Safeway 
stores, said at least half a dozen 
stores in the Dallas-Arlington 
area had been picketed by 
shoppers.

Safeway has not made special 
preparations either, except "to be 
nice to the ladies," Celler said. 
Prices of meat did fall last week, 
but he did not know the reason 
except for "supply and demand "

At least one consumer group in 
Houston is organizing members 
for an individual boycott of beef, 
pork and lamb. The Texas Con­
sumer Association (TCA). which 
claims 300 Houston area mem- 
bers, is supporting a “silent 
refrain from buying meat this 
week." Beatrice Jones, TCA 
regional vice-president, said.

Jones stressed, however, that 
her group did not support pickets 
or "riotous demonstrations" 
against supermarkets. Such 
actions are usually led by in­
sincere people and are ineffective, 
Jones said.

Settlement near

PINE RIDGE, S.D.- (UPI) - 
"Critical stage" negotiations 
were set Monday in the 34-day-old 
standoff between the federal 
government and militant Indians 
occupying the tiny settlement of 
Wounded Knee.

Talks between representatives 
of the government and the oc­
cupying forces of the American 
Indian Movement (AIM) were 
scheduled for the third con­
secutive day.

Assistant Atty. Gen. Kent 
Frizzell, the chief government 
spokesman on the Pine Ridge 
Indian Reservation, said Sunday 
the talks were now at "the critical 
stage."

Ramon Roubideaux, attorney 
for the Indians, went much fur­
ther. He said the confrontation at 
Wounded Knee was "very close to 
settled."

At issue were 10 demands 
submitted by the Indians at 
Sunday’s negotiations.

The exact nature of the 
demands was not revealed. But 
both Frizzell and Roubideaux said 
there had already been agreement 
on some of them

Roubideaux. an Indian attorney 
from Rapid City, S.D., said, "I 
think the progress has been 
remarkable. I think there is 
substantial agreement on most 
points. I think we can reach an 
agreement within the framework 
of these issues and I think the 
confrontation is very close to 
being settled."

Massage parlors

AUSTIN, Tex- (UPI) -The 
state should regulate the 
burgeoning massage parlor in­
dustry before "somebody’s neck 
is popped the wrong way," Rep. 
Richard Geiger (D-Dallas) said 
Monday.

Geiger is sponsoring a bill this 
session to create a six-member 
state board of massage therapy 
examiners, which would oversee 
the business and issue licenses to 
qualified masseurs and 
masseuses.

Geiger’s bill will undergo a 
public hearing Tuesday at 7:30 
p.m. before the House State Af­
fairs Subcommittee.

"Someof these massage parlors 
are infamous for their tantalizing 
come-ons," the freshman 
legislator said.

“I’ve never been to one of those 

places, but let's face it —it is 
relaxing to have your neck pop­
ped.

"But what happens if 
somebody's neck is popped the 
wrong way?" he asked. "There's 
an objective question to be asked 
whether it’s a good idea to have 
girls in scanty clothing put in a 
position to do some possible 
personul harm."

Diet pills recalled

WASHINGTON- (UPI) -Diet 
drugs believed to account for most 
of the appetite suppressants 
currently being prescribed by 
doctors, will be recalled by the 
government beginning this week, 
the Food and Drug Administration 
said Monday.

The recall is designed to im­
plement the FDA’s decision, 
announced last January, to 
eliminate from the market in- 
jectible amphetamines and 
amphetamines combined with 
sedatives or other drugs.

The FDA and the Bureau of 
Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs 
will send out letters this week to 
about 300 major producers of the 
two forms of amphetamine diet 
products. No figures were 
available on exactly how many 
units of the drug will be collected, 
but an estimated 480 million units 
of the products are sold in retail 
channels each year.

The drug roundup is designed to 
remove the products in question 
from the market by the middle of 
this year.

Hie FDA has said that am­
phetamine products do not really 
help people lose weight. The 
amphetamine combined with 
other ingredients, such as 
vitamins or sedatives, account for 
72 per cent of all appetite-dulling 
drugs being prescribed by doc­
tors, the FDA said in January 
when it first revealed the action.

Aides must testify

WASHINGTON -(UPI)- Ser- 
Sam J. Ervin Jr. (D-N.C.). 
chairman of the Senate's Special 
Watergate Committee, rejected a 
White House offer to let 
presidential aides confer in­
formally with the committee 
rather than under oath.

They are not "nobility and 
royalty" and should testify openly 
like other people, Ervin said.

Ervin said that he favored 
proceedings with testimony of 
other available witnesses in the 
investigation of the 1972 bugging 
of the Democratic national 
headquarters and then issuing 
subpoenas for White House aides 
u they continue to refuse to ap­
pear formally.

