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Run-off elections begin tomorrow
SA presidential hopefuls discuss issues

Bonnie White
Q: What are your qualifications for office? 
White: I have been in academic affairs of 
Students’ Association for the past two 
years. I feel that I would be the best person 
to be president because I am experienced 
and have done some good things in SA, and 
we need to keep some some continuity going 
so we can keep an open ear to the ad­
ministration. Now that we have the ad­
ministration listening to us, it should be our 
goal to get the same the same rapport with 
students. 1 have worked on seven or eight 
committees and councils; I have worked for 
teacher evaluations for the task force. In 
general 1 have served on committees so that 
whenever an issue came up that involved 
students, 1 could be in a position to help.
Q: What do you think about the parking 
situation?
White: 1 have been keeping up with 
members of the police advisory board and 1 
think they are heading in the right direction 
at this point, as far as making sure that 
students who actually purchase parking 
decals can find places to park where they 
feel safe going to and from their parking 
places.
Q: Do you know why many past members 
of SA chose not to run?
White: This year within our office, our staff 
has been more cohesive and consistent, and 
the people who started in September are still 
with us. Several of us did discuss running, 
and in the discussion, it was decided in some 
cases for personal reasons, in other cases 
members within the office decided that 1 
simply had more experience than they did. 
And while they wanted to see someone from 
SA run, they would rather see me.
Q:Are you going to run on the record of SA 
this year? Any major changes in a new 
administration?
White: I think the advantage to having been 
in SA is that I see the good things as well as 
the bad. And while I hope to continue the 
basic stance of having people in the office 
working hard, we will continue to cut the 
internal operating budgets of SA, giving 
more money to campus organizations. 
Philosophically those are the things I cer­
tainly plan to continue. I think the biggest 
difference that 1 want to see from this year 
is that from the past, SA has not gone out 
of its way to get student input. But we have 
to make input from the students as easy as 
possible. That is where SA has failed in the 
past.

Q:Do you believe that the Collins write-in 
campaign was deliberately a write-in 
campaign?
White: Yes. 1 don’t think they took ad­
vantage of me, they took advantage of the 
election process. Because of my experience, 
my qualifications, they would have had a 
hard time running a direct campaign if it 
was debating and that sort of thing.
Q:What issues are of particular importance 
to your campaign?
While: Things like Mannings, like cut-back 
library hours, like student services fees. 1 
have specific information and responses for 
these (issues). 1 think people realize now 
their vote counts. Whether or not they vote, 
they still have to pay student service fees. 
We need to be more agressive in committees 
on what it is committees do; get articles out 
on what the Univeristy Center Policy Board 
does, what (all UH) committees do.
Q: How much time do you plan to devote to 
the office of president?
White: I have been spending 25 hours a 
week in the office already. 1 always start out 
with the best of intentions by taking 15 or 
18 hours, then become so involved with SA 
that I am lucky if I complete nine of them.

Q: Now that you have declared yourself as 
opposition to Bonnie White, what issues 
should be addressed by your candidacy?
Collins: As 1 have said, I started out to give 
students a choice. 1 actually have a desire to 
know what’s going on in SA. After 1 
decided to run, 1 started to look into some 
things. I don’t know a lot of specifics.
Q: What are your qualifications for the 
office?
Collins: I have been living in Houston in 
Pasadena. All my brothers and sisters went 
to UH and that’s all 1 ever heard about. 1 
live on campus and joined Sigma Chi, and 1 
have helped on some committees, working 
together with other organizations. I got into 
Roughriders when it started up, last 
semester, and have gotten to know a lot of 
people in the athletic department.
Q: What particular issues made you decide 
to run for SA president?
Collins: It seems to me SA is doing a lot of 
things right now. They are doing a lot of 
work, but it doesn’t seem like they are 
getting too much end results.
Q: Are there any issues of particular interest 
to your campaign?
Collins: We all know the dorm food is 
pretty bad, it is nothing like Mom’s 
cooking. When 1 first read the articles about 
the food, 1 thought we were really going to 
get something done. But they made a lot of 
noise, and not a whole lot got done. There 
was still brown lettuce at the salad bar.
Q: As SA president, what will you do to 
rectify the situation?

Collins: Well, 1 really don’t know the 
specifics, 1 haven’t been in SA a year, but 
with Mannings it seems that people have 
been griping like this for quite a while. One 
thing 1 could try to do is get some of the 
organizations on campus into committees to 
work together, like for the boycott. If they 
had pulled some organizations together, 
they could have pulled the boycott off. But 
they went half-way at it.

