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MONTROSE WEATHER: Friday night: Fair and cool, low 48. Saturday: Partly cloudy and warm, high 80, low 53. Sunday. Partly cloudy and warm, high 80, low 55.

It’s a mess
For months now, Montroseans and 
those who drive through the area have 
had to suffer slowdowns, stops, abused 
shocks, mud and misery while navigat­
ing Montrose streets.

If you hadn’t noticed, then you were 
not driving because the streets have 
been a mess as The City has been laying 
miles of water pipes—“to make our city 
betteif

For every pothole a Montrose street 
had six months ago, it now has six.

To be more accurate, last year the City 
Council authorized rehabilitation of 
waterlines along six major Montrose 
thoroughfares: Dunlavy, Waugh, 
Haddon, Montrose, Missouri and 
Westheimer. (Metro threw in West Ala­
bama just to please its buses.) Cost: 
$1,313,280. Why? “We have several rea­
sons to replace waterlines,” said Jack 
Gillum of the Public Works Department. 
“If a spot needs frequent repairs, we fig­
ure it’s time to fix the whole block. A 
waterpipe’s life is only about 30 years 
and many have been down there longer 
than that.”

Montrose is changing, growing,

in Montrose! But it’s progress!
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Public Works workmen tear up the street for new waterlines

Gillum explained. Many of the 2 inch 
lines were laid back when Montrose was 
almost entirely residential—50’xl00’ 
lots with single family homes. Density 

has increased with development of high 
rise condominiums and townhouse com­
plexes so that it now takes a 6-inch or 8- 
inch line to provide the capacity, espe­

cially for the fire department.
Rehabilitating waterlines in the pres­

ent street abuse program is only the be­
ginning, according to Gillum. The city 
has a mandate from the State Water 
Commission to spend nearly $1 billion 
by 1997 on its water supply and distribu­
tion. As another step toward this end, 
Public Works will begin monitoring wa­
ter and sewer lines to identify areas 
needing expansion and/or rehabilita­
tion.

Meanwhile, the streets of Montrose re­
main a mess where subcontractors have 
laid new pipe.

“In their contracts they are required to 
return the areas of work to their original 
condition,” Gillum said, probably not 
meaning replacing the potholes.

Nevertheless, the potholes that were 
there before now have brothers and sis­
ters. “With the money we have, we can 
only patch. The City had no money last 
year for a new overlay of the streets,” 
Gillum added.

It could be worse. We could still have 
only 2 inch water mains. But oh! What it 
does to the shocks!. Does progress al­
ways require a mess?

She’s all excited about her latest pro­
gram: a school park program called

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Now A Few Words On “Sex Lubricants”

We were distressed last week upon reading a headline on the 
cover of The Montrose Voice -. “Most sex lubricants can destroy 
a condom in 60 seconds”.

Considering that in our ad, on the next page, we extolled our 
lowest prices on lubricants, this gave the appearance that 
LOBO is selling dangerous products.

First, let’s make clear the problem. The Voice article came frbm 
a press release issued by the Mariposa Foundation of Los An­
geles, headed by Dr. Bruce Voeller. The New York Times also 
reported these findings earlier last week. And The Voice kindly 
furnished us with a copy of the press release.

Mariposa concluded that oil-based lubricants destroy con­
doms, water-based lubricants do not. LOBO sells ONLY water­
based lubricants.

We were particularly concerned by The Voice’s use of “sex 
lubricants” as applied to the listed products: Vaseline Intensive 
Care, Nevea Hand Creme, Johnson’s Baby Oil, Wesson Oil, 
Crisco, butter and olive oil. While historically gay men have 
used nearly anything slippery to ease anal intercourse, we 
think “sex lubricants” is inappropriate in connection with these 
products.

However, The Voice did only repeat the very wording of 
Mariposa. Still, one of the roles of journalists, gay or straight, is 
to question everything, particularly press releases which gen­
erally are issued with certain motivations in mind. . *

We also took Dr. Voeller to task for his choice of words, but 
coming from a certain point of advocacy he refused to ac­
knowledge any ambiguity in his wordage.

LOBO is always concerned about the health of our customers 
and, upon learning of the problems with oil-based lubricants a 
couple of years ago, we discontinued stocking them.

In all fairness, Dr. Voeller voiced reservations with some water­
based lubricants but not from the point of view of them being 
harmful to the use of condoms. He questions other claims of 
some products regarding their anti- spermicidal abilities.

LOBO always attempts to act responsibly in the community 
and only asks that others do the same.

It is well-documented that violence against gay men and lesbians 
is on the increase across the country. Such violence is monitored 
in some states and cities and would also be followed by the feder­
al government were it not for Senator Jesse Helms.

Now there is an effort in the Texas Legislature to require such 
monitoring here, and extends to other categories of the citizenry 
as well as those based on sexual preference.

And, as usual, Ray Hill and Glen Maxey are laboring long and 
hard on our behalf in Austin. Certainly they can cite enough ex­
amples of such violence here in Texas as well as across the coun­
try.

