The Presbyterian Church with 104 
held a slim member majority over 
the Episcopal church, the next in 
line. Seven points behind with 91 
members came the Catholic contin­
gent. The Christian church was next 
with 72.

Other faiths represented together 
with the number of university stu­
dents attending are Christian Sci­
ence, 22; Assembly of God, 1; Church 
of Christ, 10; Congregational, 3; 
Evangelical, 6; Friend’s, 1; Gospel 
Hall, 3; I.B.S.A. 1; Independent, 1; 
Jewish, 23; J. W., 1; Lutheran, 18; 
Nazarene, 2; Orthodox, 5; Pentecost- 
al, 1; Protestant, 11; and Unitarian, 
3.

Only 992 students stated their re- 
ligiuos prefernece on the registration 
cards from which the above was com- 
piled.

Aptitude tests which were given 
the University last week by Mr. 
T. Hooker, biology-instructor.

Mr. Etter is a spécial student
the university, having received his 
B. A. degree from the Citadel Mili- 
tary Institute in Charleston, South 
Carolina.

“The purpose of giving the tests, 
explained Mr. Hooker, “is to déterm­
ine the fitness of the individual for 
the medical profession. The test is 
sponsored by the Association of Med­
ical Colleges in Washington, and 
results of the test are filed with the 
Committee on Aptitude Tests of the 
association. The student never knows 
the resuit of the test. But, should 
he wish to enter a medical school, 
the school may Write to the Com­
mittee to find out what rating the 
individual has.

“This course of action will tend 
to minimize first-year failure which 
is due to teck of fitness for the pro­
fession. The test is not a require­
ment at ail medical schools, but I be- 
lieve that it will be in the near fu­
ture," concluded Mr. Hooker.

Last year six students took the ex­
amination at the University. Over 
10,000 persons in the United States 
also took the same test. It is given 
to everyone on the same date.

L. F. SCHERER 
CITES GROWTH

OF OIL SET UP
L. F. Scherer, assistant chief engi- 

neer of the Texas Pipe Line Com­
pany in charge of design ond con­
struction. was the speaker at the 
seventh meeting of the University of 
Houston’s “Survey Course of the Pe­
troleum Industry” at Taylor School 
Thursday evening.

The speaker traeed the growth of 
oil transportation from the first two 
inch pipe line five miles in length 
through the présent network of over 
a hundred thousand miles of pipe 
line. The estimated value of pipe 
Unes in U. S., according to the speak­
er. is a billion dollars. Mr. Scherer 
described how the oil is collected in 
small tanks in the producing fields 
and then transported through the 
Unes to pumping stations.

The pumping stations were de­
scribed as huge, modem réservoirs 
of energy, sufficient to pump the oil 
over great distances. Mr. Sherer 
stated that it was sometimes neces- 
sary to hâve several pumping sta­
tions between the producing field and 
the refinery.

On arrivai at the refinery the oil 
is converted into finished products 
and then transported by railway 
tank cars ar tank trucks to points 
of distribution. The speaker said 
that it is necessary to transport both 
finished goods and crude oil by tank 
cars. This is especially true in boom 
areas when time is an important élé­
ment.

Equipment used in transporting 
the crude oil and the finished goods 
were fully illustrated by Mr. Scherer 
by diagrams and photographs. Con- 
tinuous référencé to modernization 
in the transporting of oil showed 
that the industry was keeping 
abreast of the times.

That the audience was impressed 
with the importance of the pipe 
line and other means of transporting 
oils to this community was evidenced 
by the number of questions asked the 
speaker after the discussion. The 
speaker had expérience in the con­
struction of approximately 3500 
miles of pipe line.
