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Cougar editor reprimanded by SPC

The Student Publications Committee 
(SPC) unanimously voted to formally repri­
mand Daily C ougar Editor Lori Korleski.

The formal statement issued last night by 
Pat Schier, committee chair, said Korleski’s 
decision to run a picture of a frontally nude 
male in the Oct. 24 issue of the Cougar 
“showed bad judgment, but it doesn’t con­
stitute sufficient grounds for dismissal."

Korleski was brought up on charges by 
Wayne Scott, Student Publications Manager, 
at the suggestion of the Dean of Students, 
Vice Chancellor W. Harry Sharp.

Korleski was advised by the committee that 
she must “improve communications with her 
staff and increase sensitivity to the Cougar’s 
readership in order to avoid similar pro­
blems."

Schier interpreted the statement to mean 
“if it happens again the SPC will be forced to 
bring her up on similar charges," but did not 
know how the action would affect Korleski’s 
future.

Associate Dean of Students Julius Gordon 
said the official reprimand would not be 
placed on Korleski’s UH transcript.
The charges, which Korleski labeled 

“vague value judgments," said the material 
in question “demonstrated irresponsible 
editorial judgment in that it violated 

commonly accepted community standards 
of good taste and decency.

“The questionable material was not and is 
not consistent with the ‘Canons of Jour­
nalism,’ and the material was not conse­
quential to the accompanying story and/or 
photographs," the complaint charged.

The five-count complaint also charged 
the “material damaged the public good will 
enjoyed by the newspaper and may hold the 
pictured subject up to public ridicule, and

the photograph in question was not and is 
not conducive to the continuation of the 
long-held and now-prevailing policy of ‘no 
prior restraint’ enjoyed by The Daily Cougar 
and its student staffs."

Scott said the picture was offensive in his 
opinion, and that “it is a cumulative example 
of a lapse of common sense with the effect of 
undermining (the Cougar's) credibility."

Scott said that although the picture had 
not “demonstrably changed advertising

revenue," he felt the issue would eventually 
hurt the Cougar’s situation. “I think it will 
have unfortunate effects on the Cougar 
because 1 think it will cause a loss of student 
funding (to the paper.)"

Scott said the problem he faced in bringing 
up the charges was that “1 feel that we can't 
be repressive; the paper has to speak to the 
issues, and yet, we can’t afford to lose 
money."

In Scott’s opinion, the matter was handled 
in an unrushed manner, but that it was 
resolved quickly enough so as not to give the 
public the idea that UH was ineffective in the 
matter.

In light of the recent financial scandals 
which UH has discovered, Scott said he felt 
:he university had to act on the matter.

Scott said, “1 felt the student press should 
clean its house, if indeed, it did need clean­
ing. They had to deal with it."

He said the issue “was blown way out of 
proportion," though.

Andrew J. Thacker, faculty member of the 
SPC and Business Technology Lecturer, said, 
“1 feel the matter was handled in the best 
possible way. It was the best resolution we 
could have arrived at."

Korleski said, “In light of the fact that 
they felt they had to take some action, it was 
the most fair decision."

SA’s new lobbyist asks for more student input

The new' director of External Affairs in Students’ 
Association, whose job it is to lobby for UH before the 
Texas Legislature, is interested in. hearing from 
students.

Glenda McKinney, who was approved by the SA 
three weeks ago, has already started searching for ideas 
for lobbying at the next session of the legislature.

Acccording to McKinney, legislation is submitted as 
early as November. McKinney thinks this is fortunate 
because some of the legislators on the education 
committees live in the Houston area.

There are several areas the legislature will concern 
itself with when it convenes, according to McKinney.

One of the issues before the legislature next year will 
be teacher tenure. Instead of the standard tenure 
process currently used, McKinney said there is a five 
and ten year contract system proposal. The proposal is 
based on a contract for a specific number of years. At 
the end of the contract the teacher would have to be 
reevaluated before receiving a new contract.

Another area is faculty development. McKinney said 
the idea for faculty development is based on a program 
at the University of Texas at Arlington. The program is 
intended to make professors and instructors better 
teachers.

Student Service Fees will also be an issue this coming 
term. McKinney said some people want to raise the 
student service fee from $30 to $50. The $30 fee is the 

current sealing cost established by the state and the 
service fee now charged by UH.

McKinney said she hopes the Texas Equalization and 
Assistance Grant programs will get better'funding this 
term. “They’ve been funded poorly or not at all in the 
past," she said.

McKinney said there is a proposal this year to give 
student members of each Board of Regents voting 
privileges. Right now, the student regent is just there 
for student input.

In local issues, McKinney is involved in establishing 
an Area Council of the Houston Area Colleges, whose 
purpose will be to share resources and to exchange 
ideas and contacts. The Area Council met for the first 
time on Nov. 7 at UH. According to McKinney, the 
meeting was successful with the seven schools that 
came: UH Central, UH Downtown, UH Clear Lake 
City, Rice, St. Thomas, Houston Baptist Universtiy 
and the Gulf Coast Bible College.

