its new computerized warehouse system 
and to honor the folks who contributed 
their time and effort during the project.

Families and friends of DPMC em­
ployees toured both warehouses, shut­
tling back and forth on the jitney. Later, 
the crowd of about 150 people enjoyed a 
mouth-watering barbecue dinner, dished 
up by DPMC’s own chefs.

Materials Manager Sal Ayala said the 
openhouse was a chance for the family to 
see what Mom or Dad does at work. But it 
was also a “ ‘thank-you’ gesture,” he 
explained. “The warehouse moder­
nization project took six months of in­
tensive work. A lot of folks spent their 
evenings and weekends working over­
time on this project.”

The job involved relocating material 
from the conventional shelving in the 
warehouses to an automatic storage and 
retrieval system. The completion of the 
$3.2 million project had to be carefully 
coordinated so as not to affect customer 
service at the counters.

Ayala said. “The system is now fully 
operable on both sides of the Complex, 
and operations are running smoothly.”

List of common injuries contains a few surprises
It’s not very surprising that most 

common injuries in the United States 
occur on stairs, steps and ramps — an 
estimated 763,000, in fact. But a recent 
government report listing the most 
common injuries does raise a few 
eyebrows.

For instance, beds rank 11th on the list 
with 199,000 injuries. Beds?

“Almost everybody in society is ex­
posed to a bed every night from birth to 
death,” said government statistician 

Kenneth Haase, who compiled the list 
from emergency room records at 73 
hospitals during a one-year period ending 
in June. “Bed injuries go beyond falling 
out of bed while asleep. People also fall 
while getting into or out of bed, children 
bump into beds and smokers set fires in 
bed."

The list was reported in the Consumer 
Product Safety Commission’s annual 
report. Auto accidents were not included.

After stairs, the next most common 
injuries are associated with strenuous 

activities: bicycling, baseball, football 
and basketball. Rounding out the top ten 
are nails, chairs and sofas, skating, 
tables, and glass doors and windows.

Other major contributors to injuries 
are pencils — people put them in their 
ears and puncture eardrums; coins — 
children swallow them; and musical 
instruments — pianos being moved can 
fall on toes, for instance.

For the record, the last of the 183 items 
on the list is aquariums and accessories, 
which cause cuts and scrapes.
