
Regent predicts 
tuition increase

At a meeting of the Texas Senate’s Education 
Committee, University of Texas (UT) regent Frank 
Irwin predicted a tuition increase for resident 
students.

Irwin's omen came after the committee discussed 
eliminating the $50 building use fee for part time 
students in Texas universities. The regent told 
committee members the UT system had already 
pledged income expected from the building fees to 
be collected during the next three or four years. The 
fees, not yet collected, would be needed to pay for 
planned and under construction buildings, Irwin 
said.

The committee then discussed the possibility of 
lowering tuition for part-time students. Irwin said 
these projected fees were also already pledged by 
Texas Tech as well as UT schools for planned 
medical schools and facilities.

Irwin told the committee he expected the out-of­

state tuition to be declared unconstituional and 
these fees were also pledged. He told the committee 
in-state rates may have to be raised to make up the 
difference. Irwin suggested $90 per semester for 
resident students taking 12 hours.

Committee members asked the regent if this was 
just a UT problem. He said tuition will have to be 
raised equally in all Texas state supported schools, 
not just UT.

The Senate appointed a subcommittee to study 
the tuition problem. The subcommittee will ask 
Texas A tty. Gen. John Hill for an opinion on the out- 
of-state tuition question.

Paul Rogers, Students’ Association (SA) 
president, said Tuesday he planned to meet with 
committee members in Austin Thursday.
“I've asked Texas Student Lobby workers at UT 

to look into the legality of pledging fees so far in 
advance." Rogers said.
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HPE book deemed 'unnecessary'
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NO LONGER NEEDED, this formerly 
required book for HPE students has been

criticized because the tear-out form makes 
it useless after one semester.

UH students will have one less expense next semester. Students 
enrolled in required HPE courses will no longer have to buy the Hand­
book for Required Physical Education.

The Handbook, available at the UH bookstore for $4.35. has been 
criticized because it cannot be resold. It contains a permanent record 
card which must be turned in the first day of class. Without the card, the 
book is worthless to other students. Therefore, each student is required 
to buy a new book and is stuck with it when the course is over.

In October, the Students’ Association passed a resolution calling the 
book and card an unnecessary expense and suggesting that the HPE 
department furnish its own record cards.

Monday, the resolution came back from Dr. Joseph Schnitzen. acting 
dean of students, approved. With it. Schnitzen sent a letter pointing out 
that his approval extends only to the HPE handbook. Non-returnable 
books will still be required for other courses.

The handbook, which was written by Dr. Andrew Zubei and Clyde 
McDougal.associate professors of health and physical education, gives 
the rules and techniques of all sports taught in the HPE department. 
Zubei said the text is recognized as one of the finest books written on the 
subject.

"We’ll get another book if the students don't want this one.” he said. 
“It won' t do as much good, but we can't do anything about it."

A series of booklets will be used instead of the handbook, but only HPE 
majors will be required to buy them.

TSL to act on tuition hike
Texas Student Lobby (TSL) 

Saturday gave tentative approval 
to international students’ efforts 
against a proposed hike in foreign 
students' tuition.

Students’ Association (SA) 
Pres. Paul Rogers said the TSL 
will take action on the proposal 
February 13, when it hosts a 
reception for state legislators in 
Austin.

Last week the Coordinating 
Board of Texas Colleges and 
Universities recommended that 
foreign students’ tuition be raised 
to $700. Currently, international

UH students today from 9 to 
noon in the Regents Lounge.

Wagenschein is one of five 
candidates for the position left 
open when Dr T Roger Nudd 
resigned last July.

students pay $200 for up to 14 
semester hours.

Monday, SA passed a resolution 
condemning the recommendation 
to increase international students’ 
tuition.

"I am very optimistic that the 
full membership of TSL will ap­
prove the lobbying efforts of the 
international students," Rogers 
said. He added that if the lobbying 
effort is not supported, the UH 
TSL chapter will work with UH 
foreign students to prevent any 
tuition hike.

At Saturday's meeting. UH was 
assigned to direct lobby efforts for 
a new means to finance student 
services. UH TSL will have a 
student in Austin working 12 hours 
a week talking to legislators about 
the proposed student service fee 
change.

