Heart convocation
stresses prevention

The prevention of heart disease 
is the ultimate goal of the first 
conference in the research of 
cardiovascular study, Dr. Michael 
DeBakey said Monday. The 
symposium is being held through 
October 17 in the Continuing 
Education Center on campus.

The conference began Monday 
with DeBakey, a pioneer in heart 
surgery, delivering the opening 
address to 100 specialists from 
around the world.

DeBakey, president of Baylor 
College of Medicine, said “in­
ternational cooperation and in­
dividuals’ concern for their health 
are needed to help all people win 
the war against heart diseases.”

In an informal news conference, 
DeBakey reported that 50 to 60 per 
cent of patients who have 
coronary heart disease may be 
helped by surgery.

“Unfortunately, many patients 
suffering heart attacks often do 
not live long enough to get medical 
aide,” he said.

Other lecturers Monday in­
cluded Dr. George Noon, a 
member of the Department of 
Surgery at Baylor. His topic was 
problems in cardiovascular 
surgery. Dr. Nil A. Normann, also 
of the Department of Surgery at 
Baylor, explained the functional 
interface between mechanical 
assistance and circulation of the 
heart.

Shouts, name-calling 
spark senate meeting

In a meeting sparked by angry 
accusations and name-calling, 
Students’ Association (SA) 
debated whether or not to pay the 
director of personnel a salary and 
voted against sending 
representatives to the Second 
Annual National Conference on 
Student Legal Rights to be held 
October 17 in San Francisco.

At one point, the in-fighting 
grew so intense that one senator 
hurled his nameplate across the 
room and the senate speaker ruled 
the SA president out of order and 
shouted her down publicly.

A bill written by Sen. Mike 
Grazier proposed to send SA Pres. 
Ginger Hansel, or her designate, 
and SA Attorney General Susan 
Cammack to the conference. The 
bill asked for expenses of $614, 
half from the senate contingnecy 
fund and the other half coming 
from the executive contingency 
fund.

Hansel told the senate she had 
decided against attending the 
conference because of more 
pressing business and named the 
newly-appointed senator from the 
law school, John Carlisle, as her 
designate. She said Carlisle had 
volunteered to pay half of his 
expenses. The bill was then 
amended asking for a total of 
$460.50 for expenses.

It had been brought out in the 
confirmation of Carlisle that he 
and Atty. Gen. Cammack are 
husband and wife. Debate cen­
tered around whether the senate 
should pay to send a married 
couple on an expense-paid trip.

Hansel argued that both 
Cammack and Carlisle have a 
history of working for student 
rights and should not be penalized 
for being married.

The senate voted down the bill in 
an M vote, with 4 abstentions.

The second debate was whether 
to pay the director of personnel a 

monthly stipend of $135. Sen. Kelly 
Baker authored the bill.

Chairperson of the Fiscal and 
Governmental Committee 
Charles Foster reported the bill 
out of his committee favorably. 
This year the senate has followed 
a policy of paying the person 
holding the office rather than the 
office.

Supporters of the measure 
argued that earlier directors of 
personnel have not performed 
their duties well enough to 
warrant a salary, but that Arnold 
has performed extremely well in 
the month he has held the position.

Those against the bill argued 
that the senate should delay any 
action until Arnold is confirmed.

The proposed legal aid clinic

Cammack and John Carlisle, 
both second-year law students and 
members of the ad hoc com­
mittee, said the committee was 
charged with defining the needs of 
the law school for the clinic, the 
role and scope of the public and its 
economic feasability.

general legal services," Carlisle, 
SA law senator, said. “We are 
trying to set up guidelines on 
general types of cases we want to 
handle,” Carlisle added.

The proposed legal aid service, 
to be located in the Bates College 
of Law, has a two-fold purpose for 
students on campus. "It will 
provide basic legal services while 
giving law students the op­
portunity to work on cases, under 
the watchful eye of a practicing 
staff attorney," Carlisle said.

“The clinic is not going to be 
able to handle a case that involves 
a lot of cost or one that won’t come 
to trial for five years," Cammack 
said.

The clinic can handle cases such 
as small claims, landlord-tenant 
disputes and consumer problems, 
“but is empowered to go to any 
court as long as an attorney of 
record is with us,” Carlisle said.

“We won’t handle anything 
dealing with UH policy. The 
Student Defender’s Office will

Dr. D.E. Strandness of the 
Department of Surgery from the 
University of Washington and 
Max Anliker, Ph.D. from Zurich, 
Switzerland. Strandness spoke on 
the flow dynamics in circulatory 
pathophysiology and Anliker’s 
topic was the noninvasive 
measurements of blood flow.

Following Monday’s lectures, 
the scientists toured the campus. 
They were especially impressed 
with the Blaffer Gallery and the 
physical education facilities, 
Farris Block, director of the 
Office of Information, said.

“While the scientists were 
touring the PE area, they 
reiterated the importance of 
physical activity in the prevention 
of heart disease," Block added.

