A peaceful autumn gave way to a 
discomforting winter as expansion in 
its most visible form started a steady 

progression across campus.

Five separate construction sites in 
five separate stages of completion 

continually interferred with both the 

scenery and students’ shortcuts.

Meanwhile, discarded Jeppesen 
Stadium played host to its last high 
school football game and patiently 

waited for the destructive 
construction to move westward.
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we are the 
protestors

No longer a hotbed of the vocal political 
unrest that characterized the campus in the 

early 70s, UH and its protestors were 
subdued to the point of becoming 

unrecognizable. Except for the occasional 
notorious demonstrations by Iranian students 

against the Shah, the UC traded its old 
protest booths for flower-vending pushcarts 

and non-political Arbor entertainment.

But dissent emerged again in a more law- 
abiding form with the Students’ Association 

elections in March. Seven student coalitions 
campaigned for the top offices and forced a 

run-off between the ESP and SCOPE parties.
A week’s delay in the run-off election then 

created an audible protest of its own.

Normally unoccupied deep-thinkers and side-takers 
were provoked into activity with the development of a 
number of divisive issues. Panhellenic’s fall split-up 
over full membership of black sororities spurred the first 
controversy of the year, and the peace reached before 
the semester’s end proved to be only short-lived.

Mission Self-Study escaped almost year-long 
anonymity shortly before its approval in the spring. 
Those factions quickly formed to fight its acceptance 
gave up after the final passage of the plan by the Board 
of Regents, but no one quite fully understood the 
conditions of surrender or their implications.

In time someone would conjure up a term to summarize 
our actions and our thoughts and another era in 
American history would be tucked away, neatly 
identified. But those well-delineated divisions seemed 
to fade when we examined just what was significant 
about the school year.

We who felt so alienated by the reverent resurrection of 
the country’s past actually took on characteristics of 
the Americas that used to be. The pioneers, the 
protestors, the warmakers, the peacemakers, and 
finally — forever — the people.

to UH. Before having to trek across the 
sprawling campus to their classes, 
many found filled parking lots and 
were faced with possible five-dollar 
fines in no-parking zones.

Post-Secondary Education (SCOPE), 
Good Government Group (GGG), Gay 
Activist Alliance (GAA), A Better Cam­
pus (ABC), and the Young Socialist 
Alliance (YSA).

While the most contested issue was 
the ceiling enrollment of 30,000 pro­
posed by Mission Self-Study, platforms 
also addressed themselves to lower 
Student Service Fees, larger parking 
areas, a campus pub, and increased 
involvement of the commuter-oriented 
student body.

Although most senatorial positions 
were decided at the primary election, 
with Rick Brass securing the title of

An unusually high turnout for the 
rst day of Student Senate elections in 

'-ebruary deceitfully indicated a new 
wave of interest in student govern­
ment. But low second day totals reaf­
firmed the perennial election disinter­
est.

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Department creates 
unique 
spring season

Life’s absurdities, Nazi persecutions 
and silent worlds were all brilliantly 
portrayed in the UH Drama Depart­
ment’s three spring productions.

Although ‘‘Waiting for Godot" was 
obviously a vehicle for playwright 
Samuel Beckett's theory that man’s 
purpose is to wait, few of the viewers 
were sure as to what he was to wait 
for. Because "Godot” and its absur­
dist meanings demanded constant 
attention and mental awareness, some 
of the student audience left without an 
awareness of the underlying theme. 
But those who stayed with the exceed­
ingly long staging were well rewarded 
with its messages.

"The Fall and Rise of Bertolt 
Brecht" was a satire and criticism by 
Brecht of Nazi Germany and Adolf Hit­
ler’s threatening command. Brecht’s 
philosophies were carefully depicted 
in his songs and skits.

Leading in the roles of a villainous, 
unmerciful slave master in "Godot” 
and that of Bertolt Brecht himself, 
UHer Robert Bruce Linn dove into his 
characters to deliver stunning per­
formances in both.

Introducing a new mode in dramat­
ics, UH Drama Department presented 
"A Piece of Our Mime,” a series of 
quite moving mimetic performances. 
The seven-man troupe abstractly rec­
reated both comic and tragic real-life 
situations.

