IN preparing the following Price List I have adhered to the principle of 
admitting upon its pages only the most salable articles of my own manu­
facture, excluding everything for which there is not a well established and 

recurrent demand either in the Stationery or Artists Material Trade of the 
United States.

I commend to the favorable notice of the trade the Line of Rulers, 
Triangles and T. Squares made at my factory at Geroldsgruen, Bavaria, which 
for accuracy and exquisite finish is superior to any other line of similar goods 
in the market. My well-known Calculating or Slide Rule finds an extensive sale 
and universal appreciation, and is a good representative of the entire class.

The new penholders, Nos. 5471-5477 and 5481-5487 are also deserving of 
consideration.

Among lead pencils several new series have been included, some of which have 
already, to a limited extent, been sold in the United States, while others are 
offered for the first time.

The greatest number of these will be found on pages 18 to 19 of this catalogue, 
classed as “Low Priced Imported.”

I would call especial attention to the Nos. 5147, 5148, 5162, 5164, 5154, 
these being a newline of rubber-tipped pencils; to my new “Office and Library” 
pencils No. 5163, and to my No. 5095, the old and well-known Round Gilt Poly­
grade Lead Pencils, now furnished with Rubber Tips at a trifling advance in price.

My new “Terpsichore” pencils, No. 5384, meet an increasing demand for a 
Program Pencil of fine quality and finish at a moderate price, while Dermato­
graphic Pencils, Nos. 5785, 5786, 5790, 5791, supply the want of the surgeon and 
anatomist of a pencil suitable for drafting on the human skin.

Many articles are now offered boxed or packed after improved methods, an 
innovation which can not fail of making them more convenient to the dealer and, 
in many instances, more acceptable to the consumer, besides lessening the chance 



of deterioration on the shelves ; as an example of this kind I refer to my Round 
and Hexagon Gilt Leadpencils which will hereafter be delivered in tasteful and 
convenient boxes.

The well-known series of my School Pencils, No. 5158 and 5148, and Blue Office 
Pencils, No. 5545, have been considerably improved and will give increased satisfac­
tion ; the last named especially being now made with thicker and more tenacious leads.

Besides, the quality of all my manufactures has received a most thorough 
revision, resulting for several other lines of goods in a marked improvement 
beyond what was formerly offered at the same prices.

The latter circumstance, particularly, will be quickly recognized and fully 
appreciated, and this little book, therefore, comes forward with a confident hope 
that the universal favor so long accorded to my trade-mark will be cheerfully 
perpetuated.

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TESTIMONIALS.

FOR nearly a century and a half the firm of A. W. Faber has been the repre­
sentative house of the lead pencil industry.

After England, where the celebrated Barrowdale mine had been discov­
ered, and the first lead pencils made in 1565, had for almost two hundred years 
been the only country producing lead pencils of Graphite or Black Lead, Kaspar 
Faber, the first member of the von Faber family mentioned in connection with 
this industry, in 1761 made his first lead pencils in Germany, at Stein, near 
Nuremberg.

Yet in the face of all this competition the firm of A. W. Faber has maintained 
its leadership where at one time it was the pioneer.

The goods which come from its establishments are still admittedly the best, 
and as such in demand wherever our civilization reaches.

Testimonials of artists and technical men of the highest standing, of architects, 
civil and military engineers and professional draughtsmen are abundant to this 
effect, and corroborate each other in unqualified recognition of their merits.

Thus as early as 1842, Chevalier P. von Cornelius, Director of the Royal 
Academy at Berlin, in a letter dated October 27th, 1842, says: “It is almost 
unnecessary for me to say that I find the A. W. Faber Polygrade Lead Pencils in 
every respect most excellent. They are of all degrees of hardness and shade, and 
as desirable for firm and fine outlines as for finished drawings. The wood which 
encloses them has all the necessary strength, yet yields easilj’ to the knife, and 
the lead never breaks away.”

even to the best Euglish, which are nearly four times the price of yours. I feel 
sincerely gratified at having an opportunity of thus openly thanking you. I have 
inwardly done so before, and have emancipated myself with a kind of pride from 
the use of the English.”

And W. von Kaulbach, Director of the Royal Academy at Munich, February 
14th, 1856: “It affords me much pleasure, not only to express my thanks for your 
kindness in sending me samples of your manufacture, but also to state to you on 
this occasion that for many years past I have exclusively, and to my entire satis­
faction, made use of your pencils ; and that I find the samples of the different 
kinds forwarded to me of excellent quality, and each in itself praiseworthy.”

Then Professor C. F. Lessing, of Dusseldorf, March 21st, 1856: “In using 
pencils I have always given the preference to yours, and my opinion, formed upon 
previous experience, has only been confirmed by the samples you were kind 
enough to send me. They are in every respect to my entire satisfaction ; in fact, 
they leave nothing to be desired.”

More recently Sir Frederick Leighton (afterwards Lord Leighton) late 
President of the Royal Academy, in a letter from London, September 30th, 1895 : 
“I have no hesitation in adding my name to the list of those who have used and 
appreciated the pencils of your manufacture, inasmuch as I have done so from 
my early boyhood to the present time. I have one in my pocket at this moment.”
