The next “promotion" is to the 
mail room; then to office boy. If 
he shows ability, he is given a posi­
tion at the “run tickets" machine or 
a minor clérical job. From there he 
develops into an accountant or what-

One needs only to pick up a maga­
zine of any kind whatever and turn 
to the perusal of a story to be lost 
at once in a taie of action.

This field of the short story is the 
hardest to classify and list because 
almost every phase of life in Ameri­
ca présents action, and an account of 
this action is bound to prove stirring.

We define émotion as a conditon 
brought on by conflict or suspense. 
Americans are emotional people. 
Naturally then we Americans like 
emotional stories that stir us up and 
sweep us forward in a wave of arti- 
ficial yet life-like drama.

In their complex and head-long 
way of living Americans hâve a most 
diversified field of interests. The 
topography, with its far flung sea 
coasts, scenic mountain ranges, vast 
plains, busy agricultural districts, 
and many commercial centers offer 
unlimited opportunities for back- 
ground material.

And while Americans are a busy 
and imaginative industrial and pro- 
fessional people they are also keen 
followers of sports, games, and ré­
créations. They dance, play, attend 
shows and bail games, and they trav- 
el. Too busy to read books, they read 
stories with avidity, and listen eager- 
ly to short story skits over the radio, 
or watch with interest as they are 
depicted in the cinéma screen.

Miss George plays the part 
of Carole Arden, movie queen and 
a combination Jean Harlow-Norma 
Shearer-Mae West type, who is mak- 
ing a Personal appearanace tour in 
connection with her picture “Drift- 
ing Lady."

One gathers that La Arden has 
drifted quite a bit, losing nothing but 
lier illusions. From being a wait- 
ress in a dairy lunch she has become 
a star and the wife of Mr. Benjamin 
Z. Fineberg, president of Superfine 
Pictures. She loses sight of this fact 
only at convenient periods when she 
is attracted by others of the male 
sex.

On the tour Miss Arden is accom- 
panied by her press agent, her maid 
and the chaffeur. The car breaks

a Pennsylvania road-side boarding 
house. Miss Arden forgets momen- 
tarily that she is the darling of her 
public and the fur flies until she 
spies the handsome young-station 
operator and décidés to carry him off 
to Hollywood by télling him she will 
help him market a caméra device he 
has invented. The young man is en- 
gaged to the daughter of the board­
ing house proprietor though his 
mind is filled with mechanics. How 
the press agent, whose job includes 
keeping Carole out of trouble, and 
the fiancee of the mechanic who 
wants to keep her mathematical 
Adonis, plot to defeat Miss Arden 
keeps the play moving rapidly.

Miss George is beautiful enough 
for the part and wears a number of 
typical Hollywood costumes as suc- 
cessfully as the movie magazines 
display them. The way in which she 
passes from hard-boiled cynicism to 
to baby-talk and cooing is superb, 
and her English when she remembers 
that she is a great ‘artiste’ includes 
such phrases as “commute with my 
soûl" and “lean back and take a re­
laxative."

Joseph S. Werlin
Speaks Over KPRC

Dr. Joseph S. Werlin addressed the 
radio audience of Station KPRC at 
5:30 p. m. Thursday, April 30 on 
"The Crime of War.”

He pointed out that while on one 
side America is discovering new 
facts and completing great scientific 
achievements, nations in the other 
hemisphere are on the brink of war.

“There are two forces abroad that 
hâve caused this condition,” said 
Dr. Werlin. “These are extreme na- 
tionalism and extreme racialism. 
These hâve created hatred, préjudice, 
and antagonism among the nations 
and hâve led to war.”

He further asserted that the civi­
lisation of the world cannot go for- 
ward with the great strides that its 
growth in industry merits until peo- 
ple co-operate in freeing the world 
of these forms of collective conceit. 
This cannot be done, he stated, until 
we learn to approach our neighbors 
with the proper appréciation and 
respect.

“As a solution of this problem,” 
said Mr. Werlin “I advocate apply- 
ing the Golden Rule in international 
rélationship of the world.’
