46 New AIDS Cases 
Reported in Houston Area
News One News Service
Forty six new cases of AIDS were con­
firmed in Houston last month by the City 
Health Department, according to a report 
released this week.

The new confirmations for June bring 
the total number of AIDS victims for this 
year to 320. There are also 154 suspect 
cases at this time.

There are eight confirmed cases of AIDS 
in the five counties surrounding 
Houston—Montgomery, Fort Bend, Bra­
zoria, Liberty and Waller. This gives a 
total of 328 confirmed cases for this area, 
excluding Galveston.

Of the 328 total, 322 are male and six are 
female.

When the caseload is broken down by 
race and ethnicity, there are 272 whites, 35 
blacks, 19 Hispanics and two classified as 
others with AIDS.

When the cases are broken down by age, 
there is one person under 20 with the dis­
ease. Eighty five are between the ages of 
20 to 29; 182 are between the ages of 30 and 
39; 48 victims are between 40 and 49, and 
12 who have the disease are over 49.

If the victims are listed by patient charc- 
teristics, 292 of them are homosexual or 
bisexual, eight are intravenous drug 
users; one is a result of heterosexual sex­
ual contact; two are related to transfu­
sions, and 25 cases are listed as other 
causes.

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Alleged Arsonist Arrested
It seems like Richard Lee Tigner “will be 
out of our hair for some time,” according to 
Houston Fire Department Arson Investi­
gator Bruce Koger. Tigner, 19, has admit­
ted to setting fires in three buildings in the 
5do block of Westheimer.

Tigner, whose address is listed in the 
200 block of Westheimer, is being held 
without bond. At the time of his arrest he 
was on a 10-year probated sentence for 
delivery of a controlled substance. Koger 
expects Tigner’s probation to be revoked. 
Tigner was also charged with burglary.

Tigner has not been linked with any 
other arsons. Montrose has been plagued 
with intentionally set fires in recent 
months. Arson investigators are unsure 
as to the effect Tigner’s arrest will have on 
the problem.

Koger says Tigner told investigators he 
set the fires because “he liked to see them 
bum.”

Arson investigators are also looking 
into the cause of a fire in the 400 block of

West Alabama that claimed the life of a 
71-year-old woman early Wednesday 
morning.

Erline Hall was killed when an oven fire 
got out of control and spread throughout 
the kitchen. Efforts by her son-in-law to 
save her proved futile.

Switchboard 
Changes Name
The Gay Switchboard of Houston recently 
changed its name to the Gay and Lesbian 
Switchboard of Houston.

Although the switchboard has always 
had about 20% of its calls and 25% of its 
volunteer effort from lesbians, the name 
change was considered to make a more 
visible commitment to the lesbian com­
munity.

“We want to make it clear that lesbians 
are an important part of this organization 
and are welcome both as callers and 
volunteers,” states Lisa, one of the switch­
board’s telephone volunteers.

The suggestion for the name change 
came from lesbian and gay volunteers in 
(he organization, and was passed unanim­
ously by the board of directors.

According to Rick Grossman, adminis­
trative director, “The most difficult part of 
the change is to get old volunteers to 
remember the name change when answer­
ing telephones. Old habits die hard.”

Richmond Street 
Widening Ahead 
of Schedule
The hot and dry weather experienced in 
Houston this summer may be a blessing to 
Montrose business owners along Rich­
mond Street.

Partially because of favorable weather 
conditions, the widening of Richmond 
between Yoakum and Shepherd is run­
ning about 15% ahead of schedule, accord­
ing to John Deskins, engineer in the Street 
& Bridge Division of the Houston Depart­
ment of Public Works.

According to Deskins, “the project is 
now 50% complete and only 35% of the 
scheduled time has been used.” He pro­
jects that if good weather prevails, the 
widening from two to four lanes could be 
completed within the next eight or nine 
months.

