Student Politicians 
Speak On Policies

Dr. F. M. Cahan, leader of oppo­
sition to Hitler and author of “Men 
Against Hitler,” spoke last Thurs­
day to university students on the 
“General .War Situation in Europe.”

As undersecretary to Germany's 
minister of foreign affaira, Dr. Ca­
han peraonally carried the draft of 
the Treaty of Versailles from Gene- 
va to Berlin.

Chief among Dr. Cahan’s state- 
ments were the following points: 
(1) Às the result of curtailed mili- 
tary training from 1918 to 1933, 
Germany is now short of 700,000 
men. (2) Germany needs that many 
men each time she invades another 
country; more for Norway, whose 
many fjords, unless well guarded, 
allow easy access foi' expeditionary 
forces. (3) Germany’s lack of nat- 
ural resources compel her to com­
bine strategie advances with éco­
nomie motives; hence, Denmark, like 
Austria, should prove unprofitable 
to Germany. (4) Germany’s inva­
sion of Norway removes neutrality 
barriers from the Allies, who, de- 
siring a naval battle, hâve been 
provided the opportunity.

Comparing the belligérants' na- 
vies, Dr. Cahan said, “I rate the

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1916 COMPARED TO 1940

In the spring of 1916 the United States stood on the brink 
of a national élection. War had raged in Europe for two years, 
but we had not been drawn in. There had been several sharp ex­
changes of notes between the Impérial German Government and 
our State Department, but as yet our official sympathies were 
more or less evenly divided between the belligerents.

Wilson was campaigning on a platform of “He kept us out 
of war,” and the country as a whole was staunchly on the side of 
neutrality for America.

In the spring of 1940 the United States stands on the brink 
of a national élection. War has been raging in Europe since Sep- 
tember, but we hâve not been drawn in. We hâve declared our 
intention of remaining neutral, and hâve invoked an Act passed 
by Congress for the particular purpose of preventing the causus 
belli of our participation in the First World War, the sinking of 
our merchantmen.

The youth of the nation has expressed its desire to keep out 
of the trenches. Countless éditorials in student papers hâve ab- 
horred the use of arms as a principle of national policy.

Some of our student bodies hâve even gone so far as to pass 
resolutions expressing their refusai to serve their country in a 
war for any reason except to resist actual invasion.

The COUGAR last week defined its policy of condemning 
our entrance into the war as a resuit of any propaganda hysteria 
stirred up by either the Allies or Germany. We stated that we 
believed the conquest of Norway and Denmark would cause a 
new wave of this literature from England, and we hoped that 
public opinion would be strong enough to resist the urge to sym- 
pathize.

We were criticized for being pacifist, for being pro-Ally, 
for being pro-Nazi, for being un-American. We were told again 
and again that Germany could not possibly win the war, and 
that besides she should be stopped.

Our point was simply this : we hâve the best intentions now 
of remaining neutral, but if we are subjected to this constant 
bombardment of words, how long will our resolution last?

If we must fight a war, let it be for reasons which will bene- 
fit America, not for the advancement of other nations. Let there 
be no more post-war récriminations of the “un-wanted Shylock 
ally” that we heard after the last war was safely won.

We are not afraid to fight, but we must hâve a real cause 
this time.

American people,” Woodul contend- 
ed. “I would hâte to think the safe- 
ty of America dépends on one man’s 
ability.”

Mrs. Masterson, in her arguments 
for Roosevelt, contended: “We 
shouldn’t waste our time worrying 
about tradition—more important is 
the man in the White House. his 
character, ability, and personality.”

Dr. Hiller believes Roosevelt’s 
nomination for a third term “would 
be unfair and bad for the Démo­
cratie party, the United States, and 
the president himself.”

Mv. McCoy cited three reasons why 
the president should not run for a 
third term: first, his tendency to 
overlook domestic relations in his 
enthusiasm over international re­
lations; second, his willingness to 
send everything short of men to the

aid of certain European powers; and 
third, the psychological effect of 
the president’s third term on Euro­
pean dictators who denounce de- 
mocracy.

He also pre- 
dicted a possible rupture m the 
Berlin-Moscow axis because of Hit­
ler’s latest marches.

An open forum after Dr. Cahan’s 
formai talk lasted an hour. Dr. Ca­
ban answered a questioner that he 
did not think Denmark knew be- 
forehand that she would be invaded. 
Denmark, he stated, tried to as­
sure her safety by disarming.

Finally, Dr. Cahan said he thought 
a victory on land for Germany is 
impossible.
