Judge 
recommends 
license for The 
Deep
An adminstrative judge for the Texas 
Alcoholic Beverage Commission recom­
mended March 29 the granting of the 
application for a mixed beverage permit 
for “The Deep,” 2212 Converse in 
Montrose.

A protest had been filed against the 
licensing by Robin Utterback and Clifton 
Gaylord and a hearing was held in Austin.

Regarding the impact on the neighbor­
hood, attorney Debra Danburg, represent­
ing The Deep, said, “This is already a 
highly commercialized area of Montrose. 
Without zoning, all we can do is assure 
compliance with all relevant laws, ordi­
nances and permits.”

“While Mr. (Preston) Porter and Mr. 
(Jim) Ethridge (owners) always intended 
to provide more than adequate parking, 
we have also insured additional civic 
improvement by providing a better 
appearance in the neighborhood through 
remodeling, landscaping, systematized 
litter control and adequate noise 
reduction.”

Utterback and Gaylord had maintained 
that the area already had many bars and 
that customers for an additional bar 
would cause neighborhood problems.

Federal official 
‘comes out’
By International Gay News Agency
WASHINGTON, D.C.—The head of the 
federal Legal Services Corporation has 
“come out” just as he is leaving his 
government post.

Dan J. Bradley served for more than 15 
years on state and federal payrolls, surviv­
ing routine background checks and the 

rumor mill of Washington, D.C.

At present Bradley plans to move either 
to Miami or San Francisco, either as a 
lawyer or a politician.

As part of his house cleaning, Bradley 
decided to write a letter to close friends 
around the country. He wrote to the former 
dean of a Baptist college where he once 
studied to be a minister.

“This was the first time I wrote the 
words, T am gay,’ and it was unbelievably 
traumatic. Once I had finished that letter, 
I can’t describe the overwhelming relief I 
felt.”

Bradley said that besides the tremend­
ous secrecy imposed on people like himself 
there is the added burden of laughing at 
anti-gay jokes at office parties, of being 
seen with the “wrong” person.

Bradley added that despite the 1975 
change in the law to protect gay people in 
some government posts, many homosex­
uals in Washington feel vulnerable, espe­
cially congressional aides and appointed 
officials in the executive branch.

Bradley said he resorted to arranging 
with women friends to have them brag 
about his virility to FBI agents.

Bradley took a leave of absence in 1976 
to work in Jimmy Carter’s presidential 
campaign. Carter appointed him to the top 
job of the Legal Services Corporation, an 
independent federally financed agency 
whose 5000 lawyers help the poor with 
their legal problems.

Recently Bradley agreed to be a member 
of the board of directors of the National 
Gay Task Force, with the understanding 
that the news would not be made public 
until after March 31. Now that the news 
has come out, he said he expects many of 
the lucrative job offers he has had from 
law firms to be withdrawn. But he said, 
“From now on the job will have to fit my 
life and not vice versa.”

He thinks he had something to do with 
saving the Legal Services Corporation 
from the attacks of conservatives in the 
Reagan Administration. “I think I helped 
save Legal Services,” Bradley said. “Now 
I have to try to save myself.”

The Spring Westheimer Colony Art Festi­
val, Saturday and Sunday, April 17 and 
18, is to feature more than 400 artists and 
several new catagories and is to stretch 
down Westheimer from Bagby to Yoakum, 
lasting from from 9:00 a.m. to dusk on both 
days.

Included among the 400 artists are to be 
more than 60 who have been in the semi­
annual Art Festival since it began in 
October, 1976. A wide range of artists and 
craftspeople form this group. They come 
not only from Houston, but from Missouri, 
Georgia, Oklahoma, New York, and all 
over Texas.

A catagory of unique art forms will be 
included in this year’s festival. Kay Block

City Council 
approves closing 
Westheimer
Houston City Council voted Tuesday, 
April 13, to close Westheimer koad during 
the Westheimer Colony Art Festival this 
weekend, April 17 and 18.

It marked the first time Council agreed 
to the closing, although organizers had 
been seeking it for several years.

Observers attributed it to the change in 
climate at City Hall as a result of the last 
election.

The Westheimer Colony Association is a 
private organization and its popular 
twice-a-year festivals were seen by some 
as competition to the annual Houston Fes­
tival, which is staged with some public 
money and under the encouragement of 
the Houston Chamber of Commerce.

