Montrose is a compact community. In 
these few acres you find futuristic build­
ings and some of the finest and oldest resi­
dential structures in Houston, the most 
fancy (or near fancy) restaurants and con­
venience stores per capita, the smallest 
streets and widest boulevards and the 
most diverse population representation of 
any place in the city.

Prehaps it is fitting in the spring, when 
everyone’s fancy turns to sunshine, to

recall some of the sights available via 
walks through the neighborhood.

Douglas Milburn, local author, wrote 
The Intrepid Walker's Guide to Houston, a 
book of tours and miscellaneous informa­
tion. “Montrose,” to persons of an extreme 
religious bent, “is a coded expression refer­
ring to sex, drugs, art or some mixture of 
those equally dangerous activities,” he 
writes.

He goes on to define: “A rockwell is 
something that looks like art, but isn’t. A 
Rembrandt is something that looks like 
art, and is. A Rothko is something that 
doesn’t look like art, but is. A Rorschach is 
something that doesn’t look like art, and 
isn’t.” With this attitude in mind, he leads 
the reader through the streets of Montrose.

He also conducts the walking tour for 
the Leisure Learning Center (should there 
be clusters of inquiring souls wandering 
through the area from time to time during 
the summer).

According to the tour, Mirabeau B. 
Lamar, Texas patriarch, was the first 
Anglo to own land around Cherryhurst 
Park.

Westheimer, as one of the longest streets 
in Houston, stretches out to where “per­
sons known only to mapmakers live.”

Montrose could be what he defines as 
“progressive-provincial. Example: what 
happens when a developer looks at the 
blueprints and says to his or her contrac­
tor, ‘Great. Now put me some architecture 
on that thing.’”

Hence the evaluation that architecture 
in Montrose is eclectic. Where else could 
you find a church, Bering Memorial on 
Harold, which was organized in 1848, 
built a neo-classic Greek structure in 1926 
and rents rooms to many community 
groups, including practice sessions for

cabaret acts.
On Westheimer is the Tower Theater, 

prehaps the best, and only surviving 
example of neon lighting in Houston.

On Lovett is the architectural firm of 
Lloyd, Jones and Brewer, responsible for 
Allen Center and the John Hamman 
house built in 1925, numbered 802.

At 419 Lovett is radio station KPFT. 
Montrose has so many radio stations 
within its confines, it is a wonder there 
isn’t airwave congestion.

Continuing to Cortlandt Place, the 
walker finds “an elegant World War I era 
boulevard.”

Then to 435 Hawthrone, a home occu­
pied by Lyndon Johnson in the 1920s 
while he taught school at Sam Houston 
High.

At 202 Westmoreland stands the oldest 
continuously occupied house in Houston, 

according to the guide book. The house 
was built at Caroline and Rusk in 1885 
and moved to its present location in 1905.

He points out that houses such as the 
one at 304 Hawthrone are what dotted 
Westheimer before it became “The Strip.”

Coming from lower Westheimer, an area 
described as having everything available, 
but let the buyer beware, the tour con­
tinues to 2710 Albany, the old site of the De 
Pelchin Faith Home in 1913. Then to the 
corner of Hyde Park and Whitney (sou­
theast) where Clark Gable lived in the 20s 
while making his way in acting.

At 1206 Missouri is the soft house. The 
edges are rounded in what is known as a 
Lincjeberg roof after a New York architect 
of the same name—Montrose’s huggable 
house.

On Montrose, there is Bell Park.

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GPC Approves Reorganization

At its April 6th meeting, held at the Holi­
day Inn, 4640 S. Main, Houston’s Gay Pol­
itical Caucus (GPC) concerned itself with 
administrative matters and a reorganiza­
tion of the way in which meetings are con­
ducted. Two board resignations were 
accepted and nominations opened.

President Larry Bagneris prefaced the 
need for reorganization with an explana­
tion that GPC divided itself into 28 operat­
ing committees several years ago. He said 
that concept proved unworkable because 
there were “so many (committee) chairs 
we didn’t know what to do with them.”

The new committee structure consists of 
only four comittees. He said this presents 
a simpler structure that will “keep unity 
while decentralizing the presidency.” The 
four committees will meet for one hour at 
the beginning of each general meeting 
before making recommendations to the 
entire body of the GPC for ratification.

The committees are: Media, Political 
and Finance, Community Outreach, and 
Membership-Voter Registration. Bagne­
ris said the approval of the new structure 
was “history in the making” because the 
old structure of 28 committees had not 
been functioning. Before the members 
voted approval, Bagneris summarized: “I 
feed the board, and the board members 
feed the Caucus. I want to reverse that.”

Chair of the board, Linda Jones, 
resigned her position for personal reasons. 
Barbara Ciganero, former chair of the Pol- 
itcal Action Committee, also resigned. 
Ciganero had attempted to resign earlier 
in the year but her resignation had not 
been accepted at that time. “Barbara has a 
career to consider, she has to stay in Aus­
tin,” explained Ray Hill. Bagneris and Ed 
Jamail atempted to postpone the accep­
tance of Jones’ resignation until friends 
explained that she was firm in her resolve 
to resign. Both resignations were 
accepted.

Nominations were accepted for the two 

vacancies. Sue Lovel nominated herself 
for Barbara Cignero’s seat, and Jack 
Valenski and Anise Parker nominated 
themselves for Jones’ vacated position. 
Further nominations will be accepted at 
the next two meetings.

Bagneris announced that he intended to 
send a letter to Police Chief Lee Brown 
commending him for his outstanding han­
dling of the April 2nd KKK Rally, and also 
send a letter to TWT (a bar guide publica­
tion) informing them of the same thing. 
From the membership came a fast amend­
ment that the MONTROSE VOICE 
should also get a copy of the letter.

Other amendments and suggestions to 
the letter were proposed, including the 
suggestion that it should be mentioned in 
the letter that the 600 or more officers 
assigned to the KKK rally did not have 
any identification or badges visible to 
have allowed identification if violence had 
occurred. Ultimately the newly formed 
Media Committee took charge of the pro­
ject to inform the press of the letter’s con­
tents.

In other business, the GPC will have an 
information and voter registration booth 
set up on the parking lot at Mary’s, 1022 
Westheimer, for April In Montrose, April 
16 and 17.

National gay political leader Jack 
Campbell will be the guest of honor at a 
fundraiser to be held April 16th when 
Campbell is in Houston for April In Mont­
rose. “It will be a reception and cocktail 
party with a cash bar,” said Bagneris, “we 
have an award to present to him that 
we’ve been trying to present for some 
time.”

Bagneris reported that talks are under­
way with city officials about developing a 
screeing process for AIDS through the 
city’s health department.

The next meeting of the GPC is sche­
duled for April 20th at the Holiday Inn, 
4640 S. Main. The meeting will begin at 
7:30 p.m. as four separate committee meet­
ings and convene as a whole at 8:30 p.m. to 
review and ratify committee actions. City 
Councilman George Greanias is also sche­
duled to speak at that meeting.

AIDS Strikes 
Africans
Six cases of Acquired Immune Deficiency 
Syndrome, AIDS, have been found among 
blacks from Zaire and Chad who recently 
immigrated to Belgium, according to an 
Associated Press story.

The disease, reportedly confined to 
target groups of gay males, intravenous 
drug abusers, Haitian immigrants and 
hemophiliacs, was found in these men and 
women who had no history of homosexu­
ality or drug abuse.

Dr. G. Offenstadt and others from Saint- 
Antonine Hospital in France documented 
one AIDS case in the current New Eng­
land Journal of Medicine, the article 
stated.

A 23-year-old married black woman 
from Zaire was the victimn. She was hos­
pitalized after coming to Belgium in 1981 
and died from a variety of bacterial infec­
tions a year ago.

Five other AIDS cases were described in 
the March 19 issues of the British Journal 
Lancet by Dr. N. Clumeck and colleagues 
from Hospital Universitaire Saint-Pierre 
in Brussels.

All victims were from Zaire or Chad, 
had been in Belgium no longer than three 
years and were neither homosexuals nor 
drug abusers. Of the five, two are dead.

The experts write that Africans may be 
another group predisposed to AIDS.

Rally Short Lived
The Ku Klux Klan march of Saturday, 
April 2, turned out to be a short-lived, non­
violent affair that one newsperson deemed 
“hardly worth covering.”

The police took extensive precautions to 
keep the opposing factions, KKK and 
John Brown Anti-Klan Committee sym­
pathizers, apart. Hooded KKK members 
were surrounded two-deep by police, and 
the department had roped off the route 
closing vehicular traffic for several blocks 
around the downtown site.

No demonstration was noted, and very 
few (less than 2000) persons turned out to 
support either view point, or to observe. At 
the end, a few verbal young people kept 
shouting “death to the Klan” at a crowd 
composed of photographers.

