Caucus, Fine clash 
over committee seats

Students’ Association (SA)

“I’m not in the mood to cram 
anything down anyone’s throat,”

meeting with members of the 
black-brown coalition.

Fine was referring to a dispute 
in Monday night’s senate meeting 
in which his appointment of Sen. 
Ginger Hansel (A&S) to the chair 
of the Student Life Committee was 
voted xiown.

conflicts have to be resolved, he 
said.

“Everything’s going to be 
alright,” Ed Martin, director of 
State Affairs, said after the 
meeting with coalition members. 
“That thing last night was all a 
facade, anyway. That’s not what 
SA is all about," Martin said.

Statement reverses

Martin’s statement reversed the 
stand he took in Monday night’s 
senate meeting. “Because 
someone wasn’t appointed who 
applied, Ginger (Hansel) was 
voted down because she appeared 
the most vulnerable," he said 
Monday. “She wasn’t voted down 
because of her qualifications;

WASHINGTON -(UPD- 
Democrats on the House 
Judiciary Committee apparently 
agreed Tuesday to allow 
President Nixon’s Lawyer to sit in 
during impeachment proceedings 
against the President.

Although the Democrats ten­
tatively reached a consensus on 
the issue, the full committee still 
must decide the role in the 
inquiry—if any—of James D. St. 
Clair, Nixon’s chief Watergate 
lawyer.

In response to a question during 
a caucus, of committee 
Democrats, Democrats quoted 
John Doar, Chief Committee 
Counsel, as saying he would be 
ready to start presenting evidence 
May 7.

“The general feeling is that we 
will make a presentation. . .in 
closed session and we expect him 
(St. Clair) to be there,” said Rep. 
John F. Seiberling, D-Ohio.

“I don’t see any necessity for 
Mr. St. Clair to be involved before 
May 7.

“I stressed the fact that we 
didn’t decide anything,” 
Sieberling said. “It was only an 
informal discussion. Absolutely 
nothing was decided. . .we 
discussed what might be a 
suitable procedure and what 
might be a suitable time frame,”

The committee, looking into 
possible grounds for Nixon’s 
impeachment, had set as Tuesday 
deadline for the White House to 
reply to its demands for 41 more 
presidential tapes.

Another Democratic committee 
member, who asked not to be 
indentified, said, "No decisions 
were made” at the caucus and 
there was “a great deal of con­
troversy” over the proposed role 
for St. Clair.

But Rep. Robert F. Drinan, D- 
Mass., said there was a “con­
sensus" among Democrats about 
St. Clair’s role in the inquiry. “It 
was kind of implicit. There was no 
vote or anything like that. It was 
just assumed he (St. Clair) would 

be there,” Drinan said.
All three sources indicated it 

would take 5 to 10 days for the 
staff to present evidence and only 
then would St. Clair be allowed to 
raise questions or offer his own 
witnesses. One source said 
Democrats felt the committee 
should wait until that point to 
decide whether St. Clair should 
have the right of cross-

examination.
Seiberling said the committee 

will decide at the closed session 
whether to review the im­
peachment charges against Nixon 
and decide what—if any— 
allegations against the President 
should be dropped. After that, he 
said, the committee will conduct a 
"detailed presentation, calling 
witnesses.”

Judiciary Committee, Sen. Arturo 
Eureste (POL) for the Fiscal and 
Governmental Committee and 
Sen. Debbie Collier (A&S) for the 
Educational Affairs Committee.

After his meeting with the 
coalition members, Fine said they 
had reached a better un­
derstanding.

Official Gaullist candidate 

rejects withdrawl appeal
PARIS -(UPD-Jacques 

Chaban-Delmas, official Gaullist 
party candidate for the 
presidency of France, Tuesday 
rejected an appeal from Premier 
Pierre Messmer to withdraw from 
the race and said he would fight on 
a platform which includes 
friendship with the United States.

After promising to build a “new 
society" at home, Chaban-Delmas 
said: “We must safeguard the 
European unity already achieved, 
relaunch construction of Europe 
faithful to the Atlantic Alliance, be 
faithful to the United States but 
retain our freedom of decision.”

