Nixon smashes McGovern

Waller Cronkite, CBS com­
mentator covering the election 
returns Tuesday night, said he 
was overwhelmed by the 
proportions of the landslide Pres 
Richard Nixon was encountering.

Nixon won re-election as 
President when Maryland gave 
him its 10 electoral votes. Al that 
point Nixon had a total of 274 
electoral votes, four more than 
necessary.

The Eastern and Midwestern 
states, according to a CBS 
reporter, were ‘‘laser-beamed" 
with Nixop support. The western 
states, including McGovern's own 
home state. South Dakota, and 
what was termed by the CBS 
reporter, ‘‘the solid southern 
states,’’ backed Nixon over 
McGovern by two to one votes. 
McGovern could only gather 
support from Massachusetts and 
the District of Columbia.

Answering to the largest land­
slideviclory in a presidential race 
in history, Nixon said, in his 
victory address, “To all the 
members of the Cabinet team who 
did such a magnificent job of 
travelling through this country, to 
representatives from the 
Congress and the House and the 
national administration who

carried the story that we wanted 
to carry throughout the land; 
they're a great team. I think 
they’ve been a great team through 
the past four years.
“And ip this campaign when you 

add those slates to what has been 
called a rather significant victory, 
they get a great deal of credit, I 
can assure you."

Speaking of the large support 
from the youth Nixon acquired, 
he said, "1 recall at the convention 
we were told by some of the en­
thusiasts there that the predic- 
lions were wrong, that because of 
the overwhelming youth vote that 
was going to go against us we 
were going to have a very hard 
road ahead of us. Based on the 
results I have seen today we have 
accomplished what was I bought to 
be the impossible, we not only won 
the majority of the ovtes of 
America, but we won the majority 
of ihe votes of young America.’’

"1 notice al the present lime 
some of lhe commentators are 
refering Io lhe fact that this may 
be the greatest victory in 
American political history. 1 have 
two reactions to that: lhe first, it’s 
great on election night to think 
that we’ve won a victory, but this 
will be a great victory depending 
upon what we do with it. We win 
elections not simply for beating 

ilie other parly or lhe other per­
son. The next four years will be a 
lime io make ourselves worthy of 
ihis victory It was a great victory 
bui the greaier lhe victory, lhe 
greater the responsibility, the 
greater lhe opportunity."

George McGovern accepted his 
defeat, saying, “Now the 
Presidency belongs to someone 
else, bui ihe glory of these devoted 
friends and their dedication to the 
noble ideals of this country 
sustains us now and it will sustain 
our country. We will shed no tears 
because all of this effort I am sure 
will bear fruit for years to come.

"There can be no question at all 
ihai we have pushed this country 
io ihe direction of peace, and I 
ihmk each one of us loves lhe title

On the November 15 and 16 referenda ballot, students 
will have a chance to pledge their support to the lettuce 
boycott being waged by the United Farm Workers Union 
(UFW).

This boycott is the latest effort by the UFW to get the 
big produce growers to the bargaining table. These 
growers have tried since 1935 to prevent farm 
workers from unionizing.

Without a union, farm workers cannot hope to eliminate 
the substandard living conditions and abuses they now 
suffer. They cannot expect to work under the same 
conditions guaranteed to every other worker in the 
United States.

Lettuce workers' pay ranges from a high of $1.75 an 
hour in California to a low of $1.10 in Texas and his 
average working life span is only 5 and one half years. 
Health conditions of migrant workers are very poor due 
to their working pace and physical hazards such as 
pesticides.

Without a lettuce boycott, farm workers will not be 
able to unionize and effectively bargain with the growers 
to end these conditions.

The Daily Cougar urges you to vote in favor of the 
lettuce boycott and to support the efforts of the farm 
workers.

Evidence neglects the past

In correcting Allison Korn's viewpoint, 
Abu-Ahmad accuses her of displaying "a lack 
of correct information" and then coolly 
proceeds to dish out a huge dose of misin­
formation himself. Such, it seems are the 
ways of the Mideast!

But what are the facts? First the number of 
Palestinian refugees, who actually left their 
homes in 1948-49 was 500,000. They were not 
expelled by the Israelis, but were urged to go 
by their own leaders. Who says so? Emile 
Ghoury, Secretary of the Palestine Arab 
Higher Committee. Interviewed by the Beirut 
Telegraph on September 6, 1948 Ghoury said, 
“The fact that there are these refugees is the

viewpoint
direct consequence of the act of the Arab 
States in opposing partition and the Jewish 
State. The Arab States agreed upon this 
policy unanimously and they must share in 
the solution of the problem. The Arab 
Governments told us, "Get out so that we can 
get in! We got out but they did not get in."

