giants or to become éloquent orators. We do, nevertheless, 
long to realize ail that life has to give.

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HOW
TOSTUDY 
POETRY

By PROF. H. J. HOLT
I hear them cry: “Forever
Seek for Beauty, she alone
Fights with man against Death!”

—Sara Teasdale.
The subject English that, like the 

poor, “we bave with us always,” in 
its study through the primary and 
grammar, high school and college 
years may be likened to a treadmill 
where we labor earnestly and inten- 
sively, and get no place. Or it may 
be likeened to a delightful stroll 
through meadows and woodlands in 
springtime, where bracing breezes 
blow, where the sweet song birds 
make melody, and where the spirit of 
man may dilate in joy and delight 
in changing scenei.

Whether you hâve experieneed the 
effects of the first simile mentioned 
above, or the second, dépends largely 
upon your objective in life. I may 
admit with you that certain phases 
of English study in grammar, rehe- 
toric and composition are dry and 
heavy. Ail learning processes are 
slow and painful. Surely the reward 
of later interpretive study is worth 
the long years of labor in English 
apprenticeship.

We are never doser to poetry than 
when we are children. The speech of 
mankind probably began in poetic 
phrasings. In the présent mechanis- 
tic âge, however, we scom simplici- 
ty and bend ail our efforts toward 
complex expressions and émotions. 
We mask our humbler, basic feelings 
and put on a bold front of urbanity. 
We catch at half truths, think in 
phrases ratiier thiatn clauses, and 
make shrewd guesses at convei'sa- 
tion and reading rather than “waste” 
our time in completing sentences.

“The world is too much with us," 
wailed William Wordsworth. Per- 
haps he felt the urge to spend more 
time in contemplation and less in 
aimless persuits of social pleasures.

A comprehensive study of poetry 
requires background, understanding, 
and sympathy. Since modem civili- 
zation has drifted away from poetic 
^expression into the use of terse 
prose, we must begin with a study of 
prose forms and build up our liter- 
ary background to a point of contact 
with poetry.

Understanding of basic poetic 
forms constitutes the second step 
toward poetry study. Certainly an 
ability to scan verse, whether it be 
iambic, dactyllic, or whatever it may 
be is essential. A general knowledge 
of “period” poetry, such as Cavalier, 
Renaissance, Colonial, and War will 
be of aid.

Finally, sympathetic a 11 i tudes 
should be carefully cultivated. One 
must possess patience, poise, tran- 
quility, optimism and altruism in or- 
der to enjoy and interpret poetry, 
keeping in mind the fact that poetry, 
unlike prose, is the outburst of a 
poet’s "finer feelings and émotions. 
His tempéraments must be entered 
into. He is not interested in amus- 
ing his reader. So, one must be con­
tent to listen to his song, his mes­
sage. If one has humor an even 
doser understanding is possible.

Poetry should be read aloud to be 
enjoyed best. A good clear, expres­
sive, well-modulated voice will work 
wonders in rendering poetry intel 
ligable.

Poetry is filled with human de­
sires and yearnings. It has been 
called “soûl food.” It is an expres­
sion of the beautiful. It knows no 
limits. Its study is a challenge to the 
thoughtful student.
