Government agrees to Matlovich request
WASHINGTON—The government 
agreed Monday, Nov. 24, to pay 
$160,000 to settle a court battle with 
former Air Force Sgt. Leonard 
Matlovich, UPI reported.

In return, Matlovich, a decorated 
Vietnam veteran discharged from the 
service after announcing his 
homosexuality, agreed not to seek 
further damages or to re-enlist in the 
service, the news service said. In 
pressing his test case for gay rights, he 
had said previously he would try to 
rejoin the Air Force to serve as an 
example to the other homosexuals 
serving in the military.

Justice Department lawyers planned 
to file the negotiated settlement in the 
U.S. District Court for the District of 
Columbia, said UPI.

The settlement was prompted after 
U.S. District Judge Gerhard Gesell 
ruled in Matlovich’s favor in his civil 
rights suit on Sept. 12.

Matlovich now works for an auto 
dealership in San Francisco. His 
Washington lawyer, Patricia Douglass, 
told UPI, “I think it’s a satisfactory 
settlement for Mr. Matlovich’s part.”

Matlovich, 37, was discharged in 
1975 after 12 years in the service when 
he wrote a letter declaring his 
homosexuality to Air Force Secretary 
John McLucas.

Matlovich, who was a technical 
sergeant stationed at Langley Air Force 
Base, Virginia, went to court, but Gesell 
ruled against him. In 1978, an appeals 
court told Gesell to reconsider the case 
on grounds the Air Force’s

homosexuality standards were vague 
and needed clarification.

In September, Gesell ordered 
Matlovich reinstated, declaring that 
without clear reasonable regulations, 
the Air Force could not discharge 
Matlovich. The standards say 
homosexuals will be discharged except 
in “unusual circumstances,” but the 
appeals court said the standard never 
defines those circumstances.

Holidays and the resultant 

indoor entertaining can be 
hard on furniture. So can 
everyday wear and tear.

No matter how careful 
you try to be, scratches and 
other marks will start to 
appear. Getting rid of them 
is a matter of knowing the 
right remedy for the partic­
ular ailment.

Scratches and nicks can 
be the most annoying and 
they require care and 
patience in repairing. Some­
times the scratch is so light 
that it will vanish if rubbed 
with a cloth dampened with 
furniture polish to which you 
have added a few drops of 
rubbing alcohol.

A fine scratch that just 
barely breaks the surface 
can be repaired by softening 
the finish so that it flows 
together over the scratch. 
This reouires a steady hand. 
With a fine brush trace over 
the scratch with alcohol for 
shellac, turpentine for varn­
ish, lacquer thinner for 
lacquer.

Scratches that get into the 
bare wood are deep enough 
to need filling. Use a shellac 
stick which you can buy in 
matching shades. Sometimes 
rubbing across the scratch 
will do it. More often you 
will have to melt the stick 
and build up the batch in 
layers. Rub down and polish 
with pumice. If the patch 
shows, stroke on a matching 
oil stain with a soft brush.

Actual holes should be 
cleaned out with a knife to 
remove fragments, partly 
filled with plastic wood and 
then — when dry — treated 
with a shellac stick.

A hot object placed on a 
varnished surface will leave 
a milky mark. A gentle rub­
bing with spirits of camphor

will generally remove the 
offending spot. Polish when 
dry.

Wet glasses will leave 
white rings. Try a mixture 
of olive oil and white vine­
gar in equal parts. Rub with 
the grain.

Cream wax will clean up 
most spots left by cosmetics, 
ink, wax and milk. Give the 
spot a vigorous rubbing in 
the direction of the grain.

Paper that has become 
damp and then stuck to the 
furniture (or was under a hot 
object) should not be scraped 
off. Soften by covering with 
olive oil. Allow it to soak and 
then rub off.

A tabletop burn that 
doesn’t go right through can 
be eliminated with silver 
polish. Rub carefully, keep­
ing the polish away from the 
adjoining surface. Wipe dry 
and then polish or wax as 
you usually would.

Jolly Green Thumb

Preserved flower pictures are an unusual and creative 
use for end-of-the-garden materials. They evoke memo­
ries of Victorian times, when every parlor sported one 
above the horsehair sofa. Yet, today, they’re at home with 
modern furnishings, with one exception. Turn of the cen­
tury ladies made some flowers of human hair — today’s 
women aren’t into that!

Anyway, to make a preserved flower picture takes 
time, creativity, a supply of dried flowers, leaves and bits 
of nature’s leftovers, plus patience.

A suitable frame is the biggest expense. Scour “junque” 
and antique shops until you find an oldie, but still goodie. 
Take it apart; doctor as needed; paint, stain or regild until 
it’s better than new. Oval shapes lend themselves to the 
flower pictures beautifully, but the square or oblong 
shadow box effect is nice, too.

Treating the flowers is next. They should be pressed 
between pages of a thick book — the phone book is ideal 
if you live in a big city. A week pressed amid the pages, 
with the works weighted down with boards or rock should 
do it. If your phone book is thin, make a bundle of maga­
zines, flowers pressed between pages, and place boards 
atop and below and tie it tightly. When flowers feel silky 
and don’t adhere to pages, they’re ready for placement.

Cover the inside of the frame with fabric. Velvet is a 
favorite, but heavy cotton, natural jute or felt work. Use 
a good, disappearing glue and eyebrow tweezers to move 
the flowers and dried twigs about. Fill in with bits of 
greenery, seed pods, wheat — whatever suits your fancy. 
You’re the artist. Let picture dry completely, finish fram­
ing, and hang or give with pride.
