To the hundreds of students and faculty who knew Major 
Archie W. French during his long tenure at the University, these 
words best describe the man whose death on January 18 brought 
stillness to the campus.

To those who had known him well, the news at first seemed 
unbelievable. Few had known that the Marine veteran of two 
World Wars had for years carried on a fight against death that 
few could have maintained.

But, hidden beneath his hard exterior was a heart from 
which the long war years had taken much. Gassed, shot, shelled, 
he had returned to the University after World War H to bring to 
a close the many years of service here which had begun in 1930.

In that time, he watched the school grow from only 2f)00 
students to its present status as the second largest University 
in Texas.

From the faculty he received the highest honors that the 
group could bestow, the presidency of the Faculty Association 
and the Men s Faculty Club.

From the students who had come and gone through the years 
he received respect and admiration and, in many cases ever­
lasting gratitude.

The Major liked to recall how one of his favorite students 
had devised the present University seal, and how, in the ’30's he 
had come here as coach, athletic director and instructor, only to 
find that his greatest problem was in finding eleven men to field 
for the few football games the school played in those early days.

To the close observer, he was a product of his life and age. 
He typified the man ivhose life is spent in service to his country 
and to his fellow man. It is to him that we dedicated the

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It will be many years before University of Houston students forget the little 155- 
pound “scatback” who stole the hearts and admiration of UH students and followers 
alike.

Thus, beginning what we hope may become a tradition, the Yearbook staff pays 
tribute on this page to a little guy with a big heart, Max Clark, the 1951 Houstonian’s 
UH Football Player of the Year.

In scoring 11 touchdowns and 24 extra points, Clark established himself as the 
seventh leading scorer in the nation. His point-kicking precision placed him third in 
collegiate football circles in that department.

He carried the ball 134 times for 936 yards, an average of 6.9 yards per carry.

He played in ten games, participating in 87 percent of the University’s offensive 
plays.

He called signals from his halfback position in the closing five games of the season 
in addition to his other duties.

He represented the University in the Senior Bowl game in Mobile, Alabama, at the 
request of North coach Alvin “Bo” McMillin, playing beside such other Southwestern 
“Greats” as Kyle Rote, Johnny Champion and Leon Heath.

He never quit.

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Apparently depending on the Texas heat to stop St. Bonaventure in the second half 
the University of Houston miscalculated and dropped its opening game to the New 
Yorkers, 29-14.

Until half time, it appeared to be the Cougars’ game as they drove 90 yards on six 
plays to score their first TD against virtually no opposition. Then, in the opening 
minutes of the second half, they made it 14-0 when Gene Shannon smashed over from 
the one, and little Max Clark made good his second conversion.

Then St. Bonaventure caught fire. Shifting their line from five to seven and some­
times eight men, the Bonnies broke up the Cougar pitchouts and opened up the wraps 
on their highly touted backfield.

Two hair-trigger passes from quarterback Marchibroda, one for 60 yards and the 
other for 30, brought two touchdowns. An 85-yard scamper by Hanifin to the Houston 
three added to the damage when seconds later Marchibroda crashed over for a score.

A field goal from the toe of Danny Huntoon completed the scoring and secured the 
St. Bonaventure victory.

Willing, but not too ready in their first crack at Southwest conference football, the 
University of Houston helped the Baylor Bears open their new stadium at Waco by 
bowing 34-7.

It was Baylor and Isbell all the way as the all-Southwest man-under completed seven 
passes in II tries for three TD’s and 113 yards.

Despite 125 yards in penalties, the Bears went on to compile 349 net yards gained, 
compared to the Cougars’ 139.

The University’s only score came late in the third quarter when Gene Shannon broke 
loose for 68 yards. Finding himself in the Baylor secondary, Shannon outran the 
defenders to the 15, shook off a desperation dive by John Curtis, and went over stand­
ing up. Clark converted.

Baylor came back immediately with two last-quarter scores to crush the Cougars’ 
hopes of a win over a Southwest conference foe.

Making it three losses in a row, the University lost to “downhill” Trinity of San 
Antonio, before a crowd of 1,400 in Alamo stadium, losing in the final five minutes of 
play, 20-16.

Spectators saw the lead change hands four times before the final gun sounded.

The Tigers’ first two scores came on drives of 85 and 66 yards, the latter drive 
mostly through the air. Then, with time running out in the last period, Herb Falken- 
berg, smashing San Antonio back, ran to his left. Tackled, he lateralled to Dalton 
Klaus, who scampered 45 yards for a score.

