Hill files $150,000 suit against HPD
Longtime Houston gay activist Ray Hill 
filed a federal civil rights suit April 28 
against the Houston Police Department 
charging he was improperly arrested Feb. 
14 for “interferring with a police officer” 
in Montrose.

Hill s suit seeks $150,000 in damages 
and names police officers R.D. Holtsclaw 
and J.L. Kelly as defendants.

Hill spent 18 hours in jail after the 
arrest. At the trial April 12 he was found 
not guilty of violating the city ordinance, a 
class C misdeameanor.

He filed a complaint with HPD’s 
Internal Affairs the day after the trial.

“Houston police frequently use the 
charge of ‘interferring with a police 
officer as an excuse to arrest someone 
when no other ordinance applies—or to 
just arrest someone they don’t like,” Hill 
said.

“Part of my goal with this suit is to get 
the ordinance declared unconstitutional,” 
he said.

In the early morning hours of Feb. 14, 
Hill and his companion were walking to a 
store near his home when he noticed police 
officers arresting a friend of his, Charles 
Hill (no relation). Ray Hill said the officers 
were using unnecessary force, and he cried 
out, ‘Why don’t you pick on someone your 
own size.’

The officers let go Charles Hill, who was 
relatively small in size, and arrested the 
6'1" Ray Hill.

Hill later admitted that he could of used 
a better choice of words to the officers but 
that he was upset with the abuse he said 
he saw them committing against Charles 
Hill.

Ray Hill has a history of being arrested. 
In 1981 he was briefly jailed for “failure to 
identify as a witness” when he upset 
police officers attending the “Mary’s 
Fairies” trials. Those trials were a result of 
a police raid at Mary’s Lounge, 1022 
Westheimer, in 1980.

Hill observed officers at the trials 
making obscene gestures toward the 
defendants and mocking feminine 
mannerisms—but all carefully out of view 
of the defense lawyers.

GPW fundraiser John Kirk said, “It 
made for a real nice weekend for Bobby 
Konrad. It was his birthday on Saturday 
and he won on Sunday.” Kirk added,

Kindred Spirits owner Marion E. Coleman 
were the first couple on the dance floor. 
Although the dress code had been sus­
pended for the event, Coleman and her 
manager Sandra L. Floyd entered into the 
spirit of the club by appearing in full 
leather.

Primary: A page 
by page guide

There are more names to select from on the 
Democrtaic Primary than on the Republi­
can ballot, but most of the choices are for 
higher-up positions, with few contests at 
the local level.

Page 1 has Joe Sullivan challenging 
Lloyd Bentsen for United States Senator. 
The GPC did not endorse in this race.

On the same page, the GPC has 
endorsed in the races for U.S Representa­
tive: District 18 is Mickey Leland, and Dis­
trict 25 is Mike Andrews. Opposing 
^Vidrews in District 25 is Tom Bass, a long 
time friend of the gay community.

On Page 2 are the offices of Governor, 
Lt. Governor, Attorney General, Comp­
troller of Public Accounts, State Treasurer 
and Land Commissioner. Buddy Temple 
and Bob Armstrong both battled for the 
GPC endorsement. Mark White even had a 
representative at the GPC endorsement 
meeting. The GPC ultimately listed Arm­
strong on their endorsement card, reflect­
ing the outcome of an Austin caucus of gay 
leaders, though the GPC had been unable 
to reach agreement on the governor’s race.

John Hannah was endorsed by the GPC 
for Attorney General over local candidate 
Jack Ogg, who has always been visible 
and active in seeking the gay vote before. 
Also, Jim Mattox sent representation to 
the GPC endorsement meeting with a 
strong plea for endorsement, and a request 
that there be no endorsement in the race if 
Mattox was not endorsed—a pretty strong 
plea.
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For Treasurer, incumbent Warren G. 
Harding is having troubles which some 
say are just plain politics. Regardless, it 
should make for one of the more interest­
ing contests locally since Ann Richards 
has the GPC endorsement, but Lane Den­
ton has some mighty active local backers. 
Ann Richards has sent her representa­
tives into Montrose all during the cam­
paign, while Lane Denton has been 
making personal appeals in Montrose.

