BOATERS NOT COMPLYING WITH PFD LA»:

Unwittingly or not, many 
recreational boaters are vio­
lating the law by failing to 
carry the prescribed personal 
flotation devices (PFD's), 
according to Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department law en­
forcement officials.

"Although new PFD require­
ments went into effect October 
1, 1973, it appears that many 
boaters failed to get the 
word," said officials.

"Game wardens will vigorously 
enforce all water safety laws 
in an effort to reduce the 
number of drownings in Texas. 
Even before the boating season 
got into full swing, some 165 
citations were issued during 
April for failure to have the 
proper number of PFD's on 
board."

Length of the boat determines 
what types of personal flota­
tion devices are required, with 
the exception that children

12 years of age and under ■ 
wear a life preserver iMe, 
aboard any boat less thaM 
feet long while the vessel#! 
underway.

PFD' s fall into three 
gories: Types I, II, III■ 
IV. Types I, II and III J 
wearable and Type IV !$|l 
throwable device such as■ 
familiar buoyant cushion.

On boats less than 16 fa 
long, any type of U.S. Cmj 
Guard-approved PFD may beustj 
either wearable or throvabll, 
as long as there isone?3

On boats 16 feet and longs, 
there must be a Type I, II 
III PFD on board for each » 
cupant. In addition tots 
wearable PFD's, one Type3 
must be on board to cope vii 
emergencies such as fall 
overboard.

the reaction chambers atDubbs. 
The coke was residue which 
accumulated after removing 
all of the light oils, gaso­
line and gas oils from the 
crude imput. The coke was 
cleaned frcm the reaction cham­
bers by the use of cables. 
These cables were pulled caus­
ing the amorphous coke depo­
sits to break away from the 
walls of the reaction chambers.

What in the world did they 
do when the cable broke? And, 
it did break, I'm told. Well, 
nothing else would do but that 
some men had to enter the 
chamber from the top and chip 
away the coke until the cables 
freed enough to do the job. 
Some times, they had to keep 
on chipping.

Little athey wagons on craw­
ler tracks were used to haul 
the coke to the storage area 
tanks, where it was stored 
until needed by ships. It was 
then put onto a conveyor belt 
and hauled to the ship's stor­
age bins. Having a 14,000 
BTU/lb heating value, coke is 
an efficient energy source.
