Football fans are sure to witness a great cat-fight 
in Rice Stadium on November 19, Homecoming Day .

Bill Meek, after a great early season, has held 
some practice sessions with his three great fullbacks, 
Johnson, Mulholland and Carraway, alternating at LH 
and RH, as well as FB--and on a few occasions has 
had all three in the backfield simultaneously! !

Villanova sports a ponderous line averaging 212 
pounds, with 10 lettermen up front and seven more in 
the backfield. With the exception of a 28 - 0 loss to 
Kentucky, the Wildcats have not been seriously out­
classed, though losing.

Chairman Ernie 
Mayeux will produce magnificent floats, courtesy of the 
various student organizations, antique autos, bands, 
marching units, a host of dignitaries and special guests 
including past presidents of the Association.

Then, at 11:45, Luncheon Chairman Welcome Wilson 
will assemble the group in the Varsity Room, College 
Inn, for an informal "Brunch". Space limitations of 
the room require all diners to make their reservations 
early. A short pre-game program will be held, and 
honored guests introduced.

An early "EXtra-" proclaimed the group's intention 
to "locate and contact 20, 000 Exes," and to knit them 
into a strong organization for the welfare of the Uni­
versity.



Johnny Goyen was named Executive Secretary with 
offices in a trailer not far from the site of the recently 
completed swimming pool. Later the office moved to 
better quarters in the Rec building, then to a small 
room in the new Ezekiel Cullen building. Johnny left 
to become part of Houston city government. His re­
placement, Jack Wilsonalso made his contribution and 
moved into public work with Civil Defense.

Third on the list is 1951 graduate, Ralph Poling, 
who heads the group today, under the direction of the 
Alumni officers and board members. By this time the 
Association had outgrown its quarters and had moved 
into a suite directly opposite the University President’s.

Meanwhile its aims, efforts and accomplishments 
had expanded under the direction of presidents Pat 
Foley, Charles Saunders, Jack Valenti, Tom Menefee, 
Roger Jeffery, Sherwood Crane and the present prexy, 
Joel "Hal" Berry.

Some very tangible products have resulted. A 
monthly newspaper has helped tie scattered Exes to­
gether.

Looking Back at the . .

the good oF days
November 16, 1946 was the date printed on the 

tickets to the first Homecoming Dance. Hearts were 
young and most were gay as they trooped across St. 
Bernard (now Cullen) from High School Stadium to the 
dance in the Cafeteria (now called the Cougar Den).

Some hearts were not gay. The war, just over, had 
left gaps in the Cougar ranks. "Sentimental Journey" 
was the tune most often whistled and hummed.

Truman was president and the country still mourned 
the passing of F. D. R. Otis Massey was Mayor, and it 
was he who crowned the Homecoming Queen that year.

While World War II failed to return numerous stu­
dents to the Campus, the GI Bill it created caused 
enrollment to swell to 8,000, and placed the UH as 
second largest in the State.

The opponent in the First Homecoming Game was 
North Texas, and the Cougars fell on the short end of 
a 7 - 3 score.

Jackie Jackson, Mary Ray Curry, Jean Sterret and 
Doris Moore were Queen Candidates in 1946, with the 
winner's banquet going to Mary Ray.

The title "the EXtra" had just been adopted for the 
Alumni publication and its editorial staff was Velma 
Whitaker and Maryanne Lord. Roger Bleike was busi­
ness manager and Johnny Goyen was writing sports. 
Jack Valenti headed a column called "Still off the 
Beam", and mailed it in from the cloistered halls of 
Harvard.

Beautiful Elsie Roberts had just turned down a Holly­
wood contract to sign another contract as Mrs. James 
Rosborough.



The Roy Cullen building was brand new, and the spot 
now occupied by the Ezekiel Cullen building was a vast 
parking lot. Luxuriant woodland filled areas now known 
as the Engineering building, Architecture, Psychology, 
M. D. Anderson Library, the Swimming Pool, and 
the Power House. Law, Bates, Taub, Settegast and 
Oberholtzer Halls were mere gleams in a draftsman's 
eye.

The Southern Association of Colleges and Secondary 
Schools could not make up its mind on accreditation for 
the brawny, growing youngster that was the UH, and 
postponed its decision.

Grading and paving was continuing on the east cam­
pus in preparationfor the installation of army barracks, 
converted into apartments for the seam-bursting en­
rollment. These same buildings, having served their 
purpose well, are scheduled for retirement this year, 
their tenth anniversary.

Louise De Young, forced to resign the Alumni Presi­
dency in moving from the city, turned the reins over 
to Charles Saunders.

Fashion notes that year tell us, "Co-eds will be 
wearing two-piece peplum suits in the latest vintage 
hues ! The pale amber glow of sauterne or the clear 
ruby of claret. With it wear a contour hat--the close 
fitting cloche that follows the smooth curve of your 
head . . . shoulder bag of saddle stitched cowhide . . . 
gloves to match. "

Mrs. Jean Rosa, then as now an English teacher, 
reported an accidental drenching of a reciting student. 
A sink in the newly-created Photo department had over­
flowed, seeped through the floor, filled alight fixture 
in the classroom and finally deluged the unsuspecting 
student.

Yes, hearts were young and gay in 1946. Without 
question they were younger. But, it is hoped that 
hearts in 1955 are no less gay. We have all come a 
long, long way. May we look back with even fonder 
memories ten years hence.
