REFINERY IS HOME FOR WILDLIFE 
EVEN THE ANIMALS LIKE IT HERE
More than 43 years ago when the Refinery . was 

built, wild animals roamed the prairie along 
Buffalo Bayou. The Reffmery has undergone 
many changes and has expanded to cover 1,500 
acres. But animals are still making their 
homes in this area as if they owned the 
place.

In recent weeks Effluent Control employees 
have kept their eyes peeled for a 5-6 ft. alli­
gator someone sighted in an aeration pond 
near the Ship Channel. Although, the alli­
gator was sighted by several employees, he 
did not stay at the Refinery long enough 
to be photographed. Speculation has it that 
he, cr it, moved on in search of a mate.

The same pond has been the home of several 
flocks of ducks as well as a large turtle. 
Apparently, one duck thought this was * good 
place to live, for she has started raising 
her ducklings in the pond.

Even the mockingbirds are in a family 
way. A pipe rack near the biofilter is 
the home of four fledglings who are still 
not quite ready to try their wings.

For many years, trees around the Main 
Gate have held mockingbird nests. Be­
cause of the protective instinct of the 
parent birds, many of them have been known 
to charge at people or other birds if they 
thought their nests were endangered.

Although rabbits have moved to greener 
pastures near the San Jacinto Monument, 
the beaver-like nutria still likes the Re­
finery area.

Keep gasoline powered tools such ..as lawn 
mowers adjusted and in top condition.

Do not wash cigarette butts and match 
sticks down your drain or flush them down 
the toilet. They are the chief culprits 
in clogging up sewers.

While out camping, be extremely careful 
with matches or fire.
