SCHOOL OF EDUCATION

The School of Education has as its purpose the preparation of teachers for public and private schools. 
Graduate work in education is primarily for experienced teachers and school administrators. The bachelor’s 
degree is offered to persons completing four years of academic work with a major in Education.

The Master of Education degree is offered to graduate students who complete 36 hours of graduate work 
approved by the student’s adviser. The Doctor of Education is a professional degree designed for leadership in the 
fields of school administration, school supervision, and in specialized subject matter fields. This degree is offered 
after the completion of approximately three years’ work beyond the bachelors degree plus the completion of an 
accepted research problem.

NURSE ASSISTANT PROGRAM
In cooperation with the Texas Medical center authorities 

and hospitals, the University carries on a Nurse Assistant pro­
gram in keeping with the policy of serving Houston and the 
Gulf Coast area.

After the first month in the training program, the hospital 
will provide part-time employment for four hours a day. After 
the third month, students are placed in the hospitals and their 
training continues for the nine-month clinical period. During 
this period, the hospitals provide compensation.

Minimum starting salary is $125 per month after the 12- 
month training.

The program offers an excellent opportunity for training.

PUBLIC RELATIONS
To keep the University and its activities 
before the eyes and ears of the public, 
the Public Relations office does every­
thing from sending a pennant to a 14 
year old fan in California to sending out 
hundreds of news stories and features to 
papers, magazines, and radio stations 
throughout the country each year. In ad­
dition, the department, under the direc­
tion of N. S. Patterson, handles Univer­
sity advertising, brochures, and carries 
out the other duties of Public Relations 
office. Jim F. Palmer is specialist in 
bulletins and brochures. Bruce Under­
wood and Ben Fortson cover athletic 
activities and Helen Moore assists Mr. 
Patterson in general coverage.

REGISTRAR'S OFFICE
With more than 13,000 students en­
rolled, the Registrar’s office has seen the 
true story of UH growth from less than 
a thousand to its present strength. In 
watching, this office has had to grow 
also. Long registration lines have 
become a thing of the past as procedures 
were streamlined. With approximately 
five minutes needed to register each 
student at the present time, the LTH 
system is regarded as one of the best in 
the Country. Directed by Dr. Terrel 
Spencer, this office not only registers 
each student but keeps track of his 
progress as a student.

TESTING OFFICE
Just how good are you? If you’d like to 
know, the Testing office, with Dr. F. L. Stovall 
directing, can tell you after several psycho­
logical tests. This program is rapidly becom­
ing popular with all students as they realize 
how much time and wasted effort can be 
saved by picking the right major before fail­
ing two or three others.
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SCIENCE LIBRARY
Store house of scientific data, the Science 
Library offers specialized reference 
material for science and engineering 
majors. Located on the third floor of 
the Science building, this office is prob­
ably the least known of any at the 
University and also probably one of the 
most valuable. Walter Hauffe helps 
students locate themselves in this maze 
of scientific lore.

STUDENT ACTIVITIES
Conflicting extra- curricular activities are no 
longer a difficulty. Use of the Student Activi­
ties Calendar in scheduling events has erased 
this trouble. J. E. Williamson, director of 
student activities, has other jobs like providing 
students with pleasure and play to forget long 
hours of studying. Student organizations bene­
fit from the office by finding out regulations 
on clubs. The office offers additional service, 
such as, assisting students in finding a place 
to live.

TRAFFIC OFFICE
Cussed and discussed, the Traffic office 
goes its way providing the University 
with smooth-flowing traffic and plenty 
of parking space. Every car on the 
campus must be registered with this 
office in order to park at the University. 
Another service is directing visitors who 
would otherwise be lost in the maze of 
construction and winding drives which 
UH presents to the newcomer.



VETERANS HOUSING
Post-war Houston found itself in the 
midst of a great housing shortage. 
Married and single veterans attending 
the University probably were hit hardest 
by this shortage. Thoy needed low-cost, 
temporary homes while taking advan­
tages of the GI Bill. Acting swiftly, the 
University established the Housing office 
to care for these students. Trailers for 
single and married veterans and apart­
ments for other married veterans sud­
denly sprang forth on the campus to 
become the University Village.

VISUAL EDUCATION
Confucius is reported to have said that one 
picture is worth a thousand words. Believing 
in the truth of this saying, the Visual Educa­
tion office has amassed many films to be 
shown to classes at the University. By show­
ing visually how a job is done, the office 
saves the time of the faculty and students. 
L. W. Dickerson, director has been instru­
mental in building up a vast library of films 
on every conceivable subject.

WOMEN'S DEAN
With the construction of dormitories at 
the University, Mrs. Theo Hunnicutt’s 
position as Women’s Dean will assume 
greater responsibilities, Even now, Mrs.
