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NY A CARRIES ON
So that college and university students who hâve been 

shadowed by the spectre of dépréssion may continue their high- 
er éducation, the National Youth Administration of the fédéral 
government this year will distribute almost six million dollars 
among the collegians of the 48 States.

A recent announcement of Deputy NYA Director Richard 
Brown reveled that $5,057,630 would be spent on regular under- 
graduate and graduate benefite, but that this would be supple- 
mented with a fund of $629,135 for distribution to students in 
the 20 drought-ridden states of the south and middle west.

The program this year will largely duplicate that of form­
er years, with college officiais exercising complété control over 
the sélection of applicants and two devising and superivsing of 
the work they perform. Monthly earnings are also unchanged, 
with averages of $15 set for undergraduates and $25 for grad­
uâtes.

Student aid under the NYA will be granted in even greater 
volume this academie year than it was last year. NYA authori- 
ties are coming more and more to realize that it is one activity 
they can engage in with a minimum of criticism and a maximum 
of praise.

The youth work program of the NYA is much harder to 
carry out successfully. There are limitations on the kind and 
amount of useful work that can be found for unemployed 
youth in the average community. Many types of work conflict 
with operating WPA projects. Others require skills not found 
among these thousands of young folks who hâve had no chance 
to get work expérience during the dépréssion.

In the coming months the NYA will bend greater effort to 
giving them either vocational training or job expérience of va­
rions kinds. An enlightened Congress may some day pass the 
American Youth Act, or similar législation. But until that day 
cornes the NYA will hâve to carry on, with its limited resources.

Do not let an opportunity slip through your fingers that 
might resuit in making a host of life-long friends with no cam­
pus life other than that furnished by our student organizations, 
serious-thinking will do well to accord the matter some consid­
