In a statement released Wednesday, Bill 
T. Teague, president and chief executive 
officer of the Gulf Coast Regional Blood 
Center, assured that “the regional blood 
supply today is as safe as is humanly pos­
sible.”

The statement was released in light of 
recent concern over the affect which AIDS 
might have on the quantity and quality of 
our local blood supply.

In recent years, a screening process has 
been initiated which has greatly helped to 
alleviate the probablity of transfusion-

associated AIDS occuring in blood recip­
ients. One of the tests which helps in the 
screening process is the HTLV-III test, 
which detects the presence of the antibody 
which causes AIDS. The blood center is 
currently conducting an evaluation of 
these tests, and licensed test kits should be 
available for routine use in blood banks in 
three to eight weeks.

Richard Adams, chairman of the May­
or’s Task Force on AIDS, cautioned that 
the test is not a diagnostic test to deter­
mine whether the individual indeed has 
AIDS. He urged members of the gay com­
munity not to go to blood centers to have 
this test done. James Haughton, M.D.,

director of the City of Houston Health 
Department, said that federal funds may 
be available for those wishing to have 
diagnostic tests done.

Only four cases of transfusion- 
associated AIDS are currently under 
investigation by the city health depart­
ment,' said Teague. Approximately 
2,000,000 transfusions have been given 
during that time.

Adams commended the gay community 
for cooperating with the Gulf Coast 
Regional Blood Center in urging its 
members to voluntarily refrain from 
donating, and stated that these efforts are 
to continue.

... But AIDS Test Could be 2 Months Delayed
Although the federal government has 
approved an AIDS test kit for blood banks 
that has been sent to major U.S. cities, 
Houston Health Department officials pre­
dict the test will not be used here for at 
least two months.

Abbott I^aboratories of North Chicago, 
Ill., has been licensed to market the tests.

U.S. Health and Human Services Secre­
tary Margaret Heckler says the tests are 
designed to protect the nation’s blood 
supply.

It was predicted the test will prevent 50 
to 150 cases of AIDS a year. Human Servi­
ces officials feel about two percent of the 
AIDS cases are the result of blood transfu­

sions or products.
Dr. Gordon Reeve, chief epidemiologists 

of the Houston Health Department, says it 
will likely be up to two months before 
implementation of the tests in Houston. 
Reeve says Houston Health Director Dr. 
James Haughton wants to solve “logisti­
cal problems” with the test's.

Police Officer’s Perjury Trial Underway

The trial of a former police sergeant 
accused of lying to a grand jury about 
another officer’s shooting of a man in the 
Montrose area began this past week.

W.L. Brasher is charged with aggra­

vated perjury over an investigation into 
the shooting of 31-year-old William Pres­
sey. I^ast December, a jury acquitted 
former officer Ken Patterson of attempted 
murder in Pressey’s shooting.

Patterson claimed he shot Pressey 
because he feared he was going to run over 
Brasher during a traffic incident Oct. 14,

1983, at the accident scene near Montrose 
Blvd, and Fairview.

Pressey was shot in the head and has 
suffered permanent brain damage. He has 
filed a federal lawsuit asking for financial 
compensation.

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Civil Rights Patriarch Speaks on 
Voting Rights March Anniversary

Moses Leroy, at 87, is considered by many 
to be the patriarch of the civil rights move­
ment in Houston and feels blacks in the 
Bayou City could have accomplished more 
during the two decades since the historic 
march from Selma to Montgomery, Ala., 
to draw attention for passage of the Vot­
ing Rights Act.

Leroy was the chief plaintiff in the his­
toric civil rights suit that led to the election 
of nine of Houston’s City Council 
members by single member districts.

While Leroy says he’s pleased to have 
partially won the battle for single-member 
districts, he’s not so happy with the 
records of the blacks who have been 
elected to City Council since the districts 
were created in 1978.

Leroy says he favored election of all 14 
of Houston’s council members by district. 
Five members of the Council are still 
elected at-large (city-wide). Leroy feels the 
current system continues to dilute minor­
ity voting strength in the city.

What does Leroy think of the progress 
blacks have made since Dr. Martin Luther 
King led the march from Selma to Montgo­
mery twenty years ago this week?

Leroy came to Houston from Louisiana 
during the early 1900’s, and during that 
time, he says, “Everything was bad for 
black people.”

“We had no rights, whatever,” he said.
“I dug sewer ditches in 1914 for about 15 

or 20 cents an hour.”
“We have come a long way,” Leroy 

states. “But there is much more to be 
done."

"There’s an old saying that everything 
go6d comes to those who wait. People 
should remember that. But they should 
also remember that not a damn thing 
comes to those who sit and wait.”

“We’ve got to be on our toes and make 
more things happen," I>eroy stated.

