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GPC to Tackle Debt, Mailing List, in 1987

Houston Gay Political Caucus will con­
centrate in 1987 on expanding and 
streamlining its mailing list, reducing 
an $11,500 debt and keeping a watchful 
eye on local politicians who will be seek­
ing the organization’s endorsement in 
the November city elections. The caucus 
also plans to step up its involvement in 
AIDS issues during the coming year, 
president Annise Parker said.

Parker, who is currently unopposed 
for reelection in HGPC’s officer and 
board elections scheduled Jan. 21, said 
projects begun or renewed in 1986 will 
be continued and developed in 1987. 
Among the priorities is the organiza­
tional debt to several individuals and 
companies, which Parker says was 
reduced by $2000 from $13,500 this year.

The debt accumulated from services 
and publicity provided the approxi­
mately 450-member organization from 
1982 through 1985, Parker explained. 
She said payments would be made to 
further reduce the debt this year.

“We’ll be trying to pay off the bills 
first,” Parker said.

Another ongoing effort that will be a 
major focus in the new year is the updat­
ing of HGPC’s mailing list to reinstitute 
the caucus’ phone-banking system. Of 
approximately 14,000 names currently 
on the list, about 1000 are listed with 
incorrect addresses, Parker said.

The phone system will be used to 
make sure voters are properly regis­
tered, to get out the vote, and to encour­
age precinct-level organizing and bloc 
voting, Parker said. The mail and phone 
communication systems can also be 

used to quickly inform the community 
of recent developments, to attract volun­
teers and new members, and to encour­
age participation in activities, she 
added.

Throughout the year, HGPC will 
monitor the responses of various offi­
cials and candidates for office on gay 
issues, and will demand statements 
from those seeking endorsement indi­
cating how they will vote on specific gay 
or AIDS-related questions, Parker said. 
Their responses will then be revealed to 
voters via the mailing list.

“We want to make these politicians 
accountable all year, not just at election 
time. This way, people will know what 
they can expect them to do,” Parker 
said.

“Fm not at all sure that ‘picking the 
lesser of two evils’ is the thing to do 
anymore. If the choice is between a 
known enemy and someone who will do 
nothing at all, maybe not voting in that 
race has more of an impact,” she said, 
adding that attending the recent 
national convention of openly-gay 
elected officials “enlightened” her.

“We have to have openly-gay elected 
officials,” Parker stated. She suggested, 
however, that gays will often choose to 
vote for an unpredictable “middle line” 
candidate even when they know a gay 
person is running.

“They reason that the gay candidate 
has no chance of winning,” she said.

Politically, 1987 will be an issue- 
oriented, non-partisan year for the cau­
cus, Parker declared. Because of

non-partisan networking begun this 
year, the organization should be able to 
get more involved in precinct organiz­
ing, she said.

And. the caucus will set its own 
agenda for AIDS causes in 1987, a move 
that may be touchy among some other 
groups involved in the struggle.

For example, AIDS Foundation Hous­
ton has asked HGPC in the past to avoid 
the limelight in AIDS issues because of 
the caucus’ political focus.

“The AIDS Foundation depends on 
public funding ... they must appear 
non-political and separate from politi­
cal groups.” Parker explained.

“However, GPC will have to start tak­
ing the lead in approaching the city on 
the issues, going before City Council, 
asking for AIDS funding, asking offi­
cials, ‘What are you going to do to help 
us?’ Officials in Houston have been run­
ning scared from the issue, and no one 
from our side is asking them why,” she 
continued.

Parker said support groups like the 
now-defunct “It’s OK” took on the 
responsibility of organizing appearan­
ces and demonstrations in the past, but 
there is no group currently involved in 
that type of AIDS activism.

“Someone has to do it. The AIDS 
Foundation can’t,” she said.

Members have also discussed form­
ing a PWA group within the caucus, 
although the subject has not been 
brought up in a meeting, she noted.

just looking grim. Daniel Ortega rated 
two as befits the leader of a government 
fighting for its life in an all-out civil 
war.