That could lead to a direct 
confrontation between Congress 
and the White House over 
presidential use of the doctrine of 
executive privilege under which 
Pres. Nixon has refused to permit 

formal testimony by present and 
former aides. Nixon has said he 
would be willing to defend the 
policy in the courts.

At a Capitol Hill news con­
ference, Ervin, a former North 
Carolina state Supreme Court 
judge, quoted Shakespeare, the 
Bible, a hymn, a poem and 
various Supreme Court decisions 
in insisting that White House aides 
testify formally.

Pipeline blocked

WASHINGTON -(UPI)- Con­
servationist groups won a major 
legal victory today when the 
Supreme Court refused to disturb 
a lower court ruling blocking 
construction of the controversial, 
multi-million dollar Alaskan oil 
pipeline.

Without comment, the Court 
rejected an appeal by the 
government, the state of Alaska 
and the Alyeska Pipeline Service 
Co. from a U.S. Court of Appeals 
decision prohibiting the Interior 
Department from issuing a permit 
for the proposed 789-mile pipeline.

The February appeals court 
ruling held that the width of the 
right-of-way for the pipeline ex­
ceeded the 50-foot limit set in a 
1920 federal law.

The Alyeska firm, formed by oil 
companies to build the pipeline, 
had asked for and obtained from 
the Interior Department a right of 
way far exceeding the 50-foot 
width.

The right of way, for which the 
department allotted additional 
land through special use permits, 
would have been nearly 200 feet 
wide in some areas.

The company said the ad­
ditional right-of-way was needed 
for access to the pipeline and 
because of special construction 
requirements made necessary by 

the Arctic nature of the terrain.
Alyeska. the federal govern­

ment and state authorities argued 
the pipeline was essential to help 
the United States cope with the 
energy crisis and to reduce 
reliance on oil imports from 
foreign producers.

Thieu arrives

SAN CLEMENTE, CALIF. - 
( UPI) —President Nixon 
welcomed South Vietnamese 
Pres. Nguyen Van Thieu to a two- 
day summit meeting Monday with 
a pledge to help his nation heal the 
divisions of a quarter-century of 
war.

The diminutive. 49-year-old 
Saigon leader, accompanied by 
his wife in the traditional Viet­
namese dress with a red dragon 
embroidered on it. responded by 

expressing the "heartfelt 
gratitude" of his people for 
American assistance in preser­
ving Vietnam's freedom.

In their initial remarks, both 
leaders reviewed the history of 
American involvement in Viet­
nam and pronounced it a success.

"The people of Vietnam have 
the strength to defend their own 
independence and the right to 
choose their government in the 
years ahead." Nixon said.

Thieu pointed out that although 
300,000 Americans still remain in 
Europe a quarter-century after 
World War II. his country now was 
strong enough to go it alone 
without direct American in­
volvement.

A presidential helicopter 
delivered Thieu and his party to a 
grassy bluff overlooking the 
Pacific from their hotel in Los 
Angeles.

A rare triple play occurred in

Texas leftfielder Terry Pyka flied 
out to Russ Schroeder, who then 
flipped over to Tony Black at 
second base. Black threw to Mike 
Maddox for the third out. It was 
only the third triple play in Cougar 
baseball history.

But in the seventh, luck failed as 
13 batters for Texas faced five 
Cougar pitchers. Elroy Othold 
was one of those pitchers, and it 
was he who was eventually tagged 
with the loss. Freshman Jim 
Gideon, who last year led Bellaire 
to the state baseball finals, pit­
ched the last three innings for UT, 
though Terry Ray earned the win 
officially.

Ferrante & Teicher resist change, 
offer undemanding, popular music

Back before the Beatles 
changed the face of popular 
music, a couple of piano players 
had a Top 40 radio hit with the 
theme from a movie called 
“Exodus."

The Beatles have since gone 
their four separate ways, but 
Ferrante & Teicher are still 
together and going strong, turning

Saturday night at the Music Hall 
while Humble Pie blasted the 
Coliseum into oblivion next door.

With two grand pianos (they 
introduced them as "Mr. and Mrs. 
Baldwin") fitted together like 
lovers on a stage draped in red 
velvet. Ferrante and Teicher 
virtually define middle of the 
road, easy listening music. Sliding 
through a medley of songs like 
"Around the World in 80 Days," 
"The Look of Love." "Gold- 

not likely they'll be tampering 
with that formula anytime soon.

New "Lost Horizon" lacks action

Ross Hunter's musical 
production of the James Hilton 
novel "Lost Horizon’’ (at Loew's 
Delman Theatre) has all the in­
dications of being made by 
committee at Walt Disney 
Productions using their animated 
robots instead of actors.

Yes. it is that bad. Hunter, a 
strong opponent of cinematic sex 
and violence, has whitewashed all 
semblance of excitement or action 
into a loose remake of the 1937 
Ronald Coleman film which will 
have to go down as one of the Ten 
Most Boring Films in history.