Q: How will you learn the government 
process, since you haven’t been involved in 
SA?
Collins: 1 don’t think it will be a hindrance 
to me. 1 know what a person has to do. A 
president makes his own decisions, (and) it 
is different in every situtation. I have been 
talking with some past SA presidents and 
they say the best way to go into that job is 
objectively.

Q: Who is helping you run your campaign? 
Collins: Mark Williams because 1 knew he 
knew the workings of student government. 
Joel Jesse and Pat Powers because they have 
been there—I had to do in a week what they 
did in a year. 1 pushed in the organizations 
really hard, and in classes. I pushed in the 
dorms because 1 know a lot of people.

Q: Will you be at the “Meet the Can­
didates’’ forum today?
Collins: I am a little wary of that because 
some who are setting it up have been 
supporting Bonnie and others are known to 
be supporters of her.
Q: You don’t think it will be an open forum 
between you and Bonnie?
Collins: 1 think it will be helpful for Bonnie. 
I feel they have been preparing for that a lot 
longer than 1 have. Because she has been (in 
SA) a year, she knows what is going on, but 
that doesn’t mean she is more qualified. 
Will 1 be there? That remains to be seen.
Q: What do you know about student service 
fees?
Collins: 1 know they have gone up, 1 realize 
everything is going up, but we should be 
returning some of that to the students. 1 feel 
like everthing is so spread out, we are not

Q:ln the line of student apathy, how will 
you change the image of SA?
White; We don’t have apathetic students. 
They have families, homes, jobs, and so far 
SA hasn’t shown itself worthwhile enough 
for (these) people to take time out to find 
out what is going on. SA has to go out of its 
way to make it easy for students to get 
information.
Q:You have spoken of the Mannings 
boycott. Were you in favor of it?
White: I could have been, had a boycott 
been formulated that would have gotten to 
the right source; that would have been 
financially and time wise feasible; then yes 1 
would h-.ve been. But under the time 
limitations and financial limitations, it was 
not a good boycott. 1 do very much plan to 
work for changes. Our efforts must be to 
convince them (administration that passed 
the contract) that the Mannings contract 
was not good, that a seven percentage point 
profit for the University Center is not the 
only way to judge an (price) increase.

Q:What about SA Senate credibility?
White: 1 can’t say much about the Senate’s 
credibility. 1 think things are progressing 
more slowly than people would like, but 
that is so we can make sure that we make a 
good strong stance.
Q:Do you feel the administration’s 
statement about not re-opening the contract 
for food services reflects their attitude 
toward the Senate?
White: Yes and no. Their excuse is that we 
could not get a new contract ready, that a 
new food service could not get in place 
without seriously disrupting service for all 
the students. If they would have seriously 
considered the proposal when it was first 
proposed, changes could have been made 
over the Christmas holidays. I think that 
was an instance where they did choose to 
ignore SA. But I think as a whole the ad­
ministration does not ignore SA.

Q: What made you decide to run when you 
did, as a write-in candidate?
Collins: I couldn’t believe that half of the 
people running were running unopposed. 1 
was approached by several members of the 
Roughriders who said 1 should run for 
president. I figured that would be the most 
effective way to show these people 
(students) that they were taking such a 
lackadaisical attitude (about) the elections.
Q: To what do you attribute student apathy 
about student government?
Collins: This year 1 didn’t hear what was 
going on. 1 want to get some student in­
put—they don’t know what is going on. I 
want to organize the senators.
Q: How would you do that?
Collins: Get the senators to go and talk to 
students. Living in the dorms, I know a lot 
of people. Try and encourage people to get 
on committees.

Q: What about UH parking?
Collins: The main parking problem 1 have is 
parking at the dorms. But it is getting bad, 
especially for girls walking in late from 
meetings.
But I haven’t really heard that much about 
parking this year.
Q: Do you feel that the administration’s 
statement about not re-opening the contract 
bids for food services reflects their attitude 
toward the SA Senate?

1 will have aides, 
and get weekly reports from 'them.

tonight, and while the game itself could hardly be 
more meaningless, a lot of people will be watching the 
final score. They’re the people who like to gamble, 
and to them it’s not whether you win or lose, but by 
how much.

That same system applies to presidential politics, 
where winners and losers are declared not by who gets 
the most votes but by whether the favorite beats the 
spread determined by the media.