One local law enforcement response in Houston was that most 
homosexuals don’t want to be known so it would be difficult to 
make such determination. When a simple police investigation re­
veals that an assault or murder, from the clear circumstances, 
was committed by someone perceiving the victim to be gay, it is 
safe to assume that the police could make a reasonable assump­
tion that “sexual preference” was a contributing factor. This is not 
a matter of “beyond a reasonable doubt”, but a matter of deter­
mining the extent of a particular criminal motivation. Just as 
when a black man was lynched in Mississippi a few years agoyou 
didn’t need a note at the scene to conclude it was a racially moti­
vated crime, there are certain circumstances from which a con­
clusion can be reasonably drawn.

Unfortunately, in recent months Houston and Dallas offer ample 
examples for the need of such monitoring—and for increased 
penalties for such crimes (not lesser punishments, Judge Hamp­
ton).

Such violence against gays is not an isolated example. This na­
tion is experiencing increasing violence based solely on preju­
dice, against blacks, Jews, women, Hispanics, and other ethnic 
minorities.

While undoubtedly the majority of Americans abhor physical vio­
lence it, nonetheless, is playing a greater and greater role in our 
culture—violence in movies and, increasingly, on television in the 
form of “trash” programs.

The root of most such “bigot” violence is ignorance and those 
who play to this violent nature do so to exploit, not to enlighten.

The current measure before Texas lawmakers is greatly needed, 
but in the long haul, this nation must come to grips with the 
broader issue of violence as a growing national trait.

As one of 1100 women who attended the last 
Keystroke extravaganza, AJ. Morales found 
something new. She wrote:

“The night air was charged with promise as 
I drove down San Jacinto toward Keystroke. 
As I got nearer the party atmosphere was evi­
dent even outside on the street where women 
stood in line, enduring the cold evening driz­
zle.

“I parked nearby andjoined the line. I could 
feel the heavy thump of the music from inside 
through the soles of my shoes.

“Once inside, the first thing to attract my at­
tention was the hundreds of bright balloons 
with red and silver ribbons, floating against 
the ceiling. In the foyer I was greeted by the el­
egant and polite Keystroke staff. It happened 
fast—the signing of the guest book, checking 
identification, stamping of hand with invisible 
ink and suddenly I was in.

"Walking into Keystroke was abreathtaking 
experience, sheer excitement in a raw form, 
alive with sights, sounds and an amazing 
number of women. Dancers, stage, spot lights 
bouncing vibrant beams of color off gimbaled 
mirrors and couples on the dance floor mov­
ing rhythmically. Strobes flashed out visual 
signals to the chromatic beat of music emanat­
ing from the ultra high-tech sound system!’

GLPC’s Hill presents motion on crime to City Council
Houston Gay and Lesbian Po­
litical Caucus president Ray 
Hill Wednesday presented a 
motion adopted by the caucus 
concerning hate crime statis­
tics and proposed legislation to 
the Houston City Council at its 
public access meeting in City 
Hall.

The text of the motion was as 
follows:

“Whereas: There has been a 
recent increase in violent crime 
motivated by hate and preju­
dice in Houston and specifical­
ly in the Montrose area, and

“Whereas: The City of Hous­
ton does not keep statistics on 
such crimes when the victims 

are gay, lesbian or transgender, 
and

“Whereas: The perpetrators 
of such crimes are frequently 
the same assailants that target 
other groups in society for simi­
lar violence, and

“Whereas: The keeping of on­
ly partial statistics on hate 
crimes is a danger to the safety 
of all Houstonians, and

“Whereas: Senator Craig 
Washington has introduced 
Committee Substitute Senate 
Bill No. 22, that addressed 
these and other concerns pre­
sented by hate motivated crime,

“Be it therefore resolved: 
That Houston Gay and Lesbian 

Political Caucus ask the Hous­
ton City Council to instruct 
Houston Police Department to 
begin keeping complete records 
of hate crimes including those 
with gay, lesbian and 
transgender victims, and

“Be it further resolved: That 
Houston Gay and Lesbian Po­
litical Caucus ask Houston City 
Council to add support for the 
passage of this Bill to their leg­
islative package and instruct 
their lobbyist for its passage in 
the Texas Legislature.”

In a press conference follow­
ing the presentation, Hill said 
that the time has come to ad­
dress the issue of safety in our 
neighborhoods.

“We have plenty of police in 
our neighborhoods,” he said, 
“but they are too busy trying 
to limit the magazines and 
videos we have access to and 
trying to entrap us into pros­
titution charges to protect us 
from the violence that victim­
izes us. At least they have 
stopped raiding our bars. But 
their priorities are still mis­
placed.”

Hill called upon the City to 
put hate groups under police 
surveillance and warned: 
“We put on notice the politi­
cians who have taken our 
support for granted in the 
past, whose support is expect­
ed on the issue of violence.”

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National grass roots ’pro family’ coalition organizing
DENVER (UPI)—A national 
organization that promotes 
“family” issues from a conser­
vative Christian viewpoint is 
helping organize secretive coa­
litions at the state level to push 
for state laws on abortion, por­
nography and home schooling.