The group discussed an area-wide coupon book and 
exchanged information on the colleges’ respective 
program and art councils in an attempt to set up an 
area-wide calendar of events. They also discussed 
asking for better bus routes and transportation 
discounts, she said.
“It’s nice to get a lot of people from everywhere 

together and working," McKinney said. She said the 
council is aiming for monthly meetings and hopes to 
include most of the 14 colleges in the Houston area.
“I’m trying to stick with lobbying for campus things 

and the Area Council. But I’m certain that students are 
interested in other areas and I want to know about 
those," McKinney said.

stated amount of Senate and-or committee 
meetings will be automatically removed 
from their Senate positions.” If passed, 
Christian’s bill would grant her the power 
to violate Sections 3 and 4, Article II of the 
Students’ Bill of Rights.

Christian’s reluctance to follow the 
impeachment procedures reflects the 
ignorance she has for the UHSA con­
stitution and bylaws she pledged to support 
and defend. If properly followed, the 
impeachment of senators failing to meet 
attendance requirements need only take 
from one Senate meeting to the next—one 
week. This contradicts her statement that 
the process takes two months as reported by 
the Cougar. UHSA bylaws bear me out in 
this. Contrary to Christian’s presumption 
that the impeached senator must be present 
at the hearing, sections 113.05Fan 113.06B 
allow for the hearing to proceed without the 
presence of the accused. Speaker 
Christian’s reluctance emanates from her 
fear for her own impeachment by some 
disgruntled senators and her “I don’t care" 
attitude toward SA. Her setting of “too- 
high” standards of performance for her 
fellow senators and her lack of follow-

We do not have all that we want but we 
have a great abundance. When we realize 
that abundance, our response is usually 
gratitude. Real gratitude should be ex­
pressed in an action toward the people with 
whom we have contact. Let’s not close our 
eyes to the needs of the people around us. 
Somehow, some way, let’s adapt the 
philosophy of the good Samaritan and 
make available our time, resources, energy 
and that unique person, you, to the people 
in your life.

Knipe had worked for Taylor since 1960, when she 

answered a newspaper advertisement requesting a 
secretary.

She graduated from UH in 1951 with a degree in 
elementary education. As a student she was president 
of Chi Omega Sorority.

Frances C. Knipe, 48, assistant to the Dean of 
Continuing Education and Hotel and Restaurant 
Management (HRM) died Tuesday, Nov. 7, in 
Sharpstown Hospital.

Knipe, a diabetic, died in the Cardiac Care Unit, 
fhe cause of death has not been established. 
Hospital officials say they will not have the results of 
an autopsy until sometime later this week.

Susan Thompson, an aide to HRM Dean James C. 
Taylor, said, ‘‘She was a liason between the students 
and the dean. She was on the scholarship committee 
and helped the kids to get scholarships.”

Brad Schreiber, president of the HRM Society, 
spoke for the students. ‘‘Those of us who knew her 
realize how much we and the entire college owe her. 
F or most of us, well, we just might not be here. We 
would not have received scholarships or even ac­
ceptance had it not been for the over-extended ef­
forts and the sincere care of Mrs. Knipe. 1 am sorry 
for those students who are not fortunate enough to 
know Mrs. Knipe, but they all are benefiting from 
her efforts, as will every HRM student from now on.

As Assistant to the Dean, Knipe worked on many 
publications for the Continuing Education Center, 
helping with photographs and copy, said Thompson.

Taylor said, ‘‘Without her determination and 
never-say-die spirit, the university’s Continuing 
Education Center and College of Hotel and 
Restaurant Management would have been nothing

She criticized Scott’s charge that she had violated 
the “Canons of Journalism,” saying she had never 
been exposed to the 1972 publication.

Scott told reporters that knowledge of the code of 
ethics presented in the paper by the American Society 
of Newspaper Editors is inherent within the respon­
sibility of any professional in his field.

Scott said he now uses the textbook which contains 
the “Canons of Journalism," but Korleski said she 
had not been taught the code of ethics when she took 
Scott’s News Reporting II class.

During testimony, Scott said Korleski had violated 
the passage in the code of ethics which says “a 
newspaper should not invade private rights or feeling 
without sure warrant of public right as distinguished 
from public curiosity."

Korleski countered with the next passage which said.

“It is the privilege, as it is the duty, of a newspaper to 
make prompt and complete correction of its own 
serious mistakes of fact or opinion, whatever their 
origin.” Korleski said she had complied with the 
passage by printing the adverse reactions to her deci­
sion to run the picture.

Korleski, who graduates in December, lost a posi­
tion with a Dallas newspaper as an indirect result of 
the controversy surrounding her decision.