TSL’s proposal states that 
student services fees should not 
exceed $30 for a ny one semester or 
summer session.

The proposal also asks that fees 
be changed according to the 
number of enrollment hours.

Rogers said student services 
fees was the most important issue 

for TSL. since it is one which 
affects students most directly. 
“We are optomistic that this piece 
of legislation will pass." he added, 
"but it will be a difficult task."

The study committee selected 
by UH Pres. Philip G. Hoffman to 
determine the feasibility of 
splitting the College of Arts and 
Sciences (A&S) into three schools 
will miss the original target date 
by about a week, Dr. Richard 
Strahan, professor of ad­
ministration and supervision and 
chairman of the committee, said. 
“I don’t think we’ll be able to 
make the February 1 date. We'll 
probably hand him a copy on 
February 5."

The drafting committee framed 
its first draft of the proposal 
Monday, which Strahan said he 
spent a large portion of the night 
editing.

"The committee will look at the 
draft at 12:30 tomorrow," he said.

State Rep. Ron Waters, a UH 
political science senior elected to 
the Texas House last November, 
has made good his campaign 
promise to push for the 
legalization of marijuana.

House Bill 281, co-sponsored by 
Waters. Rep. Craig Washington of 
Houston and Rep. Andy Baker of 
Baytown, was read to the House 
Monday and referred to the 
Committee on Judicial 
Jurisprudence, Waters said.

"They must then pass it with the 
appropriate corrections."
“The report will be made public 

after the president receives it," 
Strahan said. "Pres. Hoffman 
will have a 30-day period to listen 
to any other input. So anyone 
wanting to speak up will have the 
opportunity."

"We feel it’s been a very wor­
thwhile effort. The pressure has 
been terrific, but the people have 
been dedicated and serious in 
working to meet the deadline the 
president set for the statement," 
Dr. Robert Briggs, director of 
professional music and a com­
mittee member, said.
“In terms of time invested and

With the ending of the Vietnam War, one would think 

the United States could slow down its massive military 
build up and partially relax its tense defensive posture.

Richard Nixon does not seem to think so. He submitted 
his fiscal 1974 budget Tuesday and the war's end had little 
effect on it. Defense spending actually increased by over 
$4.5 billion.

This spending increase includes the development of 
such necessities as a new manned strategic bomber, a 
new battle tank, an underwater-launched cruise missle, 
and the conversion of existing missile systems to multiple 
warheads.

The President says these items will "assure us of 
sufficient strength to preserve our security and to con­
tinue as a major force for peace." The Vietnam war was 
the last demonstrative example of what Nixon means by 
"force for peace."

On top of this increase in defense spending comes a $17 
billion decrease in domestic areas.

Among those programs cut were the Office of 
Economic Opportunity which was eliminated, and an end 
to the "depressed areas" economic development 
program of the Kennedy administration.

Nixon shut off further student loans under the National 
Defense Education Act and ended the Johnson ad­
ministration programs of regional medical research and 
mental health centers, the Model Cities program and 
urban renewal.

He is also leveling off the funds for food for school 
children and the elderly and is keeping the freeze on 
subsidies for low income home buyers.

Even with all these domestic cutbacks, this fiscal 
budget is the most domestic-oriented budget Nixon has 
ever presented to Congress.

Edward “Kid" Dry, the Dixieland 
trombonist who died last week, 
spent most of his 86 years as a 
living piece of jazz history.

He left New Orleans in 1915 and 
didn't come back for 56 years, not 
until the 1971 New Orleans Jazz 
and Heritage Festival asked him 
to play at a concert honoring the 
then critically til Armstrong.

He was 84 years old. frail and 
wrinkled He didn’t look like he 
could pick up a trombone, much 
less play one But the little old 
man whose whispery voice 
sounded asthmatic, lifted the 
mouthpiece to his lips let the horn

loose with a long, gut-bellied 
drawl and swung into a rollicking 
"Muskrat Ramble."