The heart conference evolved 
from the work of Dr. Ned Hwang, 
professor of civil engineering at 
UH, who received permission 
from NATO in September to 
collaborate on this first project 
with Baylor College of Medicine.

The conference was jointly 
funded by NATO’s Scientific 
Affairs Division and the U.S. 
National Science Foundation.
“We want to promote a mutual 

understanding among the par­
ticipants in the field of car­
diovascular flow dynamics," 
Hwang said of the project.

Twenty-six guest lecturers will 
speak on various topics during the 
conference. Hwang will discuss 
the mechanics of natural human 
valves.

And lo and behold, holding down the number 15 slot with a 1-2 record 
are the Houston Cougars rubbing elbows with such powerhouses as TCU, 
Iowa, Dartmouth and last year’s national Bottom Ten champion, Wake 
Forest.

Seem difficult to believe? It shouldn’t. All across the country, football 
teams who once stood at the forefront and graced the weekly ratings 
have fallen on hard times. Hard times do not mean an occasional upset in 
the early weeks of the season. It means a complete and stunning reversal 
of the fortunes of some of the biggest names in major college football.You 
think UH has it bad?

Take Auburn for instance. Two years ago, the War Eagles put seven 
points on the board against a UH squad that played perhaps its finest 
games of the season from a tactical standpoint. From any other stand­
point, however, it was their worst and it cost the Coogs an unbeaten 
season.

And just last month, the experts were saying the Shug Jordan’s senior- 
dominated squad had more than a passing chance at the Southeastern 
Conference and national titles. But four games into the season, the War 
Eagles have yet to win a game with only a 10-10 tie with Baylor 
separating them from a perfect record.

And how have the Auburn fans handled their team’s slide from the 
sublime to the ridiculous? Been to the Dome lately for a UH game? Then 
you know how the Auburn fans reacted.
“For the first time in the four years that I’ve been here,” remarked 

Mike Jackson, sports editor of the Auburn student paper, “the fans 
really let the team have it last Saturday.” Jackson was alluding to the 23- 
16 debacle against Virginia Tech that saw Auburn increase their winless 
string to four.

And things don’t appear to get any easier for the War Eagles or the 
Cougars. Both squads are on the road for their next three contests and if 
they find accommodations on the road as bad for their systems as home 
cookin’ (both teams sport a combined home record of 1-6), losing records 
for each team are a distinct possibility.

Not to mention a comfortable niche in the Bottom Ten.

Golfers seek improvement

The UH golf team will attempt 
to improve its fall season Wed­
nesday in the Tucker Intercol­
legiate golf tournament at 
Albuquerque, N.M.

The Cougars, who finished 12th 
(their worst finish ever) in the 
1975 NCAA tournament in August, 
will be going into the Tucker 
tourney after two disappointing 
finishes this year.

The Coogs lost the Southwest 
Conference tournament to Texas 
in late September. It was a match 
play tourney and the Texas team 
beat the Coogs, 4^-11£. The 
twosome of Jim Mason and Randy 
Simmons beat UH’s Keith Fergus 
and Elroy Marti by one stroke to 
take the individual title.

The Coogs would have won the 
tournament, however, if it was a 
stroke (medalist) play," he 
noted. “So, it wasn’t all that bad. 
Texas had a good tournament, but 
we know we can still beat them,” 
he added. Fergus did win the 
tourney’s individual contest, 
carding a 54-hole total of 209, 
seven strokes under-par.

The Coogs then traveled to 
Oklahoma City for the Oklahoma 
State University All-College Golf 
Classic and again had a 
humiliating finish. The team 
came in third behind champion 
Texas and Oklahoma State. 
Robert Hoyt finished third in the 
individual running and Fergus a 
distant tie for 10th place. The 
Coo were playing the Oklahoma 
City tourney with three 
newcomers to their team. Steve 
Hill, John Stark and Chris Mit­
chell all joined UH this year.

Coach Williams explained the 
team’s present dilemma. “We’re 
trying to pick out our fourth, fifth

and sixth players. And it is real 
tough because you have to play 
them in the big tournaments 
where they really don’t have that 
much experience.
“But we have plenty of time. 

See, the All America (Williams 
own tournament), the NCAA and 
the SWC are the real big tour­
naments and they don’t come until 
late spring next year. So, we have 
time to work on it."

In the Tucker tournament, 
Williams will again be ex­
perimenting. The veteran coach is 
going with the team of Fergus, 
Marti, Hoyt, John Booker, Jim 
Stewart and Mike Klein.

National champion Wake 
Forest, Texas, Oklahoma State, 
USC and other colleges will be 
competing with the Coogs in the 
Tucker tourney, which is the 
second oldest 72-hole college 
tournament in the nation. The All-

America Invitational In­
tercollegiate, directed by 
Williams since 1954 is the oldest.

Although Williams says the 
competition will be tough in the 
Tucker tourney, he thinks the 
Coogs have a good chance of 
coming out on top.“It’s going to be 
real tough. But if we get the kind 
of play from these golfers that 
they're capable of playing, we 
have a good chance of winning.