In 
face of an unofficial cancellation of the 
festival by UH President Phillip Hoff­
man, the International Students 
Organization progressed without 
extensive university involvement.

Although Hoffman conducted the 
ribbon cutting ceremony February 22, 
his traditional reception honoring for­
eign dignitaries was not held. Sun­
day’s successful opening was more 
encouraging than last year’s when an 
Iranian consul sternly objected to 
material displayed in the booth repre­
senting his country.

from fifty different countries.

Although most of the UC crowd 
consisted of spectators, several stu­
dents asked Ford to address pertinent 
issues like busing and abortion.

“I don’t happen to think the ques­
tion of busing necessarily facilitates 
the question of quality education,” he 
said, and on abortion, ‘‘It’s a shame 
that we have made abortion a political 
issue, when in essence, it should be 
an individual decision.”

After his first taste of campaigning, 
Ford indicated a reluctance to initiate a 
political career of his own.

Campaign traffic thickens 
vith Texas primary

Jack Ford responds to questions from UHers 
and Houston press.A WELL-TRODDEN TRAIL
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Colorful candidates 
crisscross Houston Presidential campaigr

In a sea of mud-slinging and vague 
issues, the 1976 Presidential hopefuls 
stormed into Texas. In the final days 
before the May 1 Texas primary, the 
front runners of both major parties 
swung their campaigns through the 
state. Ford, Reagan, Wallace, and Car­
ter, in their one-night campaign stops 
in Houston, spoke to large crowds of 
unusually motivated voters.

Only two weeks after his son’s stint 
here, President Ford stepped into 
Houston and immediately began blast­
ing opponent Ronald Reagan. Under 
extremely tight security, Ford repeat­
edly slashed at Reagan’s criticisms of 
the present administration and insisted 
that “any donkey can kick a barn 
down, but it takes a good carpenter to 
build one up.’’ Between the stabbing 
accusations at Reagan, Ford spoke of 
his past dealings with unemployment, 
inflation and U.S. foreign policy. These 
accomplishments, he believed, would 
help the voter pick him as the most 
qualified.

Twenty-four hours later, Reagan 
was slinging back. After charging Ford 
with "giving away’’ the Panama Canal, 
Reagan went on to castigate the entire 
administration. Ford’s stands on wel­
fare, foreign policy, and government 
expenditures were all attacked by the 
actor-turned-politician.

"I may be paralyzed in the legs, but 
not in the head," was the claim of 
Democratic Presidential candidate 
George Wallace. Despite his underdog 
billing in the state’s upcoming primary 
and consecutive losses to opponent 
Jimmy Carter, Wallace assured his 

supporters that he was still in the rur 
ning for the nomination. After vaguel 
defining his stands on capitol punish 
ment and the national budget, Wallac 
ended his speech with conformir 
mud-slinging at Jimmy Carter.

With a surprisingly high turnout fc 
the primary days later, the peani 
farmer from George dampened Wa 
lace’s spirit with a very solid defea 
The 400,000 voting Republicans i 
Houston were apparently unsatisfie 
with the present administratior 
Reagan, with over 60% of the votr 
soundly defeated Ford.

On Dec. 2, 1975, the Panhellenic 
Council announced its decision to 
extend full membership to UK’s four 
black sororities, thus unceremoniously 
ending a campus-wide controversy 
that had aroused more student debate 
than any other issue in recent UH his­
tory.

Panhellenic’s announcement rev­
ersed an earlier decision by the coun­
cil to move its organization off campus 
rather than comply with an Organiza­
tions Board ruling to admit Alpha 
Kappa Alpha, Zeta Phi Beta, Delta 
Sigma Theta and Sigma Gamma Rho 
into full membership by Dec. 3.

In Oct. the four sororities had con­
tested the official recognition of Pan­
hellenic before the Organizations 
Board, claiming discrimination

through membership restriction. Pan­
hellenic argued that the operations of 
the black sororities differed from those 
of the white sororities to such an 
extent as to make a union unfeasible.

The issue, interpreted by onlookers 
as a racial one, touched off a Daily 
Cougar letter-to-the-editor duel alter­
nately attacking and defending Pan­
hellenic and its stand.