The eventual wider thoroughfare will 
aid traffic flow along Richmond, but until 
the project is complete, business owners in 
the area are feeling the pinch.

Ed Moniger, owner of E/J’s, 1213 Rich­
mond, says his business is off “about 
60%.” He suggests that customers use the 
back streets. “We have parking around 
back and we’ve opened up a back 
entrance,” says Moniger.

It is suggested that people wishing to do 
business along the area under construc­
tion, call ahead for alternative parking 
lots and entryways.

spective view of Rosenquist’s work of more 
than 20 years. The exhibition takes us 
from Rosenquist’s Pop paintings of the 
sixties to his more metaphoric paintings 
of the eighties.

It was sometime before the 1960s that 
James Rosenquist found an outlet for his 
creativity. The year was 1954 and the 
place was the Midwest, and James Rosen­
quist began painting billboards. Then in 
1955 Rosenquist won a one-year scholar­
ship to the Art Students League in New 
York. Rosenquist continued painting bil­
lboards. Now the billboards were in Times
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Square and Brooklyn. These billboards 
called for gigantic close-ups of faces, fig­
ures, mechanical objects and every type of 
consumer product.

In his art work, Rosenquist also painted 
images in billboard size. And his images 
became the images of the public. It was 
during this period that Rosenquist is asso­
ciated with other artists such as Warhol, 
Segal, Oldenburg, Lichtenstein and Dine. 
Together these artists constituted the Pop 
revolution of the sixties.

Rosenquist’s fragmented objects were 
juxtaposed to create an appealing and 
identifiable new art. Dianne Perry Van- 
derlip, curator of contemporary art at the 
Denver Art Museum and organizer of this 
exhibition, states “Rosenquist’s imagery 
is often related to the massive social and 
technological events that are changing 
the fabric of society.

glamour girls moved into super aircraft 
and the space race and currently into the 
electronic and computerized technologies 
of today.”

Included in the exhibition is Rosen­
quist’s 1965 painting Fill. This 86-foot 
mural is a visual time capsule of American 
issues of the mid-1960s. An automobile 
tire, electric light bulbs, a happy child 
under a hair dryer, food symbols and frag­
ments of the F-lll fighter plane are com­
bined in this monumental painting.

Rosenquist’s 1970s are represented with 
paintings such as Sheer Line. The 1977 
painting represents the doubt of the 
times—doubt concerning living in the 
20th century and our near future.

The 1980s continue this doubt of the 70s 
and further address technological effects 

on the human condition. Rosenquist’s 
1980 painting Star Thief is the perfect 
example of such effects.

Judith Goldman’s book James Rosen­
quist describes Rosenquist as “pop art’s 
dark horse; his art was not witty like 
Oldenburg’s; he was not a satirist like 
Warhol; and he was not a cerebral artist 
like Lichtenstein, but rather a romantic 
one.” Goldman emphasizes, “What is 
important in a Rosenquist painting is not 
necessarily the things he chooses to paint 
or the ideas those things represent, but the 
complicated feelings those things con­
vey.”

Admission to this exhibition is free. Two 
gallery talks are scheduled for September 
7 and September 28. Rosenquist will speak 
on the 28th.

can come and let their hair down,” 
emphasizes Marian Coleman, owner of 
Kindred Spirits, 4902 Richmond. “We 
needed a place where people could meet 
others and share.”

The diversity of the bars is also evident 
by the different clientele in each bar. 
Mary’s, with the recent closing the Pink 
Elephant and the Exile, is now recognized 
as the oldest of Houston’s gay bars (14 
years in the same location). Lippert credits 
its success to it being able to attract “all 
kinds of people.”

Andy Mills, manager of the Rendevous, 
agrees with that observation. It was at 
that time that he also worked at Mary’s. 
And, he recalls the episode. “I was very 
much a part of it,” he says. “It was a day 
before Gay Pride Week Celebration. They 
just thought it was quite funny.”