Westheimer is to be closed from 9:00 a.m. 
to 7:00 p.m. both days from the 100 to 900 
blocks, which is from Bagby to Montrose.

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Group to study 
government 
costs in 
enforcing 
discrimination
NEW YORK—The National Gay Task 
Force said March 31 that it will launch a 
program to document the cost to govern­
ment of discrimination against gay 
people.

“In conjuction with the Reagan Admin­
istration’s current concern over ‘mis­
placed’ federal funds and ‘necessary’ 
cutbacks, (NGTF) plans to research and 
make public the until-now carefully clos­
eted figures which the government spends 
implementing discriminatory policies 

against gay Americans—in immigrtation, 
the military, and various intelligence 
agencies,” the group announced.

“We are talking about millions of dol­
lars spent each year. Officially sanctioned 
discrimination against lesbians and gay 
men is a very costly and completely unne­
cessary expense that must be borne by tax­
payers,” stated Lucia Valeska, NGTF 
executive director.

Crash helmet 
hazard
British doctors say crash helmets can 
actually cause motorcycle accidents—if 
the cyclist is wearing a scarf along with 
the helmet, reports New Scientist 
magazine.

The danger, said researchers at a Bristol 
hospital, involves wearing a scarf along 
with a “full-face” helmet.

The scarf restricts the flow of air into the 

helmet and forces the rider to rebreathe air 
rich in carbon dioxide and low in oxygen. 
As a result, the doctors say, cyclists feel 
light-headed, and in extreme cases even 
pass out while riding.

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Women’s exhibition at James-Atkinson

Women have usually had an especially 
hard row to hoe in the world of art through 
the centuries. Whatever the particular 
field of artistic endeavor, women have had 
to fight an uphill battle to achieve recogni­
tion for their work, simply because that 
work was produced by a member of the 
female sex.

The advent of feminism in the 20th cen­
tury has done much to ameliorate this per­
nicious tendency, but there is still a 
distinct aura of prejudice against the artis­

tic efforts of women.
In spite of the belief during certain times 

past that art was somehow in the feminine 
realm, if not downright effeminate, major 
artists were nevertheless expected to be 
men. This distorted view of art has pre­
vailed, in somewhat weakened form, to the 
present.

The works being exhibited at James- 
Atkinson Ltd. give the lie to this arrant 
nonsense. This show, an all woman exhi­
bition of drawings, paintings, lithographs 
and woodcuts, displays some of the most 

impressive work of its kind, with abso­
lutely no quarter given for the sex of the 
artists.

Some of the artists, like Claire Leighton, 
are still living. Others have passed into 
the history of art, their work continuing to 
inspire and light the way for other women 
artists of today.

The exhibit currently underway at 
James-Atkinson Ltd., 2015 West Gray, is 
open from 10:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Tuesday 
through Saturday. It features some exqui­
sitely detailed woodcuts, including illus­
trations for books and newspapers of the 
times during which the art was produced.

Kate Greenaway was an Englishwo­
man whose wood engravings were used 
extensively as illustrations for books and 
papers, in an age before photography 
came to be used for that purpose. The fine 
lines of these engravings invite wonder 
and awe for their craftsmanship.

Claire Leighton also did woodcuts, and 
also plates for Wedgewood of England. 
These plates, several of which are on 
exhibit and for sale, are black and white, 
not the Jasperware, or blue, Wedgewood 

which most of us associate with this fine 
china. The works are signed, and consti­
tute art objects of the highest quality, con- 
taining great individuality and 
distinction.

Most of these women won many art 
awards during their lifetimes, and 
belonged to noted art societies. Interest­
ingly enough, most of the women li ed to 
advanced ages, which says sor ning 
about the influence of the artistic ife on 
longevity.

One of the works in the <hibit, 
although not for sale, is an oil by Nancy 
James Atkinson, the recently deceased 
wife of the surviving owner of this gallery, 
and a noted artist and connoisseur of art 
herself. The work is very strong, some­
what impressionistic, and gives a hint of 
the breadth of the talent of this remarka­
ble artist.

The very important place in art that 
women have always occupied through his­
tory is given recognition in this exhibit. It 
should certainly be the beginning of a 
series of exhibits of this type, and hope­
fully will not stand out as a lone beacon of 
all woman exhibits of this type.