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Greanias Expresses Views on Proposed Rail

City Councilman George Greanias said 
MTA has taken ua farily sensible 
approach” to solving the mass transit 
problems in Houston, but that Metro 
should not go forward with heavy rail 
plans without approval of the voters.

“If they can’t put together a plan and 
convince the voters it’s the best thing, they 
shouldn’t go forward with it,” he said. A 
referendum on the rail would be the “prac­
tical and right thing to do.”

Greanias said he has been doing 
research into transportation technology 
and did not favor monorail because it is 
rubber tires on a track. “If the tire blows 
out, it’s down until you fix it, like a car.”

MTA is not “trying to get the most 
advanced rail cars available,” he said. 
“It’s not like they are trying something out 
of Buck Rogers—it’s a fairly sensible 
approach. They have done as good a job as 
possible in making the best deal.”

MTA’s recent approval of a $139 million 
contract with a Japanese rail car firm 
drew fire from unions, civic activists and 
citizenry. The original contractual meet­
ing was allegedly scheduled to avoid pub­
lic access. Common Cause and others filed 
a suit charging violation of the Texas 
Open Meetings law, and the case will be 
heard in mid-April. Many experts are of 
the opinion that there was no need to sign 
the contract at this early date.

The councilman said the contract had to 
be signed before March 31 to take advan­
tage to the conditions of the Safe Harbor 
Leasing Act. MTA is allowed to sell the 
depreciation of the cars. “The time of con-
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tract signing was a judgement call, and I 
suppose reasonable people could differ on 
it,” he said.

The rail car contract has an escape 
clause in it which would carry a penalty of 
several million dollars, but would be 
needed should the rail concept be aban­
doned.

“They need to outline exactly what they 
are going to do and have a decent idea 
about how they are going to finance it, or 
they shouldn’t go forward, Greanias said. 
“They really need to have that vote.”

(Alan Kiepper, MTA general manager, 
stated in a forum this week with the 
Greater Houston Tax Coalition, that MTA 
doesn’t deem it necessary to consult the 
voters about anything it does—including 
committing taxpayers to a massive tran­
sit effort based on demographic and finan­
cial data that has been proved faulty by

area engineers.)
MTA is re-analyzing its financial fig­

ures which should clarify rail solvency in 
the next two to three months, Greanias 
said, “but to go ahead without a vote, it not 
a wise thing to be doing.”

Regarding other city business, the coun­
cilman said the city legal department has 
reached a consensus on a sexually 
oriented business ordiance that they deem 
“supportable and defensible.” The City 
Council will review the draft, and if it is 
found satisfactory, it will be published for 
public hearings.

“The legal department has been very 
careful and very deliberate and we are 
pleased with the draft,” he said.

The Richmond widening project is on­
going, Greanias said. Property acquisi­
tions are in process to allow for a four lane 
esplanaded throughfare from Shepherd to 
Montrose.

Danburg Pushes Family Violence Bill in Legislature

Legal protection for victims of family vio­
lence may be stepped up and made easier 
to obtain if a bill pending in the House 
Judiciary Committee reaches the floor.

But that bill was delayed in late March 
for lack of a committee quorum because 
many legislators were finishing up last 
minute business before the Easter holi­
days.

Rep. Debra Danburg, D-Houston for the 
greater Montrose area, who sponsored the 
bill, delayed action on it until Senate com­
panion bill 878, by Chet Brooks, D- 
Pasadena, reached the House. Senate bill 
878 was approved by the Senate Juris- 
prudcence Committee March 30 but was 
not voted on by the Senate.

Danburg’s bill would keep protective 
orders in effect even if a divorce action has 
been filed or is pending.

Some authorities currently interpret a 
protective order—an injunction protecting 
victims of family violence from further 
harm—as null if the victim had filed foi 
divorce.

Presently, a divorce court’s jurisdiction 

may supercede a protective order. The bill 
would only allow a divorce court jurisdic­
tion to superceed a protective order in 
areas where the two conflict.

“This allows the divorce petition to 
stand and the protective order to stand 
unless they conflict,” said Denise Mar­
tinez, a prosecutor for the Bexar County 
(San Antonio) District Attorney, who tes­
tified on the bill’s behalf.

The bill would also provide for a waiver 
of attorney fees, court costs and filing fees. 
Because many times victims who leave 
their spouses leave without money, a 
pauper’s oath must be taken before fees 
may be waived. A pauper’s oath may take 
30 to 60 days to process. The bill would 
provide for a waiver hearing within three 
days of application. Because most domes­
tic violence victims seek a protective order 
when violence is at a peak, a timely hear­
ing is often essential.

In addition, Danburg said, the bill 
would allow state attorneys to file on a 
victim’s behalf for a protective order and 
charge fees based on a sliding scale. Pres­

ently a state attorney cannot file on a vic­
tim’s behalf unless a crime has been 
committed.

The bill would also delete the require­
ment of a victim’s address on the protec­
tive order application.

“It is important to remove the address,” 
Danburg said. “If the victim is in a family 
violence shelter, there could be a safety 
problem.”

Violation of a protective order is a civil 
offense and also constitutes contempt of 
court, because the court has leveled offend­
ers with an injunction. The violation car­
ries a $500 fine or six months jail penalty. 
Police cannot arrest civil offenders.

Senate Bill 997, sponsored by Lloyd 
Doggett, D-Aus tin, would allow police to 
arrest a person breaking a protectiver 
□rder if they threaten or harrass family 
members verbally, commit family vio­
lence or go near the residence or work 
place of the fmaily member.

“Right now, victims must file on their 
own behalf but we have nothing to offer 
them. We can’t say ‘we can protect you,”’ 
Martinez said.

donated by Mr. and Mrs. C.C. Bell Jr. in 
the late 60s. Across the street is the Hol­
land Lodge No. 1, the first in Texas.

It was organized in Brazoria in 1835. 
Anson Jones carried the charter in his 
saddle bags during the Battle of San 
Jacinto and the lodge was reorganized in 
Houston with the ending of Mexican hos­
tilities.

Meandersin through the area west on 
Montrose north of Richmond, the walker 
will come upon a colony of gray houses on 
Branard belonging to the Menil Founda­
tion which, over the years, has made siza­
ble bestowals. A museum is in the 
planning for this area to house the de 
Menil collection of art.

Also on Branard is the Rothko Chapel. 
“The paintings demand silence and speak 
for themselves,” wrote Milburn. The 
chapel is open daily and used for services. 
In front of the chapel is Barnett New­
man’s Boken Obelisk (1968).

Coming back to Montrose via Yoakum, 
the walker will see the foreign language 
building of the University of St. Thomas. 
This building was at one time the family 
home of Howard Hughes. Hughes is bur­
ied in a cemetary on West Gray.

Highlight of the campus is the Link 
mansion, built by the Montrose developer 
in 1912 and now the St. Thomas Adminis­
tration Building.

Also in the neighborhood is the home of 
former Gov. Ross Sterling at the corner of
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A Montrose “huggable” house (left) and a decorator touch to the Telephone 
Building (above) on Richmond
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Yoakum and Highway 59 and the Fond- 
ern Home on Montrose across the street 
from the Chinese Consulate, at 3417.

Montrose may also boast of several 
museums near the intersection of Bis­

sonnet and Montrose.
These points of interest only touch the 

surface of sights to see in a Montrose 
spring, and typical of the array of possibil­
ities for exploration in the arts and the art

of living.
One black lady defined Houston as a 

place “where people who knew how to live, 
came to live.” Certainly many, many of 
them are in Montrose.

requests from homosexual groups.
Established in 1968, the Metropolitan 

Community Church membership now 
totals 27,000, 80 percent of whom are gay 
males or lesbians. It requested member­
ship in the National Council in 1981.

The 260-member NCC governing board 
debated the issue intensely and voted to 
delay a decision until a study could be 
made. The study only caused more ques­
tioning and another delay. Debate on the 
issue will be a central part of the organiza­
tion’s meeting in May in San Francisco.

Three “critical” theological and social 
issues were questioned. Many churches 
believe homosexuality is a sin and a per­
version of God’s purpose for human sexu­
ality. Two: what limits are there to 
diversity within the interfaith council 
which represents varying views on reli­
gious issues. And last: what would be the 
responsiblity of each church and council 
for pastoral ministry to homosexuals and 
their families.

Rev. Joseph A. Harmon, an Episcopal 
priest, is quoted as saying, “It is most 
unfortunate that we’ve come to associate 
it as a ‘gay’ church because it is clearly a 
church, a group of Christians.”

The issue of homosexuality seems to 
have caused long standing tolerated dif­
ferences within the organization to come 
to the forefront, particularly with the 
Orthodox members.

If the MCC overnight shifted its mem­
bership figures from 80 percent homosex­
ual to 85 percent heterosexual, there would 
be no question about its membership, said 
Dr. Paul Fries of the Reformed Church in 
America, according to the article.