He urged continued co­
operation with the Soviet Union 
and the Eastern Bloc countries as 
well as the Arab states and said: 
“We will have to participate in 
just and lasting settlement of the 
Middle East conflict, just and 
lasting meaning it will be adopted 
by the participating parties.”

Chaban-Delmas, 59, a dashing, 
sports-loving, World War II 
resistance hero, was the first 
candidate openly to declare in 
favor of close ties with the Unites 
States.

Elections have been called for 
May to find a successor to 
President Georges Pompidou who 
died last week of bone cancer.

The Communist-Socialist Bloc 
named a single Candidate, 
Francois Mitterrand, 57.

The main Gaullist party, the 
Union for the Defense of the 
Republic (UDR) officially backed 
Chaban-Delmas, but Finance 
Minister Valery Giscard

D’Estaing, 48, and National

Fearing a proliferation of 
candidates would aid the left, 
Messmer today called on the other 
three Gaullists to withdraw so that 
he alone could carry the standard 
against Mitterrand. 
Chaban-Delmas gave his answer 
privately to Messmer in a three- 
minute meeting and then told a 
news conference: “My reply is 
negative.. .we must block the lone 
candidate of the left wing and I 
think I am the best candidate to do 
it.”

Messmer promptly withdrew 
his offer to run since his conditions 
had not been met and aid his 
decision was irrevocable.

1 Political sources said Chaban- 
‘ Delmas’ decision almost certainly 

would mean Giscard D’Estaing 
would stay in the race too.

Faure had acceded to 
Messmer’s request but said: “If 
everybody stays in the race I shall 
rethink my attitude."

Messmer said the plurality of 
candidates divided the country 
and held risks for France.

Mitterrand commented: “What 
risks? The only risk I know is the

Martin referred to the hall 
conference by members of the 
coalition immediately before Sen. 
Richie Herrington forced a vote on 
Hansel’s appointment.

When Fine was asked if Han­
sel’s appointment was voted down 
because of his failure to appoint 
Herrington to the position, he said, 
“That’s not the problem itself. 
The problem is basic misun­
derstandings between the factions 
of the senate, all of them and the 
leadership."

The appointment has also run 
into blocks from supporters of 
Guerin on grounds that he had 
done his job well and there was no 
need for a new chairperson. 
Guerin spoke on his own behalf, 
blaming committee stagnation on 
a lack of member participation.

“I don’t think it’s sufficient to 
blame the committee for inac­
tivity," Fine said.

“Charles didn’t have a lot to 
work with, but neither did anyone 
else,” he continued. “The problem 
of inactive committee members is 
common to all standing com­
mittees. The chairperson I choose 
will have to be proven to be 
dynamic and forceful enough to 
get Student Life rolling."

Withdraws appointment

In a move described as punitive 
by some senators. Fine withdrew 
his appointment of coalition 
member Sen. Luciano Salinas 
(POL) for chairperson of the 
External Affairs Committee. "It 
was kind of like Daddy spanking 
their ass," Nelson said after the 
meeting.

Immediately after withdrawing 
Salinas’ appointment in the 
Monday night meeting, Fine 
began the reading of the 
president’s report. Protests from 
the coalition group demanding an 
explanation of his withdrawal 
forced a comment from Fine.

“I withdrew the first 
nomination because it appears I 
have already made one mistake 
and I don’t care to make another. 
I’m afraid if I say more, I will fall 
into the empty rhetoric and self­
serving declarations that have 
already stained this body once 
tonight," Fine said.

The black-brown coalition group 
postponed making any statements 
until after their meeting Wed­
nesday morning.
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RACISM

Very little has changed

Lest we forget, racism is still 
with us. Most will not read further 
than these first few words because 
racism is an old issue, done with in 
the sixties, pushed aside for other 
more urgent matters. They hardly 
have to be enumerated..

This is said to whites because it 
is not an old issue to blacks who 
still suffer from prejudice. Whites 
must be reminded because too 
much tradition is still in our blood, 
still shaping our thoughts, still 
guiding our reactions to color.

Some disagree. They feel liberal 
because they sit in classrooms 
with blacks and next to them on 
buses or occasionally talk to them. 
They see some blacks making it in 
politics and business. Blacks have 
become visible to them. They 
believe blacks have what they 
want now. They practice selective 
vision permitting only the suc­
cesses to appear and not the more 
urgent reality of failure.