Abu-Ahmad dwells at length on the tragedy 
of Deir Yassin, citing "evidence" from people 
who were not there when it happened. Con­
veniently he “forgets" the long history of 
Arab atrocities against the Jewish 
population, such as the massacre of 41 
unarmed employes at the Haifa oil refineries, 
the butchery of 76 doctors and nurses on the 
way to the Hadassah hospital on Mount 
Scopus or the murder of almost the entire 
population of Etzion Village. But to come 
back to Deir Yassin: here Abu Ahmad omits 
mention of the fact—borne out by the 
University of Michigan's Center for Research 
on Conflict Resolutions—that the battle for 
the village came about because its 
inhabitants had played a major role in 
harrassing traffic to the city of Jerusalem. 
Nevertheless, before attacking Deir Yassin, 
the University of Michigan study confirms the 
irregulars of the Israeli Irgun Zvai Leumi 
brought up a loud speaker truck.

The University of Michigan report tells us 
what happened next:

In the early dawn light of April 10, 
1948, it was driven close to the village 
entrance and a warning was broadcast 
in Arabic to civilian, non-combatant 
inhabitants to withdraw from the 
danger zone, as an attack was im­
minent. Everyone who left would be 
guaranteed safe passage—if not, it

would be his or her own responsibility. 
Some 200 villagers did come out and 
took shelter on the lower slopes of the 
hill on which Deir Yassin was perched. 
None of them, during or after the 
fighting, was hurt or molested in the 
slightest, and all were afterwards 
transported to the fringe of the Arab- 
held fifth of East Jerusalem and there 
released.

The actual battle of Deir Yassin began 
with a typical Arab subterfuge, which 
has been often replayed since. The 
Palestinian Arab and Iraqi garrison 
hung out white flags from houses 
nearest the village entrance; it was 
accompanied by a hail of fire. One of the 
first to be hit was the Irgun commander. 
Fierce house-to-house fighting followed. 
Midway, the Irgunists ran out of am­
munition, but went on as best they could 
with the weapons and equipment found 
in the first houses to fall into their 
hands. Most of the stone buildings were 
defended hotly and were captured only 
after grenades were lobbed through 
their windows. Some of the garrison, as 
the battle neared its close, attempted to 
escape in women's dress. When ap­
proached. they opened fire. They were 
discovered to be wearing Iraqi military- 
uniforms under the disguise.

When it was all over the Jewish irregulars 
had suffered 41 casualties and the Arabs, 
including both soldiers and civilians. 200.

Abu-Ahmad presumably was not at Deir 
Yassin that day, but a fellow Arab, Junes 
Abmad Assad was. The Jordanian daily “Al 
Urdun" quoted him on April 9. 1955: "The 
Jews never intended to hurt the population of 
the village, but were forced to do so after they 
met enemy fire from the population. . ."

It is. of course easy to smear charges 
against Israel, but ultimately fruitless if they 
cannot bear scrutiny. It may be true, for 
instance, that there were excesses in the 
treatment of curfew breakers at Kafr Kassim 
during the Sinai War of 1956, but once again 
Abu-Ahmad is dealing in half truths because 
he makes no mention of the fact that those 
responsible were court-martialled and 
severely punished.

However, the most fundamental question 
posed by his “viewpoint" is this: just what is 
he trying to prove? That the terrorism of 
Munich was justified? That it was right to 
butcher innocent Puerto Rican pilgrims at 
Lod Airport9 That the murder of 
schoolchildren on the Lebanese border, or the 
blowing up of Arab or Jewish civilians in 
Gaza or Jerusalem market places serve any 
useful purpose?

DALLAS (UPI) - Dolph 

Briscoe, ihe millionaire Texas 
rancher who coasted Io I he 
Democratic nomination for 
governor with only a slight 
challenge from a liberal lady 
legislator, overcame Republican 
Henry C. Grover's lead early 
Wednesday, picking up strength 
from traditionally Democratic 
rural Texas.

Briscoe trailed Grover most of 
the night but pulled back in front 
with 1.2 million votes cast.

Richard Nixon who won 69 per 
cent of lhe Texas vole and ad­
mitted “The President's vote 
helped."

The UH student body will be the 
last to know who is the 1972 
Homecoming Queen.

Although the election com­
mission was originally going to 
count the homecoming ballots in 
private the commission allowed 
each queen candidate and one 
representative to be present when 
the votes were counted.

Bob Kerr, election com­
missioner, said the commission 
was attempting to follow 
homecoming tradition and keep 
the decision secret until Saturday 
night at half time of the UH- 
Colorado Stale football game.

After pressure from the Student 
Court and the candidates them­
selves, the commission decided to 
follow the election code rules 
regarding counting of ballots, 
which says, “The Election 
Commission shall reserve the 
right to deny admittance to 
anyone to the room where the 
ballots are tabulated with the 
exception of candidates and one 
additional observer to be 
designated by each candidate."