The first Houston touchdown came when Gene Shannon scooted 68 yards on the 
same opening play that had resulted in a touchdown against Baylor.

Late in the fourth quarter, Hartsell hit Clark in the open for another Red and 
White TD.

A blocked kick in the same quarter by Frank James was turned into a safety and 
completed Houston scoring.

Two hours and 46 points 
later the Kansas squad was still wondering what had happened, as they trailed to the 
locker room on the short end of a 46-6 UH scoring spree.

Using three backfield combinations, the University ground out 308 yards to the 
Shockers’ 163 with a show of power in the second half that brought five TD’s before 
the clock ran out.

Added to the two scores in the second period, the tallies were more than enough for 
victory.

Wichita’s only touchdown came in the second quarter at the end of an 80-yard sus­
tained drive when their man-under, Gerald Bowen, slammed over from the one.

Never a team to be outdone, the University outfumbled the North Texas State Eagles 
6-4 and paid the price in a 16-13 setback. Even then, it took a 17-yard field goal for the 
Denton team to turn the trick.

On comparative scores, the Cougars were dead ducks before they went on the field.

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Grinding out 486 yards to their opponents’ 28, the University made its debut in the 
new Houston Stadium, celebrated Homecoming, and massacred the William and Mary 
Indians, 36-18, all in the same day.

Trying once more for the “big-time,” after dropping a 13-14 heart-breaker last year 
to the Indians, a Cougar victory was never in doubt.

Little Max Clark and still smaller Jolly Hartsell did most of the damage.

Three times Clark slipped over the goal line and three times he split the cross bars 
for extra points. And, time after time, it was Hartsell, holding the ball until the last 
second, who looped pitchouts to eager Red and White backs for solid, ground-eating 
gains.

The UH scored just about every way in the books. Broken field runs, goal line 
plunges, passes, and even an 11-yard field goal from the foot of Randy Owens com­
bined to achieve the Cougar victory.

For the first time in its short athletic history, the University won a Homecoming 
victory, and one with no strings or gripes attached.

In a brutal, crushing game which matched the oldest tradition of football, the UH 
went down in defeat at the hands of the Golden Hurricanes of Tulsa University, 28-21. 
But the ill wind that blew victory to the Hurricanes could take nothing from the pres­
tige of the Red and White.

Picked as 14-point underdogs, the Cougars never admitted it. Nor did they seem to 
know that in the team that had crushed Arkansas 28-13 the week before, they were 
facing the Number Four ground gaining club in collegiate football circles.

In amassing an 8-1-1 record, the Hurricanes had downed such touted powers as 
Oklahoma A&M, Texas Tech and Villanova.

Almost within reach of that .500 season mark, the Cougars jumped into a 14-0 lead in 
the initial period of play only to see it fade as the game progressed. Time and again the 
Red and White line tried to hold, but the raging Hurricane team continued to grind 4, 
5, and 6 yards at a time toward the Houston goal.

The 
Billikins scored 21 fouls in 30 attempts to more 
than make up for the outside shots.

Against Stephen F. Austin the Cougars came 
within a hair of repeating their losing ways.

A complete turnabout from the St. Louis game 
gave the UH their first win over a Southwest Con­
ference foe, Texas A&M.

This time it was the Cougars who shone at the 
foul line with 18 baskets for 27 tries.

Like the Billikin game, too, the winners were out- 
scored from the floor, but won 52-45.

Winless in three MVC games against St. Louis 
and Bradley, the Red and White found Wichita 
easier meat than the nationally ranked teams.

The UH won in a breeze, 86-64, and broke four 
University records in the process. Royce Ray, with 
27 points was responsible for two.

On the road once more, the Cougars broke even 
with Drake University in Des Moines, to bring their 
season record to five wins and four losses.

Drake took the first game 66-60, leading all the 
way. In the second contest the Cougars jumped to 
an early lead, held it throughout most of the play, 
and coasted to victory, 77-67.

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FOUR WINS GIVE UH 9-6 RECORD
Missouri University literally burned up the back- 

boards to wind up the UH’s road trip through the 
Midwest and bring the Red and White its second 
loss in three games.

The Tigers hit 16 for 33 shots in the first half 
for nearly a 50 percent average. Coasting from 
there, they never quite lost the lead.

The closest the Cougars came was early in the 
second half when they trailed 35-32.