Garry Mauro is the GPC endorsed candi­
date for Land Commissioner.

On page 3, the GPC selected Jim Hight­
ower over Reagan Brown for Agriculture 
Commissioner, but made no endorsement 
for Railroad Commissioner. In the 
Supreme Court contests, GPC and the 
Association of Women Attorneys (AWA) 
both endorsed William Kilgarlin, and 
additionally AWA endorsed Charles W. 
Barrow.

Page 4 will vary from precint to precinct. 
It is the State Senate, House of Represen­
tatives and Board of Education Districts. 
The GPC-endorsed names to be looking for 
are Richard Cross, Al Edwards, Larry 
Evans, Frumencio Reyes, Volly Bastine 
and Steven Schafersman.

On page 5, AWA and GPC endorsed M.B. 
(Murray) Cohen over Cahill Hitt. AWA 
also endorsed unopposed Joe Draughn.

Page 6 has Geraldine Tennant cam­
paigning with the endorsement of the GPC 
and AWA, as is Mike O’Brien. Unopposed 
Felix Salazar Jr. also earned the endorse­
ment of AWA.

Everyone on page 7 is unopposed. Sam 
Emison has AWA’s endorsement.

Top of Page 8 is Elinor M Walters who 
has the GPC endorsement. And just below 
that contest is Hugh Echols who also has 
the GPC endorsement. No other contest on 
page 8.

On Page 9, near the middle of the page, 
is Don Hendrix at position 221. Hendrix 
has the GPC endorsement.

Page 10 gives everyone a chance to vote 
for unopposed Anita Rodeheaver. Just 
below Rodeheaver is the race for County 
Treasurer, and although all the action on 
this one is in the Republican Primary, 
Walt Vansicle did appear before the GPC 
for its endorsement.

The rest of the ballot will vary from pre­
cinct to precinct except for County Chair­
man on page 11 where John Odam earned 
GPC’s endorsement over Jo Ann Gerhardt 
in a very emotional and difficult decision 
for the caucus.

Libertarians 
urged to stay at 
home Saturday
W.T. Fraser of the Libertarian Party of 
Texas has urged Texas voters to stay 
home on May 1st primary day for both 
major parties.

Fraser, coordinator of the LPT’s petition 
nYe place th® Libertarians on the Gen­

eral Election ballot, pointed out that 
voters participating in the primaries or 
major party conventions are ineligible to 
sign petitions placing the LPT on the 
November ballot.

“The two major parties just offer more of 
the same,” Fraser stated. “More violations 
of civil liberties, more taxes, more regula­
tion of our lives. Choosing betwen candi­
dates in a major party primary is like 
choosing betwen pneumonia and the flu.” 

Also, Fraser stated that the Texas Elec­
tion Code (Section 13.11) declares that vot­
ing in a primary pledges the voter to 
support that party’s nominees in 
November.

Clothing by mail is one of the fields that 
present particular problems to a mail­
order purchaser, and to the seller as well.

Gay people like to dress well, with a spe­
cial panache that demands an eye for 
detail not always available in the stores 
on Main Street.

Among the earliest gay mail-order dis­
tributors were Ah, Men! and other 
designers who cater to, and manufacture 
for, gay tastes. They afford the colors and 
cuts that gay men seem to look for, as well 
as some revealing apparel you’d never 
find at J.C. Penney’s or the local Sears.

More than that, though, most of these 
retailers have an eye on fashion, which 
allows them to offer clothing far and away 
in advance of the styles found in all but the 
largest metropolitan areas. One of our 
staffers recalls that his first caftan came 
from a mail-order merchant because the

Bloomingdale’s. Trouble was, the caftans 
were in the ladies’ department, and he felt 
like a drag queen asking for one.