“I think we can make things happen. 
The world isn’t any worse than it useto be. 
It’s not as bad, by any twitch of the imagi­
nation."

I^eroy says he has seen “racism in its 
worse form.’’

“I remember when we had street cars (in 
Houston) and there was a sign on each 
side. There were two seats reserved in the 
back for blacks to sit in. The bus might 
have been full, butyou weren’t supposed to 
sit down in front of that sign. You had to 
stand up if all the seats in front of the sign 
were empty."

Leroy stated that blacks now own com­
panies that make the busses.

One of the greats of the civil rights 
movement in Houston was former 

NAACP champion Lula White, says 
Leroy.

“She was a black woman who was the 
director of one of the branch chapters of 
the National Association for the Advance­
ment of Colored People. She was active all 
across the state.”

Leroy said that when he and White were 
active in the NAACP decades ago “It 
wasn’t safe to do it.”

“Our office of the NAACP at that time 
was in the Pilgrim Building on San Felipe, 
which is now West Dallas. Lula was the 
director up there. The attorney general of 
Texas swooped down and confiscated our 
office. They ran us underground. They 
were trying to get the roster to get people’s 
names they considered militant. We were 
out of business for quite some time and 
had to fight like hell."

According to Leroy, “Jim Crow” reigned 
supreme in Houston in those days when 
blacks took a back seat in every area. He 
says blacks were second-class citizens in 
segregated schools, as well as sitting in

More than five million people buy the 
National Enquirer every week, but do they 
really believe all those UFO, gossip and 
diet stories?

One student, when asked why he pre- 
ferrred Budweiser, actually said, “It’s the 
king of beers.” 

balconies at theaters.
“In the Magestic Theater, blacks would 

have to go up in the buzzard roost (bal­
cony)," Leroy stated. “That’s what Jim 
Crowism had to offer.”

Leroy isn’t the least bit pleased with 
black elected officials in Houston.

“Single-member districts is the best 
thing that could have come to Houston, 
not only for blacks but for poor whites. 
When you put council (members) up for 
election by district, rather than city-wide, 
it made a difference. Even Barbara Jor­
dan could not have won Congress in an 
at-large election, with all of her expertise. 
But when they put her in a congresisonal 
district along legislative lines, that made 
a difference. I think it’s the best thing that 
ever happend. But from my view, we’re 
getting a bad bunch of people on there 
(city council) representing us. I said it and 
I mean it.”

“There are those who will do almost 
anything for a dollar or a quarter. That’s 
the hitch.”

Leroy says he is also dissatisfied with 
those blacks in Houston in the Texas legis­
lature and U.S. Congress.

“I think it could be a whole hell of a lot 
better,” said Leroy. “We could get better 
representation. ’

“One thing about it, we don’t keep up 
with our elected officials. They can come 
home and tell us anything, and we believe 
it."

Leroy, who is a charter member of the 
Harris County Council of Organizations, 
feels the HCCO and other groups haven’t 
done as much as they could have done to 
improve the plight of blacks in Houston.

“They haven’t done it because I think 
we would have been further up the ladder

One of the problems with those politi­
cal action groups has been that some lead­
ers in the group have had their hands 
behind them,” said Leroy.

“We’ve got too many people with their 
hands behind them," he charged.

“I won’t call them Uncle Toms,” said 
Leroy. “We’ve got too many Sambos. I 
remember Uncle Tom’s Cabin and Uncle 
Tom wasn’t a bad boy. It was Sambo that 
was the bad boy. We got too many Sambos 
in our ranks." .

Leroy feels the future of the civil rights 
movement rests with the younger genera­
tion.

“I don’t agree with those who say our 
youngsters are going to pot. We ve got 
good young people, although some have 
been misled and misguided into following 
these sell-out artists. But after all. 1 think 
our youngsters are going to take their 
rightful nlace in society."

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GPC Considers Economic Reprisals 
Issue; Gets New Board Member

The Houston Gay Political Caucus elected 
Mark Stevens to its board of directors and 
discussed aspects of economic reprisal at 
its March 6 meeting.

Representatives of Tax Collector/ 
Assessor Carl Smith’s office were present 
at the meeting and swore in many depu­
ties who are now authorized to register 
persons to vote.

Ray Hill of the economic committee said 
a boycott per se is not sanctioned, but to 
watch publications for lists of places that 
might improperly use funds—such as dep­
osits to banks that opposed the referen­
dum in January.

A request was made that an investiga­
tion be made into the $5000 Texas Eastern 
Transmission Corp, donation to the oppo­
sition. Texas Eastern courted the gay com­
munity when it needed votes during the 
campaign for the new convention center. 
Apparently, Texas Eastern, turned an 
about-face during the January referen­
dum.

Hill assured the group that all informa­
tion regarding firms would be made public 
as soon as possible.