One is a double-truck shot of Nicara­
gua’s president squatting in tall grass 
while he holds an ominous AK-47 auto­
matic rifle. He’s wearing a New York 
Mets cap and T-shirt. In the other, he’s 
out in the backyard pushing a wheelbar­
row loaded with four of his eight laugh­
ing children as his smiling common-law 
wife leans on his shoulder.

I think it’s a crying shame that God 
didn’t make the cut.

The magazine’s editors had dummied 
in an intriguing piece on God. It fea­
tured a full-page pic of God touching 
fingertips with Adam. Thecaption read: 
“Everybody’s favorite guy hasn’t lost 
the old spark.”

The copy was written by one of Peo­
ple’s hottest writers. I was fortunate 
enough to obtain a computer readout. 
The text follows:

“Everybody wants to talk to him ... 
Men want to be like him. and women 
want to be near him ... He’s got box 
office written all over him.” That’s what 
celebrity circuit biggies are saying 
about God.

It looks like the creator of this wonder­
ful, wacky world we live in may be on 
the verge of scaling new heights in his 
long career. There’s no question he’s 
been on a downer the last decade or so 
(there are even reports he’d passed on), 
and those around him were getting the 
jitters. But now he’s back on top of the 
charts, showing doubting Thomases 
the staying power of a real trouper.

“I’m just glad to be alive,” he says 
with a warm grin.

Though he’s won a zillion kudos for 
his speedy and inspired creation of the 
universe—“awesome,” as one fan put 
it—he remains modest about his 
accomplishment. “Just lucky, I guess,” 
he tells friends, ducking his head.

He gets his share of the pans, too. (The 
recent escape of volcanic gas in Came­
roon is a good example.) But he can take 
it on the chin. He likes to show visitors 
that plaque on his wall that says, “You 
can’t learn without trying!”

Sometimes seen as remote and even 
occasionally wrathful, those close to 
him insist he’s really “an average Joe” 
who likes nothing better than tossing a 
frisbee for his Irish setter, Big Red. 

“He’s resolutely down home,” one asso­
ciate said. “Anyone can talk to him.”

Though he never married, he’s a 
devoted father. The apple of his eye is 
his only son, who rose from humble 
beginnings (just like a Horatio Alger 
hero) to become a founder of the well- 
known Christian church. And it’s no 
accident that in his best-selling “New 
Testament” (the inspiration of a dozen 
Hollywood epics), the proud dad hardly 
mentions anyone else.

A hard worker (he’s the only tree­
maker in the business), he likes to play, 
too. His main hobby is doing miracles, 
to which he brings his own special 
magic. And he loves to relax listening to 
his musical group, the ever-popular 
“Heavenly Choir.”

The only thing that now stands 
between him and international celeb­
rity status, experts say, is his well- 
known reluctance to appear on T-shirts, 
lunch boxes or talk shows or to make 
those much-sought-after endorsements. 
But if he can just get over his shyness, 
they say. 1987’s going to be a banner 
year for God.

NEW YORK (DPI)—A judge ordered 
the state Crime Victims Compensation 
Board to continue paying three victims 
of the “Dog Day Afternoon” bank 
robbery money that was earned from 
the hit film, it was disclosed Monday, 
Dec. 80.

The board had argued it closed the 
case after five years, but state Supreme 
Court Justice Elliott Wilk ruled “the 20- 
year statute of limitations generally 
applicable for the enforcement of money 
judgements” should be in place.

Warner Bros, made a movie called 
Dog Day Afternoon about the 1972 
Brooklyn bank robbery attempt by 
John Wojtowicz and promised the thief 
one percent of the net profit.

Under a 1977 law, convicts must turn 
over any profit from literary or artistic 
depictions of their crime to the compen­
sation board.

The hoard paid three victims 
$35,612.60, but closed the account in 
1983.

The victims were seeking an undis­
closed amount of additional money 
earned by the film in the past three 
years.

Wojtowicz is in a federal prison until 
Aug. 23,1987—with a chance he may be 
released in May 1987 for “good time”— 
on a parole violation that occurred last 
August, his parole officer, Patrick 
Walsh said.

In August, Wojtowicz visited a man 
described by Walsh as Wojtowicz’s 
“husband” at an upstate prison. It was 
the second parole violation since his 
1978 release on a 15-year prison term.