Diplomat Richard Conway 
Peter Finch) is abducted with a 

group of people in an Asian 
country. They are brought to the 
Tibetan mountain vastness and 
introduced into Shangri-l-a.

Finch falls in love somehow 
with Catherine (Liv Ullman) in 
the most chaste courtship this side 
of a Carmelite monastery. They 
catch glimpses of each other 
across a courtyard, and in the 
next scene they agree that they 
are hopelessly in love.

Bobby Van plays comedian 
Harry Lovett and becomes the 
only character in the film not 
being played by an automaton. 
You wish he was before long. That 
ultra-sweet and goofy innocence 
he exudes in unending amounts 
again seems typecast from an 
early 60’s Disney flick.

Sally Kellerman and George 
Kennedy are the only two actors in 
the film who seem at times to 
know what they're doing, but 
director Charles Jarrot won’t let 

them get away with it. Keller­
man's desperate and cynical 
reporter Sally Hughes is suddenly 
transformed into a bland peacenik 
without explanation or reason.

George Kennedy's character is 
lost somewhere along the way, 
breaking through for a brief 
moment, never to be seen again.

"Ijost Horizon" relies much too 
heavily on the Bacharach David 
songs. Instead of providing any 
character development the 
players break into song—insipid 
songs at that. In the long scenes 
with the High Lama, the 210-year- 
old guru played by Charles Boyer, 
you almost expect him to hop up 
on his one leg and do a song and 
dance routine.

One song scene, "The World is a 
Circle" with Ullman and school 
children, is so close a copy of a 
similar scene in "Sound of Music" 
that when they romp over the hills 
holding hands you quite seriously 
expect to hear "The hills are alive 
with the sound of music. .

Shangri-La was founded by the 
High Lama (a former Belgian 
priest) as a refuge from world 
destruction. "When the strong 
have devoured each other, then at 
last the meek shall inherit the 
earth." In short, go hide out until 
the world blows itself up and then 
come forth spreading banalities 
and flower petals. The decisions 
required of the main characters to 
give up their world and join 
Shangri-La should be difficult 
ones. But in the film they’re made 
with the ease of shrugging 
shoulders or sometimes with as 
little logic as that of Bobby Van's: 
he stays because the children like 
his song, dance and comedy

routines. If this production of 
“Lost Horizon" has a moral, it 
seems to be "Copping Out is Fun." 
If only it were.

The film itself moves from 
scene to scene like it was bogged 
down in snowdrifts. All the action 
is slow-paced. The dance scenes— 
slow Asian ballets—are shot from 
one angle. Other musical numbers 
are done with infinitely long 
processions moving at a turtle's 

pace or in soliloquy, again all with 
a minimum of camera movement.

The dialogue is so basic and 
simple as to be virtually 
nonexistent, except for the times 
when the ancient High Lama 
rattles on and on. Each character 
speaks short one liners as other 
characters reply in kind. People 
float in and out of scenes em- 
phemerally, accomplishing little 
except on extension of boredom.

There is one good moment on 
the film. When Kennedy discovers 
gold in a stream he breaks his 
character through the almost 
impenetrable mist (or is it smog?) 
for an instant. But 45 interesting 
seconds out of two and a half hours 
is a shame. If you really want to 
see "Lost Horizon," it might be 
better just to wait until the 
original version comes back to 
late night TV.

Humble Pie concert proves 
rock'n'roll still vital force

To those who consider hard rock 
dead as a vital force in modem 
culture. Humble Pie stands as not- 
so-mute testimony io the coi. 
trary. And their testimonv 
Saturday night at the Coliseum 
was loud and clear.

Loud provides an apt 
description of opener Jo Jo 
Gunne’s act. but somewhere the 
clear got lost. An imported sound 
system from St. Louis totally 
mangled their set of “goodtime” 
rock'n'roll.

The roaring melee obscured the 
arrangements and vocals, leaving 
only the guitar to cut through the 
audio haze. Even the familiar riff 
from “Run, Run, Run" became 
indistinguishable in the muddy 
acoustical setting.

One found oneself either 
numbed by the wall of sound or 
absorbed in Jay Ferguson's ex­
cellent lead playing. His leads 
were lyrical and slide work fairly 
innovative, not just another pale 
Duane Allman imitation.

Like creatures cf Pavlovian 
habits, the masochistic audience 
demanded even more 
unadulterated decibels. For once, 

the band justified the encore; 
generating some real fire despite 
the confused sound.

Playing with a confidence far 
above the crass brashness of so 
many "heavy" bands, Humble 
Pie proved that there still remains 
some life in the old progressions 
and still some energy in the rock 
genre.