The growing tendency of the media to pick winners 
and losers is disturbing. It results from “pack 
journalism”—the likelihood that journalists working 
together on a campaign will write the same stories.

Thus we have what seems to be total agreement that 
Sen. Edward Kennedy will have “lost” his home state 
of Massachusetts if he doesn’t get a landslide victory. 
While it’s newsworthy that a candidate can’t drum up 
a solid majority in his home state, the media is 
abusing its power by arbitrarily setting margins of 
victory candidates need to be called winners.

Brann laughing at Baptists again tonight

Waco has always been a very tough town 
for newspaper editors. William Cowper 
Brann, editor-publisher of a Waco journal 
called The Iconoclast, was shot around the 
turn of the century while sitting in a bar­
bershop there because of his constant 
criticism of the Baylor University ad­
ministration. Brann’s murderer was, in fact, 
the father of a Baylor student, and from 
time to time since then, defenders of the 
local faith have shot at Brann’s tombstone, 
apparently to remind the pundit his mortal 
remains are unwelcome in Waco.

With this rich history, it is surprising that 
Baylor President Dr. Abner McCall has not 
hired an outraged parent to step forward 
and finish the hack job on the editors of 
The Lariat, Baylor’s student newspaper. 
McCall would have been much smarter if he 
had hired a hitman—the recent handling of 
The Lariat purge shows Baylor University to 
be a nest of hypocritical vipers.

Monday, Baylor’s Student Publication 
Board, made up of five teachers and six 
students, voted 11-0 to uphold McCall’s

summary dismissal of Lariat Editor Jeff 
Barton, Managing Editor Cyndy Slovak, 
and City Editor Barry Kolar for publishing 
an editorial Friday warning “the 
narrowminded, conservative attitude here 
might frighten away quality students and 
faculty.” At least two-thirds of the paper’s 
staff walked off the job in protest to the 
firings.

The controversy began several weeks ago 
with an editorial suggesting Baylor women 
are responsible for their own decisions, 
including posing for Playboy magazine. 
McCall believes to the contrary, however, 
and since then, he and his minions have 
autocratically done everything in their 
power to dam the free flow of ideas at the 
university. McCall defended the rigidly 
imposed censorship by saying Baylor’s 
administration is the publisher of The 
Lariat, and as such determines what goes in 
the paper.

But in this case, the administration is also 
the government, and as such it should keep 
its mitts off the newspaper. Among

McCall’s measures was the requirement that 
all copy be submitted to Lariat Faculty 
Adviser (read “Censor”) Ralph Strother 
before going to press.

Strother, also an alleged journalism 
professor, must have a corner on the gall 
market. His indefensible actions in this 
affair should cost him his job. First, the 
notion of an American journalist serving as 
a newspaper censor is an abomination, to 
coin a quaint Waco phrase. The two jobs 
are ideologically opposed, but Strother has 
handled this conflict of interest quite well 
for the past three years.

Second, Strother is the rat that did in the 
Lariat staffers. Last Friday he twice ap­
proved the final Barton-Slovak-Kolar 
editorial before the paper went to press, 
according to Kolar. After the paper was 
taken to the printers, Strother cut several 
lines from the editorial just before the 
presses were started.

Third, Strother is quoted as saying of the 
upheaval, “It’s a temporary setback, but

not the end.” According to Kolar, though, a 
petition began circulating around the Baylor 
campus protesting the firings last Friday. 
Over the weekend, the petition gathered 
some 1,000 signatures (about 20 percent of 
the student body), and two mass demon­
strations were held supporting the editors.

“The demonstrations were particularly 
interesting," said Kolar. “Especially since 
there were none during the whole Vietnam 
War.” Also, at least one journalism faculty 
member quit his job, and none of the others 
will talk about the incident.

So it appears as though McCall and 
Strother have blundered. Pressure will 
probably be brought to bear on scholarship 
students, coercing them into re-staffing The 
Lariat, but given the student reaction, 
Strother might have a hard time finding 
scabs. I certainly hope so.

There has been a lot of rhetoric 
about the quality of un­
dergraduate education versus 
basic research al UH. The 
situation needs perspective.

I attended several years of 
undergraduate school at the 
University of Arizona, Tucson. 
The U of Ariz. is an old and 
reasonably well respected school. 
But Arizona is not a wealthy state. 
The university derived large 
portions of its operating revenues 
from federal and private research

grants. Obviously, faculty 
members were more valued for 
their ability to stimulate grant 
funds than to educate un­
dergraduate students.

in contrast, Texas is a very 
wealthy state. UH seems 
adequately funded by the state, 
and private and industrial sectors 
of the community. The need of 
research grants for operating 
expenses should be minimal.