Michael Jameson, a repre­
sentative of the Focus on the 
Family organization, said coa­
litions have been created so far 
in eight states—Arizona, Cali­
fornia, Minnesota, Ohio, Ten­
nessee, Texas, Virginia and 
Washington state.

Focus on the Family also is 
helping “pro family” groups in 
other states to create coalitions, 
he said.

Focus on the Family is head­
ed by psychologist James C. 
Dobson and based in Pomona, 
Calif. Dobson was the last one 
to interview serial killer Ted 
Bundy before Bundy’s execu­
tion this winter in Florida.

Positions taken by the coali­
tions include making abortion 
illegal, supporting home 
schooling and campaigning 
against pornography, Jameson 

said at a recent Denver organi­
zational meeting.

Other issues include child 
care, tuition tax credits, better 
schools and litigation on relig­
ious and moral disputes, he 
said.

The coalitions do research 
and distribute information, lob­
by legislators and create politi­
cal action committees to sup­
port or oppose political candi­
dates, Jameson said.

Jameson said Dobson be­
lieves that states, rather than 
the federal government, are the 
main arena for “pro family” is­
sues.

He cited redistricting of con­
gressional and legislative dis­
tricts after the 1990 census as 
an important means for affect­
ing legislation.

In addition to helping form 
state coalitions, Dobson’s 
group produces several radio 
programs reportedly heard on 
1250 stations in 35 counties, op­
erates the Family Research 
Council in Washington, D.C. 
which is headed by a former ad­
viser to former President 
Reagan, and produces monthly

magazines.
Jameson said Dobson “has 

no desire to be the Jerry Falwell 
of the evangelical community. 
He does not want the media 
scrutiny.”

He also said Dobson does not 
want to use the organization to 
promote any presidential can­
didacy.

Jameson urged Colorado 
“pro-family” organization 
leaders recently to keep the 
composition of their proposed 
coalition secret and not to make 
a public announcement if they 
created a* coalition.

He said the coalitions could 
be more effective by maintain­
ing a low profile and by leaving 
their public identity to the 
groups making up the coali­
tions.

Groups represented at the 
Denver meeting included Con­
cerned Women for America, 
which promotes “traditional 
and Judeo-Christian values;” 
the Rutherford Institute, a “le­
gal defense organization that 
protects freedom of religious ex­
pression,” and several anti­
abortion and anti-pornography 

groups.
Jameson said “pro family” 

advocates are paranoid about 
the news media because of the 
type of coverage family issues 
sometimes have received and 

because they want to keep their 
strategy secret.

Focus on the Family is not go­
ing to set up state chapters, he 
said, but will provide help to the 
state coalitions.

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Texas delegation ranks 
low in supporting gay 
interests
The 26 congressmen and 2 senators who 
represent Texas in the U. S. Congress vot­
ed with the National Gay and Lesbian 
Task Force position 57% of the time during 
the 1987-88 session, ranking the delega­
tion thirty-ninth among the 50 state dele­
gations in Washington.

Those figures appear in a forthcoming 
Alyson Almanac, a reference book for the 
gay and lesbian community, which will in­
cludes a complete breakdown for all 50 
state and all 535 U.S. senators and repre­
sentatives.

The top-ranked state was Massachu­
setts, whose delegation includes the coun­
try’s only two openly-gay congressmen. 
The worst rating went to New Hampshire 
(33%), Idaho (31%) and Wyoming (23%).

Bryant’s grumble
Bryant Gumbel offered no apologies on the “Today” show Monday—his 
first day on the job since the controversy over his critical memo began— 
but blamed the media for blowing it out of proportion.

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’Skinheads’ attack TV crew near site of Aryan gathering

VALLEJO, Calif. (UPI)-About 100 
neo-Nazi white supremacists carrying 
guns, knives and crowbars gathered in 
the cold rain on barricaded farmland at 
the “First Aryan Woodstock” last Satur­
day while 450 riot-geared lawmen kept 
angry protesters away.

The white-power rally on a private 70- 
acre ranch—reportedly owned by a Jew 
who fled Nazi Germany in 1937—in the 
pastoral Napa Valley wine country cre­
ated a furor in Northern California and 
was denounced by Gov. George 
Deukmejian.

White supremacist groups, including 
the skinhead American Front, White Ar­
yan Resistance and Ku Klux Klan, went 
ahead with their controversial “invita­
tion only” gathering after a judge pulled 
the plug on their planned rock concert.

About 400 protesters crowded in the 
r‘ib outside the gates of the rally, de­
nouncing the skinheads as they arrived 
from as far as Southern California.

But an army of sheriffs deputies, po­
lice and California Highway Patrol offi­
cers maintained order and, except for a 
few minor confrontations, the event was 
peaceful.

The owner of the property north of 

that included a helicopter hovering over­
head.

“Cops sprang up from ditches with 
weapons drawn, M-16s, shotguns. All 
the occupants were taken out, 
handcuffed, lined up on the center line 
and photographed and the vehicles 
searched. Then they let them go.”