Scott said he did not intend to hurt Korleski’s 
employment chances when he filed the complaint, and 
that the action was not intended as a personal insult.

Korleski said she has not decided what her next 
course of action will be. She has the right to appeal the 
decision in five days to Sharp, but, when asked if this 
were a likely possibility, she said she could not com­
ment on the matter until she had spoien with her at­
torney, Matt Horowitz.

Heron material from past 
missed in Cullen show

Gil-Scott Heron’s performance Sunday 
night in Cullen Auditorium was a good 
one; however it fell a little short of what 
he is capable of doing. As the warm-up 
act by Terry Collier, did not materialize, 
Gil Scott and the Midnight Band had 
every opportunity to show their stuff.

Being the prophetic poet that he is 
known to be, one expected to hear 
Heron do some of the political prose and 
poetry that has made him famous, such 
as “The Revolution Will Not Be 

Televised,’’ “H20 Watergate Blues” and 
“We Beg Your Pardon Analysis.” 
Instead, Gil-Scott Heron put on a show 
that characterized him more as a song- 
and-dance man, supported by the at­
tractiveness of two female vocalists.

Highlights of the performance were 
songs taken from Heron’s latest album, 
Secrets, with the current hit single, 
‘‘Angel Dust,” receiving the greatest 
response from the audience. The per­
cussionist, identified as ‘‘The Doctor,” 

with a Ph.D. in‘‘drum-ology.”The tunes 
‘‘Three Miles Down,” taken from the 
latest album and ‘‘Madison Avenue 
featured the fine musicianship of Brian 
Jackson, the master mind of the Mid­
night Band, on flute and keyboards. 
Tenor saxophone player, Carl Cornwell, 
thrilled the audience with his solo pieces 
on “Madison Ave.” and “In the 
Bottle,” the closing song.

Heron, who also plays keyboards, 
concentrated most of his efforts on his 
singing. His deep, penetrating voice, 
carried over smoothly. Every song had a 
special meaning to Gil, and he carefully 
gave a brief synopsis of what each song 
represented. For instance, ‘‘Angola, 
Louisiana” was a song written about the 
trials and tribulations of a political 
prisoner from the place of the same 
name. The song, ‘‘Hello, Sunday, Hello 
Road” regards a civil rights leader, 
Fannie Lou Hamer from Missisippi, and 

“Madison Ave.” is based on the sales 
gimmicks people use in New York to 
entice one to buy things he doesn’t need.

Evidentally, Gil-Scott doesn’t feel the 
obligation to give his audience what they 
want, or maybe he feels that he has risen 
above the point that he doesn't care if 
his fans support his music or not. This 
was observed at the end of both per­
formances. The audience gave him a 
standing ovation, and neither time did 
he give them the satisfaction of hearing 
him sing one more song. Judging from 
the “ah’s" and “boo’s” that came from 
the crowd, when they finally realized 
that there would be no encore, Gil 
probably lost a few fans, who may not 
return to his future concerts. All in all, 
the music was of the highest caliber. 
However, Gil-Scott Heron should 
remember that it is the audience that 
makes him the success that he is.

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TV blitz aided Clements’ campaign
AUSTIN—Governor-Elect Bill Clements’ 

campaign manager said Sunday his 
“strategy group” decided in August to 
advance his television blitz by a month after 
finding his name identification to be low.

Nola Haerle disclosed some of Clements’ 
tactics and talked about the big spending in 
his campaign on Capital Eye, a radio­
television interview show.

Clements spent almost $7 million on his 
campaign, and Haerle said about 60 percent 
went for advertising.

She said his strategists realized in August 
that Clements “was not going to be 
competitive by Labor Day, a campaign 
goal, if we did not put television on a 
month early, and we did so in the month of 

August in strictly the context of name 
identification.”

Mrs. Haerle predicted donations would 
start flowing now that Clements has been 
elected and that the donations would help 
pay the almost $4 million he borrowed for 
the campaign.

“It is traditional that once candidates are 
elected...money suddenly shows up in the 
campaign coffers, and I don’t expect that 
he will have any trouble,” she said.

She said heavy spending is necessary in a 
state as big as Texas, citing a rule of thumb 
that a candidate needs $200,000 per 
congressional district.

“I think it’s an insult to the Texas voter, 

frankly, to imply that an election can be 
bought. I, on the other hand, would like to 
say that no election in a state the size of 
Texas is going to be won by a challenger 
without going into the campaign expecting 
to have to spend an adequate amount of 
money,” Mrs. Haerle said.

She said Clements raised little from 
special interest groups, who she said 
believed to the last that Attorney General 
John Hill would win.

“We don’t particularly need to have that 
kind of money, anyway. So it does make 
him entering the office of governor owing 
no one but the people of Texas for his 
election,” Mrs. Haerle said.