1 told him the music to his 
"Muskrat Ramble" was borrowed 
by Country Joe and the Fish for 
their "Fixin' to Die Rag" and 
performed at Woodstock. He said 
he didn't mind it his song was 
played before half a million 
hippies "I made plenty of dough 
from it. they might as well too." 
the Kid said

During the three-day festival, I 
drove the Kid through the New 
Orleans he hadn't seen in half a 
century We drove to Basin Street, 
the heart of what was once the 
red-light Storyville district where 
Dry and his contemporaries found 
jobs playing in the parlors for the

ladies and their clients.

But now, Basin Street is Loyola 
Avenue and the civic center sits on 
the old Storyville site. "That’s a 
hell of a place for city hall," Ory 
said.

We turned towards the lake 
front and drove past the French 
Quarter, which supposedly 
preserves the charm of old New 
Orleans. I asked Ory how the 
quarter had changed.

"Well, they’ve cleaned it up 
some," he observed. "The girls 
used to stand in the windows and 
in the doorways. Yep, it’s 
cleaner."

1 asked about Lulu White, a 
notorious lady of the evening on 
whose carriage stone, many of the 
city’s prominent men stepped

down from their horses.
“Oh yea, I knew her a couple of 

times. Never paid though," he 
remembered.

His four days at the festival 
were hectic with press con­
ferences, reunions and rehear­
sals. At one practice session, the 
Kid was to play a number with his 
contemporary Ed "Toots” 
Garland. But the two had had a 
fist fight days before Ory left New 
Orleans and they hadn't spoken to 
each other since. Despite the 
decades since the scuffle, both 
were too stubborn to forget the 
feud and Ory defiantly looked 
away as Garland was helped to his 
bass fiddle. They played together 
but never spoke.

The night of the Armstrong

concert, the Kid was nervous. He 
watched a film Satchmo, his old 
cohort, then near death in New 
York, made at the Newport Jazz 
Festival. Ory watched a seven- 
year old boy in short pants stand 
before the crowds in the Municipal 
Auditorium and play Satchmo's 
favorite. "Sleepy Time Down 
South, mimicking Armstrong's 
gravel voice and gestures.

The emotion was too much for 
the Kid and on stage he found it 
difficult to play but his backup 
band pulled him along.

It was the Kid's last public 
concert and the critics said it was 
a shame age had caught up with 
him. But those of us watching and 
listening during rehearsals knew 
he wasn’t blown out yet

Senators to study 
free check plan

A University Senate bill to 
extend free check cashing to 
students was presented by Sen. 
Rick Fine (A&Si Debbie Dan- 
burg, chairwoman of Student Life 
Committee and James Liggett, 
UH draft counselor at Monday 
night's Students’ Association (SA) 
meeting, Danburg said.

The bill originated because the 
service is presently being offered 
free to faculty and staff members 
in Room 6. Ezekiel Cullen 
Building. Danburg said. “Were 
just trying to create some equity 
around here because students are 
getting cheated so much."

Section 2 of the bill specifies that 
students would have to present 
proof of current enrollment such 
as a validated ID card or fee 
statement upon receiving this free 
service. Danburg said service 
could only be offered during the 
daytime hours the office remains 
open Students would have to use 
the UC check cashing service and 
pay five or 10 cents service charge 
after 5 p.m.

His 
brother introduces him to the 
teachings of Elijah Muhammad. 
After his release, he becomes a 
minister in the Muslim Faith and 
a profound black leader.

The play builds as minister 
Malcolm marries a very strong 
and true-to-the-faith young 
woman, Betty.

It continues to flow with 
Malcolm talking to himself 
(getting his head together), then 
to the masses. All this com­
plimented by offstage percussions 
of the African Squeeze drum and 
the use of slide projections on the 
screen behind the performers.

The lead is shared by the nine- 
member cast (four female, five 
male) alternating in voice as 
Malcolm, though only three really 
project their parts Don Johnson, 
Deatra Lambert and Wayne 
Spencer.

The play is majestic and 
thought-provoking, contributed in 
part by Loretta Devine's direc­
tion. The message, though deep, is 
quite clear-his conflicts are 
symbolic of the opposition con­
fronting blacks everywhere.

DEATH OF A JEW

Dayan calls film objective

The aura of mystery surroun­
ding Assaf Dayan is no illusion.