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'Hiding Place* blessed by great cast

“The Hiding Place/* (currently 
at the Meyerland Cinema and 
multiple theaters throughout 
Houston) tells the true story of 
Dutchwoman Corrie ten Boom 
and her family The first half of 
the film explains how the family 
becomes involved with the 
resistance forces of the Dutch 
underground during Nazi oc­
cupation of Holland, converting 
their home into a boardinghouse 
for the persecuted Jewish 
refugees. The second half of the 
film details the horrors the two ten 
Boom sisters undergo after they 
are captured by Nazi forces and 
made political prisoners, first in a 
wretched hole of a prison, then in 
a doubly wretched German 
concentration camp.

Allan Sloane and Lawrence 
Holben have provided a tasteful 
and intelligent screenplay that 
never loses sight of its own mood

and purpose, never steps an inch 
off course where sensationalism 
or vulgarization of the subject 
matter would have been so easy 
The plot and characters are 
developed wth skill and care that 
approach reverence. Certainly, 
Corrie ten Boom deserves some 
credit for the film’s detail and 
authenticity ; the screenplay was 
based on her book recounting that 
portion of her life. The last 
member of the family still living, 
she has given the film her per­
sonal endorsement.

James F. Collier’s direction is 
another major asset. Though the 
film embraces a great many 
scenes and a great deal of 
dramatic material, the pace of 
Collier's direction never lags. The 
early exposition scenes, dealing 
with the disrupted home life of the 
ten Booms, shine with warmth, 
quaint charm and gentle humor. 
Beautiful location footage 
provides a striking contrast 
between the grandeur of the 
natural world and the squalor of

the petty prisons built by man. 
Then, as betrayal of the ten 
Booms becomes inevitable, the 
film’s dramatic intensity surges. 
By the time the locale switches to 
the Ravensbruck concentration 
camp, the film has become 
painfully, harrowingly real. You 
cringe at each new agony the 
characters experience.

In spite of all its other virtues, 
the film could not affect us so were 
it not for its brilliant cast. The 
scope of the movie necessitates a 
strong, unifying element of 
characterization at its core.

Happily, it is in its cast that 
“The Hiding Place” has been 
most particularly blessed. 
Houston actress Jeannette Clift 
turns in a dexterous, sensitive 
performance in the central role of 
Corrie. She combines a thousand 
brisk strokes of expression and 
gesture to form a multi­
dimensional portrait of an in­
domitable woman. She makes 
many scenes unforgettable: her 
restrained explanation of how her 
beau’s parents destroyed her one 
hope of marriage, her stoic 
reception of the news of her 
father’s death, her pleas to God 
that He stop her from hating her 
captors.

Julie Harris, is nothing short of 
stupendous as Corrie’s ever­
forgiving sister Elizabeth. Of the 
two, Elizabeth is weaker 
physically but stronger 
spiritually, less inclined to doubt 
or hate. In another actress, such 
unfaltering faith and purity of 
spirit might seem cloying, even 
unbelievable. But in the glowing 
face and graceful presence of 
Miss Harris, perfection is as 
natural as spring rain and 
remorse, even suffering, becomes 
beautiful. The word “radiant" 
was surely invented for Miss 
Harris and her immense talent. 
She has won Broadway’s Tony 
award four times (her recent 
theatrical triumphs include "The 
Last of Mrs. Lincoln" and “In 
Praise of Love"); she is currently 

instilling depth and spirit into her 
role as the wife of a Depression- 
era preacher in NBC’s dramatic

series, "The Family Holvak."
Oscar winner Eileen Heckart, 

famous for her character por­
trayals in such films as “But­

terflies Are Free”and “The Bad 
Seed," etches unforgettably the 
role of a crusty prisoner who 
steals and barters and haggles her 
way into a position of some power 
and dignity. To see her filching 
cigarettes and scurrying about 
with her bundle of bread rations 
and soap is to watch every broken 
human being who ever grasped at 
a remnant of self respect or a 
desperate hope for survival. The 
earthiness and wry humor in her 
performance make it all the more 
touching when she finally admits 

I interest in Corrie’s religious 
beliefs.

Arthur O’Connell is charming 
and poignant as mild-mannered, 
stern-principled Papa ten Boom. 
Other standouts in the large cast: 
Robert Rietty as the businesslike 
brother Willem and Janette Legge 
as an imprisoned, pregnant 
whore.

Because "The Hiding Place" is a 
historical drama whose 
characters were sustained in their 
bleakest hours by firm religious 
convictions, those convictions 
comprise a central element of the 
film. But though the film 
preaches, it never peddles its faith 
nor cheapens its religious 
element. It is a serious film for 
serious and mature filmgoers. 
Such individuals will not allow 
denominational differences to 
stand between them and some of 
the finest ensemble acting ever 
committed to film. Even those 
who don’t come out praising the 
Lord will surely praise the 
dramatic achievements of the 
Misses Clift, Harris and Heckart.