“After we sat down and reconsid­
ered the facts,” Gladys Trost, Panhel­
lenic president said, “we thought that 
for the betterment of the Greek system 
it would be better to admit the black 
sororities.”

“I don’t think our admission as full 
members will affect anybody adversely 
after we start working together,” said 
Yolanda Lewis, president of AKA.

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Issue/Save the Trees

Houston’s tropic clime makes UH 
one of a scant number of Texan cam­
puses with an abundance of green 
things growing, and such good fortune 
has made UHers particularly posses­
sive of their leafy friends.

Despite a maintenance fleet of gar­
deners who prune daily and mow sem­
iweekly, students aren’t entirely 
assured that the decision-makers in 
the Ezekiel Cullen Building have the 
best interests of the UH landscape at 
heart.

Accordingly, students raised their 
seldom clenched fists in protest when, 
in early 1975, a long and high-stand­
ing tree yielded to the $12,000 Tower 
of Cheyenne, an addition to UH’s col­

lection of rusted metal sculptures.
Such noisemaking seemed to pay 

off in the fall when the campus erupted 
in construction at three separate sites. 
Two weeks of planning and $4,350 
saved a 27-year-old magnolia from bit­
ing the dust at the library site. At other 
hard hat areas, workers fitted each 
tree with a safety playpen before doing 
their digging.

The year didn’t end without another 
fatality, though, as the 70-year-old oak 
in Fine Arts’ courtyard called it quits to 
all the ruckus going on around it. Its 
replacement was a younger oak, ship­
ped and planted at a cost of close to 
$1,000. Wuh

In an unprecedented and unani­
mous decision, the Board of Regents 
voted February 2 to approve the offi­
cial renaming of Peoples Park in mem­
ory of Lynn Eusan, former student 
leader and UN’s first black Homecom­
ing queen. Other campus facilities 
have routinely been named in honor of 
dedicated administrators or deserving 
philanthropists; the history making 
move thus had added significance for 
long-time admirers of the slain student

Issue / The Next Decade

MISSION SELF-STUDY...
It happens at every unversity, and it 

happens every 10 years at UH. But the 
self-evaluative report prepared by the 
Steering Committee for the Mission 
Self-Study in late 1975, unlike similar 
statements, had a much greater 
impact than its authors had ever envi­
sioned. The mission’s final effects, 
misinterpreted by many, wouldn’t fully 
surface for years.

The intent in formulating an official 
campus strategy for the future cen­
tered around the submissionof the 
document to the Southern Association 
of Colleges and Schools for reaffirma­
tion of accreditation. As director of the 
Self-Study, Dr. Wallace I. Honeywell 
supervised the Steering Committee as 
it drew up both preliminary and final 
reports.
“I think one of the most difficult 

areas we dealt with was trying to fash­
ion a mission for this campus when 
there was not a clearly defined mission 
for the University of Houston,” Honey­
well told a Cougar reporter. The pre­
liminary report, issued in Sept. 1975, 
recommended surprisingly broad 
changes in the university system 
intended to provoke campus 
response. Among them were these 
suggestions:

*Limit enrollment on central 
campus to 30,000
’’Increase the emphasis on 
research
’’Broaden the university’s service 
beyond localities
’’Extensively evaluate teaching 
methods and performances

Weeks of campus community hear­

ings following its presentation failed to 
evoke a substantial amount of organ­
ized opposition among rank and file 
students. The greatest vocal dissatis­
faction came from faculty members 
and minority advocates.

So while a final report was in the 
makings, UH students remained 
essentially uninformed and uninter­
ested about its implications.

When President Hoffman released 
the second study in mid-January, the 
original objectives had undergone 
extensive elaboration. The controver­
sial recommendations immediately 
spurred responses from almost all 
areas of the university. Viewed as most 
threatening were:

’’Upgrading student retention 
standards
’’Immediately imposing 30,000 
enrollment ceiling
’’Creating ‘flagship’ system of 
UH campuses, with central unit 
having primary emphasis on 
research and advanced graduate 
work
’’Relocation of Business Tech­
nology bachelor program to the 
downtown campus and the 
phasing out of the Home Eco­
nomics degree in keeping with 
the flagship concept

Hoffman discontinued the commu­
nity hearing method of discussion and 
asked that all responses be submitted 
to him in writing. The Student Senate 
sponsored a Teach-In to clarify the 
meaning of the document in the minds 
of suddenly-curious students.