Being protective of their clientele is not 
a strange phenomenon in most bars. Bar 
owners are aware of possible harassment 
brought in by people who are hostile 
toward gays. John Bent of JR.’s at 808 
Pacific has a door policy that tries to 
screen out possible trouble.

“I’m trying to promote a ‘community 
type’ atmosphere. I would like to see a 
(gay) community center, but if that’s not 
working right now I believe we make the 
next best work, a ‘community-minded 
bar.’ By Kindred Spirits striving to be pro­
fessional, positive and caring, we are put­
ting the customer first. We are making 
every effort to insure that he or she is not 
drinking too much and is generally okay,” 
she says.

For the last few years, bar business has 
been affected by the economy, the AIDS 
scare, and the January 19 referendum. 
While attendance is still there, people are 
not spending as much time. Yet, the bars 
continue to be fervent in supporting gay 
causes and issues. However, the owners do 
acknowledge some changes.

“We’ve always had all sizes, all races, 
and colors. This is probably a good reason 
Mary’s is still popular today,” he explains. 
“This is a bar where one can be ‘yourself,’ 
having a good time and not be preten­
tious,” he adds.

It is clear that bars are doing things 
different with their individual styles to 
attract customers. Whether it’s “classic” 
movies, high tech video, a swimming pool, 
or the ever-popular beer bust, there’s a lot 
to keep one busy at the different bars.

“We try to let the customer know right 
off the nature of the bar,” says Bent. “We 
tell them if they feel uncomfortable or 
have plans of harassing any of the 
custmers, that it’s best that they not come 
in.”

“I remember that when I was 
approached for support, I would give $25 
or even $100. No problem. But today there 
is evidence of economic strain,” one man­
ager said.

However, bars continue to be a pivotal 
point of the community fundraiser.

Uncleanliness is probably a myth that 
should be dispeled when it comes to gay 
bars. Says Dennis Hale, manager of Dirty 
Sally’s, 220 Avondale, “We are always 
cleaning up and painting the place when 
the bar closes.” Lippert says about 
Mary’s, “We’ve used so much chlorine dis­
infectant that I’m surprised that the floors 
are still there.”

Says Hale, “We are off to ourselves in a 
residential area, and we are always trying 
to keep high standards in cleanliness and 
design.”

Looking at different bars in the area, 
they are not shabby but offer a lesson in 
building codes and design.

Lippert said since those days much pro­
gress has been made between police and 
the bars.

There are people who are looking for 
trouble both inside and out of the bars. 
Moreover, harassment toward bars is not 
always viewed as criminal. In 1980, a raid 
on Mary’s, 1022 Westheimer, involved the 
arrest of 61 customers. Leif Lippert, the 
manager 
“raids.”

According to Mills, bars provide about 
“80% of the fundraising for different 
causes.”

Lippert shares the concensus of many 
bar owners. “We have a commitment in 
supporting the lifestyle which determines 
our being in business. We have always 
supported .the community through fun­
draising and events, and are more com­
mitted to continue that tradition.”

It is definitely clear that bars have every 
intention of serving the gay community. 
With the advent of organizations like 
Houston Organization of Bar Owners and 
the lobbying which is being done on the 
state level through the Bar Owners Asso­
ciation of Texas, the bar has, and is, mak­
ing it clear that the issues that affect their 
livelihood are issues that are intrinsically 
tied into a lifestyle that must be reckoned 
with.

are promoting precautions to protect 
themselves and their customers by encou­
raging “documentation” and making sure 
that no laws are being broken.

While there are approximately 40 gay 
bars in the Houston area, each is unique in 
its own way. They have their own style of 
catering to customers who come from a 
cross-section of the Houston community. 
Louis Bradford sums up the uniqueness of 
Studio 13 by saying “We are family.” 
Bradford says that sometimes they try to 
overcompensate by giving out more than 
comes in. They have found crowds flock­
ing to their “Buffet Nights” for food and 
“Talent Nights” for prizes of money. He 
also perks up when talking about “Ladies 
of the 80s”—the proverbial drag show.