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John Day and Company: On the road to success
By Billie Duncan
Just as cream will eventually rise to the 
top, John Day and Company will proba­
bly make it in the music business. They 
have most of the necessary ingredients 
and are working hard to fill in their 
deficiencies.

The biggest plus of the group is the 
songwriting talent of John Day. The next 
most important item is the vibrant sing­
ing personality of his sister, Doris. Joseph 
Cedillo and Frank J. Vega add to the Days 
with their vocals and family-style spirit.

All members of the group have strong 
religious backgrounds that have wound 
up giving them a deep-seated sense of des­
tiny. They think and talk in terms of faith 
in their talents and belief in their futures.

They have been performing recently at 
clubs all over Montrose, including Bad­
lands, E/J’s and Bacchus. They have also 
been doing out of town concerts in Dallas.

At one club date in Dallas, they wound 
up being booked in a country/westem bar. 
The audience expected country music. 
When John Day and Company started out 
with a Manhatan Transfer-type number, 
the people in the bar were stunned, to say 
the least. Once the shock wore off, the 
crowd became exceedingly enthusiastic, 
however.

John Day himself plays the piano, 
sings, arranges the music, and writes orig­
inal songs for the group.

John Samuel Day
One weekend a certain Mrs. Day of Ohio 
decided to visit her mother in Tennessee. 
The fact that she was very pregnant at the 
time did not deter her from her plan.

So it was that John Samuel Day was 
born in his grandmother’s house in 
Tennessee.

His family always called him “Sam” 
rather than “John” for some reason, and 
his closest friends still refer to him as Sam. 
He explained why he uses “John Day” as 
his stage name.

“Sam is five-foot-four, short, and kinda 
dense. John Day is a whole other thing.”

Sam was five years old when his sister 
Doris was bom. He was not pleased to 
have a baby in the house. “I tried to pay 
my mama off and get her to take Doris 
back to the hospital.” His plan failed.

But right around that same time, little 
Sam discovered the keyboard. “We had 
this old organ with the pedals and all the 
knobs you pull out,” explained Sam. He 
climbed up on the bench of the organ one 
day and started to play.

He’s been playing ever since.
He started John Day and Company in 

order to do original music. And when the 
group started, 50% of their material was 
original. Here lately, they are only doing 
about 5% original material because, “It 
wasn’t the kind of music that made people 
want to stay and drink.”

He has become more interested in enter­
taining the audience than in promoting 
his rather exceptional songwriting 
talent. “I see myself becoming an enter­
tainer,” said John Samuel.

Later he added, “I don’t see myself so 
much as an entertainer, but as an artist. I 
want to be able to write things and sing 
them and make people feel without mak­
ing it be a big deal.”

Doris Day
When Doris came along, her father could 
not have been more pleased. He had 
waited through two sons for a daughter, 
and he named her after his favorite movie 
star.

Both of Doris’ parents were ministers 
and she grew up with gospel music all 
around her. She can now sing just about 
any gospel tune a person could name at 
the drop of a G-chord.

However, for someone brought up in the 
arms of heavenly love, Doris has turned 
out to be quite a hell-raiser.

After her brother formed the group, 
Doris came down to Houston to sing with

him. Her incedible vitality is one of the 
reasons that the group is doing less of 
John Day’s quiet originals, and her outra­
geous stage presence has gained her the 
title of “The Electric Mama.”

She has been known to drink cham­
pagne straight from the bottle and to sing 
until the sun came up and her voice gave 
out.

Her effect on an audience is remarkable. 
Recently at the Keyboard, as she sang 
“When the Saints Go Marching In,” most 
of the audience wound up marching 
around and around the club clapping and 
singing to the music. Four members of the 
audience then sat on the barstools behind 
Doris and did hand-clapping patterns for 
a good half-hour while Doris held sway 
with her renditions of anything she could 
think of.

Although her regular performances 
with the group are a bit more controlled, 
the spirit of the electric mama comes 
clearly through.

Joseph Cedillo
Gary, Indiana was the birthplace of 
Joseph Cedillo, but when he was about 
five, his mother packed up the kids, left his 
alcoholic father and went to Mexico to live 
with Joseph’s grandmother.

His father followed them down to Mex­
ico in order to bring them home, but he 
became ill and died.

Joseph started shcool in Mexico, but the 
family did not stay for long. His father’s 
half-sister invited them to come and stay 
with her in Corpus Christi. They moved, 
but it did not work out.