The national group’s view that homo­
sexuality is theologically sanctioned “is a 
fundamental variance” with Christian 
tradition, stated Richard J. Niebanck for 
the Lutheran Church in America.

However, some participants in the study 
took the other side.

Dr. Roy Sano, a United Methodist theol­
ogian, said he believed that God does not 
create diversity and that people who chose 
diversity must deal with God, regarding 
the exclusion stance.

MCC’s attitude is, “We bring gay men 
and women back to God ... people’s lives 
are being loved back into wholeness.”

“If that’s not what the church is about, 
then I don’t understand the church,” said 
one spokesman.

State High Court Says It Won’t 
Force Mattox to Fight over 21.06
The Texas Supreme Court April 6 rebuffed 
an attempt by the Amarillo-based district 
attorney and two Dallas legislators to 
force state Attorney General Jim Mattox 
to fight against the repeal of the state 
“sodomy statute?’

Earlier, Danny Hill, 47th State District 
Attorney from Amarillo, who filed an 
appeal on behalf of “Dallas Doctors 
Against AIDS” in the Baker vs. Wade 
case, said that he has “nothing against 
gay people” but that the law warrants 
review by another judge before being 
struck from the Texas Penal Code.

Hill and Dallas state Senator John Lee- 
dom and state Representative Bill 
Ceverha, both Republicans, were parties 
in the request before the state Supreme 
Court to force Mattox to fight the repeal of 
the law.

“I don’t feel like one person should make 
a determination that would not be 
reviewed by a higher court of a law so 
important that 181 representatives from 
across the state would vote it into law,” 
Hill said in a telephone interview a week 
earlier.

However, in a story in the Amarillo 
Daily News of Wednesday, Nov. 3, Hill is 
quoted as saying “I feel very strongly the 
law is needed. I agree with the law. I’ve 
always supported it.” He reportedly cited 
the application of the law to sodomy in 
public places as one way it is of value to 
society.

He stated that he has no idea why Attor­
ney General Mattox dropped his appeal. “I 
think it’s his duty to do it,” he said.

Hill indicated that he thinks the deter­
mination that the law is unconstitutional 
will have a significant impact on Texas, so 
much so that it merits careful review. “It’s 
the same with anything like this. That’s

why the ERA needs to be reviewed—it’s 
just very important.”

The Amarillo DA said that the “Dallas 
Doctors Against AIDS” is financing the 
appeal. “I filed it for them and they keep 
me informed of what is happening, but I 
don’t recall the date, if any, that has been 
set for it.”

He indicated that he did not consider it a 
civil rights issue. “I don’t have anything 
against gay people,” he claimed.

Judge Jerry Buchmeyer, 5th U.S. Cir­
cuit Court of Appeals, declared Section 
21.06 of the state penal code unconstitu­
tional last fall.

Mattox did not fight the repeal of the 
law because, he said, he didn’t think he 
could win it and thus it would be a waste of 
taxpayers’ money.

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GRNL Calls for 
Support of AIDS 
Research Funding 
The Gay Rights National Lobby (GRNL) 
has called for all members of Congress to 
support a bill introduced by Rep. Henry 
Waxman (D-Calif.) which could pour as 
much as $40 million into national public 
health emergencies such as AIDS.

The Public Health Emergency Act 
would establish a special fund equal to one 
percent of the National Institutes of 
Health’s total budget. The Secretary of 
Health and Human Services would deter­
mine what constituted an emergency.

The bill would by-pass the complicated, 
year-long funding process required for 
NIH to fund outside medical research.

Co-sponsoring the bill are Reps. Berman 
(D-Calif.), Box (D-Calif.) Burton (D-Calif.), 
Dixon (D-Calif.), Lehman (D-Calif.), 
Levine (D-Calif.), Ye Yates (D-Ill.), Frank 
(D-Mass.), Markey (D-Mass.), Crockett (D- 
Mich.), Wolpe (D-Mich.), Sikorski (D- 
Minn.), Garcia (D-N.Y.), Ottiner (D-N.Y.) 
Schumer (D-N.Y.), Towns (D-N.Y.) and 
Weiss (D-N.Y.).

“The support for AIDS research funding 
given by Rep. Waxman and his staff has 
been excellent,” said Stephen Endean, 
GRNL’s executive director.

The gay lobbyists are now working on a 
version for the Senate.

GRNL’s AIDS Research Project has set 
the following goals to obtain adequate 
funding: push for supplemental appropri­
ation to increase funding Center for Dis­
ease Control AIDS activities, gather 
signatures for senate and house letters 
encouraging NIH to allocate money to 
AIDS research, with the National Gay 
Task Force to build a broad based coali­
tion of health organizations interested in 
supporting AIDS funding and coordinate 
congressional information on AIDS.

“We’re getting organized, starting to 
attack the problem on many fronts in 
many ways,” said Endean. “We need 
financial and other help from the gay com­
munity if we are going to continue these 
efforts. Congressional lobbying in this 
area is a good investment. The lives of 
hundreds, even thousands of people are at 
stake.”

NIH says it will spend $47.9 million in 
fiscal 1983 on AIDS, but much of these 
funds will be on administration and 
patient care, little if any will be released 
for research.

Union Endorses 
Gay Rights 
Legislation
The Gay Rights National Lobby (GRNL) 
has announced that the national execu­
tive board of the Service Employees Inter­
national Union (SEIU) has taken a stand 
supporting civil rights legislation for les­
bians and gay men. The SEIU, which has 
more than 800,000 members nationwide, 
is the seventh largest union in the AFL- 
CIO.

This action follows on the heels of a sim­
ilar precedent-setting resolution passed in 
June, 1982, by the American Federation of 
State, County and Municipal Employees., 

The SEUI resolution “supports and 
urges the enactment of legislation at the 
federal, state, and local levels that would 
guarantee the civil rights of all persons 
without regard to sexual orientation in 
employment, housing, credit, public 
accomodations and public services.”

Efforts toward securing passage of the 
SEIU resolution are a part of GRNL’s 
Labor Project and involved SEIU labor 
leaders in Seattle, Los Angeles, San Fran­
cisco and Washington, D.C. as well as 
Congressman Phillips Burton’s office.

Congressman Burton described the 
resolution as “the latest in a series of 
actions in which an historic alliance is 
being formed between organized labor 
and the gay community.”
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Montrose Library 
Design
Contract Approved
The mayor’s office has announced that a 
contract to draw plans and specifications 
for the Montrose branch of the Houston 
Public Library has been awarded to Ken­
neth Bentsen Associates, architects.

The Library is to be built at the intersec­
tion of Richmond and Mandell.

The architectural services contract is 
divided into two phases. Phase I covers 
the preliminary plans and outline specifi­
cations, while Phase II entails the prepa­
ration of final plans. City Council 
appropriated $31,000 out of the Public 
Library System Bond Fund to pay for 
Phase I work.

“We have received a considerable 
amount of community input in the deci­
sion to locate a branch of the library in 
this area of the city,” Mayor Whitmire 
said.

“We look forward to working more 
closely with the civic associations as we 
being detailed planning of what will 
become a focal point in this particular 
community.”

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Colony Festival Ordinance Draws Mixed Views

John Green, Westheimer Art Colony Festi­
val representative, addressed the Greater 
Montrose Business Guild membership 
Tuesday night, April 5, explaining the rea­
sons why the festival has been suspended 
and requesting support for an ordinance 
to give control of the festival area to the 
colony.

According to festival operation, busi­
nesses in the first ten blocks of Westhei­
mer donate their front space for festival 
exhibitors. The festival in turn sells the 
space to legitimate artists and craftsmen. 
These sales provide the festival with oper­
ating funds and monies, some $100,000 
over the years, which it donates to civic 
causes.

A problem arose, Green said, when busi­
nesses denied the front space to the colony 
and began selling it themselves to street 
vendors. These vendors may or may not 
exhibit the kind or quality of workman­
ship the festival was intended to promote. 
“We are not proposing that the businesses 
close for the festival—we just don’t want 
them to be allowed to sell space to people 
who will come in and sell junk,” he said.

“In two years we are going to have in 
Montrose one of the finest exhibits in the 
world (the Menil collection to be housed in 
a proposed museum south of Montrose 
near University of St. Thomas), which will 
be world famous. Houston will be on the 
front pages. Do we want 750,000 people 
from all over the world to view junk at the 
festival? They will wonder, ‘why did they 
chose to put the collection in Houston? 
They don’t know anything about art.’”

The festival was organized to foster area 
artists and give them exposure through a 
juried show. When businesses sold their 
property to exhibitors who did not necess- 
sarily reflect the quality of work promoted 
by the colony, it proposed to pass an ordi­
nance requiring Westheimer businesses to 
donate their property, or at least not sell 
the front space without consideration of 
the colony’s goals for the festival. Hence 
the festival was suspended until the col­
ony could be assured supervision of aes­
thetic exhibitors.