The fact is very little has 
changed. In a documentary on 
Martin Luther King's struggle for 
equal rights for his people, shown 
on television last Thursday night, 
there are scenes of the obvious 
past brutality. Police with 
helmets and gas masks, swinging 
clubs savagely. Heads were 
bloodied, arms broken and verbal 
abuse poured from white mouths 
in venomous torrents.

On Dowling Street, here in 
Houston, in this enlightened year 
of 1974, blacks still fear the same 
police tactics but now on in­
dividuals they catch alone. Whites 
will hear of these stories and say 
they are exceptions and even so, 
the blacks probably deserved the 
beating for some reason. Others 
will simply not believe. The 
reality is hidden from our view 
because it is not socially ac­
ceptable to do these things in 
public anymore.

In a recent article in the Cougar, 
Dr. David Weiner relates the 
incident of a black man who was

hit in the chest by a bottle thrown 
on purpose from white youths in a 
passing car. Are those white 
youths any different from the ones 
in Alabama who once waved 
Confederate flags and shouted 
obscenities at blacks who mar­
ched peacefully to Montgomery, 
Ala.? Peaceful now because of the 
national guard protection. 
Peaceful now after two previously 
bloody tries.

Are they any different from the 
whites in Chicago who threw rocks 
and openly attacked Dr. King?

The hair has changed from 
slicked back and greasy to long 
and willowy. Clothes have 
changed from button-down 
collars, belts on the back of pants 
to funky jeans and hand-made 
shirts. Has anything else changed, 
has the prejudice disappeared? 
We are fooling ourselves if we 
think so.

In another scene in the 
television documentary a black 
man stood before a voting center. 
He faced a white sheriff in a 
business suit flanked by unifor-

med deputies. The black man 
stood first in a long line of blacks 
who come to vote. He pleaded with 
the sheriff to let his people vote. 
He quoted his constitutional 
rights. He told the sheriff to turn 
away any who could not qualify 
under the law.

The sheriff turned his back on 
the man. In response the black 
man said, "You can turn your 
back on me but you cannot turn it 
on justice. You can turn it on me 
but not on the rights of my 
people.”

The sheriff’s response was to 
turn around and smash the man in 
the face with his fist. What 
followed was an open attack on the 
blacks in line by club swinging 
policemen.

One black man, beaten to his 
knees, bleeding at the feet of two 
whites, kept pleading, “Arrest us 
but don’t beat us. Arrest us but 
don’t beat us." In a last cry of 
anguish before he was led away he 
said, “What kind of people are 
you?"

In the Houston of today the 
same question might be asked 
with the same validity. Stand in 
front of a pawn shop in Third 
Ward and you will see the black 
man is still down. See black 
women pawning wedding rings to 
get money to last them till the next 
pay check. To pay rent on apart­
ments still worn, crumbling and 
roach infested, but still com­
manding rents on par with middle 
class whites.

See black men in worn clothes 
giving up televisions because they 
are still the bulk of the unskilled 
labor force earning the lowest 
salaries.

Some whites will say that it is 
not their fault. Blacks have 
equality now. It is up to them to 
make it. But blacks still see in the 
everyday small things the 
prejudice below the surface. The 
color line still exists in the heart.

Dr. King gave a speech in which 
he said, “I have been asked how 
long prejudice in America will 
last. I say not long. How long the 
injustice? Not long. How long the 
hate? Not long. Because God has 
shown me to the mountain and 1 
have seen the other side where 
men, both black and white, are 
brothers."

“Not long" has stretched into 
years marking little progress for 
King's dream of brotherhood. 
That prophecy of “not long" is an 
obligation for whites. At the very 
least we must stay aware, aware 
of human nature, aware we do not 
change over night.

Maybe in the lives of our 
children blacks will not have to 
ask “how long." If that is to be 
tomorrow, today we must remind 

•ourselves of tire-words‘‘not long.



UH gains vote majority in TSA meet
(This is the second of a three part article 

desc bing and analyzing the Texas 
Students' Association Convention held in Ft. 
Worth April 5-7.)