"All the candidates wanted,to 
know the decision ahead of time, 
and they stayed to make sure 
everything was on the up and up," 
Kerr said. "They were all sworn 
to secrecy," he added.

Whoever gathers the largest 
numbers of votes will be an­
nounced the winner by the 
election commission. Kerr said. 
"Our responsibility ends there," 

he added.
The candidates for homecoming 

queen were Eunice Spriggs, 
Mindy Shoppe, Julie Hardin, Pam 
Yaggi. Cindy Farmer, and Paul 
Jarrell. Jarrell is the second male 
student in UH history to run for 
homecoming queen.

Charlie Carper ran for 
homecoming queen in Fall .1969 
and was crowned homecoming 
king when he lost to Tamie Nierth 
by 92 votes.

The board, as outlined in the 
bill, will consist of the SA 
president, The Daily Cougar 
editor, the Residence Halls 
Government president, the 
Panhellenic Council president and 
a student elected by a caucus of 
Executive Committee members 
from the Black Studenl Union, 
Mexican American Youth 
Organization, Chinese Students' 
Association and the International 
Students Organization. The In- 
terfraternity Council president 
will serve all ernat ing t erms on I he 
board with the Panhellenic 
Council president.

The board will also have non- 
voting ex-officio members in­
cluding the SA attorney, the vice- 
president, dean of students,

women's advocate, coordinator of 
ethnic affairs and UH assistant 
vice-president, business manager 
and treasurer.

The senate also approved a bill 
allocating $130 to salary a Peer 
Tutorial System (PTS) coor­
dinator and to finance supplies for 
the coordinator's bookkeeping and 
office work.

Sen. Ann Bowen (SOCIAL 
WORK) said this money is 
necessary to hire a coordinator to 
get the tutorial system operating.

"We’re looking for a qualified 
person Io fill the coordinator post 
right now," Bowen said. “Any 
interested people should come by 
the SA office and apply."

Bowen said the PTS coordinator 
will be in charge of recruiting and 

training tutors, advertising the 
PTS program among faculty and 
students, handling monthly 
payments of tutors and answering 
questions and resolving dif­
ficulties related to the PTS 
program.

Senators also amended the 
election code to provide more paid 
poll workers at the Science and 
Research Building poll for arts 
and sciences (A&S). The A&S poll 
must have four paid poll workers 
and two election commissioners 
on duty while other polls will have 
only two poll workers and one 
election commissioner.

The senate also approved the 
allocation of $100 to Slewart Abel, 
optometry student, to attend the 
American Academy of Op­

tometry. Abel will present a paper 
to the academy on research 
relating to a patient he had last 
year.

Other senate business included 
the resignation of Ralph Behrens 
as Traffic Court student justice 
and the swearing in of Sens. Tom 
Fry (ENGR), Jim Ligget 
(GRAD), Charles Clark (GRAD), 
Kathy Schenck (BUS), Ann 
Bowen (SOCIAL WORK), Rick 
Brass (A&S) and Behrens 
(LAW).

The senate also approved the 
appointments of Fran Friend as 
senate parliamentarian, Bob 
Osborne as elect ion commissioner 
and Charles Garren as Orien­
tation Steering Committee 
member.

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Marshmallow 'Messiah'
is more silly than savage

Ken Russell's new film, 
Savage Messiah" (at the 
laylynn Terrace; rated R), is a 
narshmallow movie—rich in 
inematic flavor, but forgotten ten 
nmules after you walk out of the 
heatre

Russell gives the subject of this 
iiography, the sculptor Henri 
laudier Brzeska, infinitely less 
ittention and reverence than he 
avishes on himself as filmmaker 
\s a result. Gaudier comes across 
is an unbelievable, one- 
hmensional cartoon character

Story traces lost years

The story traces the last years 
>f Gaudier’s life 'he died at 23) 
and his relationship with an older 
’olish woman, played by a 
remarkably talented actress, 
Dorothy Tutin. As a pair of down- 
on-their-luck artists, the two 
develop a mutually satisfying, 
thifugh platonic, love affair, 
during which they adopt each 

other s last names (thus Gaudier- 
Brzeska ).

The woman serves as Gaudier's 
mother sister-lover with whom he 
finds security and relief from his 
frenetic, disordered life. Gaudier 
is the woman's wild, impetuous 
lover who was lacking in her 
youth

After setting up this 
psychologically pregnant 
situation, Russell fails to pursue 
its possibilities in any satisfying 
manner. He is content to let his 
characters play games with 
themselves and the world—games 
which give the audience no more 
information about the characters 
than it liad after the first reel.

Blissfully unencumbered by 
anything resembling an intellect. 
Gaudier runs around doing arty 
things, like climbing over statues 
in a public fountain, throwing a 
marble bust through a plate-glass 
window, and running off to war 
'and his death) because the 
Germans are advancing on the 
Louvre.