Once more on their home court, the hapless UH 
still had trouble, but defeated Oklahoma City Uni­
versity 53-51, scoring the winning points with less 
than two minutes to play.

Not until late in the third period did the Cougars 
pull ahead and then no more than three points 
separated the teams until the game ended.

Returning to the road, the Red and White drop­
ped a “heart-breaker” to Midwestern, 54-53, in 
Wichita Falls.

Fans saw the lead change hands twenty times 
before the clock ran out. At no time were the squads 
separated by more than four points.

With Hendrix hot once more, the UH played 
"fire engine” ball the next two games and scuttled 
Trinity and Sam Houston with a minimum of trou­
ble.

The Tigers from San Antonio played good ball 
the first half but were no match for the Cougars in 
the second. They fell by the wayside, 72-63.

Still hot, the Red and White hit 46 percent of 
their shots to give Sam Houston the same medicine 
and a 67-48 defeat.

An old rival, North Texas State fared no better. 
Play ing on their home floor, the UH was slowed by 
NTS’s tight defense, but still won, 54-46, bringing 
their season record to 9-6.
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COUGARS CONTINUE IN SLUMP
A long shot in the final 35 seconds sounded taps 

for the Cougars as they bowed in defeat to Wichita 
University in Kansas, 69-68.

Shooting desperately from 40 feet out, lanky 
John Friedersdorf, 6-foot, 5-inch Indian forward, 
turned the trick in the final period. The toss was 
just too much for the UH as they failed to score 
again in the closing seconds.

A seven-day layoff seemed to revive the Red and 
White though, for one week later they outscored 
and outshot Midwestern in a 58-36 rout.

Midwestern just couldn’t stand the pressure, and 
after the first six minutes never took the lead.

Sinking 43 percent of their shots, the UH brought 
their season record to 10 wins and seven losses.

Bradley posed a far more difficult problem. The 
northerners barely maintained the lead in the first 
three periods, but then, as the Cougars fizzled, ran 
up the score to win, 60-47.

Tulsa, the whipping boy of the MVC, turned the 
trick also, outlasting the UH to win, 50-45.

Once again the Cougars played three quarters of 
winning ball, but just couldn’t find the hoop in the 
closing period.

The loss brought the Red and White’s confer­
ence record to seven losses and two wins.

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The cold Michigan air worked wonders for De­
troit, but apparently froze the Cougar’s spirits as 
they bowed twice on successive nights to the north­
erners.

The opening contest of the series was Detroit’s 
from start to finish as they outshot and outran the 
Red and White to a 70-61 victory.

The second game was markedly worse from the 
UH point of view.

Led by forward John Kirwan, the Detroit team 
rolled up 93 points, setting a new team record and 
completely outclassing the Cougars, 93-73. Kirwan, 
with 31 points, also shattered the school individual­
scoring record that had stood for 40 years.

Two more UH losses followed in rapid succes­
sion.

Oklahoma A&M, never behind after the initial 
two minutes of play, sank 49 percent of their shots 
and walked off with a 61-52 victory.

North Texas had more trouble, but won at the 
free throw line, 60-57, with 2.02 minutes to play. 
As in the past, the Cougars led throughout the first 
half, but couldn’t retain the margin through the 
final period.

UH DROPS FOUR IN A ROW

AY-
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Hendrix and Renta go high 
for a rebound against Texas 
A&M at College Station.
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Wallowing in the trough of a six-game losing 
streak, the University tried for their second win 
over Oklahoma City University, but failed to make 
the grade.

The Chiefs, freezing the ball effectively for the 
last four minutes of play, held on to a slim three- 
point margin to win, 57-54.

Ray’s 17 points were high for the game, but not 
enough to cool OCU who hit almost 50 percent of 
their shots from the floor.

Home for the last time, the UH rebounded and 
dropped Trinity 72-61.

Fans saw little to cheer in the opening two periods 
of play. Then in the third quarter the Cougar’s 
poured 31 points through the net to roll enough 
points to assure victory.

The final three games of the season found the 
Red and White playing consistent ball. Texas A&M, 
Tulsa and Oklahoma A&M downed the UH with 
little or no trouble in a six-day road trip which left 
the Cougars groggy.

Texas A&M dropped the Houston squad 55-46. 
Three days later, Tulsa did the same, 60-44.

Oklahoma A&M, sporting a 26-3 season record 
swamped the Cougars 57-39 for the closing game 
of the season, leaving the UH in the MVC cellar on 
the short end of a 2-12 record.