It’s a feeling most of us have. Seeking 
out clothes with a little pizzazz can make 
you conspicuous if you’re unable to make a 
foray along Third Avenue or Rodeo Road. 
Even if you are able, mail order can be 
faster and often cheaper.

So, what’s the matter? A couple of 
things. The first and most obvious is that 
when you buy a deck of cards or stationery 
through the mail, it may not be exactly 
what you want, but it’s generally usable 
however it looks.

Clothing, though, is more specific. If 
you’re conscious enough to think about 
style, you’re certainly more aware of fit, 
and unlike buying apparel in your local 
store, you can’t try it on and then try 
another if it’s not right.

A lot of men wear a medium-sized shirt. 
Who was it cut for? The trap is bad enough 
for a many-folded, many-pinned number 
from Macy’s, which, taken home and tried 
on, looks better suited for a skinny orangu­
tang or Victor Buono. At least you can 
take it back the next day.

In mail order, the process takes longer, 
sometimes weeks. Most clothing mailers 
are reputable, and will exchange, but it’s 
hard luck if you bought the shirt for a 
special occasion or a gift and have to hang 
back until far too late to return it.

More of a problem is a federal regulation 
which forbids the exchange of swimsuits 
and underwear. You can’t even try those 
on in a store. Since a good part of the mer­
chandise offered through the mail is pre­
cisely that—sexy swimsuits and bulging 
briefs—you might just find yourself irre­
vocably purchasing a skimpy bikini that 
barely covers your Ken doll.

But the stuff looks so good! I’d be so sexy 
in the black lounging shirt! Great. Go 
ahead—but be careful to cover yourself.

Check out one factor before you buy any­
thing at all. What is the exchange policy of 
the company? Can you return a bad fit for 
cash or equal merchandise? What if you 
just don’t like the item you got at all? 
There should be some guarantee menti­
oned in the ad or the catalog. Read it care­
fully, or you could get stuck with a dog.

If the guarantee seems reasonable, don’t 
order merely by a general size. The com­
pany’s “mediums” could be patterned 
after a body-builder or a wimp. List your 
measurements on the order blank, 
whether it calls for them or not. Be sure 
you give the pertinent ones: chest circum­
ference and sleeve length (measured from 
mid-neck across to top of shoulder and 
down to wrist) for shirts, jackets, etc., 
waist and hip measurements for under­
wear, swimwear and pants.

Have a friend measure your inseam, 
crotch to shoe top, for pants as well. If no 
one will cooperate, measure the inseam of 
a pair of pants that fite you well.

By supplying specific measurements, 
you guard yourself against being refused a 
return of ill-fitting clothing. It also gives

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American realist in Montrose
Photostory by Ed Martinez
Amidst so much art of different kinds and 
qualities during the recent Westheimer 
Colony Art Festival, the work of Wayne 
Hochstaetter stood out like a softly shin­
ing beacon.

The often dusky tones and sparse, care­
fully selected colors of the landscapes by 
Hochstaetter invite comparisons. Com­
parisons, however, are not apt to please 
the artist.

Sometimes likened to an Andrew 
Wyeth, for instance, Wayne Hochstaetter 
takes no particular pleasure from these 
comparisons. Although comparisons do 
provide some frame of reference, they all 
too frequently conceal what they attempt 
to reveal, the true style and worth of an 
artist.

Frosty weather, plus a brother in the 
Houston area, first caused this artist to 
move to Houston some six years ago. Since 
then, Hochstaetter has come to think of 
Houston as his home.

His frequent visits to the place of his 
birth, Port Washington, Wisconsin and

staetter’s work compels a viewer’s atten­
tion with an arresting quality that 
bespeaks talent. It is the mark of every 
good artist in whatever medium, and 
Wayne Hochstaetter obviously has this 
benchmark.

The work of Wayne Hochstaetter is in 
permanent collections such as the Wilkin­
son Clinic, Oconomowoc, Wisconsin, and 
Edgewood College, Madison, Wisconsin. 
He has won awards in events as diverse as 
the Coastal Region Art Festival in Hous­
ton and the Arlington Park Art Festival in 
Arlington, Illinois.