GPC President Sue Lovell again 
requested persons to call radio and televi­
sion stations to voice disapproval or 
approval when gays are represented 
either fairly or unfairly in the media.

"They must know we are watching and 
demand that they be responsible in report­
ing our lifestyle,” she said. She added that 
most of the television stations cover gay 
events just because of the sensationalism.

Hill also reported that the proposed ordi­
nance placing more regulations on book 
stores was to be unfavorably referred back 
to City Council from the police chief. “We 
think this will in effect kill the measure,” 
he said, but encouraged all book stores to 
distribute AIDS literature and provide 
hygenic facilities for visitors.

Hill also urged book store patrons to 
“raise a bitch” if the stores don’t comply 
with necessary health standards.

The next GPC meeting will be in its new 
home at 3217 Fannin, second floor, the 
third Wednesday in March at 7:30.

Everyone is invited to attend, they said.

Brooks Attacks
2 Films
Parents Union of Texas, whose president 
is longtime anti-gay crusader Geneva 
Kirk Brooks, scheduled a showing of 
Future Shock and Lottery for Friday, 
March 8, to emphasize that both films, she 
said, were being shown to students in 
Houston schools.

Project Analyzes 
Viewing Habits
At what point in the movie Psycho II do 
most people change channels?

Do viewers quickly switch channels in 
reaction to nudity, profanity and vio­
lence?

By uniting University of Houston— 
University Park scholars and one of the 
most innovative cable television systems 
in the U.S., a project has been organized 
that will answer these and other pertinent 
questions.

The Electronic Consumer Research and 
Analysis (ECRA) project is the result of a 
partnership between University Park’s 
International Telecommunications Net­
work (WCN).

According to Dr. Jerry Salvaggio, ITRI 
director, 650 Woodlands subscribers are 
participating in the project. A small device 
was installed on project televisions, and 
beginning in January, WCN’s computer is 
notified when channels are switched and 
what channel is selected.

Researchers will analyze the data to dis­
cern how audiences react to nudity, pro­
fanity, violence and other controversial 
subjects; to special programs or debates; 
and to local and network news. The tech­
nology is so precise that researchers can 
even determine which 30-second adver­
tisements are switched off.

During the showing of Psycho II, for 
instance, researchers found that 12 min­
utes into the movie a large number of view­
ers switched channels. This, notes 
Salvaggion, is when the first violent act 
occurs.

New Group for 
‘Single Mothers’ 
in Houston
Women who decided to have or adopt a 
child, knowing they would be the child’s 
sole parent, are forming a Houston self­
help group called “Single Mothers by Cho­
ice”.

The group, a new chapter of the national 
organization, will meet weekly beginning 
Monday, March 25, at Family Service 
Center, 4625 Lillian, in the Heights/Mon- 
trose area.

The ongoing group will meet on Mon­
days from 7-8:30 p.m. There is no charge 
for the program and child care will be pro­
vided.

A single mother by choice is a woman 
wiling to take the initiative, according to 
group organizers. Her child might have 
been conceived naturally or by artificial 
insemination, or been adopted. What they 
all share is the decision to take on the 
responsibility of raising their children 
knowing, at the onset at least, that there 
will be no primary paternal caretaker.

The group will not include women who 
have had children and then were widowed 
or divorced because the emotional and 
practical implications of their situation 
can be quite different. The goals of SMC 
are to offer support, educational programs 
and assistance to single mothers by cho­
ice, provide a peer group for the children 
and give information to those considering 
single parenthood.

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First, the person to be claimed must 
have a gross taxable income of less than 
$1000 for the year. Gross taxable income 
does not include welfare, social security or 
any income not taxed by the government.

According to L. David Sosebee, an attor­
ney with a special interest in I.R.S. mat­
ters, five criteria must be satisfied before a 
live-in lover qualifies as a dependant of a 
taxpayer, thus making the taxpayer eligi­
ble for a $1000 deduction.

Tax time for the single adult needn’t be a 
cause for panic, nor should it be taken 
lightly. Single adults are eligible for most 
of the same tax benefits as people with 
families. There are also instances where 
live-in lovers qualify for the same personal 
deductions as a spouse or child.

One area which confuses many taxpay­
ers, according to Corder, is charitable 
deductions. A charity must be recognized 
by the I.R.S. as a charity before donations 
can be used as a deduction.

“Some goups which say they are non­
profit don’t have charity status with the 
I.R.S.,’’ says Corder. He urges people inter­
ested in deducting charitable donations to 
inquire thoroughly at the status of a char­
ity before making donations.

If a person feels that tax preparation is 
too much to handle, both Corder and Sose­
bee advise the use of a credible tax pre­
parer. According to Sosebee, “Nobody 
said tax law was fair.” Corder agrees and 
adds, “Tax laws change all the time.”