He rocketed to fame 14 years ago 
when he tried to rob a bank so he could 
fund a sex change operation for a male 
lover.

He kept hundreds of police and FBI 
agents at bay for 14 hours while holding 
bank employees hostage. His partner 
was shot dead by the FBI and Wojto­
wicz was arrested as he was about to 
board a plane for Algeria.

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Actress Elsa Lanchester 
Defended Husband’s Sexuality

LOS ANGELES—Elsa Lanchester, the 
red-haired pixie who specialized in play­
ing eccentric spinsters and witty 
dowagers during a 60-year career that 
included the film classic The Bride of 
Frankenstein, died this past week at 84.

Lanchester, the widow of Academy 
Award-winning actor Charles 
Laughton, died of bronchopneumonia 
Friday at the Motion Picture and Televi­
sion Hospital, where she was admitted 
Dec. 17, spokeswoman Jean Ferris said.

The London-born actress had been 
comatose for several years following 
several strokes. She left no family or 
relatives and requested that there be no 
memorial services.

Lanchester twice was nominated for 
Oscars, for Come to the Stable in 1949 
and Witness for the Prosecution in 1958.

During her prolific career, the actress 
delighted audiences with bawdy 
cabaret songs and horrified moviegoers 
in the title role of the 1935 film The Bride 
of Frankenstein.

Lanchester made her first Hollywood 
film appearance in David Copperfield 
earlier that year, and her co-starring 
role with Laughton in The Beach­
comber in 1938 won her recognition as a 
major actress.

Born Elizabeth Sullivan in Oct. 28, 
1902, Lanchester hoped to become a 
dancer, but began playing music halls 
and small night clubs, and helped 
organize the Children's Theater in Lon­
don at age 16.

She belonged to a group called Cave of 
Harmony productions that staged, after 

midnight, one-act plays by Anton Chek­
hov, Luigi Pirandello and A.E. House­
man.

Lanchester claimed that while at the 
cabaret she originated the costume of 
top hat, ballet tights and high heels, 
later used by Marlene Dietrich.

She met Laughton in her first big Lon­
don stage hit Riverside Nights. When 
the play closed, they were married. 
Friends said she had no idea her hus­
band had homosexual predilections.

I^ater, Lanchester was asked why she 
allowed author Charles Higham to 
write about her husband’s homosexual 
life in Charles Laughton: An Intimate 
Biography. ”

“Because times have changed, and 
such things can be discussed more 
openly than they were before,” she said. 
“And because it might help people who 
are faced with the same kind of problem 
and must deal with the terrible guilt 
that Charles felt most of his life.”

Lanchester played her first screen 
role in the silent version of The Con­
stant Nymph in 1927.

The Laughtons came to the United 
States to perform Payment Deferred, 
one of their hit shows in London, on 
Broadway. I^anchester played Laugh­
ton’s daughter.

The couple returned to London in 1933 
to make their first talking movie, Henry 
VIII, in which she played one of the 
monarch’s wives, Ann of Cleves. The 
movie was a success and they repeated 
it as as stage show at the Old Vic.

That performance led to several com­
panion roles for the Laughtons, includ­
ing Ariel and Prospero in The Tempest 

by Shakespeare; and Peter Pan with she 
in the title role and he playing Captain 
Hook.

Laughton began building a reputa­
tion as an actor, and Hollywood lured 
him in 1934 for such films as Ruggles of 
Red Gap, Mutiny on the Bounty and 
The Hunchback of Notre Dame.

The Laughtons shuttled back and 
forth from London to New York for a bit, 
then settled in Los Angeles.

After the filming of The Bride of 
Frankenstein with Boris Karloff, Lan­
chester complained of the three hours it 
took to make up her face for the female 
monster.

“My hair stiffened into a Topsy-like 
mop and was to stick out backward on a 
little cage,” she wrote in her autobio­
graphy, Charles Laughton and I. “I was 
then bound in yards and yards of ban­
dage, all most carefully done by a 
nurse.”