Taking standard forms and 
licks that would sound trite in 
most hands. Pie use their con­
siderable talents to fashion a 
sound that is both driving and 
musically interesting.

Never confusing volume with 
energy, their sound was clear and 
every instrument audible. The 
Blackberries' vocals came 
through even better than on Pie’s 
recent album, Eat It.

Though Steve Marriot’s singing 
intros were perhaps a little 
overdone, his vocals were mar­
velous and though he continously 
sang near the top of his range, he 
never had to strain to reach a note 
and never faltered in his delivery.

Guitarist Clem Clempson 
provided the musical intricacy 
necessary to keep the backing on a 
par with the vocals. His leads 
derive from ideas of Eric Clapton.

but in a new direction.
The high points of the concert 

came with Ray Charles’ “I 
Believe to My Soul” and 
"Hallelujah, 1 Love Her So" with 
its chorus of "Walk right in. sit 
right down; Daddy let your mind 
roll on."

They ended with a rousing 
rendition of "Twist And Shout," 
soon to be released as the Black­
berries' first single. When the 
sparks of the twist died away, 
there was but one word to describe 
the concert - vital.

Getz' music disappoints jazz enthusiasts

Stan Getz, one of the world's 
most historically versatile tenor 
saxophonists, opened last week to 
a disappointingly small house at 
Market Square's La Bastille. 
Unfortunately, Getz’s per­
formance displayed few of his 
proven abilities, neither his in­
terpretative nor his im­

provisational skills.
The first set opened with 

“Cosmosis," a too frantic com­
position with no congruity among 
the melody, harmony and rhythm 
elements. Bass player Dave 
Holland featured himself (in his 
own composition) in a very im­
pressive solo—very impressive, 
but completely non-integrated 
with the other members of the 
quartet.

Getz followed this with a theme 
from "Green Dolphin Street,"

made very pleasant by the piano 
work of Richie Byrick. While both 
pieces were easily enjoyed, for the 
sake of their themes alone. I found 
it hard to deliniate any im;a'? 
differences in the two rendition , 
except for tempo and volume. . 
ranging from forte to fortissimo.

Drummer Jack Dijeanette 
ended the set with his own 
"Festival,” suffering from the 
same lack of unity, but possessing 
an intensity and depth absent in 
the other two. A multileveled 
composition, “Festival,” is 
written in a standard four-four, 
but performed with a triplet un­
dercurrent. making each beat a 
measure in itself. Dijeanette's 
handling of this complexity in his 
drum solo was just short of

brilliant.
While Getz' musical abilities 

are unquestionable (even if they 
fail to rise entirely above 
criticism), his personal manner 
during the evening seemed to 
reflect the overly casual attitude 
and diluted strength with which he 
approached his performance. 
Getz, as leader, was rarely on 
stage, leaving pianist Byrick to 
carry the front. And when he was 
present, Getz seemed most 
concerned with getting in another 
cigarette before his turn came 
around again.

As musical entertainment, the 
evening was adequate. But as 
jazz, as a creative anachronism, 
as an art form, Getz’ musical was 
extremely understated.

Governor Dolph Briscoe has been making 
secret deals to push a hardline drug bill 
through the legislature. Rep Ron Waters (D- 
Houston) said recently.

The controversy over marijuana reform 
climaxed when Waters told reporters he knew 
of several ‘'secret’’ meetings last week 
between a Briscoe aide and members of a 
drug study committee.

Waters, who ran for office on a platform of 
decriminalizing marijuana and lowering the 
penalties for its use. wants the House to 
decide the issue in a direct vote.

Waters said he and Rep Sarah Weddington 
(D-Austin) were the only legislators not in­
vited to a meeting of the seven-member drug 
subcommittee of the Criminal Jurisprudence 
Committee. The committee met with one of 
Briscoe's assistants. Roy Coffee Jr., at 11 
a m. March 28, and three members had 
breakfast with him Thursday, he said.

An agreement was reached to include

marijuana in the governor s drug bill, despite 
an earlier decision by the subcommittee to 
put marijuana reform in a separate bill 
proposed by Rep. James A. Mattox (D- 
Dallas!, Waters said.

Briscoe’s bill would make first-offense 
possession of marijuana a misdemeanor, but 
keep the second offense a felony. Waters said 
he would fight for a separate marijuana bill in 
the full meeting of the Criminal 
Jurisprudence Committee.

Waters said he learned of the agreement 
when a redraft of the Briscoe drug bill was 
pushed through the subcommittee Thursday 
night.

Coffee denied the meeting was secret. He 
said he had not invited Waters because the 
Houston representative had turned down 
earlier requests to talk about the matter and 
had acted uninterested in working with the 
subcommittee.

Coffee said there had been talk about 
changing the marijuana section of Briscoe’s 
bill in line with Mattox's proposal.