Research programs are, 
however, essential to attract and 
retain top educators to the

university. Programs of research 
are necessary for the establish­
ment of school ratings and 
prestige. University ratings and 
prestige are important to anyone 
receiving a degree here.

My impression of the un­
dergraduate faculty has been very 
encouraging. 1 believe the ad­
ministration of UH is primarily 
dedicated to providing high 
quality undergraduate education, 
and is successful.

In a close vote at its Feb. 
meeting, the Faculty Senate gave
tentative support to guidelines for 
graduate students who teach.

The Senate voted 13-12 to 
defeat a motion by Sen. G.F. 
Paskusz not to support guidelines 
for graduate faculty. Paskusz 
made the motion after others 
commented about the devisive 
effect the existence of graduate 
faculty might have. The new 
guidelines, compiled by the 
Graduate and Professional Studies 
Council, will make individual 
colleges responsible for im­
plementing graduate faculty 
guidelines.

Chancellor Barry Munitz to 
discuss faculty and administration 
responsibilities, senate chair 
Martha Piper said.

Teachers have also sought 
involvement in campus decision­
making through teacher unions, 
according to an article by the 
Houston Post.

Cooper said, “The question of 
teacher unions is a ticklish one. 
My prediction is that if the Texas 
legislature doesn't respond with 
larger budgets for teacher salaries, 
we may see this type of collective 
bargaining at UH.” He explained, 
“In areas where faculty salaries 
have not kept pace with inflation, 
or where the legislature has not 
budgeted enough money for 
salaries, teacher unions have been 
formed.”

Sen. Bredo Johnsen, past chair 
of the defunct UH chapter of the 
American Federation of Teachers, 
said, “I think the pressure is going 
to build for the formation of a 
union if the legislature comes up 
with a ridiculous salary ap­
propriation in the face of in­
flation. The AFT just was not a 
strong bargaining agent for 
teachers on this campus when it 
was active a few years ago.”

Piper said, “I am seeing faculty 
members beginning to activate 
teacher unions. But I do think 
that if the Faculty Senate worked 
closely with its constituents, it 
could accomplish collective 
bargaining more effectively than a 
union.”

have not given guidelines to the 
GPSC.

The senate Academic Com­
mittee postponed action on the 
GPSC guidelines until it receives 
more input from the senate. 
However, Sen. James Cooper said 
that if the new guidelines were not 
approved, graduate faculty 
procedures would be under the old 
guidelines.

Sen. Peter Guenther reported 
that the Educational Policies 
Committee is working with 
Provost George Magner to decide 
how to initiate teaching-fellow 
training. The senate passed a 
resolution earlier requiring some 
training for graduate students 
before they begin teaching classes.

In another report to the senate. 
Cooper said the senate should 
take a more active role in 
decision-making on campus. 
“Right now, we are out of the 
mainstream, and are ineffective. 
We are in a reactive stance, 
because in the past, we’ve gone to 
the administration with our 
complaints after the decisions 
have been made,” Cooper said.

The University of Illinois is a 
good example of strong faculty 
participation in decisions, Cooper 
said. “My main concern is the 
ambiguities about the rights and 
responsibilities of the ad­
ministration, the faculty and the 
students." he said.

Robbery charges filed
against man by UHPD

Police charged a man with six 
counts of robbery for allegedly 
leading them on a cross-campus 
chase last week after stealing 
$7.63 and a backpack.

Kenneth Lewis, 20, was charged 
with five counts of robbery by 
UHPD and one by the Houston 
Police Department. Bail was set at 
$10,000, but Lewis has not been 
released, UHPD said.

UHPD arrested Lewis on Feb. 
27 after several students chased 
him from the Fleming Building to 
the Moody Towers. After Lewis 
rait.put pf the Towgp, UHPD
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officers apprehended him, UHPD 
reports said.

After his arrest, Lewis gave his 
name as James Smith. He claimed 
the students chasing him had 
jumped him, police said.

Police said investigations 
against Lewis will continue, but 
they said more charges may not be 
filed against him.

All the charges involve in­
ternational students, a UHPD 
representative said.

Lewis is currently on ad­
judication probation for an earlier 
conviction. State law dictates that 
if Lewis is not arrested and 
convicted of any other crime 
within a time period set by a 
Texas district court, Lewis* record 
will then be cleared of the con­
viction record.