Police officers refused comment on the 
search and whether any weapons were 
found but some indicated the action was 
directed by the U.S. Justice Department, 
whose agents took part.

To prevent violence, authorities re­
stricted the protesters to a sheep pasture 
muddied by rain alongside state High­
way 12 a half-mile from the ranch 40 
miles northeast of San Francisco.

At one point protesters crossed the 
road and attempted to climb the hill to­
ward a group of waiting skinheads, but 
police quickly intervened and kept the 
two sides apart.

“Nazis are not welcome in my commu­
nity and I came here to show them they 
are not welcome,” said protester Marti 
Kramer of nearby Glen Ellen.

Bill Alvers, imperial wizard of the Ku 
Klux Klan in California who walked up 
to the property with 30 fellow members, 
denounced criticism of the event, saying 

blacks and Jews are allowed to gather 
without interference.

“Why can’t white people ave a meet­
ing?” Alvers said.

The landowner who leased his land for 
the rally decided early in the day not to 
allow any more skinheads on the proper­
ty and many were turned back at the 
gate of the ranch. The California High­
way Patrol blocked traffic for 3 miles in 
each direction.

Skinheads were angry they were 
turned away from the rally.

“If I was black and blocked from going 
to a black rally, I’d be upset,” said one 
identifying himself only as Skinny, who 
drove up from Costa Mesa in Southern 
California, to attend the event.

Irv Rubin, national chairman of the 
militant Jewish Defense League and a 
protest leader, said an infiltrator at the 
ranch reported there were “200 of them 
up there, drinking beer, swearing at each 
other and trying to figure out what to 
do.”

But Napa sheriffs Capt. Richard 
Lonergan said when the gate to the steep 
dirt road to the ranch was closed at 
about 10:45 a.m., there were “100 (people 
on the property)—if that.”

Lonergan said the supremacists were 

apparently milling about aimlessly on 
the ranch, without shelter in the steady 
rain.

A hillside prevented the white suprem­
acists at the ranch and the protesters 
from seeing each other. A red and black 
Nazi flag emblazoned with a swastika 
was briefly posted at the top of the hill 
but then taken down.

The event was originally planned as a 
private rock concert by “white power” 
cult bands like Tulsa’s Boot Boys, Phila­
delphia’s New Glory and Wisconsin’s 
HammerHead.

But Napa Superior Court Judge W. 
Scott Snowden, after two days of argu­
ments, banned the concert, ruling last 
Friday that they did not have the proper 
permits or facilities. But he said the 
groups could go ahead with their gather­
ing.

Tom Metzger is the founder of the 
White Aryan Resistance. He is a former 
grand dragon in the California Knights 
of the Ku Klux Klan.

The Bee quoted a family friend as say­
ing Lonsdale was afraid to repudiate the 
white supremacists for fear of reprisals.

Capt. Lonergan said Lonsdale did not 
give police any indication he had been 
intimidated into leasing the land.

Vallejo, Dr Howard Lonsdale, stood 
behind a police barricade. He refused 
to talk to reporters.

Lonsdale, 55, is a Jew born in Ber­
lin who fled Nazi Germany in 1937 
and became a naturalized U.S. citizen 
in 1944, the Sacramento Bee reported.

Lonsdale leased the undeveloped 
grazing site to Robert Heick, 19, head 
of the skinhead group American 
Front, for $250. He later said he did 
not know Heick was the leader of a 
white supremacist group.

The rally was planned for two days, 
but authorities said it appeared the 
gathering was winding up Saturday 
night following hours of chill rain 
and then sleet.

As darkness fell, about 75 law en­
forcement officers with guns drawn 
surprised a six-vehicle caravan of 
about 30 departing skinheads on 
Highway 12 five miles from the rally 
site, ordered them out of the vehicles, 
handcuffed them, photographed 
them and then released them after 
searching the vehicles.

“It was like an ambush—an instan­
taneous roadblock,” said Greg Jarret, 
a reporter for KGO Radio in San 
Francisco who witnessed the incident

“We moved here in 1952,” she begins 

between spoonfuls of soup. “My hus­
band teaches history at the University 
of Houston, so we came here for him to 
teach.”

For a while, Eleanor taught Sunday 
School at her Baptist church. Then, in 
1963, she attended Divinity courses at 
Vanderbilt. Her children were all gone 
from home for the first time, and she 
could finally utilize her time for other 
things besides home making. Divinity 
classes opened her mind to different pos­
sibilities, and changed her life forever.

“You know, I decided I don’t know all 
the answers,” she says, shaking her 
head and smiling. “I decided I’d didn’t 
know the answers, and I didn’t have to 
know them. It was as simple as that. But 
I wanted to know the answers, so I start­
ed to find out. I decided to be more active 
in the community, and to serve the com­
munity. Too many Baptists are involved 
only in their church.”

In 1964, she joined an Interfaith 
group, which was quite radical at that 
time.

“It seems impossible to believe now, 
but back then, it was really something. 
It was unusual. It was a real learning ex­
perience to hear a Catholic nun talk 
about her problems, and a Jewish wom­
an talk about her problems. It really 
opened my mind to new ideas.”