The actor son of Israeli Minister 
of Defense Moshe Dayan was in 
Houston to promote his new film. 
“Death of a Jew’’ at the River 
Oaks. There was no advance 
publicity. A newspaper interview 
was held in a private banquet 
room of the Airport Host Hotel and 
reporters were cleared through 
the Israeli consulate several days 
in advance

The scene lacked only trench­
coats and passwords to complete 
die clandestine picture.

Dayan himself only added to the 
mystery, tip-toeing around cer­
tain questions more like an ex­
perienced politician than a movie 
star.

He denied traveling with a 
bodyguard, joking that “no one 
would go to that extent for a lousy 
actor.” But I was assured by Pete 
Chambliss of Interstate Theatres, 
who arranged the interview, that 
the husky blond fellow sitting at 
the next table was, indeed, 
Dayan’s bodyguard.

Furthermore, although Dayan 
said that no one had ever 
threatened his life “except my 
wife” the New York Times 
reported Dayan to have been the 
target of «a Arab terrorist attack 
in a Munich airport in 1970. He 
escaped unharmed.
“‘Death of a Jew' is not another 

Israeli propaganda picture,” he 
was quick to point out. “It was 
made with some objectivity."

The story concerns an Israeli spy 
(Dayan, of course) who is caught 
in Arab territory just before the 
beginning of the Six Day War. In 
an effort to extract certain vital 
information, an old Arab in­
spector (the late Akim Tamiroff) 
tries to lull Dayan into com­
placency—and treachery—with 
all the temptations imaginable, 
from women to hashish.
“When I say it’s objective, I 

mean that an outsider wrote the 
book and he doesn't take sides."

"There have been many films 
made in the Middle East about the 
Six Day War. I myself did a film 
once called "Five Days in Sinai," 
a ridiculous picture. Italian."

"It was a joke, I can tell you," 
he said without smiling.

Dayan arrived at acting ac­
cidently in “The Day the Fish 
Came Out" after preparing for a 
writing career at Hebrew 
University in Jerusalem.

Does he consider himself an 
actor?

"After Ki films. I'd better.” he 
said, “but now I'm doing other 
things. I directed a film just 
recently and produced one a year 
ago."

“And I'm just about to start 
directing a new picture in March 
so I think I enjoy it mostly on the 
other side of the camera."

“To act in films only is quite 
boring.” he said, "you have to be a

theatrical actor as well Because 
most of the t'mo , •, -oenf' 
waiting from one take t„ 
another."

Dayan’s directorial debut, a 
suspense thriller called “CO I) " 
has not yet been released in 
America, although both English 
and Israeli versions were shot.
“Israel is a great country for 

filmmaking. Money is readily 
available and it's very, very, very 
cheap." he emphasized.

But the conversation took an 
inevitable turn toward politics 
and Dayan's iamous father.

Was there any resistance on his 
father’s part toward his going into 
films?
“No. We didn’t even discuss it," 

he said matter-of-factly. “It's a 
different matter in Israel as far as 
families are concerned. I don't 
think I ever really discussed

anything about my future with my 
parents."

But Moshe does see his films?
“Yes.”
What did he think of “Death of a 

Jew?"
"He liked it," Dayan replied, 

offering no elaboration.
Dayan explained his reluctance 

to discuss the subject.
"1 belong to quite a minority 

group in Israel. It is a minority 
group that believes we should 
withdraw from all the occupied 
territories. Sign a peace treaty."

That's not his father's stance, is 
it?
“Certainly not!”
“But it's not a question of father 

and son. This is the government 
and me as a civilian—just another 
citizen. We should withdraw 
wherever there is a possibility of 
signing a peace treaty."

Rabbi to speak
An insight into Jewish mystical 

tradition will be discussed by 
Rabbi Arthur Green Wednesday, 
at 4 p.m., in the Dallas-El Paso 
Rooms, UC.

Entitled ‘'Jewish Mysticism and 
the Search for Ourselves," the 
lecture will include radical 
theology and contemporary 
Jewish institutions.

Rabbi Green is a member of the 
Havurat Shalom community, an 
experiment in Jewish religious 
and communal renewal, which he 
helped found in 1968 In his chosen 
ueld, he explores possibilities of

developing a modern mystical 
theology in a post-theistic age.