A major focus of disagreement con­
cerned the enrollment ceiling and its 
effect on the availability of education 
for minorities. Prior to Hoffman’s pres­
entation of the plan to the Board of 
Regents for approval, last-minute 
opposition leaders included students, 
faculty and state legislators.

The climactic board meeting was 
broadcast both by Houston media and 
KUHT closed circuitry to 600 specta­
tors in Ezekiel Cullen auditorium. 
Upstairs Hoffman presented the report 
with his personal recommendations, 
significantly altering the Steering Com­
mittee’s suggestions.

Changes made and finally approved 
with the entire report recreated the 
Home Economics department and 
graduate programs in English and his­
tory. Hoffman did agree with the Busi­
ness Tech relocation and the enroll­
ment ceiling, but assured that, ”no 
admissions policy changes shall be 
recommended or approved which in 
any way jeopardize the fair and equita­
ble treatment and encouragement of 
any qualified applicants to the Univer­
sity of Houston.”

The approval by the Regents didn’t 
squelch the issue, however. The 
Steering Committee remained in exist­
ence to create a procedure for regu­
larly monitoring and assessing goals. 
The enrollment ceiling lingered on as a 
subsequent Students’ Association 
campaign issue, and the programs to 
be immediately affected by the plan 
nervously awaited the first official

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Youthful Coogs endure 
first losing season in ten 
years

UH ended its independent football 
days in disappointment. For an entire 
decade, the Houston football team had 
Deen a top contender in the independ­
ent school bracket. This ten year 
mage of powerhouse teams and bowl 
game victories took a complete turn­
around in just ten games. Not only did 
the image of the scoreboard change, 
but that of the fans did also, for as the 
Ooogs lost, enthusiasm and crowd 

size dwindled.
With only six seniors on his roster, 

Coach Bill Yeoman concentrated his 
efforts on his upcoming Southwest 
Conference bound squad. The Cou­
gars were plagued with the inability to 
get it together due to the lack of expe­
rience on the field, complicated by 
injuries and the loss of players who 
turned in their numbers in disgust.

A tally of 29 lost fumbles, 91 incom­

plete and 17 intercepted passes char­
acterized the Cougars’ frustrated 
efforts. The seemingly endless season 
finally came to a close with eight 
losses sandwiched between only two 
wins, the opening Lamar and conclud­
ing Tulsa games.

Non-descript players and a lack of 
eadership characterized Houston’s 
stymied offensive backfield. The most 
loteworthy plays of the troup were 
;ometimes fumbles and pass intercep- 
ions.

Coach Bill Yoeman experimented 
with two quarterbacks, Bubba 
ZcGallion and David Housmann, but 
'either was able to lead the team to 

significant heights.
McGallion started at the beginning 

of the season in the quarterback posi­
tion because of his sparkling perform­
ance in that position in the 1974 sea­
son. He took over the team in ’74 
when both Housmann and veteran 
Chuck Fairbanks failed. In '75 it was a 
different story. He completed only 47 
of 103 passes, 45.5 percent, and 

gained only 536 yards rushing for the 
year, or 43.6 per game.

Minnesota Viking tans shouldn’t be 
overly chastised. In December an irate 
and apparently intoxicated Blooming­
ton bleacher bum let one ref ‘have it’ 
minutes before the final whistle in the 
Minnesota-Dallas Super Bowl play-off 
game. With one well-aimed toss of an 
empty liquor bottle, the fan temporarily 
sidelined the official with a minor head 
injury.

The incident jolted both broadcast­
ers and spectators and aroused a seri­
ous examination of just how unsports­
manlike our sports fans have become. 
But not so at UH.

Two years before the Minnesota- 
Dallas incident, disbelieving sports­
casters were shocked by the unruly 
behavior of the Cougars’ own Pavilion- 
packed basketball fans.