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Films
Remade Horror Films
Provide Varied Enjoyment

Once again this week, the new films 
proved to be the opposite of what was 
expected. Both movies are sort of remakes 
of old and new horror films that have pre­
viously scared the wits out of filmgoers.

Mary Shelley’s Frankenstein has been 
remade over and over. We get a new twist 
with The Bride starring Sting and Jen­
nifer Beals. Unfortunately, we end up with 
one of the drollest films of the year—two 
hours of gloomy moodiness saved only by 
the presence of a wonderfully feisty 
midget.

While we expected much more from The 
Bride, it was really pushing it to force 
myself to the preivew of Return of the Liv­
ing Dead. Wouldn’t you know it, the film 
turned out to be a delightfully campy, 
tongue-in-cheek parody of zombie films 
like Night of the Living Dead. With punk 
zombies running rampant in the streets, 
who wants to watch Jennifer Beals model 
as the bride while a prune-faced Sting 
ponders (and ponders) over her future?

□ The Bride
This lavishly produced film is one of the 
strangest disappointments of 1985. Writer 
Lloyd Fonvielle decided to wrap up the 
story of Frankenstein and his lovely crea­
tion with a subtle “My Fair Lady” story 
about how she is transformed into a 
proper and intelligent woman.

The problems begin after Dr. Franken­
stein creates “The Bride,” and his initial 
monster runs off because she’s obviously 
afraid of him. Suddenly we have two very 
different films that take off in opposite 
directions. The monster, rejected and con­
fused, takes off to parts unknown, while 
the doctor begins to shape and mold his 
woman. We are, of course, constantly 
reminded that the beauty and the beast 
must someday be reunited.

Film one is the story of the doctor (Sting) 
and the creation that he wants to totally 
control. While this should be the main 
thrust of the movie, every time these two 
come on the screen you cringe and try to 
think of a way to make your way out to the 
concession stand. Sting sits by the roaring 
fireplace and broods about his woman, 
while Jennifer Beals (the bride) gallops 
around the countryside in flowing robes. 
It’s all very lovely and very gothic, but it 
doesn’t make for very interesting cinema.

Jealousy is soon in the air as Beals beg­
ins flirting with men and using her intelli­
gence to annoy her “maker.” She becomes 
a “modern woman” before her time, and 
while that’s exactly what the doctor
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wanted, he finds that it’s not exactly to his 
liking.

Meanwhile, the bride’s intended hus­
band is bumbling down the road to Budap­
est. This alternative story (film two) is a 
delight because the monster meets up with 
a cute midget named Renaldo who 
becomes his friend. The two join up with a 
sleazy circus and become a hit. They’re an 
adorable pair that keep us enchanted with 
their travels and sensible conversation.

Thankfully, we spend more time with 
our monster and his friend than Dr. Fran­
kenstein and his noncompliant woman. 
The movie would be more aptly called 
“The Groom” because Clancy Brown’s 
monster is so increasingly neat to watch 
and we enjoy our time with him so much 
more. Meanwhile, the character of the title 
is very beautiful to behold, but any 
attempts at acting by Beals makes you 
embarrassed for her.

David Rappapart is wonderful as the 
tiny Renaldo, full of advice but never 
becoming grating. Last seen in Time Ban­
dits, his wit is a definitive sunburst in this 
gloomy, empty film. His pal is played to 
perfection by Clancy Brown, who makes a 
fun monster out of a potentially stupid 
part. The only distrubing thing is that he 
gradually changes from very ugly to half- 
handsome as the film moves onward— 
and it’s really hard to understand why.