Then his father’s half-brother invited 
them to Houston. They moved again. The 
strength of his mother through all the try­
ing times when he was a child is some­
thing that still impresses Joseph. “In my 
family, it’s really strange—‘cause my 
mom is a really strong person. I’m not that 
agressive, but I feel I’ll be around a long 
time.”

He remembers his mother making angel 
wings for the Christmas pageants out of 
vividly colored crepe paper. She always 
chose the littlest girls to be the angels and 
put huge wings on them. “She had a flair 
for things.”

Joseph is looking for some of that flair to 
rub off on his performance with the group. 
The only singing that he had done prior to 
joining John Day was singing in the 
church and school choirs. But when he 
heard John singing at the New York Deli, 
he knew he wanted to sing with him. So 
Joseph joined him and now they are the 
oldest members of the group. “In the 
beginning it was hard to take the group 
seriously,” said Joseph.

Now Joseph is taking the group very 
seriously. “I don’t know where we’re going 
exactly, but I have this feeling we’re going 
to make it.” Later, he claimed, “I think 
Sam is good enough to make it work for the 
grouP«” . , ,

His main concern is becoming a good 
enough performer to allow him to help the 
group communicate to the audience. 
“What I want people to see in us is a lot of 
love.”

Frank J. Vega
When Frank J. Vega was only four 

months old, his family moved from Mon- 
tery, Mexico to Houston, Texas. Frank is 
now 28 years old and is still not a citizen. 
“I never got around to it.”

He is the only one in the group who has 
classical music training. He says that gos­
pel is “fine and dandy, but I’m in love with 
the score from Ragtime.”

He is also more than impressed with the 
writing talent of John Day. “His music is 
very good. It has character. He has some 
wonderful lyrics.”

The direct approach is a big trait in 
Frank. When the group talked about tak­
ing ballet lessons in order to improve their 
stage movement, Frank was the only one 
who went right in and joined. Explained 
Frank, “I’m not going to wait for everyone 
else to move their behinds.”

Everything in Frank’s life is related to 
his goals. “I don’t drink or smoke dope—I 
don’t have time to.”

He thinks the group needs more musical 
backup than just the one piano. He plays 
piano, but does not believe that he does it 
well enough to play for the group. “I have 
to feel good enough about myself before I 
get up and make a fool of myself.”

About his future with the group, he 
stated, “I will continue with it as long as I 
think we’re going somewhere. If I think 
it’s not going to work, I’m not going to stay 
on the bus. There are too many other 
stops.”

Right now John Day and Company is 
stopping in Houston, and only time will 
tell where the bus will take them.

At least they are on the right road.
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Grace Jones strong—and dazzling

The avant-garde diva of disco, Grace 
Jones, dazzled a sold out crowd in her only 
club appearance of the year at the Copa, 
2631 Richmond, on April 9.

The singer, garbed in a black suit with 
matching sunglasses, stepped into a blaze 
of white lights, as the crowd of mostly sim­
ilarly dressed fans stood transfixed. A 
huge sea of balloons attached to walls, 
cash registers and people moved rhythmi­
cally as if in syncopation with the beat.

Jones (who with glasses and suit bore a 
striking resemblance to singer Ray 
Charles) launched immediately into her 
first number, “Warm Leatherette.” The 
crowd cheered as she unemotionally 
struck six brass cymbals and silkily sang. 
She ended the number by knocking the 
cymbals off their stands, sending them 
crashing onto the stage.

Sound different? Well, the singer has 
often been described as just that. Born in 
Jamaica, Jones is a towering six-foot-one. 
She was a model in Paris for a number of 
years. Her singing career did not come 
until later.

One evening in a nightspot, she and a 
group of friends were displeased with the 
singer featured. Jones said that she could 
do better. She sang, and a boyfriend of one 
of the women present was impressed with 
her impromptu performance. He hap­
pened to be Cris Blackwell, president of 
Island Records.

He signed Jones to a recording 
contract—her first. Her premiere album, 
Portfolio, was released shortly after.

That was in 1977. Four well-received 
albums later, Jones remains one of the 
most enduring performers the disco music 
scene has bred.

The lady possesses style. She also dis­
plays a thorough command of the stage, a 
combination of cool beauty interspersed 
with movement and vocals.