Green said he has spoken to Neartown 
and several city councilpersons about the 
ordinance, which is modeled after a law 
governing a festival in Buffalo, New York.

He said he believes the people he has 
talked to support the proposition, at least 
in theory. “There is no question that eve­
ryone wants to have the festival,” he said. 
He said he has been assured the ordinance 
is in every way legal, and that with the 
approval of enough City Council 
members, “I’m sure the city can make it 
legal.”

Green said that Neartown voted to sup­
port the ordinance concept after much 
debate, and Tuesday night the Business 
Guild voted to support the concept. He 
mentioned several council members who 
have voiced support.

Councilman George Greanias, who has 

worked extensively with the festival on 
such items as closing off the streets, said 
that he whole-heartedly supports the 
event. “There should be no question about 
it,” he said. Greanias said that it took 
years of effort to get the streets closed and 
he has met with colony representatives to 
discuss their other concerns. However, he 
cannot at this time support an ordinance 
that, as he precieves it, essentially would 
give one individual the right to say what 
another individual can do with his prop­
erty for an event of this type; a violation of 
inherent private property rights.

The area’s other big festival, the Hous­
ton Festival downtown, is all on public 
land, and therefore vendors can be regu­
lated by the city.

Greanias’ office reportedly received sev­
eral communications from individual 
property owners in the section of Westhei­
mer affected by the festival who did not 
support the festival or want it there. “If all 
the property owners were whole-heartedly 
for it, then it might be different—but they 
apparently are not,” said a representative.

Green said that Greanias is blocking the 
ordinance stating that it is not legal. “The 
biggest problem is George Greanias,” said 
Green. “If it was co-sponsored by the city, 
there would be no question as to whether 
or not it was legal.” He is therefore going 
to other council members and civic organi-

zations to gamer endorsement for the pro­
posed law.

Greanias said he would like to discuss 
the matter with Green, but that Green has 
not approached him since starting his 
grassroots campaign. “I do not want to get 
into a media confrontation with Green 
about this,” he said.

“We feel we have tried to work with the 
Colony on alternatives, on ways to work 
around the necessity of an ordinance, but 
to no avail,” a Greanias’ aide said.

Greanias is scheduled to speak at the 
Gay Political Caucus meeting April 20 in 
the Holiday Inn, and his office said he 
welcomes comments on the festival issue.

Business Guild Discusses April in Montrose

The Greater Montrose Business Guild met 
Tuesday, April 5, in the Liberty Bank com­
munity room to discuss membership con­
cerns and participation in the Gay Pride 
Week Parade.

Lyt Harris presented a logo design and 
format for membership decals and 
plaques, which was approved.

President William Marberry voiced con­
cern about a decline in the number of busi­
nesses along Westheimer. He also said 
merchants seem to be taking a “wait and 
see” attitude before advertising during the 
prominent April in Montrose weekends, 
April 9-10,16-17, to see if predicted crowds 
materialize.

He mentioned that the newspaper Inner 
View had done very little to publicize the 
event, attributing it to Neartown’s alleged 
endorsement of a northern firm represent­
ing the magazine Dollars and Sense used 
in the the association’s advertising cam­
paign. Neartown has not encouraged 
advertising in community-based publica­
tions.

The Business Guild booth for April in 
Montrose will be located near the comer of 
Waugh and Westheimer, with the GPC 
and Gay Pride Week. “The way this thing 
is going together is can’t help but be a 
success,” he said.

However, Marberry noted that Mont­

rose seems to be losing in population den­
sity, prehaps becoming a latent victim to 
the recessive economy, and merchants 
might need to think about developing 
sales campaigns for the area. He encour­
aged members to talk to the guild board 
about it.

He asked members if they wanted to 
plan a float for the Gay Pride Week 
Parade, and mixed opinions were voiced. 
“If we are going to be a representative area 
chamber of commerce for straight as well 
as gay business, we cannot come out and 
make that kind of a political statement 
which could alienate potential members,” 
one member said. “We don’t want to 
appear to be just another ‘gay club’—we 
can’t be a closet guild. I personally don’t 
want to see this become political.”

Another member said that the Gay 
Pride Week Parade is a community event. 
The guild is part of the community and 
therefore should support the event by par­
ticipation. “We don’t want our image to be 
just a bunch of queers in front of Mary’s 
(an image the media seems to focus on 
during Gay Pride Week),” he said.

Another member said that although 
Montrose is said to be 38 per cent gay, that 
the guild should completely “divorce” 
itself from the stereotype of being an 
exclusively gay organization. It is 
intended to represent all businessmen and

women of the Montrose area.
“Perhaps we don’t need a float in the 

parade, but we could purchase 55-gallon 
drums, painted with the guild logo and 
place them on streets for trash collection 
to encourage people to keep the area 
clean,” one member suggested, consider­
ing that a pragmatic alternative in assist­
ing the neighborhood.

Membership agreed that a definate pol­
icy regarding the participation level in 
civic events is needed.

John Green of the Westheimer Art Col­
ony Festival asked the membership for 
support of a proposed ordinance that 
would give the festival more control over 
its vendors. The membership agreed to 
write their city representatives supporting 
the ordinance concept.

“We cannot say we support the ordi­
nance because we don’t know how it will 
be worded,” a member said, but a consen­
sus indicated that the Colony should be 
able to control who represents them by 
participation. (See related story: Colony 
Festival Ordinance Draws Mixed Views.)

Norman Guttman addressed the mem­
bership prior to the meeting informing 
them of changes in tax laws and self-help 
tax guides for businesses.

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The Second Coming of the Village People
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Six years ago the Village People were a 
gleam in the ear of Jacques Morali. The 
Frenchman assembled an anonymous 
studio group to record an album of his 
songs about favorite gay places—San 
Francisco, Hollywood, Fire Island and 
Key West.

By the end of 1977, Morali had recruited 
six men to represent specific hypermascu­
line images in an outrageous stage act 
which propelled the album to the top of the 
dance charts and the upper reaches of the 
pop charts as well.

Their campily exaggerated machismo 
created a new set of stereotypes for gay 
men (many of whom missed the humor) to 
emulate, and their gentle self-mockery 
opened new channels through which non­
gays could come to know and accept us.

The process and the success continued 
with the release of the next Village People 
album. The title song, Macho Man, 
became the anthem of the gay male com­
munity. This was followed by Cruisin', 
which contained their biggest single hit, 
“Y.M.C.A”

As their fame increased, the party line 
on the VP changed. They looked and acted 
the same, but they stopped talking about 
being gay and one had to look deeper 
between the lines for gay references in 
their new lyrics.

A movie deal was in the works. The 
sleaze, the decadence and the gayness 
that seemed an integral part of them had 
to be subtly repackaged into an image that 
Middle America could accept. A million 
perverts could make a record a hit, but you 
have to sell a lot more movie tickets than 
that to pay back an investment of more 
then $13 million.

The Village People entered their “Libe- 
race” phase, flaunting their homosexual­
ity without labeling it. They made “Can’t 
Stop the Music” in 1979; it was released 
the following year.

The audience they had cleaned up their 
act for stayed away in droves; so did the 
gay fans who felt abandoned.

Glen Hughes, the group’s “leather­
man,” offers other reasons for the movie’s 
failure:

“In the recording business you have to 
be on top of what’s happening musically. 
It just takes a few months to get an album 
out, but that movie was two years in pre- 
production. We recorded the songs in the 
spring of ‘79 and the picture didn’t open 
until June of 1980. ...”

“Also, our fans wanted to see more of us. 
They knew our music and wanted to get to 
know us as individuals, but by the time 
Allan Carr got through adding the 12 
books of the apostles to the cast, we were 
only in it for 35 minutes and people got 
pissed off.”

The movie was a hit in Australia. So was 
The Man from Snowy River.
PAINTED PUNKS: For almost three 
years the Village People have scarcely 
been heard from in this country; no one 
has been interested in them. They signed 
with RCA and came out with a new album, 
Renaissance, and a new image—painted 
punks. Hughes says the album sold well in 
Italy, but they were booed off the stage in 
Australia.

The “leatherman” thinks audiences

would have accepted them if they had 
mixed their old image with the new, per­
haps done one set in each style: “It would 
have been a logistical problem but not an 
insurmountable one.”

Things got worse. They cut another 
album last year which was only released 
in Germany and Canada, not in the U.S. 
Hughes speaks proudly of a ballad on that 
album, “Lonely Lady,” which was sung 
by Alexander Briley, the “GI.” Felipe 
Rose, the “Indian,” echoes the praise for 
that song—Lionel Richie would go 
hide!”—and others on the album.

While Hughes is philosophical about 
it—“You can’t be number one all the 
time”—Briley admits that it’s disappoint­
ing “when you’re used to working 11 
months of the year and you’re suddenly 
working 12 weeks instead.” According to 
their contracts they only get paid when 
they work.