Jack Martin was elected 
president of TSA late Saturday 
night by a vote of 89 to 73. His 
election came after some all-night 
handshaking and vote trading. 
UH, having the most votes with 24, 
was a formidable part of his 
election.

The UH delegation was in an 
excellent position to influence, if 
not determine, the TSA 
presidential elections and the 
Texas Students’ Lobby director 
elections.

University of Texas, which 
usually has 36 votes at the con­

vention, had only half that figure 
because only half their mem­
bership dues had been paid..

When newly-elected UT student 
body President Frank Fleming 
learned of the failure to pay the 
dues, he came to Ft. Worth with a 
personal check for $450. HiS 
method of payment was 
questioned on the convention 
floor.

Specific objections were the 
lack of student body sanction to 
Fleming’s payment, and it’s being 
paid less that 30 days prior to the 
convention, which is contrary to 
TSA by-laws. The latter point, 
raised on the floor by UH’s Rick 
Fine, caused the payment to be 
disallowed.

Fleming immediately objected 
to the ruling. “This is not so much

Texas these votes, but Sandy 
Kress trying to deprive me of 
them.”

The delegation from Texas 
A&M also reacted swiftly to the ■ 
UT ruling.

A&M had formed a curious ■ 
alliance with UT and the small : 
schools to put outgoing TSA 
president Darwin McKee into the 
position of TSL director.

The A&M delegation moved that 
the by-laws be suspended, a 
motion which could be ac­
complished by a two-thirds vote of 
the entire body. A UT delegate 
seconded the motion.

It was at this point that Rick 
Fine called a point of order stating 
that the by-laws had no suspension 
clause in them, and in such case 
Robert’s Rules of Order were to be 
followed. According to the 
presiding parliamentarian, 
Robert’s had no such clause.

UT therefore lost half of its 
votes. McKee’s opponent, 
outgoing UT student president 

Sandy Kress won the position of 
TSL director by a vote of 84 to 65.

Ed Martin, UH director of state 
affairs, saw both the presidential 
and directoral election as a vic­
tory for UH.

In the presidential election, UH 
split their vote 12 for Jack Martin 
and 12 for his opponent Charles 
Kirkpatrick.

First, by voting for Jack Martin, 
UH put whom they felt to be the 
best man into the position. Ed 
Martin said UH felt Kirkpatrick 
would not be suited for the job, 
feeling he would be better in a 
capacity of assistant to TSL 
director Sandy Kress. Splitting 
the UH vote allowed Kirkpatrick 
to assume this unofficial position 
under Kress and gave Martin a 
clear mandate to take the kind of 
leadership initiative TSA badly 
needs.

Earlier, in what appeared to be 
a last minute attempt by UT to 
install McKee, Fleming 
nominated Ron Bomar of South­

west Texas State University 
(SWTSU). Fleming believed this 
would split the vote sufficiently to 
install McKee as TSA director. 
This ploy failed since Bomar 
received only 5 and one-half votes.

With the UT delegation voting 
against Kress, UH held the 
decisive majority.

John Shakleford told the Cougar 
he had intended to arrange the 
votes beforehand. He stated that 
he “suggested to Kress that he 
pay only half of this thing (the 
dues) until we find out what’s 
going to happen at the convmtion, 
That parliamentarian was the 
unsung hero of this whole thing."

- After the final vote, Kirkpatrick
- said, “It was a severe disap- 
1 pointment. I had planned my

entire life around being in Austin
■ and being (resident of TSA. I was 

very surprised at the people from
1 UH,” he said.

Nixon made the trip in an effort to emphasize to federal agencies in­
volved in disaster relief the need to dispense with red tape and keep 
paper work to a minimum, according to an aide.

gunmen killed the manager of a Roman Catholic Social Club in Belfast’s 
Andersonstown District Tuesday night, witnesses said.

The death raised the fatality toll in more than 4^ years of violence 
among Northern Ireland’s majority protestants, minority Roman 
Catholics and security forces to 991.

Spots found on Jupiter
WASHINGTON— (UPI) —The Pioneer 10 space probe found that the 

great red spot of Jupiter is accompanied by at least one smaller red oval, 
several white spots and numerous smaller cells in the colorful Jovian 
atmosphere, a scientist reported Tuesday.