From time to time. Gaudier 
does attempt to tell us what ART 

is, by way of some pithy 
pronouncements. But after 
establishing the depth of 
character of an artistic Dennis the 
Menace, Gaudier's attempts do 
not exactly provoke a flurry of 
note-taking among the members 
of the audience

Actor is flawless

Scott Antony is a handsome 
young actor with flawless diction. 
His posturing performance as 
Gaudier is one of the worst screen 
acting jobs 1 can remember 
seeing.

As director. Russell seems to be 
more interested in giving lessons 
on filmmaking than in making a 
film. Some of the individual 
scenes in "Messiah" bulge 
beautifully with detail and 
symbolism, but nothing sub­
stantial is carried from one scene 
to the next.

I feel sure that if Russell had 
been given a more solid screen­
play than Christopher Logue s 
juvenile patchwork, "Savage 
Messiah" could have been a very 
interesting movie. As it is, this 
“Messiah" is more silly than

Priscilla (Coolidge) Jones. Her 
voice has the strength of a Mack 
truck but the smoothness of a 
chorus of angels.

She wails in throbbing gospel 
rock'n'roll tunes like "Take Me 
Back," "Alabam” and "Grey 
Line Tour."

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'Limbo' 

portrays 

POW wife

Director Mark Robeson brought 

portions of his new movie 
"Limbo" to a press conference at 
the Houston Oaks Hotel Monday. 
If any of Robeson's charisma has 
"rubbed off" on the movie it 
would be worth the time to check 
it out. It opens Friday at the 
Galleria Cinema

Robeson appears to be a middle- 
aged businessman without the 
slight graying of hair at the 
temples. But the similarity is in 
appearance only. He speaks with 
his hands and his eyes. His voice is 
soft and sure of every word. He is 
full of personality and his films 
come off in a similar fashion.

"Limbo" was filmed in Florida. 
Starring Kathy Nolan, Kate 
Jackson and Katheryn Justice, it 
began as a account about POW 
wives. New York's Linda Gottley 
and Joan Silver researched the 
wives for one year and turned out 
a novel which was adapted to the 
screen and produced and directed 
by Robeson.

“Men are suckers for this type 
of film," Robeson said. Its timely 
subject matter and warmth of 
characters make it go. It concerns 
three POW wives and events that 
occur while their husbands are 
interned.

Robeson takes a novel stand 
"The real POWs are the women.

Other antiwar films portray the 
gung-ho attitude of war. They say 
war and violence are hell so they 
give the audience violence and 
people get excited.

"We try to take lhe antithesis of 
that approach and give a story of 
love. The movie tries to show the 
full spectrum of POW wives from 
the left to the right with every 
shade of social and political 
feeling."

Robeson's approach is daring. 
Few movies try to portray the 
problem of the POW wives but 
Robeson’s career has been 
marked with daring, innovative 
films including "Peyton Place," 
“Valley of the Dolls," "Bridge 

Over Toko Ri," and "Von Ryan's 
Express." Oddly enough, “Dolls" 
was Robeson’s biggest monetary 
success. “I laughed tongue-in- 
cheek all the way to the bank with 
that one."

Many lines of dialogue in 
“Limbo" come from actual POW 
wives. Robeson's favorite line 
came from a newscast a few 
weeks back. A POW wife said, 

Now knowing my husband is 
coming home, I'll be out of my 
state of limbo."

Robeson began his career as a 
film cutter and went from there 
editing such films as “Citizen 
Kane" with Orson Welles and 
finally to directing at the age of 28.

Hirasaki and members of NOW 
hosted a question-and-answer 
session on women's liberation at 7 
p.m Wednesday in the F’ort Worth 
Room. UC. Hirasaki and Poppy 
Northcutt formed a panel to an­
swer random questions from the 
small student audience

Northcutt agreed with Hirasaki 
that women should work She said 
absenteeism is lower for women 
than men. so the effect of the 
woman in business is greater

W hen asked if she wanted to be 
drafted, Northcutt said. "Ask men 
if they want to be drafted."

Northcutt said she is not a 
"liberated woman," because no 
one is liberated in a sexist society.

The discussion then turned to 
the domination of males in today's 
society Northcutt said males are 
programmed to dominate in sex 
and war from their early 
childhood. She then pointed out

overtones.

“Nixon used the terms, "peace 
with honor.' 'we must not with­
draw without honor and we must 
penetrate further in order to with­
draw more quickly,' Northcutt 
said

A male student then asked how 
women feel about being whistled 
at in reference to the charges of 
chauvinism on the UH campus 
Many of the women in the 
audience excitedly rose to answer 
the question Hirasaki summed up