Wayne Hochstaetter is another artist 
who came to Houston and found that artis­
tic plasma in which he can work and 
create the beauty that is the expression of 
his own particular artistic vision.

surrounding areas usually are made in the 
summertime, when the frigid blasts of 
winter are not around to remind the artist 
that he did, indeed, make a wise decision 
when he left those colder climes.

Hochstaetter’s formal training in art 
came at the Layton School of Art in Mil­
waukee. He frankly admits that he consid­
ers himself more or less self-taught, and 
credits his high school teacher with some 
of his most formative training.

Landscapes are the subjects that attract 
the artist most strongly. When asked if he 
had ever done many studies of humans, he 
stated simply ‘T don’t like people in my 
paintings. Sometimes I try to put them 
there, but they just don’t work.”

A cobbler should stick to his last, and 
Hochstaetter’s last is quite obviously the 
stunning vistas he sees in his mind’s eye 
and translates so well to canvas.

Hochstaetter works almost exclusively 
in oil on canvas, having decided early in 
his career that he could “get my ideas best 
with oils.”

From an almost stark realism marked 
by few colors that seem almost monochro­
matic, Hochstaetter feels that his style is 
evolving into a type of impressionism, at 
least when compared to his earlier work. 
He also feels that he beginning to be able 
to work with more color better, which 
pleases him.

The qualilty that makes Hochstaetter’s 
work particularly outstanding is his 
smooth, even texture, his soft skies, and 
very obviously professional approach to 
his subjects. A disciplined approach 
might be a better description.

As noted before in this space, most 
attempts to describe a visual event like 
painting verbally often lead to the most 
outlandish verbiage and utter blather. It is 
sufficient to the subject to say that Hoch-

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‘The Wall’ at the Alley: A heavy treatment of a heavy subject

The Wall which opened recently on the 
large stage. of the Alley Theater, 615 
Texas, is the story of a small group out of a 
half million Jews who were confined to a 
10-block square portion of Warsaw during 
the years 1940 to 1943.

Before the Nazis could finish their syste­
matic extermination of the entire Jewish 
population of the ghetto, a resistence 
began that shook the plans of the Nazis. A 
comparitively small group of dedicated, 
poorly armed fighters proved that even 
one of the most powerful and best 
equipped armies in the world could be 
stymied if the will were strong enough.

The presentation of a very heavy subject 
is much too heavy on the Alley stage.

The point of the play is to show the very 
real personal changes in a few people in 
order to explain both how so many people 
could allow themselves to be led to slaugh­
ter and what the specific circumstances of 
certain people were that led to their 
resistance.

Director Pat Brown seems so concerned 
with the universal and historical meaning 
of the script that the production comes 
close to entirely losing the personal feeling 
that is its strongest point.

The message is inherent in the action of 
the script. It does not need to be shoved 
down the throats of the audience.

However, the story is good and some 
members of the cast give stand-out perfor­
mances. Robin Mosley is astoundingly 
good as Rachel Apt, who starts out play­
ing second fiddle to her sister’s beauty and 
winds up as a moving force of the 
resistence.

Her impassioned plea for action in a piv­
otal scene during a secret meeting could 
easily have turned to quavering ravings in 

the mouth of a lesser actress. Her depth 
and concentration in presenting a very 
human characterization provided a much 
needed sense of honesty in the production.

Michael LaGue, as the opportunistic but 
lovable reprobate who captures Rachel’s 
heart at first and her respect much later, 
gives a nice performance, while Bruce 
Hall brings the character of Fishel Shpunt 
to life with an arresting sense of warmth 
and humor.

Other fine performances in the large 
cast include Cynthia Lammel as Halinka, 
Philip Fisher as Pavel Menkes, Dan 
LaRocque as Mordecai, and Dede Lowe as 
Rutka.