Secondly, the taxpayer must have pro­
vided over one-half of the dependant’s sup­
port during the year. This includes costs 
for food, education, entertainment, recrea­
tion and housing. Any money received by 
the dependant, including non-taxable 
income, must be considered as part of the 
dependant’s contribution to his or her sup­
port.

The third criteria involves a dependent 
who may be married to someone else. In 
that case, the dependant cannot file a joint 
return with a spouse and be eligible as a 
dependant of the taxpayer.

Any dependant must be a citizen or resi­
dent of the United States, Canada or Mex­
ico.

Lastly, the dependant must live in the 
household the entire year (Jan. 1-Dec. 31), 
and the relationship between the taxpayer 
and dependant cannot be in violation of 
any local law (z.e. cohabitation, sodomy, 
etc.).

Sosebee says a taxpayer who believes 
that he or she meets these criteria should 
go ahead and file for the deduction but be 
prepared for the possibility that it may be 
disallowed. He warns, “always have 
proper documentation for any and all 
deductions.’’

Richard W. Corder, a Hous­
ton Certified Public Accountant, urges 
taxpayers to read carefully the instruc­
tions before selecting between the three 
personal tax forms. He says, “Stick with 
the easy forms unless you have more than 
$2300 in total deductions.”

In selecting a tax preparer, the large 
firms like H. & R. Block will suit most 
single adults’ needs. But, for more per­
sonal attention and advice, a C.P.A. is the 
best choice. A tax service will only use the 
information you provide where a C.P.A. 
will try harder to save you money. Seek

references when selecting a tax perparer.
Income tax preparation is serious busi­

ness. The government has up to three 
years to audit your returns, although less 
that one percent of all returns are audited. 
Many are selected randomly, but those 
with outlandish deductions usually get a 
closer look from the federal government.

There are 38 glorious days of procrasti­
nation until April 15, but, if you are one of 
the lucky ones expecting a nice refund 
check, file early and allow up to nine 
weeks for the eagle to land in your mail­
box.

“I’ve got better sense than that,” Lind­
say insisted.

“Who wants the job?" Lindsay asked.
The judge jokingly remarked that he’d 

prefer to be county judge so he can work 
with commissioners such as El Franco 
Lee. When asked if he’d like to continue 
working with Democratic political foe 
E.A. “Squatty” Lyons, Lindsay wasn’t as 
complimentary.

“Well, hopefully, only another year with 
Squatty,” Lindsay stated.

Lyons, who has served over 40 years on 
Commissioners Court, will be up for re­
election in 1986 and is expected to have 
strong Republican opposition. In fact, 
unsuccessful Sheriff s candidate Charles 
Correll has sent out a letter to Republican 
precinct judges announcing that he is 
seriously considering seeking Lyon’s seat.

State Rep. Ed Emmett is also considered 
a possible candidate for the position. 
Emmett, like Correll, is a Republican.

A Stanford University study of home 
computer owners found four out of ten 
families cut their TV viewing by as much 
as an hour and a half each day.

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Films
New Films Provide Laughter, Chills, and Thrills

This past week I previewed three new 
films, none of which held much promise of 
greatness. The surprise came in the form 
of The Sure Thing, a wonderful teen movie 
from Rob Reiner—the man who brought 
us the rock spoof This is Spinal Tap.

The new film (along with The Breakfast 
Club and others) shows that teen comedies 
can be well-made and warmly humorous.

On the downward side there is Night­
mare on Elm Street by the director of Last 
House on the Left and Swamp Thing. Util­
izing a profoundly stupid plot (and the 
usual dumb teenagers), the film’s high­
lights include a girl being dragged across 
the ceiling, and a boy sucked down “into” 
his bed and blown back out in a bloody 
mess.

Finally, there is Into the Night, a 
“comedy-thriller” of sorts that has Jeff 
Goldblum dragging Michelle Pfeiffer all 
over Los Angeles while being pursued by 
vicious Iranians. This movie flies by with 
an amazingly flimsy plot line, but you’ll 
have a lot of fun watching the line up of 
supporting characters and cameos that 
reads like a Who’s Who of Hollywood 
directors and celebrities.

□ ‘The Sure Thing’
Last year there was 16 Candles and 
Revenge of the Nerds, two wonderful little 
films aimed at the teenagers who make up 
a big bulk of America’s moviegoers. What 
distinguished these two from the 
hundreds of others in the “youth genre” 
was the fact that they were entertaining 
without being stupid and insulting.

Apparently filmmakers are wising up 
and raising their standards, because 1985 
has shown promise with the likes of The 
Breakfast Club, Vision Quest, and now 
The Sure Thing. A comedy that features a 
handful of wonderful actors and a nifty 
screenplay to match, The Sure Thing is so 
pleasantly uplifiting it transcends its own 
sexually implied title.