I^anchester’s more than 50 credits 
also included The Ghost Goes Wes/, 
1936; Rembrandt, 1937; The Spiral 
Staircase, 1935; The Inspector General, 
1949; Androcles and the Lion, 1953; 
Bell, Book and Candle. 1958; Mary Pop­
pins, 1964; Willard, 1971; Murder by 
Death, 1976.

She also appeared on television in 
“Omnibus,” 1953-57; “The John For- 
stythe Show,” 1965-67; and “Nanny and 
the Professor,” 1971.

After I^aughton’s death in 1962 in Los 
Angeles, Lanchester remained in Holly­
wood and performed for several years at 
the Turnabout Theater.

She also sang in night clubs and 
many of her tunes were recorded in an 
album, Songs fora Smoke-Filled Room.

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Make A New Year’s AIDS Resolution:
“I Will Not Put Myself or Others At Risk

1986 will be remembered as the year of 
staggering projections about the future 
of the AIDS epidemic with, at least, gen­
eral recognition that heterosexuals are 
also at risk through sexual contact.

Hopefully, for 1987, each and every 
person who might be at risk will take 
personal responsiblity for stopping the 
spread of the AIDS virus.

This means believing that you are at 
risk, learning how to protect yourself 
from that risk, and making a commit­
ment to always protect yourself. No one 
can do it for you.

The World Health Organization 
recently estimated that 10 million peo­
ple worldwide are already infected with 
the AIDS virus, a number that will rise 
to 50 to 100 million within five years.

It is also expected that two to four 
million more Americans will become 
infected over the next five years. The 
U.S. Public Health Service estimates 
that 7000 heterosexuals will develop 
AIDS in 1991 as a result of the spread of 
the AIDS virus during heterosexual 
intercourse—transmitted from female 
to male as well as male to female.

Many if not most of these people will 
become infected in 1987 and 1988.

It is difficult to believe that people 
know they are at risk for AIDS, know 
how to protect themselves, and still fail 
to do so.

Nevertheless, although dramatic 
changes have occurred in gay male sex­
ual behavior, too many gay men who 
know better still practice unprotected 
(no condom) anal intercourse, which is 
the highest risk behavior for AIDS. 
Some of the reasons my patients have 
given me for not always using condoms 
include: “My partner refused to use a 
condom;” “It doesn’t feel good with a 
condom;” “I didn’t have one with me;” 
"After two negative tests for antibodies 
to the AIDS virus I assumed I was 
immune.”

The latter was from a patient whose 
third test was positive.

That same denial was recently dem­
onstrated by heterosexual members of 
two sex clubs in Minneapolis who had 
an average of 25 sexual partners, and 
yet 73 percent did not believe their 
behavior put them at risk for AIDS.

Unfortunately, millions of Americans 
who do not believe it will happen to 
them may indeed become infected over 
the next five years.

Statistically, not all people are at 
equal risk for infection. Couples in a 
monogamous relationship since at least 
1978, where neither partner has used

injectable drugs or received blood pro­
ducts. are at no risk.

For gay or bisexual men, the odds that 
a new male partner is infected varies 
from about one in five to one in two 
depending on the city. For heterosexu­

als, the risk averages less than one per­
cent.

The risk rises significantly if your 
partner has had sex with a gay or bisex­
ual man, has used injectable drugs or 
has had sex with someone who has.

That is the problem with the advice to 
know the sexual and drug use history of 
your partner—you must know the his­
tory of his or her prior partners as well. 
That is of course usually impossible. 
Thus you must assume the possibility 
that a new partner could be infected.

In any event, because hundreds of 
thousands of Americans will become 
infected in 1987, the risk for homosexu- 
ally or heterosexually active individu­
als will do nothing but rise since each 
newly infected person is believed to 
become infectious as well.

Therefore now is the time to start tak­
ing precautions.

Information about how to protect 
yourself has been available for a long 
time. In anal or vaginal intercourse use 
a condom. If you use injectable drugs, do 
not share needles or equipment.

The goverment should be spending 
hundreds of millions of dollars to con­
vince people that “intercourse without a 
condom can kill” and “sharing drug 
equipment can kill.” Sadly, the govern­
ment wil not spend money to try to con­
vince you that risk exists and that you 
can and should protect yourself.