When Eleanor came back to Houston, 
she came filled with the urge to get in­
volved. She immediately helped found 
the Houston Metropolitan Ministry 
Board in 1966. Back then, it was called 
the Protestant Charities. She then be­
came president of the Parent’s League of 
Houston.

‘A 15-year-old could get a driver’s li­
cense back then,” she says incredulous­
ly. “That’s just too young. The drug 
problem was also just starting to affect 
middle class kids. It had been around in 
the poorer parts for years, but it was be­
ginning to be felt among the middle 
class.”

She was doing such a good job at these 
projects that people began to urge her to 
join the School Board.

“There were a whole bunch of people 
who were interested in changing the 
way things were going,” she says proud­
ly. “There were young attorneys and 
bright business people—some didn’t 
have kids. They just cared about what 
was happening. They wanted to see im­
provement.

“They interviewed 250 people, then 
got down finally to me and three others, 
and finally just to me.”

The years Eleanor spent on the School 
Board were some of the most turbulent 
in history. Desegregation and bussing 
were the major explosive issues of the 
day, and she was right in the middle of it 
all.

“Integration was so late here,” she re­
members. “This was 1970-73. The con­
servative forces had been putting it off 
for years.”

After major battles, desegregation 
and bussing were initiated into the 
Houston School District. But the most 
satisfying accomplishment she 
achieved while on the Board was the cre­
ation of the Houston Community Col­
lege.

“I’m more proud of that than almost 
anything I’ve ever done,” she says, 
beaming. She also helped set up the 
School for the Performing Arts and a 
school for medical careers.

Just when she was at her peak, howev- 
er, she was surprisingly defeated in the

election of 1973. Her disappointment 
was complete, but she refused to be bitter 
or resentful.

“So many people are bitter when they 
lose,” she says. “Everybody faces defeat 
in their lives. It’s always how we re­
spond to defeat that makes us or breaks 
us, though.”

By 1979, people were asking her to run 
for office again—this time for Council­
man. This election made up for her un­
happy defeat of 1973 because she beat an 
incumbent of 20 years.

“I remember Jim Murry telling me my 
chances were slim to none,” she remem­
bers, smiling. “First of all, I was a wom­
an. Secondly, I was running against an 
incumbent. But I beat him anyway. I 
beat the odds.”

Eleanor decided to be a Councilman 
At Large, because she would have a bet­
ter opportunity to serve the entire com­
munity, instead of a particular district. 
Her interests have always been too 
broad to limit herself to any one area of 
the city. Instead, she prefers to work for 
the entire city on a broad scale. Her 
schedule reflects it.

Betsy Parrish of the Post recently de­
fined an “event” as something that hap­
pens just when Eleanor Tinsley is there.

“I try going to two or three events five 
or six nights a week,” she says with a 
shrug. “Today I was at West Belt at a 
bank, interacting with board members; 
now I’m here. I have a meeting to go to 
after this. There’s not a lot of private 
life.”

Despite her incredible schedule, how­
ever, Eleanor manages to find time for 
her three children and five grandchil­
dren.

“Yesterday, I took two grandchildren 
to the rodeo, but a committee member 
got me to ride a wagon out in the field. I 
got to wave at the crowd, with my grand­
child. She knows I don’t have a lot of nor­
mal days.

“My husband is very good about going 
out with me nearly every night. We live 
in a high rise at Greenway Plaza, so I 
feel comfortable coming and going.”

Another sample of a typical evening 
for Eleanor is this Saturday night. She 
will first attend a memorial for a police 
officer killed in the line of duty; then she 
will rush into Montrose to give a procla­
mation to gay activist Sylvia Ayers; 
then she will dart off to attend a benefit 
for sickle cell anemia.

This constant running around Hous­
ton has helped give Eleanor Tinsley a 
greater name recognition than any oth- 
er'cbundil member atCiiy Hah. She is; in 

fact, one of the most familiar names in 
Texas. She currently receives an aver­
age of 15 invitations a day, and the de­
mand seems to be increasing. Why she is 
so popular is simple to her

“The difference with me,” she begins, 
pointing her finger to the table, “ is that I 
initiate things and complete them. 
When I start something I follow through 
with it. It’s easy to start something, then 
go off and start something else—but it’s 
more difficult to stay with it until it’s 
completed.”

She admits she is a workaholic, but 
sees no derogatory connotation.

“I think I have a high degree of ener­
gy. Things are important to me, and I 
make time for the things I think are im­
portant.”

One of the important issues in Elea­
nor’s busy life are the rights of minori­
ties in Houston, including the large gay 
community. She remembers running 
against Frank Mann in 1979. It was the 
first time she recalls any politician us­
ing gays as a scapegoat for city prob­
lems. He called them Oddballs.

“I never got involved in the gay com­
munity before that,” she says, “but I 
learned during that campaign that gays 
were never treated like everyone else. I 
never thought of it until I ran against 
that man. It was the first campaign 
where gays worked hand in hand with 
the rest of the community to defeat some­
one.