“Who’s he?!’’ belt the die-hard 
hecklers as each opposing team mem­
ber is named in pre-game introduc­
tions. Before the first 20-minute period 
expires each player and official will 
have suffered the effects of intermit­
tent showers of crushed ice and paper 
cups. Bellowing “boos” follow each 
whistle by a ref — no matter what the 
reason for the call.

Not all fans engage in the rough 
stuff, but everybody feels at least a 
twinge of enthusiasm — enthusiasm 
gone untapped during football sea­
sons. The Cougar Brass, the Honeys 
and the cheerleaders actually get 
hearty responses to their spirit leading.

The unfriendly actions of the basket­
ball crowds remain offensive to many 
students (and probably most) but the 
loudmouthed fans revel in their infamy. 
It’s the closest thing to a tradition at 
UH, supporters argue. They could be 
right.

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Title IX spurs growth in 
women's athletics

Unnoticed and unheralded, an 
infant UH women’s athletic progran 
survived in near anonymity for yean. 
Four well-established teams 
approached national standing withoit 
significant local acclaim or promotion.

But that was all before Title IX, the 
all-encompassing synonym for the 
portion of the Education Amendments 
Act of 1972 which, among othe 
things, ordered “equal but separate 
facilities for women in sports program 
and expenditures equal to those ir

t
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some men’s sports.
In complying with the national rui­

ng. the Athletic Department chan- 
elled 590,000 into the expansion of 

he shallow women’s program.
Under director Dr. Sue Garrison, ini- 

al efforts produced a six sport sched- 
ile. including badminton, volleyball, 
asketball, tennis, track and field, and 
wimming. In attracting athletes to the 

quickly organized and as yet unpubli- 
zed sports, the department awarded 

Jose to 30 full or partial scholarships 

to women.
Outlining the differences between 

her program and the hastily assem­
bled departments of other schools 
affected by the ruling, Dr. Garrison 
emphasized the existence of the origi­
nal four sports.

"Our program was here already,’’ 
she said, "and we have expanded it 
through the general interest of the ath­
letic program. We had four well- 
rounded programs here before Title IX 
even reared its head."
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Swimmers start careers; 
Badminton ranks top in 
nation

Veteran men's swimming mentor 
Phil Hansel recruited enough swim­
mers to complete a full season of dual 
meets preceded by a crucial three- 
month training period. Several team 
members had never participated in 
competitive swimming, but by late 
November had sufficient background 
in the demanding sport.

The squad took an encouraging vic­
tory over TCU in the first dual meet of 
its schedule, 49-36. After a lengthy 
interruption in competition, the team 
suffered a substantial defeat by A&M 
but rebounded with a last minute win 
over Rice. The squad lost again to a 
well-established UT team, then partici­
pated in the Texas Association for 
Intercollegiate Competition champion­
ships in Lubbock.

In his 15th year as president of the 

University of Houston, Dr. Philip G. 
Hoffman spearheaded the controver­
sial Mission Self-Study deliberations 
which consumed most of the aca­
demic calendar and involved a large 
portion of the academic community.

In an accompanying comment to 
the final Mission Self-Study report 
released in January, Hoffman 
reviewed his role in the preparation of 
the documents.

“As chairman of the Steering Com­
mittee, I have had the gratifying 
opportunity to view the progress of 
Mission Self-Study as it developed. 

During the ultimate stages of the 
preparation of this Final Report, and 
particularly during the extensive 
deliberations on the evaluation of 
academic programs, I have temporar­
ily assumed a less active role as 
chairman than was previously the 
case. This limited involvement was 
intentional, in order that I might have 
a detached, and more independent, 
perspective in the vital task of weigh­
ing the final recommendations I must 
make to the Board of Regents."

Following the acceptance of the 
report by the regents with his final 
recommendations, Dr. Hoffman was 

praised for his diplomatic approach to 
the study and his qualifications of 
several troublesome aspects of the 
plan.

Dr. Philip G. Hoffman served UH as 
vice president and dean of faculties 
prior to his appointment as president 
in 1961. He earned his bachelor’s 
degree at Pacific Union College and 
master's at the University of Southern 
California. He holds a Ph. D. in history 
from Ohio State University.