Director Frank Roddam (Lords of Disci­
pline) manages to connnect films one and 
two at the very end, but it’s way too late. 
Most of the audience is too bored by then, 
and just hope it will end very soon. The 
Bride is a pretty but fragmented film that 
never really evolves into anything of inter­
est. Give me the original Bride of Franken­
stein with Elsa Lancaster and her 
electrocuted wig over Jennifer Beals’ 
Gothic posing any day of the year.

□ Return of 
the Living Dead
Those ghoulish zombies are rising from 
their graves again, but these guys don’t 
die so easily like in Night of the Living 
Dead, Dawn of the Dead, or the upcoming 
Day of the Dead. This time out, the risen 
dead want brians for themselves—live 
ones to munch on—and hardly anything 
can stop them.

All of this probably sounds gross to 
many filmgoers. However, if you loved the 
laughable zombies, the bad acting, and 
the hootable script from George Romero’s 
aforementioned films, you’ll love this 
funny/ scary takeoff on the genre. 
Directed and written by the man who 
wrote that foolish sci-fi mess called Life­
force earlier this year, Return offers Dan 
O’Bannon a chance to redeem himself by 
not taking his material so seriously and 
having a little fun with it.

The action starts out in a warehouse for 
human parts where two workers (James 
Karan and Don Calfa) accidently open a 
cannister that holds a victim from a toxic 
waste accident. The toxic gas escapes into 
the atmosphere, animating cadavers and 
starting havoc. The sight of the ware­
house with its human animal parts com­
ing alive is truly a hilarious experience.

Frank and Ernie (our warehouse 
workers) are in a severe panic, and their 
boss (Clu Galeger) is not much help at all. 
They kill one “walking cadaver,” chop it 
up, and find that it is still wriggling. “It 
wasn’t like this in the movie,” one of them 
insists. “Well, this isn’t like the movie, is 
it?” says another.

Dragging the mess over to the funeral 
home mortuary across the street, they 
have hopes of incinerating it. But now it’s 
starting to rain, and the gas is dissolving 
into the graves of the nearby cemetary. 
Before you know it, there are more

wretched zombies beating down the mor­
tuary door shouting, “brains, brains.”

The mad foolishness never seems to end, 
and maybe you have to have a sick sense 
of humor to enjoy this nightmare. Still, the 
gore is kept to a minimum (most of the 
violence is laughable), and there are 
plenty of scares to keep you on the edge of 
your chair. The whole movie is played for 
laughs, and if you keep the right spirit and 
frame of mind you’ll have a ball.

Adding insaneness are a bunch of punk 
rockers partying in the graveyard (doesn’t 
that make sense to you?). When hell 
breaks loose, some get chomped, some get 
away and get chomped later, and the 
chomped punks become wild rebel rocker 
zombies. Paramedics and police are also 
on the scene, but they are ravaged quickly. 
Zombies get on the police radios and relate 
the message “send more cops.” It’s really a 
nightmare to remember who’s dead and 

who isn’t.
The actors have a ball hamming it up 

and overacting to the hilt. I laughed the 
loudest when our two warehouse workers 
were declared dead by paramedics, and 
they’re sitting there wondering why they 
still feel alive (even if their faces are 
ghastly white and body temp is 70°). Even 
the zombies are a scream, talking about 
why they want brains and carrying on 
even when they lose vital body parts and 
limbs.

Return of the LivindDead is total chaos, 
but not sloppy filmmaking. It’s sature 
that’s just this side of Airplane, although 
it’s hard to satorize films like Dawn of the 
Dead, that are themselves parodies of old 
zombie movies.

Whatever your cinematic tastes, this 
film is just made for scaring you at the 
late-night features, and giving you a rol­
licking laugh at the same time.

To paraphrase the old song, what are you 
doing until New Year’s Eve?

This is a partial listing for the next four 
months. Some theaters weren’t sure what 
they are doing when. Some organizations 
gave me such long, complicated lists that I 
tried to highlight and simplify them.