This command was evident throughout 
the show, as she admonished fans in the 
front row to “get down” when she sang 
“On Your Knees.” She rebuked overly 
enthusiastic fans, who tried to touch her, 
by using obscenities and steel grey gazes. 
She also stuck out her tongue, a famous 
Grace Jones trademark.

Jones performed eight songs with one 
encore. There was a very brief intermis­
sion, and she did not change costumes.

In some numbers her theatrics become 
outrageous. In the song “Bullshit,” Jones, 
accompanied by a magnum of wine, 
moved deftly across the stage. She spat 
the liquid at the audience between vocals, 
and christened those at stage-side by off­
handedly swinging the bottle.

While singing “Walking in the Rain,” 
Jones did an impromptu whistle along 
with the sound system. She called atten­
tion to the problem to her crew in mid­
vocal. She then resumed without missing 
a beat.

But generally things went well. Jones’ 
vocals were clear and strong, her sense of
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timing and command precise. A light 
show consisting of dual spots and hi-tech 
backlighting added to the performance.

Fans can expect a new album from 
Jones entitled Living My Life. It will be 
released on Island Records, and is sched­
uled for release in early May. The crowd 
was treated to a preview shortly after the 
hour-long show ended. The song that was 
played possessed a strong new wave beat. 
It seemed to be difficult to dance to. Even 
so, the crowd reaction was favorable.

The red neon sign was still flashing 
“Grace Jones—She’s here” long after 

Jones left. Grace Jones, like the crowd, 
entered and left abruptly. Their enthusi­
asm gone, the crowd braved the morning.

But the majority left with smiles on their 
faces.

Gay pursuits (I guess I can use that phrase) are outdoor, healthy, 
and salubrious. You get a lot of fresh air, you walk a lot, and 
there’s none of that sissy worry about catching cold from being in 
the rain, the snow, the sleet, the hail. Gay men on Castro and 
Third Avenue make the Postal Service look like shrinking violets.

Then there are the marvelous body-toning devices we all know 
and love. Steam is a moisturizer, and we take to the baths like a 
novice to the nunnery. One of the favorite spots in New York, if I 
recall rightly, is known as “Our Lady of the Vapors.”

Then there’s body-toning. We gay people tend to prefer the 
passive route on this, as any examination of gay classifieds will 
tell you at once. Find a good masseur and let him harden up those 
muscles for you! You may be in good hands with Allstate, but there 
are a couple of ads in the Advocate that I think you might find 
even more helpful.

From the number of catalogs I see for swimsuits, I can tell you 
that bathing is a favorite pastime for my gay friends. More of 
those ads emphasize this hobby. How many mention “water 
sports?,, Go to any YMCA and check out the number of your 
brothers who wait beside the swimming pool, and you’ll see what I 
mean.

“bottom men” who don’t let it get to them that they remain pinned 
to the ground. It’s the sport that matters, the sheer fun of the 
game.

So the Olympics are really nothing new. For years, we’ve seen 
ads for Olympians—they call themselves, I believe, Greek 
Actives—and their spectators are Greek Passives. I think that 
speaks worlds for us.

Any of us who have tuned in on Sunday afternoons have heard 
hordes of coaches propound the importance of “discipline” in 
training their charges. That, too, pops up in gay ads. Truly, the 
gay world and the sports world, with their emphasis on youth, 
muscles, and stamina conjoin.

Personally, I’m still amazed. My idea of a good sporting event is 
one in which the participants wear very skinpy costumes and 
congratulate their partners a lot. Soccer is a high point. Tennis is 
nice. Swimming could be improved with more personal encourage­
ment. I’d like to see those contestants egg on their teammates with 
some well-chosen, well-aimed pets and caresses.

I’ll stick with my own regime. Long walks in the open air, 
careful examination of the passing scene, and some very special­
ized physical avbilities grace my routine. How many peole can 
gauge in the dark the exact distance that a small brown bottle has 
to travel from pocket to nose? How many people can judge exactly 
how many swigs of a bottle take an hour in a cover-charge bar? 
These, too, are athletic talents.

As for more physical pursuits, I leave them to the strong of body. 
(God bless ’em.) Even the less strenuous exercises don’t interest 
me. I have my own birds to watch, Audubon Society friends, and I 
can figure their size from many feet away.

Others have tried to interest me in “tide-pooling,” that innocent 
hobby of observing marine life at the shore. Who needs it? I just 
stay home and look in the vegetable drawer of my refrigerator. 
There’s more wild life in there than I can possibly stand.