So it’s not surprising to find the Village 
People on the came-back trail. “We’re an 
oldies group now,” Hughes states, win­
ning me over with his delightfully disarm­
ing candor. Could he have known that I 
was there with the intent of writing a tho­
roughly negative piece trashing the 
group?

Rose, Hughes and Briley have been Vil­
lage People since 1977 (“and I’ve got an 
ulcer to prove it,” Hughes interjects). Rose 
sang on the original album and the others 
were picked up by Morali shortly after it 
was recorded.

The group doesn’t have too large an alu- 
mini association to keep track of yet. Vic­
tor Willis (“policeman”) and Randy Jones 
(“cowboy”) left in 1980. Ray Simpson, Val­
erie Simpson’s brother, replaced Willis as 
lead vocalist and was himself replaced 
late last year.

David “Scar” Hodo, the original “con­
struction worker,” quit just over a year 
ago. “David had a background on Broad­
way,” Hughes explains. “He was used to 
playing one character as long as a show 
ran, then going on unemployment until he 
got another one. But here he had to play 
one character for five years...”

Jeff Oson is the “cowboy” now and 
Mark Lee the “construction worker.” The 
new “policeman” and lead singer is Miles 
Jaye. His real name is Miles Davis; he was 
named for but is not related to the jazz

trumpeter. His own background is largely 
in jazz, singing and playing electric violin 
with Eric Gale and doing vocals with Phil- 
lys Hyman.
SEXUAL PREFERENCE? YES. Are 
the Village People gay? For the record, at 

least one is, and another feels at home in a 
gay disco. Hughes says he”s “bothered” 
by the distinction between “what the 
group stands for and what it could stand 
for”; but “that’s the way it goes—we don’t 
pull the strings.” He would also have liked 
to seen Canfft Stop the Music make some 
kind of statement: “My attitude was, you 
can still be light and have some depth 
too.”

One wouldn’t have to follow the Village 
People around in their off hours for long to 
get enough evidence for a libel-proof arti­
cle about their sexuality. The only time 
their private lives have been restricted, 
according to Hughes, was “when the 
movie was in negotiation. Moyie money is 
very conservative.... We had to keep a low 
profile ... stay home and watch the late 
show.”

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Felipe Rose is more outspoken on his 
own behalf. “Fm gay,” he say unequivo­
cally. “I can”t hide it. Jacques took care of 
that on the first album when he said I was 
“from the Anvil” (the gay bar where 
Morali discovered him). But I wouldn’t say 
it on national television—my mother 
would die!...

“I’ll tell the gay press I’m gay ... if the 
straight press asks we tell them it’s none 
of their business. Sometimes we say it’s 
none of their fucking busines. It depends 
on how they ask.”

As to the official closet posture Rose 
says, “It didn’t matter whether the group 
was gay or not. The statement was there— 
more or less.”

Yes, but what statement? When an 
obviously gay person denies his gayness it 
suggests there’s something wrong with 
being gay. It gives our oppressors a hold 
on us and keeps other closeted gays from 
developing a sense of self-worth. We don’t 
lack role models anymore, but everyone 
who stays in the closet is keeping count­
less others in there too.

End of sermon. Meanwhile, back on the 
comeback trial....

It started in Florida in January with 
appearances at the Copas in Key West and 
Fort Lauderdale and continued Valentine 
weekend in San Francisco at the Mardi 
Gras Ball and Trocadero Transfer, with 
plans to play New York the following wee­
kend.

The Mardi Gras Ball wasn’t a fair test of 
the VP comeback potential. They did more 
than anyone else (including St. Tropez) all 
evening to stir up what was left of a 
bummed out crowd. The lead singer had 
recurring microphone problems. During 
one of several pauses when tapes didn’t 
start on cue Hughes told the audience, 
“We’re experiencing technical difficulties, 
which sorta describes this whole even­
ing.” The guys performed like real troup­
ers under the circumstances, and the 
audience responded to them.

Things went better the next night at the 
Trocadero’s “Red Party.” You could have 
packed more people into the club and they 
might have made more noise, but the sev­
eral hundred who were there appeared to 
be getting off on the VP and brought them 
back for an encore.
“GAY CLUB ... WHERE I BELONG” 
Hughes made what sounded like a state­
ment at that show, although in retrospect 
it left room for interpretation. “We’ve been 
out of the clubs for four years,” he said 
between songs, “but I want you to know it 
hasn’t been our choice. It makes me so 
fucking happy to be here in a gay club, 
where I feel I belong!” He didn’t say any­
thing to qualify it, although in a later 
break he did a standard disco diva rap 
about gay audiences being the best— 
“Give yourselves a hand.” The only one 
who lightened the impact was Mark Lee, 
who, when the cheering died down (and 
since when are twinkies political?), asked 
playfully, “Is this a gay club?”

Many of the crowd at the Troc looked too 
young to have seen the Village People the 
last time they played San Francisco. As 
for the others, were they disco diehards or 
disco nostalgiacs?

Either way, the VP doesn’t want to 
remain an “oldies group” for long. They 
hope to be in the studio before the end of 
March to cut a new album. Their executive 
producer, Henri Belolo, is shopping for a 
producer. (Jacques Morali is staying in the 
background these days, concentrating on 
newer groups instead) and the performers 
have no idea what kind of material will be 
included or what label will eventually 
release the record.

You can expect to see a lot of them on the 
road when they have a new album to pro­
mote. With something new, Hughes 
explains, you have to “bring it to the pub­
lic and let them put it on the charts.” He 
thinks that’s what made the VP successful 
in the first place—touring while other 
artists were “just sitting in the studio 
cranking out records.... We”re more than 
just a singing group—we’re an entertain­
ment. Whether that concept is passe or the 
fickle finger of fate will point their way 
again remains to be seen.

nal screenplay, based on a historical fig­
ure I don’t think it will get the Original 
Screenplay crown; more likely Tootsie or 
An Officer and a Gentleman, with my pick 
being Tootsie, as comedy is the hardest 
writing form and this project was honestly 
funny from beginning to end.

Missing would be my choice for Adapted 
Screenplay, although I think this is the 
category that will get a nod from Sophie's 
Choice. Costa-Gavras restructured the 
narrative line of the book on which Miss­
ing is based without affecting the dra­
matic quality of the story; Sophie's Choice 
looks to have been filmed page by page.

Cinematography? Das Boot or Gandhi. 
The claustrophia of the U-boats in Das 
Boot was overwhelming; Gandhi man­
aged to use most of India was a backdrop 
without 1) ever using the landscape for 
picture postcard effect or 2) ever letting the 
film stray from the central character.

Editing? Again, Das Boot, which was 
breathlessly tight and controlled or Toot­
sie, with it’s seamless cutting and trans­
formations.

Makeup is the new category, and while 
watching Ben Kingsley age 50 years in 
Gandhi was exciting, it should go to Quest 
For Fire, where the makeup (and a few lion

skins) were all the actors had to visually 
become the bands of early semi-civilized 
mankind.

Ravi Shanker’s original score for 
Gandhi was superb, but where was Quest 
For Fire? Not nominated. How strange! 
John Williams’ score for E.T., while emo­
tional, was too much like his earlier scores.

Original Song is the category filled with 
pits. Probably Eye of the Tiger from Rocky 
3 will win, but it’s the top of a very small 
mountain.

I would expect Tron to win Best Sound, 
but wouldn’t be surprised with Das Boot 
copping the Oscar.

Documentary Short Subject: The contro­
versial Canadian If You Love This Planet 
is a strong contender against The Klan, 
either will get much more deserved atten­
tion from the public.

Visual Effect is probably the only cate­
gory for which Blade Runner stands a 
chance.

And, you can count on one more statistic 
to emerge from the year’s Academy 
Awards: the big television event will be 
seen by more people in 1983 than ever 
before in history. And that’s the only 
thing about the Oscars that is preor­
dained.

around him. Fantasy and reality become 
so intertwined that even he cannot distin­
guish between them.

These are not Walter Mitty fantasies 
where reality cannot encroach, harmless 
because they are introspective dreams; 
Rupert lives in fantasies which he 
expresses in real terms. His American 
Dream is out of reach, because it’s out of 
focus.

The end justifies the means for this 
character, and his value system steers him 
to the wrong goals. Stamped from the 
mold as Travis Bickle in Taxi Driver, he is 
a man with a confused sense of reality who 
will go—literally—to any extreme to 
achieve a life dream.

The King of Comedy doesn’t work for 
many reasons. Watching the film gives 
the impression that all involved are trying 
too hard to make an important film. Lewis 
is flat and one-dimensional, and his sup­
posed aloofness translates to the screen as 
pure boredom. DeNiro never has control of 
his character. When not sure how Rupert 
would react, he lapses into a toothy grin. 
Sandra Bernhard in her film debut as 
Langford’s Number One fan comes off 
contrived and unconvincing.