“The red spot is not a unique feature,” Dr. Tom Gehrels, of the 
University of Arizona, said at a news conference summarizing the latest 
results from the history-making flight of Pioneer 10 past Jupiter last 
December.

Boy starts 40-mile blaze with matches
CLOUDCROFT, N.M.— (UPI) —A 10-year-old boy playing with 

matches started a forest fire in Southeastern New Mexico that charred 
14,500 acres of valuable timber and 21 homes, the U.S. Forest Service 
said Tuesday.

The fire, which was spotted by a lookout Saturday, was contained 
Tuesday when crews threw a 40-mile line around the blaze.

A forest service spokesman, Lou Armijo, said the parents of the boy 
who started the fire would be billed the $300,000 spent to fight the blaze 
and that the boy could be subject to federal prosecution.

FBI head says files should be open
WASHINGTON— (UPI) —Individuals should be allowed to inspect 

FBI files on them so long as the secrecy of the agency’s informants can 
be protected, FBI Director Clarence M. Kelley said Tuesday.

Interviewed on the NBC Today program, Kelley also said he believed 
former director J. Edgar Hoover was justified in tactics aimed at 
disruption of "new left" activist groups in the last years of his life.

A new degree program, the 
Russian Studies Program, has 
been created at UH, Dr. Joseph 
Nogee, UH political science 
professor, said.

“We have on campus a small 
nucleus of Slavic and Russian 
studies authorities, who can be 
used to serve students wishing to 
pursue this major field," Nogee 
said.

"The Russian Studies major 
will require thirty-nine major 
hours instead of the required 
thirty for most other UH majors," 
he said.

Nogee stated several reasons 
why the department feels the 
program will get good initial 
response.

He said there is some evidence 
Russian studies in general are 
becoming more popular with 
university students in the United 
States because of the increased 
tourist opportunities opening 
between the United States and the 
Soviet Union.

“The increased cooperation in 
join efforts in space exploration, 
scientific research and trade also 
account for the upsurge of interest 
in Russian studies," Nogee said.

Nogee said there is a growing 
demand for competent people 
with a broad background in 
Russian, and many job op­
portunities will be open in the 
State Department and other 
areas.

The recent thawing of relations 
between the United States and the

Union of Soviet Socialist 
Republics, the world’s two leading 
powers, are responsible for this," 
he said.

“In the past the cold war 
existing between the U.S. and 
U.S.S.R. was political and levels 
of trade were not as great as they 
are growing now," Nogee said.

He said one of the former 
Russian Studies students at UH is 
presently employed at the 
National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration (NASA).

“Students who wish to pursue 
this major field will be easily able 
to procure jobs along tins line," he 
said.

Nogee said the long-term trend 
today in the cold war situation is 
an improvement in Soviet-U.S. 
relations, but he said a crisis could 
alter this process.

“This break in improved 
relations does not appear 
probable in the near future, unless 
the Middle East explodes," Nogee 
said.

“One of the basic objectives of 
the Russian Studies program is to 
bring to UH distinguished 
scholars and specialists in dif­
ferent fields of Russian studies,"

he said.
“We have brought two 

distinguished Russian authorities 
to campus, Alec Nove and Allan 
Ross. These are the type of people 
our department wished to bring," 
Nogee said.

A difficulty students in this 
Russian Studies program may 
encounter is taking the required 
Russian language courses. Nogee 
pointed out though once a student 
becomes involved with the 
language's eighteen hours 
required for the major, he will 
find it a rewarding challenge.

“Russian is mush harder than 
any other European language, 
such as the Romance languages. 
This is probably one of the basic 
reasons large numbers of students 
back away from the Russian 
language, ’’ he said.

“Many students believe the 
Russian alphabet is hard to learn. 
This also causes misgivings and 
causes many students to shy 
away,” Nogee said.

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Former UHer climbs C&W charts

In Nashville country music 
circles, former UH student Larry 
Gatlin is known as “The 
Pilgrim”—a nickname given him 
by Johnny Cash.