The setting by Matthew Grant was 
excellent, but the set changes by cast 
members felt like a good idea that did not 
work. Also, the number of bricks carted off 
for the building of the wall at any one time 
was unrealistically small. The work force 
appeared to be sluffing off.

The sound design by Tony Johnson 
added immearsurably to the setting, and 
the music (directed by Jan Cole) was per­
fect in its simplicity.

The Wall will play through mid-May.

“duality of gender” he discovered in him­
self. “It’s very useful to a writer. He can 
write from a male point of view and a 
female point of view,” said the creator of 
Blanche Dubois, Maggie the Cat, and 
Laura in The Glass Menagerie.

Had he been straight, said Williams, he 
might have been married several times 
“and paying alimony to all those women, 
as poor Norman Mailer is.”

Sylvester: People and parties to see

The light falsetto quality that is the vocal 
hallmark of Sylvester was somewhat 
muffled by the sheer volume of the sound 
system at Numbers 2, 300 Westheimer, 
when he performed there April 25, but it 
was well worth seeing.

The performance was filled with some 
new music and some surprises. He began 
his solo perfomance singing “Do you 
Wanna Funk” (The song recorded in vocal 
collaboration with singer Patrick Crowley 
of “Menergy” fame). The number posesses 
all the qualities of a non-stop dance hit.

The large crowd responded enthusiasti­
cally to the electricity of the song’s beat as 
many danced intermitently throughout 
the 45-minute show

Sylvester’s second number was a med­
ley featuring such hits as “Mighty Real,” 
“Over and Over,” “I Who Have Nothing,” 
and the classic “Disco Heat.” During the 
medley, he asked his appreciative crowd to 
“make some noise in here,” to which the 
crowd responded by enthusiastically sing­
ing along on “Mighty Real” after he ver­
bally teased “Let me hear those among 
you who feel mighty real.”

An encore offered a reworked version of 
singer Freda Payne’s hit single “Band of 
Gold.” Sylvester’s version was completely 
changed, offering a smoother vocal sound 
and melody.

In an interview before the show began, 
Sylvester—in his soft spoken manner—e- 
laborated on his career while applying his 
heavy stage make-up. Born in Los 
Angeles, Sylvester and his family later 
moved to San Francisco. When asked to 
comment on the city, the talented singer/ 
composer/arranger simply replied, “I 
hated it.”

It was in San Francisco that he met the 
Cockettes, a group of perfomers known for 
their outrageous stage antics. “I only did 
two shows with them,” explained Sylves­
ter, “so, I was not really considered a 
member.”

When asked about Houston, Sylvester 
offered that during this visit he had been 
taken by friends to the Loading Dock, 
which he found enjoyable.

Sylvester sang in San Antonio on Fri­
day, and was scheduled to appear in con­
cert in Hawaii on April 26. With some 
fatigue from the strain of his recent sched­
ule showing in his eyes, Sylvester offered 
that “I was just now able to talk to my 
lover about this appearance in Hawaii.” 
Sylvester’s recent schedule has been a 
tight one.

On stage for his Numbers 2 perfor­
mance, Sylvester was joined by two of 
Houston’s impressionists, Naomi Sims 
and Hot Chocolate, in a rendition of “You 
Are My Friend,” that could have been bet­
ter if everyone had remembered the lyrics 
to the song.

; When it was Sylvester’s turn to muff 
lyrics, he quipped to the audience that he

had been mighty high when he originally 
recorded the song—bringing laughter 
from the crowd.

However, the laughter was short lived 
when an observer mounted the stage to 
shout at Hot Chocolate, causing Hot Choc­
olate’s composure to be shaken by the 
intrusion into the performance, which 
seemed to also mar the spontaneity and 
mood of the number.

Sylvester ended the night’s perfor­
mance with a finale of “Do You Wanna* 
Funk,” which will become the 11th 
recorded release by the singer, joining 
such albums as “Stars” and “Step Two.” 
“Stars” went platinum in Europe, while 
“Step Two” was certified gold in the Uni­
ted States and platinum in Europe.