For Walter Gibson, the “sure thing” is a 
girl that his best friend has waiting for 
him in sunny California. Stuck with the 
wintery blahs at an Ivy League college, 
Walter stares at the bikini-clad photo 
Lance has sent and daydreams of an 
encounter with her.

Alison Bradbery is a “totally square” 
girl that you could take home to meet 
Mother (although my mother would be 
surprised if I brought any girl home). She 
studies hard, does not eat food that is bad 
for her, and is waiting for spring break 
when she can visit her homey boyfriend in 
California.

Naturally, these two end up as riders in 
the same car headed out west for the 
break. The nerdy couple they are riding 
with get upset and leave these two 
stranded somewhere out on the desolate 
highways. The two bitch at each other till 
they are blue in the face, but Walter soon 
has Alison begrudgingly drinking beer 
and eating nutritionless pork skins out of 
his hands.

The unsteady relationship between 
these two builds awkwardly but steadily 
as the two trudge onwards towards Caliro- 
nia. As Walter. John Cusack is a refresh­
ing young talent with a nice comic 
delivery and a naively romantic charac­
terization. Daphne Zuniga as Alison 
shows great potential as she slowly 
unwraps her caccoon of plainess to reveal 
a woman who desparately wants to have a 
good time.

The film winds down to their arrival in 
California with these two obviously 
intrigued with each other, but who unfor­
tunately have other loves and “real 
things” waiting for them. How these two 
deal with what they have waiting is really 
a treat that won’t be spoiled.

Director Rob Reiner makes this little 
romantic comedy work because he has a 
funny script and a very talented cast. As 
the best friend Lance, Anthony Edwards 
(Revenge of the Nerds) gives a wonder-

fully nutty performance. The real gem is 
Viveca Lindors as Professor Taub, a col­
lege professor who offers great insights to 
her college students. Lindors, a veteran 
actress, is marvelous here and hopefully 
she will be gracing the screen more often.

As for The Sure Thing, go see it and 
surprise yourself. It’s not something you’ll 
see up for Oscars, but for smooth comedy 
relief it’s the real thing.

□ ‘Nightmare 
on Elm Street’
Just when you thought you were safe from 
slasher movies, along comes Nightmare 
on Elm Street. If you are one of those peo­
ple who love to watch dumb kids wander 
around places they shouldn’t be in the 
dark, then this is the movie for you.

Director Wes Cravens has given film- 
goers plenty of chillis with The Last House 
on th Left and the campy Swamp Thing, 
but here he turns to a silly plot that resem­
bles leftovers from last year’s Dreams­
cape. Apparently, several kids are having 
the same dream about a creepy man who is 
after them. The strange thing is that they 
often wake up with evidence that they 
really lived through what they dreamed.

The kids start getting killed (a la Friday 
the 13th) during their dreams and we 
begin to anticipate the next violent death. 
The audience is screaming “No, don’t go 
in there," or “Watch out,” but we really 
want to see what wonderfully bloody spe­
cial effect is going to do them in.

For those of you who like such atrocities, 
Nightmare offers some startling and hor­
rific effects. One girl is ripped open and 
dragged across the ceiling, while another 
boy’s bedsheet wraps itself around his 
throat and strangles him. I screamed 
when a long tongue came out of the phone 
while one girl was talking to the killer, but 
winced when one person blew up.

The killer is a hideous thing with a 
melted face and long knives on each of his 
fingers. Of course, this is one of those 
monsters who can pop up anywhere at any 
time (since this is a dream, probably), and 
he loves to rake those knifey nails across 
metal to make them screech. Just horrible.

The problem with this film is that 
although it is somewhat scary, it never 
makes a lick of sense. All of the actors are 
very bad, and I won’t embarass any of 
them by mentioning their names. Why 
they can’t make people more tolerable in 
these films is beyond me.

This film has been one of the top ten 
grossing movies for several weeks, so peo­
ple obviously like this sort of thing. While 
there’s nothing wrong with a scary movie, 
I really don’t like having my intelligence 
(much less my senses) insulted. And 
please, let’s hope that they are not plan­
ning a “Return to Elm Street any time 
soon.

□ ‘Into the Night’

One thing you can always count on in a 
John Landis film is a slam-bang ending. 
American Werewolf in London had a 
crashing finale in London’s Piccadilly 
Square, Trading Places had a frantic end­
ing at the Commodities Exchange, and his 
new film Into the Night has a violent shoo­
tout in the Los Angeles International Air­
port.

The problem is enduring the frantic 
hour and a half preceding this end, and 
then trying to figure out how it fits into the 
scheme of things.