But if you read this far, then you 
know.

The final step, convincing you to 
always take precautions, depends on 
you. Government, no matter how much 
it spends, can not do that for you.

The AIDS virus does not forgive. If 
you get infected, no matter how sorry 
you are, no matter how much you try to 
change it, that fact will not change. 
Only you can prevent this from happen­
ing. If you haven’t already started pro­
tecting yourself, start now.

I urge the following critically impor­
tant 1987 New Year’s resoultion: I will 
not practice behavior that puts me at 
risk for infection with the AIDS virus. 
Ever.

pie do stay alive by taking it easy. Jus­
tice does not exist except by intense 
concentration and constant effort by 
those who want the liberty to exercise 
their human rights.

Simplistically the human species can 
be divided into two categories: 1. Those 
peaceful persons who want to live and 
let live; 2. Those persons who want to 
control others.

When dominating persons threaten 
peaceful persons, those who want peace 
hope the threat will go away. They take 
it easy, like your pet cat; she doesn’t 
move until she becomes uncomfortable. 
When attacked, she’ll flee rather than 
fight. Only when cornered, will she turn 
to face her enemy.

Domineering persons are predatory. 
Because their appetite for power is 
insatiable, they never go away. They 
never take it easy; they know that’s not 
the way to achieve and maintain con­
trol.

The lesbian and gay community 
wants to live and let live. We are peacea­
ble. In the beginning of 1986, the Funda- 
mentalist Right attacked the 
homosexual community as though it 
were the world’s worst enemy. Print 
media, electronic media, sermons, all 
full of hatred and scorn for lesbians and 
gay men—on and on, until the work­
place is nasty with homophobia. The 
language of children reflects it.

We’ve never been the most popular 
citizens, but the 1986 onslaught evinced 
the malevolent enthusiasm of born 
again bigotry. Our first tendency was to 
crawl back into the closet. The attack 
intensified. We became more visible and 
more political. But we’ve never really 
turned on them.

In spite of Jerry Falwell’s recurrent, 
junk mail whine that Satan has almost 
destroyed his “ministry,” he and his fol­
lowers will continue to act true to his 
nature, which apparently is to extirpate 
everything he doesn’t like. The recent 
sodomy ruling by the Supreme Court is 
Falwellism in action. That should fire 
us. We dare not take it easy.

Our resolve will be strengthened if we 
comprehend the why and wherefore of 
the most highly organized assault on 
homosexual women and men the world 
has ever seen. In 1966, Masters and 
Johnson, announced: The vagina has 
almost no nerve endings, the clitoris 
has far more nerve endings than the 
penis or any other part of the male sex­
ual aparatus, and the most intense 
orgasms in women are produced by 
masturbation. The women’s movement 
added: If you want a man, go ahead; but 
now you know you have options. 
Consciousness-raising workshops 
popped up ail over the country, from 

millions of dollars to the cause, and fol­
lowed the scent.

But institutionalized hatred against a 
large and peace-loving segment of 
society, and the anti-woman blitz con­
stitute a cruel force that can hardly be 
called godly. This current wave of caus­
tic homophobia is more than tribal fear 
of something different. It is the Inquisi­
tor’s malice toward the heretic. And it is 
the battle cry of the most primeval hete­
rosexual male dynamic: I want my 
woman under my total control.

For hundreds of years, sodomy 
referred only to anal copulation. Now 
the Fundamentalist Right has extended 
its meaning to include all sexual activ­
ity that is not penile-vaginal inter­
course. It is clear that heterosexual male 
is territorial and the vagina is his 
imperative. Not all heterosexual males 
are misogynist and/ or homophobic, 
but enough of them are to have driven 
the Supreme Court into the bedrooms 
and between the sheets of all Ameri­
cans. It’s time we stand up and be 
counted.

Public opinion is the prime source of 
political power. The fact that the 
Supreme Court would eventually heed 
the bleatings of a Bible Belt small-town 
preacher, amplified by repetition, 
proves that government does listen. Our 
lavender 10 percent opinion must 
extend itself into a powerful majority.