She smiles warmly and leans fore­
word.

“Gays didn’t know me, but they came 
to my aid,” she says. “I guess they real­
ized I was someone they could support. 
We became mutually supportive. I won, 
and I felt a special relationship with the 
gay community.”

At City Council, Eleanor admits that 
most issues are pretty utilitarian; but 
there have been times when issues over 
minority (gay) rights have flared. A par­
ticularly disappointing time was the row 
over the Referendum in 1984.

“I worked on that for anti discrimina­
tion and we lost. The community just 
wasn’t ready. We just didn’t have the 
hard data to make a case. It wasn’t until 
after that issue that gays started coming 
foreword and saying, ‘Yes, I was dis­
criminated against.’ The Straight Slate 
had a lot of money behind them, too.”

In reflecting over the Reagan years, 
Eleanor frowns and shakes her head 
sadly.

“Human rights have certainly not 
gained in the last eight years,” she says. 
“When they were trying to get cards for 

food handlers, I was against that for 
good reason. That was just against our 
rights.”

But the secret to getting along success­
fully in politics, she has found, is to get 
along with fellow politicians.

“Anger doesn’t work in Council,” she 
says. “The greatest strength comes in 
getting along in Council. I always say, 
you’re going to have to get in the eleva­
tor with somebody. I just take it an issue 
at a time.”

There are serious health problems in 
the city at this time, and Eleanor is fully 
aware of them. Health problems, she 
says, are generally handled by the Hos­
pital District, but the City must act on 
educating and informing the citizens of 
risks and solutions to problems.

“In TB and measles, we need to be set­
ting up clinics for the at risk population. 
For TB, we need testing. We’ve been very 
slow. We don’t even have to have TB or 
measles anymore!”

“AIDS is a different problem, since the 
Hospital District is treating it, but we 
must educate. The City wasn’t doing 
much for a long time, but the Montrose 
Clinic and other organizations filled the 
need. I want them to have funding. Sev­
eral of us at Council don’t want to pro­
vide treatment, but we should provide 
education. And we should help groups 
that are already formed get their fund­
ing without duplicating our efforts.

“Oh!” she cries, balling her fists in 
frustration. She cannot stand the fact 
that people try to create almost identical 
entities that drain desperately needed 
resources from already functioning and 
needy facilities.

She calms herself an J finishes her 
soup.

It may be true that she has a very at­
tractive motherly image that seems to 
draw people to her. After all, she is cer­
tainly more approachable than a seven 
foot ex-wrestler; and her soft, gentle 
voice floats over the din of the restau­
rant. She is a powerful woman with a pe­
tite punch. She doesn’t know if her moth­
erly image has helped her All she knows 
is that her hard work and concern have 
paid off. During the last election, Elea­
nor Tinsley won with 83 percent of the 
votes against two opponents. She smiles 
gently and says she is confident she will 
do it again.

“People said you’ll never be re-elected 
over and over!” she says emphatically. 
She shrugs. She needs no proof.

“But the climate of opinion has 
changed,” she continues. “You don’t win 
every battle, but people want the city to 
look different. People are changing their 
ideas about what’s good and what isn’t.”

What about running for Mayor of 
Houston?

She laughs and shakes her head.
“I might run for something else, but 

not Mayor right now. I think Kathy has 
overall done a good job. She’s been in of­
fice during a terrible time!”

As she glances at her watch and pre­
pares to run off, she epitomizes the dy­
namic drive that has changed Houston 
from a relatively insignificant Gulf city 
to one of the world’s true architectural 
and technological wonders. Her 20 years 
of service has made the difference.

“I want this to be a visually pleasing 
city,” she says. “I want there to be activi­
ties for everyone. I want us to care.”

Then, she’s up and gone into the night 
to pop in and out of several more meet­
ings and events. She’s worked hard, but 
she likes it. After all—that’s the advan­
tage of being. At Large.
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Gay prisoners in Louisiana form own group
FROM JERRY PHELPS
The Angola Gay Association (TJLGA.) is a 
small group of gays within the Louisiana 
State Prison (L.S.P) system.

Our sole purpose in banding together was 
to organize into a self-defense group among 
ourselves; our purpose now is to be organ­
ized into an “official social organization” by 
the “prison system’.’

While we are a small group at this time, 
without any official administra­
tion approval, we are growing 
here in the L.S.P, and the reason 
for our actions are due to the horri­
ble conditions and disrespect that 
gays are subjected to in our con­
finement in the LHJR ...

Of course, at this time, we are not 
dealing with any type of mutual 
understanding with the prison ad­
ministration, but each of us fully under­
stands this, and we as gays accept that our 
road ahead is not going to be an easy one at 
all.

Because of our lifestyle, we gays are not 
able to participate in a lot of the programs 
or activities and social function, sports, etc., 
unless we are “paired” with an inmate who 
is not gay because non-gays control all such 
programs and activities, etc. Therefore, the 
gays of L.S E, due to the standard, have NO 
rights, nor can we function equally or as in­
dividuals.