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Dr. Didato’s Personality Quiz
Are You a Worrier?

Chronic worriers don’t give up easily. 
There’s the yam about the fretful wife who 
retorted to her husband: “Please don’t tell 
me that worry doesn’t help. Most every­
thing I worry about doesn’t come true.”

The tendency to be overconcerned occa­
sionally about the events of life is so basic 
a part of the human condition that to be 
continually free of such preoccupation 
would probably be considered by mental 
health pros as abnormal. Worry exists at 
all ages, in all times and in all societies.

However, you probably won’t find the 
term “worry” in most psychological texts. 
It’s called anxiety instead and it ranges 
from an annoying reverie to a highly dis­
turbed mental state.

Professors Raymond B. Battell of the 
University of Illinois and J.P. Guilford, 
formerly of the University of Southern 
California, Los Angeles, studied the traits 
of the chomic worry wart. They devised 
personality questionnaires which identify 
such types. The items ahead are similar to 
those used on their tests.

To learn if you tend to worry more than 
the average person, answer each state­
ment as follows: Rarely—1; Sometimes— 
2; Often—3.

1. I am considered by others to be a 
serious-minded person.

2. I think about my home when I am 
away from it.

3. I have difficulty falling asleep.
4. When someone is angry with me, I 

don’t forget the matter quickly.
5. Others would judge me to be overcons- 

cientious in the things I do.
6.1 dwell upon my work when I am away 

on vacation.
7. Compared with my friends, when I 

make a mistake it bothers me a lot.
8. When someone is cold tome I think I 

have offended him or her.

□ Explanation:
Worry is continuous, non-constructive 
thinking accompanied by fear. Chronic 
worriers stew over most anything worthy 
of their attention. When piddling matters 
become their conern, it often indicates 
that there is anxiety over a deeper unrec­
ognized issue and the trifling worry usu­
ally will persist if this basic conflict or 
anxiety isn’t resolved. So, if you tell some­
one “don’t worry,” don’t expect it to help 
much, for such persons soon will latch 
onto some other matter of concern.

No complete scientific explanation of 
worry has been made to date. It is proba­
bly partly biological in origin and is 
related to the structure of the brain and its 
hormones. But another aspect of fretting 
involves social learning. A child with an 
uptight mother may also tend to develop 
anxiety and worry habits.

Everyone worries. Senior citizens worry 
chiefly about health and personal safety, 
middle-agers over family and money, and 
youngsters over school and peer relation­
ships. Cognitive therapists have suc­
ceeded in helping worriers to think more 
productively and reduce their anxiety by 
adopting more realistic attitudes and per­
ceptions about their lives.

Student surveys show that students 
worry a lot about passing exams. The anx­
iety usually occurs in the evening during 
study periods, may last two to three hours, 
and is experienced more on weekdays 
than on weekends when the pressure of 
school is off.

A number of studies show that students

who worry tend to make lower grades than 
those who don’t. Also, worry seems to 
increase with age and the scores of women 
(of any age) on worry questionnaires tend 
to be double those of men.

Some research indicates that worry can 
actually be an energizer providing it is 
mild and not overpowering. High school 
and college students actually do better on 
exams if they are slightly tense before 
exams compared with having no tension 
or very high tension.

□ Score
Those who become preoccupied or even 
obsessional about various aspects of their 
lives tend to answer the quiz items as very 
true of themselves. Total up your points, 
then use this table as a guide to what your 
score means.

18-24 points—High powered worrier

12-17  points—Average worrier, like 
most of us

8-11  points—Low key easy going.
How to Spot a Worrier: Many worriers 

don’t recognize (or would not admit) that 
they worry. To them they are just trying to 
ponder a problem and their rumination 
has become a habit. But they reveal them­
selves because worrisomeness correlates 
with other personality traits which aren’t 
as easy to conceal.