Uneven pace, piteous dialog, deadened 
acting and arthritic direction combine to 
give The King of Comedy a 1/2*.

Without a Trace An intelligent film 
about intelligent people. ★★★•

It’s 13V2 inches tall, weighs 872 pounds, 
and is worth millions, even though it’s 
made of gold-plated brittanium, a pewter­
like alloy. It is, of course, the Oscar, 
motion pictures’ major hoopla, and who 
gets it can be as political a decision as any 
governmental election.

The nominees this year are as strange 
as any other. I would have preferred to see 
An Officer and a Gentleman and Sophie's 
Choice in the best picture category, with 
Richard Gere recognized for Officer and 
Diane Keaton and Kate Jackson nomi­
nated for Shoot the Moon and Making 
Love, respectively.

However, you gets what you pay for, and 
here are my predictions for winners in 
major categories:

“The King of Comedy” isn’t even a deuce. 
Director Martin Scorsese’s fifth collabra- 
tion with actor Robert DeNiro is a tedious 
and hollow effort. Noted for his gritty dra­
mas {Raging Bull, Taxi Driver, and Mean 
Streets), Scorsese’s other departure from 
his area of expertise, New York, New York, 
was a critical and financial failure—also 
made with DeNiro. You’d think he would 
learned from his mistake.

Scorsese is quoted as saying about King 
of Comedy, “It’s very funny, but it’s not a 
comedy.” Right and wrong. It’s not a 
comedy, and it’s not at all funny.

20th Century Fox had such little faith in 
the finished product that it postponed the 
Christmas relese date for a “few more edit­
ing snips.” It didn’t help. Paul Zinne- 
man’s script is barely literate, splotched 
with a single running sight gag, DeNiro’s 
suit, and stilted with stereotypical charac­
terizations.

DeNiro is Robert Pupkin, a self-styled 
standup comic who wants to be a star. His 
idol is Jerry Langford (Jerry Lewis), a 
nationally famous talk show host. Pupkin 
knows that he can be as big a star as Jerry 
if he only gets “a break.” That break, he 
fantasizes, would be to appear on Lang­
ford’s show.

Pupkin’s need for overnight universal 
recognition, the kind that took Langford 
years to achieve, distorts not only his 
ambition but how he sees the world

It’s that time of year again, time to second 
guess who will get the nod at the Academy 
Awards. This year there is a bumper crop 
of very likely candidates and only a few 
clunkers.

In the Best Picture category, any one of 
four of the five contenders would sit well 
with a majority of filmgoers. Only Ther 
Verdict seems out of its league here. ]But 
considering the attention that has been 
paid to E.T., Gandhi, and Tootsie, it might 
be easy to overlook what a finely hewn 
example of filmmaking emerged from 
Missing. The Academy is likely to split 
itself apart voting for the first three. Odds 
are on Tootsie, the finest ensemble acting 
in many years.

Equally, Best Director should go to Syd­
ney Pollack; but the same ensemble qual­
ity might cause Wolfgang Petersen’s Das 
Boot to overshadow Tootsie—Petersen’s 
direction was sharp and visible. I’d bet on 
Das Boot, although I wouldn’t be sur­
prised with Tootsie or Gandhi.

Actor? I would have said hands down to 
Dustin Hoffman in the performance of his 
life as Michael/Dorothy in Tootsie until I 
saw Ben Kingsley in Gandhi. Kingsley, an 
unknown commodity in American 
cinema, is on the screen for three hours in 
Gandhi, an intimate experience for the 
audience, a possible tie for Best Actor. 
Jack Lemmon’s performance in Missing 
was equally his finest to date, but it 
doesn’t seem likely he’ll overcome the still­
current Hoffman/Kingsley performances.

Actress? It should be hands down for 
Jessica Lange in Frances, a brilliant per­
formance in a lackluster film; but Lange 
and Frances face being compared to the 
television movie, Will There Really Be a 
Morning?; less of a steller acting job but 
an overall more cohesive retelling of the 
Frances Farmer story. The dark horse is 
Sissy Spacek in Missing, but I don’t think 
she’ll get the nod. What about Meryl 
Streep in Sophie's Choice? I’ve been sur­
prised before (along with infuriated) but 
this time I don’t think the Academy will 
fall for the hype.

Supporting Actor? I think it’s a neck 
and neck betwen Lou Gosset, Jr. in An 
Officer and a Gentleman and John Lith­
gow in Garp. I’d bet on Lithgow, but I’m 
very curious how many of these sex­
change performances will actually walk 
away with the statue.

Supporting Actress? What a strange 
year for Jessica Lange—-nominated in two 
categories. She was suprerb in Tootsie and 
I wouldn’t be surprised if she won, but I 
think it’s going to be Kim Stanley for 
Frances, for her relentless portrayal of 
Frances Farmer’s mother.

Because Gandhi is, although an origi-

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Gay For Art’s Sake

The role of gays in the arts is being 
affirmed as much by the posthumous 
“coming out” of creative people of 
previous eras as by the emergence of new 
gay talents today.

The sad revelation came to me after a 
relatively optimistic panel discussion 
recently in San Francisco, “Gay Art/Gay 
Life,” in which four speakers discussed 
their own work in various fields, their 
philosophies and specific problems faced 
by gay artists, most of which apply to the 
arts in general.

The “healing” effect the arts can have 
was cited by composer and cellist 
Gwendolyn Watson and echoed by other 
speakers. They seemed to feel that gays 
take a more civilized approach to their 
work than non-gays and are more 
sensitive to human needs.

Christopher Beck, dancer and 
choreographer for his self-named 
company, said that our humanity—which 
is constant—is more important than our 
sexuality, which can change. “We should 
be expanding our awareness of ... the 
functions that make us human” through 
the arts.

While Watson and Beck deal in art 
forms that are generally not gay per se, the 
other panelists have made conscious 
choices to produce gay work. Robert 
Chesley is the critic and playwright whose 
“Stray Dog Story” is currently running in 
New York, and Mark Thompson writes 
about the arts for The Advocate.

I missed some of Chesley”s opening 
remarks about “erotic liberation” but 
arrived in time to hear him call for the 
“extension of erotic rights to fats, fems, 
older people ...” instead of making all our 
sex symbols young, white, middle class 
males.

Thompson, who interviews gay artists 
all the time, is acutely aware of their 
funding problems. On the other hand, The 
Advocate’s market research has made 
him equally conscious of the large amount 
of disposable income in the gay 
community. This combination of factors is 
“disgusting,” he said, citing the six 
Texans who put on three nights of parties 
in San Francisco during last year’s Gay 
Games and lost $137,000 of the $250,000 
they had invested. What, Thompson 
asked, might someone like Beck have done 
with that kind of money? “Retire,” Beck 
laughed.

On the brighter side, Thompson pointed 
to lesbian filmmaker Donna Deitsch, who 
has raised $700,000 for her next project by 
traveling around the country selling 
shares—but it took her two years to do it.

The question of gay artists “going 
straight” to reach mainstream audiences 
was raised, with negative references to 
Edmund White and Felice Picano (who are 
working on non-gay novels), Rita Mae

Brown and Daniel Curzon.
Some of the blame was put on “The 

System” which imposes such career 
choices. Chesley asked, “Can you imagine 
James Baldwin or Nikki Giovanni being 
forced to write white literature?” He cited 
openly gay artists who went back in the 
closet to some extent as soon as they hit 
New York. In the theater scene there, he 
said, it’s closeted gays rather than 
homophobic non-gays who “sabotage” 
gay plays.

From the audience Jason Serenius 
spoke in defense of the “turncoat” writers 
who are being maligned, saying that they 
may be sincerely trying out of their 
humanity to relate to other kinds of 
people.

Just because a book is non-gay doesn’t 
make it anti-gay, especially if it’s written 
from a “gay sensibility.” That phrase 
provided some amusing comments. 
Thompson compared the gay sensibility 
to the Holy Grail in that “No one’s been 
able to define it,” and quoted Edmund 
White on a panel in New York as saying, 
“There is no such thing as a gay 
sensibility; but if there is it has four 
points...,” which White proceeds to 
enumerate.

Beck said he feels that being gay or 
otherwise apart from the norm gives one 
“a wacky perspective,” which is why so 
many gay people are creative. It’s 
necessary to see our “outsideness” as a 
blessing, not a curse, and “to celebrate the 
value and validity of our differences.” 
Many gays, he added, “have reached the 
stage of acceptance but not taken the next 
step to celebration.”

Our gayness should not be an end in 
itself, Thompson said, but a tool we use to 
arrive at something else. “The gay 
community is at a crossroads,” and it’s up 
to our artists to tell us which way to go. It’s 
time to go beyond fighting for our rights 
and start “exploring what it means to be 
gay.”