“The first real contact I had 
with Johnny was at church,” 
Gatlin recalled recently while in 
Houston on a promotion tour. “I 
sang in church one morning and a 
few months later, after Kris 
Kristofferson told Cash about my 
writing, he asked me if I’d come 
and write some tunes for ‘The 
Gospel Road.’

He said, “You just look like a 
pilgrim to me. . .you’re just 
struggling along. You’re going to 
find it one of these days. . .it’s 
gonna dawn on you. I was kinda 
like you, ” like he said on the back 
of my album.

“He saw a lot of things about me 
that maybe other people didn’t 
see. I didn’t know whether I was a 
country writer or a gospel singer 
or a law student or a begger or 
what. I knew I was probably a 
little bit of all of that. It’s just his 
nickname and that’s just what 
they call me.”

While attending law school at 
UH, Garry Gatlin went to Las 
Vegas to work with the Imperials 
who at the time were working with 
Elvis Presley. He didn’t get the 
job then, but later he worked with 
the Imperials at the Landmark 
with the Jimmy Dean Show. Then 
he met Dottie West who suggested

moved to Nashville. . .since then, 
thank God for Kristofferson. . . 
Why Me Kris. . .1 don’t know.

“He’s gotten into my work and 
took me to Fred Foster, his 
producer at Monument Records. 
He also took me to John Cash, got 
me turned on to them.. .to Roger 
Miller and a few people.”

As Gatlin sat in the office he 
leaned back in his chair and 
planted his brown boots on the 
table. His faded denim jeans and 
jacket fit the contemporary 
cowboy image and his brown hair 
was thick and curly, appearing 
somewhat between Mac Davis 
and the homespun boy on the other 
side of the south 40.

Gatlin grew up around gospel 
music in his native Odessa and 
was exposed to other forms of 
music via radio.

“When I really started listening 
to radio, like in junior high, that 
was when people like Bobby 
Vinton and “Blue Velvet” and 
“Venus in Blue Jeans" and all 
that stuff was happening. Presley 
was still pretty big and a couple of 
years later the Beatles started 
really happening.

“In Odessa,” he continued, 
“country music was relegated to a 
position of those people who 
listened to one station, KOYL, that 
played it and the people who went 
western dancing, pump handling, 
out at the Stardust.

Gatlin first started listening to 
country music in Baldwin House, 
on the UH campus, which he 
described as “the animal farm."

“It was the jock dorm. . . it was

dig the Beatles, the cats you were 
supposed to dig.

“I got out there and I roomed 
with an old boy from Kilgore, 
Tex., named Marty Jeffers. I 
didn’t have a radio and he did. It 
was his radio and he was as 
country as a gourd dipper and he 
wasn’t ashamed of it. We listened 
to country music and if I was 
going to listen, that was what it 
was. .

“That was when Charlie Pride 
started, he came out with ‘The 
Easy Part’s Over Now’ and 
‘Crystal Chandeliers.’ I started 
listening and I said ‘Damn, those 
are good words. . .that’s really 
saying something. I got into Willie 
Nelson and some things that he 
was doing and of course John had 
‘Folsom Prison’.

“I started listening and the 
more I listened, the more that I 
liked it. It fell in with the way I 
thought about a lot of things 
because it was a lot of people 
saying some groovy things.

“It was basically close to the 
religious music I had sung 
because in religious music if 
you’re down and out your turn to 
Jesus or God or something in a 
religious orientation. In country 
music, if you’re down and out you 
turn to somebody else’s woman or 
booze. It’s basically the same 
thing we’ve all got to find—that 
something to lean on. So really it 
wasn’t that different.

Gatlin described his music with 
a single, simple word.

“Weird," he said, pausing, “I 
don’t know. It’s hard to classify."

that kind of thing but by the same 
token it’s not Jerry Jeff Walker’s 
kind of country either—that down 
Austin funk country. I have a lot of 
gospel influences because that 
was what I was into for so long.

Gatlin’s style is to splash down 
on top of the entire spectrum of 
country music. In Nashville, he’s 
known primarily as a songwriter 
and in order to have his songs cut 
in Nashville his material is 
country oriented.