Sylvester’s new and yet untitled album, 
when released, will feature Patrick Crow­
ley on vocals—as will Sylvester be fea­
tured as a vocalist on Crowley’s next 
album, which is scheduled for release 
before summer.

Departing the stage, Sylvester joked: 
“Let’s get this show over with. I have peo­
ple and parties to see and go to, and I need 
to get to the tubs.”

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On the steps of 
City Hall, once 
again

The sun is bright for March. The air is 
warm, nearly muggy, close to hot. The 
crowds are relaxed, non-focused. They 
amble with some vague purpose; half­
compulsive urge to buy, half-compulsion 
to somehow find more excitement than 
they feel. This is Houston Fest and, once 
again, I find myself on the steps of City 
Hall. There is a rock band with one of my 
friends and fellow marchers playing. Next 
weekend a gay chorus sings here too.

... It’s foggy and overcast. I worked all 
night and got up early. If I had had the 
chance to sleep more I’d have a hangover. 
We are here to witness and protest at a 
City Council hearing. Later that after­
noon we are called “odd wacls” by Frank 
Mann. The councilman did not last, thank 
God, but the epithet may be around a long 
time.

... Tonight, we are marching back 
across Buffalo Bayou to the steps of City 
Hall, once again. Carrying candles and 
chanting in sporadic chains, we are 
returning from 61 Riesner to protest the 
death of Fred Paez. Someone I had never 
heard of until the morning after. He was 
not the only activist nor the first gay fasci­
nated with police, like me, but his death 
has an aura of poignacy. His death and 
his friends’ grief seem overshadowed by 
our local politicos sense of smell for pro­
tests, press coverage, publicity, presence 
and personal positioning.

The first time on the steps of City Hall, 
it’s my second week in Houston and I’ve 
come down to register to vote. From his­
tory and social studies, student council 
and political science, this is where it all 
begins and ends. I am still free and I am 
VOTING.

Participate in 
the precinct 
conventions
From Larry Bagneris Jr.
President, Gay Political Caucus
Saturday, May 1, is the day that Texas 
political parties hold Primary Elections to 
determine candidates for election in 
November. Many people forget that both 
parties hold meetings in each voting pre­
cinct; these party Precinct Conventions 
are open to all voters in a precinct who 
voted that day.

Those who vote in the Democratic Pri­
mary may attend the Democratic Precinct 
Convention and likewise for Republicans.

These meetings are the basic organiza­
tion of political parties and are the closest 
we come to grass roots participation in our 
government in Texas. If you voted in a 
party primary, no one can keep you from 
attending that party’s precinct conven­
tion in your precinct.

Precinct conventions convene at 7:00 
p.m. after the polls close. A certain amount 
of time is allowed for all present to sign the 
roll and designate their political prefer­
ence or grouping. The convention then 
proceeds with the business of selecting a 
presiding official and breaks up into cau­
cuses which select delegates and alter­
nates to the Senatorial District 
Convention.

Most Montrose precinct conventions 
will last about one hour. Those elected 
delegates or alternates to the District Con­
vention will attend that convention, Sat­
urday, May 15.

Since 1978, when gays first attended 
precinct conventions in large numbers, 
some significant results have been 
achieved.

1978: A lesbian from Montrose was 
elected a delegate to the Democratic 
National Mid-Term Conference in Mem­
phis, and a resolution to support repeal of 
Section 21.06 (the sodomy statute of the

Texas Penal Code) was debated on the 
floor of the state Democratic Convention, 
but did not pass.

1980: Some 50 gays from Houston were 
delegates/alternates at the state conven­
tion, and the Texas Democratic Party 
adopted as part of its party platform a 
plank calling for the repeal of Section 
21.06 of the Texas Penal Code.

For those planning to vote in the Repub­
lican primary, please remember that it is 
your party that is dominated by anti-gay 
forces. In 1980, a number of gay people 
were delegates to the 15th Senatorial Dis­
trict Republican Convention and their 
pressence helped water down some strong 
anti-gay resolutions. Redistricting has 
shifted Montrose into a new senatorial dis­
trict where there is a great opportunity to 
increase the voice of gays in the Republi­
can Party’s convention system.