It’s hard to tell what Landis is up to this 
time. The first part of the film shows Jeff 
Goldblum bored with the doldrums of his 
life and job in L.A. When he returns home 
early one day and sees his wife with 
another man, he races off aimlessly 
through the city.

Finding himself at the airport, with the 
audience witnessing a stabbing, Goldb­
lum suddenly finds himself in possession 
of a girl who is fleeing the scene. Totallv in

a daze, Goldblum finds himself taking this 
girl (Michelle Pfeiffer) all over L.A. look­
ing for God only knows what. Apparently 
she smuggled these jewels into the country 
that are priceless and several people 
would like to have them.

Well, this girl sure knows how to live. 
She was the mistress for an old millionaire 
who gave her everything, and she appar­
ently knows half the people in the town. 
Speaking of half the people in town, it 
seems as if the director is trying to pay 
back some dues (for his Twilight Zone 
helicopter debacle) by employing dozens 
of actors and directors to play cameos.

Popping up are directors like Roger 
Vadim, David Cronenberg, Paul 
Mazursky, Paul Bartel, and Jonathan 
Demme in bits. Actors like Irene Papas, 
Katherine Harrold, Vera Miles, Dan 
Akroyd, and even David Bowie (very 
strange) pop up in this strange concoction.

For some reason, Into the Night never 
seems to take off anywhere but just seems 
to wander around stopping at various 
spots of L.A.’s high points for the rich and 
famous. The bombastic score by Ira New­
born is really annoying, and since every­
thing happens at night we always feel 
very closed in. Goldblum and Pfeiffer are 
good in their prospective roles, but I got 
really tired of following these two around.

Which brings us to the big shootout at 
the end of the film. In all the confusion, 
most of the bad guys get killed but it all 
seems senseless and doesn’t fit into the 
flow of the film. Maybe it is there to wake 
up those who fell asleep during the rest of 
the movie. All told, this movie should be a 
lot better than it turned out. I sure 
wouldn’t want to pay $5 to be bored, doze 
off, and be awakened by a gut-wrenching 
gun battle.

Houston Art Crowd Finds Daumier Impressive
By Jeff Bray
Honore Daumier was one of those rare 
phenomena in history who was fortunate 
enough to be famous and sought after in 
his own time.

As a political satirist and cartoonist, the 
artist was witness and chronicler of 19th 
century life and politics from about 1830 to 
1872. For over 40 years he was looked upon 
as Europe’s most influential lithographer.

Daumier’s lithographs, on display until 
April 21 at the Museum of Fine Arts, Hous­
ton, are part of the famous Armand 
Hammer private collection.

The museum has done a marvelous job 
in transforming a large space into an 
exceptional display area for these fine 
works. The viewer is taken through the 
halls in a more or less random manner, 
where lithographs, sculpture and paint­
ings by the artist are on display against 
fine dull backdrops, with excellent spot 
lighting. The whole effect is very pleasing 
and complimentary to the artwork it is 
designed to enhance.

Daumier believed in republicanism in 
his native France, adhering to the philo­
sophy of the revolution of 1789. Many of 
his cartoons were strictly censored, and 
much of the copy that accompanies his 
illustrations were writen by others. Fortu­
nately, censorship varied during his life­
time, and during periods of relative 
freedom, he was able to put in his own 
stinging comments on French society and 
politics.

The period in which the artist lived is 
one that is attracting great attention from 
historians these days. Daumier lived in 
France during the beginning and bios-

thing styles, different means of transpor­
tation, home interiors, and a host of other 
details that could normally escape notice 
or be lost in the whirlwind of time.

Most interesting of all, however, is the 
wonderful ability Daumier had of cat­
chingmood the of the times. His stark 
politicl characterizations seem quite crude 
and unsublte by today ’s standards, but we 
must remember that the average French­
man in the 19th century wasn’t quite as 
sophisticated as the average American of 
the late 20th century.

He captured the awe that accompanied 
the massive changes in technology over 
the years. He parodied the fantatic 
fashions of the day—from the box-like 
bonnets of the 1830’s to the enormous and 
inconvenient hoop skirts of the 1860’s. He 
made people laugh with ridiculous carica­
tures of everyday life, and he shocked the 
public with realistic scenes of poverty and 
violence.

Artists like Daumier were the fore­
runners of modern media. They had the 
visualization and the talent to portray to 
the public visible ideas—much as televi­
sion does today. A man like Daumier was 
treated with as much foreboding and 
respect as is a modern television network, 
because he had the ability to influence 
masses of people with his wit and ideas. 
His view of the world became the masses’ 
view of the world—and indeed, it has also 
become our view of the past.

Without social chroniclers like Daumier, 
we would miss the opportunity to see and

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soming years of the Industrial Revolution. 
The sweeping and sometimes terrifying 
changes that rolled over Europe at the 
time made interesting subject matter for 
his artistic commentary, and give contem­
porary historians valuable windows into 
the past.