This country is full of people who 
ignore Falwell as a religious fanatic. 
And they don’t realize we are 
everywhere—they’ve never known one 
of us. Such people are the “undecided” 
in every poll.

Because humans evolved from a pri­
mate species that survived by not des­
troying its own members, most people 
are good. If they saw us as humans 
working to survive, eager to love and be 
loved, unhappy when we’re not, even as 
they; if they knew us outside the closet, 
most of the undecided would follow their 
human instincts and would support us 
in our efforts to obtain justice.

In October 1987, lesbian women and 
gay men from all across America will 
March on Wasington. I^et us show our 
government and the whole country, 
how numerous we are, that we come 
from everywhere, and that lesbian 
women and gay men are out of the closet 
for good. Visibility is our most effective 
weapon. Respect for the rights of the 
individual is at stake, the constitutional 
core upon which this nation was built. 
When we win. all Americans will be 
freer.

At Henry’s, you have your choice of three rate formulas, which are comparable to the rates charged by 

other fast-photo places, drug stores and supermarkets. Basically it’s this: The longer you can wait for 
your photo developing, the lower the developing and printing price. After all, “Time is money.”

You may think drug stores and supermarkets have about the lowest prices around for photo 
developing. And you are almost right. They usually offer what is called ‘‘next day service” but which is in 
many cases a two-day wait. (You must drop your film off before their daily pickup and cannot pick it back 
up until after the next day’s pickup. So, if their daily pickup is at, say, 1pm, and you arrive on a Monday at 
2pm, your film won’t be back until Wednesday at 1pm. That’s 47 hours later. Yes, they call this “next day 
service.”

At Henry’s, we offer this same “speed,” if that’s what you want, but we’re honest in our description of it. 
We call it “2 Day Service.” And with it, you get our lowest rate, which is about the same as the drug stores 
and supermarkets. It’s as low as $1.99 a roll. By letting us have 48 hours to do your film, we can do it 
during our slack periods, or at night, while continuing to keep our machines running for those customers 
who want their photos “right now.”

This brings us to our famous “One Hour Service.” Sometimes you just don’t want to wait. You need your 
film developed and printed immediately. Even while you wait. We’ll do it. And in less than an hour for 
90% of the customers wanting this service.

Our one-hour service costs more, of course, than drug store processing. But it’s still reasonably priced 
at as low as $6.59.

How about a compromise between speed and price? We also have a real One Day Service, where we 
promise to have it ready for you in 24 hours, irregardless of what time you bring it in. That price is as low 
as $4.99 a roll.

SIZE OF PRINTS
For 35mm film, you have a choice of standard prints (3*5), large prints (4X6), or professional-size prints 

(5*7). The bigger the print, of course, the more the cost.
SHOTS THAT DON’T COME OUT

We don’t charge you for blank or unexposed shots on your negative. We charge a small developing fee 
for the negative and then only charge you for the “printable” pictures.

CENSORSHIP
It’s not for us to judge. We develop all our customers’ pictures confidentially with the same care and 

quality.

NO GETTING LOST
At the drug stores and supermarkets, your film goes on a lot of trips. Some chains even process their 

Houston film in Dallas. All that traveling increases the chance that your film will get lost or damaged— 
or sent to someone else while you get theirs.

At Henry’s, we do all 35mm color film in our lab—right there where you dropped it off at 
428'/2 Westheimer. The regular color-print film never leaves. (We do send out slides, black and white film, 
prints from prints, and 8x10 and up enlargements. They all are picked up and returned by the Kodak 
commercial lab in Houston, which has the ability to process everything that we can’t.)

PAPER AND CHEMICALS
We use Kodak and Fuji paper with Kis chemicals.
Why the mixture? Kis (the manufacturer of our equipment) recommends Kodak paper, which works 

best in most cases. We have found, however, that Fuji paper will give a better look for some customers, 
especially those using Fuji film. So we use what works best for your photos. We are not tied down to one 
company, like most other fast-photo and drug stores are.

COMMERCIAL PHOTO PRINTING
Let us bid on your mass quantities, from a couple of dozen to a couple of thousand. (Photos make great 

invitations.) And all photo developing, from 1 copy to a thousand enlargements, gets the same custom 
quality control.