We have set goals for our group as follows:
(1) To officially be allowed to organize a 

social group in L.S.P for the gay community 
on the same basis as the other prison social 
groups;

(2) To bring all gays within this prison 
system together, in order to be treated in a 
respectable manner and as individuals in 
all aspects of prison life;

( 3 ) To be able to participate in all forms of 
programs, social activities, 
sports, etc., as equals with oth­
er prison inmates, but with re­
spect as individuals;

(4) To cause the gay commu­
nity within the prison system 
to be given the same rights and 
privileges as other inmates of 
the prison system;

(5) For the outspoken and 
other gays of this prison to be allowed to be 
housed in the general inmate population on 
an equal basis and not as is the case today, 
only if “paired” with a straight inmate and 
not segregated as we are into areas of dorms 
of all gays or placed in closed single-cell con­
finement in cell blocks because we are out­
spoken and attempting to stand on our own 
as individuals, and for doing so, placed in 
“Extended Lockdown” status.

It should be noted that this writer and all 
members of this group are at present in 
such “Extended Lockdown” status with no

real hope of release because we have no 
outside voice or meaningful support.

We of the TA.GA_ are seeking support. 
from the gay community, to give us the 
outside prison voice and support that is 
needed to be successful in getting our 
goals, and we are seeking one-on-one 
sponsors for each member of our group 
in order that each of us will know in our 
hearts that we are not forgotten in our 
struggle.

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Good grades for 'Lean on Me’ at movie houses

HOLLYWOOD—Three new feature film 
releases, “Lean on Me,” “Dream a Little 
Dream” and “Skin Deep” landed in the 
top 10 of the national box-office 
rankings for the week ending last Sun­
day.

“Lean on Me,” the highly-charged dra­
ma of a real life New Jersey principal 
who adopts controversial measures to 
improve his mostly black high school, 
shot right to the top in its debut week 
with a gross of $5 million.

Starring Morgan Freeman as the prin­
cipal in a cast including Robert Guil­
laume and Beverly Todd, “Lean on Me” 
opened in 894 theaters with an impres­

sive $5,629 per-screen average.
“Dream a Little Dream,” a fantasy ro­

mantic comedy starring Jason Robards 
and Piper Laurie as a rejuvenated couple 
who revert to age 18, made its debut on 
1019 screens to the tune of $2.6 million 
and the No. 5 spot in the rankings.

“Skin Deep,” the outrageous and hilar­
ious Blake Edwards comedy about a 
man, played by John Ritter, with an ob­
session for bedding masses of beautiful 
women, opened to $2.5 million on only 
489 screens. It was No. 7.

No. 2 picture, moving up a click from 
the previous week, was “Bill & Ted’s Ex­
cellent Adventure,” a fantasy film aimed 
at teenagers. It picked up $4.4 million for 
a three-week gross of $17.4 million.

Dropping down from the catbird seat 

to No. 3 in the rankings was the Tom 
Hanks comedy “The ‘burbs,” which 
grossed $4.3 million, bringing to $24.5 
million its three-week total.

“Rain Man,” the front-runner for best 
picture at the Academy Awards later 
this month, was No. 4 with a respectable 
$3.8 million gross after a dozen weeks in 
release. “Rain Man,” starring Dustin 
Hoffman as an autistic savant, has 
grossed $121.8 million and is still play­
ing in 1,580 theaters.

After more than a four-year search since 
leaving their club on Waughcrest in 
Montrose, the 165 members of American 
Legion Post 416 have a new home at 
1216 West Clay, still in Montrose.

“It’s been a long time coming,” said 
post commander Charles E. Inglis after 
dedication ceremonies Sunday, March 5.

The new club, which formerly housed 
the L.H. Kelley Company, has been reno­
vated inside to include several small 
meeting rooms, a spacious room adapta­
ble to various occasions for up to 300 or 
more persons, kitchen, bar and other 
amenities.

For centuries performers have cross- 
dressed to entertain audiences, from the 
earliest Shakespearean plays where 
men regularly assumed the female roles, 
to operatic “trouser roles” where the op­
posite is traditional. With the exception 
of opera most of these “en travestie” per­
formances have been campy displays 

planned for their comic effect. Three cur­
rent productions from the Houston Bal­
let, Main Street Theater and the Actor’s 
Workshop feature hilarious “in drag” 
performances that are delighting their 
audiences.

The Houston Ballet’s encore presenta­
tion of the perennially favorite fairy tale 
“Cinderella,” at Wortham Center, finds 
the principal roles of the ugly stepsisters 
played in grotesque Ron Sioux styled, 
overstated comic drag. Dorio Perez and 
Kenneth McCombie, who normally find 
their dashing good looks utilized in male 
romantic lead roles, play the stepsisters 
with convincing bitchiness in sharp con­
trast to the gentle beauty of the abused 
Cinderella who is, of course, saved by 
first her Fairy Godmother and then by 
the handsome Prince...“and they all 
lived happily ever after?’