Worriers often drink, smoke or eat too 
much. They are usually shy, indecisive 
types, who are inwardly tense and out­
wardly composed and they’re likely to be 
socially inhibited and unspontaneous.

One technique for helping a worrier is to 
show that you truly understand how he 
feels aobut his problem. This expressed 
empathy is more honestly supportive than 
the false reassurance that “everything 
will turn out alright.”

2 Sisters, 2 Sensibilities—A Sibling 
Generation Gap of Just 7 Years

They are sisters—one bom in the 60s, the 
other now an adolescent. The differences 
between them suggest that a foreshorten­
ing of time may have contracted the span 
of a generation, perhaps to as little as 
seven years.

The 22-year-old is gentle and dreamy. 
She wears ruffled soft cotton, and her long 
shining hair frames a delicate face with­
out makeup. The 15-year-old stands asser­
tively in high-heeled shoes, stylish shirt 
and miniskirt, and spends an hour every 
morning preparing to be seen.

Though they are siblings, they grew up 
within very different world views. While 
the older one was in school, the Viet Nam 
War ended, “flower power” was a favorite 
graiffito, almost everyone sang “We Shall 
Overcome.”

So the older sister learned arts, crafts, 
drama and nature studies in nontradi- 
tional classrooms. Some of her enthusia­
stic, imaginative teachers were artists 
brought into the schools by various 
government grants. She graduated short 
on math and history, long on self­
expression.

By the time the younger got to high 
school, staff cutbacks had left behind a 
teacher corps with an average age of 57. 
When she took art, the budget for mate­
rials allowed each student only two sheets 
of watercolor paper for the semester. Like 
her sister, she took almost no history. In 
psychology, however, she studied about 
rape and women’s sexual rights, incest, 
child battery, effects of divorce, drugs and 
drug-induced behavior and suicide.

She acquired a battery of facts and firm 
opinions. The themes discussed in class 
were personal issues among some of her

The younger one finds most of her 
classes boring but is intent on doing well 
so she can go on to college and then per­
haps law school, because she is interested 
in constitutional rights. She knows that 
when she is an adult she will, among other 
things, make good money and have a 
Porsche. She listens to heavy metal rock— 
Scorpions, Black Sabbath, Iron Maiden— 
but occasionally also to the Cat Stevens 
tape her sister gave her. Her friends view 
people liker her older sister as “tofu love 
and peace” folks or as “essence of gran­
ola.” They tease, “Talcum powder? I’m 
surpirsed you’re not using whole wheat.”

“No,” she said. “There is no way. It’s 
gone too far.”

Hers is a view that is currently wides­
pread, not just within her generation. Yet 
the nuclear threat existed also when her 
sister was growing up, and when many 
thought a just and peaceful world possi­
ble.

The 1960s seem quaint to the younger 
girl. Yet the discontinuity is not complete. 
Like her sister, she knows all the lyrics to 
some of the music from that decade, espe­
cially Beatles’ tunes, and—nuclear night­
mares notwithstanding—she sings along, 
“... we all want to change the world.”

One night, on one of the older one’s rare 
visits to the city, they talked about child 
molesting. The 22-year-old saw the perpe­
trators as pitiful people in need of treat­
ment. The 15-year-old said some people 
were bad and could not be changed even if 
you knew they got that way because they 
had rotten childhoods. She knew about 
Charles Manson’s rotten childhood from 
psychology, and she had watched the 
movie Helter Skelter on TV. Her sister had 
turned the TV off.

Another night, the subject was nuclear 
war. The younger one said she and most of 
her friends assume it will happen. The 
older sister was shocked. “I couldn’t 
believe that. I have a child.”

“I’m a child,” the younger one said.
“But then,” said the older one, “why 

bother to go to college?”
“We don’t know when it will happen,” 

said the younger, “so we might as well try 
to live our lives.” Her voice was matter-of- 
fact.

“But don’t you think that some way can 
still be found to prevent it?”