Watson and Beck urged all gays to 
develop their creativity. Watson put it in 
terms of a “creative hunger,” saying she 
likes to get paid for her work but “If I 
didn’t get paid I’d do it anyway.” For 
others, she said, creativity could be 
expressed in cooking or gardening.

Beck differentiated between 
“community arts” and “commercial arts,” 
the former being a place “where people 
can begin to recognize their creative 
power” and find small, supportive 
audiences for their work.

The problems of the gay community, the 
artistic community and the community at 
large were no closer to being solved at the 
end of the evening than the beginning, but 
a nurturing environment such as this 
fortifies artists for the next round in their 
bout with the world they seek to improve.

□ Fine Arts Museum

The Museum of Fine Arts in Houston has 
acquired a complete set of Eliot Porter’s 
photographs entitled “Intimate Lands­
capes.” The 55-piece color portfolio was 
shown at the Metropolitan Museum of Art 
in 1979 and 1980 in that institution’s first 
one-man exhibition of color photogrpahy.

Porter’s photographs of the land include 
scenes from Maine to Utah, Iceland to the 
Galapagos, and were made between the 
years 1950 and 1977. According to Anne 
W. Tucker, curator of photography at the 
Houston museum, “There are only five 
undivided sets of Porter’s ‘Intimate 
Landscapes’. The Metropolitan Museum 
and the Denver Art Museum each have 
one; Porter himself has one and the fifth is 
in a private collection.”

The Museum of Fine Arts set was a gift 
of Matthew Wolf. The museum will exhibit 
all 55 prints in late ‘83.

Adam will be in concert at Bayou Build­
ing Auditorium, 2700 Bay Area Blvd., UH 
campus on Saturday, April 9 at 8 p.m.

She will also lead a gratis discussion 
entitled “Women and their Creative Pro­
cess” on Sunday, April 10 at noon in the 
Bayou Building, room 1-317.

A conscientious woman artist, which 
she prefers over the feminist reference, 
Adam’s attitude reflects that women are 
an as yet undiscovered resource, which 
comes across in her music. “People go, ‘gee 
whiz’, like there weren’t any women doing 
this before... or, ‘Isn’t it amazing that you 
are here doing what you are doing in a 
non-traditional way.’ Women have gained 
a level of skill and competence that is no 
longer possible to ignore.”

Adam first performed her music in 1973 
at a California women’s music festival. 
Her particular combination of stage pres­
ence, and thought-provoking lyrical, 
“pretty” music pressed her into to fore, 
front of women’s music. Her first album, 
Argie Adam, Songwriter, sold some 75,000 
copies. Increased demand for her music 
and her own musical expression led her 
through two more ventures and she is now 
producing “Here is a Love Song.”

“I have been training at this for years,” 
she said. “But if you don’t have a major 
record company behind you spending 
hundreds of thousands of dollars, it takes 
you longer, and I have chosen to identify 
with women and that created some resist­
ance.”

Being a woman in today’s world is very 
political, she said. “It makes people ner­
vous when you are out celebrating the fact 
that you are a woman and they go ‘oh no, 
what does this mean ... is she anti-male?’ I 
don’t know where it was decided that if 
you were pro-woman it had to demonstrate 
that you were anti-male. There is nothing 
exclusive in realizing all you can be. I’m 
not interrested in creating another exclu­
sive situation—I relate to my audience 
through mutual respect.”

Women’s music has a history of being 
inclusive, she said. “We have gone about 
the business of making it inclusive, by 
making it accessible. All sensitive men 
that have come to the concerts have felt 
included, I believe. Our concerts are 
signed for the deaf, providing child care 
has become part of the tradition. Women 
who are disadvantaged can trade off work 
at the concert so they can come. We are 
working at making the circle big enough— 
including everyone in these experiences.”

There are a number of entry points to 
Adam’s human communications, she 
said. “If you love instrumental music— 
there is a place for you. If you love humor, 
because I love being a comedian, there a 
place for you. If you are into just plain 
beautiful music ...there is a place for you.”

She said she thinks audiences are 
hungry for artistic experiences, and she 
enjoys providing them. “I like stirring 
things up, and that should not be surpris­
ing. I owe my living and my loving to 
those people who come to see me. I am an 
artist that has come out of somewhere to 
relate to an audience that has come out of 
somewhere.”

In regard to her discussion scheduled for 
Sunday on the creative process, she said 
that being creative for women requires

being what society might consider selfish. 
“The hardest part for us is getting past the 
resistance we have internalized as seeing 
ourselves as creative creatures. Being 
creative means focusing on one’s self to 
•discover that creativity. It is still hard for 
women to do that because they have been 
taught that their highest value is in serv­
ing others.” Creativity fosters selfishness 
as opposed to selflessness for in being 
creative the individual satisfies an inner 
need to communicate—being the actor 
instead of being acted upon.

“How we deal with our own resistance to 
creating in our own image is part of what 
the workshop is about. We don’t have to be 
what someone else’s definition says we 
are,” she said.

Combining personal political aware­
ness has always been a focus of Adam’s 
music. She will be performing several new 
songs for the first time Saturday; as she 
put it “Oh Houston, do I have some hot 
songs for you!”

□ "Wings' Opens 
at Main Street
Main Street Theater’s production of 
Arthur Kopit’s drama, Wings, opened 
April 7 and will run through April 30.

□ Ginsberg to Speak
SumArts’ Comtemporary Writers Series (a 
Montrose based arts group) will present 
Allen Ginsberg, poet guru of the “beat gen­
eration,” at the Lawndale Art Annex, 5600 
Lawndale, on April 12 at 8:00 p.m.

At 56, Ginsberg has made a profound 
impact on contemporary American litera-w 
ture and still plays prophet to the hip and 
disaffected. Topical as ever, his poetry 
now targets nuclear weapons and U.S. pol­
icies in Central America. He performs 
with such New Wave musical groups as 
the Clash and the Glouns.

But whether it’s New Wave or No Nukes, 
Ginsberg has a knack for finding the 
nerve and zapping it, said a spokeman. He 
attracts crowds whether in poetry classes 
or rock clubs.

“I saw the best minds of my generation 
destroyed by madness,” he wrote in Howl, 
a epic poem of America. “Starving hysteri­
cal naked, dragging themselves through 
the negro streets at dawn looking for an 
angry fix...” This winner of the Guggen­
heim Fellowship and grant from the 
National Institute of Arts and Letters was 
once busted for reading the Howl aloud in 
a coffehouse.

In the 60s, Ginsberg was a near fixture 
at peace rallies, wearing beads, taking 
LSD and shouting obscenities at the Chi­
cago Seven Trial. Today, meditation has 
replaced the hallucinogens and he says 
teaching keeps him young.

Established as a international figure, 
his work, reminescent of Walt Whitman, 
has been translated into a dozen lan­
guages. Few governments have escaped 
his criticism; he is popular on both sides of 
the Iron Curtain.

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Last Stop for Tennessee Williams: Elysian Fields

He would have been 69 years old on March 
26 of this year, and the irony of that 
number wouldn’t have escaped him.

Thomas Lanier Williams was born in 
Columbus, Mississippi, and spend his 
childhood there and in St. Louis.

He never lived in Tennessee; his famous 
sobriquet was explained in different ways, 
according to how its owner felt at the 
moment. Sometimes, he said it was 
because of his accent; “Not really South­
ern, just hicky, don’t you think?” Some­
times he claimed it was because of his 
illustrious lineage of Tennessee Indian 
fighters.

So it is with many of the facts of his 
private life. He doled out polished nuggets 
of information about himself, each of 
which caught the light of truth from a dif­
ferent angle. He called himself a “compul­
sive typist and compulsive writer,” but in 
his writing there was always something 
more than mere reportage.

In a preface to one of friend Carson 
McCullers’ books, he explained why 
Southern writers drew such grotesque and 
exaggerated characters: it was, he said, 
because in a small frame of time, as much 
experience had to be compressed as could 
be, and that compression condensed and 
purified its protagonists.

He wrote his Memoirs in 1975, but later 
told versions of his life that conflicted with 
his “official” autobiography. His friends 
and acquaintances had their own stories 
to tell, which also differed from that book. 
In the Memoirs, he shone bright lights on 
certain episodes, a kind of theatrical pin 
spot that left comers undisclosed. The best 
view of his life combines those intense, but 
small illuminations with the oblique illus­
trations of his experiences that make his 
plays so real to us.

There was his devoted and aristocratic 
grandfather, whose love of life and accep­
tance of its terms gave us the great charac­
ter of the heroine’s father in The Night of 
the Iguana. There was the powerful figure 
of his mother, and Williams expressed his 
ambiguity about her by splitting her into 
Amanda of The Glass Menagerie and the 
ruthless Mrs. Venable of Suddenly, Last 
Summer.