“To show you what kind of 
weird things are happening to me, 
I wrote a song on my Pilgrim 
album (Gatlin’s recent album 
release is entitled The Pilgrim) 
called “Try to Win a Friend.” 
Johnny Mathis heard it in Los 
Angeles and I think... I know he’s 
going to record it. He said it was 
one of the best songs he had heard 
in the last 10 years.

Mathis is not in any way con­
sidered to be close to country and 
the sopg isn’t country. It’s just a 
scag.

“I want to sit down with my 
guitar and sing my music and a 
few other people’s that I’m into. . 
Kris, Willie Nelson, Newberry, 
Roger Miller and a few guys that I 
really dig, but mostly my own, 80 
or 90 per cent of my own things. 
And I don’t particularly want to 
put a real label on it. Broadly you 
can call it kind of a country 
orientation. . .and I am not cop­
ping out because I love country 
music, it’s afforded me the op­
portunity to do what I want to do.

Olivier's pacing bogs down
Chekhov's 'Three Sisters'

By ELIZABETH ASHTON
Dear Vera Fyodorovna,

“....THREE SISTERS are 
already finished, but their 
future—their immediate future, at 
least—is veiled from me by the 
murk of uncertainty. The play has 
turned out to be boring, long- 
drawn out, awkward—awkward I 
say, since it has four female leads, 
for instance, and its mood, I am 
told i« gloomier than gloom....’’

Cordialy yours, A. Chekhov
And, what would Anton Chekhov 

say to Laurence Olivier’s 
American Film Theatre rendering 
of this play?

I could imagine him saying, as 
he said to Olga Knipper (his wife) 
in 1904, “How awful this is! An act 
that ought to take no more than 12 
minutes lasts 40 with you people. I 
can say one thing: Stanislavsky 
(Olivier) has ruined my play."

Olivier should know better. 
Does Chekhov need the blue gel 
lighting—making some charac­
ters in need of a shot of iron? Does 
he need the birchtree-painted 
scrims backing up the outdoor 
scenes, and the strange 
positioning of characters about 
the set like chess peices? Chess 
pieces moved down stage center 
by that omnipotent Olivier to cry1 
out their anguish and resignment 
to camera man Number One. 
Slow, slow is the pace.

That is the bad. The good, of 
course, is Chekhov’s work itself. 
Yes, it is long-drawn out and 
boring in places. But, so much is 
said and implied with in­
terweaving complexity, that one 
should have read the play four 
times before seeing this 
screening.

As in the theme common to all 
Chekhov’s works, the characters 
move and breathe. . .with 
moments of passionate intensity, 
so human in their dilemmas and 
frailties. But, they remain sealed 
in their destinies.

In “The Three Sisters” the 
reoccuring dream, the impossible 
dream, the symbolic dream is the 
return to Moscow, where all 
things will suddenly be made right 
again.

The characters are lost in en­
dless philosophizing to make the 
wait for Godot, i.e. Moscow, 
bearable.

What is the meaning of life? 
Why are we here? They ask again 
and again. Laid up against those 
dreams of fullfillment is the 
existential character that negates 
all.

Says Laurence Olivier as 
Chebutikin, closing the final 
curtain, “Ta-ra-ra boom-de-ay, sit 
on the curb I may. It doesn’t 
matter! It doesn’t matter!"

Joan Plowright as Masha 
catches that passionate, brooding 
woman to perfection. Chekhov 
would surely be pleased. She sits 
reading her book, whistling softly, 

closed in. But again and again, 
betraying that vulnerable core, 
she says almost by compulsion, 
“A green oak by a curved 
seashore, upon that oak a golden 
chain. . .upon that oak a golden 
chain.”

Plowright can bring tears.
She and Alan Bates as Vershinin 

say it all about love, with a look, a 
gesture, a touch.

Bates happens to be one of my 
favorites, and I am constantly 
amazed at his versatility. His 
timing, particularly in the dinner 
scene, is untouchable.

In the character of Natasha 
(Sheila Ried) Chekhov seems to 
say that the only suriviors in this 
sealed-in existence are the non­
thinkers, the non-feelers.

Natasha’s life revolves around 
the endless moving of people from 
room to room to accommodate a 
dreary procession of children. 
Rearranging, decorating, 
procreating, the monumental 
Mom.