This new district will have very few dele­
gates to a Republican convention. Gays 
will be in a position to greatly influence 
the selection of delegates to the Republi­
can state convention as well as the pas­
sage of resolutions.

Most of the people who attend precinct 
conventions are not politicians; they are 
your neighbors. If you are closeted, you 
can still stay in the closet. Many gays 
have participated in the past and no one 
has lost a job or been bothered in any way 
by going to a precinct convention.

Political 
pressure asked 
to help with 
prison reform

Houston Human Rights League
I wish I could vote Saturday like the rest of 
you. But convicted felons cannot vote in 
Texas. If we could vote, we would make an 
impact on the election results.

Texas has 33,000 people in prison with 
twice that many locked up in county jails 
and with more than twice that total free 
after having been through the system. 
That is almost 200,000 Texans with direct 
experience with the criminal justice sys­
tem in this state.

If inmates and former inmates learned 
how to consolidate their political influence 
and participate in coalition building, as 
has Houston’s lesbian/gay community, 
we would advance the cause of liberal/ 
populist/reform politics in Texas. Many of 
us come from rural areas where “liberal” 
and “reform” are bad words.

If by our influence on voters in our fami­
lies and friends, we can slightly alter the 
statewide voting trends, we can become an 
asset to a minority/civil libertarian 
coalition.

One of the problems inmates and former 
inmates have in building political power is 
their image of themselves and one 
another. Those processed through the 
criminal justice system have as low an 
opinion of themselves as gay men did in 
the 50s. Prison society, like the gay scene 
of 20 years ago, is a society devoid of trust. 
Prison society is racist and sexidt in struc­
ture, and in that environment, violence is 
rewarded and encouraged by Texas 
Department of Corrections policy and 
operating procedure. The value system 
subscribed to by most inmates could cer­
tainly be improved.

A few of us inside and out have been 
discussing these problems and analyzing 
the feeling of powerlessness our peers 
seem resigned to. We have decided to do 
something about our problems. We are 
identifying and consolidating our resour­
ces to support the Ruiz prison reform case 
so that the court-appointed Special Master 
has supportable information on non- 
compliances with existing court orders 
and timetables.

We are building an information and 

strategy network to plan present and 
future approaches to the above problems 
and facilitate our approach to the next- 
legislative session.

In the absence of any effort by Texas 
Department of Corrections to rehabilitate 
inmates, we are broadcasting ideology to 
reduce racism, sexism, homophobia and 
violence in the institutions themselves. 
We have just begun, but initial responses 
have been favorable.

With our only media outlet, The Prison 
Show, on KPFT, 90.1 FM (Saturday 2:00- 
3:00 p.m.), we reach 30 percent of TDC 
inmates with ideas that will hopefully 
reduce prejudices and violence.

In a special program last Saturday 
(April 24), we reached more than ever 
before. We asked inmates to write their 
families and friends to vote the GPC slate 
in statewide races. The GPC slate was

An Eagle Scout who was featured in a news­
paper story on young gay men filed a 
$520,000 discrimination suit charging the 
Boy Scouts of America kicked him out 
because of his open homosexuality.

Timothy Curran, 19, with the assistance of 
the American Civil Liberties Union and the 
National Gay Task Force, filed the suit seek­
ing $500,000 punitive damages and $20,000 
actual damages against the Mt. Diablo 
Council of the Boy Scouts in the San Fran­
cisco Bay Area.

U.S. District Court Judge Robert P. Aguilar ruled in April that the 
Immigration and Naturalization Service may no longer exclude 
visiting foreigners solely on the basis of their sexual orientation. 
Since 1979, the U.S. Public Health Service has been unwilling to 
conduct medical examinations for homosexuality, since the 
medical profession no longer considers it an illness.