Without socially conscious and politi­
cally active artists such as Daumier, so 
much of what is known of those early 
industrial years would have been forever 
lost. He portrays intimate things, like clo­

feel the mood of the people back when 
trains were still considered dangerous for 
the circulatory system because of their 
speed and the Franco-Prussian War dev­
astating Paris. Throughout the turbulent 
political and social upheavals of the early 
and mid-1800’s, Daumier kept his window 
open to the world around him, giving us a 
most unique view into the past.

The Armand Hammer Daumier collec­
tion is on display at the Museum of Fine 
Arts, Houston, until April 21, 1985. For 
ticket information, call (713) 526-1361.

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“Odd Number” Boring Mish Mash;
“The Haunted House” Stars One

If there is anything as difficult as living 
gay, I suppose one could make a good 
argument that it is acting gay. “An Even­
ing of Gay Plays,” is being presented in 
Austin by the Safe Sex Players. The bill 
features two productions: Odd Number 
and The Haunted House, both written by 
Robert Patrick.

Odd Number is set in a “safe house” 
(whatever that is) in Drinkingwater, New 
Mexico (where ever that is) in the 1950s. 
Three characters (don’t look for role mod­
els here) interact under the umbrella of— 
you guessed it—sex (but, presumably, 
“safe sex”).

Corporal Bradley Kowski (Danny Med­
ina), a 31-year-old Air Force bootlicker, 
has picked up an almost 18-y^ar-old blond 
named Edgar Brown (Randall Scott 
Butler) at—where else—a record store. The 
two have just finished doing “it” when the 
play opens. One assumes Edgar has sel­
dom done “it” before and that the Cor­
poral is sexually experienced but hardly 
proud.

The play immediately fails because of 
the actors’ inability to phase out the 
audience. These actors were clearly self- 
conscious of an alien audience. Lines of 
affection became lines of affectation, and 
scenes of physical intimacy were as pulled 
punches. The result looked like three 
straights required to act out gay roles in a 
drama class. They neither seemed to be 
enjoying nor working at their roles.

Randall Scott Butler is able to give us an 
acceptable protrayal of a youth exploring 
his emerging sexuality. The lines are all 
there:

“I just feel like you got some kind of 
power over me.”

“I’d do anything you told me to.”
“I’m going to die."
“I’m so scared.”
“I’m so happy.”
“I want to live forever.”
And a few times, a very few, Butler 

creates a flash of magic with a smile or 
inflection in his voice.

The play is about fear. So what else is 
new?

“Am I just all right?” an anxious 
Kowski presses his young friend.

The audience is almost dared to deter­
mine which of the three characters is more 
afraid.

“We’re scared of each other. I don’t 
mean scared like when I was a kid. I mean 
maturely and responsibly scared," Edgar 
says.

The play suggests that a trick is never 
just a trick, for always behind the sex is 
the hope for love (a supposition psycholo­
gists and writers have a field day with).

Kowski, his perpetual vigil of love (and 
hot, blond 17-year-olds to call his own) 
near fruition, fantasizes a life with Edgar: 
“Oh, God, I’m going to live in Drinking- 
water, New Mexico, for the rest of my life!” 

Enter Captain Graham Curtis (Ricardo 
Comer). Initially, Comer appears a god­
send. “Don’t I know you. boy?" he says to 
Edgar. (The Captain has disrupted Edgar 
and Kowski’s plans to be doing “it" ad 
infinitum.)

Well, Captain Curtis isn’t stupid (that’s 
why he’s the Captain), and he sends 
Edgar home with orders not to see Kowski 
for another four months (that's when he 
turns 18), but not before noting the boy’s 
place of employment and his father’s 
name.

Edgar, gutless and heart broken, gath­
ers up his records (leaving behind, of 
course, “My Secret Love") and departs for 
the remainder of the play.

Alone with Kowski, the Captain relaxes 
his terrified subordinate with a line gar- 
neringevening’s the most laughter: “Drop 
the Sir, just call me Mary."

Confirming what we knew all along.

Curtis proceeds to seduce Kowski: “God, if 
it’s a quick easy sexual release you need, 
try me."

Alas, Curtis observes, “You’re just actu­
ally more worried about that kid than you 
are about yourself. That’s beautiful.”

Actually, it was beautiful, until Kowski 
begins groping Curtis, and the two are 
ready to make tracks to the bedroom.

It’s all a boring mish-mash of inconsist­
ent characters, which may be the author’s 
point, but who needs such reminders? 
There’s a few amusing lines, such as when 
Corporal Kowski questions whether he 
has “a hard-on or a Charlie horse,” but 
there’s really no plot to begin with. The 
lines are all predictable, which is not 
necessarily bad, but when the actors are 
merely reciting such lines instead of creat­
ing characters, well, it left me praying the 
second play would be better.