Lavish new sets and costumes de­

signed by David Walker complement 
Ben Stevenson’s acclaimed choreogra­
phy to Serge Prokofiev’s glorious musi­
cal score. The final five performances of 
“Cinderella” this weekend, including 
matinees on Saturday and Sunday, are 
rapidly nearing a sell-out status, so if 
you don’t want to miss this classic 
gem...well you know what to do!

Next week the Houston Ballet opens a 
triple bill that includes the world pre­
miere of “Conceptual Contrast,” choreo­
graphed by Patricia Olalde to the music 
of Bohuslav Martinu, an encore of the 
Stevenson/Bartok ballet “The Magnifi­
cent Mandarin” plus the Ashton/ 
Meyerbeer 1937 ballet, “Les Patineurs.” 
More on those next week.

In the case of “Charley’s Aunt,” a 1892 
comedy by Brandon Thomas playing at 
the Actors Workshop, the drag perform­

ance is not a casting choice, but rather 
an integral part of this mistaken-identi­
ty farce. It seems that two dashing Ox­
ford students, Jack and Charley, are 
smitten by two proper young ladies, Kit­
ty and Amy, so the dapper dandies invite 
the girls to meet their wealthy aunt. 
When the aunt is detained in her return 
from Brazil, the girls announce that 
they mustn’t remain alone in the compa­
ny of men without a proper chaperone, 
forcing the quick-thinking young gents 
to improvise. They recruit a fellow un­
dergraduate, Lord Fancourt Babberly, 
to don a black satin dress and a wig and 
impersonate the missing aunt.

Things really get funny when Jack’s 
dad and Kitty’s guardian (and Amy’s 
uncle) show up and both start vying for 
the furry fingered Donna Lucia, AKA 
Lord Fancourt. To that mayhem, add the 
arrival of the real millionairess aunt 
and...well, the stage of this in-the-round 
production is a hilarious melting pot of 
close calls and near misses.

“Charley’s Aunt” is directed and de­
signed by Actors Workshop artistic di­
rector Karen Douglas and features a 
charming ensemble cast. David Folwell 
shines as Lord Fancourt and Donna Lu­
cia, the stand-in for the real aunt, Lucia 
d’Alvarez, played by Pat Krichke. John 
Wilson and Scott, as the mischievous 
suitors Jack and Charley, deftly manip­
ulate the scene as they court their young 
lovelies, Kelley Williams and Kelly Col­
lins, the oh-so-proper Kitty and Amy. Al­
so featured are Carl Masterson as Jack’s 
dad and Richard Ribble as Amy’s uncle.

This farcical favorite, last seen in 
Houston in 1980 at the Alley, runs week­
ends through April 2nd at the Actor’s 
Workshop, 1009 Chartres, near the 
Brown Convention Center. For tickets

Finally, in a stroke of brilliant casting, 
Main Street Theatre’s new production of 
Sleeping Beauty features a Houston au­
dience and critic’s favorite, Harry Brew­
er, as the evil witch Frytania. Brewer’s 
characterization, styled after Gloria 
Swanson as Norma Desmond, is a tour- 
de—farce, and should come as no sur­
prise to the legions of fans who have fol­
lowed this fine actor’s career. If you just 
can’t get enough of Brewer, he’s also ap­
pearing evenings in MST’s Molliere trib­
ute which includes tonight’s closing per­
formance of “The Cabal of the Hypo­
crites” and “The Imaginary Invalid,” 
closing Sunday.

That may sound like a phoned-in dilem­
ma to Dr. Ruth, but of course, it’s also a 
hit song from the internationally ac­
claimed rock opera, “Jesus Christ Super- 
star?’ currently playing through March 
19 at the Music Hall. For nearly two dec­
ades, this brilliant Andrew Lloyd Web­
ber and Tim Rice masterpiece has con­
troversially thrilled audiences with its 
beautiful songs and lush score that sur­
round the story of Jesus’ betrayal and 
crucifixion.

The Theatre Under The Stars produc­
tion has been eagerly awaited by TUTS 
audiences, and was the most popular re­
quest in last season’s audience poll. The 
boyishly handsome (under his stage 
beard) Stephen Lehew, last seen here in 
TUTS “Pirates Of Penzance” returns in 
a role he performed last year at the Pa­
per Mill Playhouse and Kansas City’s 
Starlight Theatre. Superstar veteran, 
Barry Denne, reprises his role of Pontius 
Pilate, which he performed on the origi­
nal 1970 recording and again on Broad­
way as well as the 1973 feature film.

Addi­
tionally, the costumes have been de­
signed to closely reflect the true period of 
Christ instead of the punked-up and 
rocked-out appearance of the Broadway 
version. Also, the dramatic suicide 
hanging by the guilt-ridden Judas, is be­
ing staged by Flying by Foy, famous for 
those memorable Peter Pan flying 
scenes. The Music Hall has also been 
equipped with extra low range speakers 
to offer “greater presence” to the cruci­
fixion scene where Jesus cries out to God 
amid thunder and lightening.

This one comes highly recommended, 
but as advance sales have been brisk, 
you should order your tickets now. They