His surviving sister Rose, whose mental 
frailty caused her descent into schizophre­
nia, is Laura in The Glass Menagerie, and 
a good part of Blanche, in Streetcar 
Named Desire. Her names appears in sev­
eral other plays, and in a sense, she is a 
central figure in the Williams canon; the 
sensitive and vulnerable person who can­
not exist because “the kindness of 
strangers” on which she depends is too 
seldom found.

If his female characters are carefully 
shaded, his males are sketched in primal 
colors. Williams never dwelt on the subject 
of his father, a brusque man who called 
him “Miss Nancy” and riduculed his sen- 
sititivty. In Menagerie, his most nearly 
autobiographical play, the father is a tele­
phone lineman who “fell in love with the 
long distances” and disappeared.

In real life, Williams supplied his 
mother with enough money to enable her 
to leave her husband and subsequently 
divorce him. His relationship with his 
other surviving sibling, Dakin, was sim­
ilarly strained, though both seemingly 
continued in their efforts to understand 
one another.

Success was not rapid for Williams. He 
worked at a series of menial jobs that frus­
trated him: reporter, shoe salesman, 
waiter. In 1939, he won honorable mention 
for a collection of one-act plays called 
American Blues, but failed in an attempt 
to become part of the WPA Writers’ Pro­
ject. A 1940 full-length play, Battle of 
Angels, closed before it reached Broad­
way.

Williams found a retreat in Key West, 
which was to remain his real home for 
years to come. Small grants from benefac­
tors and some hardscrabble fighting for 
writing assignments kept him going. 
Then in 1945, The Glass Menagerie found

its way to Broadway, to be followed in 
1947 by his greatest success, A Streetcar 
Named Desire. Streetcar won a Pulitizer 
Prize, and Williams’ fortune was, appar­
ently, made.

Williams was a hero to the homosexuals 
of the 40s and 50s. His delicate and favora­
ble handling of the theme in Streetcar and 
its appearance in his collections of short 
stories One Arm and Hard Candy were 
exhilirating to men and women who were 
starved for artistic expression of their 
experiences. Though there was never open 
mention made of Williams’ lifestyle -at 
that time, it became apparent that he was 
“one of us.”

That required some guts and a kind of 
heroism for the times. Williams was not— 
could not be—an open and out-of-the- 
closet gay man, but he never hide the fact 
from anyone. A favorite story concerned 
Frankie Merlo, Williams’ longtime lover. 
Williams went to Hollywood to meet with 
a film producer who arrived with a great 
entourage; the producer introduced each 
member of his party, then turned to Merlo 
and asked, “And what do you do?”

“I fuck Mr. Williams,” was the quick 
response.

Williams was denounced from pulpits 
and in critical commentary. A movie 
based on one of his plays, Baby Doll, was 
condemned by the Legion of Decency. But 
critical carping and religious censorship 
could not obscure the fact that Williams 
was creating the best plays that America 
had seen for decades, and with them mem­
orable characters who spoke dialog that 
was at the same time realistic and incredi­
bly poetic.

Those works attracted actors who knew 
their value and could appreciate their 
worth. Stars in Williams plays not only 
included the already great, such as 
Laurette Taylor and Vivian Leigh; they 
included unknowns, Marlon Brando, and 
Kim Hunter, whose reputations were nur­
tured in the Williams hothouse. A kind of 
“Williams Repertory Company” sprang 
up that included Maureen Stapleton, Eli 
Wallach, Mildred Dunnock and Karl

Malden. Anno Magnani made her Ameri­
can film debut in Rose Tattoo. One of Dus­
tin Hoffman’s first stage appearances was 
in Camino Real. Warren Beatty first 
became really visible in The Roman 
Spring of Mrs. Stone.

Frank Merlo died in 1962. Williams 
enjoyed his last great success with The 
Night of the Iguana in 1961. It’s tempting 
to date the long downhill slide of the 
playwright from his lover’s death, and 
perhaps that is so. Williams did not stop 
writing; but something was missing.

The paradoxes of the last part of his life 
would have been grist for his writing mill 
at another time; for the next 20 years, the 
press reported that he was dying. Yet 
when he did die, he was in better health 
than ever, and death came as the result of 
freak accident.

He died in a little hotel in Manhattan 
that could have been the scene in one of his 
plays. The Hotel Elysee was an old han­
gout for artists and writers; it was once the 
home of Dorothy Parker. It even enjoyed a 
nickname that Williams would have used: 
“The Easy Lay.” And, of course, the name 
means “Elysian Fields,” the same name 
as the terminus of that streetcar in New 
Orleans named Desire.

Finally, Williams wanted to be buried at 
sea, with as little ceremony as possible. 
Brother Dakin instead brought him back 
to St. Louis, the place that Williams hated 
most, and buried him there after a solemn 
requiem mass.

Probably he would have smiled. It’s 
unlikely that he would have found better 
words to close his life than he did in his 
Memoirs:

“After all, high station in life is earned 
by the gallantry with which appalling 
experiences are survived with grace.”

MARCH IS FOR LOVERS: Right. In 
like a lion, out like a lamb.
MUNIFICENCE: San Francisco’s pub­
lic transit system is called the Municipal 
Railway, or Muni for short. The new sub­
way is called the Metro, inspired by Paris. 

Calling 
the subway the Muni Metro, as is com­
monly done, is a contradiction of sorts.

The S.F. Examiner recently quoted 
Muni General Manager Harold Geissen- 
heimer on the frequent delays on the 
Metro: “We’re looking at a technically 
complex car that is having problems in 
certain areas—propulsion, doors, and 
brakes.”

Got that? Certain areas: the cars are fine 
except for moving, stopping, and letting 
people on and off. Public transit at its fin­
est.

Because the system is so unpredictable, 
regular riders need a ready excuse for tar- 
dines. Here it is “Muni culpa, Muni culpa, 
Muni maxima culpa ”

BISHOPS SAY YES AND NO: James 
R. Crumley, bishop of the Lutheran 
Church in America, recently sent a memo­
randum to the Conference of Bishops 
expressing his opinon that “active” gay 
men and women could not be ordained as 
ministers. Adventus, the newsletter of 
Lutherans Concerned-San Franciso, 
reported this and noted it seemed to 
exclude celibate lesbians and gay men. 
Great. The council has not acted on Crum­
ley’s memo.

On the other hand, we have Francis 
Quinn, Roman Catholic bishop of Sacra­
mento. Quinn has publicily supported 
Assembly Bill 1, S.F. Assembly member 
Art Agnos’ legislation to ban anti-gay 
employment discrimination.

Do not confuse Francis Quinn with 
John Quinn, Catholic archbishop of San 
Francisco. John successfully urged Mayor 
Dianne Feinstein to veto Supervisor 
Harry Britt’s ordinace to register and pro­
vide benefits for unmarried domestic 
partners.

The archbishop wrote the mayor, the 
legislation would “further erode the moral 
foundations of civilized society” and “con­
tradicts and imperils the deepest values of 
our common, public moral heritage and 
damages the fundamental well-being of 
society.”

More recently, S.F.’s Quinn tried to scut­
tle a moderately pro-gay report by a task 
force of the archdiocesan Commission on 
Social Justice. Despite his firm stand 
against us queers, Quinn was not among 
the prelates recently elevated to cardinal 
by Pope John Paul II.

Many gay people think Quinn really 
wanted that red hat. Some call him the 
Closet Quinn.
THEOLOGY, PSYCHOLOGY:
Bishops aren’t our only problems. Eric 
Rofes, in his excellent new book, “I 
Thought People Like That Killed Them­
selves: Lesbians, Gay Men, and Suicide,” 
brings our attention to Paul Cameron, 
associate professor of psychology at 
Fuller Theological Seminary Graduate 
School of Psychology.

Cameron writes that homosexuals 
make better killers: Greek armies 
assembled companies of us for that pur­
pose; and we were or are over-represented 
among Nazi storm troopers, the Capos in 
the concentration camps, and perpetra­
tors of “really gory” murders. Why? 
Because “the narcissistic homosexual is 
apparently better suited to take human 
life—whether his own or another’s.”

But wait! There’s more! The newsletters 
of both the Association of Gay Psycholo-

gists and the Sociologists’ Gay Caucus 
report Cameron was a key figure in defeat­
ing the prpoposed gay-rights ordinance in 
Lincoln, Nebraska, last May. He formed 
the Committee to Oppose Special Rights 
for Homosexuals and used his stature as a 
licensed pyschologist to bolster ridiculous 
statements about bestiality and child 
molestation.

He also told a Lincoln audience that “a 
14-year-old boy has his genital almost 
severed from his body at a shopping center 
in the rest room with a homoseuxal act.” 
This charge was not better supported than 
the rest of Cameron’s nonsense—he usu­
ally quotes his own works to “prove” his 
point. In this case, neither police nor hos­
pitals had any reports of such an event.

As it turns out, the Ethics Committee of 
the American Pyschological Association 
is now investigating Cameron for misre­
presentation of social scientific knowl­
edge about homosexuality.