As I said, this play should be 
seen—and read—many times for 
complete understanding. Much, 
much is implied with a dizzying 
complexity that rivals life itself.

Radio action call 
needs volunteers

“Call for Action” a nationwide, 
information and referral service, 
is asking for volunteers to set up a 
Houston branch to open April 15.

“Radio station KYOK and a 
group of volunteers have started 
the public service project, “Call 
for Action," in order to bridge the 
gap between the citizens and the 
public and private agencies,” 
Yazed M. Rustomji, Houston Call 
for Action chairman, said.

KYOK will broadcast spot 
announcements to invite listeners 
with problems to call a special Call 
for Action telephone number.

Call for Action will answer calls 
from concerned citizens and 
record the information. A trained 
volunteer will aid the caller and 
refer him to the proper agency 
equipped to handle his particular 
problem.

Volunteers needed

Rustomji said Call for Action is 
now operating succesfully in more 
than fifty cities and has gained a 
national reputation for ef­
fectiveness and meticulous 
standards.

Ellen Strauss, founder and 
chairperson of the organization, 
received the Ladies’ Home 
Journal Woman of the Year award 
in 1973 in the field of volunteerism 
for the Call for Action program.

“Call for Action” is the most 
imaginative and dynamic public 
service project undertaken by a 
concerned broadcast station and a 
armful of volunteers," Rustomji 
said.

He said there is less than two 
weeks left until the deadline and 
more volunteers are needed.

Help with problems

“The positions of day captain, 
telephone volunteer research 
chairman, and research in­
terviewer need to be filled.

Anyone interested in volun­
teering should contact Ken 
Brantley at 526-0195 or 526-7131," 
he said.

Rustomji said he is seeking 
competent and sensitive volun­
teers who will patiently listen to 
telephone requests for help and 
then provide referral to any 
agency for assistance.

The Call for Action program 
thinks by working together, 
volunteers and the radio and 
television stations which sponsor 
their programs will try to assist 
the average man on the street 
with his problems.

The aim of the Call for Action 
program is not only to give 
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guidance to individuals strangled 
by the red tape of city govern­
ment.

When the broadcast station 
sponsors the program, it must 
sign an agreement that insures 
Call for Action will be used only for 
non-commercial and nonpolitical 
purposes.

It spells out respective roles of 
the national office of call for ac­
tion, the broadcast station and Call 
for Action volunteers.

Call for Action spokespersons 
think the program has been a 
national success because each Call 
for Action branch has its own 
carefully researched directory of 
public and private agencies 
equipped to help individuals with 
problems.

Work with public
They also believe the reason for 

the success of the program is 
those who call are contacted two 
weeks after their initial com­
plaint. By calling back the citizens 
who registered complaints, Call 
for Action discovers what areas 
need to be investigated more 
closely.

“The follow up mechanism is 
the most unique thing about call 
for action because it insures the 
people who need help get it,” 
Suzanne P. Roosevelt, executive 
director, said.

“Call for Action has introduced 
a student intern opportunity for 
qualified graduate and un­
dergraduate students to study and 
evaluate specific issues of ad­
vocacy and city citizen in­
volvement,” Call for Action 
spokespersons said.

Students who participate in Call 
for Action will earn academic 
credit and it will enable each 
student to work directly with 
issues of public concern.

Students who work with the 
program will learn how city 
departments and agencies 
operate and techniques of in­
formation. Students also will be 
given the opportunity to do 
research on a specific community 
problem.

Among the problems Call for 
Action is concerned with include; 
garbage removal, rat and pest 
amtrol, low housing standards, 
voter registration, and consumer 
fraud.

It is also concerned with traffic 
safety problems, crime and 
narcotics^air and water pollution, 
tospitals and health, education 
and schools, marriage and 
pregnancy, and taxes.

'Perspectives' scopes time
“Perspectives On Man,” a 

university festival sponsored by 
the Honors Program will host 
four distinguished persons in the 
fields of sciences, humanities, and 
the arts, April 16-20.

Dr. George Wald, R. Buck­
minster Fuller, John Barth, and 
Robert Anderson will speak April 
16,17,18, and 22 respectively at 8 
p.m. in the UC Houston Room.