The INS has tried to rely on self-acknowledgements of 
homosexuality, but Judge Aguilar ruled that Congress intended 
homosexuals to be excluded only on the basis of medical 
certification. The government is likely to appeal, but in the 
meantime Gay Rights Advocates and Carl Hill, the subject of the 
test case, are celebrating.

There is another very interesting angle here. The INS had 
maintained that the federal courts do not have jurisdiction over 
the cases of non-immigrant aliens who leave the country while 
their cases are being reviewed. Judge Aguilar ruled that all INS 
decisions are subject to judicial review.

That is very important news for immigration defense lawyers 
and a major precedent in the law governing federal-court 
jurisdiction. GRA’s Don Knutson is seeking briefs from other civil- 
liberties and human-rights groups to counter the INS’ expected 
appeal.

Knutson said, “We are pleased that we have made good law for 
groups other than the gay community.” He hopes that groups 
defending Latin American and Asian immigration cases will file 
friend-of-the-court briefs.
Gay Guns: Every year, it seems, there is some big, controversial 
issue in the politics of putting together this town’s Lesbian/Gay 
Freedom Day Parade. This year, it’s guns.

A group called Gay Guns/Minutepersons submitted a march 
application for the June 27 parade. They intended to carry 
unloaded rifles and shotguns to demonstrate that lesbians and 
gay men “are strong and not weak, and to demonsterate that we 
are prepared to defend ourselves against oppression, by all lawful 
means, including the possession and use of firearms.”

Although the group offered to have the trigger mechanisms 
locked, the Lesbian/Gay Freedom Day Committee rejected its 
application. The committee’s resolution called the firearms “a 
safety hazard” and “a violation of the spirit of the parade 
guidelines.” ......

Nonetheless, Gay Guns/Minutepersons intends to march 
anyway, on the sidewalks alongside the parade if necessary.

Debate continues, and it centers on three questions. Does Gay 
Guns/Minutepersons have a good idea in general? Specifically, is 
marching in the parade with firearms well advised? And, finally, 
ought the committee to have banned the group from marching?

All this plays against a context of S.F. Mayor Dianne 
Feinstein’s controversial attempt to enact a local handgun ban 
and petition efforts to place a statewide handgun ban on the 
ballot.

Spiking a Rumor: Dr. Selma K. Dritz, assistant director of the 
S.F. department of public health’s Bureau of Disease Control and 
Adult Health, is a key member of the team tracing any possible 
contagion involved in the outbreak of rare forms of cancer and 
pneumonia among gay men. That outbreak has been heavily 
localized in the New York, Los Angeles, and San Francisco 
metropolitan areas, and it seems to have started in New York.

It is not true, however, Dritz says, that all of the cases have been 
traced back, one way or another, to a single Gotham 
establishment, The Saint. Rumors to that effect reached 
California from the environs of Christopher Street in late April.

Primary Elections are very different from General Elections. 
Primary Elections are a method of allocating party resources and 
determining party policy, not electing public offices.

To make a statement of maximum impact, the VOICE offers its 
recommendations for voting selectively. Very selectively, and in 
the .Republican Primary.

After obtaining your Republican ballot, turn past pages 1 and 2 
without voting for anyone.

On Page 3, look over the candidates running for state senator. If 
Geneva Kirk Brooks’ name appears on your ballot, we suggest 
voting for her opponent.

Then skip all the way to page 6. At Position 138 is Sherolyn 
Woods for Judge, 295th Judicial District Court, who is endorsed by 
the GPC, actually enjoys being a judge and does a good job at it. 
The VOICE recommends voting for her.

Then turn to page 8, position 184, which is Gary Van Ooteghem, 
also endorsed by the GPC. After voting for Van Ooteghem, you 
have finished. Close your book and turn in your ballot.

That is all that there is to it—except for having called your 
friends beforehand to suggest that they, too, consider voting this 
way.

Make maximum impact by voting only in the races you are 
involved in. If there are contests that you are interested in, then 
vote in those contests, too. But ignore the rest of the ballot. Don’t 
feel you have to fill every blank on the ballot.