Sterling Price-McKinney’s portrayal of 
Jay—"the haunted house"—was, indeed, 
prime entertainment which had most of us 
roaring with laughter, even shedding a 
few tears. There’s one other character in 
this play: “Frank" (J.W. Whiddon) is a 
straight jock who ends up proclaiming the 
by-then obligatory, but madly contrived 
line “I love you" to his host.

“What are they all looking for?" F'rank 
asks as he surveys the night life along a 
Greenwich Village street from Jay’s 
apartment.

Whiddon tries hard to integrate his 
character into the action (he seemed to be 
suffering from a cold that night). But from 
the beginning you know this is a one-man 
show with Price-McKinney as a 27-year- 
old playwright who has scraped idealism 
and relaxed into a world of words and 
memories and drugs.

Price-McKinney combines some mes­
merizing eye movements with a strong 
script: “You shouldn’t assume that every 
homosexual wants to sleep with every 
attractive boy he meets ... just because a 
couple of million of us are like that.”’

The lines are simple enough, but Price- 
McKinney adds mannerisms and a 
cadence which invigorates this character. 
Unlike the actors in the first play, Price- 
McKinney has no problems with the 
audience.

You can’t help respecting this character, 
limp wrist, two-piece bathing suit and all. 
Because, as Price-McKinney convinces us, 
Jay is living as Frank is trying to write: 
“honestly, truthfully, fearlessly."

“You always win, huh?” Frank asks 
nearconclusion the of his day-long 
encounter with “The homosexual."

“Only because I know it’s only a game,” 
says Jay.

Sterling Price-McKinney is a name to 
remember.

If Safe Sex Players can develop a couple 
more actors with Price-McKinney’s talent 
and obtain some scripts that avoid prose­
lytizing through extreme stereotypes, they 
might enjoy a loyal following in Austin.

A SIDE NOTE: Women made up about 
one-fifth of the audience, though there 
were no women characters in these plays. 
The two women sitting next to me seemed 
to be enjoying the plays much more than 
most of the men present.

Sweet Birds at The Alley Montrose Live

Sweet Bird of Youth is an important pro­
duction for the Alley Theatre this season. 
It succeeds as far as being a very good 
show, but does it do everything else it 
means to do?

The Alley is justifiably proud of its 
30,000 present subscribers. That is a very 
impressive number. Now they are offering 
them the chance to resubscribe, that is to 
buy their season tickets for next year.

There will be 12 plays next year. So far 
the Alley is still unsure as to what all but 
two of them will be. For a substantial dis­
count, the subscribers are being asked to 
buy a pig in a poke.

Not really, of course. We can judge the 
future by what we know of the present and 
the past. Earlier productions this season, 
such as Seasons Greetings or Starry 
Night, would have convinced me. They 
proved the Alley can assemble a good resi­
dent company capable of doing very enter­
taining shows. Does Sweet Bird show 
this?

Or does it show a lack of faith in their 
own product? Mark Soper, Patricia Roe 
and Tracy Thome have the best roles and 
do them excellently. If you feel like a 
slightly heavy, meaningful evening, you 
owe it to yourself to see these people try to 
bridge the chasms between them.

But they are imports. They are not in 
town for the whole season, merely the one 
show. They are guests of the company, 
presumably provided by New York cast­
ing consultant Michael Doyle Fender.

Richard Poe, Bettye Fitzpatrick, 
Michael Alan Gregory, and other com­
pany members do very well in smaller 
roles. Unfortunately, the largest role 
given to a member, Boss Finley by Paul C. 
Thomas, is also the worst written role in 
the show. This corrupt Southern bigot is

much more sinister, more believable even 
when is being talked aobut than when he’s 
talking himself. His organization is 
responsible for the random castration of a 
black man, but he occasionally speaks in 
unintentional one liners.

The setting and lighting by Dale F. Jor­
dan are very evocative. We are met by a 
bedroom. It is surrounded by reflective 
screens. It centers around a large, very 
feminine bed. The ornate headboard and 
the slated window beside it make it look 
like an old sailboat, the sail set full out.

Chance Wayne, the hustler and drea­
mer, is caught in that hall of mirrors. He 
can’t face what he really is, though. So the 
only “reflection" he sees is the phantom of 
himself as a younger man. That bed has 
become his only ticket out of the situation. 
Ultimately, it is a boat that he chooses to 
miss.

But the set is also one of the sore points. 
It’s fine while it’s sitting there, but it’s 
horrible to move. Twice during the even­
ing we are subjected to unforgivably long 
and visible set changes. The mood is com­
pletely broken.
